Dump Solution No Nearer;

Burner Potential Doubted

Enthusizsm for a portable stes!®B. Loverin sald he ia opposed to

burner to dispose of Rockville and
rural ‘Vernon rubblsh cooled last
night in the face of reporta that
the $22,000 burner will not an-
swer Vernon's mounting irash
problem,

However, rural and city officials
decided to push for a solution to
the problem as fast as possible
and will geek to meet with & rep-

tive of the burner manu-
facturer next week to find out
:o‘hst the burner can and cennot

Once informed, the officials sald
they will put it up to deciaion of
the group as to t to buy &
burner, set up en sanitary land-
fill dump, or aim for an inciner-
ator.

Members of the Rockville and
Vernon Fire District governments
sat down two weeks dgo in a joint
effort to find an answer to the
trash question. Two committees,
were set up, one to Investigate
purchass of a bwner and the
other to fing land to put it on.

Only four members of the orig-
inal group were present last night
at the second meeting.

Two posaible sites for the burn-
er are available, according to
Barney Moses, a member of the
Vernon Fire District Planning
Commission, and Harvey A.
Yonce, Rockville corporation coun-
pel. They did not say where the
sites were jocated.

However, both men sald a new
quest for a disposal area may have
to be made, If the burner proves
impractical.

Andrew Tricarico Vernon High-
way Superintendent, at the first
session reported he had seen one
of the burners in operation In
Norwalk and had heard a Norwalk
city employe pralse the burner’s
operation.

Yesterday, however, less en-
thusiastic reports from state and
private engineers reached Vernon.

LeRoy W. Van Kleeck, former
principal sanitary engineer for the
State Health Department and now
an engineer for Bowe, Albertson
and Associates, sald the portable
burners are designed only for
waste paper and light combustible
material such as cardboard.

He sald they do not burn gar-
bage satisfactorily. If garbage is
added to the trash, he said, the
residue will draw rats and vermin,
a mituation which plagued the old
city dump on West Rd.

Also, Leslis K, Sherman, princ!-
pal sanitary engineer for the state,
{s reported- to have urged extreme
caution on purchase of & burner;
and Charles. T. Walsh, chlef sani-
tary engineer for Bowe, Albertson
fn New York, warned it will not
answer Vernon's problem.

Walsh said hia firm is the con-
gultant te Norwalk for construc-
tion of a new incinerator to re-
place the old one. He said the port-
able burmer there wes recoms-
mended as a stopgap purchase for
waste paper and cardboard,

Burning of garbage was not rec-
ommended, he sald, either by the
engineering firm or the burner
manufacturer,

Walsh will be in Rockville to-
night to discuss the new Rockville
filtration plant's operation with
city aldermen.

With the burner no longer a sure
solution, the officials last night sald
other trash disposal solutions must
:lc purstied as vigorously as pos-

ble.

it may have to be pursied as a
temporary solution until, perhaps.
an incinerator canm-be approved.

Yonce sald’ the vederal Houming
and Home Finance Agency
(HHFA) will pay for a study and
planning of an incinerator in any
town and he recommended  that
one of the Vernon government
bodies apply for this assistance,

Van Kleeck terday sald the
HHFA plan may be dosirable and
it will “take the town off the hook™
in picking an optimum spot for an
incinerating unit.

The engineers also reported that
greater demand and new construc-
tion methods have brought inciner-
ator costys down somewhat in re-
cent years.

Yonce pointed ont, however, that
an incinerator is still & cosatly item,
An approximately $250,000 unit
would be needed to “wandle present
and predicted trash and garbage
in Vernon.

Sanitary land fill dumping was
discussed briefly as s possible In-
terim answer. District Commission-
er John A. Harvey said he Is op-
posed to land fill dumping and
pointed to Manchester's dump
maintenance problems.

Yonce sald a land fill dump
must be surveyed, engineered,
equipped and maintained in accord-
ance with strict rules. Otherwise,
it will not be succeasful, he said.

Dumping problems have mount-
ed In Vernon since the city dump
was closed as & health menace in
July. City trash now goes to Man-
chester under & $3-a-ton dumping
arrangement while garbage is de-
livered to a pig farm. Private col-
lectors, now operating on a week-
to-week basls, pick up trash in
rural Vernon, but say they are not
sure how much longér they will
find dumping arens,
