In park ism, the damage ls
done to & |relatively amall area in
the mid-brain. In young patients,
the damaging agent {s usually a
yirus, The part{ virus is usual-
ly the organism fhat s associnted
with epidemica of what Is called
“sleeping sickness” (lethargic ence-
phalitis).

In the older patient, parkinson-
ism is most often the result of
hardening of the arteries that bring
blood and nutriment to this small
mid-brain area,

We do not know why virus or
arteriosclerotic process elects to
strike this tiny and protected area
with such devastating intensity any
more than we know why a tornado
follows a certain path. We do not
know why either of these agents
of destruction chooses lo ntrike
this person and not that. If we
possessed this information, we
might discover preventive meas-
ures.

-In general, those who treat park-
insonism encourage their patients
to: continue | those 'activities in
which  they “participated bhefore
their {lIness.

More specifically, they prescribe
exercises and drugs. Many of the
latter are quite helpful but, since
each has one or another type of
side reaction, some mémber of the
household may be required to as-
sist with medication.

In 1952, & new and promising ap-
proach to the more lasting control
of parkinsonian rigidity and trem-
or was discovered when Dr. Irving
8. Cooper of New York University
observed Improvement in a patient
after a amall artery of the affected
region was tied off.

Following this lead, Dr. Cooper
perfected & technique for blocking
the same region by chemical In-
jection (chemopallldectomy or
chemothalumectomy).

A few months ago, Dr. Cooper
reported the results of 1,000 of
these procedures performed at St.
Barnabas Hospital in New York.

Againal an operative mortality
of 2 per cent and of post-operative
complications of about 3 per cent,
the procedure succeded in bringing
relief to 85 per cent of those who
submitted to surgery.

Many of these patients have con-
tinued to lead relatively full and
comforiable lives, with little or no
dependence on drugs, for as long as
six years.

While there are limitations, as
well as risks, to the surgical ap-
proach, the procedure surely merits
the consideration of affected pa-
tients, their families and their
medical advisers.

tence. We belong to another alli-
ance, another coalition, which i
not againat any particular nation
as an enemy, but against the act of
aggressive war, whenever It -ia
committed anywhere by anybody.
From the beginning NATO, lke
the other regional military alll-
antes ‘we have creatsd, has sub-
tracted. something from the pres-
tige and meaning of the United
Nationsa.

To be frank, we see no way for
President Kennedy to pull the
props out from under NATO, and

LaBél]e' Lashes

Hartford, Feb. 10 UP—State's
Atty. John D. LaBelle lashed out
against witneases who' frustrate
crime inyestigators by remaining
mute when called upon to testify.

His remarks came as he opposed
—unsuccessfully — the release on
bond of three convicted gamblers
jailed recently for refusing to
answer “proper questiona” at the
current “one-man grand jury” In-
quiry.

“They ought to answer the ques-
tions,” the Hartford County prose-
cutor said. “They ought to cooper-
ate. They ought to tell what the
story is and get out of jail that
WAY.

““'he thing T don't like to have
happen is for people such as these
three persons saying to the courts
and to the state of Connecticut,
‘You are not going to get any In-
vestigation that is successful In
this state because we are not going
to tell you anything’.

“That's exactly what their atti-
tude is and what it has been right
along. I certainly don't consent to
any bail under conditions such as
that.”

LaBelle admitted, however, that
there were “‘two sides of the ques-
tion.” He sald he recognized the

nesses "'might be vitiated" if they
were forced tg remain in jail pend-
ing-its completion.
