New Haven, Feb, 10 (P—The
New Haven Rallroad has launched
nfuon in & bid to reduce rates for
“'plggy-back™ freight service.

A civil action filed by the New
Haven yesterday In U, 8. District
Court seeks to upset an Interstate
Commerce Commission order that
current rates for the service be
continued,

The sult was filed in New Ha-
ven's name, but the line was joined
by 15 other railroads.

At issue is last month's ICC or-
der for the raliroads to withdraw a
petition for a 5 to 10 per cent re-
duction in “piggy-back" service
rates. The service entails placing
fully loaded traflers of railroad
flat cars for transport,

The railroads sought the rate re-
duction last year in an attempt to
make their freight operations more
competitive with Sea-Land Service,
Inc., a carrier that uses both trucks
and ships.

In its order, the ICC said cur-

rent rates must be continued be-
cause the railroads would not make
& reasonable profit under the re-
duced tariffs.
It "Is_the railroads’ contention
that the ICC s not empowered to
issue such an order, since compet-
ing shippers are permittpd lower
rates. \
