. Any permanent tooth that Is ex-
tracted or accidentally loat ahould
lrced with an artificial
tooth. If it is not, ‘the other feeth
tend to drift into the emply space.
Once they are out of their proper
position, there is likely to be ‘too
much stress on certain teeth when
food is chewed. This causes fur-
ther displacement of the testh and
injury to the bone and to the tis-
sues that sttath the teeth to the
jaws,

Food {s more likely to become
packed into the spaces between
{rregulér teeth, and this leads to
moré decay., Food packed be-
tween the teeth also frritates the
gums and the bone and may cause
the gums to become K

Would you tell me something
about periodontal ' disexse? " Is
there any treatment for'it?

Perlodontal, disease 1s dissase
of the gums and other supporting
structurea of the teeth. (The word
"periodontal” comes from two
Groek words that’ literally mean
varound the teeth.’) Sometimes
this disease is called pyorrhea.

One of the csuses of periodontal
disease ls calculus or tartar, &
hard crust-like materfal” that Is
deposited on the surface of the
teeth where the gums and the
ecrowns meet. Calculus irritates
the gums. Other irritants are
worni-out ‘fillings and crowns,
sharp edges of badly decayed
feeth, food weédged befween the
teeth and against the guma and
{ll-fitting partial ‘- dentures or
bridges.

Periodic ‘clesning of”the teeth

by & dentiat, as part of regular
check-ups to assure . proper care
of all' dental -problems, is one of
the means of preventing perl-
odontal disease, r brushing
at hom¢ helps uvoid the deposit
of caloulus on the teeth, although
bru chnnot, remove it once
it formed, ! .

“J've visited 200 high schools in
the last year,” she said, “and found
little difference in  teen-agers no
matter where they lived. They are,
by and large, 4 wonderfll bunch
of kids—scrious-and realistic. As
for being indulged, they don't ask
whether we have fancy modern
dormitories, but who is on the fac-
ulty. They’re much better prepared
than we were 1o go-to college.”

Why then has the negative image
been shown so much more often
than the positive? An attack, to be
sure, is always stronger than a de-
fense, especially in print, and what
goes wrong is more dramitic than
what goes right. It made a good
story, for instance, in one national
magazine, to cite as an example of
suburban indulgence and extrava-
gance, the junior -high-school stu-
dent who tried to pay for his lunch
with a $50 bill, “which his mother
had handed him without he<ita-
tion.”

Saint-
paulias don't mind gas heat,” as so many
other plants do, but they do like some cir-
culation of air. They also enjoy light, but
they don't demand too much of it.

Incidental Cdre: Pick off dead leaves and
flowers for looks and health. Leaves fur-
ther from light will lift to reach it. So ro-
tate the pot to get a perkier-looking plant.
Don’t hesitate to thin out leaves if the
growth is too heavy to be graceful-looking.
Extra Hints: If you are going to be away
for a week or even two, don't worry; just
water the plant and slip a cellophane bag
over it to retain the moisture, A porcelain
pot (like the beautiful Chinese ones meant
for dwarf trees) adds a decorative touch.

Leaf stems touching the rim don't decay

as they do in an ordinary earthen pot.

The secret of the Saintpaulia, or any
other plant, is simply this: know your plant.
Look at it often. Feel the lcaves between
your fingers, crumble the soil occasionally
to test its condition. Enjoy cach new leaf
and every flower, After a while, you'll come -
to know how it's feeling and can easily guess
whiat it needs.
