“Dag Hammarskjold must be 
dlsmisHed from the poet of aecra- 
taiy-general as an accessory'to- 
and organizer''of the murder of 
the leading statesman of the'Re­
public of The Congo, which liM  
tarnished the name of the Unit­
ed Nations,” the Soviet govern­
ment’s statement said.

Tase reported that the Soviet 
government declared that for its 
part it -will foaintaih no relations 
with Hammarskjold and -will not 
recognize him as an official of the 
United Nations.

The statement said ‘kll Belgian 
troope and other personnel to ‘nte. 
Congo :nust be disarmed forth-with 
and removed from The Congo. It 
asserted all military -units rad . 
gendarmerie taking orders from 
TShombe and Congolese Maj. Gen. 
Joseph' Mobutu “must be tomedi- 
ately disarmed.”

United Nations Troops, the 
Soviet government seld, rtould 
immediately arrest Tshombe and 
Mobutu and bring them to trial sui 
Lumumba's slayera.

He pointed out in an analyste of 
antidpated enroUmant: ”It would 
appear... that during 1868-54 we 
ahaU again use all the available 
elasaroom space in our achool. Ad­
ditional fa^ tlea  will again be 
required.”

Two yeara later on Oct. 18, 
1964, the town meeting voted to 
construct an addition to the Ele- 
mantai^ School. of dx  or mors 
rooms. Tbs School Building COm- 
mlttaa presented preliminary plana 
for aa eight-room detached build­
ing. It waa soundly defeated In a 
Fw. 2S, 1955 machina vote, 409- 
193, A new building committee 
was appointed on April 4, 1955. 
Plans fw  a aix-room addition (tha 
north wing) which eventually coat 
$168,000 wore approved on A'ug. 
29.

’Total construction coat of the 
achool to date — about 8620,(KM).

During tha time of burgiraiing 
achool growth, the school lost two 
basement playrooms provided In 
the original 5-room building for 
use In Inclement weather. They 
were remodeled at some expense 
Into temporary classrooms. One la 
now being used aa a Grada 1 class­
room after having served as a li­
brary for a while. The other 'was 
remodeled again to provide the 
nqrse’B auite-atorage area now in 
use.

The north wing waa first oc- 
oupled In January 1957.

Today, four years later, the ele­
mentary achool has 19 claa 
housed in 17 elaasrooma (The 
Grade 1 and Grade 5 elaeses in the 
basement sure occupying claas 
rooms described aa substandard) 
It lua an enrollment of shout 650 
pupils excluding those in kinder­
garten wlfich are houaed In rented 
quarters In the Congregational and 
Methodist churebta.

It has no auditorium, no gym- 
naaluni, an Inadequate cafeteria, 
an excellent Ubrary program 
housed in the Civil Defense room, 
which, thou|^ large, Is hardly 
large enough for a well-attended 
FTA program, and totally Inade­
quate for the production of any 
•ort of program by as much as a 
sihgle classroom.

High G>iirt Upholds Damages 
For Woman Felled by Dog

The State Supreme Court of 

Errors has upheld a lower court 
decision awarding damages to a 
Norwich woman who waa knocked 
down by a dog while walking on a 
sidewalk. ,

Tha woman, Zolla Kowal, had 
originally brought suit in New 
London (Jounty Superior Court 
against Bartholomew Archibald 
and Mary Archibald, owners of the 
dog. She was awarded damages, 

She said she was frlghtwed und 
than knocked down by the dog 
while welkins along Ninth 'Street 
In Norwich:

’ The Supreme Court ruled that 
vloteUmi of the ordinance would 
have' occurred only If another gro­
cery store, posaeaalng a bter ^ r -
mit, was located within 1,800 feet 
of the AAP store.

In a third case, the High Court 
upheld Fairfield County Superior 
(fourt decision In favor of Antonio 
DiSUvestri a Norwalk builder, 
for sorrices, to the Golden Crest 
Motel (Jbrp., Inc., of Norwalk.. 

DiSUvestri was a member of

. State laws hold owners of dogs 
liable for damages caused by toe 
animals unless parsons alleging 
damages were tr^asring on prl- 
vsts property of were teasuig, 
tormenting or abusing the dog.

The High Court upheld the low­
er court’s decision in ,a unanimous 
opinion yesterday written by As- 
aoelate Justice William J. Shea.

