Sloux City, Feb, 17 (P — An{
Towa banker's daughter, who em-
bezzled $2 million from his bank
and apparently lost much of it in
market speculations, was sentenc-
ed to 15 years in prison today.
Mrs. Burnice Iverson Geiger, 58,
miling faintly as she entered the
courtroom, was sentenced to serve
five years on each of three counts
of embezziement. The sentences
are to run consecutively.

U.S. District Judge Henry N.
Graven also sentenced her to five
years on each of the other 32
counts of a U.S. attorney’s infor-
mation to which she pleaded gull-
ty last Jan, 30. Those sentences
are to run concurrently with the
16 yeara. She will be eligible
for parole after five years.

The matronly-looking woman, a
cashier and director of the defunct
Sheldon National Bank, occasion-
ally dabbed at hor eyes with a
handkerchief during her 20-minute
appearance in court. .

During the brief appareance,
government and défense attorneys
brought out that she spent huge
sums of money in various ways.
One of these was speculation
on the “Board of Trade", where
she lost about $1,000 a month in
a period of mnearly 30 years, the
government sald.

The embezzlement was discov-
ered last Jan. 18 during a routine
examination of her_ books at the
Sheldon bank by federal examin-

b Mra. Geiger, daughter of W, P.
Iverson, 83, long-time president of
the bank, under the law faced a
maximum sentence of 176 years in
prison and a $175,000 fine, Judge
Graven did not levy a fine.

The Information specifically ac-
cused Mrs, Gelger of ¢
$122,303.54 during the period of
Nov. 5, 1957 and Jan. 13, 1881,
Authorities said she admitted tak-
ing $2,126,850.10.

Mrs. Geiger was still nattily
dressed though wearing the same
clothes ahe wore. when she plead-
ed guilty Jan. 30. She had on a tan
dress, a fur-trimmed brown coat
and velveteen hat for the one-
block walk from the county jall'to
the courthouse.

A commendation is given to
Mrs. Florence D. Loverin, town
tax collector, whom the audit
praises for “sincere and con-
sclentious” efforts to reduce tax
delinquencies and maintain tax
accounts in prescribed fashion.

To explain urban renewal, the
city's redevelopment director,
George Copans,  discussed in a
question ‘and answer session, the
problems expected ' to arise ' and
effect the city’s project on the
general public.

Becauss it seems appropriate,
the following articles are written
as dialogue, n layman asking the
questions and Copans giving the
answers. )

Imagine that the layman knows
nothing about the Mﬂnmnj
ect except for a few disjointed
bits of information. He wants to
know more.

Q. I hear you're to tear
down all the bulldings in a 16-
acre stretch here in the middle
of the city. Is that right?

A. Quite right. 'The agency (Rock-
ville Redevélopmient Agency) will
scquire the land, relocate the
people living in . that sectlion, de-
molish the bulldings, then put the
ground in condition for future new
bullding conastruction by  private
enterprise:

Q. Private enterprise? I thought
the federal government was doing
this project!

A. Well, both are true. The fed-
eral government and the city of
Rockville together are sponsoring
the acqg of all the buildings
and. land tn paroel. Then, once
It's acquired, it must, according to
law, be sold to private enterprise,

Q. O.K., but if it's going to be
developed by ‘private enterprise
in the end, why nol in the begin-
ing, too?

A. The federal government and
tha city are doing for the city what
private enterprise has not done. To
elaborate a bit, private develo-
pérs have, In the past, been more
intrested tn developing new areas
surrounding the cities. Now, they
are looking at urban renewal, but
they need the initial help that the
city and  federal assistance pro-
vides,

Q. All right, but you spoke ear-
lier of relocating the tenants, Are
they out for good? O can they
come back into the new bulldings 7

A. Business tenants will be re-
located In new business locations
according to - thelr reguirements
and desires, The same will be true
for people living in homes and
apartments. They'll be helped in
finding new residences according
to their needs and desires. No per-
son will be moved until new space
has been provided for him.

Now, if these same people should
want to move back into the renew-
ed ares, they will have the first op-
portunity given anyone to do so,
provided their types of space re-
quirement are available. !

This will all be done, of course,
nccording to standards prescribed
by the federal and city housing and
building coffes.

The
Doctor Says

Sarvivor of Burns May
Be Able to Ald Fire Victims

If you've suffered a severs burn
al any time in your life, you now
have an opportunity to make a
prattical expreasion of gratitude
for your recovery.

Let me explain. The death rate
from burns rises sharply when
more than 30 per centl of the
body's surface has been charred
And when the area of involvement
is more than 50 per cent, the
prospects for recovery fall off
sharply despite improved methoda
of treatment that make use of in-
travenouns infusions, transfusions,
antibjotics and other innovations.

