Dempsey Plans 
State Tour for 

s Highway Safety
Hartford, Feb. 18 (/P)—  

Gov. John N. Dempsey plans 
a June meeting with officials 
of every Connecticut munici­
pality with an eye toward 
strengthening the s t a t e’s 
highway safety program.

He said yesterday he would ask 
the chief executive and police chief 
of each municipality to the early 
June session "to see how we can 
continue to cooperate with them in 
this overall safety'program.” .

The g o v e r n o r  made the an­
nouncement after a meeting with 
State Police Commissioner Leo J. 
Mulcahy, Motor Vehicles Commis­
sioner John J. TVnan, State Safety 
Commission Chairman Bernard J. 
Ackerman, and Commission Ex­
ecutive Director James K. Wil­
liams.

The meeting yesterday was de­
voted to what Dempsey called a 
thorough discussion of legislation 
which the administration wants 
enacted to bolster the safety pro­
gram. ’

Three proposals outlined in the 
governor's inaugural a d d r e s s— 
chemical tests for suspected drunk­
en drivers, a maximum speed limit, 
a n d  Connecticut’s participation 
with New York and New Jersey in 
a proposed tri-state traffic safety 
commission—were discussed.

In another action, Dempsey call­
ed a meeting of bis cabinet for next 
Thursday to discuss administra­
tion policy matters.

The governor also said he will 
take an active Interest in the Uni­
versity of Connecticut affairs and 
will-attend regular meetings of the 
University’s Board of Trustees as 
an ex-officio member.

Aa the Philadetohia Federal Re­
serve Bank’s m o i^ ly  raview 
points out, the kind of assets you 
hold tell the story of where you 
have placed your faith.

When you put your surplus dol­
lars to W ik  accounts and gaiv- 
ernment saeuritles, you’ve pledged 
your faith to the financial system 
and the federal government.
. But yhen you put thoee doUan 

into 'the seeurltiea of private com­
panies, when you borrow from 
busineas to m ^ e  purchases and 
tbe buaineis world Is awaiting your 
repayment, you and the business 
world have pledged your faith in 
each ether.

Obviously there are more risks 
In the second situation. Now look 
at what has happened to the pub­
lic’s holdings <n various types of 
assets in the past 15 years:

Consumer holdings of common 
stock increased from 28 to 45 per 
cent o f the public’s total claim to 
wealth. More than twice as many 
peopla own common stock today as 
did seven years ago.

Currency, bank deposits, savings 
shares and government securities 
have shrunk from 50 per cent to 
30 per cent of the public’s total30 per 
weiuth.

The beclouded relationa between 
the two NATO allies over this 
matter began to the closing daya 
o f the Dwight D. Etoenhower ad. 
ministration.

Eksenhower'a aecretary o f the 
Treasury, Rohsrt. B. Anderson, 
made a hurried trip to Bonn last 
Novembsr and laid down striwtan- 
tial demands for Gennah aid eon- 
tributions. He was offered far less 
than he wanted .and the mlBsion 
wsa regarded by aome as a  faflure. 
Critics said Anderson did not do 
enough diplomatic groundwoilc 
flret.

A fter Kennedy took oflice, the 
Gem ans again made aimUar of­
fers. Mtich o f the amount 'would 
have been to repayments o f old 
debts to the Ttolted States and 
prepayments o f German purchmaei 
o f American arms—nxmey which 
the United States would get 
evmttually anyway.

But last w ^  Kennedy bluntly 
told hie news conference the Gor­
man proposals “do not meet the 
problem or the opportunity."

This candid language shocked 
the Germans, and Chancellor Kon­
rad Adenauer told Brentano to try 
a fresh approach at hla meeting 
with Kennedy here.

A fter his White Houae meeting 
with Kennedy yesterday, a Joint 
communique was issued. It aald the 
President "heard with aatirtactlon 
that the federal (Weat German) 
government will be prepared to 
provide the necessary meana to 
carry on Jjta program for the un 
derdeveloped countries to future 
years."

The atmosphere was very cor-
dlal.

Although Salinger said Brentano 
had mad# ho commitmente on how 
large the German foreign aid will 
be', Brentano’s spokeaman, Gunther 
von Haase, made It clear in talk­
ing to newsmen that Bonn intends 
to contribute about' $1 billion a 
year. This la contingent, o f coune, 
on West Geimany's continued rosy 
financial position.

