— President Kennedy’s top dwtrucUon,
disarmament adviser declar­
ed today^ that the Soviet pro­
posal for "general and com­
plete disarmament in four 
years”  cannot be accepted by 
the Uriited States apart from  
broad political agreements to 
assure a peaceful world.

In 'hi* first public speech after 
taking on the'^dlsanhament as- 
aignment, John J. McCloy said 
"w e must' persevere” in the 
search for arma control accords, 
in spite of Soviet activities, in 
such places as Laos,' the Ck>ngo 
and Cuba.

McCTIoy also defended U.8. ef­
forts in ths disarmament field go­
ing back more thani a dozen years. 
In so doing, he appeared to disas- 
■ociate himself from criticisms of 
Eisenhower administration dis- 
anhament proposals either ex­
pressed or implied by Kennedy.

In his -inauguration address, 
Kennedy said, “Let both aldea, for 
the fir^t time, formulate serious 
and preciae proposals for the in­
spection and control o f arms.” In 
his SUte of the Union Message 
Kennedy said, "W e must make 
eerUin that our (dlaarmament) 
negotiatora are , better Informed 
and better prepared."

McCloy paid tribute to past 
workers in the dtsarmament field. 
Democrats and Republicans alike, 
and said:

"In my Judgment, the delays 
and frustratlona that have plagued 
the negotiations thus far have 
been due more to the n ea t diffi­
culties o f the problem than to any 
inadequacies of plans or planners.

McCloy also cited former Presi­
dent Dwight D. Elsenhower’s fare­
well speech as constituting a "pro­
found expression of concern”  about 
the dangers of the arms race. He 
endorsed Eisenhower's proposition 
that American society, aa McCloy 
put it, ' ‘is not only In peril by rea­
son « f  a nuclear disaster, but 
ifimply by continuing aa we r#e 
with an ever increasing portion 
o f our thought, energy, and nation­
al product, becoming absorbed in

■We must get on,’’ McCloy de 
dared, “with the task of. at least, 
attempting to diminish this ever- 
increasing menace of a nudear 
disaster wherein . . . the only is­
sue will be whether there are auf- 
fident survivors to bury the dead.

“ If we cannot trust, we are 
compelled to erect inspections 
systems and control procedures, 
whlc)i, by their very extent and 
character, may Introduce Irrita- 
ttona and instability in any agree­
ment we reach. Yet, we must pre- 
sevtre, attempting to find facts of 
common interest which may lead 
the way to broader steps.”

McCloy declared that "We can­
not accept the single slogan of 
general and complete disarmament 
in four years without further as­
surances that the world will not 
then be in a welter of subversive 
aritation. suspicion and anarchy

600,000 Years Ago

Oldest Human Bones 
Reveal Child *s Murder

By BARRY 8CHWEID
Washington. Feb. 25 (JP) — The 

bones of a man and child .who lived 
%mong sabre-toothed tigers more 
than 600,000 years ago have been 
found In East Africa.

Reporting the discovery yester­
day a British anthropologist said 
they were the oldest human bonea 
ever iincovered. jAlxo. the child's 
hones, represent "the oldest crime 
ever to come to light,”  he said.

Murder most foul,” was the 
description*Dr. L. S. B. Leakey 
gave to the pieces o f the child's 
Skull. Skull fracture Unea and other 
evidence convinced the anthropolo­
gist that “ the child was murdered 
with a blunt Instrument.”

Leakey, curator of the Coryndon 
Museum In Nairobi, Kenya, said 
the bones were found the past 
year in the Olduvai Gorge region 
of Tanganyika, a rich anthropolog­
ical alte.

The discovery means that the 
600,000-year-old " N u t c r a c k e r  
Man”  (Zinjanthropua), w h o s e  
bonea Leakey discovered in 1959, 
is no longer the oldest human on 
liecord. "Nutcracker Man”  tam­
ed up in the aame arek is  the new 
found bones, but at a dUfermt 
level.  ̂ .

