Tells Soviet
Acts Could
Spark War

(By THE ASSOOlAm PRESS)

Adlai E. 'Stevenson de-
clared today that the United
States wants an end to all
outside intervention ii The
Congo, and especially that “of
the new 1mpcnahsm of the
Soviet Union."”

The chief U.S. delegats to the
United Nations made the state-
ment in a speech prepared for de-
livery at a luncheon given him by
Mayor Robert T. Wagner at the
Waldorf-Astoria 'Hotel in New
York City.

There “were, the other day, In
scemres in New Jersey and New
York City, two versions of human
depravity on the public film and
in the public news.

One ‘example of the worst
depths to which a human being
can sink was Fred Thompson, the
piece of perverted flotsam who, |
after he was arrested and identi-
fied by fingerprints, confessed
the sex murder of a four year oid
little girl in Manhattan last week.
COnoe committed to a mental-in-
stitution; as & result of an attack
on his own daughter, he mixed his
confession with pleas for a beer,
his sdmiasion that he deserved the
chair with the contention that he
hadn't really, known what he was
doing. Our sotiety knows the type,
and the same kind of case history,
all too well. '

Newsn that Fred Thompson had
been caught brought cameramen,
ard crowds, to police stations both
in New Jersey and in New York.

In New ' Jersey the onlookers
screamed at the criminal as police
pushed him out so the photogra-
phers could see him. “Let's get
him,"” some one shouted. "A trial
is too good for him."

And two of the mothers in the
crowd came up with the sugges-
tion that the fitting punishment
for Thompson would be to put him
in a room full of mothers and let |
him be “tortured the same way he |
tortured that little girl."

In New York, in front of the |
police station to which 'n\omp-oﬂ
was-to be brought, the televialon |
cameras helped draw nnot.herl
crowd, which chanted “‘we wanl'a
rope around his neck.” The crowd,
when first ‘assembling, Hhadn't
known just what it waa waliting
for. But, when it found out, it scon
equipped itself with hand-lettered
placards, presenting its own high
moral sentiments and Ils own
willingness to handle justice in its
owWn WAy -
