It was only & matter of days
ago that President Kwame Nkru-
mah of the African nation of Gha-
na was considered, in American
newn and editorial reference at
Jeast, to be Moscow's most reliable
fallow-traveler on the African con-
tinent.

He has, in his own country, ac-
ecepted Russian ald and advice, He
seemed in the Congo crisis, to be
playing openly the Lumumba
game, which was also considered
Russia's game, And until Ghana
joined all the other free nations
of Africa In support of tha latest
Becurity Council resolution on the
Congo, it had been assumed that
Ghana wnas also playing what
usually turned out to be Russia's
‘gume &t the United Nations,

Now President Nkrumah, arriv-
ing in New York for the opening
pession of the United Nations Gen-
eml Assembly, confers with Bec-
rotary General Hammarskjold and
with United States Ambassador
Btsvenson, and is scheduled to
meet with President Kennedy in
Washington tomorrow. He is con-
ferring with all these people on
the question of the Congo, and all
these people, apparently, consider
him to be something more than
merely dn African voice for Mos-
¢ow. In fact, they seam to be ac-
ecspting the possaibility that he may
be an African speaking for Afri-
cans,

Behind this new attitude toward
Nicumah there may be, for one
thing, some change in his own out-
Jook, perhaps a change resulting

from the crude and naked way
Russis has been exposing its own
hand in Africa.

But thers is also a possibility
that the West {s beginning 1o mas-
ter one of the difficullies of its
own outlook, one of Its failures to
comprehend what may be in the
mind and purpose of such an Afri-
can leader. Whenever we ‘entoun-
ter an African statesman who |s
Just as willing to take aid and ad-
vice from Russia as from us, a
statesman who seems to make no
particular Ideological cholce be-
tween Russia and us, we have an
fnstinct to classify him as, at the
best, a foolish tool of the Com-
munists. We do not have very
much Imagination for the busi-
ness of entering his mind, and lo-
cating ourselves within his frames
of reference until we find and un-
derstand his partlcular idea of a
neutrality which is really nautral,
and, therefore, not within the defi-
nition either we or Russia would
Instinctively. give to the word,
What we and Russia usually mean
by neutral is some country's de-
cision to have nothing to do with
one or the other of us. 'If a coun-
try accepls aid and advice from
us, and 55t from Russia, that
makes that country a true neutral,
But if it atcepts ald and advice
from Russia as well as from us,
that fpakes the country suspect.
‘When we react this way, it makes
the country itself feel that we are
extreme and unfair*in our own
Judgments, :

And sometimes, in such & situa-
tion, we actually push the neutral
fSarther toward Russia than the
nsutral ever wanted to go. We do
this by insistently labeling the
nsutral a3 a fellow traveler, or as
Communist-dominated, by closing
our own doors and contacts, or
shutting off our qwn aid until we
have done our share of proving to
the small nation involved that its
dream of real neutralily is false,
whereupon its own instinct is to
move still closer to Russia,

Only an economic theorist living
in a vyacuum, -perhaps, could
achieve perfect appraisal of the
fres trade principle.

Bt the ordinary person's
capacity to believe 'this usually
rests on a situation in which his
personal income is not threatened
low tariffs.

After presenting the cardg in
mass, Senator Lucas drew the at-
tention of the committee to one
card in particular, It represented,
he said, an unusual tribute to the
efficiency of the postal service.

Miraculously, he said, it had
been delivered to him, .at his home,
in spite of the fact that the ad-
dress side of the card had, by some
malfunction in the printing Ero-
cess, been left completely blank.

by the censor. Often the delay is
serious because remaking of en-
tire pages is required. But there is
no comeback. Either the paper sub-
mits or folds. :

“The editorial director of the gov-
ernment's own dally papers inaists
there Is no direct censorship of
these publications, though a lead-
ing government party member Is
one of the key men on the editorial
staff. “Policy lines are suggested
to us by the government, but it's
left to us ta decide on compliance,”
says the director.™

The papers seldom depart from
the party line and are careful to
see that Nkrumah gets a good
share of headlines and photos.

Aside from the Ashantl Ploneer
there is no regular censorship of
the few other independent papers
{n the country, but there are means
of influencing them.

Haggard from worry and lack of
sleep, singer Eddie Fisher for the
third night remained near his
wife's bedside in tha  exclusive
clini¢ in the heart of London, Two
doctors were In  the sickroom
throughout the night,

Her parents stayed the night at
the clinic also,

The actreas was seen this morn-
ing by her full medical team of six
d{nc!ors, and they issued this bulle-
tin: :

“After a restless night with
high temperatures her condition s
definitely Improving this morning
and she Is breathing quiotly and
peacefully although the general
nituation remains grave.”

