"It is my hope that the pro-
posals wnll be accepted and that 
the negotiators will be able to 
proceed w’ith all appropriate speed- 
toward the conclusion of the first 
International arms control agree-
ment in the nuclear age.”

, Kennedy iasued the statefnent 
after, a conference with special 
Ambassador Arthur H. Dean who 
will leave for Geneva tomorrow 
fo r  resumption of nuclear test ban 
talks March 21. The negotiating 
powers are the. United States, 
Russia, and Great Britain.

In his statement, the President 
said that in recent weeks this gov-
ernment haa imdertaken a thor-
ough review of technical and po-
litical. problems Involved in a for-
mal ban on testing of nuclear 
weapons.

"As a result,” Kennedy said,
' ‘ ’the United States delegation wrill 

return to the conference table 
with proposals   wiilch could con-
stitute the basis for a treaty fair 
to all contracting partly.”

The President sadd the nation is 
fortunate to .have the services of 
Dean, head of the American dele-
gation, "at this decisive stage of 
the sessions.Kenned^ added:

"He lias accumulate extensive 
experience in international negotia-
tion of difficult and complex is^uea. 
I  know that he will present the 
American p^nt of vle>fr with the 
greatest clarity and.akUt.’ ’

The President werft on to say that 
Old U.S. delegation “ will be" en-
gaged in an enterprise which could

The contract, announced by the 
White House yesterday, calls  ̂for 
Lockheed Aircraft Corp, to develop 
long-range, high speed jet cargo 
and troop carrier planes and build 
more than 106 at Its Marietta, Ga., 
plant .

The first planes are expected to 
be ready by mld-1964.

President Kennedy has given 
high priority to the problem of Im-
proving the armed forces’ capabil-
ity for fighting so-called "blush 
fire” wars, where nuclear weaTOns 
would not be used. \

Kennedy said in his first m «^  
sage to Congress thqt he had di- 
rdtted Secretary of Defense Rob-
ert S. McNamara to take prompt 
action to increase airlift capacity.

The plane, known as the SOR182, 
will replace - older aircraft -flown 
by • the Military' Air Transport 
Sendee (MATS).

Specifications call for the new 
transport to carry troops or heavy 
cargo at speeds of 440 to 500 
nautical miles an hour fof distances 
ranging up to 5.550 nautical miles, 
according to the load carried.

The plane will be powered by 
four turbo-fan engines and. a pres-
surized cabin will permit carrying 
troops a t. altitudes of over 25.000 
feet. A full, width rear loading, 
ramp will expedite loading of bulky 
cargo and make it po.ssible to drop 
cargo from the air. ^

The Defense Department said 
Ixickheed was the lowest among 
four bidders for the'fcontract. ORier 
bidders were Boeing, Douglas and 
the (^nvair Division of General 
Dj-namics Corp..

:The $1 billion which will go into 
the program over, the next several 
years will not be'the biggest mili-
tary contract, even by peacetime 
standards..

Contracts as lane or larger are 
involved in th« BMtng B82 and

the manufacturer for the turbo-fan 
engines to power the new plane has 
not been chosen. General Electric j 
turbo-fan engines are being used; 
in some of the later, faster and j 
longer range B52s.

The new name for the transport 
program will lie CXl.Tlie program 
started, with the designations of 
SOR182 (SOR. meaning "Specific 
Operating .Requirement"). Now 
that the requirement has been set, 
the new name indicates "Cargo Ex-
perimental." This designation will 
be changed again after the trans-
port moves out of the development 
and into production stage.

The name w'11 be used by both 
the Air Force and the Federal 

.Aviation Agency which has an in-
terest in the program because such 
transports might betised eventual-
ly b.v commercial air freight car-
riers.

Awarding of the contract is ex-
pected to provide a tremendous 
boost to ' the economy of ihe 
Georgia area in the next few y « r s . '

Some 2,000 jobs are schedulrffi to 
be added by the middle of 1963 art, 
the. huge aircraft plant north 6f 
Atlanta.

Spreading

1 —President Kennedy today 
urged Congress to provide 
$600 million as the first step 
in aid to Latin America. He 
said there is “ grave and im-
minent danger that desperate 
peoples will turn to commu-
nism or other forms o f tyran-
ny”  if help is not forthcom-
ing.

The President sent a special 
message to the capltoI in a follow-
up to his address last night calling 
for a 10-year cooperaUve old pro-
gram of "towering dimension”  for 
south of the border natioas. He ad-
vocated hoisting a banner with this 
motto; "Progress Yes, Tynmny 
No."

The administration program — 
outlined by Kennedy In a Whits 
House speech to Latin American 
'diplomats—is keyed to the idea of 
an alliance of progress. He wants 
the Latin American countries to 
join with the United States In a ' 
massive drive to improve living 
conditions and thereby help oust 
"tyranny from a hemisphere in 
which it has no rightful place.”  

