Morse disclosed he had dis­
cussed the parochial school as­
sistance controversy writh Presi­
dent Kennedy last night, but de­
clined to give any details. He said 
he was Invited to the W h i t e  
House to brief the President on 
this feature of the bill, which also 
carries other controversial pro­
visions.

He said they did not discuss 
mounting' congressional opposition 
to a part of the bill which would 
cut approximately in half the 
present program of goyfmment 
paymenU to federally impacted 
school districts.
' Ed̂ irin L. Lamberth, isuperin- 

tendent of schools of Norfolk, Va„ 
testified today the public schools 
In his city probably would wind up 
with less federal aid if the bill 
were passed' ifi this form.

Morse said yesterday ha has 
asked the administration to recon­
sider the proviaiona which would 
reduce the impact payments.

These are payments provided by 
law to reimburse school districts 
for part of the cost of educating 
the children of families who live 
or work at federal Iristallations.
, Morse told a reporter the leg­

islative history of the impact-aid 
program indicates Congress never 
viewed it as a temporary measure, 
but as a continuing program.

Dr. Charles H. Boehm, Pennsyl­
vania superintendent of public in­
struction, raised one of the few 
voices at the bearings from ont- 
slde the administration defending 
the Impact aid cuts. He aaid they 
are "justified . . .  although I would 
prefer that the reductions not ap­
ply to the 1961-62 fiscal year but 
to the following year.”

Boehm also suggested it might 
be more equitable to substiVite 
some system of federal tuition 
payments.
, The subcommittee . heard new 
requests from Roman Catholic 
Church leaders that parochial and 
other private' schools be declared 
filigible for low interest federal 
loans if such loans are approved 
for public schools.

Morse proposed assignment of 
bipartisan Senate-House group to 
explore this touchy problem. The 
administration is see in g  to fend 
off any parochial school aid or 
civil rights amendments to the 
measure.

Morse said he agrees writh the 
administration that any parochial 
school aid amendment would kill 
the entire bill. But he said he

knew of no constitutional bar to 
a separata bill proposing federal 
loans to private and parochial 
schools at no cost to the govern­
ment.

He asked assurances from Dem 
ocratle congressional leaders that 
such a “  bill would be g i" ^  
thorough consideration if intro­
duced during this session of con­
gress.

Sewer Rate < 
Hike Urged 

By Manager

Union Leaders 
For Ballojt on 
CR&L Contract

A sewer rate raise, perhaps to 
76 or -60 per- cent of the wrater 
rate, will be among the problems 
considered soon by tbs board of 
directors. ■

Other pVoblems the Imard wrill 
consider in attempting to put the 
sewer department on a sound fiscal 
basis will be the possibility ,of 
joining the Metropolitan District, 
and the advisability of renewdng 
notes or floating bonds on the
5160.000 West Side sewer project.

In an Informal session last
night, the board heard a detailed 
explanation from General Man­
ager Richard Martin supporting 
a recommendation for a sewer rate 
raise.

The sewer rate is now 50 per 
cent of the water rate. M a^n 
recommends an increase to at 
least 75 per cent of the water rate.

Controller Jay EtHnger rMom- 
mends an Increase to 84 per cent.

The controller also recommends 
a complete division between funds 
for operation of the sewer depart­
ment on a day-to-day basis, and 
funds for capital Improvements, 
including extensions and connec­
tions..

A raise In the rate has been ad­
vocated for several years by the 
general manager and other town 
officials, but was given Impetus 
recently by the necessity of bor­
rowing 515,000, in addition to
525.000 which was b o r r o w e d  
earner In the fiscal year, to run 
the department.

The goneml manager explained 
that the Increase in rates would 
have several favorable effects on 
the department finances:

1. It would provide the depart­
ment with a steady income suffi­
cient for ordinary needs. Under the 
present system, the department de 
pends partly on variable income 
from assessments.

