Their avowed Intent is to “kill
all whites, A UN. spokesman
told newsmen, 8o far, no reports
of any killings by them have
reached the United Natlons.

The apokésman sald the Congo-
lese population around Kasongo
also was in fear of the fanatlc ter-
rorists and the authorities in re-
bel-held Kivu had agreed to help
United Nations forces to bring
back law and order to the area.

They were providing troops for

as soon As possible from Kindu.
Kasongo is nearly 200 miles from
Kindu and it may take several
days before the eolumn can reach
the town.

oh boy! -
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Kennedy Repeals His Point

In his last press conference dis-
cussion -of the school ald lssue
President Kennedy reiterated, and
then underiined, a point he had al-
most made, a little less directly,
in some previous comments. The
point involves the crux of the con-
troversy which is steadily building
between Mr, Kennedy, as the
country's first Catholic President,
and some of the leadership of his
own Church.

At the press conference Wednes-
day, President Kennedy was ask-
ed the following question:

“Mr. President, your election in
November was widely halled as
among other things a victory over
religious prejudice. Do you think,
as some speculstion has already
tndicated in print, that the seém-
tngly infiexible stand on the part
of some spokesmen for the Cath-
olic. Hierarchy on the school legis<
Istion may provoke mbore religious
prejudice?™

The President began his reply
as follows:

“T am hopeful it will not. I stated
that it i1s a fact that in recent
years when education bills have
been pent to the Congress, that
we haye not had this public major

~~sncounter. I don't Jnow why that
was, but now we do have {t."

The President here was stating
what to him was apparently an
unpleasant fact—that this was the
first time leadership of his own
Church had carried its advocacy
of federal aid to parochial schools
so far zs to threaten to oppose
and help defeat any federal aid to
public schools.

In the next portion of his an-
gwer, President Eennedy under-
lined this feeling, and offered his
explanation of why there was, this
time, such a difference in the
school sid situation.

“But everyone,” hs continued,
“i5 entitled to express thelr viewn
The Catholic, Pro t and Jew-
ish clergy are tled to take
their views. I think it i{s quite ap-
propriate that they should mnot
change thalr views mergly because
of the religion of the occupant of
the White House. I think that
wotlld be unfortunate, if they—I
think they ought to. state what
they think. They ought Lo express
their views, they are entitled to do
that. Then I will expresa mine,
and Congress will express ita"

What the President was saying
i this passage was that he was
afraid the spokesmen for one re-
ligion had changed their views
precisely because of the religion
of the present occupant of the
White House, And the religion he
“had in mind had to be his own.
The President ia still within the
bounds of polite generalization,
but what he is saying is still that
some of the leadership of hisx own
Church is trying to use his own
presence in the White House to
promote  policies he himself
pledged himself to resist. _And un-
derneath the civil language one
can guess that the President re-
sents and-resists this, not only as
an attempt to corner and embar-
rass him, but as a possible incita-
tion to revival of the religious di-
visions hln own election had help-
ed diminish.

+ 8o, having mads his particular
point, President Kennedy went on
a plea that the emergence of thia
issue be not allowed to injure har-
mony among the religious groups
‘of the country, and concluded as
follows: ; >

“And T am going to do every-
thing that I can to make sure
th_a!. that harmony exists because
it reaches ‘ar beyond the question
of education and goes in a very
difficult time In the lite of our

" country to an important ingredl-
ent of our nationgl strength. So
that I am confident that the peo-
ple who are Involved outside the

If, perhaps, we are condemned
to flounder along trying to live
with a problem we can't solve,
then there are one or two things
to be sald for the Kennedy ap-

It is quite possible, In the first

place, that the farmera themselves
have more common sense, and
more regard for the capacity of
the public golden goose und for
the danger of asking too much of
it, than their own professional lob-
byists.
It 1s therefore possible that the
farmers, keeping one eye on thelr
own welfare and the other on the
jublic itself, may be more mod-
erate In their demands and pros
posals than their lobbyists, who
habitually keep an eye on only
ons thing—their own reputation
for delivering the highest possible
special concessions to their clients.
In the second place, whether or
not the farmers themselves actu-
ally have more sense than their
lobbyists, the' Kennedy proposal
would take the formulation of
specific crop programs out of the
political process ingide Congress.
There, as things are now, it is no
secret what happens. The various
farm lobbyists and the various
legislators who constitute them-
pelves the defenders of soms par-
ticular crop work out a log-rolling
arrangement with lobbyists and
legislators for other crops, and
swap votes among themselves for
the purpose of getting more for
everybody. &

