enlists said today that it was "an 
utter fabrication” that the Rus-
sians had tried and failed to send 
a man into Space.

Vasily Topchlev, vice president 
of the Academy of Sciences, told 
a news conference that western 
press reporters saying as many 
as seven would-be astronauts had 
perished were "entirely and abso-
lutely imfoimded."

Topchlev also indicated that 
some sort of contact with the Sov-
iet Venus probe has been re-
established. It was not clear, how-
ever, whether this was direct ra-
dio contact or other means.

In reply to a question, he said 
that the space \’ehicle was on its 
course very close to the projected 
trajectory, would pass about 60.- 
000 miles from Venus about May 
19 as scheduled and "'We will pub-
lish reports later."

Topchlev said the first person 
to be sent in space would be a man 
—not a woman—and that the first 
flight would last only a few hours.

He declined, however to be 
pinned down on a date for such a 
flight, saying that further experi-
ments arc necessary in order to 
insure that there would be no dan-
ger to the astronauts.

Topchlev declared that Soviet 
experiments are In the "final 
stage” before manned space 
flights.

He said that the academy had 
tshou.sands of applications to make 
the first flight but that only "a 
few persbns are actually in train-
ing. * »

He jokingly remarked that men 
are preferrcil instead of women 
for the space flights tecause 
“there are mice aboard space 
ships." Mice have been among the 
test animals already rocketed 
aloft in sputniks.

He said that the candidates 
must be comparatively young, of 
good physique and have emotional

tlon. he said it makes no difference 
here in the Soviet Union whether 
the men were married or not.

He said they were being trained 
to operate and control a space 
ship and how to communicate 
with the ground. Besides a gen-
eral physical training p r o g r a m  
there Is also a program to Increase 
resistance to possible adverse fac-
tors in space, he said.

But he gave no explicit details 
about the Soviet training of astro-
nauts.

Asked by an American corres-
pondent why the Russians do not 
announce space flights or their 
goals In advance, TopchieV replied:

"Sensationalism .is alien to 
us. Modesty obliges us to an-
nounce a launching when it takes 
place."

Another American correspon-
dent asked if this did not ~ imply 
that American scientists are seek-
ing sensationalism. The corres-
pondent also asked if the Russians 
do not annqjjfffc'e their flights be-
cause they, too, have an occasional 
failure.

Topchiev said:
"I in no way meant to reflect on 

United States scientists and would 
not like that to be attributed to me.

—President Kennedy asked 
Congress today for a boost of 
nearly $2 billion in the no* 
tion’s defense prostram 
marily to beef up the Polaria 
missile submarine and Min- 
uteman missile projects.

Kennedy said he asked this step- 
up in the Defense budget he In-
herited from the Elsenhower ad-
ministration because the United 
States must continue to have “the 
ability to survive a first blow and 
respond with devastating power."

The President said his request 
stemmed from the reappraisal of 
the U.S. defense posture he re-
quested Secretary of Defense Rob-
ert S. McNamara to make last 
January. While the review is many 
months short of completion, Ken-
nedy said, "circumstances do not 
permit a postponement of all fur-
ther action,”

There was only the briefest men-
tion in Kennedy’s message of com-
parable U.S.-Russlan missile 
strength and, whether Russia 
enjoys a  so-called “misstlq gap" 
advantage over this country.

“I t has been publicly acknowl-
edged for several years.” Kennedy 
said, "That this nation has not led 
the world in missile strength.** 

During last year’s  presidential 
campaign, Kennedy said there 'was 
a missile gap. ’This was challenged 
by Republicans. Last month, Ken-
nedy aaid it  wmikl be "premature 
to reach a  judgment aa to wOiether 
there is a  gap or not a gap" 'untQ 
the McNamara, study waa com-
pleted.

In today’s  message, Kennedy 
said deterrent strenfftl) did not 
depend "upon a  simple compari-
son of missiles on hand before an 
attaick.’’ Rather, he said, it  "de-
pends not only on the number of 
our missiles and bombers, but on 
their state of readiness, their abil-
ity to survive attack, and the flex-
ibility and sureness with which 
we can control them to achieve 
our national purpose and stra-
tegic objeotlves.”

After the verdict w m  reed, eo- 
proaecutor Crall said:

‘This restores my faith In the 
Jury system. This (the gtiilty ver-
dict! should have happened in the 
first trial."

Maxwell S. Keith, young attor-
ney who took over Pinch's defense 
for the third trial, said:

“We are definitely going to ap-
peal. I am disappointed and sur-
prised over the verdict."

Carole's attorney. Donald S. 
Bringgold. refused to comment.

The verdict clima.\es a case that 
attracted worldwide attention 
since “Bunny" Pinch, as friends 
called her, was found dead on a 
neighbor’s lawn.

Prosecutors claimed the then 
wealthy surgeon and his mistress 
cold-bl(X)dedly killed Mrs. Pinch 
BO they could marry without a 
costlv divorce settlement. Pinch 
tesUfled the Ahooting was an acci-
dent

First the state charged, the de-
fendants hired a Minneapolis jail-
bird, John Patrick Cody, for the 
job, then carried it out themselves 
when he failed to go through with 
It

The state alleged further:
FYom a rented love nest in Las 

'Vegas, Nev.. the two drove to the 
Pinch esUte at night They plan- 
ned to ambush Mrs. F’inch in the 
garage when she returned from a 
social engagement They wanted 
to make her death look accidental.

