London Appeal

London, April 3 {IP)—Rob-t 
ert E. McCann, an American 
citizen jailed for 15 years by 
the Communist Chinese on 
charges of espionage, is being 
freed and will leave China 
Wednesday, Peiping Radio 
announced today.

Peiping »aid Commtini^t suthori- 
tiea decided to free the ailing Mc­
Cann after hi* wife, who visited 
him in jail, appealed for his release.

MeCann is said to be dying of 
lung can9er. Formerly of Altadena, 
Calif., he long was engaged in busi­
ness in China., He was jailed in 
Tientsin June 14, 1951, under a 15- 
year sentence. _

The release' of McCann leaves 
these four other Americans, all 
convicted of espionage, still in Red 
Chinese prisons:

John T. Downey. New Britain, 
Conn., U. S. Army civUian employe, 
sentenced to life in prison Nov. 23, 
1954.

Richard E, Fecteau. Lynn. Ma-ss., 
U. S. Army civilian employe, sen­
tenced to 20 years ITov. 23, 19,54.

Bishop James R. Walsh, Cum­
berland, Md., Roman Catholic mis- 
slonar>’, sentenced March 18, 1960, 
to 20 years.

Hugh F. Redmond Jr., Yonkers, 
N. Y., American businessman, sen­
tenced to-life in September of 1954.

Peiping said McCann’s pardon 
was granted for humanitarian rea­
sons. I t said McCann, accompanied 
by his wife, will leave from Tient­
sin for the United States.

Peiping said Mrs. McCann, who 
arrived in Communist China last 
week to be ■with her ailing hus­
band, had repeatedly asked for 
his release.

McCann, 60. was born in Che- 
foo, China, of missionary parents.

Mrs. McCann rushed fo China 
when Informed by the Red Cross 
that her husband was dying. She 
was granted a 3-week visa.

Some years ago she did not 
choose to irisit him when next of 
kin of other American prisoners 
were invited by the Peiping regime.

At the time she is repo|-ted to 
have said: "We’ve said gpodby 
once, ile would not want rile to 
come. And I could not bear to see 
him again under these condi­
tions.”

A communique on Chen Yl’s 
The Washington government 

was first notified of McCann’s con­
dition at ambassadorial talks in 
Warsaw in early March. Peiping 
at the time also made it clear that 
it w’as ready to admit Mrs. Mc­
Cann.

Washington, April 3 (fl>)—The^ railroad is given equal treatment
Interstate Commerce commission 
today rejected suggestions that 
the New York, New Haven *  
Hartford Railroad Co. take bank­
ruptcy as a solution to its continu­
ing financial troubles.

The cortunlaaion said a bank­
ruptcy reorganization "would not 
solve the basic problems” of the 
road.

The commission, discussed the 
bankruptcy issue in an interim 
report in a year-old investigation 
Into the New Haven's difficulties, 
which the ICC said resulted pri­
marily from staggering losses on 
passenger service. The agency de­
scribed the line as “ still a virtual 
artery o*f transportation” in the 
New Eiigland suea.

In recent weeks, the New Eng­
land Council, an area development 
organization, and the ICC’s Bu­
reau of Inqulcy and Compliance, a 
staff group, have asserted that a 
reorguiization in bankruptcy ap­
peared to be the only ^vay out for 
the company.

New Dispute on Birch: 
Was He Truly a Hero?

Los Angeles, April 3 (JP)—Dif-athe leader of a group of Com-
ferent views were voiced today on 
the death of John Birch, for whom 
the right wing John Birch Society 
was named.

Birch, then an army captain, 
was killed Aug. 25, 1945 while on 
an OSS intelligence mission in 
Central China.

In Billings, Mont.,  ̂radio-’TV ex­
ecutive Joseph Sample — who 
served in the same OSS outfit as 
Birch—said in an interview:

”There was no real object les­
son in Birch's death and certainly 
no giory.”

In Los Angeles, stockbroker 
William "P. Weiss Jr.—onetime 
OSS officer made up the mission 
on which Birch was killed—said:

"Certainly John was just as 
much a hero as shy other Ameri­
can soldier who died for his coun- 
trj'.’’

And in Pasadena, a Los Angeles 
suburb, manufacturer Gustave J. 
Krause—another wartime com­
rade of Birch—said;

’’He brought about his own 
death. He didn't die the hero he 
was supposed to have died."

The John Birch Society, under 
fire from some national maga­
zines, and newspapers and some 
Congressmen, has been accused of 
using fascist tactics in its self- 
appointed .(ask of fighting com­
munism.

