Previous Soviet announcements
have sald only that the landing
site was predetermined. Western
experts enlctilnted that an error of
one ydrd per second in adjusting
the space capsile's speed as it re-
turned to Earth would have hurled
the rocket 30 miles from the land-
ing zone.

So, the mystery remained: What
technique ' for re-entry have the
Soviets developed?

Western scientista have said
the space capsule would have to
maintain a sped of about 17,000
miles an hour to strike a balance
between the Earth's gravitational
pull and centrifugal force that
would throw the space man farther
out into Space.

Presumably, the Soviet sacien-
tists fired reverse rockets to siow
the capsule’'s speed, again making
it subject to gravity and return-
ing it to Earth. But the Soviets
have said only:

“After having orbited the Earth,
a specirl brake installation was
switched on and the cosmic ship
started coming down in order to

land In a special preset area of the
Soviet Union.”

Nikita C_i_té_—s Target:
Catching Up to U.S.

Moscow, April 14 (#)—Moscow today gave Maj. Yuri A,
Gagarin the greatest public acclaim ever accorded a son of

the Soviet Union.

The astronaut was kissed and embraced by Premier Nikita
S. Khrushchev and taken thunderously to the heart of Mos-
cow's millions as 20-gun salutes sounded throughout the land.

Premier Khrushchev hailed the 27-year-old flier as 2 man
whose name will live forever, and awarded him the nation's

highest award. But the Soviet leader told his

people:

“The space flight mast not detract the attention of the
Soviet people from other targets, and these include catching
up with the United States in the standard of living."”

Gagarin himself told the throng in Red Square:

“I'm sure we—the Soviet fliers—will carry out further

flights to greater distances.” *
The reception was perhaps the
greatest accorded an individual
airman since Charles A, Lindbergh
returned to New York from his
1927 fight across the Atlantic.

It appeared most of Moscow's
seven million people had turned
out to welcome home Gagarin
from .an air base in the interior
where he has been walting since
he became the first man to orbit
the Earth,

They jammed the area artund
the airport. They lined the route
as the motorcade bearing Khrush-
chev and  Gagarin drove slowly
through the streets. They were
waiting at Red Square in the shad-
ow 'of the Kremlin.

The roar of their acclaim was
deafening.

Honors were heaped upon the
yvoung major who only last week
was almost as unknown to Rus-
sians as hs was to the outside
world,

The Presidium of the Supreme
Soviet awarded him the supreme
title of Hero of the Soviet Union
“in recognition of the heroic ex-
ploit.”

The Presidium creatéed a new
title and conferred it upon Gagar-
in: “Pilot — Astronaut of the
USSR."

The mad outpouring of joy be-
gan long before Gagarin's plane
set” down at Moscow's alrport.
Huge portraits of Lenin and
smaller ones of Gagarin were
plastered on walls and buildings
all over the capital.

Loudspeakers played music. So-;
viet flags fluttered from buildings,
lamp posts, buildings, buses and
street cars.

Khrushchev arrived from a
Black Sea vacation a few minutes
before the hero of the hour flew
in with an hanor escort of Soviet
fighter planes,

Walting with the Soviet digni-
taries were Gagarin's wife, chic
in a fur-collared coat and a fasion.
able spring hat. Gagarin's mother
had a woolen shaw! over her head.

West Germany Refuses

Lawyer Say

To Ask Bonn for Help

Jerusalem, April 14 (#—Adolf
Eichmann's defense attorney said
today he would demand that the
West German governmenl ‘'pro-
tect” the former Gestapo colonel
from the judgment of Israel's
courts.

Again challenging Israel's right
to judge Eichmann on chargea of
having a major part in the mass
murder of Jews under Hitler, de-
fense counsel Robert Servatius de-
clared:

“Eichmann has & claim against
the German state to protect him.
If the state remains Impasyive, he
can sie the state and he will do
that."”

Servatius warned the special
1srnell court trving Eichmann that
“intervention Is still possible” by
Wesat Germany in the case,

The chief defense counsel made
the statement as he heatediy-con-
tended that Efchmann should be
tried by a German court. He as-
serted that appropriate German
courts and laws are available to
handle the case and denied that
Eichmann. came freely to Iarael to
stand trial.

But immediately after the court
session, the Weat German govern-
ment's obsérver at the trial, Dr.
‘Hans Stercken, said West Ger-
many will stick to its refusal to
ask for Eichmann's extradition
and will fight “in the court Any
suit in which he claims legal pro-
tection from the Bonn govern-
ment
. Servatius’ announcement came
after he and Israeli Atty. Gen.
Gideon Hausner made their con-
cluding arguments on the right of
the Israell court to try Eichmann
with the prasscutor refuting the
defense challenge.

