Washington, April 15 (JP)— 
The U nit^  States is pressing 
Russia for a yes or no answer 
on a proposal for a cease-fire 
in Laos.

The State Department diaclosed 
yesterday that it had Instructed 
U.S. A m b a s s a d o r  Llewellyn 
Thompson to make it clear to the 
Russians that they should respond 
quickly.

High U. S. authorities are grow­
ing increasingly concerned over 
the prolonged delay in the Soviet 
reply, officials said here.

Earlier in the day, U. S. officials 
said there was some evidence that 
Moacow may give its answer to an 
American-backed British proposal 
for a cease-fire within three days. 
But even then, U. S. officials were 
not concealing their concern at the 
prolonged Soviet silence.

Officials disclosed that Soviet 
Foreign Minister Andrei Gromyko 
and Soviet Ambassador Mikhail 
Menshikov had told President 
Kennedy nearly three weeks ago 
that the Russians would reply in 
three days.. The three days passed 
without an answer.

Kennedy said last Wednesday 
that he expected an answer from 
the Russians this week.

Britain has asked Russia to 
help halt the fighting in Laos. The 
Soviet response to the British note 
waa vague on the timing of a 
cease-fire. The United States has 
said it will not agree to attend any 
international conference on the fu­
ture of the Southeast Asian king­
dom until the fighting has been 
stopped.

The trial of Adolf Eichmann 
is nearing its first critical 
point—the decision of the 
three judges on the legality 
of trying him in Israel under 
a law enacted by the Israeli 
parliament in 1960.

Supreme Court Justice Moshe 
Landau, president of the special 
3-man tribunal hearing the case, 
announced that the j u d g m e n t  
would be handed down Monday 
morning. The trial is in recess un­
til then.

Eichmann, a lieutenant colonel 
in tije .Nazi Gestapo and chief of 
its Jewish Affairs Section, is on 
trial in Jerusalem on charges of 
"crimes against the Jewish peo­
ple and crimes against humanity."

Israel accuses him of respon­
sibility in the annihilation of mil­
lions of Jews during World War 
II, as well as torture, enslavement 
and starvation of prisoners.

Dr. Robert Servatius, West Ger­
man attorney who is defending 
Eichmann. disputes the entire le­
gality of the proceedings. He based

his challenge on these grounds:
1. That Eichmann was kidnaped, 

ir. Argentina in 1660 and brought 
to Israel.

2. That he signed a statement, 
under duress, saying he came to 
Israel of his own free will.

3. That the crimes with which 
he is charged were not committed 
on Israeli soil.

4. That the law under which he 
is being tried is ex-po.st facto— 
enacted and made retroactive after 
the events.

Attorney General Gideon Haus- 
ner, chief of the prosecution, took 
up most of the first five sessions— 
Tuesday, Wedneadiiy and Friday— 
to answer these allegations. Sum­
ming up hi., lengthy arguments, 
Hausner said:

.‘T ask the court to reject the 
contention by the defense—to de­
cide that the court has jurisdiction 
to try the accused and to demand 
that he reply to the indictment.

"The privilege and the right to 
bring to justice Nazi criminals . . . 
is the universal right of all civilized 
nations. The State of Israel has the

United States may still beat Rus­
sia to the moon—if it’s willing to 
pay for it.

That's the view of a top space 
official who said yesterday that 
the United States might be able to 
lob a man there in 1967 by spend­
ing billions on a crash program.

But the official. Dr. Robert C. 
Seamans, associate director of the 
National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration, said reaching that 
goal would require a change in 
high national policy.

Going "all out on an absolutely 
crash basis," he said, would cost 
billions more than is now contem­
plated.

Seamans testified before the 
House Science and Astronautics 
Committee.

At present, the tentative target 
date for a U. S. moon landing is 
1969 or 1970.

Russia hasn't hinted at its plans 
in the moon race. Cut its first 
space traveler, Maj. Yuri Gagarin, 
said the trip might be "sooner 
than we think.”

Putting a man on the moon in 
1967, Seamans said, would be "a 
very major undertaking." To com­
press the program by three years 
would greatly increase the fund-t 
Ing . ' if it was a matter of na­
tional policy, I would be the first 
to review the program and wholcT 
heartedly pursue the goal . . . that 
goal may very well be achieved."

Seamans remarks came yester-

-Ribicoff said he was speaking 
for Kennedy, Powell said.'

(In Italy on Saturday, Blago- 
nravow retracted his statement 
and said he did not know how Ga­
garin could see the colorful sights 
he had described "but he could 
see."

"(Another question left unan­
swered concerned flight times 
given earlier by Ta.ss, the Soviet 
news Agency said Gagarin took 
only 15 minutes of his lOS-mjfnite 
flight to travel from Siberia to 
South America but 53 minutes to 
travel the next leg from South 
America to Africa.)

