There was still hope that
a wave of powerful popular op-
position to Castro = might arise.
But its absence at this point was
not encouraging.

Although detalled information
was lacking, one explanation of-
fered in authoritative quarters was
that Castro may have organized
hia military control of the coun-
try so tightly that no uprising
could gain momentum.

U.S. officials are aware that the
Cuban operation has put this
country in an extremely difficult
position whatever the final out-
come. These are the reasons for
that conclusion:

1. Despite firm denials of U. S,
involvement, many people abroad
are clearly convinced that the Unit-
ed States is behind the Cuban in-
vasion and that its prestige is com-
mitted to the success of that inva-
sion. If the operation collapses,
U, S. prestige is bound to suffer.

2, There has been a strong re-
surgence of anti-American propa-
ganda to the effect that the drive
to unseat Castro represents a right
wing counter-revolution. If the
drive to dverthrow Castro Is suce
cessful, the Communists are cer-
tain to brand the United States as
an imperial colossus which crushed
the Leftist revolution in a small
nelghbor land. So far no one has
figured out how to meet such a
propaganda assault effectively.

3. In U.S.-Soviet relations the
parallel development of the crines
in Cuba and in Laos must be re-
garded ax constituting a test in So-
viet eyea of the strength and de-
termination of the new Kennedy
administration. If the President
fails to use the force neceasary to
gain his objectives in eitheér place
Premier Khrushchey may figure
that the new administration Is
afrald to back up its words with
deeds.

Maine 14, New Hampshire 6,
Vermont T, Massachusetis 35,
Rhode Isiand 9, Connecticut 22 —
total 91,

Deducting for various motor
vehicle deaths — ranging from
coasting accidents to pedestrain
fatalities — the record still shows
at least 80 young people killed
while riders In automobiles.

Young drivers were Involved in
& Iarge pronortion of the deaths
in cara which were In collision with
others, veered or skidded from
highways, striking trees or other
obircty.

Startling numbers of young peo-
ple were killad in muitiple-death
accidents which took 2 to 4 lives
each. In 10 weeks—Feb. 1 to April
5—in Massachusetts alone, 18 mo-
torists; all under 25, died in 7 mul-
tiple-death crashes, .

In this period, 4 were killed in
a single crash In Bridgewater, 2
fn North Andover. 2 in Lawrence,
8 in Brookline, 2 In Boxford, 3 in
Raynham and 2 in Westhoro.

The last complete year for
which Massachusetts statistics
have been analyzed show drivers
in the 16-26 ayge group JInvolved
(although not necessarily at fault)
in 213 accidents costing one or
more lives. They represented a
third of all drivers in fatal crash-
@8 that year,

In Maine, during the first 6
months of 1861, half the state's 24
highway victims were under 25,
Four of them were drivers. Of 28
drivers involved in 25 fatal accl-
dentx in this period (one a double
fatality) 7 weré under 25.

Maine had two deathn involving
persons under 25 April 1 when a
car hurtied with five youthful rid-
ers into & tidal fiat at Scarbor-
ough. Two drowned,

New Hampshire deaths involv-
{ng young persons — other than
pedestrians or coasters—included
three drivers, 23, 24 and 25 years
old, veering from highways and a
fourth, 25, involved in a skidding
accident on an lcy road.

In the survey period, Vermont
reported 7 out of 10 victims of
fatal motor vehicle accldents were
young persons, Two were pedes-
trians. Two college students died
in one crash,

Of Rhode Island's ® young people
killed in traffic accldents, 8 died

bin 2 multiple-death crashes, each
taking 8 lives, Analysis showed 3
accidents involved speeding, 1 was
fn  police chase, 2 resulted In
chargen of reckless driving and 8
c¢rashes were head-on. !

In Connecticut, during the sur-
vey period, 22 young persons died
In 18 accidenta, Most severe was
on March 23 In Lisbon in which
4 young men, 19 to 21, were burn-
ed to death in the crash of & pick-
up truck. A teen-age girl, among
the 5 persons who had been jam-
med in the cab of the truck,
encaped with alight injury when
hurled c.lur.

Authorities have not Tound any
common denomination in the dis-
astrous record, Modern caras are
capable of enormous speed accele-
ration. Rhode Ipland officinls,
planning greater safety enforce-
ment, are connsidering replacement
of a section of a route connecting
the Connecticut Turnpike with a
limited-accens expressway. Police
say drivers coming from the turn-
pike seem “meamerized” and fall
to cut speeds upon entering the
non-divided Route 6.

Drinking has been indicated as
a factof In some of the worst
multiple-death crashes, Beer cans
were found in the wreckage of the
burned Connecticuf truck andone
of the passengers apparently was
drunk. But police sald it did not
appear that the dead driver could

Massachusetts has made it more
difficult for young drivers to buy
liquor by Issuing specially colored
licenaes to under-agg operators.

Very young drivers, 16-17-year-
olds, were Involved In 8 per cenl
of 310 accidents investigated in
Connecticut in- 39 months. State
police traffic Capt. William Gru-
ber said they could be held respon-
sible in only 2 per cent.

A Massachunetts police officer
suggensted that one factor en-
couraging bad driving by young
drivers is the tendency of parents
to seek clemency for youthful op-
erators Involved In traffic viola-
tions. He sald when his own daugh-
ter was charged with driving 65
miles an hour on a 50-mile road in
New Hampshire she was fined 325
although it was her first speeding
offense. And he said he made no
attempt to have the penalty low-
ered, He expressed the opinion
that too many judgea impoased only
$5 or $10 fines on junior drivers—
whereas larger fines would act as
a deterrent to future offenses. He
urged more drastic license sua-
pensions,
