The key item, and perhaps the
most controversial, was the pro-
posed lax incentive for busineas
expansion and modernization. In
essence, Kennedy would permit
companies to subtract from their
tax hills an amount equal to part
of their annual investment In new

|| or improved facilities

Many businessmen already have
indicated opposition to this “tax
credit"” idea. Some have said they
would rather be allowed to In-
creases their depreciation
ances: that is, the amount

set the inevitable aging of new or
improved facilities which must
sventually be replaced.

Anticipating a fight on this,
Kennedy zaid “It is clear that the
tax credit would be more effective
(than Jarger allowances)’ in induc-
ing new investment for the same
revenue loss."”

While estimating the loss from
the credit pian at $1.7 billion a
year, he sald an equivalent {ncen-
tive through increased allowances
would have cost $3.4 billion an-
nually.

Kennedy sald added spending on
plant and equipment would create
more jobs in such industries as
construction, lumber, steel. ce-
ment and machinery. In addition,
he.said the npw plants themaselves
would also add to payrolls

“The increass in jobs resulting
from a full year's operation of such
an incentive im estimated at about
half a million." he said.

While this was his main pro-
posal. the {tem likely to affect the
greatest number of Americans
was tax-withholding on dividends
and interest.

Kennedy said thiz would bring
in an extra $600 million g year. He
estimated that taxpayers fall to
report about ‘$3 billion a year in
dividends and interest.

A flat 20 per cent would be de-
ducted from all corporation divid-
ends and all interest payments on
savings accounts, US. savings
bom:f and other taxable securities,

Another major proposal would
affect most stockholders in Amer-
ican corporations. They now may
exclude from income the firat
$50 of dividends received each
year ($100 on a joint retum). Ken-
nedy would repeal this
plus the special tax credit
now may claim.  The
egual to 4 per cent of all divi-
dends received after the first $50.

In urging strict curbs on deduc-
tions for business expenses, Ken-
nedy said:

“The time has come when. our
tax jaws should cease their en-
couragement of luxury spending
as a charge on the federal treas-
ury. The slogan — ‘it's deductible’
—- should pass from our acene."”

To eliminate the “disguising of
personal expenses as business out-
lays" _and other abuses, Kennedy
promised to recommend within a
few weeks a detailed definition of
what constitttes a deductidle

Officials sald he could be ex-
pected to urge, among other
things, a lmit of about $25 a day
on allowances for hotels and meals
and a $10 ceiling on business gifta.

In this fashion, Kennedy said,
the Treasury would collect at least
$250 million more each year and,
at the same time, “strenghten both
our tax structure and the moral
fibre of our society.”

To help reduce the flow of dol-
lars abroad and the resuiting bal-
ance of payments deficit, Kennedy
advanced several recommenda-
tions. The most important would
tend to discourage American cor-
porations from investing in sub-
sidiaries in other Industral coun-
tries—western Europe plus Cann-
da, Japan, Australia, New Zealand
and Sowth Africa.

Under present law, an American
company doean't have to pay US.
‘taxes on the profits of overseas
subsidiaries unless it brings these
profits home. As a result, it is
common practice to keep reinvest-
ing such profits abroad.

Kennedy asked Congress to ‘“tax
each year American corporations
on thelr current share of the un-
distributed profits realized in that
year by subsidiary corporations
organized in economically ad-
vanced countries.'

The tax exemption would con-
tinue to apply to profits reinvested
by subsidiaries in underdeveloped
countries.

With Europe and Japan now
fully recovered from World War

II, Kennedy said, there is no rea-

son for tax provisions which “con-
sistently favor Unlited States
private Investment abroad com-
pared with investment in our own
economy."”

However, he recognized that to
change these provisions would re-
quire adjustments by business, For
this reason, he would tax only 50
per cent of overseas profits i{n the
first year—1662.

The proposed policy change pre-
sumably would enc.urage the re-
turn of overseas profits and, to
some extent. discourage new in-
vestments abroad. To this extent,
it would help reduce the balance
of payments deficit which

Kennedy also said, wi t giv-
ing details, that Americans should
be barred from using “oreign “tax
havens” and from seeking tax t:‘ﬁ

vantages through certain mu
funds set up In Canada, Bermuda
and South Africa.

He also called fo- repeal of the
total tax exemption now accorded
the earmed Income of Americans
living in other adyanced countries.
And he urged a $20,000-a-year
limit on the exempt income of those
living In underdeveloped areas,

In addition, he recommended full
taxation of those who stay abroad
for 17 out of 18 months in ad-
vanced countries, They now get
an exemption up to $20,000.

‘Finally, Kennedy repeated. with
some changes, a number of rec-
ommendations made in January
by former President Dwight D,
Elsenhower:

1. Extension of present corpora-
tion income and excise taxes be-
yond June 30, when some. would
be reduced and others ended.

2. A new tax of 2 cents a gal-
lon on jet fucls and, starting in
mid-1862. annual increases of 13
cent in the tax on both aviation
gasoline and jet fuels until they
eventually total 4%; cents,

3. Bar buviness from claiming
both capital gains and deprecia-
tion allowances on business prop-
erty.

4. More checking of tax returna
by the Internal Revenue Service
and the assignment of a perma-
nent account number to all tax-
payers.

