Castro Threatens

Key West, Fla,, April 24 P
A threat of firing squads hung to-
day over hundreds of anti-Castro
invaders and others rounded up as
“counter - revolutionaries”
the ill-fated Invasion of Cuba

"Couter-revolutionaries must be
shot,” announced Fidel Castro

for a week, "We have to act with
hard hands. Don't let the terroy-|

A Cuban audience watching the
marathon television-radio broad-
cast last night in Havana cried

Castro spoke four hours and 23
minutes, vilifying the U.8. admin-
Istration, President Kennedy per-
sonally, the Central Intelligence
Agency and the U.S. way of life
He compared Kennedy to Adolf
Hitler, called him an “internation-
al bully” and the administration
“thugs" who threaten the world
with war.

What Castro had to say about
the captured rebels—he said there
are 458 of them and others of
the thousands rounded up in Cuba
on charges of disloyalty to the
Communist-dominated regime sent
g chill through the Cuban com-
munity in exile in Florida.

There was a hint that Castro
might spare some from the firing
squads, He Impiied that clemency
would depend on a pledge from the
United States to end any attempt
to pust communism from Cuba,

The hint came early in his ad-
dress, before he insisted that it
would be neecasavy to shootl “coun-
ter-revolutionaries.

Eichmann Court Told Nazis
Set Jews Back 200 Years

By RELMAN MORIN §
Jerusalery, April 24 ® — A
witness In Adolf Ejchmann's trial
testified today that Nazi Germany
wiped out “overnight™ the fruits of
a 200<«vear-old struggle by the
Jews in Europe to impfove their
soclal and political position.

Bichmann, listening intently,
began acribbling rapldly on a pad
of paper In the prisoner's dock,
He was one of the early members
of the Nazl party, joining It In
1931 when it was still outlawed
in Austria.

The wilness was Dr. Salo, Witt-
mayer Buaron, professor Jewish
history at Columbia University in
New York City. He said:

“The Nazi movement showed
that, even in a highly developed
country, 1t was possible to turn
back the clock. The steady devel-
opment from 200 years of struggle

IS BASIC RULE

The two basic rules of com-
munication are; Speak up loud and
elear, and then sit down and keep
quiet.

The Board of Selectmen has ap-
proved the purchase of & new,
four-cubic yard street sweeper for
the Town Highway Department,
accepting the $11,886 bid of the R.

It was the highest of eight bids
submitted two weeks ago by four
area dealers,

‘First Selectman George E. Ris-
ley said the new machine, an Aus-
tin-Western model, will be deliver-
ed in about three weeks, He said
it was selected over others hecause
of its reputation and performance.
Some of the other models bid, he
said, failed to meet the town's
specification in one or two cate-
gories.

The selectmen and Highway Su-
perintendent Andrew  Tricarico
watched the various machines in
operation after the bids were sub-~
mitted before making a choice.

The Bleller company submitted
only the one bid.

Other bids were submitted by
W. R. Thompson Co. of Newing-
ton, $10,838 for a four-yard sweep-
er and $10,108 for a three-yard
sweeper; H. O, Penn Machinery
Co, of Newington, $10990 and
$9,397 for two types of four-yard
sweeper, and $58689 for a three-
yard sweeper; and the Wilhelm,
Davies Co, Inc, of Wallingford,
$11,145 for a four-yard sweeper,
and ' $0,945 for a three-yard sweep-
er,

Payment for the machine will
come from revenue collected in
the 1961-62 fiscal year, beginning
July 1. A $12,000 appropriation
was approved for the sweeper in
the budget for the coming fiscal
year.

He had been
knocked down and beaten by four
youths outside the skating hall
He threw a bottle of water at one
of hin attackers.

“Naturally,” sald Lane coldly,
“Buckley was artésted.”

An eventual appeal from the
Coventry Justice Court to the 8Su-
perior Court was nolled March 23,
but Lane was not satisfied. A nolle
does not erase a charge from the
defendant's record, it merely indi-
cates there was not enough evi-
dence to prosecute the case In
court. |

Lane filed a motion for a new
trial,

Friday, Judge Bordon vacated
the nolle, reorened the case and
erased the charges agaist Buckley.
State's Atty. Joel H. Reed II
argued at some length in favor of
letting the nolle stand, but admit-
ted the state had no case.

