Rejects Nikita^s Plan

NATO Pledges 
To Block Reds

Oslo, Norway, May 10 (/P) 
—NATO foreign ministers 
promised today to preserve 
the freedom of the-2.5 million 
residents of West Berlin and 

. to meet the Communist bloc’s 
challenge throughout the 
world.

In a communique ending their 
9-day spring meeting, the minis­
ters expressed confidence that the 
combined resources of the Atlantic 
Alliance are adequate to prevent 
Communist aggression.

'4In the world aa It is today the 
unity and atrengUi of the Atiantlc 
Alliance is' essential to peace, and 
the survival of liberty," the com- 
mimlque said.

"Its (NA’TO’s) collective re­
sources— moral and material alike 
—are fully adequate to this task. 
Confident In their strength, in the 
will of their peoples, and in the 
truth of the ideals they uphold, 
the IS Atlantic nations dedicate 
themselves anew to building a 
world free from the false doctrine 
m continuing and inevitable con-

'ITiis represented a rejection of 
Premier Khrushchev’s doctrine of 
ao-called peaceful coexistence.

’The communiqtie stressed that 
the NATO I countries are willing to 
negotiate just settlements of inter­
national problems hnt do not In­
tend to be bullied.

The communiques made no 
■pecUlc mention of Laos, ’The Con­
go, or Cuba but referred in gen­
eral terms to world trouble sports.

"Aware of the intensified effort 
of the Communist bloc to foment 

, and to exploit c (^ ic ta  and to ex­
tend its domination over an ever 
Increasing area, the ministers ro- 
affirmed their resolve to mset this 
challenge,’.’ the communique said.

"For their part the Atlantic na­
tions are ready to make.their con­
tribution toward achieving an 
equitable and just settlement .of 
outstanding poUtical questiona. 
They deplore Soviet unwillingness 
to reciprocate.

’The communique , t  o o k an im- 
equivocal stand in support of. the 
people of West Berlin who live 116 
miles behind the Iron Chirtain.

The ministers declared that tT.S. 
British-French rights to maintain

^troopa In West Berlin could not be 
nullified by the jioviet Union.

*rhe Atlantic mtniatera "noted 
with regret the lack of progress on 
the reunification of Germany,” the 
communique said, adding:

"They reaffirmed their convic­
tion that a peaceful and Just so-' 
lution of the problem of Germany 
including Berlin is to be found 
only on the bails of self-ideterm- 
ination.

“With particular regard to Ber- 
li_n, they reiterated . their deter- 
mfnatiqn, as expressed in the dec­
laration of 16th December. 1958, 
to maintain the freedom of West 
Berlin and its people.’’

Geneva, May 10 <JP)—The first 
toD-leyely Cqmmunlst delegations 
to the critical Laos conference a r­
rived in Geneva today. Soviet 
Foreign Minister Andrei Gromyko 
came with a party of about 25 ad­
visors.

But although Soviet. Red Chi­
nese and other Asian delegations 
were pouring Into this Swiss city, 
there was still sorne doubt that 
the projected 14-nation parley will 
open aa scheduled in the United 
Nations Palace here Friday.

“urgent non-expressways” costing $5,530,000. It would be

Dempsey said he had revised his^~ 
original highway spending recom- 
mendatlon&for the next biennium 
after ccglgderable study since he 
became .G6vemor in January.

Chicago—Use of a filter paper 
impragnjited with a  chemical that 
turns the paper rad when bacteria 
grow on it can now be used by 
physicians to decide what antibio­
tic to give for an. infection.

Baeii o f Qieae woida rifeis to 
a chemical aubstanoe that kme 
germs or bacteria (germicide, 
bactericide). When the germicide 
Or bactericide ia uaed to prevent 
bacteria from entering body tia- 
sues,, it is an. antlaeptlc. When it 
is used to kill bacteria that have 
already entered the tlasues. It la 
a  disinfectant.'

For example, when your doctor 
paints your akin with iodine be­
fore he gives an injection or makes 
an Incision, he is using the germi­
cide as an antisepUc. And when 
he applies the tincture to an In­
fected wound he la using It aa a 
disinfectant.

