Hartford, May 18 (/) — Repub-®ernor and it rejected the adminis-

lican legislative leaders nnnounci
today that the party will a
rove an across-the-board pay
créase of $200 a year for all
state employes except those who
have not completed one year's
service with the state.

The Republican plan was re-
vealed at a GOP legisiative caucus.

It goes beyond the proposal
recommended by Gov. John N.
Dempsey and hia democratic ad-
ministration.

The Democrats are supporting a
$200 pay increase for some 16,500
state employes in the lowest 10 of
the state’s 31 pay categories in the
classified service. This covers
about 80 per cent of all state em-
ployes.

Asked for comment, Dempsey
said the Republicans know what
his program is, and that he rec-
ommended pay increases for those
state employes he believed needed
them the most. He declined to
comment further.

Rep. J. Tyler Patterson Jr., Old
Lyme, GOP majority leader in the
House, said that by exempting em-
ployes who have not completed
one year's service, no additional
funds will be needed than the
amounts already proposed in the
budgets for pay ralses.

the Nazi whip confronted Adolf
Eichmann in court today and
called him a “block of ice” baneath
which pulsed “demoniacal hate.”
Dean Heinrich Grueber, 69-
year-old Berlin Lutheran minister,
testified he tried to help the Jews
with frequent visits to Eichmann's
Gestapo office from 1939 to 1943,
“He never said yes to anything,”
the cleric sald.

“Always he sald either ‘no’ or
kept the question in the air.”
Dean Grueber was himgelf sent

Eichmann in 1843 and underwent
physical tortures. Nevertheleas,
the clergyman apologized to the
defendant for calling him names,
saying, “1 hope the accused doesn't
mind, I do not come here out of re-
venge or hatred.”

The witnesa sald that in con-
trast to Eichmann, he found even
among the Gestapo other men with
sympathy and understanding for
the Jews,

Most remarkable, he said, was
the “understanding and help" of
the father of Ernst von Rath, the
foreign ministry official killed in
Paris by a young Jew, Herschel
Grynazpan, in 1838. The iIncident
was used by the Nazis as the ex-
cuse for nationwide attacks on
synagogues and Jews on the night
of Nov. 9, 1938.

But of Eichmann, Dean Grueber
sald:

“I had the impression of & man
who sat there like a block of ice
or marble, not feeling anything at
all. His name became a sad sym-
bol. .. oblivious to the call of jus-
tice and his own conscience."

The prosecution, charging Eich-
mann played a Key role in the Nazl
extermination of the Jews, ques-
tioned Dean Grueber whether
Eichmann seemed to be following
orders from above or whether he
instigated orders.

“He always would use the first
person,” Dean Grueber testified.
“He would say ‘I can't or ‘I shall’
or T will' I do not recall that he
ever said he had to contact higher
authority.”

The witness said he and other
gentiles — as well as the Jewn of
Berlin — wondered how Eich-
mann could have developed his
attitude and speculated that he
was reared in a Templar settle-
ment in Haifa, Palestine. He said
he asked Eichmann once if this
were true and he did nol confirm
nor deny iL

After a short period there, the
witness said he and other clergy-
men were sent lo Dachau. Amid
all the cruelty there, he said, the
worst ordeal was when they saw
carloada of children's shoes arrive
from the Auschwitz death camp,

The old elergyman told the
court of the Infamous medical ex-

rimentas performed at Dachau
y Dr. Bigmund Rascher, who
himself was executed by Himmler

After suffering a heart at-
tack, Grueber wps chosen for an
experiment. Rascher greeted him
with the epithet “swine” and told
him his grandfather too had bgen
& priest.

“I told him that his grandfa-
ther was {n the world of truth and
that he had no rest and peace be-
cause he krew what his grandason
was doing. All of & sudden this
Dr. Rascher calied me ‘sir' and re-
leased me. He sent an ambulance
and treated me for all kinds of
allments and sald I was unfit for
further detention.”

Shortly after, in June 1943,
Dean Grueber was released. He
lived out the war in Berlin and
now is dean of the Marienkirche,
the Latheran cathedral.

Do we confess, then, that unob-
trusive diplomacy operating
through traditional channels has
proved a fallure? After a trial of
three months?

If this is the way we feel, is this
the result of a true trial of such
diplomacy, or merely the resull
of the fact that certain events and
situations refused to lie down and
walt for traditional diplomacy to
pacify them?

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Democrats Berate Officials
For Dplay on Buﬂding Code

The Democratic Town Comey
mittee has accused the town ad-
ministration of “intolerable . de-
Jays" in acting on the adoption
of the basic state bullding
and In issuing the annual town
Teport.

e committes “noted that more
than a year haa elapsed since Ar-
thur N, Rutherford, state build-
ing code consultant, gave a de-
tailed explanation of the code at
& public meeting Initiated by
members of the Democratic Town
Committee."”

The statement went on to say
“geveral months ago, after being
prodded by the Democratic party,
the Republican town administra-
tion held some closed hearings on
the subject, but to date the mat-
ter has not been presented at a
town meeting.”

The Democrats urged that “im-
mediate steps be taken to adopt
the bullding code and that provi-
slons for enforcement be included
in the budget for the next fiscal
year, They also sald the town ad-
ministration is “stalling” on pub-
lication of the annual town report
for the fiscal year which ended
Aug. 31, 1960.

“Taxpayers and citizena of the
town are entitled to know why
this report has not yet been pub-
lished,” the Democrats went on.
The report is normally prepared
and issued early in the year under
the supervision of the Board of
Finance.

The Democratic Town Commit-
tee sald ‘‘Republican administra-
tion delays on the bullding code
and the town report are just two
more examples of the laxity and
indifference with which the Re-
publican town sdministration per-
forms — or fails to perform — its

duties.”
Seloctmen’s Reply

Concerning the accusations the
selectmen today said that n{)proxl-
mately two years ago & joint meet-
ing of the Planning and Zoning
Commission and the selectmen
was held at which time the com-
mission recommended adoption
of the State Building Code, At that
particular time very little interest
in the subject had been noted by
either group and no action was
taken.

For the past year a great deal
of interest has been generated
along these lines by all parties
concerned, - the selectmen pointed
out.,

As time has permitted and vari-
ous meetings could be scheduled,
the selectmen's office has met with
town boards involved as well as
having a general meeting of con-
tractors within the town.

At this particular time the se-
lectmen feel that the State Build-
ing Code should take effect in the
next fiscal year beginning in Sep-
tember.

The selectmen have emphasized
that an appropriation will be nec-
easary to cover the cost of estab-
lishing specifications for the posi-
tion of inspector testing applicants
and purchasing necessary supplies.

Lightweight boxer Harry Camp-
bell, an Olymple quarterfinalist

laat year. hattled for his life after
suffering head injuries In a pro
bout last right.

An operation was ordered early
today Lo relleve pressure on
Campbell's braln cawsed by a
hemorrhnge.

The 23-year-old San Jose State
College student from Detroit,
Mich., was knooked down twice
in the 10th round of a losing bout
with Al Medrano of Sacramento.

The bell saved him from n
knockout, and then he slumped In
his corner unconscious. Dr. Don
Lastreto, ring physician, ordered
the Negro fighter taken to Park
Emergency Hospital, next door to
the Kezar Pavillon fight scene.

Stll unconscious, Campbell was
transferred to St. Lake's Hoapital
where brain specialist Dr. Edward
Keller ordered surgerv.

Medrano waited anxiously at
the hospital during the operation.

said.

Campbell won 106 of 112 ama-
teur fights, including last year's
Olympic trials here, before turn-
ing professional.
