Seoul, Korea, May 17 (#)—¢were put under house arrest when

Radio Seoul said today Lt.
Gen. Lee Han-lim, commander
of South Korea's powerful 1st
Field Army, has pledged full
support to objectives of the
military junta now running
the government.

Seoul, May 17 (#)—Lt. Gen.
Chang Do-young's military
junta met today with mem-
bers of Premier John M.
Chang’s cabinet while troops
backing the coup took defense
positions on the outskirts of
Seoul.

A heavy concentration of troops
also was deployed In other areas of
Beoul's eastern outskirts,

A news photographer who
reached the area was told by an
army captain that he could not
take pictures because the activity
there was part of s military de-
fense operation.

The newspaper Hangkook Ilbo
reported that Lt. Gen, Lee Han-
Um, head of South Koreg's power-
ful 1st Fleld Army in _the front
line had ordered his men to re-
main neutral in the ecrisis,

‘“We must bear in mind again
and again' sald Gen. Lee, "that
under any political circumstances
our enemy remains the Commu-
nists and our primary miskion is
to defend the fatherland against
this enemy."”

Lee's personal position was de-
scribed as a crucial factor by an
indifferent member of South

Korea's upper house now visiting

Tokyo.

Calling the 1ast Field Army's
commander a very able, ambitious
man, Councillor Lyuh Woon-hong
sald in an interview that if Lee sup-
ports the junta it probably will
aucceed, "but if he stays with the

Jefferson Blrthplace Reconstructed

Charlotteavills, Va. — (NBA)

tourists by early June,

It §s the sits of Thomas Jeffer-

son's birthplace, Bhadwell. Twenty
yeara ‘of excavation, research and
planning have been devoted to au-
thenticating and plreing the sim-
ple 134 -story home on what is be-
lleved to be the. exacl spot. The
original Bhadwell was burfied to
the ground i 1770.
" The home is on a parcel of land
originally purchased by Jeffer-
son’s {ather, Peter, for a bowl full
of punch, which was then consider-
ed a fair price. The house was bullt
at & nominal coat by Peter him-
self with the help of several serv-
Lants,

Since then, prices apparently
have gone up. The Jefferson
Birthplace Memoria! Park Com-
mission, in existence since 1845,
has spent nenarly $1560,000 on the
reconstruction project. More
money will be pald out because
eventually the entire once-pros-
perous tobacco plantation will be
lald out, complete with a barn,
outbuildings and a grist mill on
the nearby Rivanna River.

In the meantime, tourists will go
two miles east of here to see only
the simple homeé furnished with
authentic pleces of the mid-1700s,
obtained by the commiasion
through purchases, loans and do-
nations,

The home still will be over-
shadowed by Jefferson's Monticel-
lo, the house and estate he laid out
for himself at 26, on a mountain
to the west of the place where he
wan born on April 13, 1743,

To the casual eys, Jefferson
seemingly had humble beginnings
since the birthplace carries none
of the wonder of awesome Montl-
cello, But his father, a plantation
owner and surveyor, was closely
related to two of the leading fami-
lies of the state and married a girl
of the prominent Randolph clan.

Peter Jefferson waa connidered
quite daring when he took his
young bride to the wilderneas of
the foothills of the Blue Ridge
Mountains. He mnd his help cut
and cured the lumber and fash-
joned thelr own wooden pegs for
nails to bulld Shadwell on the
estate,

The increase in the appropria-
tion for tuition is caused by the
fact that although the Board of
Education budgeted for 145 puplls
at Manchester High Bchool this
year, there are now actually 153
attending MHS from Bolton. The
Board allowed for four extra pu-

{ls when It drew up its current

dget, since there were then 141
pupils registered to attend Man-
chester High. At the rate of $550

r pupll, $81,500 was budgeted
or tuition.

Famlilles moving into town dur-
ing .- last summer also caused the
amount needc | for transportation
costs to soar, Budget requests sub-
mitted during the summer totaled
$12688 for elementary puplls,
$7,200 for high school and $2,200
for technical school. Some of the
bus schedules had to be changed
after the budget was submitted
because of the location of new
pupils. Another factor in the in-
creased amount needed for trans-
portation is the new arrangement
made last October, after the budg-
ot was accepted by the town, for
mentally retarded children.

