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4.4% Average 
Boost No7ed in 
Teachers  Pav

(Hartford, May 18 {IP)-—The 
salaries of Coflnecticut public 
school teachers rose by an 
average of 4.4 per cent in the 
current academic year.

The state Board of Education 
disclosed yesterday the average 
earnings for a teacher in the 
state will be $5,926 for 1960-61. 
This compares with a statewide 
average of $5,675 for the previous 
year.

The study by the department’s 
Bureau of Research, Statistics and 
Finance revealed generally good 
news for most educational jobs.

The average elementary school 
teacher salary was $5,814, a hike 
of $254; secondary school teacher, 
$6,102, a hike of $244, and profes­
sional staff personnel, $6,177, a 
$264 hike.

There were also Increases for 
superintendents, supervisors and 
principals on both the secondary 
and elementary level.

Darien led In secondary school 
salaries with an average of $7,441 
and New Canaan led in elemen­
tary school salaries with $6,837.

Not included In the study were 
the training schools of the state 
colleges, and the state vocational- 
technical schools.

Navy Helicopter Sets 
W orld Speed Mark

Stratford, <3onn.. May 18 
twln^urbine Navy helicopter has 
wrested from ths Ruasiaas world 
heUoopter ^>eed supremacy, the 
fiUkorsky Aircraft Division of 
Uhlted Aircraft Corp. announced 
today.
“I '^ e  helicopter company said two 
Navy pilots flew a Sikorsky HSS2 
helicopter at 192.9 miles an hour 
In a test at Bradley Field, Windsor 
Locks yesterday.

The former fastest time was 
186.6 miles an hour flown by a 
Russian MII.6 helicopter Nov. 1, 
1959, over a 100 kilometer (62 
mile) closed course.

The new mark was set over a 
8-kilometer (1.86 miles) straight 
line course In a speed run con^ct- 
ed under the sanction of the Na­
tional Aeronautics Association.

The speed will be submitted to 
the Federation Aeronautlque In-

official world record. The Nation' 
al Aeronautics Association Is the 
United States representative of 
the Intemational body.

Hartford, May 18 (JPi - -  The 

State Motor Vehicles Department 
says there were a record number 
of motor vehicle accidents and In­
juries last year. Commissioner 
John J. Tynan said yesterday 
there were a total of 36,828 acci­
dents, an In increase of 3,436 over 
the previous year, and 24,464 In­
juries, an increase of 3,859. There 
were 273 fatalities, an increase of 
24. But this was short of the 324 
deaths In 1955 which prompted 
former Gov. Abraham Rlblcoff to 
begin his safety campaign.

It said 
Kennedy and Diefenbaker diseii.ss- 
ed the need for accelerating eco­
nomic progre.ss and social reform 
as well as strengthening the west­
ern hemispheric trend away from 
dictatorship and toward democra­
cy. The.se objectives are closely 
related, it added and declared:

‘They were In accord that the 
alignment of a regime In the 
western hemisphere with Com- 
muni.st leadership abroad was a 
matter for serious concern, threat­
ening as it did the peaceful and 
democratic evolution of the Latin 
American peoplea.’’

Diefenbaker as.sured Kennedy of 
C:anada’s "continued and increas­

The statement referring to Cu­
ban dictator Fidel Castro was 
something Kennedy had sought in 
his trip to Ottawa—his first out­
side the United States since his 
inauguration.

Castro Offers 
To Trade for 
1,000 Captives

Key West, Fla., May 17 (Ah — 
Fidel Castro has offered to trade 
more than • 1,000 prisoners' of the 
April 17 invasion for 500 Ameri­
can bulldozers.

The startling swords-for-plow- 
shares offer last night evoked 
wild cheers from several thousand 
peasants assembled at the Rancho 
Boyeros agricultural fair near Ha­
vana.

If the prisoners are not ran­
somed, Castro said, "they will 
work hard, building trenches and 
fortifications, so that they will 
have to earn the bread they eat.”

Referring to President Ken­
nedy — whom the Cubans have 
charged with direct responsibility 
for the Invasion—Castro said: ‘‘If 
they are his friends and he loves 
them so much, Jet him send 500 
bulldozers and we will send them 
back." He added that captives 
charged with committing crimes 
during the Fuigencio Batista re­
gime would not be returned under 
any circumstances.

jkirlier. Castro told his audi­
ence that "agricultural production 
must be Increased at all costs.”

Dwelling at length on Cuba’s 
shortage of pork and pork pro­
ducts, Castro said "Every pig that 
we have must be preserved and fat­
tened. IjCt us put off for a while 
those pig roasts we all like so 
much."

Hope Fading  
Fast for Man 
Buried in Well

Nampa, Idaho, May iS iJPi—A 
.Had little knot,^of people .sliuffled 
around a well today hoping 
against reason that farmer Her­
bert A. Tiegs has somehow ,H\ir- 
vivM for a day buried in a tomb 
of wet sand. _

The" group, including 'liegs' 
sons. Donald and Dale, waited 
through the early morning hours 
for the arrival of some 20-Inch 
diameter casing that will be driv­
en into the well. Then a rescuer 
will be lowered into the casing to 
probe for Tiegs.

The 63-year-old farmer was 
lowered 155 feet into the well yes­
terday to shore up the sides of a 
10-foot square cubicle in the side 
of the well. ;

In the dank, dark .shaft, the wet 
sand caved in on him.

Officials said there is no hope 
Tiegs could,be alive, but his son.? 
refused to discuss that. The sons 
were themselves lowered into the 
2-foot diameter hole and ̂  toey ' 
tried to scoop away the sand! but 
more tumbled down.

