Presumably
before going into a formal Big
Four summit conference with oth-
er leaders such as British Prime
Minister Harold Macmillan and
French President Charles de
Gaulle, Kennedy would want care-
ful advance preparation and some
evdence that the conference might
produce constructive ments,

Following Kennedy’s initial ex-

ression of willingness to meet

rushchev there were no con-
crete developments for several
week's except that Thompson re-
ported to the President that
Kh ‘s reaction to a get-
togethm.?ﬁ!er this year was fa-
vorable.

Meanwhile, In March and April,
the U.8.-8oviet conflicts over Laos
and Cuba were.Intensified and pro-
duced a state of bad relations
which clearly did not meet Ken-
nedy's general requirement for a
suitable atmoaphere.

Then, early this month in con-
tracts with the U.S. embassy May
3-4, the Soviet oreign Office in-
quired whether Kennedy was still
interested in arranging a meeting
and gave some Indication that
Khrushchev thought the time had
come to set one up. The path for
agreement undoubtedly was clear-
ed by the easing of the Cuban
crisls following the failure of the
April 17 rebel invasion and by
Soviet agreement to a cease-fire in
Laos.

The Btate Department respond-
ed to the Soviet Foreign Office in-
quiry with word that the President
would let Khrushchev know by
May 20 whether he was ready for
a talk, It was noted that Kennedy
would be in Europe for hia May
81-June 2 conference with De
Gaulle.

It now appeafs that the Presi-
dent and Rusk also wanted to see
whether Khrushchev would use
his influence to promote an end
to the fighting in Laos,

The State Department then
sounded out U.8. Allies on their
reaction to an informal session
between Kennedy and Khrushchev
and officials sald the reaction was
favorable. Apparently there were
also some further exchanges be-
tween Washington and Moscow.

Last Tuesday, Soviet Ambassa-
dor Mikhail Menshikov called on
Kennedy at the White House and
delivered a letter expressing
Khrushchev’'s willingness to meet
with Kennedy following his trip
to Paris. On Wednesday Kennedy
replied with a confirmation that
he would be in Vienna on June 3,

lar with his prestige,
But the truth seems to be that
the prime purpose of the Steven-
son trip will be to see if he can
talk Latin- American policy into
lins for common action against
Cuba. He will, supposedly, give
particular attention to the three
nations, Braxil, Mexico, and Ecua-
dor, which have most openly sig-
nifled their reluctance to join us
in any hemisphere measures aimed
at Castro.

Mr, Stevenson, travellng on such
a mission, will no longer be merely
the enlightened and distinguished
traveler he has been on other re-
cent tours among our Good Neigh-
bors. He will be a man with a pur-
pose. To be sure, he will be as nice
and friendly and persuasive a man
as we could posaibly send on such
a mission. To be sure, he will at-
tempt to persuade, rather than
threaten.

But not even the velvet glove,
the ingratiating voice, the halo of
idealism and sincerity, will hide
the fact that his purpose will be to
get this hemisphere in line for
what the United States feels
should be done about Castro.

If there is one thing this coun-
try should have done from the first
with regard to Castro, it should
have been to keep itself from being
the first to label, to criticize, to
attack, diplomatically or other-
wise, the Cuban revolutionary. It
should have lot other hemisphere
countries discover and label Castro.
for themnelves—and for us.

Similarly, if here is one thing we
should do now, it should be to re-
frain from being the ones who try
to organize this - hemisphere
sgainst Castro, by trying to byy
or persuade support for whal we
think should be done. We should
walt for the hemisphere to decide
that something ought to be done,
and then come to us for help in
seeing that it gets done.

This should be our simplest rule
in this situation: that we do not
push our own case against Cas-
tro, but that we wall for the
hemisphere to develop its case
sgainst him.

We might be swprised to find
ott how much easler It Is to
schieve and lead a_united hemis«
phere if, as its higgest and most
powerful nation, we had strategi-
cal and psychological sense enough
to station ourselves at the rear,
and play the rols of one among
many rather than the role of pow-
er-elected leader,

It is to put Connecticut back in
the mud.

Most of the modern evils and
the modern trouble with Connecti-
cut began back in 1930, when that
sly old politician, Wilbur L. Cross,
dream: up the proposition for
taking the Connecticut farmers
out of the mud. He sold the farm-
ers the idea that they would be
getting something for no , an
approach which always turned any
traditional Yankee into a first
class sucker. The farmers got
roads, black ones, running by
every acre they owned, and they
have been paying building lot
taxes ever mince, and If there is
any one thing which has ruined
farming as a profession and liveli-
hood in Connecticut it Is the fact
that Old Man Croas, looking for
rural votes, met out to save the
farmers from the mud,

The disappearance of an old tra-
ditional Industry, once ths back-
bone of Connecticut living, left an
economic gap which had to be
filled somehow.

