Returning 
to Hyannia Port, he will fly to 
New York Tuesday to speak that 
night at a cancer hmd dinner.

Tuesday night, accompanied by 
Mrs. Kennedy, he will fly to Paris 
for conferences with President 
Charles de Gaulle. From there he 
will go to 'Vienna for informal 
talks June 3-4 . with Soviet Pre­
mier Nikita Khrushchev. .

Billy, a policeman, found 9iim. 
He had been searching for the 
missing man for hours.

Doctors took 54 stitches in 
the wounds. They said he had 
lost perhaps five pints of 
blood. They held little hope for 
his recover)’.

That was six days ago. To- 
da,y Davis is back in his Ca- 

home, sitting up 
and grieving mostly because 
doctors won't let him smoke 
his old quota of three cigars 
a dav.

H ^  did he do it?

Washington, May 27 lA'i—Fundrsurances that the prisoners actual- 

raising groups in more than half 
the countries of Latin America 
have joined U.S. citizens in efforts 
to buy tractors to ransom 1,200 
rebel prisoners held by Cuba.

More Judges Urged
Hartford, May 27 UP) — Chief 

Justice' Raymond E. Baldwin has 
apparently failed to persuade Re­
publican party leaders that the 
Superior Court needs seven new 
Judges.

Baldwin, in a personal appear­
ance before the House Judiciary 
Committee yesterday, urged pass­
age of a bill expanding the Su­
perior C^urt from 22 to 29 Judges.

Republican members of the com­
mittee were ready to endorse the 
bill but they did not get the go- 
ahead signal from Republican 
State Chairman Edwin H. May Jr.
-■ Baldwin- told the- committee Iri' - 
executive session that the addi­
tional Judges were needed to cut 
Into the backlog of cases.

He also suggested Iricreaslhg the 
civil Jurisdiction of the Circuit 
Court from 82,500 to $5,000, mak­
ing Uie first $2,500 civil JurisdiiS 
tion exclurive in that court. <

He aUo urged an Increase in the 
criminal Jurisdiction of the Circuit 
Court from fines of $500 tq $1,000.

Meanwhile, the Republican-con­
trolled House passed and sent to 
the Senate a GOP bill that would 
merge the Court of Common Pleas 
and its 12 Judges to the Superior 
Court

Democrats, who argued against 
the bill, said they were not against 
the measure in principle.

They said the merger should not 
be considered until the state has 
had a chance to see what effect 
the new Circuit Courts which went 
Into operation Jan. 1, have on the 
state's Judiciary system.

Republicans, however, said the 
merger would help clear a back­
log of cases in the Sui>erior Court.

» Rights Bill Widened
"Hartford, May 27 tiD—The 

House has passed a bill strength­
ening a state law banning dis­
crimination In the sale or rental 
of housing.

In its consideration of the meas­
ure yesterday, the lower chamber 
amended it to conform exactly 
with one passed by the Senate 
earlier this week.

The amendments included one 
extending the coverage of the 1958 
antidiscrimination law, which had 
been applicable to housing accom­
modations where one of five units 
on a single or continguous parcel 
of land are controlled by one per­
son.

Both the House and Senate bills 
would extend the coverage to 
housing units which are one of 
three accommodations'.

It is expected that the Senate 
will pass the House bill and send 
It to the governor.

Among other changes the House 
and Senate  ̂bills make in the 1959 
law is an extension to cover build­
ing lots as well as accommoda­
tions.

The revised law would also ap­
ply to anyone who owned or oth­
erwise controlled such -housing 
units or lots within one year of an 
act in violation of the law, and it 
provides that all housing units or 
lots controlled directly or indirect­

ly by the oam^ IntareaU shall be 
deemed to be owned or controlled 
by one person.

The changes were made to cov­
er "loopholea" In Ui* 1969 act.

Bill Aims at Bookies
Hartford, May 27 (4>)—A pro­

vision for a mandatory Jail term 
for booktea convicUd for the third 
time has ben eliminated by the 
Senate from a bill that would 
otherwise eetablleh haraher pen­
alties for gambling activities.

The Senate approved Uu change 
yesterday in a 17-11 Vote’ that 
crossed party lines. Four Demo­
crats and seven Republicans voted 
against it; three Republicans and 
14 Democrats voted for It.

