Washington, May- 29
The Supreme Court today up-
held constitutionality of Sun-
day Blue Laws,

+ Chief Justice Warren delivered
the court's decision.

The tribunal ruled in cases spe-
cifically applying to blue lawn of
Massachusetts, Pennsylvania and
Maryland.

Blue laws, which restrict Sun-
day activities in many states, orig-
Inated in Colonial America to com-
pel observance of the Sabbath.

Lawyers attacking the statutes
said they have become *‘a letha)
weapon in the economic war of
competition” among retallers. The
Iawyers also argued the laws were
religioun atatutes, enforcement of
which violated the U.S, Constitu-
tion. ’

The advent of the Sunday suger-
market, the super-drug store, and
giant discount emporiums in sub-
urbs and along major highwayf
brought vigorous complaints from
downtown business interests, along
with demands for enforcement of
Sunday closing lawa,

Bome church organizations also

enforcement of
the laws, while some Orthodox
Jewa and Seventh Day Adventista
who observe Saturday as the Sab-
bath opposed what was termed in-
terference in religion.

A brief submitted to the High
Court by the S8ynagogue Council of
American and the National Com-
munity Relations Advisory Coun-
cil asked that all blue laws be de-
clared unconstitutional. The brief
sald organizations connected with
the two councils had as members
an overwhelming majority of
Americans afMlinted with Jewish
organizations,

The Supreme Court upheld Sun-
day closing laws in decisions in the
last century, Those decirions were
based on a “day of rest” doctrine
which held the Inws were essential-
Iy civil rather than religious In
nature.

,Within houra nafter the dawn
explosions, FBI agents, armed Na-
tional Guard troops and area po-
Jice bagan hunting the person, or
persons, who for a moment cut
a nerve in America’s Civil Defense
communications system.

The damaged stations all are
located in the desert of western
Utali. and eastern Nevada and
along US. Highway 40-30A. The
stations are part of the American
Telephone and Telegraph system,

The first blast, at 4:55 am.,
demolished a microwave tower
three miles west of Wendover on
the Utah-Nevada line. The second,
B% minutes later, collapsed a cable
relay station at Knolls, Utah, 40
mjles further east. The third, 55
minutes later, crippled a micro-
wave tower at Cedar Mountain,
20 miles further east in Utah.

The unmanned stations transmit
radio waves up to 30 miles on a
line of sight basis—coast to coast,
border to border.

“THE WAY

The strings may be broken dowr
into four categories, violins, violas,
cellos, and Dbasses, Evervbody
knows what a violin looks like, and
many people are under the misap-
prehension that it is the most diffi-
cult of instruments, This is not
go.

ment is easy, and certainly the
strings are not the easiest, but
neither are they the most difficult.

The reason that a young Dbe-
ginner on the violin sounds so bad-
Iy. is mainly due to the fsct that
he has not his ear trained in ad-
vance. He doean't know, by look-
ing at the music, what it should
sound like, and so any noises he

Many other instruments play
wiore or less in tune automatically,
but the atrings never do s0, and
must be most carefully played
even by virtuosi. However, the
same thing Is true of horns and
trombones, 8o the situation is not
unique to strings.

The violin has an orchestral
range of about three octaves, al-
though a soloist can play nearly
an octave higher. Proper intona-
tion becomes progreasively more |
difficult as one goes upward, and |
even in the best orchestras it is
liable to be off in the extreme reg-
isters.

The viola is & larger violin held
under the chin, and frequently con-
fused with the more common . in-
strument.

“playing second fiddle” should not
be a phrase of opprobrium.

The cel’ > is a considerably larg-
er member of the violin family,
held between the legs for ease of
playing. Like the violing and violas,
it has an orchestral range of about
three octaves, but it is bass-bari-
tone in character. In soft passages,
it may provide the entire bass for
the orchestra, but in louder pass-
ages, the contra-bass is employed,

This is the largest of the string
family and may have five strings,
Although four is the customary
number, The (five-string variety
plays a little lower, Because of ita
iarge size, it Iy not as agile an in-
strument &s the others, and the
composer must write more alowly
for it

All the strings play one note at
a time, essentially, Two note com-
binations are posasible, and even
some of three and four notes, but
esseptinlly the strings are best em-
ployed in singls diatonlc passages.
Even single chromatic passages
are likely to be blurred in orches-
tral work. “Double-stopping” on
the contra-baass is not satisfactory,
the results being thick and muddy.

All the strings are usually
played with the bow, but some-
times this is discarded and the
strings are plucked. This is very
effective. and Is properly known
as “pizzicatto.” Long passages in
this manner are frequently writ-
ten.

The stringed instruments we
utilize today 4 te from the 17th
century. Older music can be trans.
scribed for them, but it was writ-
ten for an ehtirely different fam-
ily of Instruments, seldom en-
countered today except in mu-
seums.

