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After Trujillo, What?

There have been some Ameri-
and they have sometimes
clided some American policy
makers—who admired the "stabil-
ity” which Trujillo imposed on life
in the Dominican Republic.

But those who may have ud-
mired It, and those who may have
detested {t share one common
question today.

For what has this “stability”
prepared the people of the coun-
try involved?

There is no one who dares an-
swer that 30 years of dictatorahip
has prepared the people of Trujil-
lo's country for self government
along democratic principles.

The fear is that they are ready
only for more exploitation by more
totalitarianism In either of its
twin forms—the extreme right or
the extreme left.

And just as the usual excuse for
a dictatorship of the extreme right
is that it is necessary to guard
againgt the extreme left, so It i
also ironjcally true that, when a
dictatorship of the right comes to
a violent end, it seems to have pre-
pared its people best for a swing
to the extreme left. Oppression
sires oppression.

We shall be temporarily reas-
sured in this country—to speak
realistically and honestly—if what
succeeds the dead Trujillo is an-
other tight and tough dictatorship
of the right. We will say to our-
sclves that, bad as that may be,
at Jeast it is not Communist. But
we will have no guarantee that it
is not making the eventual appear-
ance of Communist Influence all
the more inevitable. It is hard for
anyvthing decent to win, after 30
years of a Trujilla

A Choice Of Risks

We noted here, a few days ago,
that a federal civil defense official,
trying to persunde a Congression-
al committee to give him more
money, told the committee he had
& secretl report, fram an unnamed
individunl who had once been in
Russia and who epoke Russian, to
the effect that Russia waa spend-
ing billions on defense shelters.

We note now a news report
from Moscow, which says that the
Russians seem unaccountably and
strangely indifferent to the busi-
ness of defense shelters. They are
not building any that anybody can
Bee. They don't even talk about
them, or hold dreas rehearsals for
using them. In" fact., says the re-
port, the sirens in Moscow haven't
sounded since the end of World
War II,

We note another news report
from Washington, which shows,
again, how much more alert we
are. It concerns the question of ar-
rangements for getting govemn-
ment personnel out of Washington
and Into fts secret emergency
headquarters, somewhere in Vir-
ginia, in case of an atomic emer-
gency. How would our officials get
to Virginia If the bridges over the
Potomac should happen to be de-
stroyed?

That possible emergency has
been provided for. There will, {f
the bridges go out, be rubber boats
available for government staffs to
cross the Potomac in. And the
planning has been so thorough and
thoughtful as to provide individual
rubber hoats for the lop personnel
of a department, so that we won't
run the risk of having two impor-
tant officials capsize together.

Ome, which is
the normal way, It seems, s to
gay that such preparedness, which
Is synibolic of the determination
and ‘the ingenuity with which we
would try to keep our govern-
ment functioning in spite of atomic
attack, Is the best kind of assurs
snce against having ‘some enemy
congider such an attack upon us
worths while and practical.

Sunday No Sabbath

Thé jaw is indeed a strange
business, even in the hands of the|
sugust Supreme Court. No one |
would deny, we think, that the blue
laws of various states, forbidding
various kinds of commercial activ-
ity on BSunday, were originally
passed out of a purely religious
respect for Sunday as the Sabbath.

Yet Chief Justice Warren's ma-
jority opinion, last Monday, up-
holding the right of the states to
pass such laws, felt compelled, in
order to render the decision it did,
to keep religion out of the issue
altogether

Sald Chief Justice Warren:

“It s common knowledge that
the first day of Lhe week has come
to bhave special significance as a
rest day In this country. People of
all religions and people with no
religion regard Sunday as a time
for famlily activity, for visiting
friends and relatives, for late-
gleeping, for passive and active en-
tertainments, for dining out and
the lke. . . .

“Sunday 15 a day apart from all
others. The cause Ia irrelevant. The
fact exists.”

Chief Justice Warren admitted,
on the other hand, that if it could
ever pe shown that laws regard-
ing Binday did have some direct
relation to religion, that facl
might cause them to be held un-
constitutional.

The ifrony in the fact that the
Suprems Court feels required to
keep religion out of it while it pro-
tects something of the quiet and
rest o our Sunday Is compounded
by the cfrcumstance that part of
the attack on the blue laws did
have & religioum motivation.
Among those bringing the {ssue to
the Supreme Court were Orthodox
Jews, and other American de-
nominations which belleve in the
religious observince of some day
in the week other than Sunday,
and who were fighting for the
privilege of harmaonizing their own
business hours with their own re-
ligious belief ans custom,

The Supreme Court denled them
equal privilege in the matter of
chooslng and observing their own
Sabbath by pretending that the |
Sabbath, whatever it once may |
have leen, Is no longer primarily
a religlous day for anybody 1

And there may have been more |
truth than evasion in that, |

Bait Not Taken ‘

It is rather good news, we think,
that the American people are not |

Our hope for him, and from
him, remains one of sane evalua-

On that day., Atty,
Robert Groshy of Norwalk, for
mer assistant clerk of the House
of Representatives. registered as
dobbyist for the measure.

