New York, June 10 (jP)— 
Eight local schoolgirls are the 
proud possessors of a personal 
letter from President Ken­
nedy—In Latin.

The girls, Latin studenta at 
the Dalton School, translated 
the President's i n a u g u r a l  
speech into Latin. It took them 
almost four months.

They sent the translation, to 
the President on May 11.

Yesterday they received his 
reply in Latin. He wrote in 
part:

’’Eximiae puellae, litteram 
veatram, in q[ua de Interpre- 
tation’e  ̂ orstionis meae men- 
tionem facitta, accept, can- 
denaque interpretationem per- 
currl.”

In other words, the Presi­
dent praised their tran.sIatlon 
and said he had examined it 
closely. Hla letter also said: 
"I greatly admire both the 
knowledge of the Latin lan­
guage and the art and flu­
ency of writing It.”

In an English note accom­
panying the translation, the 
girls told Kennedy ‘‘we were 
struck by the similarity in 
conativctlqn between your 
speech and the orations of 
Cicero, which some of us have 
read.” ’

The President signed the 
letter with the Latin equival­
ent ,of hla name: ’.‘Johannes 
VUliuagaraldl Kennedinaia.’’ 

Hla lattto’ will be ftam^d

and hung in the school’s Latin 
room. ,

Howevfer. the New York 
HeraW Tribune, printing the 
entire letter, had this com­
ment:

’’Among the slight errors, 
for the most part typographi­
cal, noticed by scholars in the 
above text of President Ken­
nedy’s letter are the follow­
ing:

"In (he first line the word

publicae.' Both halves of the 
word decline.

"In the fSurth line the words

‘lltteras vestr/ia,’ ’he plural 
meinlng letter as a Whole 
rather than a letter of the 
adphabet. 'Qua' must there- 

•fore also be changed to 
'qulbua.'

"In the ninth line ‘landabilis’
(praiseworthy) s h o u l d  be 
spelled ‘laudablUs.’ In the 
same line the words ‘pro 
bandus que’ must be Joined to- 
‘gether. ‘proba'ndusque.’

"In the 12th line the word 
‘benlvolentam’ ( k i n d n e s s )  
should read ‘nunc’ (now), and 
in the next line the word ‘pos- 
sem’ should be changed to

Look Ahead
South ahould IqoK. ahead htfore 

drawing any trum paat aU. I t  isn't 
hard to aea that he muat ruff two 
dijunonds sooner or later. He must 
Ifiave. two low trumps in dummy 
f o r ^ e  purpose.

Toe best line of play la to draw 
just one round of trumps, with the 
ace. Then South cashes the top 
diamonds and ruffs a  diamond in 
dummy. South ruffs a  heart to re- 
gaid the lead and ruffs his last dia­
mond in dummy. He can then cash 
the queen of'spadea and ruff an­
other heart to get back. Only then 
can he afford to draw the lest 
trump.

Of couree there is danger of an 
over-ruff, but this cannot be 
avoided unless the trumpa break 
2-2, and the odds are against so 
fortunate a  break. South will be 
aafe if East has the length in dia­
monds or if West has the jack of 
spades. The odds are about 3 to 1 
that a t ’ least one of these condl- 
tiona will be in South’s favor.

Truckers Angered 
By Carriers Tax

Rep. Robert T. Cairns, R-Madl- 

son. House chairman of the Fi­
nance Committee, said there was 
nothing "secret” about the way the 
bill came up for action.

He said he had talked to many 
persons about It and was under the 
impression that it was generally 
known that the bill was coming 
out.

-Maerz said that Sheahan and a 
spokesman for a Milford gasoline 
distributor were the chief propo­
nents of the bill at the public hear 
ing.

A spokesman for the State Tax 
Department said that it waa not a 
department bill although the de­
partment did help put it in its final 
form.

Maerz aaid the bill will involve 
costly record keeping for Connecti­
cut truckers and Connecticut 
businesses operating tnick.a.

He said the bill exempts from its 
provisions only Connecticut resi­
dents, firms or corporations own­
ing or operating not more than one 
truck for their own use and not for 
hire.

Out-of-state truckers, under the

law, will be required to pey tfae 6> 
cent a gallon state guoUne tax on 
the basis of five miles per gallan 
for mileage ^gged in COnnectleut. 
They would be allowed credit for 
any gasoline purchaaed In the 
state, and would also be allowed 
credit for any gasoline taxes pal(l 
In a state where a similar law ia 
on the books.

