James H. Wakelin Jr., asaisthnt 
secretary of the Navy, said at the 

■Edison’s launching that the new 
submarine’s purpose is to help 
prevent accidental -war.

TTie 16 missiles aboard the Edi­
son, he said, are ‘ ‘earried by a con- 
cealecL virtually invulnerable sub- 
marin#.*'

Wakelin said a Polaris launch­
ing “ can be delayed tong enough 
for a complete appraisal of the 
situation, for a carefully considered 
decision, and for massive reprisal 
when and It an enemy ever at­
tacks us.”

With a Splash of champagne, the 
Edison moved Into the Thames 
River. A 'virtual flotilla of Coast 
Guard vessels surrounded the Edi­
son quickly, jM'eventing a planned 
move by pacifists to Interfere with 
the launching and board the s\ib- 
marine.

The pacifist group, the Commit­
tee for Non-'\^lent Action, had 
planned to row small i>oats into the 
Edison's path.

Three pacifists dived Into the 
river at a point north of the. 
launching site and tried swimming 
to the submarine. They were inter­
cepted by three Coast Guard frog­
men and hauled aboard a launch.

Wakelin said the Navy would 
able to lay keel for 36 new ahips in 
the next year, aa aoon as congres­
sional action is completed in pro­
viding funds.

“ Let me assure you that I know 
that tha U.S. has the finest fleet 
in the world, wlthotit exception,” 
he said.

"IXirlng the past 13 years, we 
have been building only about 22 
ships a year.

Wakelin recalled the work done 
by Thomas Edison in Helping the 
Navy design weapons to meet the 
U-boat menace during World War 
I. Edison was head o f the Navy’s 
first consulting board, now called 
Uie Office of Naval Jtesearch.

The famed inventor's daughter. 
Mrs. John Eyre Sloan, W e s t  
Orange, N. J., was the Bkiison’a 
sponsor.

Nikita
Must Be Settled This Year

Bristol, June 15 (JP)—For­
mer Ambassador John Davis 
Lodge says the United States 
must find a way to stop the 
Communists from building up j 
pro-Red military forces in un­
committed nations.

Lodge has recently returned to 
the United States from service as 
ambassador to Spain. ,

The Reds, he said last night at 
a Flag Day observance in Bristol, 
seem to agree ■with this nation that 
an all-out war must be avoided at 
all costs.

But in the meantime, he said, 
"the Soviets are relentlessly ad­
vancing, creating constantly new 
frontiers of aggression while we 
talk about freedom and the dis­
advantages of fighting peripheral 
wars in parts of the world which j 
are remote from us.”

In such places as Cuba. Laos, 
and South 'Viet Nam, the Commu­
nists have gained the upper hand 
by creating small guerrilla forces 
and strengthening them until they 
are small armies with a full capac­
ity to wage war, he said.

Eventually, he said, such situa­
tions come to a head and the Unit­
ed States must decide whether to 
strike down the pro-Red-forces or 
try for a conference table settle­
ment.

” We appear to have rationalized 
ourselves into a state of mind in 
which we can take no appropriate 
action,”  Lodge said, "We talk and 
argue and wring our hands—and 
concede."

So far. he said, thc^nited States 
has usually chosen the course of 
negotiation instead of military ac­
tion, but “while we proclaim our 
peaceful intentions, while we are 
from our point of vj«w ,*t peace, 
th* Communists are ,w*7.”

"The American people are en­
titled to know if there has been a 
change in our position," Halleck 
added.

Reaffirms

Moscow, June 15 (JP)—Pre­
mier Khrushchev said tonight 
that “a peace settlement in 
Europe must be accomplished 
this year.”

The Soviet premier made this 
statement in reaffirming hla posi­
tion on Germany and Berlin.

He si>oke to the Soviet pemle, 
reporting on his Vienna talka with 
President Kennedy.

