Detroit— Studies In Detroit and
in Bethesda, Md., have Indicated
that achizophrenia can be {denti-
fied by a blood test.

Jack Soble, 57, now serving a 7T-
year mentence In Danbury, Conn.,
Federnl Prison for spying against
the United States, was & prosecu-
tion witness yesterdny In the case
of hia 60-year-old brother, a
psychiatrist.

Soble, after a seriea of Interrup-
tions by defense counsel Joseph
Brill, became emotional and shout-
ed:

“You see, I can be very ealm but
I can fight back too, hecauss for
me it {s a personal tragedy to sit
here with a brother—with me {t is
not a case of publicity.

“I want to make it clear that
for 413 years I have been begging
him to tell the truth."

It was about 4% years ago that
Soble was arrested on spy charges.
He pleaded gullty,

Soble was returned here as the
first government witness against
Dr. Soblen, who was arrested last
Nov. 20.

The trizl resumes today,

Dr. Boblen's trial opened last
Monday before a jury of 10 men
and two women. The defense con-
tends Dr. Soblen is dying of leuke-
min,

In most Northern communitiea
ke Lakeview, over on Long Is-
land, the racial problem would be
that of trying to make it posaible
for & Negro family to buy a home,

Lakeview passed that barrier
several years ago. Today, some 25
of its 200 homes are owned by Ne-
groes.

But the Negroes of Lakeview
find they have a new kind of prob-
lem.

It is to keep more Negroes from
buying homes there. And they
have put up signs, asking prospec-
tive Negro purchasers of homes
there not to do it, for everybody's
good, for, in fact the cause of in-
tegration. .

Otherwise, they lw.fén com-
munity which permitted integra-
tion severnl years Ago may soon
become completely segregated
again, but, this time, all Negro.

The trouble is not that life as it
now is in Lakeview has any ob-
jectionable or controversial fea-
tures.

It is just that one or two white
property ownerr have decided to
press the panic button about the
alleged future deterioration of real
estats values in their community,
and that a number of real estate
agents, both whits and Negro,
have moved In to try to do a lot of
business on the basis of this
threat to values. But, showing
homes to potential new customers,
they find the potential white cus-
tomers reluctant to buy, and the
potential Negro customers the
©nly ones really interested.

80 the Negro families already
there feel forced into their present
type of campaign—trying to per-
susde the potentlal Negro custom-
ers not to buy. Succeas in that ap-
peal would presumably leave the
present white owners of property
there powerless to sell, and forced
to remain there, thus preserving
the present, Integrated, racial bal-
anoce of the community,

Every step in this story of the
community of Lakeview, every
plece of human motivation in it
is completely understandable. That
is, in fact, what makes the story
really such & dismal thing, so

" heavily accentuated with the po-
ter:tial hopelessness of the effort
we human beings sre making to
try to learn to live together on the
same earth,

We seem. to stand in need of
some miracle curse from heaven,
which would suddenly fnake us all
lock exactly alike. After we had
discovered what a horrible world
that could be, perhaps we could
turn back to the world we do have,
and its deeply challenging prob-
lems, with another supply of hope
and another accumulation of re-
solve. Meanwhlile, we look at the
problem of Lakeview, and think
how sick and tangled our human
affalrs have become, and wonder
how, all by ourselves, we can ever
struggle through them toward de-
cency and sanity. All we can be
sure of is that the struggle must
continue, and that the stakes are
thia: that |* we fall in this, we fail
in everything.

One Sanctuary, Please

If, in hig final meeting with our
own agents, Miroslav Nacvalac,
the Czech diplomat accredited to
the United Nations, had consented
to be a double agent, spying for us
as well as for his own country, we,
for our part, vould have been con-
tent to have him stay in his Unit-
ed Nations assignment, and roam
the American ocountryside, indefl-
nitely.

