Vatican Donates $4860,000
The Holy Ses has made a ape-
cial donation of $460,000 — the
total net proceeds from World
Refugee Year commemorative
stamps issued by the Vatican.
This sum iz being donated to the
stamp plan organized jointly by
the Office of the UN High Com-
missioner for Refugees (UNHCR)
and the UN Relief and Works
Agency (UNRWA).

The $460,000 conatitutes the
largest contribution made by any
of the 76 countries and territories
participating in the Stamp Plan,
which was launched on April 7,
1960 with the unique simultaneous
lasue by 70 countries of stampa
commemorating World Refugee
Year.
Some countriea donated various
quantities of thelr stamps, others
sold their stampns with surcharges
benefiting refugees. The Holy See
is alone in having deécided to allo-

normal. It had jumped to 101.6
degrees at 7 a.m,, but under an at-
tack of drugs had retreated to the
normal 98.6 four hours later.

After checking him over again
at 4 pm,, Dr. Travell told repor-
ters the President had “a lot of
zip" and had demanded to know:

“How much longer do I have to
hang around here?"

Kennedy was then undergoing
his enforced rest in his bedroom
in the first family's White House
living 3unrurs. He had dozed at
times during the day, sitting up
in his pale blue pajamas to con-
sume three bowls of chicken broth,

Yesterday was the day sel for
Kennedy to demonstrate recovery
from his back injury by scrapping
the crutches he had been required
to use since June 9. He scrapped
them—but not in the fashlon In-
tended. He awoke from his sleep
at 1:30 a.m, with a sore throat and
fever. He promptly called Dr.
Travell, who hurried over from her
home in the Georgetown section of
Washington.

Doses of penicillin and an ant!-
biotic called tetracycline, plus test,
apparently stemmed the infection.
. As a safely measure, Dr. Tra-
vell had called down Dr. Preston
Wadé, a New York orthopedic spe-
cialist, to make sure the infection
had not aggravated the back strain
which put Kennedy on crutches.
Wade was located vacationing in
New Hampshire and flown to the
capital. Dr. George G. Burkley,
assistant White House physician,
also had been summoned from his
home in a Washington suburb,

White House news secretary
Plerre Salinger said Wade found
the fever did not seem to affect
Kennedy's back. Dr. Travell re-
ported later that Kennedy insisted
his back was in no way uncom-
fortable. By keeping the energetic
President down, she said, the virus
may actually do him good.

Dr. Travell met the presa twice,
in contrast to her lsolation from
newsmen during the period Ken-
nedy suffered from the back ail-
ment. Salinger repeatedly had
turned down requeats for a ques-
tion and answer session with the
White House physician but pro-
duced her quickly yesterday with-
oul restriction on the queries,

Under questioning, Dr. Travell
said that because of the fever
Kennedy had received a larger
than ordinary dose of the corticos-
teroid he takes from time to time
for what {s described as a “mild
adrenal Insufficlency.” Terming
the subject irrelevant, she said
Kennedy takes corticosteroids in
minimum amounts at varying in-
tervals,

“This is no serious handicap or
hazard to him,” she said. She de-
clared the condition is not classed
as Addison's disease, = potentially
critical malfunctioning of the
adrenal glands. And she said Ken-
nedy’s basic health is excellent.

the Kingfish in his campaign for
the White House. Long ultimately
proposed that the government, by
goak - the - rich taxation, furnish
every American family with a $5.-
000 “homestead” allowance and
$2,000 in annual income.

“Share, brothers, share!” thun-
dered Smith, and by 1835 millions
wene responding.

Smith gave the eulogy at hmgrl
funeral, then cast his Jot with Dr.
¥rancis Townsend, a 868-year-old
Long Beach. Calif., physician who
was geh shaken by the mis-
ery and pain of the depression. His
program was simple, and the
whole country heard it:

Give everybody over 60 a federal
pension of $200 a month on condi-
tion they quit work and spend the
money as they got it. This, he
thought. would prime the ecanomic
pump and keep the system going.

When a congressional committee
suggested the Townsend plan
wasn't altogether sound, the doc-
tor replied, “God deliver us from
further guidance by professional
economists.”

Townsend welcomed 8mith's sup-
port at first, but later concluded
he wasn't his type of social re-
former and invited him to leave.
8mith did, bhooking up with Fa-
ther Charles E. Coughlin of Royal
Oak. Mich.

