At that time, the five permanent
members of the council—Britain,
China, France, Soviet Russia and
the United States—dgreed Infor-
mally that the six non-permanent
seats should be allocated two to
Latin Anierica and one each to the
British Commonwealth, the Middle
Fast, western Europe and eastern
Europe.

At The Crisis Thermostat

When most of us read that Sec-
retary of State Dean Rusk finds
a Khrushchev pronouncement on
Berlin has & “militant tone” and
consisted of “demands and
threats” we are quite willing to
take the American official's word
for it. Even If, by chance, we turn
to what Khrushchev actually said,
and read it for ourselves, and find
that {t seems strangely tame and
even half plausible, we assume
that any such !mpression resultls
from our own unsophisticated Ig-
norance of the true significance of
diplomatic language. If we didn't
ocatch the Khrushchev violence in
our own reading, (hat makes it
even more fortunate for us thal
we have quslified cold war ex-
perts on hand to interpret the
realities for us, and tell us when
Khrushcliev l9 being tough., If
whet seemed to us to be a relative-
ly calm discusaion of a mutual
problem shared by all the powers
which were victor over Germany
really means that Khrushchev is
getting ready to seize Berlin and
throw ua out, we had better know
it, ‘hadn't wa? If we are going to
dis for Berlin, Jet us be fully alert-
ed and prepared for it

All this, however, is not quite
the true picture. Khruahchev Is
not really a= tough as our spokes-
men make him sound. Secretary
Rusk does not belleve we are go-
Ing to die for Berlin. or that
Khrushchev intends to force us to
die for Berlin.

Our policy makers, If they have
the slightest right o: talent to be
policy makers, do not expect to go
to ‘war over Berlin, or to find
Khrushchev willing to go to war
over Berlin,

But their own ldea of thelr own
siralegic positlion requires them to
do whatl amonnta te joining with
Khrushchev In the process of heat-
Ing. up the Berlin crisis. There
must be drama. there must be ten-
wion, there must bhe resolution to
deal firmiy and atrongly with our
opponen!. Even If he himaelf tries
to seemt mild and reasonable, we
must not let him gel awsy with
that. We must he sure everyvbody
geen the full nature of the threat,
and backs our policy makers to the
LIt ms they march up to the Rus-
mian threat with a bigger threat
of our own

The theory is that if we don't
act tougher than even Khrushchev,

"he will think we are lacking in
courage and resolution, and never
come to the kind of peacefu! aet-
tiement both he and we really have
fn mind

This is why, {n every flare-up of
* tie Berlln crisis, Washington is al-
ya 80 much more concerned and
fexcited than the people of Berlin
itself, or the people of Germany,
" or the people of Europe. We sus-

. pect there are even moments when.

. Khrushchev himself is surprised,

T to see what Washington says he

T sald. And that, of course, is the

¢ way we want it If we sxaggerate

+ him toughness, that Is one way of

- warning him not to get any tough-

. ar.

None of this should he taken to

" mndicate that we underestimate
the seriousness of Lthe Berlin crisis
To the contrary, all this Illustrates
one of the reasons any flare-up
over Berlin is serious. Any such
flare-up involves not only what-

- aver Khrushchev really Intends,

L‘hm what we add to it. Wherever

» Ite aels the flame, we set jt higher,

. because, we think, that ix the only

.Way to get ourselves in shape for

* the crisis.

One can wonder, {f one pleases,
.what kind of crisis Khrushchev
*would manage to create {f we ever,
-Just for a change, played it dead
+pan, and pretended not to be pay-
:hg much attention.

* 'The crisls gamae can be played J
malo, but t?h much more difficult,

We suspect it will remain one of
the bitter circumstances of labor
organization and labor political ac-
tivity that the average union mem-
ber will still disagree, violently,
with some of the political opera-
tions of the organization his dues
help finance.

But if this problem in the field
of labor politics ia ever resolved
clearly, then there will be allied
problems alwo deserving of atten-
tion. Labor unions are not the only
corporations which engage in po-
litical activity of one kind or an-
other. And when it is a utility or a

. | manufacturer or a commercial en-

terprise which decided to spend
money for some political purpose,
that money representa the interest
of all ity stockholders.

And there could be any number
of these stockholders who might
happen to disagree, violently, with
the particular aim of the company
management in question.

