The AEC refuses to comment
about the neutron bomb, but there
is speculation that research on the
project is going on at the commis-
slon’s radintion laboratory at Liver-
more, Calif,, birthplace of the hy-
drogen bomb.

The federal agency says the,
tunnels are being constructed for
any use deemed necessary if and
when the administration declides to
resume nuclear testing.

Some U.S. experts contend the
Boviet Union is exploiting dis-
armament talks and the test ban

®to speed development of a neutron

bomb, and may have conducted
secret undeground tests of other
nuclear weapons.

They claim such tests could go
undetected if held in a Jarge un-
derground cavity, such as a deep
salt cavern, where the atmosphere
and surrounding Earth would muf-
fle or dampen the blast, reduc-
ing its selsmic elfect.

There has been some unofficial
speculation that the underground
tunnels in Nevada could be an
Ideal -site for similar tests,

Recently, aviation-space -editor
Marvin Miles and photographer
Larry Sharkey of the Los Angeles
Times toured the bleak test area—
48 miles long and 28 miles wide—
under AEC supervision. Describing
the tunnels, where miners are ex-
cavating 24 hours a day, Miles re-
ported:

tended off a 14-foot high tunnel,
and at its far end were three red-
painted WPGZ (Working Point
Ground Zero) markings to show
the exact positions of a nuclear
test device.

The New Haven Railroad
today filed a petition for reor-
ganization under the Bank-
ruptcy Act in federal district
court. '

The petition was approved ime
mediately by Federal Judge -Rob-
ert P. Anderson. He said it was
“made in good falth'

The papers were filed in  New
Haven by a representative of the
railroad after. the line's board of
directors had cleared the way at a
meeting in New York City.

The rallroad's petition said it
was “without sufficient funds to
pay and discharge” its finanecial
ohligations “and on information
and belief alleges that it has no
means of borrowing or otherwise
procuring such funds. , ."

The New Haven's petition also
sald the railroad is unabla to
“meel its debts as they mature,
and desires to effect a plan of re-
organization pursuant to Section
778 of the Bankruptcy Act,”

Under the act the judge is am~
powered to appoint trustees with-
in 30 days.

The papers were signed by the
rallroad's president, George Al-
pert.

The rallroad listed outstanding

debts due Jan. 1, 1962, totaling
$33,480.000. Its petition sald the
amount of money available for the
debt totaled §9,262,000.
Anderson’s order directed the
rallroad to ‘‘run, manage, operals
and keep in proper condition and
repalr’* all of {ts properties,

Anderson ordered the raliroad to
close its present books of account
as of teday, and wsaid new books
should be opened at the heginning
of business July 8. §

He gave the rallroad until Aug.
‘8 at the lateat to file a statement
of assets and liabilities 88 of the
close of business today.

The raliroad’s petition for reor

Coventry Man Killed
As Car Hits Bridge

" An afterncon's outing came to a®vestigation this morning and po-

tragic end for a 53-yedr-old Cov-
entry man who was killed instant-
ly last night whefi his car smashed
head-on into-& bridge abutment In
Coventry

Robert M. Cornish of Flanders
Rd., was headed east about 11
o'clock when his 1960 model sta-
tion wagon hit the end of a con-
crete wall on the bridge of the
Skungamaug River.

Cornish had spent the afternoon
with his fellow employea at Ber-
gren Dairy witnessing the Red Sox-
Detrolt ballgame in Boston and
was on his way home when the ne-
cident happened.

The tragedy Is compounded by
the fact that the group had gone
to Boston by bus and that Cor-
nish was only driving home from
the dairy, a route he had trav-
eled to and from work for the nine
years he had been employed there.

Medical Examiner Dr, Ralph
Gilman, called to the scene, sald
death was instantaneous.

The car was completely dgmol-
ished by the force of the Irfipact,
Parts littered the bridge and high-
way as far as 150 feet ahead of the
crash point. The motor, torn from
the chassis, was thrown into the
river bed 15 feet below the bridge.

State police who investigated the
accident feel the car must have
been traveling at excessive speed,
According to one officer, it “prac-
tically exploded” when it hit the
bridge, scattering debris over a
wide area. Alsp there was no evi-
dence of skid marks, Indlcating
that Cornish was unaware of the
Impending crash.

Zips to Record
Of 9,050 Miles

The 1%-ton cone followed A
ballistic trajectory which “carried
it nearly 1,000 miles high and peak
speed of 17,000 miles an hour. On
its all-over-water courge, the war.
head zipped east of the tip of
Brazil and. south-of the Union of
South Africa.

Fifty-three minutes after
launch, two tracking planes and a
ship followed the cone's flery path
as it plunged back into the heat
barrier of the Earth's almoaphere
and dived on target about 1,000
miles southeast of Capetown,
South Africa.

The improved Atlas, made by
general dynamics-Astronautics, is
the most powerful Uirited States
military rocket being test flown.
Its three massive engines genar-
ate 400,000 pounds of thrust, 40,
000 more than the earlier D min-
sile, which has been operauonal
nearly two years,

The E rocket, scheduled to be-
come operational within a few
months, is designed to carry a
larger hydrogen warhead or to
boost the present D warhead to
targeta up to 12,000 miles away.
The approximately 27 D miasiles
deployed at bases in thes western
United States have a range of
6,425 miles.

