cues and a sound film, were As-
sistant Fire Chlef Sedrick Straugh-
an, who is also a Red Croaa first
ald 'Instructor; Ejghth District
Fire Chief John erz; Thomas
Kelley, chief lifeguard at Sailter's
Pool; Petar Beckwith, & fireman;
and Jouoph McCooe, a firemsn and
chalrman of the 22 first aid in-
structors,

Fireman ‘Victim'
Beckwith waas the ‘“‘victim” for

“rescues” by Kelley from the pool,
Straughan “revived” him by
mouth-to-mouth and mouth-to-air-
way resuscitation through use of a
plastic resuscitator.

Straughan also -{llustrated two
methods of artificial respiration,
the “Sylvester method"” and “back
pressure arm lift method.”

Straughan stresged the im-
portance of beginning mouth-to-
mouth breathing immediately af-
ter rescue of a victim.

Merz fillustrated the use of a
Red: Cross resuscitator, which is
kept at all town firehouses. He
sald, however, that that resuscita-
tor may not be effective in re-
viving a victim if mouth-to-mouth
breathing has not been started at
once,

Chambers Dies
At 60; Ex-Red,
Hiss Accuser

former Vice President Richard M.
Nixon, then a freshman Congress-
man from California. .

Nixon won a reputation as an
antl-Communist crusader as a re-
sult, and the incident generally
is credited with starting him on
the road which led to the Repub-
Jican nomination for president in
1960,

Informed of Chambers’ death,
Nixon said it was "one of the great
tragedies of our time that a man
of Whittaker Chambemrn' extra-
ordinary abilities became involved
in the Communist conspiricy."

But Nixon eaid the courage
which led him to break with the
conspiracy “more than atoned for
his earlier mistakes.”

Hiss, now 56 and & salesman for
stationery and .printing interests
in New York, declined comment.

Chambers resigned his post as
a $30,000-a-year senior editor with
Time after admitting
that he had spied aguinst his coun-
try and was a Communist party
member of 14 years,

For making the admisslon, he
was described by Federal Judge
Thomes F. Murphy as & cour-
ageous man.

In 1952, Chambers suffered the
Arst of a series of heart attacks
and was Dbedridden for muny
months,

He suffered another in Octdber
1955, but had recovered sufficient-
ly by Jan. 17, 1957, to help cairy
valuables from his farmhouse dur-
ing & fire. The Chambers rebuilt
on an adjoining farm, where he
died Sunday.

Chambers had been a fullltime
student at Western Maryland Col-
lege for the past 235 years where
he was described by faculty mem-
bers as a brilliant student who
rarely was given a grade below
“A"., He needed only 10 semes-
ter hours to be graduated with a
degree in French and had hoped
to do graduate work.

John Myers, the funeral director
who informed the Assoclated Press
of the death, sald Mrs, Chambers
had asked tHat obltuary notices
not be sent to newspapers because
she didn't like the press and dida't
want to be bothered by telephone