In another case, the Supreme 
Court upset a Cknirt of Common 
Pleas decUioii lit favor of the City 
of New Britain, which denied certi­
fication of a beer premit to the 
Great Atlantic and Paeifle Tea 
Company.

Under terms of an agreement, 
DiSUvestri was to buUd the motel 
for the corporation and ,be paid 
14,000 for plans and sp^clfleatlons 
and 2 per* cent o f the coet of the 
bulling ror his services in super­
vising construction.

Ikterard J. Tlioma, adminlstrar 
tor of Manchester Memorial Hoa- 
pAUl, aaya that a'member of the 
Wmnen’a Auxiliary has been de­
scribed as one who “looks Uke a 
girl, acta like a lady, thinks Uke 
a man, and works Uke a dog.”

”Tbtt« a  ho question but that, 
in a modem hospital, the voltin- 
.teer of a wonwn’s auxiUaiy is not 
only a useful but' an essential part 
e f the hoapital operation. Man­
chester Memorial Hoepital .is no 
exception. The series o f articles 
appMOing in .The HeriUd in the 
next few daya will iUustrate Just 
how much we at Manchester Me­
m ory  Hospital have come to de- 
pimd on these |Volunteera,” Thoms 
declared.

Mancheater'a hoepital was erect­
ed In 1919 as a memorial to World 
War 1 Veterans. At that time, the 
hoapital provided 66 beds, includ­
ing baaalnettes 'for the newborn.

Today, the hospital has 266 beds 
j>lua S4 bassinettes, or total fa- 
ellitlea for 300, with an average 
daily census of 232 and 400 fun- 
time employes.

Founded la 1928
. The Women’s AuxiUary was 

founded in November 1923 with A 
membership of 20 women. Its pri. 
maiy functioiu in those early 
years . were sewing and making 
aU surgical dressings , for the hos- 
pitaL

The first president of the Aux­
iliary waa Mrs. WllUam C. Cheney, 
now o f Bedford and Lynchburg, 
Va., who served from 1023 
thrtmgh 1025. Other officers dur­
ing the first year were the late 
Mm. Carl Bengs, vice chairman; 
Mrs. Emma Nettleton, aecretary, 
and the late Mrs. George May, 
trsaaurer. Other charter members 
Ihritided Mrs. Albert Dewey, Mias 
Dorothy Cheney, Ihe late Mias 
Helen Chapman, the late Misa 
Mary Chapman and the late Mrs. 
'Edna Case Parker..

AuxiUary members met every 
Monday afternoon from 1923 to 
1957 to make obstetrical kits, flat 
dressings, and to sew hand-hem- 
stitched bureau acarves. In 1957, 
the administrator and housekeeper

of ths hospital found they could 
purchase sterile dressings reason­
ably, so this service by volunteers, 
was discontinued. »

Volimteers continued, however, 
to mend uniforms, sheets and pU- 
lowcasea on sewing machines in the 
hoapifkl and at Center Congrega­
tional Church.

The Auxlliaxy through more than 
37 years has ^ven' support to the 
community’s hospital, not only 
through volunteer service but 
through various fund-raising activi­
ties. The Auxiliary’s first c«itribu- 
Uon to the hoapital was $400, 
raiMd througd: whist parUes in 
members’ homes, and musicals. 
By 1925, the Auxiliary’s contribu-' 
tion to the hospital bad Increased ! 
to $1,000. Total funds raised from | 
1928 to 1935 amouitted to $8,865'. 

Sponseied Dances 
In 1938, the AlulUary sponsored 

its largest .social event to date, a 
first annual dance at the Hotel Bond 
In Hartford. That event was at­
tended by 261 peractes and netted 
8418. These danees continued from 
1988 threugh 1944. and ths tast 
year's event contributed more than 
$1,000 to the hoepital.

From 1948 to 1950. AuxHiary 
members worked long . hours 
In preparation a n d -  opera- 
Ubn of one-day fairs at 
the Masonic Teihple. Other fund­
raising activities have Included 
rummage aalea, card parties, 
dances at Manchester Country 
enub, and baseball games between 
this town’s lawyers and doctors. 
*‘H1-Fever Pollies,” th* 1980 Auxll- 
laiy benefit for the hoepital. broke j 
previous records for a single fund­
raising event, netting $4,100,

The Auxiliary’s contribution.*! to 
the hospital building fun)l amount­
ed to $1.00W In 1939: $2,500 in 
1949, and $$.400 In 1957. In addi­
tion, the Auxiliary has purchased 
two pieces'of property;-the volun­
teer organization bought and 
naiped Chapman House for two of 
its charter members, the Misse.i 
Helen and Mary, (Chapman, and 
last year, thg. Auxiliary purchased 
property a t'109 Ha3mes St. across 
from the hospital.