In a joint effort to Increane the
recovery rate from extensive
burns, investigators from the Unl-
versity of Illinols, members of the
medical ataff of Chicago's’ St
Anne's Hogpital and the facuity of
Our Lady of the Angels school un-
dertook a coordinated study of the
youngsters who survived a dis-
astrous school fire Dec. 1, 1838.

Briefly stated, the results of this
admirably conceived investigation
were:

1. Isolation of a circulating
“burn toxin' produced in the
charred akin and tissues and ap-
parently responsible for most of
the distressing manifestations and
the high mortality rate among
those who suffered extensive
bums.

2. Demonstration of a “burn an-
titoxin” In the circulating blood
of survivors of extensive burns.

3. Evidence of the capacity of
“burn antitoxin" to lessen the
damaging effects of cifculating
“burn toxin,” as the latter Is be-
ing produced in charred areas of
the skin and tissues.

Here, then, is how a survivor of
an extensive burn can make a
practical - expression of gratitude
for recovery.

4. Offer a sample of blood for
teating at the nearest hospital or
branch of the Red Crous.

5. Inform local officlals, includ-
ing members of the fire and police
departments, of your readiness to
donate blood containing “burn
antitoxin” to any acutely burned
individual, especially one whose
area of involvement exceeds 25
per cent of the body's surface.

On the week-
end, movies and at home parties
ranks first and second in popu-
larity.

Byt teenagers are n serioun
bunch. Polling both girls and boys,
Scholastic Magazine has come up
with the profile of a purposeful,
confident ‘and mature citizen who
will make his volce heard through-
out the natlon's econamy.

Politically teenagers are split. If
they were voters, 49.5 per cent of
them would register as Républi-
cans, 45.3 per cent as Democrats,

Sixty-three per cent seek col-
lege educations, yet of this group
37.4 per cent are uncertain regard-
ing how college bills will be met.
Of thoss uncertain, close to 80 per
cent expect to earn gome money
via summer jobs and part-time
work, 24 per cent will try for
scholarships, Only 7.6 per cent are
thinking of borrowing money.

(By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS)®

Leaders from Asia and Af-
rica pressed ~ the Security
Council today to bolster the
United Nations' hand in The
Congo. The move could leave
the Soviet bloc alone in its ef-
forts to force the U.N, out of

the strife-torn nation.

Ceylon, Liberia and the United
Arab Republic pushed a resolu-
tion that would authorize the U.N.
to use force if need be to head off
civil war in_the Infant African
state, and clalmed widespread
support in Aasia and Africa.

But the resolution faced major
hurdies that raised the poasibility
of an emergency assembly seasion.
The aim of the proposal received
support from the United States
—with reservations. Chief U.S.
Delegate Adlai Stevenson told re-
porters last night he was doubt-
ful about some provisiona but that
“it offers a basis for negotiations."”

The United States was reported
urging that the resolution be

broadened to give apecific support
to Secretary-general Dag Huam-
marskjold and Congo President
Joseph Kasavubu.

Such  a change would almost
certainly provoke & veto from
Russia which has denounved Kas-
avubu rs a traltor and called for
Hammarskjold's dismissal. The
Soviets are demanding an end of
the whole UN. operation in The
Congo within & month.

Should it run into a veto, an
emergency session of the 99-na.

Tornadoes Slash
Cen tral Oklahoma

Oklahoma City, Feb, 18
Winter-tornadoes-slashed paths-of
destruction through central Okla-
homa last night; heavily damaging
one town and battering four oth-
ers,
Weather alerts were cradited
with keeping the casualty rate low
in the face of widespread proper-
ty damage. No deaths were re-
rted, but at least 12 persons
were alightly injured
Hardest hit was Konawa, a8 town
of 2,000 about 60 miles southeast
of here, A twister stormed down
Main Street leaving 85 per cent of
the 4-block business district.de-
stroyed or damaged.

Five of the injured were from
Konawa, including F. M. Perkins,
55, who was buried for half an
hour beneath the rubble of a col-
lapsed brick wall. Rescue work-
ers found him safe, save for lac-
erations.

National Guard units cordoned
off the stricken town from loot-
ers and sightseers while workers
spent the night probing debris for
possible vietims..

The clean-up task in Konawa
was formidable, One residential
street was blocked by an uprooted
house. Downtown sidewalks were
Jittered with clothing blown from
wrecked merchandise stores.

In a bizarre sidelight to the
destruction, the body of Mrs:|
Louise Cravens, 45, was found in
her home.

The twister was first sighted
ahout three miles southwest of
Stratford. It passed over. the top
of the town lifting roofs and
smashing windows of four down-
town businesses.