Kennedy and Brentano agreed 
that further talks will be needed 
to work out details o f how to co­
ordinate tha foreign aid programs 
o f the two countries. The Germans 
believe this should be done within 
the Organization for Bebnomie Co- 
o p e r a t i o n  and Development 
(OE<3D).

Kennedy has strongly backed the 
OECD and has Urged the Senate 
to ratify the treaty to eatabliah it.

The 12-foot sphere began play­
ing hide and seek with trackers 
soon after It was hurled aloft from 
the National Aeronautics and 
Space Adminlatratlon’s Station 
at Wallops Island, Va., Thursday 
morning.

Radio signals were heard as it 
soared that morning over Johan­
nesburg, South A f r i c a ,  and 
Woomern, Australia. Then there 
was silence.

Thursday afternoon, vohmteer 
moonwatch teqma at Pretoria, 
South Africa, and the Baker-Nunn 
PhotograiOiic Tracking Station 
near Johannesburg^ made the fin t  
visual sightings.

The space agency did not con- 
alder the orbit confirmed until ear­
ly yesterday when the photo- 
gim j^c tracking stations at West 
Palm Beach? Fla., and at Woomera 
report*d they had successfully 
photographed the balloon.

The balloon’s radio beacon ap­
parently had malfunctioned,- but 
the satellite is now being tracked

o p tie i^ —by taloMopea and cam­
eras. The qphera was spotted and 
tracked as it circled tbe Earth to 
about the same orbit as the burned 
out casing o f tho fourth stage of 
the launching scout rocket

The easing is orbiting the Earth 
at altitudes from 4()4 to 1,604 
miles.

Space srientlsts at Research Cen­
ter, Langley, Va., ar4 proceeding 
with air density experiments using 
optical sighting data. As ths bal- 
kxm gradually slows. It Is expected 
to p i^ d e  new information on the 
amount of realsUnee or friction to 
the Earth’s atmosphere at tbe vari­
ous altitudes it is traveling.

. action against the insane nuclear 
policies of our government.

Prof. Nicholas Kemmer, who 
worked on the British Atomic Ea- 
ergy project to Canada during 
World War H. led the Glasgow 
procession. T h i s  demonstration 
against Polaris ahould be consid­
ered “part of a general campaign 
for tbe abolition of-nucIChr weap­
ons,”  he said. "It isn’t anti-Amrtl- 
can. It is pro-humanity."

In Glasgow, organizers said they 
expected between 7,000 and 10,(XK) 
people to turn up for the mass 
march across the city and the 
demoiutration against the station­
ing of American nuclear subs In 
the Holy Loch, In the River Clyde.

Setting out from Glasgow’s 
W est End —  a  high class resident­
ial district—the marchers massed 
In a park on the shores of the 
Clyde which haa been the scene of 
some o f Scotland’s most historic 
political rallies.

Moving spirits behind the dem­
onstration were left-wing legisla­
tors, trade imlon leaders, pacifists 
and church representatives.

The rally, organized, by the 
Scottish' Council for Nuclear Dis­
armament, originally waa planned 
to coincide with the arrive of the 
Polaris depot ship Proteus. But 
the Proteiu’ arrival date has now 
been put back to late February or 
eahly March.

Roderick MacFarguhar, chair­
man o f the Nuclear Disarmament 
Council, invited the U.S.. consul- 
general In Glasgow, Maxwell Mc­
Cullough, to watch the march from 
a special observation point where 
he could have “privacy and com­
fort.” MacFarguhar said the con­
sul-general declined the offer.

Washington — (NEA) — Be- 
'ware the "euede shoe" salesman 
if you’re planning to fix up your 
boine. He can fleece you out of 
hundreds o f dollars and even talk 
you Into breaking a law that can 
send you to Jail.

Home Improvement crooks — 
who are only a email part of toe 
nati<m’s building contractors — 
received toe “suede shoe” label 
back in toe early ’50s when several 
were apprehended wearing that 
type of foot attire,' The nickname 
stiKk as did - toe salesmen's suc­
cess in awidling homeowners.

Twenty-two officiate and sales­
men of seven home improvement 
companies in toe New York area 
were arrested in January and 
rtiarged with “suede shoe” swin­
dles. Their operations reportedly 
bwolved $3,500,000 in loons and 
$250,000 in “Idckbaoks” to home­
owners.

The swindlers operate by charg 
ing victims exorbitant prices for 
home repairs and then doing shod: 
dy work or in many cases no work 
at all.