After a 2>»-hour public hearing 
yesterday before the General As- 
8embl\’ ’a Public Health and Safety 
(Jomm'ittee, there were strong Indi­
cations the bills would die in com­
mittee.

The bills’ opponents included 
the SUte Health Department, the 
Connecticut .State Dentol Associa­
tion. the Connecticut State-Medical 
Society, the (Jonnectlcut Dental 
Hyjtienists Aaaociation. and an as- 
soitinent of other organizations 
and individuals.

■They claimed fluoridation was a 
aafe qnd effective means of com­
batting tooth decay.

Those in favor of the measures 
claimed fluorides in water Were 
harmful to teeth and to general 
health, and that fluoridation waa a 
-violation of the individual’s con­
stitutional rights.

The hearing on the six bills be­
fore the committee â s attended 

• Ylby about 200 persons.^^Each aide 
was permitted one hour to present 
its views.

The blils would prohibit fluorida- 
>Uon of public water supplies, but 
would authorize towns to distri­
bute, If they wished, floride tableU 
for use by children up to 10 years 
of age.

At present, Connecticut mu­
nicipalities may decide for them­
selves whether to fluoridate their 
water supplies.

SUte H e a 11 h Commissioner 
Franklin M. Foote brought In four 
white raU as what he called evi­
dence that fhioridatlon produced 
no harmful effecU. He said the 
animals, on fluoridated water since 
birth, were health and lively.

Extensive studies. Foote told the 
hearing, have shown that fluorida­
tion was a "Bound, economical and 
harmless procedure.”

No serious in­
juries were reported.

A Weather Bureau warning of 
possible severe thunderstorms, 
hail, damaging winds and some 
tornadoes issued late last night 
for southeast Alabama waa with­
drawn early this morning.

Montgomery braced for another 
onslaught of flooding aa 10 of the 
20 gates were opened at Martin 
Dam on the Tallapoosa River. The 
highway patrol aaid an 8-foot 
sheet of water was pouring over 
Jordan Dam on the Coosa, where 
all gates were opened earlier.

A ircraft pioneer in den with three trophies

Chris-Tene on her Palomino mare, “ Dusty”

A large"one-etory yeUow ranch 

house on a hillside along Rb SO, 
Vernon, ie the home of a do-it- 
yourself family, Mr. and Mrs. Ed­
ward H. Ciranvllle and two daugh­
ters.

The house, with a 96-foot front­
age Including two-car garage, waa 
built to 18 months by OronviUe 18 
years ago. Many of the furnishings 
and appliances in the home were 
won by Mrs. GranvUle In home- 
making and other contests.

The GronvUle's older - daughter, 
Lzura Jean, 15, mokes most of her 
own clothes, and is earning her 
own expenses for ft Mariner Scout 
cruise tills summer. Their younger 
daughter, Chris-Tene, 10, plays 
the clarinet and piano.

The family also Includes a do-it- 
rourself grirndmother, Mrs. Laura 
itovls, mother of Mrs. Granville.
She to noted for her apple pies 
and pastry. The Granville house- . 
hold also includes the girls’ two 
horses, "Pedro” and “Dusty,” a 
g;ray angora cab "Figaro,” and a 
boxer, "Mike.”

The eight-room ranch house and 
red born, with upgrade driveway 
set off by chestnut roll fencing, to 
on a three-srid-a-half acre sltft 
surrounded by JM apple, maple and 
dogwood trert *>•> • hillside over­
looking the Sacred Heort Parish 
center.

After moving earth to level off 
the hUltop pert, GranvUle ppecut 
all framing, using war surplus 
timber for the house frame. While 
the family Hved In Rockville. 
Granville transported framing and 
other materials in a pickup truck, 
working nights and weekends to 
assemble Uw house.