A second breathing expert, Dr.
Robert Beaver, was called in o
&id the actress, who underwent an
emergency tracheotomy Saturday.
A breathing tube inserted in  her
throal then and an electronic lung
are helping to Keep her.alive.

Al one period last -night
Taylor's strength ebbed, but she
rallied after being given blood
transfusions for her anemic con-
dition.

An emergency  shipment of an
antitoxin to prevent the spread of
the pneumonia infection was rush-
ed by jetliner - from the United
States to aid the brunette bheauty
in her fight nagainst pneumonia
complicated by anemia. But after
its arrival one of the doclors said
it might not be used for several
days,

When Miss Taylor reached a
low point last evenjng, Dr. Gold-
man sald “We are very worried.”

But the blood tranafuslons gave
her added strength. .

Under sedation, she frequently
lapsed into unconsciousness. But
she was able to recognize her 31-
vear-old husbhand:

The breathing tube kept her
from speaking but she managed
to scribble a note:

“How am I getting along?"

“Just fine," Fisher told her
with a comforting smile,

In another note she
"How are the chlldren?"

He answered her with a
suring . amile,

The film beauty has two sons
by her second husband, Michael
Wilding, and a  daughter, Liza,
by her third husband, the late
Mike Todd.

"She has great will power and
is, Is—fighting hard,"” the weary
Fisher told newsmen.

Legalized Bettimg
On Horse Races
Gets Supporters

Hartford, March 7 P — Bills to
legulize betting on horse races in
Connecticut have encountered
strong support and equally strong
opposition.

Proposed legisiation to permit
operators of bingo games to offer
cash prizes instead of merchandise
encountered similar reaction.

Bills on both subjects were dis-
cussed by the legislature's general
law committee vesterday.

Two of the bills to legalize pari-
mutuel betting would establish &
state racing commission and al-
low racing to begin as soon as ma-
¢hinery for policing It is in opera-
tion.

A more modest third bill would
set up a committes to study the
advisability of allowing harness
racing.

Rep. Edward Coleman, R-New
town, sponsor of the third bill, said
revenues from harness racing
could help finance new_ state ac-
tivities.

London, said an official of the
State Tax Department has estimat-
ed Connecticut could realize $10
million annually from a two-month
racing season.

Identical Bills

Almost ldentical bills to create
a State Racing Commission were
sponsored by Rep. Benjamin Ri-
vals, D-Brooklyn, and Sen. Frank
Piccolo, D-New Haven,

Under provisions of both, the
state would collect 31§ per cent of
all bets, 10 per cent of all admis-

admisasion.

Both the Piccolo and Rivals bills
stipulate that a race track could
operate in & community only if
townspeople authorize it in a ref-
erendum.

The State Parent-Teachers As-
sociation opposed the bills in a
statement saving it would prefer
that funds for education come
from some source other than a
“Device which we consider to be
detrimental to character develop-
ment.”

A. R. J. Herklots, managing edi-
tor of the weekly Danielson Tran-
script, opposed the bills because he
said they would attract the gang-
ster element into the state.

Four-Year Blank

There is & four-year blank in
the Preakness (1890-83) while
New York racing was closed in
19011 and 1912, On at least one oc-
casion, 1922, the Derby and Preak-
neas were run the same day.

Sir Barton, owned by the Ca-
nadian sportsman J. K. L. Roas,
won the 1919 Derby, then follow-
ed up with the Preakness and
Belmont. Nobody said anything of
a triple crown. The Belkir Stud's
Gallant Fox did it in 1930, and five
years later Omaha, from' the same
stable, won all three, Both colts
were owned by the late Willlam
Woodward. ")

Even in 1887, when Samuel Rid-
dle's War Admiral took the 1-
mont, the stories merely mention-
ed previous Preakness and Derby
victories by the son of Man
O' War. The latter, incidentally,
never started in ths Derby, but
won the other races. Nineteen oth-
era won two of them, but in some
instances did not compets in all
three,

However, the term triple crown
hit the 1841 headlines when Calu-
met's Whirlaway won them all,
and it has been the big three since.

Mrs. John Hertz' Count Fleet
was next in 1843, and Assault from
Robert Kieberg's King Ranch fol-
lowed in 1946—two years before
Citation made it No. 2 for Calu-
met.

Calumet's Tim Tam might have
been No. 9 in 1858, He won the
Derby and Preakness, but broke a
bone In his foot during the Bel-
mont.,