Kennedy made it clear he had 
Cuba and the Dominican Republic 
specifically in mind in saying this.

In his message today, the Presi-
dent asked CJongress to appropriate 
$500 million as an initial step in 
the over-all aid program, to meet 
a U.S. commitment made last year 
at the over-all aid program, to 
meet a U.S. commitment made last 
year at Bogota, Colombia.

School Board 
Told of Ten 
Fire Hazards

Ten violations of the Connecti-
cut Fire Safety Code were brought 
to the attention of the board of 
education in a letter dated March 
8 by Major Carroll E.   Shaw, de-
puty state fire marshal.

 ITie violations were detected 
in an inspection made on 
Feb. 2 by State Police Sgt. 
Vincent J. Searles of the fire mar- 
ahal's office. The board is required 
by state law to present satisfac-
tory proof within 30 days "that 
the necessary work has been start-
ed, and that unbroken progress 
will be shown to completion.”

The following requirements are 
the t i r eYe safetynecessary to meet 

code:
(11 All storage and the work 

bench must be removed from the 
boiler room:

(2) AH doors into the stairways 
shall be reconstructed. The de-
ficiency here was cited in the ad-
vice that when double-leaf door-
ways are used in stairway en-
closures, they shall be equipped 
with a molding which riiall pro-
vide a reasonably tight closure, 
but which will not interrupt a com-
plete self closing operation.

(3) Corridors used as a means 
of egress from pupil occupied 
areas shall not be less than 36 
inches in unobstructed width. 
Egress from the basement class-
room I Is obstructed by a set of 
double doors and milk crates.

(4) Stairways serving one or 
more stories shall be segregated 
at all floor levels by the required 
fire resistant partitions and doors. 
The two' Inside north and south 
stairways are not segregated at the 
first floor level. -

(5) An automatic fire detector 
shall be installed in the incinerator 
room and connected to the existing 
fire alarm system.

(6) The .opening between the 
boiler .room and incinerator room 
shall be sealed with fire resistant 
material equal to the existing ma-
sonry wall.

(7) Storage - of combustibles In 
the incinerator room should be dis-
continued and this area used only 
for incinerator purposes.

(8) The Incinerator room shall 
be provided with a proper vent, 
direct to the outside,

(9) The wiring in the CD'office 
should be Inspected arid all unriec- 
esq̂ ary extensions removed and 
proper outlets provided.

(10) The cbmbustible storage in 
the tunnels of the south wing and 
fan room should be removed and 
only approved storage areas used 
for such storage.

The inspection by Sgt. Searles 
foHow'ed a complaint .about the 
basement classroom which has only 
one door into the hall, has no inter-
com provisions and is located 
acroas from the boiler room

In his report, the sergeant said 
the "Grade 1 classrooip men-
tioned in the complaint has ap-
proved egress either to the north-
east or southeast stairway, pro- 
 vldlng egress Is not obstructed by 
the doors in the hall or'cans or 
milk cases. The Inter-com system 
is not required by the fire safety 
code. Tlie existing fire alarm 
horns are suitably located and can 
be heard in Grade I- and will be 
louder when the doors ifi the hall 
are removed." .
, His report concluded with a 
reference to a m-evious inspection 
bn Jan. 29, 1958 by Lt. James 
Reardon and commented: "at that 
time the (moldings'on the doors) 
were required and the vent for the 
Incinerator, room was called for;

During these years, he 
said, the boy or gdrl acquires the 
problems of adolescence, the 
transition from Junior high school 
to high school, is treated more as 
an adult, and therefore w a n t s  
more of the so-called adult priiri- 
leges. Hiese would be in the form 
of smoking, later hours, driving,

' larger allowances and in general, 
more freedom.

First 14 Years Crucial 
Digan emphasized that during 

the first 14 years the parents should 
build up a basic reservoir „of un-
derstanding and good.will thaLthe 
teenager will be able to draw on 
when, facing the new problems In 
the difficult years.

Further," Digan stated. If family 
solidarity is lacking due to the ab-
sence of proper parental guidance 
In the early years, the child Is very

Digan stressed that at all ages

Since that 
time, sudi reform fervor has per-, 
haps cooled a little bit, while the 

side of the argument has 
aps found Its way into more 

minds The other, the negative 
side of the argument is simply 
that the prosent systm  o f elect-
ing a President is a ^stem  which 
srodu and gives us a President 
snma though it is far from ideal, 
and that, before wre abandon It, 
ws had better be sure any new 
system wrould also be capable of 
getting its man to the White 
Hsuae on time.