2. It would enable the department 
to make bond payments on capital 
improvements already under con­
struction or completed.:

3. It would assure the depart­
ment of enough money to begin 
paying the principal , on the bonds 
floated for the purchase of the 
Utility Itself 30 years ago from a 
private company.

4. It would allow expansion of 
facilities.

In explaining the possibility of 
joining the Metropolitan District, 
Martin said the town would have 
to apply for membership, and 
would have' to be approved by 
members of the district in a refer­
endum.

The three lat?r were reported 
hopeful the plan might be ImproV' 
ed through the mediation sessipn. 
However, ail ' four eventually 
agreed to put whatever plan that 
emerges from mediation up to the 
union membership for decision.

During the heated session to­
day, the plan offered by chief ne­
gotiator Bernard Roke, who also 
s president of the Waterbury Lo­
cal, was rejected by the heads of 
locals In Bridgeport, New Britain 
and Norwalk. ,

Roke wras reported to have hand­
ed in his resignation,' but, no ac­
tion was taken immediately as the 
meeting resumed.

The Roke plsn aimed at break­
ing the contract stalemate calls 
for wage increases, a major fac­
tor in the strike, and has the ap­
proval of management, and aome 
top union negotiators.

After being turned dowm by the 
presidents of the locals this morn­
ing, IV>ke .insisted that the plan

It  is In the day 
to day hemisphere living, in' the 
possible resort to pressureji or 
pleas behind the scenes, in the un­
expected snap decision, that we 
always run the danger of forget­
ting that we are all equals. We 
have a few natural instincts, not 
a t  all strange in the more power­
ful, the more rich, the more liter;

against after the fine oratory has 
been delivered, partly In Spanish.

It Could Work
In a situation such as that In the

We have, we confess it, been 
thinking of the machine ss the po­
tential foe of man. when we should 
have been realising that. If man 
himself only takes the right atti­
tude. the machine can prove, in its 
ultimate d e s t i n y ,  downright 
friendly.

In fact. If we behave ourselves 
nicely, the machine may ultimate 
|y leave us s  place in our <rmn 
civilizaticm. after all.

Our authority for this Is one of 
the high priests of the nrochine 
age himself. Prof. Alan J./Perlls, 
director of the computation center 
at the Carnegie Institute of Tech­
nology. He was speaking at an­
other prospective temple of the 
machine, M.I.T., and he began by 
urging that every university stu­
dent. not Just those in science and 
engineering, should take the com­
puter courses.

"The' student." he said, "can be­
come as fluent in- a computer lan­
guage as he is in Etnglish."

Why should the student bother?
"Because of the universal rele­

vance of the computer to the prob­
lems of our times "

Computers, said Professor Per­
ils, are getting ever more impor­
tant to society, and evehtually, -he 
said, there may be a real partner­
ship between man and machine. 
Meanwhile, while working up to 
this partnership, man can sharpen 
his wits and build up hia own In- 
tellectualism by learning now to 
program a computer.

The computer also builds self 
reliance, said Professor Perlis. The 
student can’t  turfi to a human in­
structor for ah easy answer.

"The machine alone tells you if 
you have done the Job properly

The kind of job it d i^  makes 
the student aware of •’tAe pro 
grammlng concept in all of life.— 
that is, plana." Such awareness is 
the true mark of an educated man

More than that, "a  computer is 
an Instrument of power and In a 
democracy you need a great deal 
of power."

One ^particular kind of power a 
democracy needs is the power to 
tiĵ ake decisioits in a hurry, be­
cause. tn these modern times, the 
period between the moment a 
crisis arises and the moment a 
solution must be attempted keeps 
I, rowing shorter. Man' must still 
make some value judginenta, but 
only the computer can do the 
homework for him.

So the machine stands ready. It 
has everything. A iy never believe 
any o f  those aUieiatic stories 
about the great god machine ever 
maki’ng a mistake. The mistake is 
always huihan, and the struggle is 
ours, to be worthy of the machine.