Under the Kennedy proposal,

the formula for each crop would
be decided sepfrately, oulside
Congress, by the farmers involved
with that crop alone, and there
would be no conceivable way for
an exchange of voles belween
crops.
From such prospects, it would
geem that the worst enmity the
Kennedy proposal may Incur may
come from those members of Con-
gress who object primarily to their
own loss of future direct partici-
pation in determining farm pro-
gram detalls. But if the farmers
themselves can curb their own
professed champions In Congress,
perhaps the rest of the country
ought to be willing to give the new
system a chance. Perhaps, all
other remedies having failed con-
spicuously, it is time to let the
patient prescribe for himself, and
see just how costly that proves to
be. Y

One can asstime that the Repub-
lican leadership in the General Asd|
sembly would like to react charit-
ably to the unusual situation pre-
sented to it by Governor John

State Supreme Court of Errors.

The situation, !s as delicate as it
is unusual.

What is unusual about it is that
Governor Dempsey has, for the
moment, and for a special Individ-
ual, discarded the traditional sys-
tem for elevation of Connecticut
judges to the highest bench on
which they can serve. He has done
this by nominating Superior Court
Judge Abraham 8. Dordon, out of
turn, to serve a few months on the
highest bench before he is succeed-
ed by Judge Howard W. Alcorn,
now the senior judge on the Su-
perior Court bench, and, by sched-
ule. slated to be the next highest
court appointment. By what Gov-
ernor Dempsey has done, Bordon
would get the highest court title
for the few months before he hits
the retirement age, and Alcorn
would then come into his own
schieduled succession, having been
done no great injury, perhaps, ex-
cept that of a few months' wait.

This is the unusual violation of
neniority traditions on the bench
which is involved in Governor
Dempsey's twd nominations.

Now for the delicate angles.

Omne {s presented by the obvious
fact that this strategy In highest
court appointments is not Gover-
nor Dempsey’s own doing, but a
courtesy on his part to his prede-
cessor, It was Bordon who gave the
voung Abe Riblcoff, just out of
jaw schoo), his first desk. This out
of turn promotion of Judge Bordon
to give him the distinction of hav-
ing reached the state's highest
court just before his retirement is,
then, a sentimental personal pay-
ment of an old debt on the part of
Ribicoff. :

Even Republicans can under-
atand such sentiment, and have
some capacity to let the little per-
sonal pleasantries exist in  the
midst of solemn public policy. Be-
yond that, they have to consider
that, should they undertake to do
something about it, that would
have to take tha form of a rejec-
tion of the Bordon nomination
when the secret ballot is taken on
it. Such a rejection might seem a
reflection on the gqualifications of
Bordon for the post, and thus con-
stityte’ a public punishment for
him not merited by his record on
the bench, and rather severe even
if Judge Bordon himself had Deen
asking for the appointment ahead
of schedule. x

But, on the other hand, if the
Republicans are to declare them-
selves in favor of & little sentiment
now and then, how can they fall
to look at the retirement schedule
for the judges junior to Alcorn but
genior to Bordon, in which case
they might discover a fine Repub-
lican judge who might also enjoy
the title of ‘the highest bench just
before he retires?

Can Republicans conclude there
{s no particular harm in a senti-
mental gesture for the benefit of a
Democratic judge when the ges-
ture does require the passing over
of an equally deserving Republican
judge?

AIl this is, obvioualy, very deli-
cate stuff. In addition, there may
be legislators in both parties who
are more sentimental about the
traditions of Connecticut tenure
and promotion than they are about
any individual, or any personal re-
Iationship.

The secrel ballot, when it comes,
may prove a delicate matter, too.

The surface characteristics of
the nearer planets may be reveal-
ed beginning late next year, aays
Fred D. Kochendorfer, head of
NASA's Planetary Flight System,
when the Mariner series of scien-
tific planetary probes begin. To
achiéve these planetary “fiybys”
the new Atlas-Centaur launch
vehicles using the high-energy
rropelunu—uqulm hydrogen and
iquid oxygen—will be used.