Finch cracked his wife's ricull 
with a gun when she stepped from 
her car. The Finch maid. Marie 
Anne Udholm. heard the wife 
scream and ran in. A melee fol-
lowed, and when Mrs. Finch ran 
her husband shot her in the back. 
Miss Tregoff was equally guilty 
because die carried a ‘knurder 
kit” containing potentially deadly 
Kems.

The defmise argued:
liie  couple went there only to 

urge Mm. Finch to get a divorce. 
She pulled a gun. The doctor strug-
gled with her and grabbed it from 
her but when he tried to throw it 
away it fired accidentally. The 
dying Mm. Finch forgave him, 
murmuring, "Take care of the 
kids.” The defendants fled to Las 
Vegas and were arrested there 
next day. They said the "murder 
kit” was merely a medical bag 
brought along because it contained 
a fiaahlight.

The couple's three murder trials 
set a record for any one case in 
the memory of veteran court ob-
servers here. The cost to the state 
and the defendants, court sources 
say, probably is about 1800,000.

The fimt trial, held in a shiny, 
800-spectator courtroom in the 

. new $20 million county courthouse, 
drew hordes of spectators who 
lined up in the hall awaiting seats. 
Mj’stery writers and movie stars 
attended.

It began Dec. 11, 1959, and
spanned 92 days. The jury delib-
erated 37 hours and finally was 
dismissed March 12 as hopelessly 
deadlocked.

The second trial started last 
June 27 and continued 133 days. 
The hung jury was dismissed Nov. 
7 after 71 hours’ deliberations.

The third trial started Jani 3. 
The jury began deliberating last 
Thursday morning and continued 
Friday, Saturday emd yesterday.

The three trials consumed 308 
court days, and the three juries 
deliberated a total of 129 hours.

Most of the estimated $800,000 
cost Is in salaries paid by the 
state. Dr. Finch’s legal bill for 
each of the first two trials re-
portedly exceeded $25,000. His 
costs for the third, and for 
Carole’s defense, have not been 
disclosed.

Vndulant Fever

Hartford. March 28 —Con
necticut’s first case this year of 
brucellosis, or \indulant fever, was 
reported today by the State Health 
Department.

Hartford, March 28 UP)—Sevier- 

al private colleges have put them-
selves on record as firmly opposed 
to a bill that would Include non 
profit educational institutions un 
der the State • Unemployment 
Compensation Act.

Spokesmen for the colleges said 
they have little turnover in. staff. 
The measure would force the col 
leges to pay an annual tax into 
fund from which their employes 
would draw no benefits, they said

The employes’ union at Yale 
University supported the bill, ar-
guing that non-educational work-
ers at the institutions should 
provided benefits comparable

Gas Co. Cleared,
Hartford, March 28 iJP) — The 

State Supreme Court of Errors to-
day upheld a lower-court decision 
absolving the Bridgeport Gas Co. 
of blame in the death of three 
members of a Bridgeport family,

Mr. and Mrs. Stanley Bambus 
and their fl-year-old son Barry 
died from carbon monoxide poison-
ing Feb. 12, 1958, in their apart-
ment.

The gas accumulated in the 
apartment because a deidce on the 
kitchen stove became defective 
through corrosion, blocking the 
flue.

John Bambus, a relative of the 
victims, sued the utility company, 
charging it should have luiown 
about, and wajited, the family that 
the corrosion was likely to take 
place.

This argument was unsuccessfol 
in Superior Court, which Issued a 
directed verdict In favor of the 
company.

The State Supreme Court of Er-
rors upheld this ruling.

The plaintiff's contention that 
the company was at fault be-
cause a stove owned by the victims 
became defective was "a claim, 
which, if sound, would mean that 
the defendant is under a continu-
ous duty to inspect,” the High 
Court said.

Associate Justice James E. 
Murphy, who wrote the court’s 
unanimous opinion, said the plain-
tiff’s argument conflicted  with “ the 
general rule that in the absence 
of notice! of a defective condition 
in the pipes or appliances upon pri-
vate property, a company supply-
ing gas is not under a duty to In-
spect the equipment.”

ever since Russia began having 
some relations with the western 
world in the eighteenth century— 
has now been proclaimed, at an 
end.

If one were a. norrespoadent in 
Russia, however, ons would gnet 
the proclaimed end at censorship 
with mixed emotions. For there is 
as yet no guarantee that the for-
mal end of censorship increases 
the real degree of freedom the, 
foreign correspondent inside Rus 
Bia possesses. It could be that it 
will merely operate to increase the' 
penalty he pays for a tranagresr. 
Sion.

Under the old aystem, the cen-

how confused it could get, there 
would have been some kind of 
answer for everything, we are sure 
of that.

In 
that case, the lot of those eor  ̂
respondents covering Russia will 
really have improved.