KOOK-TV in Billings, said Birch’s 
patrol ran into “a foj^e ofChinoee 
Reds. The Chinese were under­
standably disturbed by what seem­
ed to them an unwarranted Intru

"Capt. Birch chose to bluff his 
way out of a difficult situation. 
Harsh words led,to insults and In­
sults to arrogance .

Weiss, who lives In suburban 
Alhambra, said:

"He (Birch) was risking his 
life over and above the normal 
hazards required of our services 
during the war on . a volunteer 
basis . . . Unfortunately, he wasn’t 
as skilled as he should have been. 
But he certainly Is Just as much a 
hero, as he died for his country in 
trying conditions.”

Said Krause:
"The Chinese Communists would 

fire at the drop of a hat. Because 
of Birch’s bacl^ound and his long 
life In China he threw his weight 
around. He was the type of fellow 
who was not a military man but 
was recruited because of his lan­
guage ability,

"There were many men who gave 
their lives—thousands of Ameri­
cans who were .much greater 
heroes. But Birch operated on the 
fact tha t ha )tnew the Chinese 
languafs and had Uvsd in China."

Paris Talk 
Will Open 
On May 31

The Paris ■visit will be Kennedy's 
first trip abroad as President.

Plans for a trip to Otta’wa to 
address the Cemadlan Parliament 
were announced earlier. Indications 
now are that Kennedy will go to 
Ottawa perhaps two weeks b«ors 
visiting Paris.

Kennedy plans to leave for Paris 
by Jet plane probably on the night 
of May 30. He Will lea've Wariibig- 
ton May 29 to attend a “Salute to 
Kenjiedy" dinner in Boston mark­
ing his 44th birthday, then go on 
to New York the next day for a 
dinner being given to raise funds to 
fight cancer.

Kennedy’s talks with De Gaulle, 
whom he has never met, ■will com­
plete a round of conversations •with 
the Big Three leaders of ■western
Europe.

The President met eight days 
ago a t Key West, Fla., with Brit­
ain's Prime Minister Harold Mac­
millan for discussion of the Lsos 
crisis. They will resume their talks 
on this and other problems In 
Washington Wednesday.

Peace Flight in Congo

Lumumhist Mediator 
Plans to See Gizenga

Leopoldville, The Congo, April 3a premiership after the nationalist
tJPi—In the role of mediator, a 
Lumumhist official who is on 
speaking terms with I*resident Jo­
seph Kasa'vubu’s Central Govern­
ment arranged a peace flight today 
to the rebel stronghold in Stanley­
ville.

Cleophas Kamitatu, leftist presi­
dent of Leopoldville Province, said 
h«'would sound out Antoine Gizen­
ga, head of the Stanleyville regime, 
about joining the Confederation of 
Congolese States that The Congo’s 
antl-Communist political leaders 
are putting together.

The U.N. Congo command agreed 
to give Kamitatu transportation to 
the rebel capital 775 milerf north­
east of Leopoldville, but it is not 
a party to any negotiations,

Gizenga, who calls himself pre­
mier of all The Congo and is rec­
ognized by the Soviet-led Com­
munist bloc and a few African 
states, has snubbed previous bids 
to join the new conf^eratlon.

Kamitatu emphasized that he 
was undertaking his 'mission as a 
neutral and not aa an emlssSry of 
the Kaaavubu government. ■

Kamitatu and Gizenga were both 
political associates of the slain Pa­
trice Lumumba, who had advocat­
ed a strong CJentral government 
rather than i  loose federaUon of 
states. After Independence Lu­
mumba's government was unable 
to hold The Congo together.

■When Lumumba was ousted by 
Kasa'vubu last September, Gizen­
ga fled to S tan le^ lle , set up a 
rump government and claimed tbe

leader was slain.
Kamitatu remained in Leopolds 

vine and once was arrested by th'e 
Central Govenunent. Since then 
he has shown a degree of coopera:- 
tion with Kaaavubu and waa one 
of the signers of the T ^ ^ a r iv e  
proclamation of confederation.

For days Kamitatu had been 
trying to’ arrange a meeting with 
Gizenga. He charged that Kasa- 
vubu’s government had blocked 
his previous efforts.

The Leopoldville provincial lead­
er said he was going now aa sort 
of a messenger—bringing a propo­
sition to Gizenga and returning 
immediately with counter propos­
als.

This is the most ambitous ef­
fort, yet to bring about a recon­
ciliation of the two factions.

Reports from Stanleyville, how­
ever, sav that Gizenga's rtglme Is 
still stoutly opposed to changing 
The Congo constitution t6 set up 
semi-independent states in place 
of the republic government. • 
-Gizenga has challenged Kasavu- 

bu to a test of strength by de­
manding that he reconvene parlia­
ment, which has not sat . since Lu­
mumba was ousted and Joseph 
Ileo named premier.