Fire of 1882 Cost
Town 9 Buildings

The Rev. John N. Croas, Con-
grégational pastor, recéntly re-
called the disastrous fire of April
17, 1882, With & strong wind blow-
ing, a fire started on the roof of
Laucian H. Leonard's store, next
to the First Congregation-
al Church. It résulted in the com-
plete destruction of the atore, the
church, the schoolhouse, and sev-
eral other buildings, among them
the old Gilbert Law achool build-
inga.

It is not known exactly whéther
the fire was caused by sparka
blown from the old Hendee houae,
weat of thy store, from & poasible
chimney fire, or If it actually
started at the store.

Valuable church records were
loat, though a few were gaved.
The fine néw organ waa lost and
the church bell was reduced to a
molton mass.

Nine bulldings were deatroyed,
church and town recorda say. But
courage and devotion were not
gone. Church servicea were oon-
tinued in the Town Hall, a former
Meothodist Church, and & new pas-
tor called to fll the existing va-
cancy, the Rev. George B. Cutler.

Finally & new church edifice
was erected, a new pipe organ in-
stalled, a new bell rung in the
steeple and ~n May B, 1883, the
new church was dedicated, the
same church in which servicea are
now held, built by the late Ephraim
Wilcox of Hebron. father of Mrs.
Merton W. Hills of Gilead.

It took a long time to pay for
that extensive loas, but faith and
courage prevailed,

Only $1,000 remains to be pald
on the church note to the Douglas
Library, for the building project
through which the present church
interlor was improved and redeco-
rated. A money making event is
now being considered, to be held
the Saturday after Labor Day in
the red barn on the former Lord
property.

Last ysar nearly $800 waa real-
ired by & huge auction at the red
barn, and a similar affair Ia to
take place this year. Parishioners
are again asked to hunt up their
attic treasures for the auction.

TRY FOR OVERTRICKS
By Alfred Shelnwold

Overtrickas don't matter much
in rubber bridge, but in tourna-
ment bridge they're worth your
left arm and part of your right
arm. This fact gaVe point tosthe
following hand, played in the na-
tional open pair championship a
few weeks ago in Dgnver.

The rubber bridge player cap-
tures the queen of spades with the
ace at the first trick. Then he
ratties off five clubs and four dia-
monds.

If the opponents haven't dis-
carded a miilion spades, South has
to cash. the ace of hearts and be
satidfied with 11 tricks, It's too
dangeroun to try for a twelfth
trick and run the risk of winning
only 8 or 10.

In & tournament, -South cannot
afford to be the only fish in the
room who makes only 11 tricks,
Likewise, he cannot afford to win
only 9 or 10 tricks when 11 tricks
are cold from the start.

Property losses caused either by
a4 casusalty oy theft can be shown
on page 2 of Form 1040 or Form
1040W even though the property is
for your own personal use.

Casualty losses include damage
from fire, storm. flood, lightning,
hurricane and other sudden, unex-
pected or unusual causes. Thus
damages from a bursting boiler
or frozen pipes would be a casual-
ty loss. The Revenue Service has
also decided to allow a deduction
for damage caused by the sudden
infestation of termintes.

You can deduct damages to
your car caused by a collision un-
Jess the collision was due to your
willful negligence. Faulty driving
is not classed asx willful negligence,
but driving while intoxicated ls so
clasasified.

A loas from a casualty or from |
theft should be deducted in the|
year the loss occurred, If you are
covered by insurance, the loss|
must be reduced by any reecovery.

A ruling Jssued in 1860 holds |
that expenses for temporary hotel |
or apartment accommodations |
while a taxpayer's home was with- |
out heat, lights, and other utilities
after a severe storm are not de-
ductible naa casualty losses.

Rumors May Raise

Towg’s Bond Costs

Irresponsible rumors circulated by uninformed persons
who think Manchester is exceeding its debt limit may hurt
the town's chances of getting the lowest possible bids on
bonds, said General Manager Richard Martin last night.

During a workshop session of thed
board of directors th¢, manager
sald such rumors have been cir-
culated recently,

No matter how wrong these
rumors are, he said, they will have
& bad effect on the town's credit
rating, because the New York
brokers who purchase bhond issues
for Investors all over the country
wait until the last minute to bid.
They don't have time to run down
these rumors to their source, or to
teat their truth, he sald.