Gagarin was asked when photo­
graphs of the trip would be avail­
able.

Gagarin waq] introduced At the 
news conference by Alexander N. 
Nesmeyanov, president of the So­
viet Academy of Sciences.

Murchison and allies bidding to 
oust Kirby said the issue remained 
in doubt and "we are determined 
to win.”

The issue will be resolved by 
stockholder votes at the corpora­
tion’s annual meeting i two weeks 
from Monday in Baltlfnore.

Owners of an estimated 914 mil­
lion shares of common stock now 
outstanding will elect seven mem­
bers of Alleghany’s 9-man board. 
Prefeired stock votes will fill the 
other two seats.

Although firm'figures were un­
available, it appeared the Kirby

group had locked up a little more 
than one third of the common 
.stock vote. The Murchison group 
was assured a little more than oqe 
fourth.

This meant that stockholders 
will finally take sides to swing 
the decision.

The latest Infusion of cash built 
the worth of combined holdings of 
principals to roughly $70 or $80 
million. Additional millions may be 
poured into the contest in the next 
two weeks.

The outlay yesterday was re­
quired to translate preferred stock 
and warrants for the conversion 
of fcomnion into common with the 
potential control vote.

A payment of $3.75 was required 
under Alleghany's complicated 
capital structure for each common 
share received in exchange.

The Ideal time to double the op- 
ponenta Is when they’re up .to 
their necks in hot water. Next best 

when your double is needed to 
stop yoUr partner from diving In­
to the drink.

When we met this hand in the 
open pair championship a few 
weeks ago, my wife and I ran into 
an interesting auction. My bet­
ter half had to risk a dangerous 
double to stop me from putting 
my neck on the block.

North’s bid of two notrump af­
ter an original pass was the “un­
usual’* notrump, asking for a 
takeout in a minor ault. It was 

poor idea, since North had too 
much high-card strength to Justi­
fy mere nuisance bidding and not 
enough playing strength to make 
a 9-trick contract safe.

I could afford to pass the Blast 
hand and eee what happened af­
ter two notrump. South bid his 
better minor, obediently enough, 
and now my wife snapped out a 
double. But for the double I’d 
have pushed on to three spades, at 
which I'd have been set two tricks.

The ehoe was on the other foot 
at three diamonds. Routine de­
fense collects a two-trick penalty 
from South if declarer adopts a 
rather normal line of play.

East wins the first trick with 
the king of spadee and returns a 
heart to force out dummy’s ace. 
Another spade goes to the ace, and 
back comes a heart. West con­
tinues with a heart, allo'wtog East 
to ruff with the queen. Blast now 
leads a spade, to let West ruff 
with the ten; and West leads an­
other heart to let East ruff with 
the king of diamonds.

If you try a double of this kind 
to* rescue your partner to advance, 
just make sure of beating the op­
ponents.

Planes Bomb 
Cuban Fields

freedom was struck this morning 
by cortaln members of the Cuban 
Air Force . . .  the oouncU hae been 
In contact with and has encour­
aged these brave pilots."

A damaged B26 bom)>er landed to 
Miami, Fla., a few hours after the 
atttack. One Cuban Air Force pilot 
was in the plane. He waa taken Into 
custody by immigration officials 
and asked that his name be with­
held because his family still is to 
Cuba.

Prime Minister Fidel Castro’s 
foreign ministry summoned all for­
eign ambassadors for a midmom- 
Ing meeting to receive a declara­
tion from the government.

The Invasion-Jittery Castro re­
gime immediately ordered all sol­
diers and militiamen to their posts.

Several of the maruder aircraft 
' were hit by antiaircraft fire, the 
radio broadcast said, and one was 
seen fleeing In flames.

Some of the attacking planes 
were described as World War II 
B26s but there was confusion as 
to their color or Identifying mark­
ings. The Cuban Air Force oper­
ates Martin B26 bombers, several 
of which are believed in flying con­
dition.

There was no details on the at­
tack against the Air Force Head­
quarters, 25 miles south of Ha­
vana.

One bombing and rocket attack 
waa made on Camp Llbertad—for? 
merly known as (Jolumbia Airport 
—In Havana’s southwestern sub­
urbs. A second was made on the 
commercial airport in Santiago, 
Cuba’s second largest city 460 
miles east of Havana.

One report said the air attacks 
were made to cover a commando 
landing 30 miles west of Havana 
at Mariel, a seaport where Soviet 
ships have arrived to the past with 
supplies for Prime Minister Fidel 
Castro’s regfime. Official sources 
said they could not confirm this 
report.