As for the tax credit on business
expansion and modernization,
these would be the rules:

A firm spending more on plant
and equipment than its current
annual despreciation allowance
could deduct from taxes 15 per
cent of the excess. A company
with a8 million-dollar allowance
which invested $2 million thus
would be able to cut its tax bill by
15 per cent of the amount over
$1 million, or by $150,000.

Special provision would be made
for firms investing less than their
depreciation allowance. They could
claim a tax credit of & per cent
on the amount by which their in-
vestment exceeded 50 per cent of
their allowance, An example: Com-
pany X has an allowance of $1 mil-

llon but invests only $800,000, It's |

credit would be 6 per cent of the
difference between 3500,000 or half
of its allowance, and ils actual
outlay of $800,000. The credit
would total $18,000,

For companies notl eligible for
either the 6 per cent or 15 per cent
credit, the pian ‘would allow a
credit of 10 per cent on the first
$5000 of new investment. This
primarily would benefit small buai-
nesses.

All of the provisions would
apply both to corporations and
firms owned by individuals, and
they would be reroactive ‘to last
Jan, 1.

PLAY THE TRUMPS
TO LIMIT LOSS
By Alfred Sheinwold

You might think that the final-
ists in a national pair champlon-
sMp would know how to play the

suit to hest advantage, but
you be wrong. One of the
hands stumped soms of the ex-
perts a few wocks ago in Denver.

The only problem was to Lmit
the trump loss to one trick. There
are several ways 10 do this if you
know how the missing cards are
located.

A few players led the queen of
spades from dummy for a finesse,
losing to the king, And later led
out the ace of spades in the hope
of dropping the jack. This was
just about the only way to lose
two trump tricks, but it wasn't &
ridiculous line of play.

Now Iimagine that the East-
West cards are ahuffied up and
redealt a large number of times.
How should you play the trump
suit to limit the loss to one trick
when you don't know how the
missing trumops are divided?

Many Ways

There are many ways of play-
ing the trumps. For example, you
can plan to lead twice from the
dummy. taking two finesses. If
you adopt this plan yeu may lead
the queen first: or you may lead
a low trump first.

Another way is to lead out the
ace of spades 'and then lead low to-
ward dummy. Or vou can start the
trumps with a Jow trump toward
dummy. intending to play the
queen if West plays low. Perhaps
you can think of other ways.

Think it over. and put vour ex-
pert friends to the test. Which way
is best?

The best method in actual play
is to lead a low trump from the
South hand. If West plavs low,
you finesse the seven from dum-

my. This finesse will win if West
has all four trumps; and it will
force out the king if West hag ths
ack.

d If the deep finesse loses to thae
jack, you pian to continue the
trumps by leading the gqueen from
dummy for a finesse. You will
lose two tricks If West atarted
with K-5-2 of trumpsa.

What happens if West started
with K-5 or K-2 of trumps? Is
Went good enough to play his low
trump instead of putting up the
king? And if West does decide to
play low, won't you see his agony?

Remember this for the next
time you play in a nationsl cham-
plonship.

Eichmann and Capt. Anver Leas,
onhg of the Israell interrogators con.

Eichmann — “Hoess (Rudolf
Hoess, commander at Auschwits)
does not speak the truth if he
says that I spoke of 2 or 214 mil-
lion executed, as I never used such
figures. He was the only one—
and probably his superior—who
knew such Not me."

Less—"Did you make a report
to (Gestapo chief Heinrich)
Himmler about the number of de-
glortod Jewn? And if not to

immler directly, to (88 General
Heinrich) Mueller or to (Hans)
Kaltenbrunner?”

Bichmann—"¥You mean befors
the arrival of the statisticlan? I
do not know. If I was ordered to
do so, I would have made the re-
port, but I don't remember. With
so much paper work to do—our
work was only a reporting job—
it in today reslly difficuit for me
to be specific.”

Less — “Did the statistician
come because Himmler found the
number of exterminated Jews was
too low?"

Eichmann—‘No. This report by
the statisticlan was made to en-
able Himmler to inform Hitler. T
got the report back with the ob-
servation, ‘The Fuehrer took note.
Destroy the file” ",

In another passage, Eichmann
said he was ordered to go to Paris,
in 1942, because Himmler “thought
the deportation of Jews from
Franee to the east was not pro-
ceeding well. He wanted me to re-
port...and. tell him when we
would count on freeing France of
the Jews."

Gestapo documents In the hands
of the Iaraells show 30,000 Jews
were sent from Bordeaux, Rouen,
Complegne and Angers to Ausch-
witz. Eichmann sald he arrarnged
for the Ctransportations of the
Jewa out of France but Insisted
that what happened to them there-
after, was not his responsibilily.

“Killing is one thing.,” he said,
“but transportation {s something
else again, I had nothing to do
with the killing.”

Eichmann sald that whenever
Hitler made a particularly ven-)
omous speech against thé Jews,
his office, IV B 4, the Jewish Af-
fairs Section, was prodded for the
lateat information as to how the
anti-Jewish actions were going.

“T also believe that officials in
the fuehrer's chancellery drew
Himmler's attention to certain
areas where not enough had been
done,” Eichmann sald. “We had
complaints from them. They com-
plained that there wasn't enough
action here, and aboul stoppages
at some other place.”

Less asked if the plan to estab-
lish extermination ecamps was
Eichmann's, Elchmann said no,

Less—"And that you submitted
this plan te Himmler?"

Eichmann — “Captain, sir, such
plans were never made by me, I
had nothing to do with such things,
with no plans whatsoever, with no
technical detalls.”