The chain of events was linked
together this way:

The skating party took place
Aug. 17. During the party some
water-filled balloons were thrown
on the floor.

“squealing'’ and knocked him to
the porch floor.

An ambulance was called. One
of the managera of the skating hall
brought Buckley a bottle of water.
A moment later, Buckley threw it
at one of his attackers who had
stayed to taunt him. Thea bottle
hit the youth above the eye.

Buckley was arrested Aug. 24
on & warrant charging him with
breach of peace.

Town Counsel Upholds
- Bchool Board Powers

The Board of Edugation, not thed
Publie Bullding'. Commission, has
the authority to have repairs made
to the school and to rent space for
classrooms, according to an opin-
ion sent to John M. Harrls, chair-
man of the Bolton Board of Educa-
tion by Butler, Volpe, Garrity and
Sacco, town counsg),

State statutes give boards of
education the duty of the “care,
maintenance and operation of
bufldings, lands, apparatus and
other property used for achool
purposes” the opinion stated. The
statutes also provide that “boards
of education ahmll maintain in their
several towns good public elemen-
tary and secondary schools and
such other educational activities
28 in their judgment will beat
serve the interests of the town."

counsel pointed out that,
in the ordinance adopted in April
1960 establishing a Public Build-
ing Commisaion in Bolton, the re-
palr, normal maintenance and
minor alterations were apecifically
excluded from the duties of the
commission, while the Board of
Education is specifically charged
under state statutes with the care,
operation and maintenance of
achool buildings.

It was suggested that if any pro-

alteration does not fall with-
tha general definition of “minor”
alteration, the Board of Education
should meet with the Public Build-
ing Commission to decide whether
it is minor or major In nature. If
no agreement can be reached, then
the matter should be submitted to
the town counsel for final decision,
according to the legal ruling,

Board of Education member
Mra, Agnes Kreysig had ralsed
the .. question whether the board
had "exceeded its authority” in
asking for bids on waterproofing
the mchool, making renovations
necessary to comply with fire mar-
shal's regulations, and renting
classroom space for kindergarten
classes, Mrs, Kreysig sald a tax-
payer brought to her attention the
fact that these might come under
the jurisdiction of the Public
Bullding  Commission rather than
the Board of Education.

At the same meeting, the board
voted to proceed immediately to
advertise for bids on the neces-
sary alterations if it were found
that these were the responsibility
of the Board of Education.

The approval of the Board of
Finance and of a town meeting will
be necessary for appropriation of
funds to accomplish the water-
proofing and renovations at the
gchool.

= In the Algerian situation, the

become the government of France
and who believe that it is the des-
tiny of France to rule, not vacate,
Algeria.

And sympathy, and hope for his
strength and effectiveness, all go
to President de Gaulle, and to his
chancea of reasserting his own
mastery. The consequences of his
failure could be catastrophic.

Yet perhape the basic flaw in his
position—certainly the flaw which
gave thess French generals their
own emotional resolve to cross
their Rubicon and thus present
him with the situation he may not
be able to resolve—was built by
de Gaulle himself.

These same elements in the
French army undertook the same
kind of defiance of a Paris govern-
ment three years ago, i the
spring of 19058. The government
then was too soft, for their taste,
in itg plans for conciliation in Al-
geria. In 1958, de Gaulle took this
revolt complacently, and he may
even have encouraged it himself,
And he had no hesitancy, in 1958,
in using it as the weapon with
which he dictated his own return
to power.

Once he had gained power, how-
ever, he chose s policy which was
two things. First, it was good for
France and for Algeria. Second, (L
was a betrayal of the very forces
which had brought de Gaulle to
power.

S0, once agmrin, one has to ask
of the present phase of the de
Gaulle career, is betraval a [iL
weapon of the good, can the evil
means ba always kept subordinate
to the good end?