By the third hour to 
fill. A t the end of a day, them 
are eouatleas milUoaa And you’re 
not much better off than when 
you etarted treatment 
> Suppose then you Increased the

strength of the germicide and 
somehow managed to apply it un­
til every last b ^  was bumped off. 
You would then have 'accomplished 
a complete dia-lnfectlon. But also 
you’d have probably killed off so 
many body cells tkat by balance  ̂
you might ba worse off than when 
you started.

Now when we come to antibi­
otics, It’s a different story.

For the antibiotic' (bios means 
life) actually does what its name 
implies. It doesn’t kill bacteria. 
Hence it is no threat to body cells. 
It simply prevents tha- bugs from 
continuing their existence. It ac- 
compliriies this purpose in at least 
two wsys:

It somehow cuts them off from 
their food supplies thus starvlnS: 
most of the existing population. 
And it imposes a sort of birth 
control On survivota, thus elim­
inating any threat from future 
generaUona.

ed with SO per cent of federal 
funds, he said, only four have 
been let to contract, three will be 
ready for letting in the next bien- 
idum, and 10 others have been 
halted until mote funds are avail­
able fnmi the federal govern­
ment. Meanwhile, he noted, 11 oth­
er projects have been added to 
this iMogram.

Patterson said there has been 
"coeaideraMe juggling in this 
program and, in our opinlcm, rela­
tively little performance."

The Republican leader said that

line stations in rural Vernon, one 
of them predicted to be, the moat 
modem Service station In the Ver~ 
non area, met strong opposition 
last n i^ t  before the Vernon Fire 
District Zoning Board o f Appeals.

Residmts and competitors said 
the town is saturated with 13 
service stations, now and the two 
proposed stations would create 
congestion and traffic haeards at 
their proposed sites.

VV. Harr^ England Of Manches­
ter and Valentine R. Fiano of 
Bolton asked for permission to 
build stations on R t  30 and Rt. 
83. respectively. ■

The ZBA, which heard four oth­
er appeals as well, reserved an­
nouncing decisions on the applica­
tions until later in the week.

Six residents came forward In 
opposition to the Fiano proposal 
to build a station at Phoenix St. 
and Rt. 30 on land formerly owned 
by John and Warren Pudim.

Employersl-Is there a time whenBatant file yields an aircraft worker
you heed workers in a hurry —  to

“We have to keep up with the 
Umee,”  says Miss Haxel L. Ander­
son, manager of the Manchester 
Employment Service Office. .

Rome— Italy is 'whittlir* 'away 
the backlog of demand for tele­
phone service. Since 1946 the num- 
ber of subscribers has increased 
about 4 >4 times and the ratio of 
phones to population in the prin­
cipal cities matches that in other 
leading European cities. ,

In 1946 there were only 640,000 
phone subscribers in Italy. At the 
start of 1960 there were 2,800,000. 
The latest figures show 40 phones 
for each 100 inhabitants in Milam, 
28 in Turin, 27 in Rome, and 24 in 
Florence compared with 37 In Lon­
don, 32 in Paris, and 28 in Brus­
sels.

But in all Italy there are only

Witness Testifies NazijS
Dutch Jews

Jsrumlam, IsraaL May 10 (F)— 

A  short, stocky schoolteacher and 
student of Zionism wrote Into the 

trial record today bow 
the NiMe-wiped out the Jews of 
Holland and "forever made Tuea- 
day a day of dread.” . •

To this day," even In the safety 
of larael, “we retain a tensltivlty 
to Tuesday,” Dr. Josef Melkmann 
testified.
- That was the day of the week In 
Holland when the Jews were lined 
up In the concentration camps at 
S am. to hear the names of those 
chosen for deportation to Urn east.

They all knew, Melkmann said, 
that was the end of the road.

"The names would be read out 
like a dehth sentence. For all the 
horrible things I saw then and 
later, this still remains my strong- 
sat impression.”
 ̂ Melkmann, a survivor of Ber- 
gen-Belsen, was presented by the
Srosecution to Illustrate the case 

1 Holland against Adolf BUch- 
mann, charged with being a major 
accomplice in the Naai extermina­
tion of six million Jews.