Alterations at the achools to
comply with the State Fire Code
are expected to cost §2,045. Some
of the changes result from strict-
er regulations as a result of a
disastrous school fire in Chicago.
The work to be done includes en-
closing two stairwells, installing
11 mullions on doors, erecting a
fire proof partition with a door in
the boiler room and filling in two
openinga with brick and mortar.

The waterproofing job for which
the low bid came in at $18,087
from the D. I. Chapman Company
of New Haven in April, is expect-
ed to cost about $16,000, allowing
a 15 per cent contingency fund.

The waterproofing contract ac-
tually provides for solid repoint-
ing of parts of the brickwork,
spot repointing, removal of the
parapets and loose cast stonework
over the main entrance of the
school which are cdnaidered to be
in dangerous condition.

On the main building, the cast
stone and brick over the door is
to bs removed and rebuilt, all
soft brick is to be chipped out
back to sound material and all
soft, cracked or weathered mor-
tar joints are to be raked out. The
brick voids are then to be filled
in with new brick to match or,
where necessary, the soft, cracked
or weathered mortar joints are to
be spot repointed.

The entire surface of the brick-
work is to be covered with two
coats of “thoroseal” and the en-
tire surface of all stonework is
to be covered with one coat of
silicone water repellent. The spe-
cifications call for the silicone
water repellent to be delivered to
the site in sealed containers with
the manufacturer’s labels intact
and to be used without dilution.
Detailed Instructions are given for
preparation of the bullding and
the procedures to be followed.

Under the specifications, re-
pairs are to be made to the 0-
year bonded roof and flashinys.
The new roof is to be properly
bonded to the existing roof where
ft is cut to accommodate repair
work. All flashings are to be
checked and made water tight
Root! drains are to be installed
from the two porches.

The cast stone steps at the main
entrance of the school are to be
replaced with new cast stone and
the flagstone floor on the entrance
porch is to be removed and reset.
Before the steps and flagstone are
reset, a two ply membrane of as-
phalt Impregnated cotton fabric is
to be attached to the concrete slab
with hot asphalt turn-up edges at
the walls.

The estimated quantity of brick
to be chipped and removed is
2,505. Instructions provide for the
manner in which a defective brick
is to be defined and the type of
brick to be used in the repair
work,

In the south wing of the school
all soft brick is to be replaced
mortar joints spot repolnted,
joints and window openings re-
caulked and the entire surface of
the brickwork covered with one
coat of silicone water repelient.

A five-year guarantee will. be
given on the materials and work-
manship against water penetra-
tion. Work is to be started 'not

The architectural firm of Adam,
Lee and Orabtree drew up the
13-page set of specifications pat+
terned after the form used by the
state. :

The Board of Education has been
studying the need for waterproof-
ing and repairs to the building for
over a year, Several engineers in-
spected the building.

In one report, the board was in-
formed that the engineer had
studied the “unfortunate history
of the construction of the build-
ing'' and suggested ways to “ar-
rest the deterioration of the struc-
tu".'.

According to the report, “The
brick used was of poor quality
with a high absorption, of local
manufacture and during the con-
struction proper steps were not
taken to carefully select the brick,
wetting, parging and control of
the mortar and as a result there is
& great deal of shrinkage between
the brick and the mortar evident.”

*Up on the roof several radio an-
tennas have been installed without
proper flashingn.” At that time it
was estimated ‘that the work
would cost about $15,000.

Specifications for waterproof-
ing the school were drawn up by a
former Board of Education mem-
ber and bid were opened in June,
1980. The specifications drew bids
ranging from $2,885 to $9,715. Sev-
eral of the companies which bid on
those specifications did not sub-
mit bids this year, although the
Jjob was extensively advertised.
Architect Sinclair Adams pointed
out that some companies do not
submit blds when they know the
work will be closely supervised and
specifications are clearly defined.