Revolution 
To Get 1̂ .S. 
Acceptance

Seoul, Korea, May 18 (IP) 
—Premier John M. Chang and 
hia cabinet resigned today 
and the military emerged tri­
umphant in a revolt they said 
would put new. life into South 
Korea’.s battle against corrup­
tion, poverty and enmmunism.

The 61-year-old elected pre­
mier's bow-out gave a stamp of 
legality to the coup led by Lt'Oen. 
Chang Do-young, 38, the A m y  
chief of staff.

U.S. sources said even though \ 
the top American officials in 
Korea publicly opposed the coup, 
American recognition of the new 
military government was assured 
as a result of Chang’s resignation 
and the retention of President 
Yun Po-sun In his figurehead of­
fice. The.se sources explained that 
diplomatic relations qctually never 
had been broken since all foreign 
diplomats are accredited to Presi­
dent Yun, not to the premier.

Leaders of the revolution im­
mediately named a 30-man com­
mittee made up entirely of mili­
tary figure.? to run the country. It 
was headed by Gen. Chang with 
Maj. Gen. Pak Ch'ung-hl, condd- 
ered the mastermind of the up­
rising, as No. 2 man. Chiefs of all 
the other armed forces were In­
cluded.

Lt. Gen. Kim Chong-to, chalman 
of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, xras 
listed as the third ranking official 
of the new regime, followed by Lt. 
Gen. Park Llm-hang, who earlier 
was reported to have replaced Lt. 
Gen Lee Han-llm as commander of 
the powerful 1st Field Army.

The replacement of Lee was not 
officially confirmed, but well 
placed military sources said he had 
been ousted because be .did not 
back the coup from Ulfe start. Lee, 
commanding on the critical armis­
tice border with North Korea, at 
first took a neutral stand toward 
the coup and only came out In sup­
port of it early today.

"A  Jew named FiSher was

■aid, reading from Seldl'a affi­
davit

“One# toe rope broke. That Jew 
w u  hanged a second time.”

Other documentary evidence 
submitted told of persecutions in 
Austria and Vienna, with the name 
o f Blehmann w  head of the Ges­
tapo’s special branch "tor Jewish 
affairs”  constantly at toe core of 
the happenings.

TTiersrienstadt Itself, established 
tai Cnschoslovakla imder toe 
camouflsge o f being a' ghetto for 
toe aged, actually w u  used more 
lu  an assembly point for transports 
tr the Auschwitz g u  chamben, 
toe evidence showed.

On that point, Blehmann duped 
Beldl oh one occulon.

Jewish leaders approached the 
camp commander with the report 
that exterminations by g u  were 
being carried out in the eu t. Said 
Beldl in his statement:

"Blehmann gave me his word 
o f honor that such things never 
could happen."

This was In 1943, after the 
Auschwitz charnel house already 
had accounted for almost a million 
Jews.

For lack o f proper hygiene or 
medical care, 18.000 Jews died In 
’Theresienstadt from late 1941 to 
1943, Seldl'a EiiBdavit related. Dur­
ing that time at le u t 50,000 Jews 
passed through the camp "to the 
e u t” — the road to death.

In ad­
dition to the flight crew, an air­
craft with so, many high-ranking 
officers aboard would almost cer­
tainly have carried a number of 
their aides.

The Defense Ministry announce­
ment as reported by Tass gave no 
clues to the point of origin or 
destination of the fatal flight.

The secrecy roused speculation 
that the accident might have had 
some connection with Soviet space 
rocket exploits.

Last Oct. 25 Moscow Radio re­
ported that Marshal Nltrofan Ned- 
elln, commander in chief of Soviet 
rocket forces, had been killed in 
an aviation accident.

No details ever were made pub­
lic. There was spiculatlon at the 
time that the Occident might have 
actually Involved the blowing up 
of one of the USSR’s rockets.

A petition must be signed by a 
majority of the 36 senators to 
force a bill i ut of committee.

The opUonal party lever bill, 
which would also eliminate the bill 
on voting machines, already has 
been approved by the Republican- 
controlled House.

Senate Republicans have made 
several attempts t’o have the bill 
voted on. In one move yesterday 
they tried to attach it aa a rider 
to another bill increasing the time 
allowed in voting machine booths 
from one minute to two minutes. 
The attempt was defeated.

The bill on the voting time was 
approved by the Senate, but it 
faces almost certain defeat In the 
House.

Democrats in the Senate said 
they are holding up the optio/ial 
lever bill because Republicans In 
the House have not, among other 
things, gone along with them in 
support of a proposal for a con­
stitutional convention that would 
reduce House membership and re-' 
district senatorial seats.

That can 
be theory, but not proof.

What can be accepted as fact, 
and not merely theory, la that this 
policy, at home and around the 
world, haa not yet created for ua. 
or even defended for ua, the kind 
of world we have In mind. The fact 
la that, in spite of this policy— 
and also perhaps because of it— 
We are-not having our way in the 
world, toward the ideals we tell 
oursdves we aedc.

Still, whenever we find oumlvea 
in doubt, we reach for more of the 
same policy. Thlk o f wei^wns is 
Still our idea of forqefulnest. It is 
the standing solution, the stand­
ing recourse, the thing that, we 
fancy, gives every speech its 
punch, every diplomatic play its 
authority. And whenever we reach 
for this old reliable of oura, we 
have a certain side comfort, which 
doesn’t inspire the policy Itself, 
but which, nevertheless, cases our 
own renewed acceptance of it. 
Preparation for war stlU repre- 
aents the only successful patent 
we have for keeping our prosper­
ity high In times of “peace.”