That gap has been filled by the
new industry of road building,
which employes more people than
farming ever did, and which has,
in fact, come to be the state's
biggest and most impressive indus-
trial activity.

One of ita most impressive fea-
tures is that it Is self-perpetusating.
New roads are always needed to
carry the trucks and materials and
equipment and men to the point
where the next new roads are to
bs buillt. A casual census of traf-
fic on any Connecticut highway
will usually reveal that approxi-
mately half the traffic consists of
mix trucks heading toward the
next new road. And by the time the
end of any particular line has been
reached, the traffic of the trucks
used in bullding it has worn out
the beginning of the route, so that
It Is time to pave it over again.
This is the nearest thing to a per-
petual motion brand of industry
yet developed, and this is certainly
chief among the many things
which make us admit that our
own highway program, that of
putting Connecticut back in the
mud, doesn't make sense.

There Is, In fact, nothing to rec-
ommend our program except the
pleasure that suld come from liv-
ing in the kind of state it could
eventually recreate. Nor do we ex-
pect understanding and apprecia-
tion of what this : leasure might
be to be too general and wide.

We don't expect the Chambers
of Commerce, or even the farmers,
aor the legislators of even one of
those counties which has & rela-
tively easy chance at life because
It has been neglected, compara-
tively """"“J.‘ by the march of
progress to , to come into
Hartford bearing petitions asking
that their county be allowed to
slip back toward its natural state,
To the contrary, v 3 expect even
our more sylvan areas to be dom-
Inated primarily b; envy of those
sections of the state where the
ultimate ideal, that of a state
paved solid from border to border,
has already been approached. And
even we are good-natured enough
to hope they get what t.h:?r want,
and that it serves them right.
But in our private world, where
we consider ourselves privileged to
dwell pleasantly and meditatively

The first American and Russian
successes with unmanned space
rockets proved tha' man can tol-
erate temporary welghtlesaness,
detected the Van Allen radiation
belts, photographed the far aside
of the moon, and gave us Inter-
planetary rockets with ranges ex-
coeding several hundred - million
miles.

But these are only the rudi-
mentary achievements of & young
sclence, With the development of
manned vehicles able to travel
throughout our solar system and
into other plane systemg will
come & new cult epoch.

Such advances in rocketry de-
pend on the ways we find to power

space shi

Be, with black powder
and with hydrogen, rocket
fuels have relled until now on
chemical reactions in wmsolid and
liquid propellants, In the future
thg, classical may give way to
exotic p llants conslsting of
free radicals such as atomic oxy-
gen, nitrogen, or hydrogen. These
are being considered today,

While all astronautical progress
so far has been with chemical
rockets, the efficiency of the chem-
ical reacttons involved is still quite
low. The matter converted into
energy by chemical means Is only
one ten-billionth of the total mat-
ter used, an efficlency so low as to
make interplanetary travel-too
time consuming.

260 ys to Mars

A chemically propelled trip to
Mars would take 260 days. Since
there would have to be a 400 day
layover, the total for a round trip
would be more than 800 days.
Using chemical rockets, a trip to
Pluto, the farthest planet m
the sun, would require about 122

A

years!

But. it would take only 18 days
if we had the energy to travel at,
say, 9443 miles a second, moving
in a straight line and under a
constant acceleration of ons grav-
ity (egual to the speed of a body
falling to earth.)

Thus we must look carefully at
other ways to propel -puuhla:.
+For more than a decade we have
had nuclear fission in both steady
and explosive forms, yielding
about one one-thousandth of its
totsl potential energy. Therefore,
it could certainly apply to rocket
propulsion. )

Harnessing such energy to the
rocket creates a difficult technical
problem: How to keep the fcrce
radiation from destroying the
rocket's walle. This is far from
being solved,

The meeting also approved ap-
propriations of: 1) $2,250 for tul-
t'sn charges; 2) $5,300 for extra
transportation costs; 3) $2,945 for
alterations at the achool to com-
ply with the atate fire code.

Wall 8t., a new road off Notch
Rd. built by Jacob Stygar, was ac-
cepted into the town road system.

Harold Dwyer, who said he had
drawn up specifications last year
as Board of Education chairman,
for the waterproofing job which
drew bids ranging from $2,000 to
$9,000, questioned why these bids
were not acted on.

John Harris, current Board of
Education chairman, sald the
range in bids led the board to be-
lleve there was something wrong
with the specifications, and it was
decided to hire an architect.