Because the amendment made 
a substantial change In the bill, 
it must be reviewed by the legis­
lative commissioners before it 
gets final action in the Senate. As­
suming it passes there, It would 
go to the House.

■Minority Leader Peter P. Ma- 
rianl, R-Groton, opposed dropping 
the mandatory Jail term, saying 
it would "give aid and comfort to 
the bookies.’ ’

Those supporting the change In 
the bill said it Was a matter bet 
ter left to the dlspretlon of the 
Judiciary.

The stricter penalties called for 
In the bill would start with the 
second offense. A fine up to $1,- 
SIX), imprisonment up to two years, 
or both could be Imposed, on 
bookmakers for second offenses.

Third offenders would face a 
fine of up to $8,(KX), or. up to three 
years in Jail, or both.

Operators of policy games, or 
"numbers" as it Is sometimes 
called,'' would also be liable for 
harsher sentences under the bill

Policy operators now can be 
fined $1(X), or Imprisoned up to 
six months, or both. These penal­
ties would be retained for first of­
fenders.

Second offenders would be fined 
from $1<X) to $200, Irqprisoned up 
to a year, or both. Third offend 
era could get $250 to $500 fine 
up, to three years in prison or 
both.

Marvin Rich, director of com­
munity-relations for the Congress 
of Racial Equality (CORE) told 
a newsman In New York the free­
dom ridea are but one step of a 
Negro drive to wipe out discrim' 
ination entirely in the United 
States.

The Student Non-Vlolent Coord­
inating Committee Issued a call in 
Atlanta for immediate Intensifica­
tion of freedom riding and other 
activities to eliminate bus and 
railway station segregation in the 
Deep South.

Negro integration leader Mar­
tin Luther King Jr., head of the 
Southern Christian Leadership 
Conference, met with key associ­
ates in Atlanta Jo map plans for 
segregation-testing bus trips on a 
large scale. However, he urged 
a temporary lull—but no cooling 
off—In freedom riding.

(Oonttaraed from Page One)
a warning when the mud suddenly 
shifted on one of hla trips down.

While rescue workers were sum­
moned, Burgess several times 
tried to free himself without suc­
cess. Once he tried to dig him­
self free with a big kitchen ladle, 
but as fast aa he dug away the 
mud, and the holes filled again.

The rescuers were hampered, 
too, by the shifting mud and by 
sections of well casing that slipped 
out of place In the cave-in. Boa'rds 
were lowered that could be used 
as a safeguard against new  ̂cave- 
ins.

Shortly after his brother arrived 
about 6 p.m., Burgess called up: 
“How come nobody’s come down 
here to get m e?” His brother ex­
plained the rescuers were afraid 
of caving the well in on him.

Later, as the new shaft was 
drilled, Burgess was asked if he 
felt the hammer.

"Yeah,” he answered, "I can 
feel the vibrations below me."

Fear Of The Good
Because what is actuaHy going 

on is that somebody le trying to 
♦oir*  up Castro on hie men for 
tractors deal, it la the opposition 
whldi is having the field day, free, 
•s  it is, to find and dilate upon aU 
kinds of reasons and consldera- 
tions which can be cited against 
the propoeiUon.

Sopie of the opposlUon even 
Cites'the poeilbUity that some of 
the Cubans In the expedition, 
being either country club loungere 

...y mercenary adventurers, would 
ge fasn a  good out of being left in 
Oaatro’B bands and forced to do a 
little banast work.

But the more formidable oppo- 
telon U afraid that, U the tractor 
deal ever goea through, It will 
eomehow wind up as a propaganda 
triumph for Castro, who will usa 

■ it to proclaim that tht United 
States is admitting and apologli- 
Ing for its role in the invasion, and 
who will Immediately begin look­
ing for some other opportimlty to 
•Ijlackmair' the United States.

In some o f the criticism there is 
ane construcOve suggestion, which 
might stlU be welcomed, if  not too 
late. That wovUd be to have the 
actual negotiation and supenrlsion 
of the transfer put in the hands of 
the International Rad Croas, which 
would keep either our government 
or private Individuals from being 
in the poslUon of negoUaUng with 
a foreign government on such a 
matter.