Dr. Gustave M. Gllbert,
land University professor of pay-
chology, gave the evidence from
files he kept when he was the U.S.
Army r)chhlrm at the Nuern-
berg trials 15 years ago,

He produced original statements
given him by Relchsmarshal Her-
mann Goering and Rudolt Hoess,
commandant of Auschwitz where
2%% million Jews were liquidated.

His testimony suppoited earlier
evidence by Pennsylvania Sup.
preme Court Justice Michael A.
Musmanno who quoted the top
Nazis as saying Eichmann was the
arch executor of the m.

The full authority vested in Eich.

‘mann by Gestapo Chief Heinrich

Himmler was lald bare in the
memorandum written by Hoess at
Gilberl's request.

Goering challenged the 215 mil-
lion figure and said it was “tech-
nically impossible,” Dr. Gilbert
teatified.

Hoesn said in his memorandum

the figure “seemed high' to him,

too, bul he was unsure because
he was not allowed to keep a
dafly count. The Auschwitz in-
stallations from 1841 to 1845 had
the capacity for such a toll, Hoess
said, then added that Eichmann
gave a full report to Himmler in
April, 1945,

“I have to use the figures of
Eichmann,” the note from Hoess
to Gilbert sald. “He was the only
SS officer permitted to keep lists
under the orders given him by the
Reichafuehrer 88, All others In the
chain of command had to destroy
such documenta.”

Jows for extermination all were
directed by Eidhmann, as head of
the Geatapo IV-B-4 office “on Jew-
ish. Affatrs"”

Two other defendants at Nuern-
berg, executed for war crimes as
Hoess was, also named Echmann
in conversationa with Gilbert, the
witnesy said.

"None _of them especially
Hoess, coflld discuss the extermi-
nation program without mention-
ing Efchmann,"” Gilbert téld the
court,

Ernst Kaltenbrunner, com-~
mander of the security police di-
rectly beneath Himmler, said he
had nothing to do with the liqui~
dation program and that this was
Elchmann's department. Oswald
Pohl, in charge of the.concentra-
tion camps, said the same thing,
Gilbert continued. -

The one thing Kaltenbrunner
and Pohl agreed upon, he said,
waa Eichmann's role.

The testimony was developed
by Attorney General Gideon Haus.
fer in support of Israel's claim
that Eichmann had unlimited pow-

If the game of power politica
will not work—and it will not—
one fatal reason iz the way polson
keeps seepihy itg way even into
relationship of hations who range
themselves on the same side.

With an almost fatalistic defi-
ance of the record of history, the
Western European Union has now
finally announced iis officlal ap-
proval of permission to West Ger-
many to increase from 3,000 to
6,000 the maximum tonnage of

allowed to build for itself. This is,
according to official pronounce-
ment., to’ enable Wesat Germany

NATO, the power politics coalition
to which all the Western victors of
World War II and the major por-
tion of defeated Germany belong.

After World War I, one victor,
Britain, sought to use defeated
Germary as a power politics im-
plement against another wictor,
France, and signalized its wooing
of Germany by unilaterally grant-
ing Germany the right to build it-
self n new navy.

As this permission was being
granted, the other day, to West
Germany, Wesat German Defense
Minister Strauss was in Engiand
to discuss buying military supplies
for West Germany from Britain.
The idea is for British arms manu-
facturers to sell more goods to
West Germany; the British are
particularly hopeful that the West
Germans may decide that a tactl-
cal ballistic missile of British de-
sign s superior to its Amggican
equivalent, and that Britain,
therefore, may get this particular
business away from us.

While all this is golng on, involv-
ing our playing of West Germany
against Russia, and Britain"s play-
ing of West Germany agninst us,
President Kemnedy s pgetting
ready to visit France, where Presi-
dent de Gaulle, according to re-
perts, is likely to demand from him
an explanation of why it Ia the
United States has, for some time,
been sharing with West Germany
military psecrets which It has re-
fused to share with France.

None of these cross-currents, or
behind-the-sdcenes  plottings, re-
flects any particular villainy on
the part of any of the playera
They are all natural and Inevit-

U.S.~Surgeon
Reports Rare
LCancer Cured

Washington, May 31 #—U.S.
Burgeon General Luther Terry
says for the first time “‘we have
experience with a drug which has
almost certainly cured cancer in
man."

He siressed, in an Interview last
night over radio statéen WWDC,
that the drug cures only & type of
cancer which affecls pregnant
women, But Dr. Terry added:

“This Is a very eXciting thing,
Now this is a very specific type
of cancer in which there are not a
great number of cases, but {t's

one of the widely growing cancers

that happens to originate in the
womb of a pregnant woman in the
membranes.