Six calendar days later — only
four legislative days later — on
May 22, the bill was on the House
calendar, ready for action, having
in the meantime. outraced hun-
dreds of measure which had been in
the legisintive process long be-
fore this bhill ever appeared.

In the interim these wonderful
things had happened for the Title
Insurance Co. bill, It had recelved
certification as an emergency
measure from both Lieut. Gov.
Armentanc and from House Speak-
er Wallace. It had been referred,
in the Howse, to the Insurance
Commitlee. Thal committee, on
the very same day, had held a pri-
vate, unadvertised hearing on the
bill. followed by an executive vote
on it which gave it a favorable re-
port.

It was on Its way through the
House on Monday, May 22, when
Its magic good fortuna suddenly
began (o run out. Rep. Nicholas
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Eddy and others revealed that it
had never had a legal hearing, The
House aent it back to the Insu-
rance Committee, which then
scheduled a hearing on it for
Thursday, May 25. 4

There it was assalled by rep-
resentatives of the State Bar As-
sociation as an “undersirable and
sometimes ambiguous grant of
special unlimited privilege to one
particular group.

And there the unfriendly mem-
bers of the Insurancer Committee
kept boring away with one type
of qugstion —— that of who was
likely to be the Connecticut gen-
eral counsel for the firm if it got
its charter.

One Leffert Holz, of New York,
chairman of the board of the New
York company sceking the char-
ter, conceded that the identity of
such prospective general counsel
might have been discussed, but
said that he could not remember
the name. He offered. upon his re-
turn to New York, to refresh his
memory and send the name to the
committee, The commillee ac-
cepted  his  temporary loss of
memory with a straight face. Soon
after the hearing, Senator Marcus,
the commiltee's Senate chairman,
who had not attended, upon hear-

In Washington, U.8. policy mak-
ers walted anxiously to learn
whether the Caribbean nation of
215 million people would move to-
ward democracy or explode in a
revolution.

President Kennedy ordered Sec-
retary of State Dean Rusk to re-
main in Washington instead of
Jolning him in Paris,

Trujillo—hated by the Commu-
nists, fighting with Catholics and
bitterly denounced by . Liberals—
has been a storm center of inter.
American relations in recent
years.

Cuba's Fidel Castro once
charged him with financing an in-
vasion to overthrow his regime
but the two dictators were report-
ed lltel‘)’- to have been drawn to-
gether by the U, 8. opposition to
both of them. For years Trujillo
enjoyed U, 8, favor because of the
stability of his regime and later
because of his strong anti-Commu-
nist stand. But in recent years the
U. 8. government bowed to the
wave of anti-dictator sentiment in
the Americas,

An estimated 05,200 American
citizens Hvedn the Dominican Re-
public, Even' though the United
States broke off diplomatic rela-
tions with the Trujillo regime, a
consulate Is maintained therg and
reports reaching Washington sald
no Americans had been harmed as
a result of the assassination.

At the news of the assassination,
Dominican exlles tried to invade
their country's consulates in New
York and San Juan and seize con-
trol. Police subdued them.

Neighboring Haiti, which shares
the jaland of Hispaniola, put s
army on full alert and closed its
Interfor border., Relations have
been bad between the two neigh-
bora since Dominican forces In
1087 killed several thousand Hai-
tians in an invasion.

Trujillo died as he prophesied he
would—atill a dictator. A little
over a year ago he told a reporter:

"You'll know I'm retired when
you hear I'm dead.”

He rose fast from the ranks of
the Natlonal Police to supreme
power after working as a youth in
n sugar mill and as a telegraph
operalor.

He called himself “Benefactor of
the Fatherland" and ruled hia 234
milllon subjects with an lron hand,
giving them economic benefits and
stable government unusual for
Latin America while at the same
time acquiring vast fortunes for
himself, his family and friends,
The Trujillo clique dominated vir-
tunlly every phase of the so-called
republic's economic lfe, and the
f:mtnllnlmu profited most from

Trujillo took pride In his dicta-
torship, contending that the Latin
Americans needed & strong rule.
Before his long dictatorship, the
Dominican Republic had 92 gov-
ernments between 1800 and 1800,
still seethed in the 20th Century,
and was. occupled by U.B. Marines
from 1016 to 1924.

‘One of Trujillo's closest and
most trusted associales was Col
John Abbes Garcia, chief of the
Military Intelligence Service.

Would Create Post

The bill would create in the Jus-
tce Department the post of feder-
al boxing commissloner. The offi-
cial would be armed with broad
licensing and other powers to fight
underworld (nfluence.

The bill grows out of subcom-
mittee investigations in which wit-
nesses alleged mobsters had gain-
ed virtually monopolistic control
over boxing. .

Kefauver, subcommittee chair-
man, Indicated yesterday a con-
tinuing interest in Lhe troubles of
Sonny Liston, the No. 1 ranked
challenger for the heavyweight
crown now held by Floyd Patter-
son.

Introducing his B, Kefauver
had expressed fear that control of
the title would “revert to the un-
derworld” if Liston ever won it
while managed by Pep Barone,
whom some witneases had pictured
as a front underworld figure.