T he Lesson O f 'Vienna
Before the Vienna meeting, we 

lamantad Hie fact that neither of 
the two powerful leaders meeting 
there was taking with him the one 
ccno^it—that of a world of law 
centered in the institution of the 
United Nations — which might 
hav« a chance ef creating safety 
for the world. All KhmMichev was 
taking there was an instinct to 
break down and weaken the power 
aad preetlga the United Nations 
had already developed. President 
Kennedy, on the other hand, had 

anmKy to the United Nations, 
but had rapeatedly pronounced It 
to 'be aomathlng eap^ally for the 
protection e f amaller nations, 
withoat ^ipaarlng to realize that, 
Svm In that process, it was also 
the t<9 potential protection for the 
Mggaet nations.
. After the Vienna meeting, there 

has been ao particular sign from 
Prasidant Remiedy that he discov­
ered anything more than the diffi­
cult and Bomber nature o f the pow­
er pelitica teat ahead between the 
United States and Russia.

He Is pictured as being In s 
more vtvld resllxstion of two 
facets of future Ruaelsn policy— 
the one s  continuing attempt to 
tear' down the clear authority and 
prestige and decialon-making pow­
er of the United Nations—the oth­
er a MMiUnuing Russian disposition 
to mix into the affairs of the tur­
bulent and unsettled part of the 
world which is auppose^y emerg­
ing toward freedom and maturity, 

But President Kennedy la not 
yet pictured aa putting two and 

together and discovering 
where hia own real atrength, and 
that of the United States, would 
lie in such a situation. In all his 
public remarks, in fact, he speaks 
aolely of the approaching contest 
sa If It were naked power politics, 
which we must be prepared to play 
to the very hilt of the eword.

But even in contemporary 
events there is the lesson he should 
read. It lies in the contrast be­
tween the situation In Laos and 
that In the Congo 

In Laos, the big power rivalries 
have been at It nakedly, with Unit­
ed SUtes Infiitratlon and Influence 
pitted against Communist infiltra­
tion and Influen.-e until the coun­
try itself has been tom apart, and 
until the Issue Itself Is sucJi a tan­
gled and hnpeles.1 mess that the 
members of the Unitê d KaUona, 
even If given the opportunity to do 
so at this late date, would prob­
ably reject the Idea of having the 
United Nations try to take re­
sponsibility there.

In the Congo. Russia began the 
gams of Infiltration and influence 
In the classic power politics style. 
But, In the Congo, instead of go­
ing In ourseh'es td'oppose Russia, 
wo backed the entrance of the 
United NaUons. The rest of the na­
tion! of Africa, and of the world, 
welcomed the chance to keep the 
Congo clean of the power politics 
ambitions of either of the two 
world power giants. The United 
Nations went into the Congo; Rus- 
aia was sent packing; there Is now 
a fair chance the Congo may 
ivolve toward its own freedom and 
reaponsibility safely under the 
wing of the United Nations.

This case history of the Congo 
could be precisely the reason Rus­
sia seems determined on watering 
down and paralyzing the power of 
the United Nations.

If Uiat is the lesson Russia reads 
from what has happened in the 
Congo, what should we read from 
ItT

Simply this; that we played the 
United Nations game in the Con­
go, and won; and that we played 
the power politics gams in Laos 
and lost'

Playing" the Uivited Nations 
, gams In the Congo, we played prl- 
; marily fo r  law and order and 

peace, and won prestige and rv- 
apect. while'we did ao. But beyond 
that we may also win, may wa not, 
the pracUcal, tangible, strategic 
fHvOsga o f being able to tako the

The A rm orer's Hands
The role o f wwld armorer has 

its built-in risks.
One of them le on riew In South 

Korea. wher»- a military dictator­
ship has BOW proclaimed lU own 
powers to be almost permanently 
absolute. This dicUtorship has In 
back of it the world’s fourth 
largest standing army. That army 
has been created and e<iulpped 
largrty with American doUara and 
weapons. This we did In order to 
enable South Korea fo protect It' 
self from Conununlst threat from 
acroaa tlie border. We no longer, 
under present condiUona In Sooth 
Korea, have any guarantee that 
this mlliUry atrength will be uaed 
only for such defensiva puiposea. 
Wo seem to be compaUed to Uva 
with the fact that this military 
strength/may be used, meanwhile, 
against the true democratic inter­
ests of the South Korean people 
thwnselves. Judgment on thkt will 
be tempered according to the con 
duct and principles of the die 
tatorshlp this military strength 
supports. But we may be only 
judges, not deciders, o f whether 
or not our guns are used for pur­
poses we ourselves never Intend 
ed.