Khrushchev has' caUed for a 
peace conference of all the World 
War n  Allies on reunifying Ger­
many. In the meanwhile, he wants 
West Germany and Communist 
East Germany to negoUate a set­
tlement, If they can, within aix 
months. This would also include 
the future of Communist-surround­
ed West Berlin.

Khrushchev said hla meeting 
with President Kennedy in Vienna 
was worthwhile.

"In addiUon," he said, "it had i to be held.”
He repeated his demand for 

t combining negotiations on a nu­
clear test ban with talks on gen­
eral disarmament.

The Soviet leader made his re­
port in an unusual televised and 
broadcast "fireside chat,”  similar 
in format to.the type someUihea 
used by western leaders. Loud­
speakers in the squares o f many 
Soviet cities carried the message.

Khrushchev said the Vienna 
meeting "provided a good oppor-' 
tunlty for a first personal contact 
and an exchange of opinion.”

He said he gained the impression 
that Kennedy understood the grave 
responsibilities shouldered by the 
two great powers — the United 
States and the Soviet UniAn. He 
then expressed hope SovietE- 
American r e l a t i o n  > eventually 
would Improve.

Some 800 mayors, lord mayors, 
burgomasters and other senior 
city officials from 61 nations met In 
toe State Department's luxurious 
new building for toe 5-day con­
ference, the first held In toe United 
States.

Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower was 
amoM today's scheduled speak­
ers. TOe former resident's call In 
1957 for a massive people-to-people 
exchange gave impetus to toe ms- 
ter-clty Idea.

President Kennedy was Invited 
to speak, but officers of the In-, 
tematlonal Union of Local Author­
ities (tULA), the sponsor organi­
zation, said the White House had 
sent word Kennedy probably wpuld 
not appear because of his lipek 
ailment.

140 Sisters AfflUatloiM.
A post-conference tour of major 

eastern cities ."wUl start next 
Wednesday. About 400 of the 
mayors and their wives, plus 26 
American escorts, will visit. Balti­
more on Wednesday, Philadelphia 
on Thursday and New Yorak on 
Friday and Saturday of next week.

About 140 American cities have 
formed "alster'' affUlaUonk with 
as many cities In 844 foreign coun­
tries, toe delegates were advised 
In a report on the fast-gro'Wlng 
program prepared by George O. 
Wynne of toe U.S. InformaUon 
Agency.

New affiliations are being made 
at the rate of one every 10 days, 
toe Wynne .report said.

than next-door Oommunlst China, 
which has been prlnuurily In charge 
of the Communist roia to Laos.

You could gueaa whether this 
was by convenient arrangement 
between China and Russia, or 
whether it waa a  Russian seizure 
of opportunity. But there was no 
firm answer.

But now, St the Gweva confer- 
■ice, where Communist Chtna is 
present and speaking for Itself, it 
has been speektog as If It claimed 
the final word on Laoa—as If Laos 
h[ere, after all, to its own sphere 
of policY and tofluenea, And this 
development a t Geneva is psrtiaps 
responsible for the patienoe the 
West has had with Ruasla’s prom- 
laea to work for a oeaae firs In 
laes. I t  Is Just poaaibla that Rua- 
sta Is trying to bring about such a 
osaae fire, and that ths Chinese 
are eountermandlng R u a s 1 a's 
movea.

For Bome years now, the West 
haa jbeen fascinated by the poa- 
albUlty of a developliig rivalry be­
tween the two Communist giants, 
But there la obviously very little 
oomfort in adist we can really see 
or know of tha.preoent stage of 
thla potential rivalry.

For all we really know, China 
oan he Ruasla's alibi more than 
Ruaala’s rival, a  device by which 
Ruaela can plead both good toten- 
tlods and Inability to deliver on 
them. If, perhaps, Russia whispers 
to us to take it easy while It trlea 
to soften China, that could be 
either a  real Ruasian dilemma, or a 
clever means of paralysing ns.