Because, in the showdown, he re-
fuged to play & double role, and be
our man too, we have moved to
expel him from our shores. When
Csechoslovakia resists our move,
and appeals to the jurisdiction
of the United Nations, that ralses
& tangled legal problem, which
Cuschoslovakis apparently relishes
booatse it involves a case in which

!‘

we, too, are shown In our cloak
and dagger outfit. The case may
have, for the Communists, a cer-
tain propaganda value. Certainly
they have no illusion that this
particular diplomat can, in the fu-
ture, be of any use to them as an
agent.

But, although the legalitiea of
the case may be tangled, the right
and wrong of it is clear enough.
Nobody should tolerate the deg-
radation of what should be the
United Nations atmosphere to
such a cloak and dagger level.
The Communist nations should
not give such assignments to peo-
ple assigned to the United Nat
tions. When such activities can
be proved. it should not be the role
of the United States, but the re-
sponsibility of the United Natlons
itself, to rid itself of the character
in guestion. And, needleas to say,
the United Btates should not trap
itself into any acceptance of such
a role for anybody, even when it Is
propositioning the character In
question with the idea of convert-
ing him into & doubls agent.
Everybhody, these days, Is con-
ceding the universality of the cloak
and dagger game, conceding its
necessity, and conceding that it
must necessarily operatle in defi-
ance of all normal rules of policy.
We don’'t even agree with all this;
but we would hope, at least, that
the United Nations could be treat-
ed as If it were one speclal sanc-
tuary, reserved for better and
higher human potentialities.

The Tour Was Poasible

Adlal Stevenson, whose tour of
Latin America was obviously de-
signed to provide an assesament
and repair of hemisphere relation-
ships after the Cuban fiasco, re-
portedly feels that the Cuban af-
falr did hurt our prestige through-
out the hemlisphere because It
raised the old appearance of inter-
ference by us in the internal af-
fairs of our neighbors, but that
the damage done can be repaired.
If we concentrate on proving our
desire and our capacity to help
economic improvement in the free
nations of the hemisphere, and if,
meanwkile, more people in Latin
America head toward = recogni-
tion that Castro's course in Cuba
is becoming Increasingly Commu-
nist, then, Stevenson thinks, our
prestige will begin to come back.

Pending such developments, Ste-
venson seems & little chary of any
overt, surface attempts by us to
bulld & quick facade of hemisphere
unity. The inference is that we
have to earn our way toward i

This Is a somewhat sober mood
for our representative, based not
on the sporadic demonstrations the
hemisphere’s leftists  provided
against him, but on his talks with
leaders In government and public
life in all the countries he visited.

But, if this finding is sober,
there la at least one consolation.
Mr. Stevenson's trip was possible;
his reception was, in the main,
civil and sympathetic. It is poesi-
ble for him to conclude that the
damage done us by our Cuban ad-
venture is reparable,

No such tour, no such welcome,
and no such conolusion would
have been even remotely possible if
the situation had been that the
Cuban invasior had been made a
suocesa by the open participation
of American military force.

New Designs For War

We find ourseives lured by the
charms of two new varieties of
WAar,

One, devised by a California en-
gineer, would be a war of comput-
ers. At least he has rigged up some
computers so that they can simu-
late, in thelr paper findings and
reports and orders, what might go
on In the event of a real nuclear
attack.

All he has to do Is prime his
computers, press the original at-
tack button, and he then has the
full wonder of the Initial on-
slaught, the 4amage suffered by
the victim, the response which
comes from the victim, and so on,
including all the Inevitable sury
prises and reversals of form no
mere human calculation could an-
ticipate, down to the final decision.

When it is all over, not even the
computers have been hurt,

We think this might be our fa-
vorite kind of war,

But we suspect we shall have to
settle for something a degree or
two lesa idealistic. That would be
the form of war envisioned the
other day by membera of Congress
who are ir a hurry for us to get
back to nuclear testing, and who
told us that what might be just
ahead of us In the experimental
field could be a new bomb as revo-
lutionary as the hydrogen bomb
in its day—a bomb which would
have the capacity to destroy hu-
man life without injuring property.