Of all the militants o:_ht.he ?}:
Father Coughlin was perhaps the
most spectacular. His weekly
radio sudience was estimated at 10
million. What Father Coughlin of-
fered was *“‘social justice"’—includ-
ing, by 1834, proposals for an an-
nual wage, nationalisation of pow-
er, light, ofl and natural gas, plus
various monetary measures.

A strain of anti-semitism also
ran through his broadcasts.

The Rev. Joseph Fitzpatrick,
Fordham Unlversity aoclologttal.
says of Coughlin's popdiarity:
“Communism had a special attrac-
tion for m-nn during this period

“Many were dinillusioned with
capitalism, but i
square communism with their re.
ligious beliefs. Father Coughlin of-
fered them a convenient substi-

tute.”"

Coughlin now is pastor of a
church at Royal Oak—and, he has
sald, “Glad to be out of politics.”

While Father Coughiin was
promising social justice, another
voice of the '30s was showing be-
leaguered milllons ““The Way
Out.”” That was the title of Lhe
latest book by Upton Sinclair.

Admirers of the book persuad-
ed the S4-year-old ruthor to quit
the Socialist tickel, on which he
had made three unsuccessful at-
tempts for public office, and to run
for governor of Callifornia as a
Democrat.

Sinclair yielded, and in 1833 an-
nounced his candidacy with a
pamphlet: *“I, Governor of Call-
fornia, and How I Ended Poverty:
a trus story w future.” Bt

His plan ca ted the amiable
author to the center ring of the
full biown political circus. His

Sinclair's opponent, Frapk Mer-
riam, suddenly came out four
square for the New Deal, the
Townsend plan and other currently
popuiar measures, and the Sin.

Merriam won by 250,000 votes,
and the next day, Sinclair ane
nounced the perialization of a new
book : .

*1, candidate for Governor: and
How I Got Licked"

There were many olher person-
alities in the militant spectrum of
the "30s.

There was Seward Collins, who
offered his followers “A choice be-
tween Communist collectivism or
personal liberty under fascism.”
There was Fascist Lawrence Den-
nis, who thought capitalism was
doomed. There was zabeth Dil-
ling, whose book ‘“The Red Net-
work"” attacked the Federal Coun-
cil of Churches, the Society of
Friends, and many other groups.

There was Art J. Smith and his
khaki shirts, and Gerald B. Win-
rod, who vowed he would be dic-
tator of the country after a
fascist revolution. There was
Alexander Lincoln and his Sen-
tinels of the Republic, advocating
repeal of the general welfare
clause of the Constitution. And
there were the Communists led by
Earl Browder (long since expelled
from the party) busily propagan-
dizing, infiltrating, manipulating
“front groups” and fighting in-
tramural batties besides.

There were many leaser lights
whose flame, like that of the more
influential personalities of the
‘30s, eventually burned out.

The militant movements came—
and went.

clared after the June 5 decision
that they did not plan to register
with the Justice Department. Atty.
Gen. Robert F. Kennedy sald pro-
ceedings against the party would
be started, under the decision, by
Aug. 9. Frankfurter's stay has the
effgct of deferring this planned
Justice Department action.

Frankfurter was the author of
the June 5 decision, His action In
granting a stay was in the face of
Justice Department oppaosition, ex-
plained to him in a memorandum.

The Frankfurter opinion ex-
plained the court's reason for up-
holding constitutionality of the
1850 Subversive Actlvities Control
Act.

“The purpose of the...act,"” said
Frankfurter, “is said to be to pre-
vent the world-wide Communist
conspiracy from accomplishing its
purpose in this country.

“It 1s not for the courts to re-
examine the validity of legislative
findings (by Congress) and reject
them."”

The court’s vote was 5-4, with
Chief Justice Warren and Justices
Biack, Douglas and Brennan dis-
senting,

Counsel for the Communist par-
ty, in their petition for reconsidera-
tion, sald, among other things, that
the Supreme Court's affirmance of
the registration requirement, “On
the basis of legislative findings
without regard Lo the record facts
and findings, destroys the protec-
tion of the (Constitution’s) first
amendment. It permits the legis-
lature to outlaw any dissident po-
litical group simply by making
opprobrious findings."