When a utility indulges In
spending for some political pur-
pose, as in contribution to a candl-
date or party, or as In some edu-
cational program In favor of some
particular measure, It s spending
money which comes from its cus-
tomers, and there are times when,
to some of these customers, ft
must seem that their own money
Is being spent against their own
Intereats. How do customers have
any theoretical right to regard A
utility’s-spending of money aa any
of their business? Simply because
utility rates are supervised, to as-
sure falr rates to the consumers
and limited return to the utility,
and because, therefore, political
spending can be a company ex-
pense which plays its part in justi-
fying a higher rate.

As we say, If the Supreme Court
had decided the matter of labor's
political spending and the individ-
ual dues payer clearly and spe-
cifically, we would have had such
other problems to submit. Aa
things are, we suspect we will con-
tinue In a kind of limbo for dues
payers, stockholders, and consum-
ers, all of whom, occasionally, will
find money which comes out of
thelr own pockets belng spent In
directions they themselves might
never aelect.

athlete who might otherwise have
scored that touchdown againat
Yale.

How could we know that, in the
glory of {ts modern scientific and
athletic reputation, the scholaatic
research of the Institution would
still do right by a fluld once con-
neclted with Its own lowing past?

We read on, In a state of con-
siderable suspense, through the
account of the exhaustive and ex-
hausting tests the scientist con-
ducted, and it wasn't until we were
almost all through that we be-
came sure, beyond all doubt, that
the finding was going to be loyal
as well as scientific. Almost any-
thing, It appesared, could produce
that cotton mouth feeling, but n.o‘
milk.

We read, almost as a foolnote,
that the research in question had
been supported by grants from
Connecticut Milk for Health, a co-
operative organization which spe-
cializes {n advising all Connecticut
people to drink at least three
glasses of milk daily.

8o, in the end, our nostalgic
pleasure Is almost too much to
keep completely private. We are
pleased and reassured to find that
the University of Connecticut still
knows what milk {s, and can
still say a good word for it

Midway through tha evening of
June 4, with final adjournment of
the 1981 General Assembly = Mt
tie more than 34 hours away, the
House of Representatives complet-
ed action on House Bill 2067, and
there was an unauthorized burst of
applause from that corner of the
House _ adjoining the Bpeaker's
anteroom.

The unauthorized applause came
from one individual, who, had he
stood up to show the House his
identity, would have been freely
permitted the privilege involved.

For he was Searls Pinney, of
Brookfield, the Republican House
minority leader of the 1850 aes-
sion, and the bill in guestion was
the famed “‘Pinney Bill,'" so
named, we would guesa, in honor
of the person to whom It had
caused most anguish in the 1059
sesslon.

What happened to the Pinney
Bill in the 1059 session shouldn't
have happened eyen to an im-
portant measure. But this was, In
1859, and again in 1961, the meek-
est and seemingly moat reasonable
little proposition, a bill which
would permit a referendum to be
held on the proposition that & cer-
tain mection of the town of New
Fairfield should be annexed to the
town of Brookfield.

The nection of New Falirfield in
question was separated from the
rest ol its own town by the artl-
ficlal creation of Lake Candlewood
three decades ago; chlldren living
there must travel some 20 mliles
to get'to New Fairfield schools,
and residents the same distance to
do public business,

Two years ago, as we sald,
everything happened to this bill. At
first, it seemed caught merely In
the usual and traditional treat-
ment given a bill whose & r is
misbehaving. Pinney, as Republi-
can floor leader, had been spend-
ing a great deal of time during
the session slowing down the proc-
ess of Democratic town and city
bills whose preaence in the leg-
islative proceas was questionaole
under strict Interpretation of the
Home Rule Act. His Brookfieid
bill became, then, an obvious tar.

get.
At first,

everybody assumed
that,, when the smoke of battle
cleared away and the Assembly
settled down into ita final adjourn-
ment hollday, the Pinney Bill
Ywould come to life. But, in bitter
last moments, It developed there
were Democratic politiclans in-
volved with the bill who weren't
Joking, or just making a strategic
play, and Democratic State Chair-
man John Balley yielded to them,
and the bill dled.