The earlier model Atlas was
used on the more-than-8,000-mlilie
tests last year, demonstrating that
this series too has long range ca~

pability, Officials reported today's

missile could have flown farther,
but wa® hampered-by several hun-
dred pounds of instrumentation
which radioed back data on the
performance.

Extension of the Atlas range
will bring more targets within
striking distance and permit loca-
tion of U.S. missile bases farther
from a potential enemy.

The longest known Russian sur-
face-to-surface rocket flights were
announced last summer for two
missiles fired 8,000 miles into the
central Pacific.

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A Trick Is Not A Peolicy
From Waahington thers come

by the Kennedy admintitration, of
;mwm‘umu of-
fer Communist China admission to
the Unlited Nations as one of two
Chinss. The other China, Nation-
alist China, would still remaln a
member of the United Nations, and

Security Couneil.

As a policy, as the poaaible shape
of some kind of solution to the
problem of two Chinas which does
exist in reality, this proposal has
some merit. Tt may, indeed, re-
flect exactly what may have to
happen some day.

But the baxis upon which Waah-

proposal seems to us Impossaible
and almost unspeakahle.
We are, belleve it or not, trying
to mell thig proposal on the basis of
our own prediction that it will not
work,
To everybody who opposes it, or
has questions about it, we are say-
ing not to worry, it won't work
anyway, because Communist China
will be sure to reject any such
proposition.
In fact, we say, the only reason
we want to make the proposition
is so that Communist China will
reject it, which will leave us with
the credit for being pliably and
reasonable on the {ssue and mark
Comumunist China as’ a nation
which has only itself to blame if it
is not among the members of the
United Nations.
‘We happen to doubt that we
would gain any great credit from
any such maneuver, or that Com-
munist China would take any big
black mark in world opinion for re-
Jecting something we ourselves in-
tend to have Communist China re-
Ject.
We suggest that either Commu-
nist China ahould be a member of
the United Nations because it is
entitled to membership, and be-
cause it is the sensible, intelligent
policy for the world to pursue, or
it should not be offered member-
ship at all under any conditions,
And we suggest that the Unitad
States ought to act, in such & mat-
ter, according to its convictions
and beliefs, and with a straight-
forward policy whieh reflects
them, rather than with some gi-
gantic yet transparent attempt to|..

We happen
to believe it would make more
sense for us to want Communist
China in the United Nations. But,
in any case, we ought to manage
some policy beyond one of self-pro-
claimed hypocrisy.

How It’s Done?

If we were to go completely
cynical—and that is quite a temp-
tation thess days—we should say
that the so-called crisis over Ku-
wait had been manufactured pri-
marily for the purpose of demon-
strating that present day Britaln
still packs a quick and tidy punch
around the fringes of its old em-
pire—and, of course, that its pres-
ent national leadership is one
which can be relied upon for
"prompt, resolute decisions in the
heat of crisls.

The appeal came from George A.
McLaughlin, the deputy adminis-
trator of public utilities,

He emphasized, however, that
the matter “of appointing trustees
is completely within the jurisdic-
tion of the federal court.

There was speculation in wvari-
ous guarters this morning that if
Rhode Island were to get a trustee,
it would probably turn out to be
former Gov. Dennis J. Roberts.
Roberts has represented Governor
Notte in various dealings with the
rallroad affecting both the reloca-
tion of the station and tax relief.

McLaughlin said there are two
major reasons why the state would
benefit ‘from representation in the
road’'s new management.

First, he said, the relocation of
the New Haven's Union Station is
vital to the success of the down-
town master plan for Providence.

Secondly, the atate has hecome
“a sort of creditor” to the road by
virtue of the tax exemption plan
for the railroad approved by the
General Assembly this yesar.

When asked if he was interested
in such a position, Roberts said he
preferred not to discuss the mat-
ter.

New Haven has agreed to apply
whatever money it got from land
condemnation of present property
to finance the move of Union Sta-
tion.

McLaughlin expressed doubt to-
day that there would be no cur-
tailment of passenger service un-
der New Haven Raillroad bank-
ruptey trustees.

In Boston, Gov. John A. Volpe
sald today the New Haven Rall-
road may be eligible for $1.2 mll-
lion a year in Massachusetts tax
relief even if it goes bankrupt.

Volpe told a news conference if
bankruptey trustees agree to meet
requirements set for granting of
the subsidy, the relief may still be
available,

Volpe, who dponsored the Mas-
sachusetts tax rdllef bill, sald
bankruptcy “isn’'t anything. that
will be helpful,” But he said he

Today, Katanga ordered the Bel-
gian consulate in Elisabethville to
quit the province as oon as pos-
sible, sccusing one of Ita. staff
members ‘of collaborating with the
United Nations.

The UN. and Katanga actions
were directly connected.

The U.N., accused the Belgian
adviser, Georges Thyssens, of put-
ting the finger on a member of the
Belgian consulate staff. The man,
named Muller, was arrested by
Congolese authorities on the col-
laboration charge.

Muller was brought from jall
this afternoon to the alrport and
left for Europe. Interior Minister
Godefrold Mumongo ordered the
rest of the consulate to leave at its
“earliest convenience.”