The Auxiliary has also . pur­
chased a great deal of equipment 
for the hospital, including chairs, 
bedside tables, addressograph ma- 
'chines. linen and bassinettes.

Donations Total 861.000 
As of March .1960, including 

pledges for the building fund and 
property purchases,' the Auxiliary 
has don%te4 _A-t0tal u f $61,000 to 
Manchester MempHm Hospital.

As the hospital'greWrthere was s 
need for Increased services by aux­
iliary volunteers. Auxiliai^ mem­
bership today totals 515 women, 
but more volunteers are needed to 
expand the services of ward clerks 
at nursiiig stations, receptionists 
and Infomallon clerks for peak 
visiting hours in the evening, and
for other growing needs.

This might be followed, in due 
oourse, by a similar e^ibMsh- 
ment, for the protection of the 
new profession which would have 
by tluM Urns bsen craatad, at mini­
mum fsea and prices and the pro­
vision of penalties tor servicemen 
who Indulged in the unfair com­
petition at trying to sell their 
services or parts below such mini 
mum rates.

In the next to final step, a law 
would be passed forbidding mem­
bers o f the new profession ti 
dl^ilay signs - or take advertise- 
ments in which tiiey showed any

Qizenga's spokesman at the 
United Nations, Thomas Kanza, 
reportedly told 21 friendly delega­
tions that a 3-pronged attack was 
being planned on Stanleyville from 
Leopoldville, Kasai and Katanga 
Provinces.

Katanga troops were reported ad­
vancing north in that province 
against pro-Lumumtaa Baluba 
tribesmen in an offensive launched 
Saturday. A communique said 
Baluba rebels had been driven 
from Bukama, a big town in cen­
tral Katanga, and that 300 Balubas 
had been taken prisoner in Luena, 
to the south.

The UN. Xongo Command sent 
an ultimatum to the Katanga gov­
ernment to halt its offensive 
against the Balubas, but it was ex­
pected the secessionist reg;lme 
would ignore” the order.

In the northwest, forces of MaJ. 
Gen. Joseph Mobutu, the Leopold­
ville government’s army chief, 
were converging on Oriental Prov­
ince; apparently for a showdown 
with Glzenga.

The U.N Congo force, rmder 
mandate only to maintain order in 
The Congo, has tried to keep aloof 
from the political and tribal rival­
ries that have brought chaos to the 
8-month-oId republic.

But Hammarskjold ordered his 
aides to The Congo tq continue a 
'full and impartial investigation'' 
of the klUing of uumumba and two 
political associates in Katanga 
Province, reported by villagers, af­
ter their escape from a farm house 
prison.

The Katanga government chal­
lenged. the right of the U.N. to 
probe the affair and defiantly re­
plied "prove it” to charges the trio 
were murdered by the government.

Katang;a P r e s i d e n t  Moise 
Tshombe, a bitter enemy of Lu­
mumba who was handed the ex­
premier as a prisoner Jan. 17 hy 
Kasavubu, still refused to see the 
Ethiopian general assigned by the 
U N. to Investigate the massacre.

A U.N. spokesman to ElisaXieth- 
vUle capital of Katanga, said, “ We 
are naturally worried about the 
cofisequences ct the death of Lu­
mumba and will continue with our 
efforts for an independent Inveetl 
gallon into his death.”

Katanga authorities said Lumum­
ba had been buried in a secret 
grave "to prevent possible pil­
grimages to the scene.” .

In announcing an $8,000 reward 
would be paid to the village tribes­
men who reportedly beat Lumum­
ba and his two qompatriots to 
death, the Katanga Interior Minis­
try said:

'These people have rid The Con­
go end the-whole world of a prob­
lem .”

But on ardent follower of Lu-

cation voted last night to notify 
the Bolton Board of Education 
that in the 1962-63 school year 
there will be no school facilities 
available in Manchester for Bol­
ton’s 9th grade students.