One of their favorite come-ons 
is tci mention toe name of FHA 
In toe sales talk. FHA Is toe 
Federal Housing Administration 
which insures bank loaiu for home 
Improvements. Because o f toe 
agency’s reputation, many home- 
ownen are thrown off g;uard by 
mention of its name.

An unwary homemakers may 
often sign a contract. In no way 
connected with F?HA liuiured 
loans, which forces .him to pay 
for a Job that may never be com­
pleted. The victim doesn't know 
that, toe FHA program requires 
hlm ’t^ s lg n  a completion certifi­
cate approving toe finished Job be­
fore a bank will loan money to 
pay toe contractor.

In recent years toe FHA has 
cracked down hard on contractors 
wtoo use.Its naine falsely or break 
its strict regulations. Says Roy 
F. Cteoke, FHA Assistant (Commis­
sioner for Property Improvement 

"W e don’t like to see toe home- 
owner get hurt. i f  we suspect 
theta is a speck of dirt In a Job 
Involving FHA, we move In with 
a vacuuin cleaner, not Just a 
broom,”

'Violations come under Investiga­
tion by toe FBI. Convictions carry 
a maximum Jail sentence of two 
years and a $5,000 fine. Violators 
are also placed on aq,FHA “Black 
list” that la Q rculat^ to all banks 
and loan coinpanles that do busi­
ness under toe federal housing pro­
gram. The list presently contains 
about 6,500 names.

Although the majority of to­
day’s housing swindles take place 
outside toe FHA program, some 
salesmen still manage to* make a 
lucrative living by violating Its 
rules. The FBI arrested 94 of these 
violators last year.

One o f their favorite swindles Is 
to smooth talk a victim Into sign­
ing toe work completion certificate 
before toe Job Is finished. This' em­
powers toe bank to pay toe con­
tractor'who then often skips town. 

A  variation on this swindle Is to

gromlse the victim a "kickback” on 
la loan. This Is the glmntlck al­
legedly used by the men recently 

arrested by toe FBI In New York. 
For Instance, toe cost of a repair 
Job may be aet by toe contractor at 
$750. But the contractor talks toe

<j>homeowner Into applying for an 
FHA Insured $1,000 loan, toe Idea 
being that toe homeowner can keep 
the difference to pay off other 
debts.

The irlcUm then signs toe com­
pletion certificate in advance, toe 
completion certificate'in advance, 
toe contractor submits it to toe 
bank which In turn pays him $1,000. 
The contractor gives toe home- 
owner his kickback.

It is not vsry oftsn that we ac­

cept the so-called dictates of 
fashion with an Instant good hu­
mor. But the latest word from 
NSW York, to the effect that the 
low heel la now to become the high 
est thing in fashion, calla for 
cheers sU around.

If you want to be really fashion­
able, says the latest New York 
edict, your heel, ter day or eve­
ning wear, is an inch and a half af­
fair, no more. The main authority 
on this, who, curiously enough, 
happens to be the fellow who be­
gan manufacturing such low heels 
for the store which undertook to 
latmch the new fashion, says that 
’’the woman who buys this shoe is 
tba woman who has smotlonal, 
mental and financial security. 
She’s the woman who knows what 
is fashion and who has a person 
allxed fashion of her own.”

He adds that she may also be a 
woman who has, up to this time, 
spent a small fortune having her 
weary and tortured feet doctored.

And that, of bourse, keys the 
first reason ter rejoicing over the 
new fsshlon. It is comfortable, and 
sanck and healthy, from the physi­
cal point of view.

But if the new shoes make the 
women who wear them feel better, 
they will do Just as much for 'the 
men of the world. Aa high heel 
fashion mounted tovmrd its dlzri- 
est extremes, it became a nerve 
wracking experience just to watch 
a woman walk. And when one 
wasn’t worrying about ths safety 
of Uie adorable character way up 
there on her heel stilts, one had 
the squally painful experience of 
wondering how in the world the 
footmarks left by those spike-point 
heels would ever be removed from 
the floors of the world. There were 
reports, spurious no doubt, that 
these heels sometimes -actually 
went through the floors of some 
dfŝ the more modem housing de 
velopmentsf

Who, then, does not welcome the 
new edict? No mobe punctured lin­
oleum, no more being caught In 
floor .cracks, no more women tow­
ering unnaturally over mere men, 
no more high wire drama every 
time a fair one takes a step—no 
.RU>r« worry, In fict, other than 
that of footing the bill as the dear 
ones dutifully follow the new 
tread. For once, that will seem 
something of a pleasure.