OranvlUe hired a contractor to 
pour cement and plaster the inter­
ior, a builder to nail the assembled 
framing and put the roof on, end 
an electrician and plumber; The 
owner designed the house and pro­
vided all oOier labor himself.

The foundation of the house, 
which has no basement, is built 
upon a bed rt gravel with three 
thicknesses of tarred felt between 
the gravel and concrete to absorb 
natural ground moisture; GranvUle 
installed bis own radiant heating 
system, one of the first In this area. 
Black Iron pipes, at graduated dls- 
tances around each room from the 
outer walla to the center, provide 
thermo circulation for the oU cir­
culating hot water system. The 
floors are'always warm and the 
famUy likes the even temperature 
which radiant heat matotaina.

Assembled Timbers 
Gran-vUle assembled in the back­

yard of hto former Rock-vlUe home 
the Umbers for the "hip roofing’ ’ 
fm- wings on each end of the house, 
l^en  a neighbor observed what 
looked Uke an overgrown pup tent 
in the yard, she caUed to ask Mrs. 
GranvUle, “ la Ed sure he knows 
whet he Is doing?”

The GranvUles moved Into their 
home July 4. 1948. A spacious din­
ing room, which opens onto a flag­
stone patio at the rear of the house, 
was added three years ago, and a 
knotty pine bedroom, whirt< resem­
bles a coIle{;e dorm room, waa cre­
ated out of a utiUty room last year 
for Laura Jean, with an additional 
half-baUi also In Uiat wing of the 
house. _

In the intervening years. Gran- 
viUe constructed the barn, -with 
two stalls for the horses and stor­
age space, a horse trailer, and a 
summer cottage at Madison,'N. H.

GranvUle’s skUl and energy to 
building hia own home came aa no 
surprise to friends and business as­
sociates familiar with the back­
ground and "know-how’’ of this 
"ingenious Yankee."

GranvlUe, who Is how chief of 
experimental coilstrucUon at Pratt 
and Whitney Aircraft, East Hart­
ford, waa a pioneer In high speed 
aircraft, who designed and built 
some of the first low-wing racing 
planes in the country.

Young men who have conatruct- 
ed plane models wUl recognize the 
name of GranvUle’a most famous 
craft, the Gee Bee Sporte|er. This 
racer was flown to victory by Jim­
my Doolittle in the 1932 Thomp­
son Trophy race at Cleveland. Doo­
little raced the stubby little ship 
around the pylons averaging 252 
miles an hour for the 100-mlle na­
tional claaalft. Two daya later, 
Doolittle aet a new landplane 
apeed record of 260.28 miles an 
hour In the same plane, powered 
by a Wasp engine, to win the Shell 
speed dashes. This closed course 
race record waa to stand unequal­
ed for the next four years.

GranvUle waa youngest of five 
brothers, bom on a farm In Madi­
son, N.H. When he waa 15, he left

the farm to Join hto eldest broth­
er, the late Zantford GranvUle, 
who operate an auto repair shop 
in Arlington, Maas. The brothers 
were also learning about airplane 
mchanica. They left the auto shop 
in the hands of another brother, 
Tbomas, and established an air 
service at Boston Airport.

"There weren’t many people In 
that business then,” GranvUle re- 
caUed. "We had part of an old 
factory building in East Boston 
where we did repair work, and we 
serviced airplanes and performed 
minor repairs at the airport.” To­
gether, the brothers t r a v e l e d  
about the countryside in an old 
Cadillac, filled with tools and weld­
ing 'apparatiu, with racks on the 
roof to horn the wings, tells or 
other parts of downed aircraft 
that could be carried back to East 
Boston for repair.

In those days, GranvUle explain­
ed, moat of the flying waa done by 
barnstormers at fairs or air meets 
to Interest the crowds In planes 
which were still a novelty.