If the popular vote were the 
dst4nnlning factor, and a presi-
dential election happened to be 
dose, there would be practical and 
•Ten compelling reason to ques' 
tion the accuracy and honesty of 
the voting and tabulating piwess 
In large numbers of precincts.

And such investigation of vot' 
ing Inevitably runs Into large num-
bers of questionable votes which, 
although authentic enough in rep-
resenting the voting desires of 
those who cast them, neverthe-
less, In the case of paper or ab-
sentee ballots, may be Bubject to 
diallenge from some technical le-
gal point of view,

In a reoount now going on out in 
TtuHsns, for Instance, a ballot is 
supposed to be invalid unless the 
psadl used In nuurking It wrote 
blua

Inevitably, the ultimate decision 
as to whether such questionable 
ballots shall be counted or thrown 
out is likely to be based on the 
Identity of the political party 
which happens to be in control of 
the particular precinct, or of the 
recount process.

All these risks are now on view 
out In Indiana's fifth congression 
al district, which is still waiting 
to get a congressman seated at 
Wsiblngton. Last fall, the Repub 
Uean candidate was declared the 
winner, by a margin of 12 votes. 
The Democratic incumbent, how-
ever, claimed that he had been 
sleeted by two votes. He got the 
House at Washington to order its 
committee on House Administni'

  tlon to investigate the election, re' 
count the ballots, and determine 
•dio should be seated. As of now, 
the basic recheck of the 213,000 
Totes Involved has bero completed. 
But some -7,000 or 8,000 ballots 
have been forwarded to Washing 
ton for a final determination as to 
Whether or not they should   be 
counted.

Ehientually, one of the two can> 
dldates will be seated, perhaps in 
time to attend the present session 
of Congress. If we were to make a 
cynical bet, it would be that, since 
the House and its committee are 
controlled by the Democrats, it 
may be the Democratic candidate 
who has the better chance of 
•merging victorious. But In any 
case, whoever is seated, no one 
will ever really know which one 
would have been the winner In an 
•lection conducted entirely with 
out flaw.

In the laat day or two the 
American public has been treated 
to a rather silly example of how 
too feverish a search for "news' 
ckn take up space and time. The 
factual background 1s that. last 
November, a group of American, 
scientists went to Moscow for a 
conference with their Russian 
counterparts, and enjoyed what 
they considered most fruitful dis-
cussions, on the practical, scien-
tific level, about some of the prob-
lems between Eisst and West. The* 
Moscow meeting in question may 
ultimately prove, if things go well, 
to be one of the most important 

ons in the history of the cold
war.

Two of the members of this 
American scientific safari have 
since become members of Presi-
dent Kennedy's official family at 
Washington. They were closely 
associated 'with him before they 
went to Moscow. One of the things 
they and the other Americans 
with them quite naturally told any 
Russiana who talked to them 
about the East-West political at-
mosphere was that the United 
States wanted the return of the 
RB-47 flyers.

Monday, in sensational head-
lines, the New York Herald 
Tribune presented a purposed 
‘scoop,”  to the effect that these 
two particular members of the 
American group had played a stel 
lar role in obtaining the release o f 
the two American flyefs.

This purported disclosure, which 
had the effect of Seeming to turn 
the scientific conference at MoS' 

In^ a diplomatic move by
Kennedy / before he even assumed 
the presidency, brought from the 
Whits House press machinery yes-
terday’s statement to the effect 
that the whole American group at 
Moscow had, quits naturally, 
urged the ' release of the two 
American flyers as an essential 
opening step In any program 
toward better general relations 
between Russia and the United 
States.

All this would seem to add up to 
a lot of pointless nonsense, which 
manufactured a lot of news space 
out of very little fact. Some 
Americana Were In Moscow. In 
Moscow, they quite naturally said 
the thing any American in Mos-
cow would say. Those of them who 
were friendly with Kennedy later 
reported to him on all phases of 
their experience In Moscow. Bpt to 
construct, from this, the appear-
ance of a special Kennedy-man-
aged mission to Moscow, which be-
gan a special b^galnlng for the 
release of our two flyers, la to load 
the actual circumstances with 
more dramA than, they can legiti 
mately bear. There was, on the 
other hand, real news In what the 
Russian and A m erica scientists 
had to say to each other at that 
November meeting In Moscow 
real' news which has not yet been 
dramatleed by any dally news 
processes, perhaps because 
could not easily be over-ilmpllfled

They ha^, to 
gether, considered the^risk worth 
while and bet their own lives on 
their ability to take it and' sur 
moimt it.

And It was part of their , escape 
from ordinary li'ving that what 
they were doing had no great cos 
mlc purpose. They were not doing 
an}ithing for humanity. They were 
not saving mankind. TTfiy were 
contributing nothing to progress 
Ail that was involved was, to tell 
the truth, the lure of a showdown 
between the sheer face of rock 
and ice and their own capacities,

This type of cliallenge men can 
sometimes meet with sense as well 
as courage, skill as well as faith, 
and with an Ideal blending o f in 
dividual capacities and characters 
into one common operation.