Jtt tlie news conference, attend­
ed by 327 reporters, Kennedy also 
dealt with these other matters: 

Laos—The United SUtea la de- 
tonnined, Kennedy said, •‘to sup­
port the government and the peo­
ple of taos” In resisting what he 
called rebel attacks there "backed 
by perscmnel and supplies from 
outsWe." ^

This w u  an allusion to aid to 
the Communist rebels are getting 
from a  Soviet airlift.

A reporter told the President 
there are indications that Moscow 
baa provided 20 times as many 

. weapons to the pro-Oommunist 
aide aa the United States has pro­
vided to the Royal Laotian gov-

Keimedy added that John J. 
IfoCloy, the adminiatration's dis- 
annament chief, "la working fuH 
ttme on developing an American 
position on disarmament" but the 
study will not be completed until 
■ummer. <

United Nations—The President 
■aid he has no present plana to ad­
dress the United Nations General 
Assembly, now meeting in New 
Twk.

Work Week—Touching off a 
round of chuckles-, Kennedy aaid 
he would like a shorter work 
week for himself. But he added in 
a  serious tone that he is against a 
tfiorter week as a general policy tor American workers.

-Told that some labor unions 
have advocated shortening the 
work week because of autonmtlon 
sad unemployment. Kennedyfeom- 
mented:

*T am hopeful that we can have 
employment high (sic) five days 
a  week, and 40 hours, which is 
traditional in this country, and 
vrhich la necessary if we are go- 
ing to continue economic growth 
and malntaiii our commitments 
a t home and abroad."

Small BusineiM—Kennedy an­
nounced that the Army, Navy and 
Air Force have ben instructed to 
allocate more defense contracts to 
small bus'iness firms.

He aaid their contracts with 
smaller firms amounted to (3,440,- 
000,000, or 16 per cent of th^lr 
total contracts, in the fiscal year 
which ended last June 30.

*‘We are going to try  to Increase 
this by a t least 10 percent," Ken­
nedy said.

Israel Loan — The President 
announced the Export-Import 
Bank is authorizing-a $25 million 
credit - fpr the government of 
Israel. He said Israel will purchase 
sgricultural machinery, electrical 
power equipment and construction 
items in this country.

"This decision, I think, will help 
the development of Israel’s 

sconomy," Kennedy said. «
■* Economy — Kennedy said he be­

lieves there Is no basis for any 
rejiorts that there ts a serious 
disagreement between Walter Hell­
er, chairman of the Preaidenfs 
Council of Economic Advisers, and 
W iliam McChesney Martin, head 
of the Federal Reserve Board, as 
to what constitutes a reasonable 
level of unemployment.

Martin has contended that the 
government should try to find some 
way to reduce what has been re­
garded in some quarters as a sort 
of structural or built-in unemploy­
ment, prevailing even In good 
times.

“I  do not think,” Kennedy said, 
“that regardless of whether the 
unemployment we now have Is 

. atructural or not — and some of It 
is structural and some of It U not,- 
I  do nqt believe we should accept 
the present rate of unemployment

as a percentage sre should live
with . . .  I hope that we can reduce 
it  down to 4 per c«it."

Unemployment is now calculat­
ed by the government as 6.8 per 
cent of the working force.

Highways—As for a request by 
New York Gov. Nelson A. Rocke- 
^ l er that— the federal— govts»
ment "advance money to the states 
for highway conatrucUon, Ken­
nedy said that will depend on what 
action Congress takes'on 'the  ad­
ministration's request for addi­
tional funds’ to keep the Interstate 
construction program on schedule.

Khrushchev—Kennedy declined 
to comment a t this time on th^ 
report made by Llewellyn Thomp­
son, ambassador to Russia, on 
Tborapson’s recent conference 
with Soviet •'•' Premier Nikita 
Khrushchev.

Latin America—Kennedy called 
It premature to make any judg­
ment regarding the response of 
Latin American nations to the ad- 
mlnistraUcm s proposed program 
of aid for south of . the border 
countries.