With a take-off weight in excess
of 250,000 pounds a 1000 pound
probe containing 50 to 75 pounds
of instruments will be launched
into space to track and pass with-
in & few planet radii of the planet
under investigation. S8even of thess
missions are planned to run for'a
three or four year period. Durin
this time both Venuas and Mars will
be the targets for scientists,

The actual firing of .the Mariner
series will follow the Ranger sories
launched to investigate the sur-
face and physical characteristicg
of the moon. The experience de-
rived from the lunar probes will
be used in the planning of the
planetary fiybys.

The Mariner vehicle, indicates
Mr. Kochendorfer, at firat glance
will look much like the Ranger
vehicles in that the configuration
of the electronic Instrument pack-
age will be hexagonal in form. In
the Ranger series a single hul.{lou
will contain the power supplies
and electronic gear, In the Mariner
there will be a smaller hexagon
mounted on top the first and the
supplementary electronics will
housed in this second hexagon.'

Aboard
the probe will siso be a radiome-
ter sensitive to radiations in the
millimgter and centimetér wave-
lengths to determine the surface
temperature.

Aboard will mlso be lon detec~
tors for measuring energy Aand
number of charged particies near
the planet. Cosmic ray detectors
will determine the density of
these particles near the planets.

near Maquela, Ulge, Quibayi and
Quitexe.

Some of the refugees bore the
savage wounds of machetes and
many flew here without a single
possession. Nine badly mutllated

persons came In on the first planes
Wednesday night, One of them
died after arriving.

Some settlers are descended
from the first Portuguese who
came to West Africa a year before
Columbus discovered America. In
the 470 years since, the whiles
in Angola have increased to 150,-
000 and they live among 4.
500,000 largely  illiterate nativo
Bantus (blacks) — a ratio of 30-1.

Portugal has been thying to keep
the tide of African nationalism
away from Angola's door. Africans
there have been told little about
democracy as they work the
politically isolated colony for cof-
fee, dinmonds, sugar, cotton, palm
oil and fish product exports,

An armed uprising of whites was
crushed In February by the colo-
nial administration soon aftéer a
revolution-minded Portuguese band
struck out against the Lisbon gov-
ernment by seizing a Portuguese
liner off South America, ostensibly
to sail it to Angola.

Rioting continued for a few days
and at least seven soldiers and po-
licemen and nine civillans were
killed, The general disorder includ-
ed both Africans and whites op-
posed to Portuguese Premier An-
tonlo de Oliveira Salazar's strong-
arm ruler. Later disturbances
brought the number of dead to 100.

Protests against what they
called Portugal's suppression of
civil liberty and human rights in
Angols have been repgatedly
brought: up in the United Nations
by & group of Asian and African
nations.

This week a resolution calling
for reform: in Angoln was rejected
bf the U.N. Security Council, two
votes short of the neven needed,
The United States and the Soviet
Unlon both supported the resolu-
tion. Other wesatern nations on the
council abstained.

Facing

Special Problems

Juneau, Alaska (#)—Bize, cli-
mate and Isolation combine to give
Alnska some educational head-
aches elther unheard of or long-
forgotien In the South 48,

They are the problems of a big,
sparsely settled land, where win«
ter showa its flercest side and
hamlels ang villages are the rule
rather than the exception.

In 1950, Alaska's school popula-
tion was 10,887, This year it push-
ed past 42,000.

And most of the students are
scattered over 586,400 square miles

>l&a'u school problems ls transportia-
on.

While the trend in the South 49
is toward consolidation, in Alaska
the reverse is true.

"We can't -haul our children to
schools In consolldated districts
because, in most places, trans<
portation aimply just isn't avall-
able,' says Dr. Theo J, Norby,
the soft-apoken ex-Californian who
is Alaska's commiasioher of edu-
cation, :

“That accounts for the great
numhber of achools In the state,
compared to the number of atu-

of largely uninhakited land; from
the timberlands of the southeast
to the barren tundra of the Arctic
coasl. )

To care for them, the 28 In-
corporated citles and towns of

‘| Alaska maintain their own achool

systems, just like those in their
sister states to the south,

In addition the state itself sup-
ports 112 elementary schools moat
of them with one or two'teachers
located in remote native villages.

And the U, 8. Bureau of In.
dian Affairs operatea 82 achools,
including one huge hig™ school for
native yvoungaters at ML Edge-
cumbe, near Sitka,

Mt. Edgecumbe drawa some 670
students each year from areas
where high school education (s
not avallable or whose parents are
financially unable to send them to
public high =schools away from
their own villages,

The BIA nlso operates Wrangell
Institule, an elementary school for
native children who are the
products of broken homes, orphans
or who come from remote villages
where there are no schools.