To be candid, however, it will 
no* be the Russians alone who will 
be under test In the new s>'stem. 
There are probably some Ameri-
can conreepondenta who will con-
sider it a  patriotic mission to re-
port everythkig dismal and ugly 
about Russian-life, just aa Com-
munist correspondents In this 
countr>* love to report our racial 
troubles . or conditions in our 
sluriis. In such reporting, the Iron 
Chirtain is not anything establish-
ed by the country or regime in-
volved. but a perversion In' the 
mind' of the reporter himself. If 
we really want to teach Russia 
about freedom, and encourage 
Russia tem-ard it, wa have to dem-
onstrate, uurselvea that freedom 
is also reaponaibUlty, and not li-
cense. Some day we may get far 
enough away from curtains and 
slanted mlndr to make it possible 
for a Russian to come to America 
without being amazed to discover 
what we are really like, or for an 
American to go to Russia and not 
be astounded to ' find people 
.healthy and happy and normal 
there.

The board of education advlaed 
that It appears now the accounts 
for tuition and transportation will 
bo overdrawn by about $2,200 and 
$0,300 respectively before the 
close of the fiscal year.

The tuition account, to which 
$81,000 was alloted In the current 
budget, will need additional funds 
because of several high school stu-
dents who have moved into town. 
The transportation account, set up 
at $22,188 In the current budget, 
will be short because of provision 
for transportation of retarded 
children to the Talcottville school. 
This item waa not Included In the 
original budget request.

B\mds will be needed for water-
proofing and repair of the main 
-building of tha elementary school. 
Bids on the project wlU be opened 
and read at 7:30 p.m. Monday, 
preceding the board of education 
meeting.

Additional funds will also be 
needed for repairs to the school 
to meet requirements of the State 
Fire Marshal. No estimate could 
be given at once by the board on 
the cost of these changes to the 
school plant.

No action is contemplated on 
the tuition and transportation 
items at this time, Mrs. Doris M 
DTtalia, chairman of the board 
o f finance aald, since the board 
o f education letter seems only ad- 
viaory. In any liVent, since they 
exceed the $1.(>06 authority of the 
board of finance to make Increases 

’’in existing aippropriattons, the 
ftems would have to be submitted 
to a town meeting for approval.

Ole said the board of finance 
waa aware that the board o f  edu-
cation felt the overdrafts would 
occur when the tax rate of 3214 
mills was set two weeks ago. Al-
though no provision was made 
for them in the tax rate, the board 
ap ^ e  of Ltancing them from cash 
surplus if they occurred.

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Kennedy Seeks $2 Billion
More for Missile Projects

The total of new obUgntional

Spending — or actual money to 
pay defense biUs — would go up 
about $890 million from toe tisen- 
hower budget, to a new total of 
$43.8 billion. Of that Increase $6M 
million is in new proposals. $190 
mllUon covers proposals previous-
ly announced, and $50 million )s 
for proposals yet to be laid before 
Congress. , v <

The re\Tsed military totals bring 
the over-aU fiscal 1962 budget to 
a record peacetime level of $84,259 
billion.

The prospective deficit thus is in-
creased to $2,826 tbillion.

Neither of those figures is In 
Kcraiedys message. They were ob-
tained from toe Budget Bureau, 
which said it now is revising its 
figures to take new Pentagon esti-
mates into account 

The spending total compares 
with President Eisenhower s rec-
ommendations for $80,865 billion, 
a sum which Kennedy has said un-
derestimated toe actual rate of 
military outlays. The deficit con-
trasts with Eisenhower’s forecast 
of a $1.5 billion surplus. Most of 
the surplus vanished with toe drop 
in tax revenues caused by the 
recession, Kennedy said.

Along with his proposals for 
more spending Kennedy -mention-
ed plans to shut down more than 
70 military installations here and 
abroad-

Secretary of Commerce Luther 
H. Hodges was asked at a news 
conference about toe economic 
Impact of the shutdown.

Hodges said the move will cre-
ate difficulties in the sections in-
volved, that aoch moves can be 
expected on an accelerated basis, 
and that Americans and their Al-
lies both “must get ready for 
shocks of this kind.”

XJnderiylng the revikions re 
quested by the President was the 
position of the United States “as 
a power which will never strike 
first." As such, Kennedy said, "Our 
hopes for anything close to an ab-
solute deterrent must rest or 
weapons which come from hid-
den moving or invulnerable bases 
which will not be eviped out by a 
surprise attack."

In addition to Polaris and Min- 
uteman, which accounted for al-
most $1.5 billion of the suggested 
boost, Kennedy asked for funds to 
strengthen the Skybolt long range 
nuclear-warhead ballistic missile. 
Increase the ground alert force 
and bomb alarms, improve con-
tinental defense and warning sys-
tems, increase flexibility of con-
ventional forces and increase 
military manpower by 13,000.

Keiuiedy said sa-vings could be 
made by the "elimination of waste, 
duplication and outmoded or un-
justifiable expenditure items." He 
proposed abandonment -of two 
squadrons of the Titan missile, 
much of the B70 manned bomber 
program, a number of B47 medium 
bomber wings and military Interest 
in the atomic powered plane proj-
ect

Kennedy also turned down once 
more the request of the army to go 
into production of the Zeus anti- 
ICBM missile before full testing is 
completed. He said McNamara has 
taken steps to discontinue 73 
domestic and foreign military In-
stallations. Their location was not 
disclosed immediately.