Associated Press correspondent 
Antoine Yared reported from 
StanieyvlUe that Gizenga has of­
fered two concessions: (1) New 
general elecUons and (2) a  refar- 
endum on the federaUon lasue.

pending on the period of the com­
poser. Originally, it meant a work 
for several instruments, where all 
the players made a "coheerted” 
effort.

In the early days, som* pla.vers 
w’ere likely to be more proficient 
than others so a few parts were 
written in more difficult fashion, 
and we thus had a little orchestra 
within the larger one. The little 
one WAS known a.s the "concer­
tino." and the larger one as the 
"concerto grosso." This latter 
term is frequently used for this 
type Of work, although not in­
variably.

Mozart developed the solo con­
certo. as w-e know it today, and 
now the word concerto indicates 
a work wiiere a single InstniMent- 
aliet displays his abilities against 
an orchestral background. I f  you 
find a single soloist's name listed 
with the weyrk it is a solo. con­
certo, If more than one name ap­
pears. it is a concerto grosso.

Finally the program will list

line and then three subheads, in­
dented as usual;

Theoretieally, it is all right to 
appauld the separate sections, 
since this Is not a symphony or a 
concerto where the three sections 
presumably hang together. Actual­
ly, you'll probably find that the 
others in the audience refrain until 
the end. Every time they see those 
indented indications, they figure its 
safest to wait for the whole work to 
be over, before applauding

This is a safe mle for the new­
comer to concerts. Applaud where 
the piece comes to a close, unless 
it is made up Of several sections, ts 
incidafed on the program. There 
are exceptions to this rule, but let 
the more seasoned listener deter­
mine what they are.

Incidentally, applause at the end 
of a concerto is always presumed 
to be for the soloist, but he w-ili al­
most invariably share it with the 
conductor, and frequently with the 
orchestra. The Soloist usually 
thanks the orchestra by shaking 
hands with the concert master, and 
he may ask the conductor to have 
the orchestra rise in acknowledg­
ment. The soloist cannot ask the 
orchestra to rise, since he is not in 
charge^of It. This is the prerogative 
of the conductor. '

Then there 1s the matter of en- 
eore.x.’' The larger s>'mphony or- 
rhe.xtras do not play sdded num­
bers, even if you appisud all night; 
This is now- the exeeptiob. rather 
than the rule, tnd programs are 
frequently extended today. Even 
the soloist mav sometimes grant 
an extra number, although this 
slw-sys seems odd to me in an 
orchestral concert.

In recitals, or chamber music 
concerts, the same general rules 
hold good. A title with indented 
tempo marks Indicates a large 
work In three or four sections and 
applause la genersllv v^thheld imlll 
the work is completed. I f  the audi­
ence does applaud, the soloist will 
acknowledge it with a nod. rather 
than a bow. Should this occur, 
you'll know the audience was 
wn-ong.

way to learn, however^ 
d the concerts and see for 

yourself. Concert manmers are 
about the same, the world over, but 
some variations occur in Germany 
and Italy. Incidentally. If you don't 
like something, you are at perfect 
liberty to boo. although this 
doesn’t happen too often any more. 
I wish it did, incidentally.

Many new compositions should 
never be heard at ail, and inflict­
ing them on an audience deserves 
a boo for the conductor, and will 
also apprise the compo.ser that his 
music is controversial to say the 
least, and that he should re­
examine It. There are other oc­
casions where a boo or two would 
help rather than hinder music, as­
suming objectivity In the booer.

Tshombe has been the .prime 
mover for the confederation.

As a followup to the meeting In 
Tananarive, another conference 
was scheduled to start Wednes­
day at Kamina. Katanga, to 
formxilate further the confederk- 
tiqn. But the Katanga government 
raised the possibility the meeting 
would not be held after the U.N. 
Command sent 1,000 Gurkha troops 
from India into the province.

Tshombe charged that the send­
ing of the Indian troops was a "de­
nigrate maneuver on the part of 
certain elements in the United Na­
tions" to block the confederation.^

The Gurkhas were flown from' 
Leopoldville to the U.N. base at 
Kamina, where Wednesday's con­
ference was to be held. 'ITie Ka­
tanga president said as far as he 
is concerned the meeting is now 
off.

Tshombe opposes Indian troops 
in The Congo because of Indian 
Prifne Minister Nehru's previous 
espousal of Lumumba's cause and 
Nehru's outspoken opposition to 
Tshombe.