Reviews Indebtedness

To reassure the directors that
the town was nowhers near its
debt limit, the general manager
reviewed the town's bonded in-
debtedness,

All bonded Indebtedness in Man-
chester in based on the grand
Iist, he maid, which in June 1860
was $173,671,527,

There are three categories of
bonding, and each has ita limit, set
by statutory law.

For general municipal purposes,
the debt limit is 5 per cent, or
$£,683,576, sald Martin, The total
indebtedness of the town in this
category at present (s $473,000.

The town can lssue $8,210576
more in bonds without exceeding
the limit In this category.

For school purposes, the debt
limit is another five per cent, or
$8,688,676, he sald.

The bonded indeb.edness in this
utc'iory is now $7,888,000, leaving
another $797,576 which the town
may bond for, he said.

For sanitary sewer purposes,
the debt limit is anqther three per
cent, he said. or $5,210,146,

The bonded indebtednesa in this
category is $024,000, including the
bond lasuei for the Eighth Schoal
and Utilities District, he said,
leaving $4,286,146 which the town
may bond,

Finances Checked

The town's financial health s
constantly checked by Dun and
Bradstreet,” Moodus, and Standard
and Poore, sald Martin. Regular re-
ports of actions taken by the board
of directors are sent to these firma,
not just in relation to bond lssues
or finances, but on other matters
as well.

In addition, sald Martin, the
town's bonding Is checked by the
ntate tax commiasioner, and by the
town's bonding counsel. !

Martin sald he was “sure” that
at least one brokerage house had
refrained from bidding on a Man-
chester bond issue.

The area of confusion might be
in the notes which the town has is-

\cipal

alterations to schools and $380,000
for the Mary Cheney Library, he
sald.

Both these issues will have to
be converted into bonds sometime
in the next year, he said,
However, both can be covered
by the general municipal debt limit
ensily, he said. Schools may be fi-
nanced either. within the restric.
tions of the school debt limit or
within the restrictions of the gen-
eral municipal debt limit, he said.
(The school debt limit was set up
some years ago to help those towns
which were going over their muni-
debt limits in Dbullding
achools.)

The $160,000 in notes which the
town recently {ssued to finance the
West Slde sewer project will be
within the sanitary sewer debt
iimit, he said, when it s converted
to bonds.

Some Bonds Exempt

The fiscal year bonds of 1857
for $1,400,000, and the water de-
partment bonds of 1956 for $650,-
000 (for the purchase of Globe
Hollow Reservoir) are exempt
from the satatutory debt limit,
sald Martin,

The fiscal year bonds are ex-
empt because the state legiala-
ture passed a special act to ex-
empt them from Manchester's
bonded indebtedness limit, to en-
courage the town to make =2
changeover to a uniform fiscal
year,

The changeover was male In
1855, and was financed for two
years on notes until the bonds
were sold. "

The water department bonds are
exempt because they are financed
from revenue recelved by the wa-
ter department, which is separate
from the town.

The status of Manchester's
bonded indebtedness was discussed
once before during this week.

Tuesday night at a hearing of
the board of directors on a pro-
posad storm draln construction
program, Mrs, Ruth I. Howes, 136
Deming 8t., said the town had
exceeded {ta debt Umit.

The general manager at that
time sald the town had not ex-
ceeded its debt limit, and that if
such statements were made reck-
lessly the town would suffer for
it.

$2,000; and fila cabinets, no esti-
mate. Under miscellaneous, the fi-
mance board was considering: $1,-
000 for counsel fees; $3,900, con-
tingency. fund; and $£100, tax re-
funds.

A new ftem this year will be
$100 for transportation and board
of prisoners ewaiting trial in the
circuit court system that has re-
placed the trial justice court.

Another new {tem will be rep-
resented In an increase in the
town clerk's expenses to 5450, This
will Include. $300 for the upkeep
of the clerk’'s office. In a letter to
the finance board, town clerit Ells-
worth Covell said, “The only pre-
vious relief was in the form of
a couple of chairs and, last year,
linoleum for the floor.,” But the
town has not previously contrib-
uted to expenses of the office,
such as telephone, electricity or
heat, It was stated that the clerk's
kitehen is frequently used when
two attorneys arrive simultansous-
ly to.check town records.

Mrs. John Phelps, chairman of
the Board of Library Directors,
requested “continuance of the
town grant of §1500 for expenses
of the library."”

She wrote, “Because of the
State Highway’s plan for Improv-
ing the Intersection of Rt.