The government radio said the 
attack on Camp Libertad touched 
off stores of munitions. Ebcploslons 
rocked the air for more than an 
hour after the attackers left and 
many civilian and military am' 
hulances entered the camp, per' 
haps an indication there were 
heavy casualties among militia­
men stationed there.

Effects of the attack on Santi­
ago airport could not be deter­
mined Immediately. But the Asso­
ciated Press correspondent there 
reported the attack — by one and 
possibly two aircraft — waa fol 
lowed , by powerful explosions.

The armed f o r c e s  ministry 
claimed victory: "We ewept the 
air clean of the enemy.”

One plane, the ministry said, 
was badly damaged and “ flew to­
ward Miami with its tall afire."

Armed Forces Minister R a u l  
Castro, the prime minister’s broth­
er, said in a broadcast from Santi­
ago the attack was staged by 
“ mercenary aircraft paid by crim­
inal . Yankee Imperialism.”

Raul said "various parts of the 
Island were attacked” but did not 
make clear whether he referred to 
air attacks or invasions from the 
sea.

The number of casualties could 
not be determined. Raul said there 
were "not many casualties” in 
Santiago.

An hour after the Havana 
a t t a c k ,  militia concentrations 
throughout the capital halted traf­
fic around their strongpoints.

Witnesses failed to a!^ee on the 
number of planes that attacked 
Libertad. An American who lives 
nearby said he saw one. plane, 
which appeared to be a B26, criss­
cross the field three times, firing 
rockets and dropping bombs. Cuban 
sources said two and possibly three 
airplanes were Involved.

(Dne eyewitness who lives, near 
Libertad reported seeing one ato' 
craft shot down. There were con' 
fusing reports as to the size, shape 
and color of, the attackers but most 
witnesses agrreed they were two- 
eng;ine aircraft.

Information from abroad has 
Indicated Castro's enemies are 
equipped with 2-englne light bomb­
ers of the Wortu war II Mitchell 
type and B26s.

Passengers at Havana’s Interna' 
tional Airport reported the field was 
shut down quickly after the attack 
and flights canceled. Airplanes 
parked on the fiSld were dispersed 
and nonmilitary personnel evacu­
ated—even from' the airport hotel 
seven miles southeast of the field'

Here, .as pieced together from 
. eyewitnesses and official sources, is 

the story of the Havana attack:
The riders arrived over the field 

at 6:25 a.m. One attacker flew to 
fairly high from the sea, dropped 
low as militiamen at ^ e  camp put

up antiaircraft fire, and then re­
leased the first string of bombs 
from a.few humtoed feet.

The aircraft ^en banked, flew 
back through the antiaircraft fire 
end released more bomlts. On the 
third pass, the attacker fired 
rockets, touching off loud explo­
sions at the airport. Dense smoke 
sprang toward the sky. The at­
tacker then flew out to sea at a 
low level.

Militiamen guarding the airport 
fired everything they had at the 
attackers—even submachine gjms. 
Frantic antiaircraft fire continued 
for more than an hour, long after 
the attackers had left.

Heavy antiaircraft gtins at La 
Cabana Fortress and throughout 
the city also pumped shells into the 
sky. Libertad ia heavily armed with 
Czech 4-barreled guns and a spe­
cial alert was made there recently.

More than 20 minutes after the 
attack began, one family living 
near Libertad reported by tele­
phone: “Gimflre is still heavy but 
we can’t look out the window be­
cause we are under the bed.” 

Explosions at the airport, said to 
have been powder magazines go­
ing up, continued for an hour and 
16 minutes after the attack.

Militiamen' immediately sealed 
off the airport. «

The Associated Press corre­
spondent In Santiago said the at­
tack on the commercial airport 
there opened at 5:45 a.m. He said 
one Or two airplanes came In low, 
dropping bombs. But details of 
that attack were sketchy.

The mobilization order, the 
same as that Issued last January 
when the Castro regime warned a 
U.S.-directed Invasion was immi­
nent, includes women’s and youth 
organizations and the Cuban Fed­
eration' of Workers.

A few hours before the air at­
tacks, Castro firing squads ' ex­
ecuted two "terrorists” in La Ca­
bana Fortre84^ They were Dago- 
berto Munoz Rodriguez and Israel 
Ferro Gardon, both arrested on the 
Isle of Pines and charged with 
possessing bombs. 'Iheir deaths 
brought to 606 the unofficial total 
of executions since Castro came to 
power Jan. 1, 1959.

Three bomb explosions resound' 
ed in Havana suburbs last night 
Just as a Cuban government lead­
er was telling a rally:

If any enemy of the revolution 
is caught •with a bomb or carry­
ing out an act of terrorism, you 
capture him and we will execute 
him.”