A few days ago, President de
Gaulle seamed almost in the clear
beyond the reach of such ques-
tions. Heé had, s year ago, sup-
preased one rising of the French
colonists in Algeria. He hatd ob-
tained a national popular mandate
for his policy of concilistion. He
was at the point where negotia-
tions for truce and free political
choice were about to begin with
the Algerians. He was almosat
home, and the world was getling
ready to rejoice in the prospect of
peace for Algeria.

And now the elements which
originally put him in power, and
whose defiance of civil authority
he himself then tolerated, have
twmned against him in his turn, de-
manding the price he cannot pay,

“If they (the United States) in-
vade Cuba, all Cubans and Latin

Castro said. "“The armed forces
of Latin America will not be
enough to guard their ambassa-
dors and their co.apany presidents

‘These thugs, how are they go-
ing to frighten the Soviet Union
if they can't frighten a little
country like us?"

Even aa Castro spoke, roundups
of suspected Cubans were report-
ed continuing in Havana, which
had the look of a city of terror.

Belween
the two wings will be a church
wing, to be used as a permanent
church, and designed to be convert-
ed -into a school auditorium when
the parish church is erected.

(Continued from Page One) vhvn prior to the war—only 20 af-

“In 1011, he sald, “two-thirds
of the 9,800,000 Jews in Europe
were not smuncipated.”

He llsted the restrictions on
them in variows European coun-
tries, and sald many .Jews had
been Yorced to ‘go to Western
Europe to attend universities.

“Rven 8o, the Jewish communi-
ties did influence the economiic
and cultural IHfe of the countries
where they lived,"” he contirmed.

He said they worked “shoulder
to shoulder for Jewiah culture”
clinging to thelr religious and his-
toric traditions, and struggling
steadlly for “emancipation"

After 1814, he said, it was vir-

tually complete.
" There were advances even in
Russia, Dr. Bacon said. He quot-
ed Lenin as saying in 1903, the
“idea of Jewish nationaliam has a
reactionary character.” But In
1917, the  historian said, '‘Lenin
included the Jews among the na-
tional groups who would be per-
mitted to set up Soviets of thelr
own."”

“In every generation,'' Dr. Ba-
ron said, “there have beg: sadists
who committed actas againat the
Jews."

Nevertheless, he continued,
steady progress toward improving
the position of European jewry
went on and was at its high point
in Europe when the Nazin came to
power and “turned back the
clock,"

Elchmann made numerous notes
while the professor was speaking.
He has said that he was “never
anti-semitic.”

. Telling of Europe after the First
World War, the rise of fascism and
naziism and the economic crises,
he sald:

‘“There was & spiritual tension
which was difficult for any nation
to mept.

"The rise of the new atates
brought ‘the Jews into a position
where most of them wanted to
Jeave the countries but they could
not because there were cornsider-
able limitations . . ."

Dr., Baron again and again re-
ferred to the *‘vitality” of Jewish
communities Iin Furope prior to
the Nazl holocaust. He reviewed
instances in history in which the
state gave physical protection to
synagogues.

He said that when the Naxis de-
stroyed 123 synagogues In Ger-
many during & single night in 1038
—called the ‘“crystal night" be-
cause of all the windows broken,
they made an innovation In his-
tory."

“Nothing like this had happened,
even in the Middle Ages”™ Dr,
Baron sald.

Dr. Baron said Judaism recog-
nized the need for public schools
centuries ago.

“This dates back to the Firat
Century,” sald Dr. Beron. '‘This
was the pride of the Jewish nation
all through the generations.”

In Ge ..8ald Dr.. Baron,
there had been special Jewish
schools mince the 18th Century.
He said the Jews in Germany, al-
though responding to German itra-
ditions, tried to maintain their own
culture., He =poke of widespread
Jewish publications, including
many scientific and educational
Journals.

Dr. Baron described Jewish
treasures In libraries, museums,
synagogues and '‘even in secondary
and primary school libraries."

“All this was destroyed and
extirpated by the Nazi occupiers,’
he said,

Then, pointing out of the spread
of Jewish organization abroad that
kept close contact with home, Dr.
Baron said:

“One cannot imagine how the
United States missed the Jewg who
were exterminated, In the vear
1038, in New York, a pamphlet was
published in which we find 3,000
Jewish organizations listed which
had come from Europe and re-es-
tablished themselves in America.
Each stood In direct contact with
their place of origin,"

The stocky professor reviewed
his testimony, concluding by re-
marking on the cultura] vitality of
Jews just before the outbreak of
war, a vitality he called '‘almost
rare in some other nations."