Most of Melkmaqn’s family— 
uncles, aunts and cousins Included 
— ŵere among the 134,000 Dutch 
Jews who died in the reign of ter­
ror. Only 6,000 of Holland's Jew­
ry survived, he testified.

Melkmann .himself was on the 
way to the Thereslenstadt gas 
chambera when his death train 
was blocked at Torgfau, on the 
Elba River, by the fast-joining So­
viet and American armlea 

The witness told of "horrible 
sights” in his last few months at 
the Belsen camp and "even cases 
of cannibeliem which I saw in the 
women’s camp v/faere they had no 
food at.aU.”

He . said, one inmate rroorted 
camp commandant JoaeC luamor 
told the transport crews, "The 
tnore dead Jews you bring here the 
better.’ Kramer and the women’s 
camp boss,' Irina Griese, known as 
“The Beaat of Belsen,” were bang­
ed by the British.

Melkmann told of heroto efforts 
by the Dutch to help the Jewfs, 
even to calling general strikes and 
dannrously Mdmg children.

The report told of the transfer 
of one liroup of Jews from Ant­
werp to MaUnes ta a hermetically 
sealed car.

■a of bloated, bluish bodies, 
covered with excrement, eyes 
bulging, the report said. Eighty 
of the Jews died.

The report said by tha end of 
the German occupation, 25,000 
Jews had been deported from Bel­
gium, including 4,300 minors.

Turning to the Nasi, occupation 
of the Netherlands, Bach qi'ted  
a German report sajdng the Dutch 
population was op p o ^  to the 
antl-Jewlsh measures.

Bach cited a letter from Frans 
Rademacher, Nasi Foreign Office 
Jewish affairs adviser, who re­
ported the Swedes had intervened 
oh behalf of Dutch Jews but were 
not given permission to 11811 the 
camps where the Dutch Jews had 
been taken.

Rademacher said the Foreign 
Office was supporting the Gestapo 
actions against the Jews btft sug­
gested that ta order "to safeguard 
German interests UiMe things 
must be dealt with ta a more dis­
creet fashion.”

Milwaukee, May 10 (dfl— 
The Milwaukee Braves hoped . 
their two-year search for a 
top-flight leftflelder was ended 
today with the acquisition of 
hard-hitting veteran Frank 
Thomas.

The Braves turned to the 
Chicago Cubs to fill one of 
their big holes and obtained 
Thomas yesterday in a 
straight player deal for MeL 
Roach, an infielder converted 
to a fly-chaser In left by Mil­
waukee.

A  couple of hours later, 
the two players exchanged 
uniforms, T^oinaa d o n n l n g _  
Roach's No. 12 for the Braves 
and Mel suiting up in Frank's 
No. 25 for the Cubs.

Win First Test
Milwaukee came out on top 

in the initial test of the deal. 
Thomas drove In an insurance 
run xvith a long double after 
xvalking and striking out twice 
in the Brav%' 8-6 xdetory. 
Roach, shlfte<fto first base by 
the Cubs, had a walk in four 
times at bat.

The Braves employed no 
less than eight leftflelders dur­
ing the course o f the 1960 sea­
son. This year six had teen 
tried In the troublesome spot 
before Thomas’ arrival.

Thomas promptly equaled 
Roach's RBI total In the last 
nine games xvith his run- 
producing hit. Roach had been 
hitting .400 unUl given the 
regular Job. Then he slumped 
to.(i67—and his fielding fell 
off, too.

The 31-year-old T h o m a s  
broke in xvith Pittsburgh in 
1961 and remained with the

Pirates xintll traded to CSncln- 
nati before the ’SO season. He 
xvas dealt to the Chibs after 
one year xvith the Bravee.

T h o m a s ,  who also has 
played third and first In his 
National League career, hit 
only .238 for the Cubs last sea­
son, but belted 21 homers and 
drove in 64 runs. He has 198 
lifetime homers.

Relegated to the bench at 
the outset o f the 1961 aeason, 
Thomas voiced his displtesure 
loudly. He also was annoyed 
a year ago by being platooned.

‘'It ’s- always a shot in the 
arm to be traded to a pennant 
contender and I  think the 
Braves definitely have a 
chance,”  TTiomas said. " I  just 
want the chance to play. I  
felt as good as ever and I  
think I  can help the Braves 
plenty.