The scope of the June, 1860,
specifications were:

1, To remove all coping stones
on the parapet;

2. Install new copper counter
flashing over the entire top of the
wall protruding down the front one
inch and down the back five inches,
ﬂuhh;g must be in one piece;

3. ew 20.yvear bonded base
flashing to be installed from under
the edge of the coping stones down
the wall to, and over-lapping, the
roof, on the roof side only;

4. Stone coping to be cleaned
and set into position by use of
mortar over the copper flashing;

5. Miniwax lead caps to be
placed over the coping stone joints
to prevent water from entering
joints;

8. All mortar joints on the brick
wall to be chiseled out where neces-
sary to a depth of at least one-
half inch and deeper where neces-
sary; damaged brick to be re-
moved and replaced with matching
brick; chiseled joints to be flushed
out and repointed to match other
mortar joints;

7. Repair leaks now visible on
the roof;

8. Apply ‘one saturing coat of
clear masonry preservative, sill-
cone base to all brick work, the
material to be applied at the rate
of 75 square feet per gallon;

9. All work to carry written five-
vear guarantee.

“Nor did Eisenhower hesitate to

nt up what he considered the
principal reason,” Adams con-
tintied. “The younger Liberals who
made up a great part of the un-
committed electorate ghied away
from party affiiation’ with the
arch-conservatives wWho seemed to
‘exert auch lnnuence uport Repub-
loan leadership.”

Adams sald Eisenhower finally
began to feel that many Demo-
crats were more willing than Re-
publicans to accept hll foreign
programs,

As a result, Adams continued,
the President “begai. to speculate
in private talks with me about
whether he really belonged in this
kind of a Republican party.”

Feared Confusion

Adams added that “Eisenhow-
er's thoughts about a new political
party—accepting a role of leader-
ship in world affairs, liberal in its

licies mffecting human welfare

Put Revenge On The Shelf

After the Cuban fiasco, during
the days when we can assume that
the White House was suffering
from emotional chagrin in addi-
tion to policy failure, so that its
wish to destroy Castro was mo-
mentarily stronger than ever, one
of the safer and more legal routes
open for mction seemed to be that
of peeking some possibly unani-
mous hemisphere stand against
Mm.

Accordingly there went into the
tentative planning stage the ldea
of a specia]l hemisphere ¢onven-
tiom of nations, called for the spe-
cific purpose of dealing with the
problem of Castro and the alleged
threat to everybody involved In
his status as an ‘outpost ally for
Communism in this hemisphere.

An unexpected declaration of
willingness, by the Castro regime,
to negotiate its differences with
the United Btates, posed a mild
threat to the theory for such a
hemisphere conference, but was
smuffed out by. the prompt state-
ment of our BState Department
that Communism ‘was “not negoti-
able.” Then, when the Castro re-

gime made s May Day proclama-

welf had clinched the case for the
conference we wanted,

Last week, however,
sed a policy statement on Cas-
tro which made it clear that it
had no Intention of associating it-
self with any proposal for inter-
ference in the affairs of Cuba, and
the attitudes of Mexico and Ecua-
dor have also made it apparent
that any hemisphere conference
en Castro would not be unanimous
elther in mood or strategy. For the
moment, It would seem, our idea of
organizing action of some kind
against Castro seems on the shelf;
and we are back to concentraling
on the positive side of our hemis-
phere policy,
posed “Alllance For Progress” In
which we would set about the long
range taxk of doing something for
the people of the hemisphere.

Meanwhile, just about the only
positive offer we have had with re-
gard to Castro would seem to be
one the White House may not con-
sider positive—a reported offer by
Canada to serve as & mediator be-
tween the United States and Cuba,
The White House should consider
such help positive. For it was, as
Congressman Kowalski of Oon-
necticut noted in & House speech
the other day, in which he sug-
,Beated that the idea of negotia-
tion with Cuba ought npt to be
ruled out, the present occupant of
the White Housa who uttered, in
his Inaugural Address, the follow-
ing noble sentimants: “So let us
begin anew—remembering on both
sides that civility is not a sign of
weakness, and sincerity Is always
subject to proof. Let us never ne-
gotlate out of -fear. But Jet us
never fear to negotiate.”