Yesterday, In Canada, President 
Kennedy made a fine speech about 
the i^latlonship between two fine 
neighbors. It was such a good 
speech that It even wound up with 
a statement such as this:

"For, in the end, we live on one 
planet, and we are part of one hu­
man family. And whatever the 
strugglea that confront us, we 
must lose no chance to move for­
ward towaid a world of law and a 
world of disarmament.’’

But that was not the passage In 
which the speech felt its own 
punch, or created its own head­
lines. ’Iheae, to the contrary, cam! 
from the President’s talk of arma­
ment. first, of increase In conven­
tional forces, and of expansion of 
their power on other continents, 
and second, of an offer, again, of 
that gift Secretary of State Dean 
Rusk first carried to the NATO 
meeting at Oslo—five nuclear mis 

■ slle submarines for NATO. This 
offer created no great receptive 
enthusiasm at Oslo, and there is 
no indication that it got cheers at 
Ottawa yesterday. Many Oanadl 

- aas happen to want to have noth 
Ing to do with mlaailes, .of any 
variety. This was, nevertheless, 
the tangible gift the Ameriesm 
Preeident had aelected to bring 
and offer to his hosts.

There has been a similar strug­
gle between the search for a new 
policy and then a relapse into Com 
fortable reliance upon ..the old in 
Vice President Johnson’s tour of 
Asia. Mr. Johnson has, on that 
tour, made some fine and remark­
able speeches, in the course of 
which'he has. said some signlficsuit 
smd Important things about the ad 
TlaabUity and the urgency of be­
ginning to do something for peo­
ple if we want to hold up our end 
of the world ideological etruggle. 
Thla is the thing many American 
commentators and politicians, too, 
have been talking about lately, and 
there is something of a refil 
thought drive in progress to haire 
us begin acting along such lines.

Instant Need
, On Monday the Massachusetts 
legislature finally completed pas­
sage of its tax relief measure for 
the benefit of the New Haven Rail­
road, thus joining OonnecUcut, 
New York and Rhode Island in the 
action President George Alpert 
had spent many months labeling 
as necessary if the railroad 'waa to 
keep operating.

On Tuesday, Mr. Alpert was out 
on the stump again. And most df 
our readers, we are sure, can guess 
what he said. He was pleased with 
the help the taxpayers of four 
states had now extended him. But 
it was, of oaurss, only a first step, 
only a beginning. It was  ̂not 
enough. There would have to be 
more. The federal government, for 
instance, hadn't been really tapped 
yet. "Action Is long overdue." The 
situation is still so desperate that 
the railroad management is even 
looking into the possibility of ask­
ing bondholders to waive their In­
terest for a time In order to help.

Even while Hr. Alpert waa 
speaking, he was getting more of 
the kind of federal assistance he 
haa already been tapping. The In­
terstate Commerce Oommlaaion 
gave its odfieial guarantee to an­
other $1,000,000 loan the railroad, 
bringing the total it has now guar­
anteed over the past three years to 
the grand sum of $23,000,000. The 
IOC haa, recently, grown nervous 
itself over its authority to issue 
such guarantees, and over the 
soundness of the whole proposi­
tion. But this time, according to 
Washington report, the 'White 
House itself waa in there interced­
ing on behalf of Mr. Alpert.

It appears tha| Mr. Alpert, hav­
ing sold the people of four states
a non-voting, non-fvoflt share in 
his enterprise, oil threat that hs 
would stop the trains if they 
didn’t buy, has now turned to a 
campaign to have the federal gov­
ernment buy its share, too, on the 
threat -that if it doesn’t he will 
have to close down the enterprise 
and thus deprive the nation of a 
great national defense asset 

But. for the moment, the thing 
to notice is how quickly, the mo­
ment four states have poured 
some $6,000,000 into hie hand, the 
hand is out iagaln, smpty again, 
asking for more.

The 
members of the subcommittee 
proved unenthuaiastic, which has 
been their attitude In other years

At this point Mr. EUlia divulged 
that he knew a man who spoke 
Russian fluently and who had 
spent six months In Russia and 
who had made a secret report 
which, indicates that Russia 
spending somewhere b e t w e e n  
$500,000,000 and $1,500,000,000 on 
shelters.

This does not seem a very well 
documented or authoritative re 
port. But, Judging from past 
American performanoes. It may be 
enough. .

In the words of one semi-de­
tached observer, blood was flow­
ing freely in the corridors end an­
terooms of the Cspltol that day.

If'shui supposedly this last day 
for the committees of the 1961 
seealon o f the General Assembly to 
report out such bllla as they were 
going to dignify with a report. If 
a report waa not gained that day, 

bill could still come out, but 
only by dint of exceptional leger­
demain or exceptional bi-partisan 
agreement that it could be certi- 
fled as an emergency hieaaure.

So, on this day. all individual 
legislators, and all lobbyists who 
had not yet obtained favorable 
committee action on their pet proj­
ects were busy exerting the last 
desperate ounces of pressure, try­
ing to get something out—even an 
unfavorable report. If that was the 
last .desperate chance of postpon­
ing the flnal death of the measure 
involved.

How many sessions then were 
going on that day was beyond 
tabulation. Both Senate and House 
were meeting, . a circumstance 
which merely interfered with the 
real business of the day, which 
was that of the Isst executive ses­
sions of committees before the re­
porting deadline was reached.