But the great bulk of the criti­
cism of the proposed transaction 
comes from those who make a po­
litical profession of proclaiming 
how tough they are toward Com­
munists, and who Imply, but al­
ways without actually saying so, 
that what they would really favor 
would be to send American troopa 
in to finish the Job these exllea at- 

— tempted.
All of this criUclsm, however, 

has Its field day only because 
somebody has tried to do some­
thing about the Castro proposi­
tion.

I f  his offer had been neglected. 
If nobody had taken the lead to 
demonstrate that, whatever Cas­
tro might be, we ara a humani­
tarian people, then we would all 
have a completely different set of 
circumstances and regrets to con­
sider. TTiere would be the spec­
tacle of our turning a deaf ear to 
the plight of people whom we 
helped send to that beach In Cuba. 
There would be the spectacle of 
our allowing Castro a propaganda 
point without making any move to 
compel him to prove his own aln- 
cerity. Then, instead of having 
people characterize us a.s silly, 
sentimental geese, we would be 
criticized for being hard-hearted 
materialiats. Then, instead ,bf hav- 

. Ing people ask where our common 
sense had fled, we would have had 
people asking what had become of 
our Ideallapi and our generosity.
• Whichever course we took, it 
would have been subject ,to second 
thinking and imaginative criti­
cism. '

But we have taken, through vol­
untary effort, that course which 
comes closest to emphasizing what 
kind of people we really are. and 
to dramatizing the kind of thing 
which, given the opportunity, we 
would always prefer to be doing 
with our neighbors of this hemi­
sphere—exporting tractors Instead 
of guns. I

In such a stance, we do not have 
to worry about our prestige or 
reputation. I f  we bad not moved, 
we would Indeed have been the 
ones on the spot in world and 
hemisphere opinion. Now it is 
Castro who is on the spot, I f  he 
proves to be a cruel prankster in 
thlh matter, that is his business, 
and his loss in his quest for 
hemisphere minds. I f  we have now 
maneuvered him into a position 
where hS feels required to prove 
tliat- he can be humane and re- 
qwnalbla for a momant, that will 
te-B good aapertanea for him, and 
.Mpisuld M a te  Incldflatally, as tte

Quotable
Everybody, it teems, is quoting 

one short passage from “ Russia 
and the West Under Lienin and 
Stalin,”  by George Kennan, former 
State Departmttit expert on Rus­
sia and now ambassador to Tugo- 
slavla. Wa don't want to b* left 
out of the parade.

The passage being quoted by 
everybody reads as follows:

“ Let us not repeat the mistake 
o f believing that either good or 
evil Is total. Let us beware, in the 
future, of wholly condemning an 
entire people and wholly exculpat­
ing others. Let iia remember that 
great moral Issues, in which civili­
sation Is going to stand or fall, cut 
acrosa all military and Ideological 
borders, across peoples, clssses 
and regimes—across, in fact, the 
make-up of the human individual 
liirosalf. No other people, as a 
whole, la entirely our enemy. No 
people at sdl—not even ourselves— 
is entirely our friend." •

The reason everybody quotes 
this passage la that it brings close 
to the nutshell the key contribu­
tion which Just about everybody 
keeps making to the plight of the 
world.

Everybody who reads this pas:

This is the shape and 
definition of the conspiracy we 
make against ourselves.

This is the habit of mind with 
out which our pose of conflict and 
our will to conflict oould not be 
sustained.

I f  we could even begin thinking 
differently, we would find this be­
ginning to be s saner and better 
world.

Connecticut 
Yankee
By A. H. 0.

At the risk of bunding ai nalv* 
tnq> for ourselves, we venture the 
opinion that the IM I session of the 
General Assembly which now eh- 
ters its last 10 days of life ia going 
to compensate for its lack of 
drima, its lack of real sharp poli­
tical conflict, and its lack of really 
aigtUficant public accomplishment 
by leaving a record which Is gen­
erally honest and decent.. Nobody 
is going to steal the Capitol Dome; 
nobody, unless the Judgeship deal­
ing gets out of hand, is turning the 
session into a patronage grab-bag; 
nobody is going to take any real 
gouge out of the public interest Just 
for political gain.