It Is In the news that the pre­
mier of Afghanistan accuses 
Pakistan of having used jet air 
craft, supplied to Pakistan by the 
United SUtes, against the rebels 
who think their territory in the 
northwest comer of PaklsUn 
should really belong to Afghanis­
tan.

Our jeU to Pakistan would be, 
of couree, part of our mlHUry 
sIsUnce to Pakistan In Ita capacity 
of ally against Communism. One 
doubts that we intended them to 
be used for any other purpoae.

JeU we supplied to BalisU's 
Cuba wound, up repelling the In- 
vaaion of exiles which we support­
ed. If we had intervened directly 
In the Invaalon battle, with jeta 
of our own, it would have been 
American jets against American 
jets.

It is impossible to be an armorer 
to the world and always retain the 
feeling that your hands are clean.

We w^t for the arrival of a bet­
ter kind of world, with a better, 
more natural role, for this Amer­
ica.

In T he Fraternitv
Even reading about back ache 

promotes a premonitory throb and 
twinge In certain portions vital to 
our editorial equilibrium,"' and we

9<Ju\we know, from long ac­
quaintance with people who have 
wTeatled with atony New England 
hillsidea or with remorselesa New 
England looms that there is only 
one kind of back ache, which is 
the misery, and that the only Sure 
fire way to cope with it is to con­
tinue doing the thing that creates 
it. This never cures it, but merely 
keeps It pliable. Often it results 
in a sort of permanent angle for 
the back, which straightens out 
only when one lies down for the 
last time.

As the pseudo-scientific discus­
sions of the President’s back af­
firm,-this has been with man ever 
singe he did leam to walk. All that 
has varied and progressed is the 
idea that something can be done 
about It. This, even ft it be Illusion, 
is sometimes something of a com 
fort,, although we think, to be can­
did, that the piocssses of attempt­
ed cure are, more often than not, 
worse than the original back It­
self.

There is only one positive com­
fort we can offer the President 
His invention of the rocking chair 
established a certain bond of unity 
and understanding with the would- 
be leisure classes. But his present 
suffering gives him a bl-partiaan 
bond with Americana of all class­
es and persuasions. Ehten as w# Mt

was often common konwelge of 
who was really behind the bill 
some other legislator might bs 
reporting.

This made everything bl-part- 
isan, just like at the lofty aummlt 
where the really big Issues of the 
seesion were being compromised, 
sgain with some deference to 
proportion and ssmmetry, by the 
CSally big poUUCal leaders.

But occasionally, down In these 
humbler depths of bi-partisanship, 
adiere the big Uttla bills were be­
ing weighed and swuped, there 
would be some misunderstanding 
which 'wouM delay the expeditious 
formation of a pair — a pair be­
ing the system by which tw o  
bills m ak l^  a. similar kind of 
touch on the public purse, but for 
different individuals In different 
parties, could be sent winging 
their Way torougb the legUIstlve 
process, nmther to go through 
without the other.

One of the choicest paira. of the 
■eaalon almost never got formed, 
because there existed a quite nat­
ural and entirely Innocent cem- 
fuslon as to the IdenUty of the 
particular individual chiefly Inter­
ested in one of the two measures.

Both were measures by which 
the,state undertook, in Its great 
generosity, to refund to worthy 
but distressed individuals money 
they had once forfeited through 
the process of going professional 
bond for tndivrlduala who, once 
they had been freed on bond, pro­
ceeded to leave the atate,. There 
were special arguments presented, 
in each case, why the state should 
tuiSi kind-hearted and rescue the 
particular bondsman from his 
plight, and the only real question 
to be considered was whethfer the 
two bills made a proper pair.

One of them. It was reported, 
waa the warm-hearted brain child 
and good deed of a Hartford at­
torney lobbyist who is known for 
his sponsorship, for a fee, of 
noble causes.

The other bill was commonly 
referred , to by the name of its 
supposed sponsor, but. unfortuna­
tely, the name in question sedhried 
to be that of a rather high Dem­
ocratic sUte official. Two Dem­
ocratic bUlii did not make a pair, 
and the high Democratic state 
official waa apprised of' the fact 
that there might be some trouble 
getting his bill through for him. 
But then, lo and behold, it turned 
out that this had almost been a 
high tragedy of errors. .The cas­
ual reference to the bill by his 
name had been a little careless. He, 

fact, knew nothing of It. The 
real sponsor of the bill was a mem­
ber of the House of Representa­
tives whose name waa essentially 
the same, in pronunciation at 
leaat, as that of the state official, 
but still not the same na me .  
Furthermore, blessedly, the gen­
tleman who was really pushing 
the bill waa a Republican.