I t could be tha t they are in­
evitably drifting toward eadi 
other’s throets. Or it could be that 
they have It set up for one of them 
to play the carrot While the other 
plays the stick.

If there is anybody who really 
knows, he might become the most 
valuable diplomatic mind of the 
century.

Meanwhile, bitemational acut- 
tlebutt on the Issue keeps building 
up. Khrushchev, reportedly. Is 
cautious on Caetro, considering 
him a crackpot. The Chinese Com­
munists, on the other hand, like 
him fme.

The Algerian rebels, reportedly, 
are recelvin|r two opposite kinds of 
advice—one from the RtieelanB, 
urging them to hurry and make 
peace with de Gaulle, the other 
from the Chinese, telling them to 
make no compromise and be tough, 
even If that means full resumption 
of the civil war.

Bven the Russian attitude at the 
conference on the nuclear test ban, 
It is said, may reflect Russian 
awueness that. Just as the United 
States w d  Britain have been un­
able to-deliver de Gaulle Into com­
pliance with the voluntary teat 
moratorium which has been to ex­
istence, so Russia would be unable 
to  deliver China Into any perma­
nent moratorium treaty which 
MUght be negotiated.

And the worst of all this is that, 
politics being the game it Is, both 
things about the relationship be 
tween Russia and China could be 
true—they could be both rivals 
and collaborators—China could be 
both Russia’s foe and Russia's ajibi 
- w d  the precise nature of their 
rolatlonahip could change and 
A lft back and forth many times 
without any eating of the dilemma 
Of the West.

I t  would be too bad, wouldn't It, 
If we somehow failed to help 
Khrushchev defend his moderation 
against Ghtnese extremism ? . It 
would bo bad, too, wouldn't It, If 
wo so bsnuised ouraelveB spaeulat- 
Ihg which shell really covers the 
Oonmunlst policy pea that we 
pcovod unable to foimulato and 
fbUow any clear policy of ■ our 
asm t

nawor to an

thla f OBimBiy, to  wtridi tharo t i  bo 
aapart or ratiablo aaawor, ta that 
wo cannot calculata oUr own polley 
by either assumptioa. Wa havo to 
formulate ouf own policy not on 
w ^  wa gueaa about Russia and 
China, but on what wa riiould 
know about ouraelvea.

Stcrenson And Cuba
We note that Senator Hugh 

Scot), the Pennsylvania Republi­
can, is accusing Adlal Stevenson, 
our ambassador to the United Na­
tions of having advised the Ken­
nedy administration against the 
actual use of American military 
power to back tip the iU-fated In­
vasion by Cuban exiles, participate 
ta ths landing operation fight, and 
thus guarantee Its success.
■ We note that Senator Scott 
preeses thU charge as if he were 
accusing Stevenson of a crime.

We note, also, that official asso­
ciates of Mr. Stevenson have has­
tened to deny that Mr. Stevenson 
ever did any such thing. And they 
deny It exactly as If they, too, 
agree that this would have been a 
crime,

May we Interpose what seems to 
us a  mors accurats. If potentially 
last wricome, discussion of Mr. 
Stevenson’s personsl and official 
obligations to the matter of the 
Cuban Invasion?

By all that has been admired 
and respected in his personal back­
ground and oratorical record, he 
could not have been true to him­
self if he failed to protest against 
the proposed use of American arm­
ed force In Cuba.

By his oath of office, to Ufdiold 
ths law of our own coimtry, he 
would have been required to pro­
test such use of force, because It 
would havo violated our own law.

By his position as ambassador 
to the United Nations, itself 
treaty to  which we have bound 
ourselves, and aleo a fonun to 
whldi wa ourselves frequently pro­
claim tha sacred obligation of 
treaties, he would have been re­
quired to protest an action which 
would have violated not only our 
hemisphere treaty with our fellow 
American states, but also the 
United Nations Charter as well.