This would be one more varia-
tion of the so-called clean bomb of
our dreams, which would kill us
without contaminating us, but
would have an additional clean
quality not hitherto imagined. Ap-
parently this potential new bomb
we may be about to discover
would not depend upon blast or
force of blast for ita effecl. 8o it
could kill us without ceausing a
quiver in a shingle on our roof, or
ewdnx A petal to fall in our gar-

Our examination of the progress
and final fate of the bill which
would have set up licensing for
television repairmen evolved into
something of a atudy of pressures,
with our final opinion leaning to
the possibility that those who
were pushing the bill may have
pushed & little too hard, and,
pushing too hard, tripped over the
strategic mildness of their opposi-
tion.

Legislators  instinctively dis-
trust extreme pressure for A meas-
ure. Perhaps the best poasible
disguise for a measure is to have
it enter the legislative scene as a
rather quiet, well-behaved under-
dog it might be & pleasure to help.

No such role comes easy, how-
ever, even for those to whom It
ought to be natural, Pressure usu-
ally evokes pressure; emotional-
ism stira emotionalism: the ten.
dency is to fight fire with fire, and
even fanaticism with fanaticism,
although, needleas to say, the
fanaticism is never self-recognized.

There might have been, in this
session of the General Assembly,
& battle over the mandatory provi-
sion of stray dogs for medical re-
search which was waged between
the completely understandable but
also quite irrational emotionalism
of the dog lovers on the one hand
and the cool, deserving profession-
alism of medical research and its
needs on the other.

We suggest that the outcome of
such a battle might have been the

passage of the kind of dog bill the
medical researchers wanted.

But there was no such battle.

Instead, the cause of sclentific
research became almost as stri-
dent and maudlin as the eov o0 ~*

primarily for the manner c.

thoss who seemed to be ﬂghunl

of dogs which were going to die
anyway.

Those who were for the bill and | eXpe

those who were against it wound
up having the same kind ‘of light
in their eyes, the same emotional
urgency of spproach, the same
avoidance of strict reality. The
opponents of the bill seemed to
believe that, if they won, dogs
would never die. e proponents
made their own prime exhibit that
of & dOf subjected to a cular

research which had let

m live.

The appeals which crossed our
desk and tho deaks of tors,
on their way to the wastebanmiet,
were as frantic from one side as
they were from the other.

And, on the last day of the ses-
sion, when some of the researchers
appeared in person to make a last-
minute, last-ditch fight for their
cause, we made something of a
specialty of following them around
and then Interviewing the legisla-
tive and political figures they had
been trying to persuade.

The typical and usual reaction
we obtained was one in which
those who had been subjected to
this last minute importuning were
annoyed and hardened into mnew
resolution not to give the bill one
last chance of legislative life,

As we keep saying, there is no
exact sclence in this business of

good s,
sought to servve humanity, a bet-
ter chance of success for their bill
if their approach had been a little
lezs passionate. They somehow
felt compelled to dramatize their
scientific case unti] it became sen-
timental. But how could they win
any battle of sentiment, even for
people, against the mute image of
everybody's pet? .

New Loans to
N.H. Railroad

Boston, Juna 22 (#—Tha federal
government is golng to end up ma
“dominant stockholder” in the New
Haven Rallroad If it keeps grant-
ing loans snd loan guarantees to
the financially-beset line, tha New
England Council said last night.

The council oppossed any addl-
tional government loans for the
New Haven unless the money is
to be used to rehabllitate raliroad
facilitles, and aald the line should
go into bankruptcy,

Executive vice president Gard-
ner A. Caverly, in wires to federal
officials and New England con-
gressmen, sald “‘our sole concern
is with the preservation of thig fa-
cllity for the public."

“Taxpayers should not be called
upon to preserve the corporate
structure,” he sald. ‘Continued re-
liance on federal funds can only
mean that in the ultimate reor-
ganization the US. government
would be the dominant stockhold-
er. This we oppose'”

The Treasury Department an-
nounced earlier the railroad seeks
a $5.5 milllon loan to help pay for
restoration of facilitles lost in a
1855 flood, The New Haven, which
earller got §168 million in flood-dis-
aster loans, said the new loan is
needed to reimburse its treasury
for extra expenses incurred after
the flood.