West Urged to Risk
War to Hold Berlin

Atlantic City, N.J., June 23 (#)—
Sir Leslie K. Munro of New Zea-
land, 1957 president of the United
Nations General Assembly, said to-
day the United States, Britain and
France should fight for West Ger-
many If necessary.

Munro, now the assembly’s spe.
clal representative on Hungary,
dealt with the Berlin Issue in a
speech prepared for the 44th an-
nual convention of Lions Interna-
tional.

He sald Soviet Premler Khrush.
chev, in demanding his own Ber-
lin solution before the end of this
year, “Is taking great risks.'

Munro explained:

‘‘How far, he must ask himself,
are the peoples of the United
States, Britain and France ready
to fight for West Berlin? I believe
they should -

“An  appeasement over Berlin
would only  lead to further de-
mands, for succeasful dictators are
ingatiable . ‘

“If Khrushchev In January 1062
acts through a puppet East Ger-
many to strangle West Berlin, will
the Congress of this country act
to support the President in warlike
measures or war itself to save the
clty?

This Is a question for you to
anawer. It may also be asked by
Britain and France.

“Similarly, you may asi whether
in such an emergency Britain and
France will go to the hilt to sup-
port your country In all-out re-
sistance to measures designed to
destroy the freedom of West Ber-
lin.

“Khrushchev hopes and plans
for our disunity, The declarations
of Lhe leaders of the United States,
the United Kingdom and France
should make Khrushchev hesitate
before putting all to the test over
West Berlin."

In turn to an explosive birth rate,
low productivity, and In many
cases a feudalistic social system,
social injustice, and an unbalanced
use of resources.

The United States, he said, could
encourage Latin American govern-
ments to make necessary reforms
in thelr tax systems, use of land,
social services, and such programs
as housing and community devel.
opment.

All governments on the contin-
ent hope Kennedy will be able to
attend the Inter-American Confer-
ence, he said, but some believe
necessary preparations have not
been made and are applying pres-
sure to delay the meeting for a
few weeks,

Among changes he had noted
since last touring Latin America,
Stevenson saild the stability of
governments has, if anything, de-
clined, and Communist or subver-
sive activity of the extreme Left
and Right had clearly increased in
some countries.

Throughout Latin America, he
said, there was almost universal
approval of the objectivea of the
Castro Revolution in Cuba.

“But there s little awareness on
the part of the people that that
revolution has been betrayed.” he
sald. Awareness of that fact {s in«
creasing, however, and ‘“among
the governments there iz very lit-
tle illusion,” he sald.

Alexander A. Goldfarb, Culom-
be's public counse), sald yesterday
the 37-year-old mental defective
has decided to remain on “Death
Row" even though the U.S. Supre-
me Court earlier this week set
aside his conviction.

Culombe and Joseph Taborsky,
dubbed Connecticut”s “Mad Dog
Killers,” were convicted of aix
killings that occurred within a
period of several months In 1957.

After joining Culombe In one
unsuccessful appeal, Taborsky de-
cided not to appeal further and
died in the electric chair.

Goldfarb earlier this week sald
he would request the transfer of
his client from the Wetheratield
jail to the Hartford jail.

However, after conferring with
Culombe, he sald yesterday his
client felt that as long as he nad
to remain behind bars while his
fate is being decided, he would
be better off in ''Death Row,” be-
cause he likes the food at the
prison.

Goldiarb said Culombe's welght
has increased from 170 to 230
pounds since he was placed on
“Death Row" in 1087,

Meanwhile, State's Atty. John D,
LaBelle said he will probably de-
cide next week whether he will
order a retrial or ask for a re-
hearing before the U.8. Supreme
Court on the case.

Otherwise, he asserted, his au-
periora were responsible for exter-
mination orders and he only ar-
ranged for the transport of the
Jeww to the death camps.

“I had the choice personally to

Eichmann's counsel, Dr. Robert
Servatiafs, had cited a document
previously  Introduced by the
prosecution In which German rep-
resentatives in occupled Poland
complained that Bichmann waa
responsible for sending transporix
of Jews to the crowded Lodz
Ghetto.

*Yes, this -complaint was fustl-
fied." Eichmann said.

Again and again Eichmann in-
sisted that his superiors were to
blame for the mass siaughter of
the Jews and that he was only an
‘underling who carried out policles,
not one who make them.