This time, & rotating delegation
of -young housewives from the New
Fairfleld area In question kept
dally watch on the General As-
sembly for weeks on end. This
time, the Democratie lown com-
mittees in the two towns had put
themselves on record as In favor
of the bill

8till, trouble loomed again. It was
reported that Senator Verriker, the
Waterbury Democrat, had Ideas of
holding the bill up when it got to
the Senate. The House Republican
leadership issued a friendly and
informal ultimatum; certain Wa-
terbury bond bills wouldn't go
through the House until the Brook-
field bill had gone through the
Senate. Senator Verriker, it
seemed, had no opposition to the
Brooktield bill
But that was not quite the end
of the story. Other Democrats sen-
ators, d ted to find a mean-
ure the Republicans apparently
wanted so badly, had Ideas of us-
Ing it to pry loose some measures
of their own. At this point, we sus-
pect, Bailey stepped in and ruled
that, among gentlemen, a single-
bill should used for
only once, and that the Water-
bury bond bills were
The Senate took the bill, with a
last minute amendment provi
the referendum should be held be-
fore July 1, which necessitated
sending the bill back to the House.
It was forwarded on a silver plat-
ter, and, later that evening, Pin.
ney had hia occasion for applause.
Now all the annexation proposition
has to do Is win referendum, a
task which- nceivably make
the General Assembly history of
the bill seem a picnle.

this country, the efforts of the
clvillan mpace agency will now be
directed toward the fight of =
manned vehicla with a sizable crew
instead of a aingle man,
The booater vehicle for thia is as
yet not avallable. While the Sa-
turn launching vehicle can put a
crew of three into orbit around
the earth, Its capability for this
crew in terms of interplanstary
flight has as yet not been revealed
to the press, Thus the emphasis
is on a new system which will
realize thiz capabllity—and a nu-
clear rocket engine is indicated.

Testa in Progress
The beglnnln‘.:kf the nu-
clear rocket dates to 1859,
when the elements of a ground
base non- &bh engine were put
together, ensive ground teats
were conducted during the past
year at Jackass Flats, Nevada on
this engine, called the Kiwi (after
the bird that doesn't fiy). In It,
liquid hydrogen at a minus 420
degrees F. {s heated and expelled
from a conventional jet nozzie.
The succeasful Kiwi-A tests in-
volved reactors that were never
intended to fly. They were used
strictly in researches on -design,
nuclear elements and materiain.
Research results will be used in
the fabrication of the first fiyable
nuclear rocket engine, called
NERVA (an acronym for Nuclear
Engine for Rocket Vehicle Appli-
cation). And NERVA will be in-
corporated into Project Rover, the
flyable nuclear rockst program.
THis development arises from a
ploneer Intragovernmental man-
agement effort which was set up
to expedite the most complex
vehicle ever constructed for space
flight. The man who heads this
unique enterprise for the Atomjc
Energy Commission and the Na-
tional Aeronautica and Space Ad-
ministration is Harold E. Finger.
It was his office which conducted
the extensive tests.

Trouble Spota ‘
The firat flight teats for the
NERVA rockels are scheduled for
1968 or 1967, provided problems
ara not encountered which would
sel back the target date to nearly
1970,
Technical problems in achieving
a nuclear rocket engine are for-
midable. One of these is the high
temperature assoclated with the
reactor core Another is the diffi-
culty of integrating the reactor in-
to a flyable engine system.
A third problem is that of dis-
persing the fissionable products of
the engine In different kinds of
abort situations.© These elements
might spread radiations dangerous
to human life near the launch #ites,
In time, proper shlelding and safe-
ty devices will be constructed to
insure that the danger will be kept
to a minimum, as it {s now in the
accident-free, nuclear-powered Po-
laris submarines.
These bottlenecks will bea over-
come in time, and a flyable nuclear
engine will be produced. The po~
tential long-range advantage of
such & revolutionary engine lies in
the fact that a larger thrust per
pound of propellant will be realized.
In turn, fewer pounds of propellant
will be necessary for a specific
missfon,
Chemicals are too limited in en-
ergy content to be used effectively
for manned deep-space missions to
Mars or Venus. Only the nuclear
engine will permit meaningful

T;—wondm of the Universe—
Nuclear Rocket Key
To Space Control

This is bérme out by the
data:

A nuclear upper stage on the
ySaturn systam can put 80,000
pounds in & 24-hour arbit as com-
pared Wwith only 11,000 potunds for
& noa-puciear u atage. This
three-to-one ratio holds alse for a
Mars or Venus probe. In looking
ahead to the Nova super-booster
that will follow the Saturn near
the end of this decade, ona can en-
vision payloads up to" 190,000
pounds placed into a 24-hour earth
orbit, Jooo pounds landed on the
moon and returned to earth, and
145,000 nmndl placed into orbit
around Mars. Such giant space
vehicles could easily accommodate
several men for long trips in com-
fort.