Thera has bebn 
some feeding on the part of the 
previous administration, the board 
of education and now the present 
administration that we should 
give serious consideration to the 
expansion of our language pro­
gram, especially at the Junior high 
level and later on tbe elementary 
level. This type of change would 
expand our offerings and add to 
our educational program, but it 
would tend to decrease our sched­
uling capacity. ■

3. That no additional facilities 
at the secondary school'level will 
be avsdiable within the next three 
yean.

Radio Moscow^sald the resolu­
tions were addressed to Belgium,

"In the resolution addressed to 
the United Nations," the broad­
cast said, "tbe students note with 
regret that tide organization Is di­
rectly and immediately responsible 
for ttie premeditated murder of Pa­
trice Lumumba.”

The broadcast said the students 
demanded Hammarskjold’s res­
ignation and an immediate in­
quiry into the circumstances of Lu­
mumba’s death.

The police detachment about the 
embassy grew to about 50 and 
Russivu began to drift-away. 

Many of .Uie students left also.

Dr. Cooper cited a "flabbiness” in 
intellect among the youth of this 
country, and he said education, par­
ticularly public school education, 
must be improved.

Gov. John N. Dempsey today called for a total of |I129.2

Democratic GoVCmor’e 
propoMls include boosting the seies
tax from 3 to 3 1/2. per cent, the 
oigarette tax from 3 to S cents a 
pack,'the liquor tax from 31 to $2 
a gallon, and automobile registra- 
fion fees from 38 to 312.

He also recommended increases 
In business, public utility company, 
and inheritance taxes, and doubl­
ing llqiior permit fees.

The Governor said aalea'’ tax ex­
emptions on food, children’s cloth­
ing, fuel and other neceaaities 
should be retained.

Connecticut has no Income tax 
and Dempsey said he rejected It 
"even as a remote posslbiUty.’’

The Governor p r e s e n t e d  his 
budget to a Joint seaalon of the 
General Assembly at noon in the 
Hail o f the House. It waa bal­
anced aa required by law.

The budget calls for diversion 
of 330 million in highway funds for 
general fund purposes, about 318

forth.

' There waa no Immediate word 
regarding details, but the Kennedy 
plans are reported to call for is­
suing new administrative orders 
to a few federal agencies for 
spending money faster than plan­
ned originally on some govern­
ment programs.

Indications are (hat such speed­
ier spending would not be on any 
massive scale. The idea is to pump 
some additional money into the 
economy, pending congressional 
consideration of the Kennitdy leg- 
islatU'e program, aimed at busi­
ness recovery, easing of unemploy­
ment hardship and reduction of 
Joblessness.

Administration officials and 
democratic congreasional leaders 
clearly are becoming increasingly 
concerned about the . recession.

Labor Secretary pees 
3 Million More Jobless

Washington, Feb. 15 <iP)—Secre-' '̂ 
tary of Labor Arthur J. Goldberg 
estimated today that three million 
more Americans will suffer long­
term unemployment in the next 13 
months and urged Congress to pass 
swiftly President, Kennedy’s bill 
to exten(I Jobless Benefits.

Goldberg testified before the 
House Ways and Means Committee 
as the administration opened its 
drive Tor enactment of its economic 
package. The measure picked for 
that effort ir the one generally 
considered to haVe the least oppo­
sition. It would provide federal 
funds for extension, up to' 13 
weeks, of unemployment benefits 
to those who have used up their 
rights under e;risting law.

Aa the hearing got ..under way 
tlie .Republicans ran up new storm 
signals for the whole program, as- 
sMling what they called "Demo­
cratic gidom - pnd - ddbrn dis­
tortions.”

The GOP National Committee 
publication "->atUe Line”  labeled 
as a major political exaggeration 
a statement by House Speaker 
Sam Rayburn yesterday that the 
need to do something about unem­
ployment la “ the moat urgent since 
the great depression."

The publication said that while 
unemployment la serious in a few 
areas, the state of the economy is 
genet^y sound.

Two spokesmen for business 
groups, meanwhile, questioned the 
need for the unemployment legis-; 
lafion and attacked Its provisions 
as discriminatory.

Speaking for 29 state and re­
gional Chambers of Cornmerce, 
Herachel C. Atkinson of the Ohio 
Chamber contended "There .are 
ettme factors in the present sltua< 
Oon which should be recognized 
as pointing to a better economic, 
picture in the months ahead.”