It'to a theme which 
permits him to Ks the pnqiliet of 
doom and ths prophet of hops in 
alternate paragraphs It is a 
theme which is essentially unaa- 
sailable, because nobody ia against 
Jobs. I

For the selection of one rela­
tively simple theme snd then con­
sistent hammering away at it, 
there are some notable precedents 

In fact, back in 103  ̂ another 
Republican candidate for Oover- 
nor used almost exactly the same 
theme. No poliUeal observer can 
ever forget the bland, heart­
warming assurance ot Ray Bald­
win that ’’there is no substitute 
for a good Job in private Indus­
try.”

When, in IBM, one Abe Riblcoff 
ran for Ooveinor for the first 
time, it seemed to some observ­
ers that he was reaching way out 
into some strange field when he 
made the one dominant and most 
consistent theme of his campaign 
his advocacy of the ersatkm of a 
State DeparUnent of Commerce in 
order to keep and gain industry 
for Connecticut Tliere never did 
get to be a State Department of 
Commerce. But the thing provided 
a sort of theme structure for the 
campaign; it give an impression 
of concentration and drive and 
purpose. And it was bsaically. as 
Alsop may have noticed, sn issue 
of Jobs sgain—Connecticut Jobs.

Still-more recently, of course, 
Alsop could watch the Kennedy 
campaign, with its theme of a na- 
Uon behind in a race wth other 
nations. Just sa Alsop now pic­
tures Connecticut threatened in a 
race with other statea. Later on 
we may even find him referring 
to a “Job gap,” which, aa a mat 
ter of fact, hia atatlaUcs already 
estabUrii, or to “rote of growth.’’

Once such a abigle theme has 
beat (Bstablished to give sn ap­
pearance of consistency and pur­
pose to your campaign, it usually 
provea to have certain ̂  auxiliary 
advantages. Sooner or later Juot 
about everything and anything 
else can be appended to it.

’Thus in ’Torrlngton, when It 
came time to pay some Up service 
to one of that community’s fa­
vorite tangible projects, Alsop 
was able to swing gncefully and 
easily into a mUltant advocacy of 
the immediate completion of 
Route 8, aa a natural part of his 
program of closing the Job gap in 
ConnecUcut. Pick the right cen­
tral theme, in other words, snd 
you can be a statesman and atiU 
get down to the particular needs 
of any pressure group or area.

But for an this, the biggest 
weaimn in ths Alaop arsenal to 
date la something he himself al­
most seems to have Invented, so 
far as poUUeal oratory Is con­
cerned. It ta the simple, short 
declanftlve sentence. his fu­
ture audiences be alerted , for It, 
and' realize what a nice style Jt 
can be. ■

'Our resulta are certainly due to 
our organizatton,”  Prof. Masse- 
vitch asserted.'

The 39-year-old scientist, whose 
husband is a physicist and a Com­
munist party member, disclosed 
the Russian “ lunik'' satellite 
which took photographs of the far 
aide of the moon and relayed them 
by television in October 1959, waa 
damaged on its return trip by a 
collision with- a meteorite.
/She said the Soviet "Space 
Ship" now heading toward a 
springtime rendezvous with Venus 
does not have cameras to take 
pictures of the planet.

“We want to know the exact 
distance between Earth and 
Venus," she said, "and we hope 
to learn this from radio signals.” 

Prof. Massevitch said 17,000 
persons have written to Soviet au­
thorities uklng to take the first 
ride in a sputnik. She would not 
say when the Russians hope to put 
a man Into Space.

"There are mEUiy dangers, most 
ly due to radiation," she said. "In 
addition, there is the danger of 
collision with meteorites."

A bill sponsored by the social 
workers group, now before the 
dm eral AlBBffibty, would abolish 
town welfare departments and 
give all functions of general as­
sistance to toe state to adminis­
ter, he explained.

■ Hyman said that the cost of gen­
eral Bssiatanee In the 1960-60 fiscal 
year, 38.8 million, was shared 
equally by toe state and towns.

If toe etate. took over the entire 
coet of toe program, including ad- 
minietratiqn, the money now pro­
vided by the towne could be made 
up by greater participation in the 
welfare programs for which feder­
al matching funde ere available.

ance programs and (2) the state 
picked up its share of federal 
matching funds under the kell- 
Mills amendment to the Social Se­
curity Act (Medical aid to the 
aged).