" I  grew up in a hurry,” said 
Granrille, retMUllng he had hia

&Uofs Ucense at 18. After work-
ig as an aircraft mechanic on 

every type of engine and craft, the 
GranvUle brothers built the first 
of the Gee Bee Sportsters in 1928.
A year later they moved their op­
erations to Springfield, Mass., and 
were soon Joined by the other three 
brothers, Thomas, Robert and 
Mark. In 1931. the Gee Bee 
Sportster won two races; Maud 
Talt won an all-woman race, the 
Atrall TroQhy race In Cleveland, 
and Lowell Bayles set a new rec- 
oid In winning the Thompson Tro­
phy Race at Detroit 

Vem Clements, a designer of 
model aircraft wrote In the Jan­
uary 1961 lasue of American Air­
man magazine, -"The name Gee 
Bee wlU never die in the hearts of 
aviation enthusiasts, and seems to 
stir aU red-blooded airplane lov­
ers.”

Married ’Skeet’
It was at the Springfield lUrport 

that Oranirille met a girl named 
Charlotte Davis whom he later 
married. Because shq was as 
smaU as a mosquito, she was dub­
bed with the nickname, "Skeet" 
which has stuck Uke flypaper ever 
since.

The Gee Bee Sportster racers had 
metal and nlywood frames with 
fabric covering. Mrs. GranvlUe 
used to helo stretch the fabric over 
the frsimework and apply lacquer 
coating. On the low monoplane 
she also drew a Mickey Mouse fig­
ure on toe fuselage.

Mrs. GranvlUe’s hobbles today 
Include ceramics and oil paintings. 
Her portrait of Laura Jean hangs 
in the foyer of their home. There 
ate three bedrooms and a bath­
room in one wdng of the house off, 
the front entrance. Chris-Tene’s 
bedroom, decorated with pink Bal­
lerina walliiaper has a built-in

vanity table end buUt-to drawers. 
The master bedroom with a largo 
picture window at the front of the 
house htui an 8 x 8 foot king size 
bed, where the whole family aome- 
timea sprawls to watch TV.

GranvUle built leatherette-cov­
ered headboardi which conceal 
book shelves, radio, telephone, 
snack bar and pajama storage 
compartments. In the master bed­
room, the radio, TV set and bed­
spread are all Mrs. Granville’s 
contest winnings.

Mrs. GranvlUe has won several 
homeinaklng contests with budget­
ing ideas, original recipes and 
household hints—"aU things I  can 
do at home,” dhe explained. She 
has wron two vacation trips to 
Bermuda and one to Florida after 
she was named Mrs. Homemaker 
of Connecticut in 1956. She also 
won a car in a contest.

The 24 X 18 foot living room, 
with fireplace, has pale grew with 
gold wallpaper, tweed carpeting 
In beige and brown and brown ellk 
damask upholstery- on sofa and 
chair. A  ecreened-in front porch 
provides open air living in the 
suBomertime.

The wing at the other end of the 
house includes dining room, kitch­
en, breakfast room, another bed­
room, half bath, utiUty room and 
knotty pine den. A knotty pine 
room divider separates the work­
ing kitchen from the breakfast 
area. The dining room may be 
closed off< by shutter doors, and 
there’s a shuttered Berve-tnrough 
from the kitchen. In the den, 
there’s a sewing machine built- 
in to resemble a desk, bodkeases 
and shuttered storage cabinets, 
and a corner fireplace with raised 
brick hearthstone.

On the mantle ia a model of the 
Gee Bee Sportster trophy winner. 
Also on the fireplace wall are two 
other troiUiies of GranvUle’s, a 
mounted head of a 14-polnt buck 
and a stuffed pheasant.

Mrs. GranvUle is assistant lead­
er of Girl Scout Troop 4, a Sun­
day School teacher at the Vernon 
Congregational Church, and a 
member of the Tolland Art As­
sociation. GranvUle is a trustee 
of the churrii, a member of the 
Vernon PTO, RockvUle Bod and 
Gun Club, Connecticut, Aviation 
Historical Society and profession­
al engineering societies. ,

Laura Jean to a sophomore at 
RockviUe High School, secretory 
of the CoiuiecUcut Valley Girl 
Sdout Council planning board and 
on officer in RockvUle Rainbow 
Girls. Chris-Tene is a fifth grader 
at Vernon elementary school.