Connecticut 
Yankee ^

One  ̂moment Governor . John 
Dempsey was walking sedately 
and hopefully along knee deep In 
the incoming tide of leadership 
responsibility and opportunity, and 
then the next moment he was 
flopping and floundering about In 
a sudden deep pot-hole in need of 
help. The potential lifeguard 
stands on the beach, all right, in 
the collective person of the Re-
publican House of Representatives, 
and it may- choose to' rescue him, 
thus proving that it loves the 
good state of Connecticut even 
more than its oWn momentary 
political advantage.

The. pot-hole opened up under 
the ncia Governor the moment he. 
in what may have seemed to him 
more o f less routine adherence to 
one of his own principles, and to 
the principles of democracy itself, 
put himself on public record as 
saying that, although he opposed 
horse racing,for Connecticut and 
would veto any bill providing for 
it, he would not veto such a bill 
if it were a bill to let the people 
of the state themselves decide 
whether they wanted horse racing 
legalized in their state.

However the Governor intended 
this, it has had the practical po-
litical result of giving the pro-
ponents of horse racing in Con-
necticut an unexpected shot of life 
lufid a reason to go to ivork. If 
they could get such a referendum 
bill through the General Assembly, 
their chances of idctory in a state 
referendum vote could not be 
laughed off, not when one analyzes 
the public’s” traditional voting 
habits on questions.

And if a referendum bill does 
get through the General Assembly, 
and the people do defeat the prop-
osition, that defeat would come 
only after the state had put itself 
through an exhaustive and expen-
sive public struggle.

As for the Governor’s adherence 
to the principle that it is true 
democracy to have the people 
themselves decide, there are, of 
course, other ways they could de-
cide the racing issue, equally 'valid 
and part of the processes of de-

mocracy. They could, foir instance, 
make a point of electing to the 
General Assembly senators and 
representatives who were pledged 
to vote for racing in Connecticut. 
They oouM, if they wished, re-
elect or iMeat the present mam- 
bare o f the General Assembly on 
the baslB o f how they vote when 
the present profxwal comes up. 
They could orgaidSs citlsen’s com-
mittees for horse racing, and cir-
culate petitions, and stags public 
debates on/ the issue, until they 
built their cause into a Are under 
auiy Legislature.

The difference befiveen such 
alternatives and the sending of 
the issue to the people for a ref-
erendum vote lies In the difference 
in the way the burden proof 
an4 campaigning is assigned. In 
all such alternative methods for a 
decision by the pei^ile through 
their representatives or by in-
fluence upon their representatives, 
the burden of proof and campaign-
ing would lie upon those who 
want racing legalised In Oonnecti- 
cut.

In such alternatives, inertia 
would actually be the ally of the 
forces of purity.

But in the raferendum projposal, 
inertia would be on thS side of 
racing, and the burden of proof 
and campaigning' would be upon 
those who opposed It.

Governor Dempeey could have 
said that the flrst responsibili 
for deciding this issue rested m th 
the legislators and with himself, 
and that If the people didn't I ap^ 
prove when he a ^  the legislal 
refused to legalize racing, th| 
they had the right to go out and 
select new legislators and m 
governor. Then, while observi 
at least the repraentatlve^roceas 
and principles o f democracy, he 
would have been making the pro-

potients o f racing take the tougher 
road.

This would have been a kindness 
to the state, which the Republican 
House may still deliver, if It can 
stand the thought o f reecuing 
Dempsey too.

Kennedy Asks $600 Million , 
To Start Latin America Aid

million in aid last year for re-
construction and rstaablUtation of 
arsaa of southern Chile devastated 
by earthquakes and fires. Kennedy 
urged speody appropriation of this 
money "so the task of rebuilding 
the economy of southern Chile can 
proceed without delay.”

In calling for fulfillment of the 
U.S. commitment at Bogota aa 
part of the admlnlatration'a gen' 
eral aid prdgram, Kennedy told 
Congreas:

"The act of Bogota m.arka an 
hlatoric turning point in the evpiu' 
tion o f the western hemisphere. 
For the first time the American 
nationa have agreed to join in a 

. maaalvs cooperative effort to 
strengthen democratic inatitutione 
through a program of economic 
development and social progress.

Such a pronam ia long overdue. 
Thrpughout Latin America mil-
lions of people are struggling to 
free themaelvea from the bonds of 
poverty and hunger and ignor-
ance...