"1 am hopeful." he said, ‘ that 
■we can begin dlscusalona throjigh 
out the hemisphere which will 
lead to the kind of internal and 
e x te n d  planning which will pro­
vide for a steady rate of economic 
growth tliroughout the hemis­
phere. which would be a coopera­
tive effort."

African membership.

Macmillan and Prime Ministers 
Robert G. Menzies of Australia 
and Keith Holyoake of New Zea­
land have been trying to smooth 
over the argument. They fear 
Soufh Africa will quit the Com­
monwealth rather than accept cen­
sure.

On the other hand it has been 
evident that the African and Asiaiv 
countries, who forru a majority of 
the Commonwealth nations, would 
not give ground in, their resolve to 
dissociate the organizatfon from 
Soutb Africa’s white supremacy 
policies.

Without this censure, at least 
some of these nations might them­
selves walk out and the Comnion- 
wealth concept pf a multiracial 
and free association of like-minded 
people.5,would disintegrate.

Palmes, operated the farm, where 
;e grew tobacco, and later melons. 

His mother was a member of the 
Parker family of old Manchester.

Mr. Palmes played with the 
Spirit” trio for many years after 

Its organizationTn 1914. The group 
is mt^eled after the painting by 
Archibald M. Willard. He joined 
the Moodus t corps in 1938.

He also was a member of Buck- 
land and Talcottville Drum Corps.

Mr. Palmes was a volunteer fire­
men in the days before there was 
an organized fire department 

Elderly Manchester residents re­
call that Mr. Palmes often took 
part in the Memorial Day obser­
vances many years ago.

Mr. Palmes had lived alone fai 
Hadlyme for the past 30 years.

He taught drumming, waa a col­
lector of “Eai Brown” drums of the 
period just after the Civil War, 
and owned 15 of them.

Old-timers recall that Mr. 
Palmes was Interested in drum­
ming ever since youth and took 
part in innumerable parades and 
exhibitions with the many organi­
zations to which he, belonged.

His sole sin-vivor is a sister of 
Hartford.

"The reason is that the people 
of the young states are being 
pressen by the U.S. monopolies 
which are trying to step into the 
shoes of the ousted colonizers. 
Washington is really trying to get 
political, economic and military 
control over these new countries.”

President Kennedy today asked 
Congress to delegate to the Sec­
retary of Agriculture and to the 
farmers thernselves authority to 
draw up and put into effect pro­
grams to raise farm Income.

Congress itself would retain 
only the power to veto a program 
It did not like.

Kennedy made this proposal to 
shift thfr farm program-making 
process /from the lawmakers to 
farmers and the secretary in a 
special farm message to Congress. 
He said he was deeply concerned 
that present farm programs qre 
"drifting Ipto a chaotic state.”

The President also outlined 
plans to greatly expand distribu­
tion of food to the needy at home 
and abroad.

No cost estimate was given for 
the over-all provlslona of the com­
plex proposals.

Kennedy said effective action to 
bolster the farm economy is es­
sential if the nation itself is not, 
to be threatened.

Painting a picture of low in­
comes and dwindling rural buying 
power, the President said it is 
"deeply in the Interest of all 
Amerlcami that our agriculture be 
not only progressive but prosper­
ous. ”

Broadened -use of food supplies 
for the needy, ho said, would help 
solve the presising problems o f low- 
farm Incomes and the costly gov, 
ernment purchase and storage of

^surpluses, which now total about8> 
$9.5 billion. •

The idea of letting fanners 
themselves draft their programs 
was proposed in several farm bills 
Introduced in the li^t Congress.

Under the Kennedy proposals, 
farmer advisory comn^ttees would 
be created to work with the sec­
retary in formulating programs 
for individual crops and livestock. 
Once such a pixqjosed program 
involving controls was draft^, It 
would be submitted to affected 
producers. If approved by at least 
two-thirds those voting in a ref­
erendum, the program would be 
submitted to Congress. It would 
go into full effect in 60 days unless 
rejected by either house ■within 
that period.