Students at both Wrangell In-
stitute and ML Edgecumbe are
gathered -and dispersed each year
by a massive airlift,

First and foremost among Alas-

dents, Moat of our schools are
tiny by South 49 standards, with
10, 12 or 14 students and one or
two teachers,

Each winter in the interior
school authorities wrestle with the
problem of heating school buses
in temperatures which often range
down to 40 degrees below zero.
When the mercury drops below
that point the kids get a holiday.

Winter =also aggravates —the
school supply problem,

In thone areas north of the Aleu-
tians servhd by sea transportalion,
evervithing must be shipped in dur-
Ing the summer, before the Bering
Sea and the Arctic Ocean lee up.

Despite the expense, the state
Is required to establish a xchool
in any village where there are 10
or more children of school age,
and the village wants a school.

The state requires that vil-
Iagerns provide adequate classroom
space and suitable housing for the
teacher. The state rents the npace
and provides teacher and necessa-
ry school supplies,

If it appears the community is
going to be permanent -— many
native fishing villages grow and
die like mushrooms —— the state
will build a permanent school.

In arean whera families with
achool age children ara completely

isolated and day-to-day transpor-
tation is out of ths queation, the
state buys correspondence colurses
for the youngsters.

Generally, most state schools
are modern bulldings of wood
frame, concrate block or pumice
block conatruction. Some  non-
permanent schools ate operatéd in
log cabins, converted homes or
Quonset huts, but these are few
and far between.

Teachers are recruited from
every state in the union, The 1,000

Johannesburg, South Afri-¢

ca, March 20 (#)—Fighting
broke out between blacks and
w}ntea outside Johannesburg
City Hall today as Prime Min-
ister Hendrik F. Verwoerd re-
turned from a conference in
London during which he an-
nounced South Africa is leav-

ing the British common-
wealth,
The South African Press As-

sociation described the clash as a
'full-acale riot.” The agency re-
ported:

"Europeans (whites) ran among
the natives (blacks) in the crowd,
kicking and striking out at them.
The Africans fled down the street.
There was a cry of 'Let's clean up
those—', and then the white mob
turned on another crowd o blacks,
who scattered and fled. A number
of them were caught, however,
and beaten up by the mob."”

Verwoerd got a rousing recep-
tion at the alrport but opponents
of hia raclal policy and of the
Commonwealth decision were dem-
onstrating even then in downtown

At the same time, security po-
lice in nationwide raids arrested
10 African Nationalist leaders to
head off possible demonsatrationn
tomorrow, first anniversary of the
day white police killed 88 Africans
and wounded 180 others at Sharpe-
ville,

Verwoerd was met at Jan Smuts
Alrport, 15 miles outside Johanes-
burg, by several thousand whites.
They cheered, sang, and waved
placards reading ‘“Welcome to our
beloved prime minister. South
Africa thanks you.'"

The scene was far different in
downtown Johnnnubure in front
of the city hall. There Verwoerd's
supporters and white liberals de-
manded Verwoerd resign milled
and fought with fists, A\

White students backing Ver-
woerd fought Negro demonsira-
tora of the Black Sash, an antiseg-
regation organization. The Black
Sash tried to distribute lenflets
reading:

Kennedy's proposed revisions in
former Presldent Dwight D. Eisen-
hower's budget for the 1982 fiscal
year are not necessarily all those
he will recommend for the depart-
ments and agencles concerned.

Price Fix Probes Loom

For Meat, Milk, Drugs

Washingtlon, March 20 (#)— Thes
Justice Department {s pushing in-
vestigations of alleged price fix-
ing in meat, milk, drugs and other
products “almost all across the
board in certain sections of the
United States”

Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy
said "“We're going to be able to
lower prices in some ¢of these im-
portant fields”" and gofted the suc-
censful prosecution .{inder the Ei-
senhower administfation of 20 hig
electrical equipment manufactur-
ers.

“When the (electrical] conspira-
cy broke down.” he sald, “the price
to the consumer and to the govern-
ment fell about 30 to 40 per vent.™

He sald price fixing is wide-
spread and the department has
started Investigations in almost
every major clty. “Rather im-
portant cases appear to be de-
veloping," he added, in New York
City and New York state,

Kennedy was Interviewed by
Sen.