The basic change in the wepaons 
system proposed by Kennedy was 
a 50 per cent Increase in toe Polar-
is missile submarine fleet by the 
end of 1964 and more money for 
the Air Force's minuteman pro-
gram.

The increase for the Polaris pro 
gram—more submarines, a speed 
up in rocket range, more men for 

, crews — would raise the over-all 
program by $1.3 billion.

In his State of the Union mes-
sage. Kennedy had announced an 
acceleration in the Polaris subma-
rine building program to increase 
fiscal 1961 building from 5 to 10.

Today he recommended, add! 
tlonally, that the fiscal 1962 pro-
gram contain provision for 10 more 
rocket subs, with the whole con-
struction program stepped up to 
a rate of 12 a year instead of the 
original five.

"Under this sct^edule, a force of 
29 Polaris submaidnes can be com-
pleted and at sea two months be-
fore the present program calling 
for 19 boats and two years earlier 
than would be possible under toe 
old 5-a-year rate," he said.

The President urged acceleration 
of the program to develop a 2,500 
mile range Polaris rocket, to make 
those weapotu available a year 
earlier. He said this also would 
mean an eventual saving in toe 
production of the second genera-
tion of Polaris missiles, which 
would have a 1,500 mile range com-
pared -with the present, first gener-
ation 1,200 mile weapons.

The Increase in personnel is 
based on the Polaris submarine's 
tisB of two alternate crews of 
about 125 men e%ch.

Although the President pro-
posed that production capa^ty 
for Minuteman missiles should be 
doubled “to move to still higher 

. levels of strength more swiftly," 
he rejected an Air Force idea 
about the use o f some of those 
missiles. He recommended elim-
inating from toe budget money to 
mount three squadrons of Min- 
utemen on railroad cars, but said 
development work on that part 
o f the program would continue.

Kennedy requested an additional 
$96 mlHion in new money for the 
Minuteman program.

Kennedy recommended a 13,000- 
man increase in military manpow-
er. This would add 5,000 to toe 

. army (most of them to increase 
the 4 >ecial forces for guMriUa-type 
war f w  and to create an addltlon- 
a lB B tye group of about 1,800 
men); 3,000 for the Na-vy, chiefly 
for more Polaris crews; 3,0(X> for 
the Iftxine to provide an addition-
al infuttry battalion, and 2,000 
tor  the All; Force, primarily for 
Ihcreasiiig the ground crews In

a stepped-up ground alert pro-
gram.

Kennedy was emphatic about 
curtailing the B70 bomber project, 
which Is intended to produce 
planes able to fly more than 2.000 
miles an hour at super-high aitl- 
tudea

Kennedy Note 
Qtes Rule on 
School Loans

The oncoming ballistic missile 
capability "makes unnecessary 
and economically unjustifiable .the 
development of the BTO Mach 3 
manned bomber as a full weapons 
avstem at this time.”  Kennedy 
said. He added that the B70 would 
not become available in quantity 
until well beyond 1956, by which 
time there should be a la r^  num-
ber of ICBMs.

The Eisenhower administration, 
after once cutting back the B70 
program drastically, partially re-
vived it In the January budget rec-
ommendation,' It proposed the 
building of 12 B70s. Kennedy's rec-
ommendation is to build only four 
and confine the program to con-
struction only of the airframes, the 
engines and the bombing-naviga-
tion system. No other elements of 
a complete weapons system would 
^  authorized. But even on this 
limited basis, the whole BTO pro-
gram will have cost $1.3 billion be-
fore it is completed In 1967, Ken-
nedy said.

On the other hand. Kennedy rec-
ommended a $50 million increase 
for another bomber-missile proj-
ect, Skybolt. That program calls 
for toe launching of ballistic mis-
siles with a 1,000-mile range from 
BS2 bombers..Kennedy said such 
a bomber-missile combination was 
less likely to be eliminated in sud-
den enemy attack on bases and 
moreover toe program would ex-
tend the useful life of present 
bombers into the missile age.

The President proposed a $226 
million increase in new money for 
space and missile defense projects. 
These include the Midas satellite 
for detecting, through infrared 
radiation, the launching of enemy 
missiles.

$15,000 Deficit

000 for snow removal during the 
past winter will be considered by 
the board of directors Tuesday, 
April 4, at 8 p.m.

China previously agreed, to such 
a conference, and the United 
States and Britain now have 
agreed provided it is preceded by 
a cease-fire.

Vientiane, Ia l ’o, March 28 (45— 
The Pathet Lao rebels have con-
demned western plans for a cease-
fire in Laos as a scheme to kill 
time while the United States in-
creases military aid to the Royal 
Laotian army. ’

A broadcast by the rebel radio 
was monitored last night as the 
Laotian civil war simmered down 
to occasional skirmishes. The rebel 
miUtary advance suddenly halted 
last week. Diplomatic negotia-
tions have Binbe intensified In 
Washington and at the Southeast 
Asia Treaty Organization (SEA' 
TO) 'meeting in Bangkok.

One western official termed the 
current military situation an "un. 
official almost cease-fire." Both 
sides apparently await the outcome 
of big power t^ks on Laos.