A  spokesman for the Stanley­
ville regime, Interior M i n i s t e r  
(Christopher R. Gbenye, Issued an 
Inritatlon to "those who are ac­
cusing ua of communism to send 
representatives here (to Stanley­
ville) to aee for themselves.” He 
promised a friendly reception in 
the rebel stronghdld.

Gbenye said the Stanleyville 
welcomed the presence of the U.N. 
in The. Congo, but Gizenga in an 
interview reported today by the 
Soviet news agency Tass was 
critical of the international or­
ganization.

On the U.N. proposal for re­
organization of The (Congo mili­
tary forces, Gizenga wan quoted 
as saying:

U.N. representativea have of­
fered us to start, to sa.v, from 
the end by aetting up an institute 
for the training of C o n g o l e a e  
cadre.s. In >^e present conditions 
thla-will be nothing but United Na­
tions trusteeship. I t  ik absolutely 
obvious that first we have to con­
vene the parliament."

The U.N. Command delivered a 
note to Tshombe today fron tT-N, 
S e c r e t a r y - g e ne r a l  Dag Ha/h- 
marskjold protested the military 
operation, but Tshombe was ex­
pected to brush it aside. Katanga 
officials already have pointed out 
that the U.N. force did nothing to 
get the Gizenglst troops from 
Stanleyville out of Manono and 
back where they came from.

The Secretary-general’a note al­
so reportedly dealt with the Ka­
tanga government’s reaction to 
the transfer of Indian troops to the 
province.

Despite the presence of the In­
dians, units of the Katanga Army 
today continued their drive into 
rebel-held North Katanga. Mili­
tary officers reported that the 
ultimate objective of the drive was

to "pacify” north Katanga and to 
subdue insurgent Baluba tribes­
men.

The officers said the drive 
would conlimie until Tshombe'a 
forces had taken the town of Ka- 
balo, an important rail junction 
some 400 mile.s north of Ellsabcth- 
vllle which is in the hands of 
antl-Tshombe Balubas.

Army officers reported clashes 
between white-officered detach­
ments of the Katanga Army and 
BsUuba rebels north of Manono. 
Casualties were reported on both 
sides but there were no details.

A  U.N. spokesman said i  force 
of about 200 Ethiopian troops are 
still stationad in Kabalo "But 
they sre more or less confined to 
the town and would not have pre-. 
vented or attempted to prevent 
clashes between thq Katanga army 
and Balubas.”

The spokesmsui said as far as 
he knew the Gurkhas at Kamina. 
which is In we.stem Katanga, "are 
settling down in their billets and 
are not being moved to central or 
northern Katanga.”

Twenty-three white South A f- 
rican.s arrived in Elisabethville b.v 
plane from Johannesburg yester­
day to join the Katanga army’s 
white mercenary force.

The number of South Africans 
serving in Katanga is unofficially 
reported to be nearly 130. A Ka­
tanga military official reported 
that one of them, a man named 
Ryder, deserted after the capture 
of Manono and took refuge with 
the U.N. Nigarian garrison in the 
town. Seven other whites serving 
with the Katanga force were 
flown to Elisabethville over the 
weekend, badly wounded.

SulMuidrio aaid the Indonesian 
president during his visit to Wash­
ington later this month would be 
willing to discuss with President 
Kennedy "sources of friction" be­
tween the United States and Red 
China and to try and resolve them.

The situation in Laos was' dC' 
scribed yesterday by Malayan 
Prime Minister Abdul Rahman as 
"still extremely serious."' He 
pointed out the vagueness of the 
Soviet reply to the British proposal 
about the timing of a cease-fire In 

igdom.the Jungle kingd
afterLeaving Britain yesterday 

a month-long -visit, the * Malayan 
leader suggested that the Russians 
were hed^ng about ending the 
fighting. With the Communist-sup­
plied rebels holding the initiative, 
he said, the Russians "realize they 
are nt an advantage and that if the 
cease-fire .were to take place im­
mediately they would love that ad­
vantage.”

The neutralist Asian prime min­
ister said "The fault in Laos Ilea 
on both sides, on the iveatem and 
the Communist bloc. The situation 
la still dangerous despite the Rua- 
alan reply (to the British peace 
plan). My only prayer la that the 
Americana won't do anything to 
worsen it.”

Radio Moscow said in a Ger­
man-language broadcast last night 
that "The way to a peaceful set­
tlement in Laos may be regarded 
aa opened."

Diplomats In Moscow reported 
that Britain soon would propose 
to the Soviet Union a definite date 
for the two countries—as co- 
chairman of the 1954 Geneva 
Conference that gave Laos Inde­
pendence—to issue an appeal to 
the Laotin factions In the Jungle 
civil war to atop fighting.