The official. Labor Minister Au- 
gusto Martinez, spoke at a fund­
raising rally on the site of a burn 
ed-out department store. Prime 
Minister Fidel Castro reportedly 
was “ livid with rage” at the E3 En- 
canto store's destruction by insur­
gents.

Martinez repeated charges made 
In the Castro-controlled press—• 
that the United States was respon­
sible for this latest act of antl- 
Castro terrorism.

In addition to the El Encanto 
fire and two others Thursday 
night, three stores in Santiago 
were set afire and heavily damag­
ed, flames destroyed a new cotton 
mill at Juguani outside Santiago, 
and five million pounds of sugar 
were burned on government coop­
eratives in Plnar del rlo Province.

Sabotage by counterrevolution­
aries "in the service of Yankee im­
perialism” was blamed for all the 
fires.

■While the (Jastro regime had 
new acts of terrorism to-contend 
with, unofficial reports reached 
Havana that militiamen arid in­
surgents clashed in various parts 
of Cuba.

Antl-Castro sources said fight­
ing flared In the E s c a m b r a y  
Mountains and that - Insurgents 
killed many militiamen to. a raid 
on an encampment Another re­
port said 40,000 militiamen were 
mobilized along the north coast 
of Las Villas Province, especially 
around the port of Isabela de 
Sagua.

Major activity against antl-Cas- 
tro guerrillas apparently is still 
centered in the western province 
of Pinar del Rio, where massive 
militia forces are both guarding 
against invasion and trying to dig 
at least two insurgent groups from 
the hills. ,

Russian Spaceman Dodges 
Questions About Orbit Hop

George Rubin, 60, of 6 Bruce Rd., 
died at Manchester Memorial Hos­
pital Thursday after being stricken 
earlier in the day.

For many years, he was engaged 
in the auto sales business, and at 
the time of his death was president 
of the Gem (Chevrolet of Wllll- 
mantlc. He was a member of the 
(Congregation Sons of Israel of Wil- 
llmantlc; the WUIimantic Auto­
motive Trades Association, and 
the Greater WUIimantic Chamber 
of Commerce.

He waa born In New York City 
Jan. 12, 1900, a son of the late 
Elias and Ida Rubin.

He came to WUIimantic to 1931, 
and operated a number of automo­
bile agencies there until 1957.

In 1952, he moved his automo­
bile Interests to North Windham, 
and held another automobile fran­
chise there.

in Orbit longer than he did—he 
was up In- Outer Space one hour 
and 48 minutes—he said "My own 
experiences prompt me to believe 
that a space pilot could remain to 
orbit for a much longer time.” 

Gagarin said he weighed 69.5 
kilograms (about 153 pounds) be­
fore the flight and his weight is 
now "alMut the same.”

Radio contact between his space 
sliip and the Earth was Important, 
he said, "To receive commands, 
and so that I could feel In contact 
with my country, the people and 
the Communist party.”

At another point he was asked 
when he was told that he would 
be the 'first man into apace.

He answered simply that -“ the 
notification was In good time.”

He reiterated what he had said 
in his prepared statement that he 
and all other persona concerned 
in the flight had always had com.- 
plete confidence in its success.

Asked If ’’he carried any good 
luck charm or pictures of his 
family, the handsome young as­
tronaut replied:

I have no superstitions of any 
kind so I carried no charms. I had. 
no pictures as I had complete con­
fidence that I would see my fam­
ily soon.”

Reporters tried to draw him out 
on how many other astronauts are 
being trained In the Soviet Union.

He smiled more broadly than 
usual and said “space pilots are 
being trained and there are quite 
enough to carry out serious 
flights in outer space.”

He said the Soviet Union plans 
many more space flights to con­
quer outer space.

Every time Gagarin turned 
aside one of these questions, his 
repy was greeted by laughter and 
applause from the hundreds of 
newsmen—most of them Com 
munist—packed into the auditor­
ium of the downtown house of sci­
entists.

He was asked If he would pilot 
the next Soviet space ship.

He replied “ I have already re­
ported to the party, to the gov­

ernment and the people that I am 
ready to carry out any new as­
signment. .But there are a lot of 
other space pilots In training and 
it would be unfair not to give them 
a chance.”

He was also asked, whether he 
would be named chairman of the 
space pilot's trade union. Yuri 
said that was not up to him, but 
that if elected he would be glad 
to\ serve.
-H e was asiked whether he made 

his observation of the Earth 
througH a porthole or by television 
and he replied:

"I saw the Earth through the 
porthole of the ship.”
' He was asked whether the space 
ship which took him around the 
Earth would make the flight to the 
moon and he answered: ..