Dr, Baraon then spoke on the pos-
sibility, existing during the Middle
Ages, for & persecuted Jew to save
::llmacu by converting to christian.

Y.

“But racial anti-semitism turned
this hatred from religion into some-
thing biological,'" Dr, Baron said.

“But here, with the Nazis, there
was an Innovation. After the
Nuernberg laws of 18335, all the
other Germans had equal rights
but one-per cent of the German
people was divided off and put out-
slde the pale . . . this was a com-
plete {nnovation which struck
many observers at the time."

The historian aaid these laws
could not be compared with any-
thing that had gone before in
Europe.

“They represented a fundamen-
tal thange,” he sald.

During the Middle Ages, there
were attacks agalnst Jewish com-
munities “but it was never poasible

- to adduce evidence that it was a
governor or a king who had or-
dered these wild outbggaks, except

“for ‘a few instances fin Crarist
-Russia,” Dr. Baron continued.

“Hitler and others used to say
this was no religious persecution,
In 1934, Mussolini wrote specifical-
1y that the whole of human history
from Diocletian to Biamarck
showed that any state that fights
religion comes to ita downfall."

But in his book “Mein Kampf"
Hitler wrote that nazism was not
just & political party but “an out-
look on Jife)" There certainly was
war on reli n the Protes-
tant, Catholic snd Jewish faiths,
Dr. Baron said. v

After the Iuncheon recess, Dr.
Baron told the court Nazi Germany
ataged the most ‘'comprehensive
destruction” of Jews In history.

Kramer’s War with Tennis Moguls Flares Again

Pro Promoter
Against Plan
On Mixed Play

New York, April 24 (#)—
Jack Kramer's private war
with the United States Lawn
Tennis Association broke out
again today when the pro czar

called for an “investigation"
of the organization.

Kramer was incensed at the plan
the USLTA intends to present to
the International Lawn Tennis
Federation this summer to permit
profesaionals and amateurs to play
together in open tournaments,

“Open tournaments,” Kramer
said derisively. “It's a half-baked
plan if I've ever seen one. I don't
know how the USLTA geta away
with it. The outfit ought to be in-
vestigated." ’

The USLTA wants to place pros
and amateurs in separate sections
of a limited number of Llourna-
ments and have Lhe four semi-
finalists in each section play in a
“Champlon of Champions” Ltour-
nament to decide the winners,

The USLTA did not list the
tournaments it wants to use for
the experiment when It passed the
resolution Saturday at a meeting
in Washington. But presumably
the events would bhe the national
aingles, national doubles, national
clay cqurts, national- hard courts
and national Indoors.

Will Never Apprive

‘“The Internsational Federation
never will appréve an ldea like
that,” Kramer fumed. “Do you
know why it won't go through?
Because the USLTA doesn’'t want
it to go through. That's why."

Kramer has had some king-
sized fueds with the USLTA, but
for the past year or so he has been
holding hia peace in the hopes that
hix long-awaited dream of an open
tournament with the pros and
amateurs playing together would
materialize.

The ILTF mecling is acheduled
for Stockholm on July 12. A two-
thirds majority muat vote in favor
is necessary If the U.S. proposal
i* to go through. Last year, the
USLTA also asked to be allowed
to put on open tournaments, but
was voted down.

“This kind of a tournament
would have no value either Lo the
pros or the amateurs,” Kramer
complained, "It wouldn't be & true
open. And what ever happened to
the idea thal the pros might play
in the Davia Cup? They seem to
have forgotten that completely.”

World Pro Champion Pancho
Gonzales agreed with Kramer.

“The whole idea of an open,” he
sald, “is to have the pros and ama-
teurs competing together from the
first round on. Personally, it looks
to me like they're trying lo pro-
lect the amateurs so they'll have
someone in the semi-finals.”

With all their fuming, though,
its a safe bet that Kramer would
kave his troupe entered should the
ILTF approve the move.