Dempsey Asks 
Public Suppoi*t 
Road Program

jjHartford, May 11 UP)—Demo­
cratic Gov. John N. Oempeey has 
called for popular eupport of his 
1150 million highway bonding 
program In the face of strong Re­
publican criticism.

Dempsey said yesterday that he 
will demand a public hearing by 
the legislature on the program 
which calls for the building or re­
construction of 90 miles of road­
way.

"It is too important an issue to 
be settled by political leaders of 
either party,” the Chief Executive 
said In response to the GOP at­
tack.

Earlier In the day, the Repub­
lican legislative leaders, Sen. Pet­
er P. Marian!, Groton, and Rep. 
J. ’lyier Patterson, Old Lyntb, said 
Dempsey's program was an ^ a m ­
ple of "politietd quackery." ’Hieir 
joint statement amdunt^ to an 
official Republican declaration of 
war on Dempsey’s program.

Dempsey replied that "name- 
calling never built a road In all 
history.”

.’These are all vital road proj­
ects essential to the future wel­
fare of the people In the areas to 
he served,’* he eald. "I certainly 
think the people^should be entitled 
to speak out on them."

Since unveiling the program on 
Tuesday, Dempsey said he received 
messages of support from all over 
the state.

"The people really want and 
need thew roads and as far as I 
am concerned they will get them," 
Dempsey said.

Meanwhile, his fiscal and bonding 
ekperia were busy preparing'~thl~ 
jefislation to carry out the 4-year 
program. .

He eald a bill would be submitted 
to the legislature tomorrow in a 
special message pleading for non­
partisan consideration of his rec­
ommendations.

The Dempsey program Is linked 
to his proposed diversion of motor 
vehicle "fee Income from the high­
way fund end the raising of motor 
vehicle fees for passenger cars 
from $8 to $12 annually.

The bin for increases in motor 
vehicle registration fees was pass­
ed In the Senate yesterday and sent 
to the House.

In addition to' the |4 hike on pri­
vate cars, it raises fees for junk­
yard licenses, farm vehicles end 
motor vehicle inspections, among 
others. The Democratic admin­
istration hopes to raise an addi­
tional $12.7 million ih revenue dur­
ing the coming-biennium by the 
hikes.

During the Senate debate, the 
increases were roundly opposed by 
Republican senators, who are In 
the minority In the chamber.

Durihg the discussion, Marian! 
said the proposed increases in reg­
istration fees were an "unneers- 
sary tax," since they will be used 
for non-highway purposes.

On the negative side, they found 
him a p p a r e n t l y  lacking in 
creativity, imagination and spon­
taneity.

The three researchers made an 
exhaustive search for the normal 
American male because psychia­
try hits' no uniformly . accepted 
standard for such individual.

Their composite portrait was 
presented,at the annual meeting of 
the-American-Psychiatric'Assorla- 
tlon.

The pro;ject began 12 years ago 
when personality test.s were given 
to all ninth grade students attend­
ing public schools in Minneapolis,

From this group, the Investiga­
tors selected 60 men, now between 
.thfi,^es-ofJJ5..and..26,-who-rated. 
high' on the original, personality 
tests.

They were interviewed and their 
current adjustment, aspirations 
and mental status were„ appraised. 
Wives of 38 o f  the 40 married men 
In the group also were questioned 
and gave high eyaluatlona of their 
busbauds.
' Of the group, 11 were In prpfes- 
■lonal Dr Mml-professlonal work;

2 were in executive po.sitions, 12 
were clericai, sales or other white 
collar workers; 13 were craft.smen, 
skilled workers or foremen, and 12 
were operatives or semiskilled 
workers.

Only one was in the $10,000 tff 
$14,000 a year income class, 14 
made from $6,000 to $10,000 and .34 
made from $3,000 to $6,000. Only 
one made less than $3,000.

The group was tested and  ̂
evauhiated In 15 categories design­
ed to give a broad appraisal of the 
individual.

The two highest ratings were: 
Contentment with spouse and com­
patibility with spouse, Enjoyn'ient 
of occupation and contentment 
with vocational position al,so ranlc- 
ed very high on the list.