We are in no hurry to have the
White House swing suddenly all
the way from trying to destroy
Castro to trying to negotiate with
vhim. We will be satisfied If we re-
lapse into what would have been
sane and reallstic American policy
all along—a realization that, in
power terms, Castro is a flea, even
if he does know an elephant, plus
the realization that he will stand
or fall not because of what we do
to him, but on his own eventpal
record with the problems of the
Cuban people. Bo long an we are
trying to “get” him in one way or
another, we give him excuse and

There even seems to
be considerable evidence that the
political regime being ousted had,
although legitimate enough and
thereby a welcome contrast to past
South Korean political regimes,
not proved very efficlent in the
business of holding power. This
would not be the first Asian coun-
try to flounder in democracy and
then reach for a military dictator-
ship to obiain a semblance of
discipline and order and purpose
in its affairs
But this is now, thanks to us,
one of the largest armies in the
world, some 600,000 strong. Now
that it has become political master
.of its country, does It still regard
itself as involved In that chain of
command which makes It a United
Nationa force, subject to the peace
and war orders of an Amarjcan
general? Or does it begin to feel
its own powers, and, perhaps, does
it begin to develop some instinet
to follow objectives of its own—
like an attempted umification of
all Korea by a march north?
There may be a few anxious in-
tervals, as we find out just what
we have bullt in South Koresa,
grateful ward, or rebelllous Hol-
spur, .

It s just the right time, there-

August on the Initiation of Sey-
mour E Lavitt, CRPA representa-
tive from Rockville, who suggest-
ed that existing and anlicipated
disposal problems in the ares could
best be answered on a regional
bansis, ’

At n meeting March 16, repre-

sentatives from the elght towns
agreed & atudy should be made,
but falled to agree on coata and a
coat-sharing plan,

Putnam has now submitted to
the cooperating towns a list of
proposed shares in the overall
study cost based on a charge of
five cents a realdent, not to exceed
$500 a town, -

Shares are based, Putnam nald,
on a top fee of $4,000 for & con-
sultant to do the study.

Putnam saaid his committee 1s
recommending hiring & profession-
al consultant because:

In Fitness

American children compare ithe
favorably in physical fitnesa
particularly in muscle tone and
endurance, with children® of other
countries, Dr. Ruth Byler of the
State Department of BEducation
told 22 women at a meeting of the
Manchester Child Study Group
yesterday at Bucklay School.

Tests of thousands of Conmecti«
cut school children at the 5th, Sth
and 1ith grade levels have shown
that six out of ten children have
remedial defects, Dr. Byler re«
ported. Scores on physical per-
formance tests were “discourage
ingly low,” she added.

Connecticut children scored be-
low “a low national standard” in
knowledge of good health habits,
Dr. Byler said. She pointad out
evidence of increasingly poor nue
trition, patterns which children
tend to carry over into adulthood.

Dr, Byler's suggestions to ime
prove chlldren's fitness were that
schools strengthen physical educa-
tion programs, that recreation
program activities reach more
children, and that individual par-
ents encourage healthful physieal
activities for their children and
J?m them in active family recrea-
tion.

proposed for reférendum June 21.| ref.

Donnld B. Loverin, chairman of
the Vernon Consolidation and
Charter Commission, sald hear-
ings will be held Monday at the
Vernon Elementary School and
Wednesday at Sykes Junior High
School.

Both hearings will begin at 8
p.m,, he said, the Monday hearing
giving residents from the Vernon
Fire District an opportunity hear-
ing giving Rockville residents a
simllar opportunity.

Coples of the proposed charter
will be printed and available at
the achools at hearing time.

Loverin named June 21 as a
proposed referendum date, saying
the date may have to be put off
a day or two, however.

Under provisions of the special
enabling act setting up the char-
ter commission, 30 days must be
nllowed from the day the proposed
charter Is filed with the town
clerk to the referendum date.

Loverin sald he hopes to file the
proposed charter in the town
clerk's office next week.

He picked June 21, or there-
abouts, he sald, because It falls
before the end of the school year,
and, therefore, before the summer
vacation perlod begina.

It would seem best, Loverin said,
to hold the referendum befors
many people would ordinarily be-
gin leaving town for summer
homes and vacations.

Last year's referendum on con-
solldation was held July 5, termed
by many a poor date, due Iargely
to the absence of people because of
the July 4 holiday.

The referendum will be held In
the same fashion as last year's,
with fire district voters voting as
one unit and city voters as another.

An affirmative vota in both areas
will be necessary to effect econ-
solidation,

Costs of printing copies of the
charter, legal advertlsing, hear-
ings and the referendum will be
borne by the town,

The draft of the proposed char-
ter for a unified town has been
developed out of a series of meet-
Ings held during the fall, winter
and early spring by a committee
comprising the three governmental
bodies within the town.