No one seemed completely sure 
of what was happening to one 
measure or another. Ehren at the 
end of day, when the ordeal was 
supposdly over, no one waa able to 
compile the score. But enough con­
troversial measures had won some 
kind of life to guarantee that the

The commercial bankers claim­

Even the television repairmen, 
who had lost badly in the full vote 
of the committee handling their 
request for a state licensing set 
up, won a curious kind of life in a 
somewhat unique piece of personal 
courtesy in the Senate, where, as a 
special favor to the Senator who 
had introduced the bill, the chair­
man of the committee involved 
finally agreed to report the bill, 
with the proviso that he himself 
would then oppose it.

.Not all lobbyists were even that 
fortunate. One fine fellow found 
himself reduced, relatively early in 
the day. to an effort to explain and 
defend hia particular bill to people 
who didn’t even have a vote on it.

Another pressure group for a 
professional licensing proposition 
resorted to sending telegrams to 
legislators, in which it was argued 
that the fate of this gireat nation 
"in war and in peace" depended 
upon the passage of its bill.

And as if there weren’t trouble 
and anguish enough over such 
measures, this was also the day in

which RspubUcan State Chairman 
Ed May d^dad to take a second 
look at the wisdom of continuing 
and expanding the judgeship ex- 
travagsuisa which had seemed like­
ly to prove the one tangible ac­
complishment of the whole session.

’’There' must be ho more blood­
shed,” he told newsmen after re­
signing. "We must strengthen 
our antl-Communist stand and e 
must seek international support."

As his last act he issued a re­
troactive proclamation of martial 
law, confirming a similar order is­
sued by Gen. Chang Tuesday 
shortly after his forces took over 
Seoul. The intent appeared to be 
to strengthen the technical legal­
ity of the military takeover.

After calling on President Yun, 
Chang went home, describing him­
self as "once more Just a plain 
citizen.’’ But it waa not clear 
whether he was free to move 
aroimd.

Ten cabinet ministers who re­
signed "en masse” with him were 
also freed to go home. Five min­
isters were stlU in hiding and fail­
ed to respond to a dUl from tie 
revolutionary leaders to the show­
down meeting with the Junta that 
preceded tha cabinet resignation.

For the moment there waa no 
' comment from the U. S. embassy 
or the State Department in Waah- 
Ingrton.

Washington had adopted an of­
ficial hands-off policy toward the 
coup after American officials here 
came out in open support of the 
elected parliamentary government.

U. S. charge d’affaires Marshall 
Green and Gen. Carter Magruder, 
American commander of U.N. 
forces in South Korea, issued 
strong statements, criticizing the 
uprising and calling on the mili­
tary to return Premier Chang to 
power.

But Magruder ordered the 50,- 
000 American troops In Korea to 
stay out of the locisl political up­
heaval, and the rebels assured 
that they would not have to con­
tend with American force, went 
ahead.

Premier Chang, who hid in a 
friend’s house while the success 
of the coup bung in balance, called 
Green by phone Just before 
emerging to submit his resigna­
tion.

Green and Magruder conferred 
hut refused to make any comment 
to newsmen, obviously awaiting 
direction from Washington.

The United-Nations Commission 
for the UnifiMUon and Rehabili­
tation of Korea (UNCURK) also 
took no Steps to recognise the 
revolutionary m i l i t a r y  council. 
John Meihulsh, Australian dele­
gate, said the commission "is 
watching dovelopnients,”

The military coup was South 
Korea’s second auooesaCul revolu­
tion In 13 .months sod marked 
another turning point in the di­
vided nation's turbulent history 
since being liberated in World 
War n.

Chang was swept into the pre­
miership last August after a free 
election amid an outburst of dem­
ocratic enthusiasm following the 
overthrow of strongman Sju^man 
Rhee in a student-led revolt.

tor Cho Heung-man announced 
that any Communist spies caught 
in South Korea would be held for 
court-martial.

The nation remained under niar- 
tial law.

President Yun, 63, only a figure­
head chief of state, threw his sup­
port behind the revolutionists and 
declared the new government 
"providee a good opportunity for 
changes for the better.”

"The present grave status of 
our nation is regrettable but it la 
also inevitable,”  he said in . a  
broadcast. He called for unity so 
"the revolutionary task will be 
completed without sacrifices, effi­
ciently and swiftly.”

Premier Chang bowed to the in 
evitable after support began to 
build up rapidly today for the 
email group of leading army offi­
cers who, with an estimated 8,600 
troops behind them, took over Seoul 
before dawn Tuesday.

The 1st Field Army, which in­
cludes more than two-thirds of the 
nation’s 500,000 troops, finally 
came out in support of the revolt. 
The Navy, Air Force and Marine 
commands Joined in backing the 
revolutionists.

The first demonstrators in sup­
port of the coup also emerged on 
the streets of Seoul, vriiich previ­
ously had been quiet The 1,000 
cadets of the military academy In 
the capital marched through 
the streets to show their 
allegiance and 20,000 or more civil­
ians Joined the march.

Although the generals’ revolt 
caught most observers by surprise, 
including U.S. officers snd ffiplo- 
mats, there had been clear signs 
for months that Premier Chang’s 
government was deep In trouble, 
mainly from high unemployment 
and inflation.

Militant Butdent groupe also 
charged that Chang had not been 
sufficiently vigorous in the prose- 
cuUon of officials of the Syngman 
Rhee regime charged with corrup­
tion, election rigging and killing of 
students during the iqirislng 
against Rhee.
. Socialist and other leftwing 
groups also had become active In 
recent months and open in their 
demands for overtures to — and 
eventual unification with r— Com­
munist North Korea. 17118 aroused 
fears In the army that the way 
was being opened to stepped-up Red 
Infiltration from the North.

There was no immediate com­
ment from Communist North 
Korea on the resignation of Prem­
ier Chang, but in a statement ear­
lier today it attacked both him and 
the military rebels.