The session is likely to be criti­
cised more severely for a few 
things it had a real mandate to do 
and did not do-than for any of Its 
acts of commission. Unless there is 
soms last minute rescue for things 
like the optional lever bill or re- 
districting of the Senate along with 
sensible reduction of the member­
ship of the House, the session's 
failure to act on such urgent mat­
ters of deep public policy Is going 
to be rated its chief sin. The politi­
cal realities Involved,in such mat­
ters can be conceded; nobody likes 
to gtv* away a presumed tactical 
advantage. But there are times for 
actimi, even on such matters, times 
for leadership which can aurrender 
the footholda of the moment on the 
very valid assumption that they 
may be the potholeFOf tomorrow.

But this has not, so far, seemed 
a session for any taste of great­
ness, Inevitably, after the epochal 
a?hlevementa of the 19S9 session, 
things were bound to settle down, 
and go tame. The very member­
ship Of the session, with Us large 
quota of well-intentioned neophytes, 
helps temper things doym. 'jhis 
alms to be a relatively decent ses­
sion, precisely because there are 
fewer professionals doing its wheel­
ing and dealing.

It will have Its portion of drama 
and excitement, but this is. we 
should say, going to be a drama 
and excitement which, instead of 
finding itself in political warfare, 
is going to cut across party lines.

The issues capable of producing 
the really big fights in this session 
are the iakuea which Involve the 
plotting of various elements in the 
state's business and professional 
life to push other elements around.

In some extreme cases, ss '#1th 
the optometrists, the objective of 
the bill In question Is not merely 
to push somebody around, but to 
push somebody completely out of 
business. That such an attempt 
may be a somewhat inglorious dem­
onstration of the American free 
enterprise system doe* not neces­
sarily guarantee its defeat. The 
lobbing drive behind th» bill has 
been tremendous, and although the 
Connecticut General Asaemblv does 
not often regulate competition to 
the extent of deatroying It It com­
pletely. this may be the time.

The session may find Itself in as 
violent and emoUonal a fight, with 
leas clarity of principle to reach 
for. if it feels like j^ c lp le .  on 
something like the struggle between 
the state's commercial and savingf 
bankers over the admission of out­
side money to the tesidentlal mort­
gage field

But if will be in such business 
and professional areas, and In Its 
possibly unjust use of the power of 
the state to tip the scales of com­
petition or monopoly too far one 
way or the other that the 1961 
aeasion is most likely to find Its 
hot, closing battles, and runs most 
danger of leaving bad action behind 
it.

As far as the normal kind of 
political grab ia concerned, it aeems 
a relatively restrained and decent 
session. It seems to need to beware 
msdnly of those vrho would use It 
for. an outaide kind of grab. In the 
business and professional fields.

Round 
pearls resulted when he took the 
hint.

The rivalry which eziatqd be- 
twrion Bkiropean powers In the 
sixteenth century for the conquest 
of the new wrorid may wrell be du- 
pUcsted in spsca onO the fruits 
may he Just as rawsrding.'' From 
the new worlds in space may also 
coma riches o f many vsritles.

In the exploration and oolonlss- 
tlon e f the western hemisphere 
men found particular areas of high 
economic and military value, in­
cluding such places as the Isthmus 
of Panama, the Texas oil fields, 
PittabUTih. Mesabi, the California 
gold fields and desirable ports.

Even after the colonisation, men 
of courage and vision saw the po­
tential in various areas which led 
to the Louisiana Purchase by Jef- 
fersonAsnd Seward’s Purchase of 
AJaatei Theee were coneldered 
“follied’’ at the time.

But the significant point Is 
that some could foresee the neces­
sity for the acquisition of certain 
areas tor future developments and 
today there exists in this country 
the eSme type of pioneering spirit 
which looks upon space as an op­
portunity for fruitful exploration.

Dandridge’M. Cole, a consulting 
aatronauticsl engineer tor the 
General Electric Company, has dis­
cussed this concept in what he 
calls the "Panama ’Theory.” He 
believes strongly that in view of 
the preeent global political climate, 
the strategic areas of space vital to 
future sclentifle, military and 
commercial space programs must 
te  occupied by the United States, 
lest their use be forever denied us 
through prior occupation by un­
friendly powera

He specifically Indicates that the 
moon because of its low gravity 
and lack of an atmosphere U a 
Panama Canal to the riches of the 
deep space “Pacific" beyond. Space 
vehicles bound for Mars, 'Venus 
and eUewhere in the solar system 
could carry far gfeater payloads 
if refueled by moon-bssed tankers 
with' propellants Jiroduced on the 
moon. In the event the payload la 
not great, a greater fuel supply 
would considerably reduce the 
travel time to these celestial ob­
jectives.