So there could be happy end­
ing, and the unfortunate bonds­
men, whose customers skipped the 
jurisdiction on them, could both 
get their money back, after all. 
minua, of course, whatever would 

proper fee in such circum­
stances. And since, in the routine 
course of human events, a bond 
forfeited is a bond forfeited and 
therefore a total loaa. the bonds­
men, in question would be ahead 
of the game no matter what the 
aplit was. wouldn’t they?

Surgery Is Sane Course 
For Enlarged Preatate

Under normal conditions, the 
prostate gland doesn't seem to do 
much of anything. It’s about the 
size of a horie' chestnut End it sur­
rounds the neck of the bladder like 
a signet ring.

When the prostate of a senior 
citizen enlarges (hyper^ophies), 
for reasons unknown, it contracts 
down on the bladder neck like a 
shirt collar that’s shrunk a couple 
of sizes. Whtn this happens, the 
old gentleman notes the need fbr 
frequent bladder evacuations.

When he visits his doctor, he is 
amazed to team that he’s not prop- 
erly emptying his bladder. This Is 
difficult to understand imUl It’s ex­
plained that, at each of these fre­
quent trips, oply the overflow la 
dlspos^ of. And It’s further ex­
plained .that Increasing prostatlc 
enlargement may result In a com­
plete Obstruction so that not even- 
this overflow will escape.

An operation usually ia proposad 
at this time and all too often re­
fused on thp grounds of age or un- 
willingnais to undergo auigery. 
NonoperaUva treatment la raqest- 
ed and then beglns a wasteful rou­
tine of maaaages and gland and 
vitamin shots. This is attaated ^  
too many letters to me from far 
too many correapmdents.

Now prostatlc massage makes 
no more sense than trying to >
fi *»y nibbingIt with enake oil. And, while 
there s a remote chance that the 
size of the- gland might be aome- 
what reduced temporarily by hor­
mone Injections there’s no hope 
that vitamins will cause any 
shrinkage.

Usually I ’m one of the last to 
raSommend surgery. But If the 
^ U em an  who have written in will 
take my advice, they will seek the 
only method of relief at their com­
mand. And, with modern tech-

Promlslag Propeeals
With equipment of this type it 

has been proposed that (1) emer­
gency drydocks and (3) "space 
hogs”  be uaed while repairing or 
ssaSmblying is taking place.

One research team on apace ve­
hicle engineering haa proposed a 
sauaage-flkin dr^ook. The idea la 
as novel as it is simple. To use this 
de'Vice all that la required is a 
sealed plastic container which can 
be drawn over the spacecraft.

'Hils name is derived 
from the caUsons used by nnd- 
hogs. *1116 function of the de'Vice 
is to provide a comfortable, sim­
ple and effleient means for nuking 
exouralona outside the epacecraft.

Thq space hog is visualized aa 
a preisure-tight, nonrrigid tube or 
cylinder carrying sUifening-rlngs

at solootod intervals. T«mk it will 
rsally be an airtight cylinder ia 
wbkta an astronaut can fhUy 
mdve. When hot being used it will 
be stored in the airioek ot the 
ifiaoeoraft.

In use the space hog will be ex­
tended and pretsurixad. The tpace- 
inan, wearing a Ught-duty, com­
fortable suit, will erawLinto the 
opaco hog, which can be rotated a r  
flexed so that the working ond 
can sweep over .any portion o f the 
mother ship or Mcopt to permit 
performanoes of indicstod teaks, 
■nie outboard and o f the qwee hog 
will carry viewing porta, lights, 
tools, mechanical arms, etc.

A  form of propulsion unit would 
be neceseary to maneuver It, and a 
communications link would have 
to bs malntainsd with the mother 
•hip. In thie fashion’ the space hog 
will actually bo a mlniatuie space 
■hip in which an astronaut can 
live for a short period o f time 
while performlnlg some important 
function.

Target DxIm  Advyutoed
For those who think thla work­

ing in space Is a wild idea and not 
to be considered seiioualy, it 
should be remembered that about 
three and a half years ago the first 
satellite was launched and prnllc- 
t l ^  were advanced , indicating 
that man would be on the moon by 
1960.