And, as the combination of man 
and official who had stood up in 
the United Nations and proclaim­
ed, again and again, our Innocence 
of charges of Interference in the 
affairs of Cuba, he would have 
been required to advise against an 
acUoin which would clearly estab­
lish ths velldity of these same 
charges.

So the real question becomes, 
does It not, the following? If Mr. 
Stevenson didn't advise against 
American armed participation to 
the Invasion battle, why, conaider- 
Ing what be is supposed to stand 
for aa an Individual and to hie offi­
cial duty, did he"not do so? "Why 
did he ever so betray his personal 
principle and the true welfare of 
his cotmtry?

Would not the crime of which 
Senator Scott accuses him have 
been a virtue for him? Would not 
the crime which his. associates 
deny for him have been, after all, 
exactly the thing he should have 
done, to be true to himself and his 
own highest duty to his country?

Nor, are we, to such queries 
merely Indulging ourselves to 
rhetorical questions.

The Invasion failed, so all our 
post mortems are naturally con-, 
centrated on the ' disadvantages 
and chagrins of Its failure.

No one has faced, to all this dis­
cussion, what the consequences of 
success for the Invasion, with 
American armed participation, 
would have been, or would be to­
day.

But we suggest that those who 
are so Imaginative to raking over 
the ashes of failure spend a little 
'time staring Into the imaginary 
live coals of success, and tell us 
what kind of war they see going 
on to Cuba, what they see happen­
ing in the rest of Latin America, 
and what they, see for our prestige 
and standing among our allies and 
among the peoples of Asia and Af­
rica.

It could you see, that there 
might have Risen one thing worse 
than failure for the Cuban adven­
ture—its success, and that Mr. 
Stevenson, instead of having his 
associates deny that he ever ad- 
vlAd against the’ open use of 
American force, should be pro­
claiming that he wished he had 
done just that,

“Never Better’?”

We meant no baste offense to 
the IM l Stata Senj^te when we 
chronicled the tact that one of Its 
last legislative enactments waa 
the pBMsge of a somewhat famous 
liquor bill. The Senate did not yield 
to evety lobbyist, as ths corridors 
full of long faces on adjournment 
day and night could Uhutrate.

Nor are we conveying any basic 
appraisal of the 1051 House of' 
Representatives when we delve in­
to tU sero hour rasetments, iind 
select, jfor friendly examination, 
the last minute passage of House 
BUI No. ^10 , "an act concerning 
leaves of absence from employ-i 
ment for mUltaiy reserve or Na­
tional Guard duty.”

But it ii| true that, the particu­
lar merits of this particular biU 
aside, for a moment, the House 
did display. In this matter, certain 
characteristics rather typical of 
its 1961 behavior. *

The House, as will appear as the 
legislative lives and deaths of quite 
a few measures are analysed, man­
aged quite frequently, in this ses­
sion,. to be s  law unto Itself.

When, adjournment night, it 
passed House Bill 2510, It may not 
have been legislating as well or 
as soundly as It did In some other 
instances of Its off-Oie-Ieash be­
havior, but'iU moods and reactions 
were familiar.

It reacted to an impassioned 
speech, and It followed an Ideal of 
sentimental justice.

The Impassioned speech came 
from a gentleman who, tfo far as 
we know, set two rather spectac­
ular flrsU by even getting elected 
to membership In the 1961 House.

In other racial developmenU:
The federal government's historic 

bid to intervene In a ’Virginia 
school case was rejected on grounds 
it will unduly delay and prejudice 
the rights of both tides in the 
lengthy court battle in Prince Ed­
ward County.

Those grounds were given by 
U.S. District Judge Oren Lewis In 
turning down Atty. Gen. Robert 
Kennedy’s request that the fed­
eral government be allowed to en­
ter the case as a plaintiff. Ken­
nedy had contended this waa neces­
sary to prevent clrcumentlon of the 
court's desegregation order that 
led the county to close Its public 
schools.