Caverly sald “It is quite obvious
that the real! purpose of this laat-
minute application is to meet cur-
rent financial obligations Includ-
ing interest payments dué within
just a few days.”

Bankruptcy and recrganization
would solve the rallrord’s money
problem and enhanoe ita ability “to
attract competent management,”
Caverly said. He added it “will not
increase the risk of losing or even
seriously Impairing the basic trans-
portation services of that carrier.”

The council, a regional promo-
tional organization, has previously
recommended reorganization of the
New Haven. It made that recom-
mendation while tax relief legisla-
tion was pending before
state Jegislaturen,

New York, Connecticut, Rhode
Taland and Massachunsetts all have
enacted tax rellef measures to save
the New Haven $8.2 million n yvear.

By THOMASB A. REEDY 1
Jerusalem, June 22 (M — Adolf
Eichmann testified today he tried
to save Hurope's Jews by creating
a homeland for them on the fsland
of Madagascar

1940 but never got past the paper | aged

Eichmann {dentified principal
portiona of the plan as his own,
particularly a study of climate and
lving conditions on the French is-
land off the East African coast,

“I studied =all prior conditions
which were aine qua non for any-
one settling there,” Eichmann said.
“I went to Hamburg and talked to
people of the Troplcal Hygiene In-
gtitute. Then I recelved orders
from my superiors to go on work-
ing out plang which would not be
Utoplan.”

Declsion Made In 1841

The defendant accused of & ma-
jor role in the Naz! extermination
of six million Jewa did not explain
how or when the Madagascar
scheme foundered. Israel has pro-
duced evidence that Hitler, Hein-
rich Himmler and Geatapo Chief
Reinhard Heydrich decided on
masa extermination “as the finsl
solution of the Jewlsh problem”
early in 1941,

Hitler, In published sccounts of
his Informal nightly conversations
over tea, sald he rather favored
the Madagascar scheme for & while
because conditions thers would
eventually wipe out the Jews.

On the tness stand for the
third day, Eichmann insisted he al-
ways approached the “solution” to
the Jewish problem by “trying to

In addition to himself, a former
foolball guard, track sprinter and
boxer, Fait experimented with 50
University of Connecticut athletes,
He said he succeeded in pro-
ducing “cotton mouth” artifically
by sweating his laboratory sub-
jects to the point where the water
level dropped off considerably. Fait
then restored normality by per-
mitting his subject to drink
enough to replace the water.

Provided Clue

Fait said he suspected that “‘cot-
ton mouth” was linked to the ath-
lete's water level while studying
the results of an earlier survey
taken on athletes.

“It showed,” said Fait, “that
the condition frequently occurred
on hot days or in the closing stages
of a hard-fought game., This pro-
vided the clue that “cotton mouth"
Is not reiated to the stomach, or
any liguid In it."

The research was aupported by
a 31,300 in grants from the Cone
necticut Milk for Health organiza-
tion.

If a kid likes baseball he must
play every day. I liked it and
played every day. If you don't en-

Ambassador Adlal Stevenson re-
ported to President Kennedy to-
day that he found increasing dis-
contenl and a worsening economic
situation during his 18-day tour of
South America.

Stevenson lold newsmen afler
reporting to the Presaldent on his
journey to 10 South American
capitals that the situation in that
part of the hemisphere has de-
teriornaled since he traveled
through the same area a vear or
50 Ago,

But, Stevenson added,
more universal awareness of the
necessity for making social re-
forms In all of these countries

the ill-fated Cuban invasion at-
tempt of last April was unpopular
in South America, where ‘“the
principle of non-intervention is a
religion.” =

Stevenson. on the other hand,
said the Allance for Progress
Program enunciated by Kenhedy
to raise economic and soclal
standards throughout the southern
half of the hemisphere is general-
ly regarded as “the dawn of anew
day in our relations.”