Servatius  cited s number of
documents showing that Eichmann
had turned down individus! re-
quests for the release of Jews.

“Decisions of this kind,” the
defendant said, "were always in-
variably made as a matter of
principle by the head of the of-
fice and not by the head of the
section. In such cases 1 always
had an interview with the head of
the office, received his directive
and answered accordingly.”

Eichmann said he had Lo report
to his office head, 88. Gen. Hein-
rich Mueller, twice 2 week to
“clarify matters of this kind."”

Servatius pointed to another
Eichmann letter refusing an ap-
plication to send money to deport-
ed Jews in occupled Poland.

"My superiors refused to con-
sent and it was my duty to style
this refusal, giving the reasons,’
Eichmann said.

He added that applications which
reached him directly had to be
referred to Mueller for decisions
in every case, that there were "no
genera] instructions for all mat-
ters.”

Ancther official letter clted by
Bervatius, wrilten In 1941, referred
to the extermination of Jews by

er in this department (who drafted
the letter) did not know who took
part in these negotiations.'™

Servatiun then referred 10 a
1841 document reporting that prep-
arations for the deportation of
Jews and Communists from
Prague were "already being made
by Eichmann."

“There were negotlations with
the Reich Transport Ministry in
regard to timetables which were
already going on at the time,"
Eichmann sald.

The Jews were to be sent to

‘of the fact that the Jews waere
exterminated in Riga and Minak,"
Eichmann sald.

He clalmed the documenta
proved that local police command-
ers who directed the massacres
had acted on their own, saince It
was not until a year later that
the Wannsee Conference formally
worked out the policy that ‘'The
Final Solution of the Jewish prob-
lem’ was to be nothing leaa than
axtermination. Eichmann sald he
had heard rumors but not until the
1042 Wannsee meeting did he get
l:ne tull meaning of “‘the final solu-
tion."”

‘My office had the distinct con-
ception that the Jewa (sent from
the Reich to the east) would he
housed In. coliective campn.” Eich-
mann said.

“Does not that contradict your
previous statement that you had
seen the extermination already?”
Justice Moshe Landau asked.

. “Yen, your honor."” Eichmann re-
plied. *But at that time Heydrich
had told me this n:plled only to
indigenous Jews and not to Jews
seént from the Relch."

Servatius then turned to the
preparations for the Wannsee Con-
ference in Berlin Jan. 20, 1842, at
which Reinhard Hevdrich officially
announced the program of total
Jewish annihilation. Heydrich then
waas chief of the security police un-
der Himmler and one of Fich-
mann's superiora.

Eichmann's ofice was instructed
to see that invitations were sent
He continued:,

"Experience up to then showed
that al those questions were han-
dled by varlous organizations and
there was no coordination and
therefore actions ware delayed con-
siderably.

“In a nutshell one may point out
that in deliberations held so far
they could not see the forest for
the trees. There was no way to
get & coordinated solution. This i
why Heydrich convened the Wann-
see Conference in order to imprint
his own will."

Eichmann also was instructed to |

draft a speech for Heydrich but he
sald some of hin chief's remarks
“were not the fruits of my pen"'—
specifically the passage on the
“final solutlon.”

“This particular passage
oouldn’t poasibly : have stéemmed
from me,"” Eichmann said. "The re-
marks couldn't be what I wrote.
This particular pascage marked a
turning point in the policy toward
the Jews."

In this passage, Hevdrich spoke
of Iarge Inbor gangs of Jews to be
employed in road construction *in
which task undoubtediy a large
part will fall out through natural
diminution.”

The former Geastapo Heutenant
colonel, in hia fourth day on the
witness stand, testified:

1. 88, Gen. Heinrich Mueller,
his immediate superior In charge
of Department IV of the Security
Police, had "the direct contact”
with the Einsatz Commandos, the
blitz battalions that murdered two
million Jews, nartisans and gyp-
sies In the East.

2. Interior Minister Wilhelm
Frick and 88 Reichafuehrer Hein-
rich Himmler teamed to create the
framework that led to the deliber-
ate extermination of the Jews on
an order from Adolf Hitler.

Eichmann certified documents
introduced by his counsel, s show-
ing that Gestapo Department II
supplied the gas vans and trucks
used by the Hinsatz Commandos.

“I gave no orders nor made any