The nuclear rocket engine ia the
key to greater outer-space capa-
bilitles becsuse it offers efficlency,
almplicity lbl;: rou:mll:y. wl‘t. rep-
respnta the biggest single improve-
ment in our booster capabllity dur-
ing the coming decade.

Effort Neeoded

With these developments, the
United Btates could once more as-
sume world leadership in the space
race, but it will require a well con-
ceived major natios effort. Dr.
Harold Ritchey, president of the
American Rooket BSociety, and
vice president for Rocket Opera-
tiona of Thiokol, Inc., atated be-
fore the House Space Committes
in March, 1881,"...we reached the
conclusion more than a year ago
that no one industrial firm or gov-
ernment agency possesses the ex-
terwive knowledge or skills or re-
sources requi to undertake n

program,"”

> 'Thiokol, which received two of
the three Rover contracts awarded
in the past year, attempted to im-
plement a joint-industry philos-
ophy by organizing many compan-
ies Into a new team called TAL-~
ANT. This recently organized
combine represents many tech-
nological talents: Ity name is an
acronym for Thiokol, Allison Di-
vision of General Motors, Linde
Division of Union Carbide, and
Nuclear Development Corpora-
tion of America Team.

With the probable NERVA-Pro-
Jject Rover team evolving out of a
new industrial alignment similar
to TALANT, we can look forward
hopefully to gaining aspace domi-
nance that will far overshadow
our space achievements to date.
The economically feasible space
transportation that will grow out
of a successful nuclear rocket pro-
gram will signify the real open-
ing of the space frontier. Any
nation that doeas not vigoroualy
pursue a nucliear rocket program
will remain forever a second-rate
power.

The House the Waldens Wouldn’t Sell

By MARGE FLYNN

A cozy qualily in the home of
Dr. and Mrs. Robert C. Walden,
102 Princeton 8t.,, was preserved
in i{ts expansion from a six-room
to a nine-room Cape Cod.

When Dr. Walden arrived in
Manchester nine years ago thia
month, this red brick Cape ap-
pealed to him immediately because
it "“looked so cozy."" The Waldens
became the third owners of Lhe,
house, bullt in 1938, when they
moved here from Annapolis, Md.
in September 1852,

The original house, typical of the
many Cape Cods in Manchesier,
inciuded & living room, dining
room, kitchen and den on the 1irst
floor. The second floor, with full
dormer across the back, has (wo
bedrooms and bath. In 1068, the
Waldens added a large screened
porch at the rear, which Is the
family's outdoor living room in
senson,

The three Walden sons shared
an upatairs bedroom as a boys’
dormitory room. But more bed-
room space was needed as ‘*hey
grew older and required privacy
for their studies, collections and
individual interests.

Ideal Location

Everybody in the family loved
the little house, the nelghborhood,
the schools, and fits location was
ideal in proximity to Manchester
Memorial Hospital for Dr. Walden.
Reluctantly, they purchased a lot
on which to bulld a new house in
another area of town, and put
their house up for sale. Bul when
confronted by an interested buyer,
the Waldens couldn't bring them-
selves to sell their home.

They engaged Ludis Upenieks of
the U & R Construction Co. to
plan and construct an addition,
which Includes a large famlily
room with breakfast area and
brick fireplace al opposite ends;
two large bedrooms, bath, linen
and storage closets up a half level;
two-car garage down a half level,
and full basement beneath the
family room wing. The addition,
started at Christmas 1859, was
completed In April 1880,

The front to back addition fol-
lows a natural slope along the
Hollister St. side. The brick work
is 80 well matched it scarcely looks
like an addition. Picture windows
were installed along the side and
at the front of the family room.
The breakfast area with front pic-
ture window was converted from
& former one-car garage.

Rallroad Tie Mantle

Interiors of the new rooms re-
flect the informal charm charace
teristic of Cape Cod design., An
eagle on the red brick fireplace
wall sets the tone for the Early
American furnishings in the fami-
1y room. These include hand-bratd-.
ed rugas made by Mra. Walden, re-
production pine hutch and repro-
duction Hitchcock chairs.