(F)—Dag Ham marskjold is getting 
uncom fortably close to  a cash 
deadline in the Congo.

The U.N. Secretary-general eUU 
is trying desperately to recruit 
men to  maintain a strong U.N. 
force there in a race against the 
Russians and dwindling monsy re­
serves. I

W ith the U.N. operation facing 1 
financial collapse at the turn of 
the y e a r , Hammar$kJoid was | 
granted special borrow ng powers 
for three months to keep It going. 
Nearly tw o months have passed.

Just 10 days away ia the re­
sumed session o f the General A s­
sembly that must arrange for fi­
nancing the U.N. role in The Con­
go for the rest o f this year.

The assembly also w ill have to 
dredge out o f the members the 
funds for paying last year's net 
Cor^o bill o f $48.5 m illion and for 
covering what Hammarskjold hss 
borrowed—known to be in excess 
of $12 milUon.

So far the United States has 
kicked in with a total o f $44,- 
962,833 — $34,645,211 in ca.ah plus 
ejX,e6rned credit o f $10,317,622, for 
picking up the tab. for airlifting 
troops to The Congo last summer.
■ The gross Congo cost in 1960 
was more than $60 million but the 
U.S. airlift forgiveness, plus 
sim ilar action by Britain, the 
Soriet, Union and others, reduced 
the net bill.

There is still no sign — and none 
Is expected — o f the Soviet bloc 
paying the $9,245,650 total they 
w'ere assessed on the regular U.N. 
ba.sis for their 1960 share. They 
announced during the first part of 
the assembly session they would 
not kick in a cent — and they 
haven’t.

Russia's share is $6,596,425. The 
oteer bloc countries range from  
the Ukraine’s .4871.000 down to 
Albania’s $19,373.

Fidel Castro's Cuba also can be 
counted on to follow  M oscow's 
lead and renege on its $121,080 as­
sessment.

The total Congo bill for the six 
months operations in 1960 and the 
first three month# o f 1961 waa an 
estimated net $72.5 million.

Before the recess, the General 
Assem bly also authorized Ham- 
harskjold to “utilize”  — borrow— 
cash from  such accounts as the 
technical assistance and special 
funds or to seek “short-term  loans 
from  governmen'ts or from  other 
available sourceal”  ■>

The U.N. haa not come up with 
any recent accounting fo r  its Congo 
operations but it has disclosed that 
Hammarskjold borrowed about $6 
million up to the first o f 1961 and 
“ considerably more”  since then.

Ham marskjold said recently that 
unless he got the m oney there 
would be a breakdown In both the 
U.N. m ilitary operation— the one 
he is trying to expand—and the 
U.N.’s civilian health, education, 
governm ent techniques, transport 
and com m erce program s for The 
Congo.

The special General Assem bly 
(hm go se$sion last September ap­
proved $100 m illion fund, to be 
supported by contributions, for that 
clviUan aid program .

Seventeen countries, up to this 
week, had pledged a total o f $18 
m illion for  that nrogram, the U. 8. 
offering $10 million.

That means the program ia shy 
$82 m illion in only pledges.

(ff>—President Kennedy’s top 
labor advisor says finding 
jobs for 26 million entrants 
in the work force during the 
next dec|^  is the nation’s 
No. 1 domratic problem.

Arthtir i .  Ooldberg, oecrotary of 
labor, .gave that figure In ad- 
dreulng a banquet given- In hio 
honor last night by AFlrCIO 
union oSldala whom he formerly 
aerved aa chief labor counael.