"If the Act of Bogota bbcomez 
just another empty declaration—if 
ws are unwilling to commit our 
resources and energy to the task 
of social progress and economic 
development—then we face a grave 
and imminent danger that despier- 
ate pieoples will turn to communism 
Or other forma of tyranny as their 
only hope for change.

"'well organized, skillful and

termlned enough—then the cloze 
.of this decade will mark the be

thoroughly financed forces are con- 
atantly urging them/to take this 
course.’ ’

Alluding to the broader program 
he set forth last night, Kennedy 
said the $500 million he wants for 
the Inter-American Fund for Social 
Progress is only the first move to-
ward carrying out the declarations 
of the Act of BSgota.

"And the act itself is only a sin-
gle step in our program for de. 
velopment of the hemisphere.”  • 

Kennedy said U.S. embassies and 
operations missions in Latin Amer-
ica alreldy have repiorted propios 
als for social development projects 
calling for external aid totaling 
about 61-2 billion under the Bogota 
program. He added that abou]̂  6800 
million worth of the propxjsed proj-
ects have been found qualified for 
detailed study.

"Latin America.”  said Kennedy, 
"la seething with discontent and 
unrest. We must act to relieve 
large scale distress Immediately 
If free institutions are to be given 
a Phance to work out long . term 
solutidns."

The President’s aid program and 
his goal of seeking to prevent any 
sp>read of Oommimist or rightist 
djetatorahips 'won warm pimlse 
from the Latin American diplo 
mats in his audience in the 'White 
House east room laat night, 
i For example, Nicaraguan Am-
bassador Guillermo Sevilla Sacaaa, 
dean of the diplomatic corpia, said 
the President's spteech was so 
"comprehensive and extraordinary 
in its profoimd surnmary of Latin 
American piroblema and means of 
attacking them that it will be-
come known as the Kennedy Doc- 
-trtne.”

Mexico’s Ambassador Antonio 
Carrillo Flores called it an excel-
lent address "which follows Mexi-
co’s long-time tradition that eco-
nomic progress ia meaningless 
without free^m .”

In sounding the freedom theme, 
Kennedy expressed special friend-
ship for the jieople of Cuba and 
the Dominican Republic, the only 
two Latin American natipns not 
represented at the White House 
reception where he spoke. And he 
voiced the hope that the people of 
those countries—with which the 
'United States has severed diplo-
matic relations—"ivlll soon rejoin 
the society o f free men, uniting 
 with ue in our common effort.” 

Kennedy's message' to Congress 
is Intended to get the administra- 

, tion program rolling in a modest 
r way. He placed no over-all price 
> tag on the general plan, but he 

left no doubt last night that he Is 
thinking in terms of big spending 
over the years—if the Latin Amer-
ican countries pitch in and help 
to the greatest extent possible.

Also In the White House au-
dience of about 250 were congres-
sional leaders of both parties as 
JC^nedy declared:

"FSpr the first time we have the 
capacity tou. strike off the remain-
ing bonds of poverty and Ig-
norance—to free our people for 
the spiritual and Intellectual ftil- 
flllment which has always been 
the goal of our civilization.

"Yet at this very moment of 
maximum opportunity we con-
front the same forces which hfve 
Imperiled America throughout its 
history—the alien forces which 
once again seek to impose the 
despotisms of the Old World on 
the people of the new.”

The President eounde.d this ap-
peal :

"Let Js once again tfaiwform 
the American continent into a 
vast crucible of revolutionary 
ideas and efforts—a tribute to the 
power of the creative energies of 
free men-^an example to all the 
world that liberty and progress 
walk hand in hand.

"Let us once again awaken our 
American Revolution until It 
guides the struggles of free men 
everywwere — not .with the Im- 
perialiim of force or fear — but 
the rule o f .courage and freedom 
and hope for the future of rtian."

Kennedy called for change and 
progress in the spirit of Washing-
ton, Jefferson and the great heroes 
of Latin America — and "not 
change which seeks ^o impose on 
nien tyrannies which We cast out a 
century and a half ago.”  Then he 
added:

f i l i n g  of a new era in the Amer-
ican experience.

"The living standards of every 
American family will be on the 
rise—basic education will be a'iiall- 
able to all;—hunger will be a for-
gotten experience—thd need for 
massive outside help will have 
passed—most nations will have 
entered a period of self-sustaining 
growth—and—although there will 
still be much to do—every Amer-
ican Republic will be the master of 
its own revolution of hope and 
progress.”

Here are the other points of the 
Kennedy program:

1— He soon will request a minis-
terial meeting of the Inter-Ameri-
can Economic and Social Council 
—“̂a meeting at which we can be-
gin the massive planning effort 
which will be the heart of the alii' 
ance for progress.”