23 Americahs Arrested 
By Congolese Troops

Leopoldville, The Congo,
16 UP)—Congolese troops are hold' 
ing 23 American missionaries and 
seven other white persons under 
arrest at Kasongo, in the anarchy- 
tom province of Kivtl, the United 
Nations reported today.

A U.N.. spokesman said the 
Americans—believed to be Pro­
testant missionaries of the World 
Grace ’Testimony or the Evange­
lisation Society African Mission— 
succeeded in getting out a mes­
sage saying they were held under 
guard and were without food.

The Americans are believed held 
under house arrest, not in 'jail, the 
spokesman added.

Malayan U.N. patrols were re­
ported advancing to rescue the 
Americans from their base at 
Kindu,. more than 100 miles from 
Kasongo. The Malayans have been 
orde»ed to take them to Kindu so 
Cne^Saw be flown to Leopoldville.

An lAnierlcani girl, reported in 
messages to U.N. headquarters to 
have been raped by four Congolese 
at another outlying Protestant 
mission station in Kivu, now has 
been brought to safety at Kindu.

Malayan patrols reachec^ the 
girl after a 2-day trek along bare­
ly discernible tracks through the 
scrub iand jungle.

The Congolese had 'warned the 
girl she would not leave the prov­
ince alive, but the Malayan troops 
met no opposition, the U.N. said.

Alpert warned the committee 
that if the railroad goes bankrupt 
"nobody i^/going to get paid for 
anything," including taxes.

He said the railroad has no 
working capital now. If it went 
into receivership, Alpert said, the 
trustees would stop pflying tax 
bills, bond Interest and the like to 
generate working capital.

South Africa JGets

Washington, March 16 (/P)—The: 
Senate has handed President Iteh- 
nedy a resounding victory in its 
63-27 vote to pass a .key. part of 
his economic program—the $394 
million depressed areas bill.

The more than 2-1 margin in 
last night’s roll call compared with 
the slim 49-46 tally by which al­
most an identical measure squeak­
ed through the Senate two years 
ago this month.

The measure now goes to the 
House where leaders said today 
they expect to be able to pass It 
before the Easter recess late this 
month. .

A House Banking subcommittee 
■yesterday approved a bill almost 
identical to the Senate version. In 
the past, the House has trimmed 
such legislation, but it appears to 
have more support there this year.

The bill carries $300 million In 
ffederal loan funds and $94 million 
in grrante designed to bring new 
jobs to commtmitles long suffering 
from high unemployment.

As it passed the Senate, the 
measure follows almost exactly 
Kennedy’s jecbmmendatlons in­
cluding administration of the new 
program by the Commerce De­
partment.

Forty-eight Democrats and 15 
Republicans voted for the bill, 
with 11 Democrats ahd 18 Repub­
licans opposed.

Among those voting aye was 
Ben.

Mean Leader Everett M. Dirksen 
of Illinois vigorously opposed it.

Sharing the victory with Ken­
nedy was Sen. Paul H. Douglas, 
D-lil., who has championed the bill 
since -1955 and has four times 
piloted It through the Senate. For­
mer President Dwight Eisenhower 
killed two of the previous bills 
with vetoes.

Douglas emphasized that the bill 
was not an antl-reces-sion mea.sure. 
but rather was aimed at doing 
.something about persistent pockets 
of chronic unemployment in both 
industrial and farm areas.

Distressed textile, coal and rail­
road towns In New England, West 
Virginia and Pennsylvania are ex­
amples of the communities the 
measure is designed tp aid.

Opponents of the bill argued it 
would not actually do the job and 
wmild arouse many false hopes. 
They said federal aid would not 
solve the problems which have 
caused loss of jobs in many de- 
pre.ssed areas.

The bill cairiea $100 million each 
in loans for plants and other facili­
ties to attract new companies to 
depressed Industrial areas, for the 
same purpose in rural lov/-income 
areas, and for public facilities such 
as water, systems needed to service 
new industries.