The Pathet Lao radio said toe 
Americans want to use the lull in 
fighting to help the Laotian army 
recover, from "grave losses."

"The United States wMIe clam- 
ering for a cease-fire iB>^ten8lfy' 
ing its military measures to Intim 
idate the Laotians," the broadcast 
said. ,

As evidence It cited movements 
of U.S. forces in the Pacific, the 
SEATO meeting, plans for basing 
Marine helicopters in nearby Thai-
land, and stepped-up arms deliver-
ies to the Laotian Army.

Washington, March 28 (JP) 
The Kennedy administra-

tion formally advis^ Con-
gress today that in its opin-
ion federal across-thfr^kiard 
grants or loans to church 
schools would be unconstitu-
tional, and so would tuition 
payments for church school 
pupils.

These conclusions w*ere set out 
in a memorandum prepared by at-
torneys of the Welfare Department 
In consultation with the Justice 
Department.

Tile memorandum was provided 
at the request of Sen, Wayne 
Morse, D-Ore, chairman of the 
Senate subcommittee on education.

Morse asked for it when Secre-
tary of Welfare Abraham Ribicoff 
testified before the subcommittee 
recently on the administration's 
proposed federal aid to public 
schools.

In reaction to the memorandum, 
Morse issued a statement saying it 
Is "a scholarly addition to the con-
stitutional literature on this im-
portant subject.”

However, Morse said he still is 
of the opinion that loans to pri-
vate schools would be constitution-
al "providing an Interest rate is 
charged which covers the cost of 
toe use of the money."

Morse is a former dean of the 
University of Oregon Law School.

The brief from the Welfare De-
partment attorneys was in line 
with President Kennedy's fre-
quently expressed view that 
across-the-board loans to church 
schools would be unconstitutional.

"The Supreme Court has ruled 
that the First Amendment to toe 
Constitution forbids the use of 
public funds to ‘support religious 
institutions' or ‘finance religious 
groups,' " the memorandum said.

‘‘Legislation which renders sup-
port to church schools is uncon- 
atituUonml in some circumstances. 
But laws designed to further the 
education and welfare of youth 
may not be unconstitutional if they 
afford only Incidental benefits to 
church schools. For example, pub-
lic funds may unquestionably be 
used to provide fire and police pro-
tection to church schools.

"The line between direct sup-
port snd incidental benefits is not 
always easy to determine. De-
cisions of the Supreme Court snd 
relevant state esses cited and dis-
cussed in the sccompanying memo-
randum make it clear that it is 
easier to determine what, the first 
amendment forbids than what it 
allows.”

The Roman Catholic hierarchy 
is urging'provision for long-term 
low-interert loans which would be 
available to church and other 
private schools as a part of any 
federal aid to education program.

Controversy over this has over-
shadowed most other issues in-
volved in the proposed aid legisla-
tion.

Saying that' several unconstitu-
tional proposals can be readily 
identified, the summary of conclu-
sions continued:

Across-the-board g r a n t s  to 
church school msy not be made. 
The.Supreme Court has declared; 
‘No tax in any amount, large or 
small, can be levied to support re-
ligious acUvlUes or Institutions, 
whatever they may be called, or 
whatever form they may adopt to 
teach or pnutlce religion.. .*

"Plainly an acrosa-the-board 
grant is the type o f support which 
the court has ruled is prohibited. 
Since no effort is made to earmark 
the funds for specific purposes, 
siich a broad grant would Inevit-
ably facilitate the performance of 
the religious fimction of the school, 
This the first amendment forbids.’

Further, it was concluded that 
across-the-board loans to church 
schools "are equally Invalid" be-
cause a loan represents a grant 
of credit.

It was noted that the Supreme 
Court haa ruled that the First 
Amendment forbids the lending of 
a public classroom for religious in-
struction.

"The lepding of public property 
and the lidding of puUlc credit 
are constitutionally equivalent 
forms of government assistance,”  
the memorandum said.

"Tuition payments for all church 
school pupils are invalid since they 
accomplish by indirection what 
grants do directly —  since tuition 
payments, whether made to the 
school Or to the parents or student, 
would constitute support of church 
schools, they are prohibited by the 
First Amendment.

Gen. Sean McKeown', U.N. com- 
mander-In-chlef in 'Hie Congo, 
told a news conference the Ka-
tanga Army may be getting ready 
to attack in the Manono area, the 
tin mining region where about 600 
Gizenga troops seized control sev-
eral months ago.

A battalion of U.N. Nigerian 
troops is stationed in the area as 
a buffer between the two rival 
Congolese forces, and McKeown 
said there Is danger of them be-
coming Involved In the fighting.

"We regard the situation with 
considerable apprehension," the 
U.N. commander said, expressing 
fear particularly o r  a clash be-
tween the Nigerians and white 
South African mercenaries serv-
ing with the Katanga Army.

McKeown said he discussed the 
position of the white mercenaries 
with Katanga President Molse 
Tshombe last night.

"As a result of what the presi-
dent told me. I hope that no 
clash will occur, hut we still view 
the situation gravely.” the gen-
eral said.