The So-viet note had sugg;ested 
that "interested partle's naturally 
should conduct negotiations on the 
questions connected with a cease 
fire.”  But it did not specify the 
"Interested parties” and say how 
a meeting should be arranged.

The Russians showed more in­
terest in getting an international 
conference on Laos started. The 
Kremlin proposed the conference 
early this month regardless of 
whether the fighting is stopped In 
Laos.

President Kennedy cautiously 
called the Soviet note a “useful 
next step toward peaceful settle­

ment of a potentially dangerous 
situation." There was a feeling 
among western sources In Mos­
cow that the President's com­
ments were Influenced somewhat 
by U.S. Ambassador Llewellyn 
Thompson’s talks with Soviet Pre­
mier Khrushchev Saturday within 
an hour after the liote waa de­
livered to the British.

British Prime Minister Macmil­
lan is flying to Washington tomor­
row for conferences with Kennedy 
on the British reply to the Russian 
note.

Fighting in Laos subsided yes­
terday after a flareup late last 
week that aroused suspicion the 
rebels were making a major drive 
before peace talks begin. > 

The royal government, claimed 
the rebels were attacking at three 
major points in eastern and south­
ern Laos, but western sources were 
inclined to view the claims with 
reservations.

The Laotian govenunent, in ac­
knowledging the fall of Tha Thom, 
later tended to minimize the mill' 
tary Importance of that town pre­
viously described as a stronghold.

Western sources in Vientiane, 
the Laotian capital, regarded aa an 
exaggeration th e  government's 
charge that 14 Vletmtoh battalions 
from North Viet Nam took part in 
the attack on Tha Thom and two 
other strongholds— Kam Keut and 
Mahaxay.

North Viet Nam denied yester­
day that Its Vietmlnh troops 
■helped the rebels capture Tha 
Thom, 85 miles northeast o f Vien­
tiane. But the Hanoi spokesman 
made no mention of Kam Keut, ISO 
miles east of Vientiane, and Ma­
haxay, 22 miles from the Mekong 
River south of Kam Keut.

ICC Rejects Bankruptcy 
As Solution for NHRR

Just a Reminder

It  bankruptcy should be accept­
ed as New Haven’s, remedy, thê  
ICC said, "there Is no incentive 
for state and local authorities, 
themselves hard-pressed for rev­
enue, to make unpopular sacri­
fices. I f  the progfram of state 
and local tax relief now being con­
sidered fails of adoption it 'vill 
be done in no small measure to 
sttaements which led legislators to 
believe that the New Haven’s 
problems could be solved simply 
by the initiation of Section 17 
(bankruptcy proceedings.) ■ .

The repor^oted  that aa of the 
end of MarClT, the Connecticut 
legislature had voted about $1.2 
million In tax relief for the New 
Havep, the New York legislature 
has voted some $2.6 millions in 
such relief, and hearings on relief 
measures have been held by the 
Rhode Island and Massachusetts 
assemblies.

During the last two weeks, the 
ICC has provided government re­
payment guarantees on $21,659,- 
400 worth of private loans nego­
tiated by the New Haven to meet 
Its payroll and other ofierating ex­
penses.

The company currently has an 
application'pending for additional 
guarantees ’ on another $1.5 mil­
lion.

Alpert stated that he has ex­
pressed the opinion repeatedly that 
without equal treatment "given 
other forms of transportation by 
governments, reorganization of the 
railroad under Section 77 of the 
Bankruptcy Act would result Iri

drastic reductions^ in passenger 
service and I felt this would be 
detrimental to the public welfare.

The only difference is UMit to* 
day's teen-agers have managed to 
get. a greater degree of privacy 
for'themselves than they have ever 
had before.

Most Of them have their own, 
rooms. Many have their qwh 
cars, telephones, record players! so­
cial centers. I t  Is difficult any

more’ for most teen'-agers to escape 
too close adult superrision.

So when their privacy to Invad­
ed they naturally resent It' far 
more than teen-agers would h^ve 
in the past. I  have no idea what 
those "Yonkers teen-agers wsint to 
keep so very private. It's prob­
ably nothing adults would really 
find o'jjectionable.

More than likely, what those' 
high s^hbol kids want to the feel­
ing that no adult to going to be 
suobping around their own private 
Lockers. And you can't really 
blame them for that.

One of. these was the appoint­
ment o f a Puerto Rican, Dr. Ar­
turo Morales Carrion, former Uh- 
derae ere tary of State tar Puerto 
Rico, aa Deputy Aaaiatant 'Secre­
tary of State for Inter-American 
Affairs, for the United States. Dr. 
Moratea — apparently in Latin 
America cme'a last name ia never 
one’s last name—la given credit 
for helping shape tha Kennedy ad­
ministration approach to ita beml- 
sphert neighbors into a tentative 
conversation between humsin and 
cultural equals.