■This space ship was not in­
tended for a flight to the moon. 
Special space ships are being cre­
ated for that purpose.”

He was asked whether those who 
met him when he returned to 
Earth were already at the land­
ing site or If they arrlnved later. 
He said that the two were “al­
most simultaneous.”

Aske(i whether he got any spe­
cial pay for the flight he replied 
simply that he was paid enough 
In regulaf salary to take care of 
all his needs and that he had 
been named a Hero o f' the Soviet 
Union for his flight and "this ts 
the greatest reward that could 
be given.”

In an obvious reference to 
American attempts at manned 
space flights, the handsome young 
major said:

”We always welcome scientific 
achievements in other countries.

"IVe welcome cosmonauts of 
other countries: We want to co­
operate with them.”

While Yuri was speaking a white 
capped waitress brought him a 
steaming glass of tea. As soon as 
he sat down he begtm to sip at it.

Gagarin said at the outset of his 
statement that the condition of 
weightlessness to a spaceship does 
not harm a man’s ability to work 
or his physiological condition.

100%  N-Fleet Seen
New London, April 15 ( ^ —'Vice 

Adm. Elton W. Grenfell, command­
er of the U. S. Atlantic Fleet Sub­
marine Force, says the United 
States will have a 100 per cent 
nuclear-pov/ered submarine force 
by 1975.

He based his prediction yester­
day-on the fact that the present 
submarine-building program Is con­
fined to nuclear vessels.

Grenfell’s remarks were con­
tained In a speech delivered at the 
U. S. Coast Guard Academy during 
opening day cerer.4onles to com 
memorate the 61st anniversary of 
the submarine service.

He presented commendations to 
13 Navy divers for participating to 
operations at the site of the Air 
Force Texas Tower 4 which col 
lapsed in the Atlantic Jan. 14.

The men were honored for meri­
torious performance of duty while 
serving aboard the submarine res­
cue vessel Sunbird.

Grenfell noted that presenUy 
there are 18 atomic submarines, 
but that the two Polaris firing ves­
sels — the George Washington and 
Patrick Henry—posses more de­
structive power than “all of the 
combined attacks of the armies, 
navies and Air Forces In the en­
tire history of warfare, including 
the two atomic bombs used in 
WorlcTWar II.”

Grenfell also noted the size of 
the' Soviet Union’s submarine fleet 
of 400 vessels — "the largest sub­
marine force in the world” — and 
the threat it posed.

He said that the Soviets now 
probably have in operation a num­
ber of submarines capable of 
launching ballistic missiles.

Also, he added, there are strong 
indications that the Soviets are 
engaged in a nuclear powered sub­
marine" program.

Nostalgic Heresy
. There is, of coufwe, one pld- 
y  fashioned economic strategy which

The Real Way To Farm
'The arithmetic of teat soil-bank 

operation recently uncovered and 
publicized by Senator Williams of 
Delaware has Its appeal to all who 
have ever fanned or non-farmed, 
for teat matter. For It seems 
masterful operation of its kind.

It went like this. There was, out 
in Colorado in 1957, a big farm es­
tate up for settlement. One of the 
n,anageni of tee estate foUnd his 
fancy taken by a 6,060 acre ranch 
which was part of tee estate, and 
waa given permission to buy it, at 
520 an acre, or r. total purchase 
price of $139,200. He was also 
given 10 years In which to pay this 
price.

He didn't happen to have tee 
money to make even his first pay­
ment. So he cut tee ranch into six 
sections, leasing each to. a tenant. 
Each tenant waa instructed to put 
as much of his lecued section u  he 
could into tee government soil- 
bank. The government was paying 
$7 an acre rental for soUbank land 
On a 10-year basis, this mesint the 
government would be paying $70 
rental for land which had original 
ly been purchased for a price of 
$ 20.

Each tenant todk his soil bank 
money and turned it over to tee 
original land purchaaer, as his 
rent Each tenant teen cultivated 
aa he pleaaed, tee remainder of tee 
land he leased.

Almost half tee acreage In 
Volved qualified for soil bank pay 
ments, giving tee owner $27,000 a 
year. At tee conclusion of the 10 
years, the purchaser will have his 
ranch, pltu $131,800 in cash 
profit, all paid for by tee Ameri­
can taxpayers, for a little Judicious 
finagling, plus a lot of non-farm­
ing.

What is more, tee purchaser 
wasn't gambling about this deal 
before he made it. He checked it 
out with the local governmental 
sollbank committee''' and got its as­
surance it would approve. It iriay 
well be, in fact, that, under the 
law, it would have no real choice 
but to approve.

This idea of farming could ap­
peal, we would Imagine, to almost 
everybody, even to a city slicker.