Communist China has been 
strangely silent through the crisis 
so far.

Menon called for the establish­

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First Session  ̂ First Decision \

Appelate Court Upsets 
Convietion of Driver

The Rtipellate division of the Circuit Court has reversed a 
conviction by Judge Francis J. O’Brien Feb. 2 in 12th Circuit 
Court in Manchester.

It is the first decisipn rendered by the appellate division in
the new court system. — — — — —— —— — —

The three-judge appeal court de­
cided the prosecution failed to 
prove Dennis P. Humphrey, 18, ot 
82 Unnmore Dr. guilty ,beyond a 
reasonable doubt of evading re- 
■ponslbiUty. The judges held that 
no testimony was offered that 
there was property damage or per- 
Bonal injury resulting from the 
auto accident In which Humphrey 
was Involved.

The ceise waa on, of two heard 
by the appellate division in ita first 
court session, held in Manchester 
March 2d.

Judge iorving Pruyn o t  Cole- 
brook prdslded with Judges Ber­
nard A. Koslckl of Middletown 
and Searlea Dearington o f Danlel- 
aon.

The opinion handed down by 
Judge Pruyn said, " . . .  there Is 
error, the Judgment is set aside, 
and the case is remanded with di­
rection to render judgment that 
the defendant Is not guilty, and, 
O^erlng that ho be discha^ed.’’

In this opinion, the othCr Judges 
concurred.

lAttomey Anthony Oryk rep­
resented Humphrey at his trial 
and Stephen Ketcham, assistant 
prosecuting attorney for the state.

The case against Humphrey fol­
lowed a Jan. 1 accident on Center 
St. In which a car driven by 
Humphrey atruck the rear o f a car 
operated by Mrs. Theresa O. Gar- 
rlty  of 12 Proctor Rd.

The appellate judges reached 
the following conclusions;

The Garrity vehicle was stopped 
on Center St. ready to make a left 
turn Into Proctor Rd. Earl Gar­
rity, husband of the driver, was In 
the front seat and their two chil­
dren were In the back seat. The 
force of the collision pushed the 
Garrity car more than a car length 
forward. T^e aide of the Hum­
phrey car hit the rear bumper of 
the Garrity car a glancing blow- 
and then the Humphrey vehicle 
ended up In c enow bank with Ita 
rear end protruding.

The Garrity children w e r e  
thrown on the Door; Earl Garrity 
was . thrown against the dashboard 
and Mrs. Garrity, in reply to her 
husband’s question, said she was 
not Injured. She etayed In the car 
when Garrity got out to help 
Humphrey and his passenger.

A fter some conversation between 
Garrity and Humphrey, the de­
tails o f which Garrity could not 
remember, Garrity helper Hum­
phrey move his car out of the snow 
bank. Humphrey then drove away 
without giving Information or 
making Uiqulries. Garrity then 
noted the car reglstratloa number 
and reported it to police.

Direct testimony at the Feb. 2 
trial revealed no injuries’ to any 
persons In the accident or dsunage 
to the Garrity car.

Judge Pruyn said that "In bis 
appeal from a conviction of evad­
ing responsibility, the defendant 
(Humphrey) claims that the court 
erred as a matter of law in con­
cluding that he violated the ap­
plicable statute. Section 14-224 of

the General Statutes, Revision of 
1958.

There was no question but that 
the defendent (Humphrey) was 
involved In an accident, thejudgea 
ruled. The question before ths 
Appelate Court was whether the 
accident caused Injury to the oc­
cupants of the Gairlty car or to 
the passenger in Humphrey’s car 
or was there damage to the Gar­
rity car.

The court found no evidence of 
any personal injury and damage 
to the Garrity vehicle and there 
fore upset the guilty finding.

From this greater amount of 
knowl^ge, Dean Vogel sa i d ,  
people will find it necessary to 
put knowledge "Into some kind 
of patterns.”

"There Is seemingly In us a real 
thirst for learning and a pleksure 
for learning,”  the dean aaid. "Just 
remember," he said to students, 
it is pleasiant to learn.”
Before Dean Vogel’s address, 

this year’s officers of the chapter 
discussed the qualifications for 
membership of the National Hon­
or Society.

Karl Kehler, president, dis­
cussed "Scholarship."

Slaughter Bill in House

T^ie difference makes It neces­
sary that the House reconsider the 
measure.

The amendment dealing with 
religious practices was introduced 
by Sen. Samuel Debon to prevent 
the state from d i c t a t i n g  any 
change In the traditional Jewish 
methods of slaughter.

In general, the bill provides for 
the quicker dispatch of animals to 
prevent undue suffering.

Legal Battle Dominates 
First Hearing Session

^  took an hour and a half 
bring prellminaiy legal footwork 
to a halt last night before the 
hearing on RookviUe Sgt. Letter 
F. Bartlett's demotion eras deemed 
ready to proceed.

And, after teitlnKMiy about two 
of the nine epeciflc instances cited 
as examples o f Bartlett's Incom­
petence, the hearing was ad­
journed to 6:30 tonight.

In all, the first session of the 
hearing occupied four hours in the 
crowded Rockville City Hall court 
room.

Sgt. Bartlett and soihe of the 
patrolmen subpoenaed as witness­
es were given a  night off duty be­
cause o f the hours they had spent 
without sleep during the day.

Defense Atty. Hsury Hammer 
opened with a request foe post­
ponement of the hearing on 
grounds that the city had not 
compiled with four specific re­
quests.'