WWle-" the theory cannot be 
proved with certainty at this 
time, Mr. Cole olaima that even 
if It is only 20 per cent accurate 
it represents a strong argument 
for urgency in ,pur manned space 
program.

This Panama theory rests on 
four conditions which are high­
ly probable; it is also based 
sqOarely on historical precedents. 
These conditions are:

1. TTie ability of roan to live In 
space and work beyond the 
earth’s atmosphere. While no man 
has yet done this, scientists have 
simulated every space condition 
except that of weightlessnees. Ac­
celerations, radiations, meteo­
roids and physiological conditions 
have been simulated, in i  there 
appears to be no reason man can­
not live in q>ace. The weightless 
condition may be simulated soon 
and while it will not be for a 24- 
hour period the effects may be 
recognised so that measures can 
be taken to live with this con­
dition.

2. The ability to reduce apace 
transportation costs to reason­
ably low levels. Lately this feature 
has received a great deal of atten-

3. The definite need for getting 
into space. Thia need has many 
overtones, ranging from the pure­
ly ecientiflc and military to poc- 
aible economic and aocio-polltical. 
There are eoine who will dispute 
the military urgency tor thia ven­
ture, thoufli there are cogent rea­
eons why the military are defini­
tely interested in the moon. 'There 
iB no need to epeak of the eclenti- 
ftc reason! for going; these hsve 
been covered by ecientlsta in many 
Journsla and popular papers.

4. The acquiring of praferred 
areas on the moon. There are key 
areas on the moon involving ths 
presence of ores, water and even 
caves for living purposes. I f  these 
areas were completely restricted, 
the first group to arrive on the 
moon could deny to others the 
strategic materials needed to per­
petuate life on the moon. This Is 
perhaps the most important rea­
son the conquest of the m o o n  
ahould be a global effort.

The conquest of space is inevi­
table. Man has learned to live in 
every hostile environment en­
countered by developing special 
artificial aids to permit survival — 
water containers and heat resist­
ant clothing for deserts, fire and 
warm clothing for the Arctic, air 
tanks for underwater and other 
aids. We are quite certain that 
while the conquest o f space is a 
good hit more difficult than any 
previous task, the obstacles can be 
overcome. ■■

The owners both grew up in big 
cities, Mrs. Schwedel in Chicago,

Mrs. Schwedel firat became en­
amored of the Indoor-oiitdoor de­
sign for li'ving, characteristic of

That was a 
year before her marriage to the 
treasurer of the Amerbelle Corp., 
a fabric dyeing, finishing and 
printing mill in Rockville.

Meanwhile, Mr. Schwedel, with 
hia slater, in 1932 had designed 
furniture for a four-room N e w  
York apartpient.

Made Model
171! Sohwedels started planning 

their home about 1964, construct­
ing a ciudboard model of the 
house'design. Th4y purchased the 
100x200 foot lot on Adelaide Rd. 
in March 1965, and spent more 
than a year working on the blue­
prints with architect Joseph Kane 
of the Kane and Fairchild firm 
of Hartford., A fter another 14 
months' of construction, the 
Schwedels moved into their home 
Nov. 12, 1957.

The exterior -Is constructed of 
redwood and stone to reduce maln- 
tence. The blue double front door is 
surrounded by an expanse of glsss 
from floor to roof peak. The en­
trance leads into a 31 by 8 feet 
wide foyer with slate floor. There 
is a purple semi-circular rug at the 
front entrance, and blue fortisan 
draperies stretch across the glass 
front area.

Soft blues, gold and purple are

'  A  2-dsy visit to the headquar- 
tors of L t  Col. Vang Pao, com- 
inander of the hardy Meo fighters 
surrounded by pro-C o m m u n i s t 
forces in the heart of rebel terri­
tory found cannons booming prac­
tically all day long—incoming and 
outgoing.