TVMjay, man haa already taken 
Ms first halting step into apace 
and the qpeelerated pace of astro­
nautics has so shortened the time 
scale that we predict a man will 
be on the moon within the next 
six years. However, before that 
man can get to the m6on a tre­
mendous volume o f work must be 
done on the earth to assemble the 
flnel spacecraft which will trans-  ̂
port him.

Work going on today In this 
country (and we can be sure In 
Russia, too) Is pointed to the as­
sembly of  ̂ ylosds in epece to cre­
ate the spacecraft To do this, our 
enrineers and scientists must pro- 
vide the means for this work, ^ s  
creation ef qtace hogs and dry- 
docks are but one item In a vast 
number which must come to pesa/-- 
before we can hope to fulfill our 
lunar aspiratton^ (

The prime minister has said he 
would exchange Manuel Artime, 
the invasion leader for Francisco 
(the Hook) Molina, pro-Castro 
Cuban convicted In New York in 
the slaying of a 9-year-old Vene­
zuelan girl.

Castro Insisted he had no ul­
terior motive in euggeetlng that 
Mrs. Roosevelt and Dr, Elsenhower 
come to Cuba to take a personal 
hand In the negotlatioiu.

"Some people In your country 
have seen in our Invitation to Mrs. 
EleSnor Roosevelt or Mr. Milton 
Elsenhower a political motiva­
tion," he said. "Please let me ex­
press to you that the Cuban gov­
ernment never entertained auch In­
tentions."

Castro stressed that Cuba had 
no political honors to gain by- in­
viting Mrs. Roosevelt or Milton 
Elsenhower.

“Cuba has reached the highest 
honors knowing well how to de­
fend her soverelgpity and her rev­
olution," he declared.

The Freedom Committee said 
Its bargaining team will fly from 
Miami, Fla., Monday at 2:30 p.m.

Capehart said the Logan Act, 
which bars neg^otiations between 
private citizens and foreign gov­
ernments except in specific cir­
cumstances, Should apply in this 
case.

Capehart said he has received 
thousands of letters from Ameri­
cans opposing the tractor trade, 
arid that surveys and editorial 
comment show the people of the 
United States are overwhelmingly 
against it.

Charter Shifts 
On Personnel 

Met Failure
Three charter revlalon commit­

tees since 1955 have been unsuc­
cessful In effecting charter revi­
sions which concerned town em­
ployes, said General Manager 
Richard Martin In a report to the 
board of directors.

The board is considering both an 
ordinance to establish a personnel 
appeals board for town employes, 
and the appointment of a charter 
revision committee. The general 
manager compiled the report to fill 
the directors in on previous ac­
tions.

The general manager listed four 
attempts which failed to bring 
abbujr changes in charter provi­
sions governing town employes.

The first was in 1655 when a 
committee, organized b y  th e  
League of Women 'Voters for a 
community workshop on the char­
ter, did not effect any changes in 
the charter on the matter of a 
persoimel board. y

The second failure came when 
the Charter Revision Committee, 
appointed under the Home Rule 
Act, did not make recommenda' 
tlons for change after consider­
ing the rights of appeal of po­
licemen subjected to disciplinary 
action.

The tkird came when Martin 
suggested the directors change the 
charter so they could pass rules 
governing personnel matters and 
could appoint a personnel director.

The fourth failure came when 
the Charter Revision Commission 
proposed amendments to the char 
ter giving the directors authority 
to appoint ' Martin aa persoimel 
and office manager for Uie town. 
The directors approved the 
amendments, but the voters rC' 
Jected them in a May 1960 refer­
endum.

to keep himeelf appraised of the 
developing weather situation; did 
not maintain contact with the offi­
cer In charge of the tower and with 
the commander of the squadron, 
and fkiled to hold himself readily 
available for any action necessary 
In view of the developing danger­
ous situation at the tower.”

While the Air Force pressed Us 
inquiry Into the tragedy; a Senate 
subcommittee collected testimony.

The key designer of the radar 
structure—dubbed "Texas TOwer” 
because it resembled off-shore oil 
drilling rigs—t o l d .  the senators 
that he was surprised the tower 
stood up so long.

TTio designer, Theodore Kuss, 
testified that he considered It un­
safe weeks before It toppled.

He said he- had refused an Air 
Force request to estimate tlie tow­
er's strength shortly before It fell 
because he didn’t ■want to encour­
age its continued use.