The d ty  of New Rochelle, N. Y.. 
asked a federal appeals court to 
stay sn order allowing students In 
a predominantly Negro school to 
transfer to other schools. TTie 
board of education president said 
preventable chaos would result if 
the order, now being appealed, is 
put into effect and later reversed.

At Pensacola Fla. the county 
school board submitted a school 
desegregation plan to federal court 
as ordered by a federal judge.

The city of Memphis Tenn., 
asked a federal court to approve 
a plan for gradual desegregation 
of municipal recreation facilities. 
The plan was a counter to a suit 
demanding that all tax-supported 
recreational facilities be desegre­
gated Immediately.

"Of course, we cannot agree to 
this and shall never agree," 
Khrushchev said, "since the secur­
ity of our country is at stake."

'This western iMlatence on a sin­
gle administrator of the propoeed 
nuclear test control organization is 
what is really blocking the nuclear 
test talks, he added,

Khrushchev also’ accused the 
West of standing as the major ob­
stacle to a German peace treaty. 
He repeated his oft-voiced threat 
to sign a separate treaty with East 
Germany If the West, and particu­
larly West Germany, refuses .. to 
work out a solution In Germany. 
The West refuses to recognize' the 
Communist East German govern­
ment.

'Ihe present western position on 
East Germany and Beriin, he said, 
"is not a policy of peace. (It) is 
trampling on the most elementary 
norms of relations between states. 
It is a desire to preserve a state of 
extreme tension in international 
relations and, moreover, it la a 
threat of war.”

Responding to western threats to 
defend West Berlin, he said; “ We 
are capable of giving a proper re­
buff to SinV use of force and we 
have what is needed to defend our 
Interests.”

And Recognize East Germany

West Held Preparing 
New Berlin. Approach

The Liondon Daily Telegraph^left 
■aid today western experts In 
Washington are reported working 
on a  .drastic new approach to the 
Berlin Issue Involving recognition 
of Communist East Germany.

The newspaper’s diplomatic cor­
respondent .said no decisions have 
hern taken but “Important advisers 
in iBritain and the United States 
are in favor of an entirely new ap­
proach."

Under the plan the West would 
concede recognition of Ektst Ger­
many and the Oder-Nelsae frontier 
with Poland In exchange for "a

geimanent arrangSment for Ber- 
n,” the Telegraph reported. The 
report continued:
"This does no t‘mean that Brit­

ain, the United States and France 
are ready to give up their rights 
over Berlin.

"But they have to grapple with 
the fact that Germany la divided 
in a form which cannot in any 
early future be altered except by 
military meana.”

Such a plan would be certain to 
encounter the atrongeat oppoal- 
tlon from Chancellor Konrad Ade­
nauer of West Germany.

Along with the weatem Allies, 
Adenauer conUfhds the Communist 
East German regime ip a  Soviet 
puppet and refuses to have any 
formal diplomatic dealings ■with it, 
although West and East Germany 
have considerable trade relations.

Nor could Adenauer or any other 
West German politician accept the 
Oder-Nelsse line as permanent 
without committing political siil- 
olde.

The Czech charges were made 
in a note of protest to the U.S. 

It said the effort to 
enlist Nacvalac occurred Tuesday, 
and because it failed an effort was 
made to have him withdrawn from 
the Czech delegation.

White’s statement sugge.sted the 
time sequence was quite the re­
verse, but the spokesman said he 
did not wish to elaborate until all 
details were In his possession.

■'We deny emphatically the 
Czech allegation that an attempt 
was made to recruit this gentle­
man aa a spy and that because the 
attempt was unsuccessful an ef­
fort was made to withdraw him,” 
■White said.

He did explain that this country 
has the right, under the agreement 
establishing U.S. headquarters In 
New York, to request the removal 
of smy member of any delegation 
who is not representing his gov­
ernment in the normal conduct of 
u j l .  businesa—as White phrased 
it, when ’‘he‘s up to something 
else,” or abusing the privilege 
agreement which applies to U.N.