An old railroad tie provides a
rustic fireplace mantle which holds
a brass planter with philodendron,
The walls of the family room are
paneled with pecky cyprus: walls
of the two older boys' bedrooms
and hallway are covered with
colored burlap fabric.

Beneath a display of African
=violet plants in the dining room
bav window is an antiqué aix gate-
leg curly maple dropleaf table. A
black walnut\Victorian loveseat in
the living rol Is covered with
green cordoroy.

Exterior areas, both front and
back, also carry out the design
for informal living. A concrete
patio is nestled In a courtyard be-
tween the added wing and the
screened-in  porch. Rhododendron,
Rose of Sharon and laurel plant-
ings border the patio. The .awn
at the rear of the 185-foot lot in
surrounded by hemlocks, spread-
ing yews, laurel and rhododendron.

Low Informal plantings across
the front of the house and In &
lower terrace level along a stone
wall Include evergreens, dwarf sal-
via, seedum, marigolds, petunias,
ageratum, dwarf Irls and azalea
bushes. Periwinkle covers- the
ground beneath evergreens along
the aide of the property.

Mrs. Walden Gardener

Mrs. Walden s the gardener of
the family. Peter Gregory Wal-
den, 8, the youngest of three sons
and a second grade pupll at Bow-
ers School, in also a budding hor-
ticulturalist, A first grade teach-
er taught him how to start a new
African violet by planting & lcaf
in special soll and rooting malte-
rial.

Mrs. Walden has another talent
—as a linguist. Workmen on the

famous Onondaga Cave at Leas-
burg, Mo, in the Ozark Hills,
which has been deacribed as one
of the 10 most beautiful caves in
America.
"It was originally discovered by
Daniel Boone and 'In size of rooms
one room is nearly half & mile in
length—it is second only to Carls-
bad Caverns in New Mexico,’ he
said.
While the cave is primarily a
tourist attraction, Lthe ministeg-
owner—as well as the rler;:,vm%\
of olher faiths -periodically hold
candlelit services there on Sun-
days and religious holidays, such
as Easter, using a natural rock
formatlion as a pulpit.
These devotional meelings are
well attended,, attract worshipers
from hundreds of miles away.
“It reminds many of the occa-
slons in Roman times when Chris-
tians held their services g grot-
toes to avoid torture said the
Rev. Mr. Riley, "The candlelight
lends & reverential atmosphere.”
Before combining theology and
speleology (the study of caves),
the colorful 43-year-old pastor had
r brief career as a schoolteacher,
and is still active as a youth lead-
er in the Ozark area,
After losing & teaching Job, he
hitch-hiked around the country for
a while. Then. following & hitch In
the Navy as radio tecX¥nician
abosrd a destroyer in the South
Pacific, he became first a guide and
then manager &t the Meramec
Caverns at Stanton, Mo.
According to his own testimony,
in those days he was a bit of a
rounder. :
“I got inlo the habit of using
alcohol as & crutch,” he recalled.
“I became s minister—I was or-
dained in 1954 —primarily because
of & need within myself, I realized
I wasn't the man I wanted to be.
“I declded the only way & man
can become Iimmortal on this
Earth §s to live in the minds of
other people—but the only way to
do that is to serve them."

Washington. June 26 P)—President Kennedy today in-
voked the Taft-Hartley act in an effort to halt the strike

of maritime unions,

__In an executive order. the President said the strike will,
if permitted to continue, imperil the national health and

safety,

At the same time, Kenuedy set up a 3-member emergency
board to consider facts a:d circumstances of the dispute be-
tween sea-gning unions and ship operators.

Kennedy set a deadline of Friday for the board to make

its report.

The hoard, under Taft-Hartley Law, will make no recom=
mendations, bul will mere'y report on the issues of the dis-

pute,

Kennedy, unless the strike is settled in the meantime, pre-
sumably will then seek an injunction to halt the strike for an

80-day cooling off period.

The first step of the injunclive machinery is to ask for a

temporary restraining order.

Under the law, the federal

judge who gets the application must grant the temporary
&

restraining order.

Capt. Charles Crooks, president
of the Masters. Mates and Pilols
Union. said in New York his union
was "kind of disappointed” at the
PresidentU's order.