Aidea of Ooldberg explained 
that while Joba muat be found for 
S6 million workera in the next 10 
yeara, vacandea for about half 
that number will open up due to 
death and reUrement among prea- 
ent workera. -Thua, -they aaid, an 
eatlmated 13 million additional 
Jobs are needed. Ooldberg aald that 
widespread unemployment an d  
dwlndlhig Job opportunitlM are 
high on the list of “unfinished 
businesa Inherited by the present 
administration.'*

“All the things that have been 
invept under the rug during the 
past eight years are rapidly com­
ing to light,*’ he aald.

Ooldberg agreed with Oeorge 
Iteany, AFL-CIO presidant, who 
introduced him to the banquet 
audience, that finding Jobs for the 
rapidly Increasing work force and 
for workers displaced by new pro­
duction techniques la a problem of 
major proportions.

Meany, noting that the work 
force climbed by an average 820,- 
000 annually during the past five 
yeara, wondered how. If Jobs 
couldn’t be found for all of them, 
could the much greater Infiux of 
now workers bo put to  work dur­
ing the coming decade.

“Maybe the answer is the short­
er work WMk. I don’t know,” 
Meany commented. “All I know 
la that we have a new administra­
tion In Washington with fresh Ideas 
and I hope It can solve this situa 
Uon.”

Meanwhile, the worst flood In 
many years left 10,000 or more 
persons. homeless in four southern 
states—Alabama, Georgia, Louisi­
ana and Mississippi—and damage 
is expected to run into millions of 
dollars.

Flood' waters began receding 
slowly t o d a y  at Montgomery 
where more than 3,000 persons 
have ben evacuated.

The rampaging Alabama River 
crested ^during the night at 58.1 
feet—23.1 feet above flood stage— 
and by 7 a.m. had backed down 
one-tenth of a foot.

Downstream, the‘ Alabama was 
out of Its bank^ and still rising. 
It measured 67 feet at Selma, an­
other hard-hit city where lowland 
residents were evacuated by the 
scores over the weekend.

Previously flooded Kighways 
around Montgomery were open for 
the most part, but U.S. 80 was 
washed out between Montgomery

closed U.S. 31 about 20 miles south 
of the state capitol.

The Red Gross began establish­
ing an emergency field disaster 
headquarters at Montgomery for 
flood victims in the stricken areas.

State’s Statutes Attacked

Court Delays Hearing 
On Birth Control Laws

Washington, Feb. 27 (flV-The 

Supreme Court today postponed 
unUl Wednesday the hearing ot 
arguments on the validity of Con­
necticut’s birth control laws.

The court had scheduled the 
arguments for today, but an­
nounced this morning that they 
would be postponed until late 
Wednesday.

No reason ivas given for the 
postponement.

Adopted in 1879, the laws make 
it a crime to use contraceptive de­
vices and drugs and prohibits 
physicians from advUlng their 
use.

Two married women and their 
physicism attacked the validity of 
the'statutes in two appeals. The 
women said they had Undergone 
difficult or dangerous preg­
nancies. _  _ ^

The physician. Dr. C. l« e  Bux­
ton, is chairman of the Tale Medi­
cal School's Obsttorics Depart­
ment. He protested Ijiat CtonnecU- 
cut’s Iswe barred him from pre­
scribing aids to marriefi women 
for whom pregnancy could mean 
dMth or aoBoimal chUdnn.

The appeal by the two women 
called the laws “unreasonable.” ' 
The appeals said the statute Jeo­
pardize the life and health of one 
womui. They said she probably 
will die If she became pregnant 
again. The second woman said she 
would “ suffer great emotional 
travail vrtth the birth o f another 
Mongoloid (mentally r e t a r d e d )  
child.”

The doctor and the Women con­
tend the statute^ violate the fed­
eral Gonstitutiqa% guarantee of 
due p r o c e s s l a w  by denying 
them freedoms essential to theln' 
Uvea and wiU-belng.

Fowler V. Harper, New Haven 
attorney, wUl argue their case.