2— The 6500 million he wants 
under the Bogota commitment, will 
be used "to combat Illiteracy 
improve the productivity and ua.e 
of land—Wipe out disease—attack 
archaic tax and land tenure struc-
tures—provide educational, oppor-
tunities” and help make possible a 
broad range of othei projects.

3— Support economic Integra 
tion as a step toward larger mar-
kets and greater competitive op 
portunity.

4— The United States is ready 
to cooperate in serious, case by 
case examination of commodity 
market problems.

6—An Immediate step-up in the 
U.S. Food for Peace emergency 
program

6— Reaffirmation of the U.S 
pledge to come to the defense of 
any American nation who.se inde-
pendence i« endangered.

7— Provision for all the nations 
of the hemisphere to "share in the 

expanding wonders of modern scir 
ence.” The President Invited 
Latin American scientists tb work 
with those in this country.

8— Rapid expansion of facilities 
for the training of those "needed 
to man the economies of rapidly 
developing nations.”

9— A. general invitation “to our 
friends in Latin America to con-
tribute to the enrichment of life 
and culture in the United States.

Francis Burqes, Hartford, chair-
man ofr the legislative committee 
of the association, which rep-
resents both professional a*id 
volunteer firefighters, said that if 
the state is considering rewards 
for flremen "it should be done for 
the service in genersi and not Just
for the volunteers.” ___

Rep. Karl H. Links, R-Hebron, 
aald the chief of the volunteer fire 
department in his town is ’’un-
alterably oppoeed” to the propo- 
»als. The bills were aLso opposed by 
Rep. George J. Quirk, D-Ashford, 
president of a company of volun-
teers.

Supportiftg the bill to grant tax 
relief to private airports' for im-
provements made on their landing 
strips were John Larson of Deep 
River, a lawyer representing the 
CSiester Airport, and William 
Bradway, proprietor of live Had- 
dam Air Park.

These landing stripe, they said, 
are used by the public without 
charge. The exemptions would not 
apply to other improvements, such 
aa hangars and other facilities 
from which the airports receive 
revenue.

tion” attracts attention, later if not sooner, and usually with
abruptness.

When men talk of traeh prot>- 
leme In the Vernon Fire Diatrlct 
or in Rockville, they talk of a 
problem whldi would be easily 
solved In a unified town  ̂ .

When homeowners talk of the 
Inconvenience 6f  paying taxes to 
two, sometimes three, govern-
ments, they talk o f an Inconverl- 
ence which would not exUt under 
a single government.

When rural neighbors Indignant-
ly question the apotadlc attempts 
of the city to get a portion of the 
town highway funds, they ques-
tion a situation allowable only 
because there are overlappUtg gov-
ernments on the same plot of 
ground.

Well, there are other "whens,” 
meet of them pretty familiar.

It would seem from this preju- 
dioed and one-eyed point of view 
a half dozen such comparisons 
form reason enough to make every 
elector'a trigger finger itch to pull 
that "yes" lever for conaolida- 
tion on the voting machine.

Tet it won't be that easy.
A Vernon housewife, who has 

lived in to'wn abqut .five years, 
said the other day that if ''some-
one came to the door and asked 
me, I wouldn’t know whether I'd 
want consolidation or not.”

The lady, an intelligent gal, lays 
her confusion to the ceaseless 
bombardment of claims uttered 
for and against oonsoHdation.

And, sbs has a point.

The nub of the matter appears 
to be not objection'to a "strong'' 
mayor, but to a strong personality 
The man who fits that bill bdst 
hereabouts is a fellow named Leo 
Flaherty Jr.

Tliere ip nothing In the charter 
that says Flaherty will automat-
ically become mayor. There Is no 
assurance from Flaherty that he 
will run for the post—and political 
wisdom Indicates he won't be in' 
terested In It, anyway. Should he 

. run, however, hls opponents can 
always vota for the other fellow.

As to Rockville’s indebtedness 
($710,000), It is -outweighed by 
the city’s assets (roughly $2.5 
minion) and far outweighed by the 
town’s Indebtedness ($3.5 million). 
Too, the charter commission Is 
trying to set up an assessment 
system which would result In pay-
ment for the sewer plant oj^ra- 
tlon by the sewer users ' through 
taxes.

What will be the effect on the 
tax structure? It is safe to say 
taxes won’t go down whether 

• there Is one go'vemment or six. 
‘As William Luddecke pointed out 
last week, the tax rate will con-
tinue to rise In unwelcome fashion 
pis long as the big spread between 
residential property and commer-
cial property continues to exist. 
Unfortunately, the gap Is widen-
ing.
'  What the Immediate effect on 
taxation will be under a unified 
town no one can predict. If,'any 
prediction l* im ade,.it should be 
studied with extreme caution. And 
don’t let anyone tell anyone else 
that adding the town’s thnee budg- 
eU together .win give e true pic-
ture of e  unlfl^ budget 

Any poMlble Insecurity felt by 
full-time employes of any of the 
govemmenta ahould be dispelled 
because the charter contains a pfp- 
'vlslon for a classified service. All 
current municipal employes wlU

come under It, including the elect 
ed constables o f Vernon.