Reports reached U.N. headquar-
ters of a 3-way claali near Lailua- 
hourg between Lulua and Baluba 
tribesmen and Ghanian troops.

First reports indicated that 
three Ghanian soldiers are missing 
and at least one tribesman had 
been killed.

In Leopoldville, the United Na-
tions and The Congo government 
there signed an agreement for toe 
distribution of 11,200 tons of 
wheat flour donated by the U.S. 
government.

Congolese agencies will sell the 
flour through toe usual trading 
stations, many of whose food 
 toclu are critically low, and de-
posit the revenues In a special 
fund. Thta fund wlH be used for 
UJ^.-approved public worits proj-
ects in varloue parts of the coun-
try.

Ten inore refugees—eight Euro-
pean nuns and two Belgian men— 
arrived in Leopoldville from Kivu 
Ftovince, where Malayan U.N. pa-
trols have been evacuating white 
people terrorized by roaming 
bands of soldiers and anti-white 
fanatics.

Latest UJ7. reports indicated 
the area around Kasongo, where 
the terror once reached Us height, 
is now quiet. Some Europeans 
reportedly decided to return to 
their missionary stations and out-
posts from east of Kasongo, how-
ever, . there were still reports of 
unrest and fear among the popu-
lation.

American Consul General Rob-
inson McUvane sent a message to 
Mekki Abbas, acting head of the 
U.N. Congo operation, congratu-
lating the Malayan contingent for 
their success in evacuating the 
White people—50 in all so far, in-
cluding at least eight Americans.

In Stanleyville, an official of 
Gizenga’s regime said an attempt 
by Lropoldville forces under MaJ. 
Gen. Joseph Mobutu to in-
vade Glzenga-controlled Oriental 
Province was crushed March 8.

Bernard Salumu, district com-
missioner of Stanleyville, claimed 
110 Mobutu soldiers were killed 
and 800 captured In fighting in 
Bumba in adjoining Equator Prov-
ince.

Mobutu returned to Leopoldville 
March 18 after weeks in the upper 
Congo but made no public men-
tion of any fighting.

Another setback to the anti' 
Gizenga cause was claimed in 
Stanleyville by G. Amisi, the com-
missioner for the Ituri District of 
Oriental, who said a Belg;lan agent 
tried unsuccessfully to convert the 
gold-rich area Into an independent 
mining state by bribing soldiers.

Radio Bucharest reported today 
that Communist Romania and the 
Gizenga regime have agreed to ex-
change ambassadors. Since the 
death of Patrice Lumumba, the 
Communist bloc contends that 
Gizenga’s is the only legal govern-
ment in The Congo.

Kennedy discussed with the leg-

cratic Leader, Sen. Mike Mane- 
field, D-MonL Menafield. said the 
Preeldent’e position on Loos re-
mains unchanged after the two 
meetings.

"We ere very hopeful,” Ray- 
bum added, “ that a solution will 
dome about that will be satiefec- 
tory to tu and thoea who work 
with us in these affeirs.”

Kennedy was looking for a 
speedy answer from Soviet Pre-
mier Khrushchev on whether Rus-
sia will agree to a cease fire. In 
his hour-long session  with Gro-
myko yesteiday Kennedy was re-
ported to have stressed that a 
truce must come before diplomatic 
talks—and the sooner Moscow re-
plies the better.

Gromyko in turn was said to 
have Indicated Khrushchev will re-
spond in a few days, and to have 
asked that the United States 
meanwhile avoid any precipitous 
action on the Laos crisis.

U.S. strategUts saw a good 
omen in Gromyko’s request. They 
believed this might indicate Mos 
cow is genuinely Interested in a 
peaceful solution, and fearful of a 
spread In the fighting.

Gromyko was d e s c r i b e d  as 
showing a serious concern, over 
the eituatlon—more so than when 
he talked to Secretary of State 
Dean Rusk here 10 days ago.

Gromyko headed for Moscow to 
report to Khrushchev.

Prees reports from the strife- 
ridden Southeast Aslan kingdom 
spoke of a lull in the fighting be-
tween royal government forces 
and pro-Communlst rebels. But 
authorities here had no word of a 
let up in the Soviet-North Viet 
Kaimese airlift of arms to the in-
surgents which began last I>e- 
cember.

Press secretary Pierre Salinger 
described Kennedy as atill hope-
ful for a peaceful outcome to the 
Laotian erisis, and other edminie- 
tretion authorities v i e w e d  the 
Kennedy-Gromyko talk as easing 
some of the t e n e e n e e s  of the 
situation although no solution 
was reached.

After their meeting, which went 
off in an atmosphere of cordiality, 
both Kenney and Gromyko ex-

p iseiil hope for a peaceful solu-
tion that would lead to a neutral 
and independent Laos.

G r o m y k o  indicated he had 
brought an oral message from 
Khruidiehcv. He declined to say 
what it was, but other informants 
l^ d  Gromyko generally followed 
the eu;Tsnt Moscow tine friendly 
to the idea of an international 
oonference to tackle toe Laotian 
question.

However, Gromyko failed to an-
swer .a specific question—whether 
the Kremlin would agree to a 
cease fire—sources said.

The cease fire Is a major point 
w4th the United States because 
without It, officials fear, the Com-
munists could gobble up Laos
while the diplomats are still ar 
gulng around a conference table.