Now President Kenned}’ has also 
reached over to Puerto Rico for a 
gentleman named Teodoro Mos- 
cMoo, whose fame ia that he has 
been chief of the economic devel­
opment program which has gone 
so far toward establishing a 
healthy Industry in Puerto Rico. 
Mr. Moscosco — apparently one 
uses his last name—has now been 
named our ambassador to Vene- 
xuela, where, it would seem, he ia 
te be a symbol of our desire to 
help and teach other hemisphere 
countriM to emulate, if they wish, 
the hopeful experiment in Puerto 
Rico.

Such developments, casually re­
cited. may not seem too impor­
tant to ua But, in company with 
other davelopmenta they move 
Bertram B. Johansson, Latin 
America correspondent of the 
Christian Science Monitor, to 
news lead statements like these: 

"TlngUng events are beginning 
to challenge old inertias in the 
field of United Statea-Latln Amer- 
idui relationships. . . .  - The ap­
pointment of Moscosco is being 
hailed aa another in tha chain of 
these exciting events bringing 
Latin America up with a pleasant, 
abrupt start to the realisatloR that 
'the United States is beginning to 
think o f (u in a different way.’ 

That sounds rather exdtlng, -as 
if a concept, theme, and plan were 
beginning-to produce results.

If we intend to maintain such 
frss market place for ideas, 
must be free and open to Idsas'fhat 
are crazy as well as those that are 
sane, to those that offer poison as 
well aa those that offer truth, to 
those which represent political and 
ideological extremes as well as to 
those vriilcb are easily respectable 
within the middle tradltiona.of our 
society.

The right of free speech and of 
free -press, if they are to exist at 
all, cannot be compromised. 'They 
cannot be denied to some, if they 
are to be retained for others.

These statements would be our 
preamble to the conclusion that, 
however un-American the John 
Birch Society may be, it would 
also be un-American to investigate 
and hound it for its strange be­
liefs, or to- try, by any official 
means, to deprive it of the right to 
exist

Democracy should beware 
those who volunteer to protect 
democracy by using authority 
against ideas.

Americanism itself should be­
ware of cheap championa even 
when they glibly seek to establish 
their own nobility and purity of 
purpose by attacking easily-label­
ed crackpots of either Ideological 
extreme.

The real thrmts to American^ 
iam come neither from the John 
Birch- Society nor from the card- 
carrying Communista They come 
from the thinga we are aometlmes 
willing to do to ourselves, and to 
our system. In the course of our 
attempts to deal with'these sup­
posed perila

^  we need to suppress, Investi­
gate, persecute an organization 
which apeciallzea In Inferring that 
Dwight p .  Eisenhower la a fervent 
and willing' tool of the Oommu- 
nista?

«  full discussion of thla prime 
problem before the budget is 
passed. It is now that artleulkte 
and well informed people can help 
the Board of Directors in its hard 
decision.

My own analysis starts out 
with three rather basic propoai- 
tiona

1. A  seven mill increase Js too 
much.

2. We must continue our excel­
lent educational program.

3. We cannot sacrifice our 
municipal employes.

If we assume that the demands 
ot education require some addi­
tional mill increase, then as reason­
able men we are faced with a 
choice of either granting the in­
crease or permitting our children's 
education to become atrophied, 
is the case in our Immediate neigh­
boring communities.

And we cannot ask our police­
men. firemen and other municipal 
employees to sacrifice their le^t- 
imate needs in order to promote 
the welfare of education. Taken 
by itself the increase for fire and 
police protection, roads, garbage 
and trash, etc. 1s modest Indeed 
and the returns far outweigh the 
cost. We have professional and 
dedicated men and women in Man­
chester municipal employ. We 
must keep them and we oaiinot 
keep them unless we are willing 
to be fair and pay theiti the wages 
of their profession.

We can do all thla without 
passing a seven n ^  increase. 
There are necessary*^capital im 
provements listed in our budget. 
By financing these Improvements 
through a bond we ckn save at 
least two^mllls. This, contrary to 
the prevAing Republican mood, 
ts sound municipal finance. Why 
should the taxpayers of IM l pay 
entirely for the improvements that 
will benefit even those whq are 
yet to be bom?

We can effect savings by modi- 
^'Ing or eliminating aervlcea such 

garbage ooUectibn or road re­
pairs. Frankly, although I think it 
unsound, I would be far more will­
ing to do this than Jeopardize mu­
nicipal and teacher salaries.