Bote parties find themselves tn 
relatively relaxed positions In tee 
current Connecticut Hoube of Rep­
resentatives. The Republicans 
have enough of a majority, 'with 
their 176 \-otes, to be free from 
worr>’ on any ordinary issue. The 
Democrats: with their 118 votes, 
are not going anywhere tn particu­
lar. Their, actual voting strength 
would become Important only on 
some ismie where the Republicans 
themselvee happened to be badly 
split, and teat issue has not yet 
come along.

The whole session, for teat mat­
ter, is being operated on tee sim­
ple theory that the Republicans 
ave the House and the Demo­

crats own tee Senate, and that the 
responsibility of the minorities in 
each chamber is. then, merely to 
present party position and argu­
ment for the record.

This is nothing novel for Con­
necticut. If it does seem novel at 
the moment," that is (jmly because 
of tee contrast with tee 1959 ses­
sion. when every issue had to be 
decided in the House, in the midst 
of party division so close every 
single vote was essential to each 
party. Consequently, tee 1959 
House operated under almost con­
stant pressure; the tension ended 
only with adjournment.

One senses tee contrasting re­
laxation of tee 1961 House best 
in the caucuses held by tee two 
parties. Whereas, in 1958, there 
coulld be no caucus without its ten­
sion, without nervous appraisal by 
party leaders and by the legis­
lators themselves of their continu­
ing prospects for solid vote unity, 
the caucuses of 1961 are live and 
let live affairs.

The respective floor leaders of 
their parties, becoming "Ty” Pat­
terson and "Bili’’ Shea for tee 
role, preside over tee caucuses, 
recognizing speakers not by their 
towns, as iq formal session, but 
by their first names.

This spirit of informal camara­
derie carries over into the actual 
discupsions. The leader will ex­
plain whether or not there Is a 
party position. If there is strategy 
and politics included in the position 
and tee maneuver recommended 
for it, he will outline what it is, 
sometimes in tactful language, but 
usually quite frankly. 'When one 
party caucus feels it may be car­
rying a weak point into tee forth­
coming formal House debate, the 
caucus will discuss what its own 
best possible defenses or an­
swers may be. Sometimes some­
body from the caucus floor will 
suggest an argument or phrase 
which seems better than any­
thing the Iradership itself has 
thought up, in which case the 
leadership is grateful. The party 
argument evolves in such a demo­
cratic process.

‘T y” and "Bill” are tilwaya po­
lite and deferential to divergence 
or even Insurrection of opinion on 
the part of individual party leg­
islators. They crack no whips. The 
Republican leadership, when it 
could see teat, it might have a 
few votes walk out on tee final 
passage of one measure, merely 
asked its own dissident members 
to remain in the House and keep 
voting until the worse Democratic 
alternatives had all been voted 
down. Independent voices in the 
Democratic caucus have not, as 
yet, found themselves summoned 
on any carpet, or pressured to 
tears, or lured into some brain­
washing session, as happened in 
1959. ^

Democracy can be a beautiful, 
civilized, tolerant, gentle process, 
so long as tee chips are not down, 
and the 1961 House caucuses have 
hod the atmosphere of free men 
meeting in a genial compromise 
of politics and principle. So far, 
that is.

'When tee aetrochlmp Ham wee 

in training he found that hitting 
a lever upon signal resulted In a 
pellet of food dropping through a 
chute oe a reward for proper be­
havior. While Ham was perfectly 
satisfied with pellets of prepared 
food when our astronauts go into 
space they may insist on a more 
substantial diet.

Physiologists tell us man Is a 
vonu:ious creature requiring five 
pounds of water plus one pound 
of solid food to sustain him for a 
day, and usually the solids and 
liquids are consumed separately. 
One of tee first practical experi­
ments to be undertaken is testing 
the capabilities of sustaining life 
with new types of special low-resi­
due space diets combining solids 
and liquids in a paste.

Several ranking biologists and 
physiologists—in and out of tee 
armed forces—have for 'the past 
several years been preparing the 
most nutritious and palatable 
types of space foods possible, 
which our astronauts will be' sam­
pling In tee coming years. As a 
result of laboratory experiments 
in miniature cosmic kitchens each 
astronaut will carry iVlte him pe­
culiar foods and dispensers which 
differ widely from our ordinary 
foods, plates, bowls and drinking 
cupa

Our spacemen will be eating 
their concentrated calories main­
ly out of toothpaste tubes and 
lipstick-type dispensers. These de­
vices sire necessary to force tee 
mashed or dried chunks of food 
from tee source of supply to the 
astronaut's mouth. The dispensers 
must overcome the bizarre effects 
of weightlessness. Any solid food 
oh a jiggling plate, or beverage in 
a glass, would splatter all over the 
cabin of an orbiting space vehicle.