The appearance of Capt Peter 
J. Dowgewlcs as a listener after 
an hour of preliminary skirmleh- 
ing aatiefied Hammer’s first rc- 
quMt, that the captain be in at­
tendance and ready to appear as 
a witnesa.

Another half hour resolved the 
other quesUona to Hammer'a ap­
parent aatiafactlon.

He waa told that none but the 
nine epecifle grievances againat 
Bartlett were discussed in an April 
10 executive eeeeion on his demo­
tion. that extraneous testimony 
would be ruled out of order as the 
occasion demanded, and that the 
records would be explored to find 
the date when Bartlett allegedly 
failed to furnish assistance during 
a fire at the old city dump on 
West Rd., listed as one of the 
counts ai^nst him.

Testimony was heard on two 
counts, one that Bartlett ordered 
patrolmen not to take Into cus­
tody a Manchester woman who. on 
July 14, 1059, caused a disturb­
ance In the dty  and later was 
found to be mentally ill and intox­
icated; and the other that he fail­
ed to give speedy assistance to a 
Vernon parent whose baby waa 
dying June 2. 1960.

Corporation Counsel Harvey A. 
Yonce also got testimony from 
Det Sgt George A. Trapp con­
cerning general police procedure, 
which may become.the peals for 
Inquiry into a number of other 
complaints againat Bartlett.

A show of supnort for Bartlett 
came briefly from a number of 
people among the estimated 70 
spectators, .who. crowded. iTXto the 
courtroom.

Bans Smoking
Mayor Leo B. rtaherty Jr., pre-

t o f  siding officer, kept a tight rein on 
the proceedings, said he would al­
low no demonstrations and banned 
smoking while the hearing waa in 
progress.

Besides the two counts diacusaed 
last n^ght, Bartlett is accused of 
endangering the life of a fellow 
officer on two occasiona by order­
ing a delay In aariatance; ordering 
delay of transportation of a re- 
Biiscitator, ordering the release of 
a prisoner on two occasions, and 
failing to asaiat an officer w-ho had 
aaked' the sergeant to specify a 
charge against an accused.

Also, "his actions, directions, 
lack of ability, failure to render 
leadership, failure to render assist­
ance and his conduct as a sergeant 
since his appointment and, more 
so, .of recent date, have tended to 
demoralize and disorganize the po­
lice force of the city of Rockville,” 
the bill 01 particulars states.

Former Rockville Patrolman 
.Joseph A. Sciarra testified Bart­
lett ordered him and other patrol- 
mei).. on the midnight shift July 
14, 1099, not to pick up a young 
woman thought to be intoxicated.

Sciarra said a passing motorist 
told him about the woman. He 
said ahe appeared to be intoxi­
cated and was acting irrationally. 
She waa aarcasttc and uncoopera­
tive, Sciarra aaid.

•Sgt Bartlett, in charge of the 
shift, told her to go home, then 
yelled at her to “ leave r i g h t  
now,” Sciarra aaid.

Later, Sciarra and Patrolman 
Robert McNamara found her on 
Maple St. hurt and disheveled, 
they lahL McNamara, who later 
took her to Rockville City Hospi­
tal for medical treatment, said he 
phoned Manchester police and 
found she had disappeared from 
home there and was being sought. 
Her parents came for hcr„ he add­
ed.

Sciarra and McNamara said 
they would have arrested the 
woman or held her In protective 
custody for either ahe was intoxi­
cated or needed help.

As it was, they said, Bartlett 
ordered her out of the headquar­
ters office (then located in the 
Town Hall on Park PI.) and or­
dered patrolmen to ' Icavp her 
alone.

McNamara, Sciarra, and one 
other patrolrngn reported the Inci­
dent to the then Police Commission 
of Aldermen Gordon A. Deneon, 
John J. Yaekulka, and John J.

Dear Teen-ager: Pensions and 
social aecurlty do not make oav-

I f  dad d t^  and was entitled to 
but minimum benefits under social 
security, and If you, on only child, 
and mom were totally dependent 
upon this Income, you’d be living 
on $49.60 a month today. ’The top 
benefit for a worker, married with 
two children is $254 monthly.

Hopefully to these meager sums 
might be added income from in­
surance. Only a handful of com­
panies might offer you a bit of 
income from dad’s pension should 
he die before he retiree.

Nor should death be the sole 
consideration in planning to save. 
Get your banker to give you one 
of those tables to show how quick­
ly regular savings con build into 
substantial sums of money 
money you might want to start 
a business o f your own when you 
get out of school, money that could 
provide some luxury for your

folka when they do retire.
I  was abookied to learn that not 

quite half the boys and girls in 
^ e  teen-age bunch, 13 to 18 years, 
save .even a part of their allow­
ance or earnings. A  survey Just 
completed by the American Bank­
ers Association of over 8,000 
youngsters reports .that but 48.6 
per cent “save something.”  I t  has 
been found that girls' are better 
savers than boys.
._H pw  much does the average 
teen-ager save? Just under $6 
monthly.

What motivates teen-age sav­
ings? In most of the cases studied 
there Is a goal; 41 per cent save 
to "bu y  something soon” ; 23 per 
cent for furthering education; 18 
per cent because they think it is 
a good Idea to have a nest egg or 
because they “ like the feeling of 
security.” About 8 per cent o f the 
savers save for marriage, 9 per 
cent for travel and 4 per cent to 
buy a car.

But there was 
before he could finish the Job.

Sheriff Dale Halle estimates the 
well-known farmer In this arid area 
of southwestern Idaho was burled 
under as much os 18 feet of sand.

’The sheriff said there, was no 
hope—at least very little hope that 
Ttegs could have survived.