The V i e n t i a n e  government 
lodged a /ormal complaint with 
the International Control Com­
mission yesterday.

Padong Is only 60 minutes by' 
helicopter northwest of Vientiane 
but an eternity on foot over flood­
ed land, rugged, mountains and 
deep Jungle. As this reporter 
stepped from a coptetl and shook 
hands with Col. Van Pao, cannon 
roared in the distance. Two 
shells weqt tearing into the Jungle 
about 100 yards from the helicop­
ter.

The colonel and his several hun­
dred men plus a few imits of reg- 

• ular Royal Army battalion, are
^  being shelled dally and get oc­

casional infantry attacks.
‘T think the enemy has six bat' 

tallons of Vle'tmanh out there," 
Vang Pao said. “ They have In- 
creased their artillery from four 
pieces of Tfi-Dant'howlUers to’ six, 
plus four 106 mm howitzers."

Since the May 3 cease-fire Vang 
Pao claims his mto, mainly with 
mortar fire, have Inflected 700 
casualties on the - enemy while 
Buffer^g only a few dozen.

One of the six American mili­
tary advisers helping the Meo—a 
captain and five noncommission­
ed officers—made a more sober 
estimate. He estimated enemy 
strength at two Pathet Lao bat­
talions with Vletmanh cadres and 
their losses quite high but lower 
than 700.

TTie Meos, a poor opium-grow­
ing mountain tribe who wear black 
ootton ctothes and - silver orna- 
menta around the neck, have a dif­
ferent language and religion from 
the Lao and represent pne of the 
major ethnic, minorities in the 
country, particularly in the north­
ern provinces.

The government recently Incor­

The preliminaries to this year’s 
500 have been grim with veteran 
Tony Bettenh'ausen, trying fdr his 
" r i t  triumph in 15 starts, killed in 
a'TMay.ll practice spin. In all, 11 
cars hit the wall since the track 
opened for practice May 1.

Regular Conditinna
With the track running during 

the carburetion trial almost un- 
der regular race conditions—with 
perhaps the entire 33-car field 
roaring, at the same time—a Igt 
of attention will be paid Jack 
Brabham, Australia’s world road 
racing champion, driving his rear 
engine Cooper-Climax speedster.

BAabham, who qualified for 13th 
position in the time trials at 
145.144 mph is regarded a big 
question mark in the Memorial 
Day grind which requires tight, 
wheel-to-wheel driving a r o u n d  
200 monotonous laps.

Brabham, seeking to become tlie 
first foreign winner of the 500 
since Dario Resta, the Italian-born 
Englishman who *̂ triumphed in 
1961, has crossed the Atlantic five 
times within the past month to 
wheel cars in Indianapolis, Monte 
Carlo, Silverstone, England, and 
The Netherlands.

The Aussie’s car with 252 horse­
power spots a great deal of zoom 
to the 400 HP of the standard 
Indianapolis Offenhauser engines. 
Brabham’s little "jewel” la about 
500 pounds lighter than the small­
est American competitor.

V ' Trouble Ahead
However, some experts feel the 

type of race Brabham will have to 
drive, turning almost full-corners, 
may r e t  him In trouble 'with the- 
Amisrlcans — coming off the 
strslgtatawayg high and cutting the 

-•oensra alose.

This may result In some criss­
crossing. going into, and coming 
out of the turns, and it remains 
to be seen who will give ground.

Brabham Is one of eight rookies, 
most to make the starting field 
since 1950 when 10 started. While 
Brabham Is highly regarded, so is 
Parnelli Jones, 27, of Torrance, 
Calif., a clever driver who last year 
won the tough Midwest sprint' 
circuit title. No rookie has won the 
500 since George Senders tr i­
umphed in 1927.

The speedway railbirds, how­
ever, consider defending cham­
pion Jim  Rathmann, 1959 winner 
Rodger Ward, and the 19.12 speed­
way king Troy Ruttman as the 
n,en to beat in this rough race to 
nowhere.

It could be the lucky year, too, 
for pole-car driver Eddie Sachs, 
who had this year's best qtialifying 
time, 147.481 m.p.h. for the 10- 
mlle test nin and has been in the 
.500’a first starting row three times 
In the past yoiir years. However. 
Sachs’ car was stopped, by 
mechanical troubles In all four of 
his starts.