Similar testimony came from 
undersecretary of the Air Force 
Joseph V. Charyk. He said the 
Air Force was warned three days 
before the collapse that the radar 
structure was In serious condition.

And a pioneer In underwater en­
gineering, Leon B. DeLong, said 
the techniques and design for 
tower came "pretty close to doom­
ing It” from the start.

He said his construction firm re­
fused to have anything to do with 
the project under the construction 
terms set by the Navy and had 
proposed an alternate plan which 
was turned do-wn.

down the i m p o r t a n c e  of last 
night’s demonstrations, but It was 
further proof that South Ameri­
can senUment, both official and 
private, is pretty soUd against 
anti-Castro action.

Meeting privately with Uru­
guay's 9-man ruling government 
council, Stevenson said the Ameri­
cas "must find new ways to im­
prove the defense of our interamer- 
Ican system against (Communist) 
supversion and Intervention.”

The U.S. envoy said the hemi­
sphere needed "efficient machinery 
of defense against intervention of 
the Soviet bloc as illustrated by 
the coi^uest of (Cuba by commu­
nism."

Council President Eduardo Vic­
tor Haedo replied that Uruguay “ is 
not yet ready to drop its long tra­
dition In defense of the principles 
of non-inteiwentlon.”

He said Uruguay realizes the se­
riousness of the (Cuban situation, 
but “armed intervention g o e s  
agrainst the most Inner feeling of 
our country."

Stevenson replied “We would ap­
preciate any suggestion to avoid 
noh-lnterventlon from becoming 
our tragedy.”

It 
would have made a giant u-tum, 
looping around the fringe o f the 
hill country. The weather brnreau 
said this was quite possible.

The Collitu {Iri, whose home is 
at Newport, was -visiting her 
grandfather. Brad Collins. She 
was killed when a partially con­
structed church collapsed in the 
high wind.

Her unde, Danjel Collins, and 
some other children at the scene 
were only bruised. Officials said 
tihe (Collins girl tried to run and 
was hit by a falling beam.

The tornado here opened its 
havoc by tearing the roof from 
the Louisville & Nash-ville Rail­
road roundhouse on the edge of 
town.

Roofs and top floors were 
sheared off buildings and debris 
was scattered everywhere. Win­
dows were shattered In most 
buildings.

The mastermind of the assassin­
ation plot, retired Gen. Juan 
Tomas Diaz, reportedly tried to 
contact Roman just before Intel­
ligence agents shot him dead on 
a city street. ^

Roman’s accuser was-Ur. Ro­
berto Reid Cabral, who police said 
committed suicide after four ac­
cused plotters seized his home as 
a hideout.

One of the captured assassiiia- 
tion band had told reporters at 
his prison that the plan was to 
kidnap Trujillo and force the 69- 
year-old dictator to abdicate.

in Rome last October. He had 
Moore in such distress the 
referee forced him to take an 
eight count standing up in 
the final round.

plant* and the achool, mindful of 
alumni contributions. fo#y hot be 
strong enough to say no."

Hodges said "It's about time the 
aging rah-rah boys grew- up. and 
let up.”

He said that If they need to bor­
row prestige, "let them borrow 
the best there Is—the reputat>m 
of a school where education, qual­
ity education, oomes first, last, and 
always.”

The commerce secretary said he 
played intercollegiate sports and 
favoni athletics In their proper 
place.

"But their place la secondary." 
he aald. "And when you start buy­
ing basketball teams, for example, 
start handing out scholarships for 
brawn and physical skill rather 
than brain and a desire for educa­
tion, you are mixing values badly 
and heading for trouble."

He said the current scandals in 
intercollegiate basketball have 
demonstrated again "the sort of 
thing that can happen—the gam­
blers get in. and the fixes begin."

Hodges said that the nation nev­
er before In his' lifetime "needed 
80 urgently, a supply of talented, 
educated minds."

Hodges is a former governor 
of North Carolina, where basket­
ball fix scandals have hit both the 
University of North Carolina and 
North Carolina Stale.

Three N.C. State players have 
been accused of aha\ing points for 
gamblers. A former North Caro­
lina player la charged with offer­
ing bribes to two players at his 
alma mater. Both rejected the of­
fer but failed ta report the bribe 
attempt.

It ’s customary for tele­
vision stars, at Christmas, to give 
a g ift to the stage and technlqal 
crew. AU too often, this Is a 
thank-you for having inflicted tem­
perament on hmnd-the-scenes 
personnel.