Tractor Group 
Gets Report on 
Castro’s Plans

Washington. June 16 (;P1 — The 
Tractoi*-for-Freedom Committee 
has received a secret report from 
the four technicians who negoti­
ated with Fidel Castro on his plan 
to exchange men for machine.*.

Evidently no decision was reach­
ed by the committee last night on 
whether to accept the Cuban prime 
mini.ster’s latest demands. He 
wants $28 million worth of farm 
tractors for 1.167 Cuban rebels 
captured In their abortive Invasion 
of Cuba April 17.

A spokesman said early today 
that the committee would receive 
a fuller written report, from the 
technicians before making any 
kind of .statement.

He added there likely would be 
no statement for at least 24 to 48 
hours.

Sees Peril 
In Giving 
T oo Little

Washington, June 16 (/P)— 
President Kennedy, appealing 
for .support of his foreign aid 
jirogram, said today he is less 
concerned about the dangers 
of spending too much too 
often than of spending too 
little too late.'

Kennedy took that stand In an 
address prepared for the National 
Conference on International Eco­
nomic and Social Development.

It came at a time when his aid 
program for other nations Is up 
agaln.st rough going In Congress. 
Kennedy wants a 5-year $8.8 bil­
lion program, but strong elements 
in Congres.s are balking at such a 
long-term basis.

The President appealed to those 
who want "to do something" about 
bolstering the defense of freedom, 
.stopping the spread of commu­
nism, and exercising initiative in 
world affairs, to get behind the 
foreign aid plan.

"We do not intend,” he said, "to 
go on indefinitely helping those 
who will not help themselves— 
those who.se only claim to con­
sideration is that they are alterna­
tives to communism—those who 
are unwilling to put into effect the 
reforms In administration, educa­
tion, taxation and social Justice 
without which our aid will )>e of 
very little value. We Intend to 
achieve results—to put these coun­
tries on their own feet.

"But let us at the same time 
recognize tha( this challenge will 
be with Us fob a long time—that 
this Is both an obligation and an 
opportunity—and that more than 
self-interest and anti-communism 
are involved. Let it never be said 
that the great conflict of our time 
was tielween the unrighteous and 
the self-righteous.

"But let it be said instead that 
this generation ot Americans— 
Jealous of its rights and aware of 
it.* resposibilitles, grateful for its 
bles.*ing.* and vigilant to its dan­
gers-m et head-on the grim chal­
lenge to freedom—met it with all 
the resources and all the wisdom 
at our command—and, meeting it, 
prevailed.” ,

Kennedy's audience was a sym­
pathetic one. A principal purpose 
of the conference Is to foster the 
views Kennedy expounded, and the 
1,200 delegates attending the ses-

Riders in Hunge^, Strike 
For Integrated Service

Integrationist "Freedom Rid 
ers" went on a hunger strike to­
day to back up their demand for 
service at Tallahassee, Fla., air­
port's white restaurant, which was 
closed to them for the second 
straight day.

The spokesman for the 10 north­
ern white and Negro clergymen, 
the Rev. J. W. Collier Jr., Newark, 
N. J., hitting at what he called 
the ‘'injustice" of the closed res­
taurant, said:-

"We are firmly resolved that 
we will not eat or drink except 
water until we are served.

"Needless to say, none of us 
has eaten anything since eating at 
the integrated facilities of the Tal­
lahassee Greyhoaind Bus Terminal 
at 1 p.m. yesterday. Also needless 
to say, we are all very hungry.”

After spending the night at a 
Negro church, the Freedom Rid­
ers returned to the terminal when 
the building reopened for business 
and again found the restaurant 
closed. They had staged a 9-hour 
sit-in demonstration y e s t e r d a y  
waiting for tl)e restaurant to serve 
them, and left only, when the 
building waa closed about mid­
night.

Airport personnel said the res: 
taurant normally opena for buai- 
nesa about 7 a.m..