The problem of  which head of 
what department will assume com-
mand in the event of unification 
will admittedly involve some study.

A solution may not be , difficult 
at that. Rockville Building Inspec-
tor Roland Usher, an elderly but 
active gentleman, once said he and 
his Vernon counterpart Arthur 
Huntington would have no prob-
lem. A building department for the 
whole town will need two men, any-
way, Usher said, arid It would be 
logic Itself ta have one handle rural 
affairs and the other handle af' 
fairs In the city area.

This can go on. Some d ty  dwell-
ers, for instance, feel there would 
be a loss of Wentlty, an unlikely 
occurrence since Rockville has been 
Rockville for at least 70 years, and 
it will take more than a referen-
dum to change it.

Some rural residents say the 
city Is trying to take over the 
town, pointing to last fall's vote 
on the town police budget. The 
vote has been described as “ tear-
ing apart" the -town police force, 
which seems a peculiar descrip-
tion since the police force, or con-
stabulary, is the same as It was.- 

Tlie only change has been In the 
source of revenue paying for It.

A  half-hearted attempt at 
solemn vow comes now. The sub-
ject of unification, or consolida-
tion, will be dropped for C while.

The board also authorized Prln 
cipal George-Patros to notify par' 
ents that an account one week In 
arrears must be paid the follow-
ing week or hot lunch will be dis-
continued^

The practice of sending students 
to the store for food purchases will 
be discontinued.

Mrs. Rudolph Albair, president 
of the Parent-Teacher Assocla- 
tlon, spoke about her own investi-
gation of complaints with Patros 
and the hot lunch manager, and 
advised ahe'waa completely satis 
fled with their explanations and 
with the lunch program. Mrs. AI 
balr made It clear that she was 
not speaking for the PTA.

Others who spoke were Mr. and 
Mrs. Emil Malek, Mrs. Sol Koen- 
Igsberg, Ernest Angell, Mr. and 
Mrs. Saul Blum, Mrs. Frederick

the testing of ^ cieac weapons 
which has been barred by an in-
formal moratorium since the con-
ference atarted in the fall of 1938.

Administration policy makers 
estimate that Dean and his Brit-
ish counterpart In the 3-powisr 
conference ahould be able to find 
out In six or eight weeks whether 
the Soviet government Is seriously 
interested In concluding a treaty.

Kennedy has decided against 
setting any kind of precise dead- 
Ine and he Js understood to have 
:ounseled Dean to use patience in 

deiUing with the Russians. But the 
President also is reported to feel 
the United States cannot afford to 
let the conference drag on indefi-
nitely In the absence of substan-
tial propess toward final agree-
ment.

Dean is a New York lawyer and 
was a partner of the late Secre-
tary of State John Foster Dulles. 
He has had considerable experience 
in negotiating with the Commu-
nists, including a tour as U.S. rep-
resentative In Korean War truce 
negotiations early in t^e Eisen-
hower administration.

For the past months Dean has 
been working with John J. Mc- 
Cloy, Kennedy’s chief disarma-
ment adviser, in re-viewing the 
U.S. position on the nuclear weap-
ons test ban negotiations. It Is ex-
pected that as a result of this 
policy review and consultations 
with the British, the two Western 
powers in the Geneva conference 
will be prepared to offer some con-
cessions to the Soviet Union re-
garding the control system which 
would be set up under the treaty 
to guard'against violations.

One possible concession would be 
to reduce the number of inspection 
trips which could be made by In 
teraati(^l scientific teams within 
the Soviet Union if there was 
evidence of a possible sneak nu 
clear explosion.

When the conference recessei 
last fall the Soviet Union had pro-
posed limiting such 'on-site" in-
spections to three a year. The 
United States and Britain pro-

posed 2 ,̂ but that number might 
be reduced to a somewhat lower 
figure in an effort 'to meet the 
Soviet position. The Russians have 
raised many objections to western 
inspection proposals, in all dis-
armament negotiations, charging 
that the_ western powers really
want to spy on the Soviet Union.

The Kennedy administration is 
reported to have made no major 
changes In the test ban policies 
originaUIy developed during the 
Eisenhower admlnlstrationi The 
treaty so far developed at Geneva 
would ban all teat explosions of 
nuclear weapons except for small 
underground blasts which are ex-
tremely difficult to detect with 
present scientific Instruments. A 
parallel -"Gentleman's Ag;ree- 
ment” would continue a mora-
torium on those exploslo; \ ,!\w- 
ever, for a period of two to five 
years.