With U.S. backing, Britain pro-
posed to Russia last Thursday that 
a cease fire be called, to be fnl- 
lewed by an international confer-
ence. It ia a response to this pro-
posal taht Kennedy is seeking.

The time element is regarded as 
I m p o r t a n t  here because the 
SEATO meeting in Bangkok is 
now midway in Us 3-day minls- 
twdal meeting.

Zealand, Pakistam, the Philippines 
and Thailand—were in general 
agreement that they must take a

Hikes Listed

Ike to Write 
Second Book

Palm Springs, Calif., Mairch 28 
(/P)— Former President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower says he will write a 
second book and, from time to 
time, articles for a magmcine.

" I  am beginning work on some 
writing," said a prepared atate- 
ment yesterday from his Palm 
Desert vacation headquarters. 
"First I  plan to write a book deal-
ing primarily with my eight I'cars 
in the presidency and the lessions 
I  believe can be drawn therefrom."

His first book contained meiyoirs 
On World War n, "Crusade in Eu-
rope."

It  has sold more than IH  mil-
lion copies in America and about 
250,000 in foreign editions since it 
appeared in 1948.

The book will be published by 
Doubleday and Co., which bought 
Etsenhower’.<i "Crusade" for $635,- 
000. Of that amount, Eisenhower 
was able to keep $476,250 under 
a Treasury Department ruling 
that the gain was a capital asset.

The company would not say how 
much the book had earned, but a 
source said it had been a good in- 
ve.stment.

Doubleday said “Crusade" is still 
selling several thousand copie.s a 
year in the original hard cover 
edition, and is being re-issued this 
month In a paperlmck edition.

Elvenlng Post will publish his oc-
casional articles.

The major Increases In the ap-
proximately $120,000 board of ed-
ucation budget, proposed for the 
coming year are found in salaries, 
capital outlay, tuition and trans-
portation for children attending 
special classes at RHAM High 
School.

Salary increases are; teachera, 
up $2,650 to a toUl of $57,050; 
principal, up $300 to $7,500; cler-
ical, up $400 to $2,300; and the 
town share of the social worker’s 
salary, $652. The total coat of a 
social worker’s salary and ex-
pense Itated aa $8,150. Andover’s 
share for her services one day per 
week would be matched by State 
funds of $652. She would spend 
one day per week also In Marl-
borough and two days per week at 
RHAM High School. Hebron Is the 
only district town which has voted 
against sharing the services of a 
social worker.

The special classes at RHAM 
are sponsored by the Marlborough 
school board for youngsters who 
are not able to participate in the 
elementary school program. The 
tuition cost, estimated at $500 per 
child, will be $2,000. Since the 
classes arc shorter than the reg-
ular school day, transportation 
must be provided separately, at an 
estimated cost of $1,800.

The capital outlay total of $2,- 
853.15 is itemized, as follows: un-
der equipment, noi replacements— 
typewriter, $180; electric duplica-
tor, $300; plastic draperies, $300; 
corridor gate, $190; and extermi-
nator spray, $90; under alterations 

lighting Ih classrooms, $400; 
covering of e x p o s e d  radiators, 
$75; under I m p r o v e m e n t  of 
grounds — landscaping, $400; oil-
ing drives,' $150; Incinerator, $100; 
and 4-seat swing, $122.05; under 
new equipment, replacing old—26 
new chairs and desks, $626.50.

The purchase of draperies this 
year will complete a program of 
installing light-proof and durable 
curtains in all classrooms. They 
were tried initially in an attempt 
to find something rather than win-
dow shades, which had to be re-- 
placed frequently.

A new typewriter and duplicator 
are needed for the school office and 
the corridor gate will close off the 
main building of the school when 
the all-purpose room is being uaed 
after school hours by outside 
groups. The purchase of a sprayer, 
according to Andrew Gasper, 
school board chairman, will elimi-
nate the need for an annual .con-
tract for exterminating, required as 
a safety factor because of the de-
livery of cartons from hany out-
side sources.

Among the items the finance 
board questioned was the replace-
ment of chairs and desks. They 
were told that the school still is 
using 65 or 70 sets that were moved 
to the new building from the litUe 
old red schoolhouah 10 years ago. 
These should be replaced but it is 
being done gradually.

A slight increase is shown in the 
item for textbooks,^ which ia up 
$157.95 from last year's item of 
$4,000. This represents an average 
cost of $4.32 per child, while &-

atructicsial supplies, remaining at 
$1,000, showa s cost of $4 per child 
for 250 children.

Other items In the budget are as 
follows; salary of achooi board 
clerk, $400, no change; old age re-
tirement, $260, up $50; and supplies 
and expenses, $470, down $20.

Also, substitute teachers, $1,500, 
and supplementary summer read-
ing program, $1,400, no change; 
school clerk for four weeks, $230; 
other supplies and instruction. 
$200, no change; instruction of 
physically handicapped; $250, an in-
crease of $200; audio-visual sup-
plies, $350, and playground equip-
ment, $100, no-change.