We Democrats are now in the 
midst of a study on the feasibility 
of eatafaUshlng an urban renewal 
program and an industrial devel 
opment program in Manchester. It 
la of course premature to antici­
pate the results o f this study but 
even at the outset one sidvantagf 
may be the reduction of the prop­
erty tax. If desirable type Indus­
try decide to locate here. Diversi­
fication of job opportunity and the 
general Increase in retail buying 
may alao be a decided advantage.

The state legislature baa before 
it an educational bill whlrii. If 
passed this year, will tend to re­
duce the mill rate next year.

My sympathy ia with those who 
own property and do not have 
children in public school. They are 
asked to contribute to the educa­
tion of many who have not the 
means to pay. flowever, until re­
lief comes from the state or fed­
eral government or the location of 
new industry In town, the respon­
sibility ia solely ours. It is a choice 
really of whether we want to 
keep Manchester an oasis on the 
east side of the Connecticut River 
or permit it to become undia- 
tinguishable among its neighora.

Kennedy’s decision to accept De 
GsuUe’s InvitsUon to go to Peris 
reflects s  change Ui travel policy 
as set forth by the White Houm 
about the time he took offlce lost 
January.

A t that time Salinger esld Ken 
nedy hod no plena to go abroad 
for internstlonsl conferences dur­
ing at least the first six months 
Of his sdmlnistrstlon.

The decision also reflects an ob­
viously changing Kennedy atti­
tude toward talks at the summit, 
including meetings with the lead- 
ers of friendly nations.

Ihe word until quite recently 
was that the new Preeldent favor­
ed s  return to use of the ordinary 
dlplomatte 'channels, with ambas­
sadors and foreign ministers 
hfuulllng negotlstiona rather than 
chiefs of aUte or government.

Kennedy’s trip to Paris will not 
be a full-blown state visit. Some ot 
the ceremony and high protocol 
usually accorded a chief of state 
will be omitted in order to give 
the President and De Gaulle more 
time for working meetings.

Arrangements for the Kennedy 
visit have been worked out dur­
ing the past few weeks. The formal 
announcement came after talks be­
tween Kennedy and French Am­
bassador Herve Alphand In Wash' 
ington, between De Gaulle and U.S. 
roving ambassador Averell Harrl- 
man. and De Gaulle and James 
Gavin, the new American Ambas 
sador in Paris.

And Kennedy and De Gaulle ex 
changed correspondence about 10 
days ago. This dealt primarily with 
the Laos crisis, but may also have 
been on occasion for dealing with 
the Kennedy visit to Paris.

In Paris, the visit was being 
greeted aa a considerable diplo­
matic vlstory for De Gaulle and a 
sign of Kennedy's respect for 
France’ World War II hero now- 
back In power.

By diplomatic protocol, Kennedy 
owes a visit to France. De Gaulle 
paid an official visit to the Unitrt 
SUtes In April 1960 and conse- 
qwvntlv the next visit is up to the 
President of the Untied States.

The list o f differences between 
France and the United States 1s 
relatively long. Western diplo­
mats In Paris fear the list will 
grow longer unless there. is some 
quick move to coordinate the 
views of the new Kennedy admin­
istration and the aloof French 
president.

The differehces In approach of 
the two men were brought Into re­
lief with the Laos crisis. General 
agreement was reached at the 
Bangkok SEATO meeting, but 
French Foreign Minister Couve de 
Murvllle successfully opposed the 
toughly worded threat to use force 
that the United States wanted. In­
stead, the SEATO allies adopted 
the milder version urged by 
Couve de Murville.

Mrs. Kennedy, at home in Paris 
and In the French language. Is ex­
pected to be an excellent good­
will ambassador on the President’s 
May trip to France. ,

She not only knows French 
President da Gaulle, but haa served 
as translator for her husband with 
French-speaking visitors.

Mrs. Kennrty's French has been 
described as Impeccable, while her 
husband has only a modest knowl­
edge of the language.

•Ihlfty-one-year-old Mrs. Ken­
nedy will be making her first 
major international trip with the 
President In a country to which 
she has allegiance of ancestry and 
cultural interests.

The family of her father, the 
late New York stockbroker John 
V. Bouvler III, came from France.

Mrs. Kenne'dy spent her Junior 
year in college at the famed Sor- 
bonne in Paris and long has been 
Interests in French culture, art 
and literature.

Site has many friends in 
French circles, and has been a 
frequent guest in Washington of 
F r e n c h  Ambassador and Mrs. 
Alphand, even before her husband 
became President.

\  When De Gaulle was in Wash­
ington on a visit last year, he and 
Mrs. Kennedy met at a French 
embassy garden party and chat? 
ted in French.