What Is even more significant 
is teat if crunchy food.s were 
chewed they might become dust 
or powder and drift into the nose 
or lungs, resulting in a choking 
spasm and possible death. Space 
foods must be engineered to_take 
into account these hazards.

Four different types of space 
foods are presently being devel­
oped for our future astronauts 
under the direction of the Aero- 
Medical Laboratory at the Wright 
Air Development Center In Ohio. 
These foods range from semi­
solid fruits, meat and vegetables 
in tubes to bite-sized bits of 
cheese.

Experiments are also being con­
ducted on dehydrated foods, includ­
ing casserole dishes, so that the 
astrom^ut need only add water 
and a quick stir for its final prep­
aration.

The ultimate In space food prep

aratlon will ba adlble containers. 
Such containers 'WlU become man­
datory for food processed on earth, 
since there n*"* no garbage dis­
posal facilities avaUable In orbit 
and payload Weight is still a criUcal 
factor in space flight. The hopes 
are teat eventually tee food con-  ̂
tainers will -provide vitamin 
nourishment In addition to platable 
qualities.

Some day, we may not laugh at 
astronauts eating their own space 
helmets — as we do at present at 
those earlhmen who are asked to 
"eat their hats.”  Our astronauts 
may have helmets and clothing 
that are deliciously nutritious, 
whether they are to be consumed 
for emergency purposes when his 
regular food supply runs out or as 
a regular cosmic course menu.

For extended space flights one 
scientist (Dr. Rommey Lowry of 
the Boeing Airplane Company) 
has greatly Improved the palatabll- 
Ity of a potential food supply — 
algae. This plant food, which 
presently is found on the earth as 
the green scum floating on stag­
nant pools of water, has been un­
der Intensive study by many sci­
entific groups as a quick growing 
food that can be harvested and 
processed enroute to a planetary 
destination. The one major draw­
back In utilizing this food has been 
in Us taste.

This writer, who has experiment­
ed with algae as a food source, 
finds the "apinachy” taste a llttls 
severe and tee color not conducive 
to enjoyment of the food.

Dr. Lowry advanced the idea of 
bleaching the algae by exposing 
it to sunlight through a porthole. 
The unpleasant green color thus 
becomes white, and more impor­
tant the bleaching improves tea 
flavor of the product. The result­
ing bland taste of te<i new whits 
algae will permit seasoning to 
make lit more palatable to tee 
astronaut.

Progressive steps taken by space 
nutritionists on earth toward im­
proving the diet of future astro­
nauts will help make their pioneer­
ing space journeys more accept­
able. A palatable food may help 
ease at least one of tee tremendous 
pressures to Which the astronauts 
wlU be subjected.

The work of these nutritionists 
has dramatic overtones right here 
on earth, for they may be helping 
to provide another source of food 
for tee population explosion under 
way today. In time the world may 
be in debt to tee oedlcated scien­
tists who are looking for easily 
procurable space • foods for tes 
astronauts.

differences now,” he said. “The 
challenge of Russia's Cosmonaut 
makes it mandatory for the nation 
to close ranks.”

At the same time, Powell said 
he would ask Kennedy to veto a 
federal aid program that has pour­
ed nearly $2 billion into local 
schools if the house defeats his 
other proposals.

He referred to the so-called "im­
pacted area" program under which 
federal grants are made to school 
districts heavily burdened by de­
fense establishments or other fed­
eral installations.

the use of dogs for scientific ex­
periments, Proctor eaid, the prin­
cipal change will concern a pro­
vision allowing local pounds to 
keep unclaimed dogs from one to 
three weeks before kiling or sell­
ing them to research laboratories.

The Schaffer-Reinhardsen mea­
sure would have permitted the 
d,ogs to be killed or sold after 
seven days.

Proctor said members of both 
committees were nearly unanimous 
in feeling that the bill .that comes 
up for legislative action should 
contain a provision guaranteeing 
the right of research laboratories 
to purchase dogs from any pound 
after a reasonable period.

The present state law stipulates 
that the dog must be kept at least 
five- days. After that, communi­
ties are permitted to decide indi­
vidually as to whether they want 
to keep the dogs indefinitely, sell 
them for research or kill them.

Other sections of the bill, will 
include these provisions;

1. All towns—with populations 
over 25,000 must have - full-time 
dog wardens. If they wish, of­
ficials of such towns may require 
that the wardens be members of 
the police department.

2. Any town or more smaller 
towns that are adjaent to one an­
other may establish a regional dog 
pound and have a regional dog 
warden.

3. Ijocal wardens in,towns served 
by regional poî nd.s must supply 
their regional wardens with de­
scriptions of all dogs they are 
holding, so aa to make it easier for 
ownerp of lost dogs to locate them.