Heavy casing is necessary for 
the recovery efforts, to protect res­
cuers from further cave-lne. The 
20-inch casing was ordered so that 
it would slide down the shaft, which 
is 22 inches In diameter, then 
through the mound of sand toward 
Tiegs. A rescuer would go down the 
20-inch casing and thus be protect­
ed by it.

Anyone Want to Shed Some Tears?

Fixer Explains Last 22 Days 
Since Latest Case W as Broken

Bethlehem, Pa.. May 18 (iP>— 
What have the 22 days'been Uke 
for Jack Egan since the news 
broke on April 27 that the former 
St. Joseph’s College basketball 
star had taken bribes to shave 
points?

Does he feel self-conscious? 
What about his young wife, and 
his mother and father?

The 22-year-oId Egan talked to­
day about those 22 days. He 
wasn’t bitter. He abounded in 
faith that he could overcome the 
stigma the Incident attached to 
him.

"I really don't know what peo­
ple are going to say when I walk 
up to them the first time," he said. 
"1 know I was wrong but I really 
don’t feel like a criminal.

"I feel pretty bad but I try not 
to let it get me down. People have 
been pretty nice on the whole. 
People more or less Just decided 
not to talk about'’it. "They usually 
let It ride."

No Iqcideato
Egan said that during the 22 

days he couldn’t recall any Inci­
dents where someone said some­
thing that really hurt him con­
cerning the point shaving scandal. 
But he could recall some encourag­
ing incidents.

"Several friends, including my 
high school principal and' coach, 
asked me to come over and talk 
to them--and- they- would. try ,.ta 
help me !f they could.”

Egan lives in this steel com­
munity In Eastern Pennsylvania 
with his wife, Suzan-4 and his 
two sons, Patrick 2 >4. and Chris­
topher, who was born on Christ­
mas Day In 1959.

He said that several days after 
he was expelled from St. Joseph’s 
In Philadelphia, he vl.sited the Rev. 
Joseph Gieb, dean of men at the 
school.

'I went to see him about wheth­
er I could get back in school. He 
told me that I was expelled and 
couldn’t apply for readmisaion 
until 1963. He said he didn’t feel I 
would be turned down but he 
wouldn’t make any guarantees.”

Egan was in his final semester 
of his senior year when he was ex­
pelled. He was working for a de­
gree in industrial management.

Today he is a laborer working 
on a golf course the Bethlehem 
Steel Corp. Is 'ouUding for its em­
ployes in nearby Hellertown. But 
the job is for the summer only.

After that?
"I don’t know,” said Egan.

Parents Hit Hard
He said that hia mother and 

father had taken the acandal 
"Pretty tough.”

"They asked me why I did a 
foolish thing like that," he ex­
plained. “I told them I knew it 
was. foolish but I didn’t know why 
I did it.”  '

Egan aaid his wife "felt bad 
about It...bu t I think ahe’a re­
signed herself to I t . . . ”

He said she doesn’t mention it 
to him anymore.

Asked if he had talked to his 
coach at St. Joseph’s, Jack Ram­
say, since the incident, Egan aaid 
he hadn’t

Looking back, Egan recalled that 
"Juat after the opening of the sea- 
aona last year—we had played one
-game-----one-of - the- oth^.^playera.
contacted me.

"He asked me If I wanted to 
make some money. I said: ‘How?* 
he told me by shaving points. I 
told him: 'I don’t want to have 
anything to do with It.’ Then he 
told me how much money. I 
agreed.”

Egan repeated that he needed 
the money since his wife had suf­
fered a miscarriage Just before the 
196081 seasons started.

Blackfish fishing is picking up In 
the area from the Thames River 
to the Rhode Island line and in the 
Guilford - Branford - New Haven 
area.

Good white perch fishing is re­
ported from Quambsug Cove. 
Stonington, at high tides, with 
worms the best bait.

194 bucks and M  roe at the state- 
controlled area in Suffleld. An es­
timated 3,000 fishermen were out 
over the weekend participating in, 
the Windsor Rod and Gun Club 
Shad Derby. The top fish reported 
waa a five-pound, 8 ‘-i-ounce roe. 
The Farmin^oq River Is also pro­
ducing some good catches of Shad.

White catfish from 12 to 15 
Inches, and yellow perch are 
abundant in the (Connecticut 
River.

A look at what has happened to 
our breakfasts over the past quar­
ter century sadly reveals:

1. At least three times more 
brands and sizes of breakfast cere­
als to choose from in 1961 over 
1936—attended by a staggering 
increase in coet.

2. AU kinds Of eoientifle addi­
tions in many of the packagea — 
resulting in what may be a back­
ward shift in nutrition.

3. AU kinds of cereals aimed 
at an entirely new cereal purchas­
er, built In these past TH years, 
who now decides which package 
will be on the breakfast table.

These are the major findings in 
a comparative study of the situa.- 
tion by Consumers Union, a prod­
uct testing and reporting organl' 
zation in Mount Vernon, N. Y., 
now 25 years old.

In 1936, CU investigators found, 
there were 31 widely sold brands* 
of cereal. One-third of, them were 
cold or ready-to-eat. An average 
monthly cereal budget for a fam­
ily of five varied from about 45 
cents to $3.85.

Today ? There are 68 widely spld 
brands in 109 separate sizes, mak­
ing it almost impossible to figure 
out the best buy per ounce. Sizes 
range from 42 ounces to 3/7 of an 
ounce—̂ wllh such unlikely weights 
in between aa 10 4/5 and 8 13/14 
ounces.

A month’s supply of one popu­
lar cold cereal, for example, costs 
$2.70 when you buy it by the king- 
size package. But If you take the 
handy individual packages, the 
monthly cost jumps to $6.15.