Constitutionality of 
Sunday Blue Laws

Washington, M ay 29 (/P)— ♦aought atrlcter enforcement of
Tha Supreme Court today up̂  
held constitutionality of Sun­
day Blue Laws. <.;

Chief Juatice Warren delivered 
the court’s decision.

The tribunal ruled in cases spe­
cifically applying to blue laws of 
Massachusetts, Pennsylvania and 
Sfaryland.

Blue laws, which restrict Sun­
day activities in many states, orig­
inated in Colonial America to com­
pel observance of the Sabbath.

Lawyers attacking the statutes 
said they have become ‘‘a lethal 
weapon in the economic war of 
competition” among retailers. The 
lawyers also argued the laws were 
religious statutes, enforcement of 
which violated the U.S. Constitu­
tion.

The advent of the Sunday super­
m arket the super-drug store, and 
giant discount emporiums in sub­
urbs and along major highway^ 
brought vigorous complaints from 
downtown busine.ss interests, along 
with demands for enforcement of 
Sunday closing laws.

Some church organizations also

the laws, while some Orthodox 
Jews and Seventh Day Adventists 
who observe Satimday as the Sab^ 
bath opposed what was termed in­
terference in religion.

A brief submitted to the High 
Court by the Synagogue Council of 
American and the National Com­
munity Relations Advisory Coun­
cil asked that all blue laws be de­
clared unconstitutional. The brief 
said organizations connected with 
the two councils had as members 
an overwhelitling majority of 
Americans afflliated with Jewnsh 
organizations.

The Supreme Court upheld Sun­
day closing law's in decisions In the 
last century. Those decisions were 
based on a "day of rest” doctrine 
which held the laws were, essential­
ly civil rather than religious in 
nature.

In recent years the court has 
rejected various appeals chal­
lenging blue laws. It said no sub­
stantial federal question was pre­
sented.

Microwave Stations

Dj-namlte .blasts that shattered 
three lonely, unattended micro- 
wave and cable relay comanunica- 
tions stations in Utah and Nevada 
yeaterday touched off a multl- 
etate manhunt m i), produced a 
war-'ike nervouaweai..among citi- 
eens.

The question of whether the 
mysterious explosions were set by 
saboteurs, or vandals, Was on many 
lips, some official.

_.Wlthln hours after the dawn 
explosions, FBI agents, armed Na­
tional Guard troops and area po­
lice befi^  hunting the person, or 
persona, who for a moment cut 
s  nerve In America's CSvil Defense 
communications system.

The damaged stations all are 
located in the desexL ^jyeaten) 
Utah And eastern Nevada and 
along U.S. Highway 40-S0A. The 
etatlona are part of the American 
Telephone and Telegraph ayatem.

The first blast, at 4:S6 a.m.. 
demolished a microwave tower 
three miles west of Wendover'on 
the Utah-Nevada line. The second, 
65 minutes later, collapsed a cable 
relay station at Knolls. Utah. 40 
mjles further east. The third. 55 
irtinutos later, crippled a micro- 
wave tower at Cedar Mountain, 
20 miles further east in Utah.

'ihe unmanned stations transmit 
radio waves up to 30 miles on a 
line of sight basis—coast to coast, 
border to border.

The three blasts snipped out a 
portion of this telephonic back­
bone. but automatic equipment im­
mediately shuttled messages to 
another system. Associated Press 
circuits in the West were disrupt-

for a ti le. Telephone company 
officials said repairs would be 
made by tonight.

Armed National Guardsmen in 
Utah. Idaho, Wyoming, Colorado, 
Nevada and New Mexico searched 
and then stood guard over similar 
stations.

The normally close-mouthed FBI 
had a blanket “no comment” for 
every question about their inves­
tigation.

Salt Lake Tribune photogra­
phers were allowed to take pic­
tures of damaged stationa and out­
sides of those undanuged. but not 
interiors stuffed with huge bat­
teries. control F u e ls  and other 
equipment.

At each blast site, broken, steel, 
hunks of concrete and splintered 
lumber littered the scene. Investi­
gators scampered over the debris, 
searching for clues.

Unejtploded TNT', some of it 
wrapped in military olive drab, 
was found at one site.