Johansson startled the crowd of 
some 15,0<X) by landing his famed 
right flush on Patterson’s jaw. 
The champ went down, dazed and 
hurt, but managed to scramble to 
his feet at the count of four.

Referee Billy Regan held off the 
anxious challenger until the time-
keeper had tolled eight before al-
lowing ’xngemar to resume his at-
tack. Another Ingo right slammed 
Patterson to the canvas a second 
time and again Floyd was grant-
ed an eight count.’ The respite 
gave the champion sufficient vigor 
to take the offensive and before 
the round was completed, he had 
Johansson down for a mandatory 
eight-count.
, "It was good that he had the

TDC Against 
Buying Pond ; 

For Industry
Richard Tibbits. executive- di-

rector of the development commi.s- 
sion. plans to tell the board of di-
rectors tonight that tlie purchase 
of Union Pond for industrial uses 
is "questionable."

In a statement prepared this 
morning, Tibbits said, "Union 
Pond is adjacent to an 'existing 
industrial zone, and possibly would 
lend itself to a logical extension 
of this zone. However, It Is ques-
tionable as to how distant In .the 
future the noccssar>' work to make 
this a , desira'blc Industrial site 
might be feasible."

He said the disadvantages of pre-
paring the area fpr industrial use 
"might possibiy outweigh the ad- 
vanta'ges” at some future date, 
because the site is "almost hid-
den, in a large depression" and 
cannot be seen frPm cars   going 
past on the highway.

Prestige liv3uslrie.s would not 
care to locate there, he said, if 
they cannot be seen by passing 
trafllc.

'The Development Commission 
at this time cannot recommend 
this purchase purely for industrial 
purpoaes,” he (^id. “We feel a 
great deal of engineering study 
is necessary' before we can make 
a positive recommendation.

"This expression of opinion is 
based on our thoughts toward 
future industrial development, but 
does not inrfuije hj i expressioh as 
to whetheryihe town should pui- 
ciiose the site for any other rec-
ommended uses.”

Rockville Mayor Leo B. Flaherty 
Jr. gave unqualified support to-
day to proposed legislation re-
organizing ^Connecticut’s welfare 
systems and cited the "disgrace- 
fu r  welfare program In Vernon 
aa a glaring reason for the change.

The bill which would bring 
about the change has been submit-
ted by Senator Edward L. Mar-
cus of the Ninth District and Is 
sponsored by the National Asso-
ciation of Social Workers.

It would transfer welfare regu-
lation from the present city and 
town administrations to the juris-
diction of the State Welfare Com-
missioner.

Calling the need for the change 
"immediate and Vital," Flaherty 
said the statement of purpose in 
the bill itself "best sums up the 
goal." The purpose Is "to Im 
prove the quality of service and 
efficiency of administration on 
general assistance.”

The mayor's statement follows a 
flurry of statements in January 
condemning the town welfa!re pro 
gram, largely for the manner in 
which it is administered. Flaherty 
opened the issue at that time and 
proposed establishing an inde 
pendent arbitration board for spe 
cific welfare cases.

Criticism aimed at the Venion 
program has been that it i 
harsh, and unjust and, in .some 
instances, 'has resulted In refusal 
of aid. Welfare in Vernon is the 
msponsibility of the Board of Se-
lectmen and is administered large-
ly. by the boa-i'd's full-Ume sec-
retary.

Support of the program has 
been uiaintainod by S.clectman 
William n. Halui.. in clwrge of 
welfare, and .Mr.s,. Helen Prcssler, 
selectmen's secretary. They have 
.said there has never been a re-
fusal of aid.

Sergio A. May of 58 Franklin 
St., spokesman for the group, said 
the petitioners did not attend ~ 
public hearing seCup by the Hous-
ing Autliorlty of Rockville Dec. 14 
because they understood the hear-
ing concerned only the elderly 
homes portion of 'the project.

The housing authority IS coor-
dinating projects for both elderly 
and low-income families financed 
through State and federal aid 
There are between 60 and 70 units 
of each type of housing planned.

The public hearing In Decem-
ber was the only one required bV 
statute. It was to air the plans for 
a public hearing on housing for 
elderly people

May said residents requested 
the hearing because they were un-
certain whether they would be 
given a voice or not. He and MaU' 
rice W. Thompson of 54 Franklin 
St. Said everyone they approached 
wanted to sign the petition.

The petition was prompted by 
requests from the housing author-
ity for quitclaim deeds to any 
possible rights the residents in the 
Franklin St. area might have to 
number of planned, or paper, 
streets there.

Any owner of property recorded 
on a may of the Franklin S’t. vi 
Clnlty filed In 1888 received a re 
quest for a deed. Atty. Edwin M