Also, custodial salaries total 
$6,312, an increase of $512. This 
item includes the custodian’s 
salary, $4.8.50, an Increase of $200; 
helper, $160; and summer help, 
$812.

been granted temporary dumping 
permis.sion in Ellington.

Mayor Leo B. Flaherty Jr., re-
vealed the existence of the ar-
rangement at a meeting of the 
City Council last night. He said he 
had discussed the problem with 
Joseph A. MaeVarish, Ellington 
first selectman, as long as a 
month ago and the two came up 
with the dumping agreement.

After April 4, when the Man 
Chester permit expires, the City 
of Rockville will he dumping trash 
in the Ellington dump on Hoffman 
Rd.

There will be no dumping fees 
charged. No time limit has been 
set on the permit, althougli it has 
been termed "temporary " only.

Knowledge of the dumping ar-
rangement wss apparently shared 
by some of the council members. 
Alderman Thomas J. McCusker 
asked an Ellington official, who 
was present in the audience, if El-
lington had granted the dump per-
mit in exchange for a commitment 
granting connection to the Rock-
ville sewer plant for industry lo-
cating in Ellington.

Flaherty said the two tigrey 
ments may have been reached 
about the' same time, but had 
nothing to do with each other "as 
far as I'm concerned.”

.Ellington Selectman Francis .1. 
Prichard Jr., said the two had no 
connection.

Control of dumping at the Ell-
ington dump will probably be more 
rigid than control exercised in 
Manchester, the aldemjcn . were 
told. Flaherty estimated that only 
city trucks will be allowed to use 
the dump.

In Manchester, private collecting 
trucks were allowed as long as 
they were accompanied by a per-
mit card indicating the rubbish had 
been collected In Rockville and had 
been weighed and authojrized by 
th" PocVville government.  ̂

Manchester granted Rockville 
dumping permission in January for 
three months at 33 a ton. Tl\e 
agreement replaced a leas exact 
one established In August shortly 
after the old Rockidlle • dump on 
West Rd. was closed Yfy local and 
state health officials.

The price under that agreement 
was $2 a load.

A number of Manchester resi-
dents from time to time objected 
to "taking Rockville’s trash."

Other Actions 
In other action; the council:
1. Voted to have a survey made 

In anticipation of installing a traf-
fic light at the Intersection of Or-
chard, Union and Prospect Sts., 
termed a bad intersection. McCus-
ker informed the council the state 
would not give assistance in tn- 
sUlllng the light because, in the 
state's view, there is not need for 
one there.

Try to Reduce Unit*
Younce said the housing au-

thority has been attempting in re-
cent weeks to reduce the number 
of low-rent units from 64 to 40 
while boosting the number of 
units for the aged from 36 to 60.
He also said there is some thought 
of constructing low-rent units on 
sites other than the Franklin 
St. site.

The Rev. Mr. Jaxheimer said the 
federal project is a "package deal" 
in which a certain number of low- 
rent units are required with elder-
ly housing.

Mayor Leo B. Flaherty Jr. said 
the possibility of building low-rent 
units In the downtown redevelop 
ment area is being studied, but 
will be a matter of coordination 
of programs.

The mayor once during the 
hearing interrupted the flow of 
comment to support the housing 
authority's work. The five mem-
bers, he said, are all local p^ple 
and have worked hard In develop-
ing a program they think will be 
good for the city and adjacent 
areas.

The Rev. Mr. Jaxheimer said In 
opening remarks that the hous-
ing authority was established by 
vote of the council two years ago 
and that, until the late fall, it 
had Investigated 18 different 
properties. Three were not for 
sale, he said,, and the authority 
voted not to condemn those prop-
erties because it would Involve 
displacing resident. The other 
sites were turned down by state 
or federal government for one 
rca.son or another, he said.

The Franklin St. site, he said 
was picked because it is unoccu-
pied and purchase of it would not 
mean the eviction of residents 
from established living quarters 
All houses on the street, he said, 
would remain untouched by the 
project.

Bitterness Voiced
Opposition to the low-rent por 

tion of the program was strong 
and, in some cases, bitter:

A tremendous tax burden 
will create a, housing slum all over 
town . . . have to get tennants 
from out of town, and you know 
wliat they're like . . . it’ll mean 
new schools, and how many of us 
can afford any more new schools?
. . . I’ve lived in a low-rent hous-
ing project and It doesn't work 
out , . . the money from the proj-
ect cwill be) peanuts . . . Why 
can't wo have all elderly and get 
rid of the low-rent?

"The monster in our back yard 
. . .  it will chase the Maple Grove 
out . . . feci the low-rent housing 
will devalue all the property around 
there . . . We've been promised a 
West End playground but wg’ve 
never seen one . . . we should all 
go into low-rent developments and 
let .someone else pay the taxes."

Spielman said there is no evi-
dence of a demand for low-rent 
units in the city.

The Rev. Mr. Jaxheimer said 
wlien the authority's study was 
made in 1958. there were 621 fami-
lies living in 606 substandard 
hou.ses in Rockville. He said there 
is no reason to believe those fig-
ures have changed much.

He also said there is evidence 
there is need fori 100 elderl.v units.

"We're trying to do a job for 
for the public,” the Rev. Mr. 
Jaxheimer said, "but if you don't 
want it, we'II certainly get out."