The simple window box should 
be fitted enugly betweim window 
jambs. Heat comes from the sun 
and your house.

use two layers of tempered Ma­
sonite or marine plywood for the 
base. Fill the space between with 
Insulation for better temperature 
control. You might also place an 
Inexpensive heating cable in this 
box to guard against sudden cold 
snaps. A one-inch layer of sand 
provides a firm base for pots and 
flat*.

An excellent location for an out­
door cold frame or hotbed is a t­
tached to a baisement window that 
gets lots of direct sunlight. Heat 
can be supplied directly from the 
basement. In southern; areas, a 
simple wooden frame with window 
sash on top. can be placed In a 
sheltered garden spot away from 
the house If you like.

An economical cold frame can 
be built 'With boards or cinder 
blocks.

Standard sash coverings are 
three by six feet. If you or a  neigh' 
bor has recently converted from 
old-type. storm windows, these 
make Ideal frame covers. Simply 
vary your cold frame size to suit 
the ivrindows you have available. 
Polyethylene film also can be used 
for covering. It usually lasts sev­
eral yearsYf given proper care.

Construct the front of the frame 
at least six Inches lower than the 
back for drainage. Make sure the 
ends are projierly sloped eo that 
the sash fits snugly and holds In 
the heat built up during sunny 
days. A double wall offers extra 
protection against drafts and ex­
treme temperature fluctuations.

How elaborate your h e a t i n g  
system depends on your budget. 
Thermoatatic. controls and soil 
heating cables are available from 
most garden or hardware etores.

First remove six to eight Inches 
of soil. 'Wind the cable as Indicat­
ed by the manufacturer for the 
size area you wish to l\eat. Add' 
an inch of gravel to protect the 
cable, and a covering of one-quar­
ter Inch galvanized wire hardware 
cloth

Replace the topsoil and you’re 
ready to plant. Sterilizing or fum­
igating soil before planUng elim­
inates weeds and soil pest prob­
lems.

The last of the consolidation 
and charter studies, at least for 
a while, ■will be held tonight at 8 
o’clock at Rockville City Hall, to 
finish the work on a revised sin­
gle government charter.

Chairman Donald B. Loverin, 
who Has been heading up the 
study, said the rough draft of the 
charter will be turned over to 
counsels for the three towm gov­
ernments to be put Into proper 
legal form.

The study group now will await 
action by the state legislature to 
give them legal status ss a con­
solidation and charter commi.ssion.
A bill to empower the commission 
to present a charter for voter ap- 
proval^has been introduced into 
the legl.slature by Vernon’s repre­
sentatives.

Although there was no oppo.si- 
tion' to the bill at a comniiUee 
bearing, two Vernon men since 
then have written letters to the 
legislators asking that thy bill be 
voted down. The latest obiection 
has been voiced by Frank B. Cor­
nell. chairman of the Citizens 
Charter Consolidation Bi-Partisan 
Group which was formed last 
tspring in opposition to the pro­
posed one g'overnment charter 
eventually defeated in July.

Earlier Loren Vice, chairman of 
the Vernon Taxpayers Bureau, 
made the same request.

Both men contend that a new 
charter so soon after the defeat of 
the old one will be a "waste of 
time.’' Cornell also contends that 
the present charter study group 
Is acting by self-appointment 
withojiit approval of the voters.

The present Board of Fire Dis­

Agency.

Lu called for an "early convoca­
tion of the (Jeneva conference”— 
referring to the 1954 meeting that 
worked out the political settle­
ments ending the Indochina war. 
Tiie We.sl and Moscow have both 
accepted the idea of a  14-nation 
conference consisting of most 
countries that attended the Geneva 
m e e t i n g  Including Communist 
China.

Lu said an international con­
ference "is the key to the peaceful 
settlement of the Laotian ‘̂ ijues- 
tloi\," He backed the Soviet pro­
posals sent to Britain in a note 
last Saturday. The Russians were 
vague on the cease-fire, which the 
West insists must precede the con­
ference. Instead Moscow agreed to 
join Britain in calling on both 
sides in Laos to halt the fighting.

In 1946, Ho Shi Mlnh, Com­
munist leader in uorthern Indo­
china, frustrated by the French In 
his ‘demands for freedom, led his 
forces against them.

In the 8-yedr war that followed 
the Prfench forces suffered 172,000 
casualties, including 45,000 killed. 
France pumped $5 billion Into Indo­
china. 'The United State* added 
about another'52 billion to help the 
French.

In the end the French caved in. 
At the Geneva Conference of 1954 
—mainly between Britain Prance, 
Russia and Red China— ÎndocMna 
was split up. ■