4. "i^e annual licensing fees will 
bj $3 for each male or spayed fe­
male and $7.20 for unspayed fe- 
n.ales, plus an additional .lO cents 
in eaph case for town clerk fees 
for Issuing the licenses.

Eichmann Denies 15 
Israeli Indictments

By REUIIAN MORIN
Jerusalem, April 17 (/P)—  

Adolf Eichmann grated out 
the words “ not guilty”  15 
times in court today, denying 
all counts in Israel’s monu­
mental indictment naming 
him as the master destroyer 
of Jews in Europe during 
World War II.

The prosecviUon. opening Its 
cue. userted that Eichmann beat 
a Jewish child to death with his 
oWn hands for stealing peaches.

"This," cried Israeli Attorney' 
general Gideon Hausner, "is the 
trial of the destroyer."

The former Gestapo officer 
stared back at Hausner, unblink­
ing.

Spectators in the courtroom wept, 
swallowed hard as though physi­
cally 111, Or looked at each other in 
shocked disbelief as Hausner, for 
nearly six hours, piled horror on 
horror in his opening statement. 
Once, Hausner's voice faltered, and 
he said: "Tlfe court will forgive me 
if I shorten this chapter. I doubt 
whether I have words to describe 
these terlble deeds." Still, at the 
end of today’s court session, he 
said It would take him another half 
day to conclude his statement.

Eichmann's plea of Innocence 
marked the actual start of his 
trial on charges of complicity in 
the death of six million European 
Jews during the war. It came af-' 
ter the 3-man court headed by Su­
preme Court Justice Moshe Lan­
dau overruled defense objections to 
the court’s competence to heawAhe 
cu e  and to the Lsraeli law under 
which Eichmann is charged. Lan­

dau said the details of the judges' 
reuoning would bo embodied in 
their final decision at the end of 
the trial.

Then Landau ordered Elchmun 
to stand up and remove the head­
phones over which he listens to the 
translation into German of the 
Hebrew language of the court.

Point by point, through the 15 
sections of the indictment.,Landau 
repeated. "Do you plead guilty or 
not guilty?”

Fifteen times Eichmann replied.

Kennedy for Fast Aid 
To Farmers, Consumers

Wuhington, April 17 (Pi—Presl-^commbdity program to Congress
dent Kennedy today uked Congress 
to act promptly on his new agri­
cultural program, which he said 
would help the farmer and protect 
the consumer .

Sending his administration’s 
farm proposals to Congress in the 
form of a bill, Kennedy declared 
they would "provide the basis for 
a sound and healthy agricultural 
economy."

Secretary of Agriculture Orville 
L. Freeman in a letter to the Presi­
dent also expressed hope that (Con­
gress would act without delay on 
legislation to broaden the farmers’ 
power to regulate production.

The Ideas expressed were pretty 
much the same as Kennedy put 
forth in his farm message to Con- 
g r̂ess March 16. But there .were 
some revisions In detail of the 
plan to broaden the producers’ 
power to regulate their own pro­
duction.

The bill does not propose speci­
fic programs for indiridual commo­
dities. Rather, it would set up ma­
chinery under which preducers 

..could get together to woi;k out a 
program to stabilize their com­
modity. This, Freeman said In his 
letter, would relieve Congress of 

. the ’ ’onerous burden”  of enacting 
farm programs.

Under the proposal, such pro­
grams would be drafted by the 
sectttary of agriculture with the 
aid bf farmer advisory committees.

Each program,, providing quotas 
or other controls,  ̂would be submit­
ted to Congrress. „ If in 60 days 
neither the Senate nor House,ve­
toed the plan, it would be submit­
ted to a producer referendum. If 
approved by at least two-thirds of 
those voting. It would go into 
effect.

Before flnaUy submitting the 
bill. Administration leaders had 
gotten views from farm leaders in 
and out of Congress. One result 
of this was to change the proce­
dure for submitting, a proposed

and producers.
Originally, it was planned to 

submit such a program to a pro­
ducer referendum before laying it 
before Congress. The order was 
reversed in the final draft to give 
Congress a right to look over a 
program before it was submitted 
to a referendum.

If a program were rejected by 
growers, there would be no gov­
ernment action In effect that year, 
except for price supports at 50 
per cent of -the price goal of fed­
eral farm programs. The supports 
would be available only to those 
who complied with the proposed 
limitations on production or sales.

Freeman told a news conference 
that the Kennedy program could 
not be expected to bring about 
quick changes in present com­
modity programs.

Norwalk, April 17 (/P)— A 
spectacular early - morning 
fire of undetermined origin 
destroyed a large department 
store on Route 7 here today.