A month’s supply of to 
highest-priced popular cereal will 
cost you $11.25—just about three 
times -more than the top 1936 
figure.

But the biggest change In this 
quarter of a century haa been the 
shift to cold cereals, which have 
reversed their standing and now 
account for two-thirds of the mar­
ket, This shift in marketing mlr- 
TOrs ■ 25-yeanr-iof •mrtritiim-sclence.' 

- In iLB36,-the aver-age hot e«Msi 
cooked four to six houra in a 
double-boiler. The big selling point 
in those days of the depression 
Energy and vitamins at low cost 
Today, the long-cooking hot cereals 
take three to six minutes. But in 
the meantime , the cold cereal 
makers have learned how to add 
protein and other nutrients to 
products.

Hartford, May 19 Re-^reglstratlon fees from the present#-tions" Committee,
publican leaders today offi­
cially unveiled a $554 million 
general fund budget that is 
some $35 million under the 
spending program proposed 
for the next biennium by Gov. 
John N. Dempsey.

’The OOP’s lower total resulted, 
in part, from cuts of $14 million 
from the various departmental 
budgets in the Dempsey budget. 
At the same time, GOP leaders 
said, there are a few instances in 
which items in the GOP budget are 
higher than In Dempsey's.
' As had been predicted all ses­
sion, the Republican budget dif­
fers from Dempsey's in that it 
makes no provision for diversion 
o f money from the highway fund 
to the general fund.

Tha highway fund is made up 
of all revenue from motor vehicle 
registrations and gasoline taxes 
left after expenses for the opera­
tion of the Motor Vehicle Depart­
ment and State Police Department 
have been deducted.

The law states that the remaind­
er is to be used for highway proj­
ects, but Dempsey proposes to di­
vert some $30 million to other use.

Of this figure, nearly $13 mil­
lion would be "new” money, in

CMS to Submit 
New Contract 
For A pproval

Hartford, May 19 (P) — Con-, 
neetlcut Medical Service directors 
voted yesterday to send the final 
draft of the proposed new CMS 
"community'”  contract "immedi­
ately”  to State Insurance Commis­
sioner Alfred N. Premo for his ap­
proval.

TTie contract would provide 
more benefits for larger fsmlUes. 
A CMS spokesraam said ‘ ‘immedi­
ately’’ would probably mean the 
first pf next week.

CMS directors also are consider­
ing a proposal to broaden benefits 
under the existing "pbeferred” 
contract and increase payments to 
doctors about 10 per cent, all at 
no increase in present premium 
levels.

Under the community contract, 
which has the approvsil of CMS’ 
sponsor, the State Medical Society, 
the following would apply:

1. Service benefits (full payment 
of doctors’ bills for covered serv­
ices) would be provided for a fkmily 
of three (one child) with up to $6.- 
000 annual gross Income; for a 
family' of four with up to $6,500 
Income; for a family of five with 
up to $7,000, and for families with 
six or more members with up to 
$7,500.

2. Broader benefits than under

$8 per automobile to $12.
The Republicans are opposed to

Increased state grants to local 
education would come to $23.2 mil­
lion under the Republican program, 
$30 million under Dempsey's.

Dempsey’s educational grants 
would be administered on a flat 
basis of $30 more per pupil per 
year.

Seoul. South Korea. May 19$'

resigned, a presidential secretary 
announced today. This develop­
ment was reported as iron-man 
rule prevailed again In South 
Korea for the first time since 
Syngman Rhee was ou.sted last 
year.

A statement issued to newsmen 
over Yun’s name said "I regret 
that I made so little contribution 
to the nation that a military 
revolution has occurred.”

Yun was the only constitution­
ally Instituted official left In office 
after a military coup this week 
seized power and forced the re­
signation of Premier John M. 
Chang.

Yun's resignation, which was 
confirmed by spokesmen reached 
by telephone at the presidential 
palace, followed by one day 
Chang's capitulation and resigna­
tion.

Under the South Korean form 
of government, the premier ex­
ercised the real ruling power and 
the president was a figurehead 
chief of state.

In a Korean crisis such as this 
week's uprising, It is traditional 
for the leading figures to step 
asid» in penance.

The nation's new military bosses 
had arrested 930 suspected leftists 
and imposed stringent censorship.

Yun had been kept on in the 
first stages by the military Junta 
that toppled Chang’s government 
in an apparent attempt to put a 
stamp of legality on the military 
takeover.

’^ere. 'was no immediate indica- 
tknV'whether tbfr junta had -ds*: 
elded to seek Yun’s resignation.

It was said yesterday that by 
keeping the chief of state—with 
whom diplomatic relations are 
established by foreign govern­
ments — the question of diplo­
matic recognition would be re­
solved. The theory, was that this 
avoided r a i s i n g  the issue of 
whether the United States and 
other nations would have to go 
through the process of recognizing 
a government takeover.

American authorities here had 
opposed the military takeover, 
maintaining that support should be 
given to the legally constituted 
Chang government.

Yun’s statement gave no hint of 
how he viewed the constltuonal 
.question. It said:

"Fortunately God has blessed 'us 
and enabled the members of the 
Mllitar>’ Revolutionary Committee

to take over the affairs of state4>combat 
without trouble.”

The statement quoted him as 
saying he was satisfied that the 
Koresui people “also have gnreat 
expectations” from the new mili­
tary regime.

The 63-year-old president earlier
had begun moving his personal (Tommunist party is outlawed In

mansion to his private home in 
Seoul. His secretary had said Yun 
planned to resign when martial 
law imposed by the military junta 
was lifted.