At least one station was tom 
by two explosions set at. different 
places.

Authorilie.s pounced on reports 
dynamtie had been stolen by 
youth.s in Elko. Nev., but it had al­
ready been recovered.

Howard Blood of the Mountain 
States T A T  said; "We don't know 
whether it's a crackpot, or what.” 
But he called it sabotage.

So did Elko County, Nev.. Sheriff 
J. C. Harris. Bob McAdam of the 
Bell Telephone fco. in Nevada com­
mented: “It appears to be an iso­
lated situation and does not appear 
to be any national plan.”

Texas Voters Elect 
First GOP Senator

Dallas, Tex., May 2 9 ^  — The«.er cent. The other four major
victory of Jolm G. Tower, the first 
Republican senator to be elected 
by Texas voters, today left glee­
ful GOP workers thankful they 
rang so many doorbells .and Dem­
ocrats w o n d e r i n g  what went 
wrong.

Tower, the 35-yOar-old former 
college professor, won Saturday’s 
apecial U.S. Senate race by 8,000 
votes over' William A. Blackley, a 
Democrat who holds the Senate 
seat on an interim appointment.

He had 444,815 votes 50.45 
per cent of Uie 881,630 votes count­
ed to Blackley’s 436,815. Approxi­
mately 7,600 votes — not enough 
to change the outcome—were yet 
to be reported.

"When: Lyndpn B. Johnson, who 
had campaigned successfully 'both 
for the vice presidency and for re- 
election as senator in November, 
resigned his Senate seat early this 
year, Towfcr was one of the first 
to announce for the special April 
4 election.

A political unknown when he 
quit as professor a t Midwestern 
University last year to run' oiijthe 
Republican ticket against the Sen­
ate majority leader. Tower piled 
up 926,653 votes against John 
son’s 1,306,625. I t  was the largest 
vote ever given a Texas Republi­
can in a state race.

Tower was UiS only Republican 
In the April 4 . election and the 
a t a t s Republican organization 
threw Its full force Into -the cam­
paign.

But more timn' 70 Democrats— 
Including BUkley and four others 
with proven support—failed in the 
aame election, l^ k le y  and Tower 
tried to outdo each other in bid­
ding for the Oooservative vote, 
U.S.' Rep, Jim Wright and State 
Atty. WUl Wilson appealed to the 
middle-of-the-road vote while Statp 
Rep. Maury' Maverick Jr, wooed 
the Liberals, *

Democrats polled 47 per cent.
Political professionals say that 

the Democrats made their fir.st 
mistake when they failed to recog, 
nize Tower’s .strength and failed to 
narrow the field' of candidates be­
fore the April 4 election.

Had the Democrats been able to 
concentrate on a Moderate who 
could have appealed tcr '̂hoth Lib­
eral and Conservative wings of the 
party. TOwer may never have got­
ten Into the runoff.

Blakley in the runoff had the 
task of holding his Conservative 
support and a t the same time try­
ing to arouse sufficient enthusiasm 
among the middle-of-the-roaders 
and Uberals to get them to the 
poI)s.

May 29 <JPi — Violence broke out 
in South Africa today as non- 
whites started a 3-day political 
sUlke. African mobs block^ roads 
and stoned worker buses.

In Port 'Elizabeth, an African 
bus driver was shot and wounded 
trying to steer his buS" through a 
stone tlirowing gang.

Several other buses also were 
stoned in segregated Negro town­
ships outside Port Elizabeth and 
Durban, at road blocks made of 
gasoline drums, poles and rocks.

Frightened drivers wanted to 
quit but police promised them pro­
tection, and escorted the b u s e s  
through. \

The g o v e r n m e . n  t-contrplled 
South African Radio quoted police 
and militarj’ officials as saying, 
"The natives are going to work as 
usual. . .  there is np support for 
the strike calT in Johannesburg.”

But there was evidence that a 
high percentage of the Africans 
employed in this city were staying 
away from their Jobs. Hardly any 
were to be seen in streets that 
normally are crowded with them 
during the morning rush hour. The 
railroad station looked deserted 
when it should have been Jammed. 
The South African Presa Asaocia- 
tlpn estimated that only a fifth 
the usual number of non-white 
workers wers coming In by train.
