Incredible."

He called Outer Mongolia “ The 
oldest of all the Soviet Union's pup-1 
pet states," adding: |

“ No wonder our friends in Asia, 
including Nationalist China, Tlial- 
land, Pakistan and the Philippine 
Republic, are questioning the sm- 
cerlty of American policy at this 
very moment. '

"We think it is of basic im-
portance for President Kennedy to 
stop immediately these disruptive 
State Department operations. The 
free w'orld is looking to us foi- 
leadership in Berlin, not confusion 
in Asia."

Dirksen said Republicans were 
deeply disturbed at reports from 
Moscow that Outer Mongolia al-
ready has advised the United 
State it accepts a proposal for 
diplomatic ties.

He said GOP legislators might 
consider offering a resolution seek-
ing to put Congress on record 
against such recognition.

Fall Fashions Prove 
Women Are Deceptive

Paris. July 13 — Presi-
dent ' Charles de Gaulle said 
last night the West will never 
let the Soviet Union settle the 
fate of Berlin alone “ as if the 
three great powers had no 
rights there.”

The French leader in a television 
.speech warned the Russians they 
are creating a crisi-s over the for-
mer German capital that threatens 
the peace of the world.

De Gaulle charged the Russians 
with calling, for peace "while for-
mulating requirements w h i c h  
threaten to put it in danger. "

"The Soviets are renewing their 
threat of unilaterally settling the 
fate of Berlin... if Washington. 
London and Paris do not give up 
the present status of the town as 
required by Moscow," he said, then 
warned:

“ I declare once more, there is 
no cliance of this bemg accepted."

He further warned the Soviet 
Union it must bear the full respon-
sibility for any "grave conse-
quences’ of a crisis over Berlin. 
At the same time he called lor an 
atmosphere of true cooperation and 
coe.xislence In which ’ 'a problem 
like that of Germany would lose 
much of its bitterness and might, 
at some moment, be considered ob-
jectively’ by the interested pow-
ers."

De Gaulle told his ou’n people 
that France must speedily pur-
chase modem arms to replace the 
World War II weapons that most 
of her forces have. Starting in Sep- 
t^ b e r , he said, the length of 
French draftees' military service 
W’lU be cut by an un.speclfied num-
ber of weeks,' and funds thus saved 
will be used to modernize the ar-
my’.

Moecdw Radio said De Gaulle’s 
remarks on Berlin "only repeated 
U.S. and 'West German propagan-
da, crudely distorting the Soviet 
position." The broadcast said the 
French leader proposed "to pro-
long the occupation there,' keeping 
West Berlin a s . a central provo-
cation in the heart of Eurojpe.”

In Moscow, meanwhile, the 
West German government told the 
Russians free* Weetions through-
out di\’ided Germany must pre-
cede the signing t>f any German 
peace treaty.

The West German note. replied 
to a Soviet note proposing that 
separate peace treaties be signed 
with West Germany and Commu-
nist East Germany! Bonn replied

Berlin, July 13 (fPt—ChanceIlor<^Germany. conferred w’ith Mayor
Konrad Adenauer said today the 
heavy flow of refugees into West 
Berlin indicates the Communist 
East Germany regime is stepping 
up pressure on its citizens.

"TTie refugee situation proves 
that (onditions over there have 
become iinbearable,” the West 
German leader told a news confer-
ence. "A  panic seems to have 
broken out.”

Adenauer observed that many 
East Germans seem to feel they 
must escape now’ before political 
developments make flight imposr„ 
slble. He added that ",w’e must do 
ail we can to help” fellow Ger-
mans liring under Cbmmtmist 
rule, . -

The chancellor did not mention 
West Berlin, but he wa.s obviously 
referring to the fear that this es-
cape route might be closed by the 
Communists- in this city 100 miles 
beliind the Iron Curtain.

Refugees now cross easil.v from 
East Berlin to West Berlin and 
are flown to West Germany. So-
viet threats to hand over more au-
thority to East Germany have en-
couraged the’ Red regime there to 
demand control over air-corridors 
to West Berlin.

Eichmann Coneedes 
Slaughter ‘Hideous’

Jeruaalem, July 13 ( ^ —Adolf^
nchm um , clinging grimly to his 
"honor" m ' an SS ofiHcer, refused 
today to admit that any Nazi who 
killed Jews is a criminal.

TTie former Gestapo colonel' 
would only concede that the 
slaughter of six million Jews he is 
charged with helping to adminis-
ter was "heinous, hideous.”

Israel Attorney General Gideon 
Hausner cracked Eichmann’s 
aplomb again sifter four days of 
blistering cross-examination and 
extracted a flood of justifications 
on how a man could follow Hitler's 
murderous orders and still live 
with himself. In sum, his explana-
tion was that no matter how hor-
rible, orders had to be followed 
because of the SS oaths of loyalty.

"All of us were bound by the 
iron grip of orders.” he said, add-
ing that the fact the orders came 
from above provided the moral es-
cape hatch for the man forced to 
carry them out.

i^'ants to Write Book
.Finally shaken, Eichmann beg-

ged the Israeli court—regardless 
of his sentence— to permit him to 
write a book on the pogrom "as a 
deterrent to the generations to 
come." It was an outright plea for 
his life.

Presiding Judge Moshe Landau 
sternly rebuked Eichmann and 
told him that regardless of what 
he would write in such a book, 
"You will have to say it first 
here.”

Ib e  prosecution assault had 
Eichmann leaping to his feet and 
firing back his rephes. The court-
room audience erupted in such 
frequent outbursts that the court 
threatened to eject the spectators.

Hausner nemlnded Eichmann of 
marginal notes he made in a book 
by Gerhard Wulf, a former Ger- 
mdn officer who criticized Hitler. 
Eichmann had read the book in 
Argentina in 19S5. In the margin 
he scribbled remarks that Wulf 
was a "scoundrel” and "a traitor."

The SS oath, Eichlnann pointed 
out, was: "My honor means loyal-
t y ”

"All o f us were members of the 
"Same ordea bound to the reichs- 
fuehrer (Hitler) by oath,”  he said. 
-•T reg^ard violation of loyalty as 
thO greatest crime a man can per-
petrate.”

"Greater than murdering six 
million people? ’ Hausner shouted,

"No,, of course not; I was not 
dealing with extermination. Had 1 
been ordered to do so I would haVe 
shot' myself." ........

"Those who did-pngage in exter-
mination, were they criminals, yes 
6r.no?”

Refuses to -\nswer
"I dare not answer this ques-

tion."
When finally ordered to come 

out with his" views. Eichmann 
faced the court, squared his shoui- 
ders and declared he recognized 
the pogrom as "one of the most 
hideous, heinous crimes in the his-
tory of mankind."

"\%Tiatever my sentence may be.
I am aiming at the truth. .1 was 
compelled on my oath of loyaity. 
The head of the 'state ordered it. 
1 found some sort of cover, some 
peace of mind, in^the transfer of 
the onus on my superiors. In my 
inner feelings. I found some tran- 
quilltj'. I was glad I Itad no direct 
share in the physical extermina-
tion. The part I had to play was 
quite enough.”

Again tr>1ng to dodge responsi- 
bility for the actual slaughter, he 
contended that he did not have 
"as much as a,Jlttle finger" in a 
Gestapo order for his own deputy 
to deliver,poison gas to the ex-
termination camps.

tinder blistering cross-examina-
tion for two hours, the ex-SS of-
ficer who directed the transport of 
the Jews to the death camps re-
fused to accept any iasponeibility 
fo f the gassing and several tinies 
dectared:

Mind Oonfused
"My mind was a welter of con-

fusion.”
Hausner slashed at Eichmann 

with evidence that his deputy, 
Rolf Guenther, operated in con-
junction with WalTen (combat) 
SS Maj. Kurt Gerstein to obtain 
and deliver torw of the special 
“Cyklon B" gas developed for the 
slaughter.

The prosecutor confronted Eich* 
mann with his pre-trial interro-
gation in which he said he discov-
ered what Guenther was doing

Hausner kept at it. declaring 
that this a "a vital matter and I 
want the truth.”
VAlmost w'earily. Eichmann said;

"All I can do is try to recon- 
stnfet the facts. If the impression 
Is that I am trying to extricate 
myself here, then I am prepared to 
admit prior knowledge of this 
gassing. I liavo . acknowledged 
knowing about so hiany things, 
this will not add much; more. All 
right, I am ready to say I 
knowledge of the gassing."

"I do not want a gesture,” 
prosecutor declared.

Eichmann came back to 
familiar defense; "I did not have 
any connection with this. Nobody 
informed me about it. My office 
rV-B-4 was not competent in this 
matter.’ ’

CONFIDENT AIR *
. MAY WIN TRICKS 
By Alfred Shelnwold

When you have a difficult hand 
to play, an air of confidence nmy be 
as TOod as an extra ace. If yOii let 
the opponents know you *'* I*?
trouble they may hit upon the best
defense. , . _ .

  When this hand was played. 
South was too old a campaigner 
to show how he felt. He “ “ i": "
glance that he couldn t get to his 
hand t,o win tricks with the clubs 
but he saw no advatnage in tell-
ing his troubles to the enemy.

Instead. South nonchalantly a - 
lowed East .jo. vyln the first trick
with the jack o f spades.

East thought it was a routine 
hoW-up play. Without giving the 
matter deep thought. East return-
ed the four of spades.  ̂  ̂ ,

Thus South was rewarded for 
his air of confiderice. TIe took the 
ace and king of spades, discard-
ing the ace and king of clubs from 
the dummy. Then declarer could 
run his six club tricks. The ace of 
hearts provided a ninth trick for 
game and rubber.

Go back to the first trick and 
suppose that South weeps and 
wails about the lack of 'entry to 
his hand. It will then be too late 
to refuse the first spade trick, for 
East will avoid the trap.

If East sees what is going on he 
wijl return a heart at the second 
trifck. The defenders can keep 
South out of his hand, and declarer 
will be lucky to win seven tricks. 
His early tears will cost South 800 
points—a stiff price to pay for the 
sympathy of his opponents.

Mutual Inspection
We do not expect the RuSsianB 

to protest the fact that we are 
now oibitlnr Midas, a military spy 
satellite,, over their territory, and 
we do not expect to call the satel 
Hte back If they do. Similarly, we 
do not expect to protest Russian 
spy aatellites which may orbit 
over us. ,There Is no established 
law among; nations on such mat-
tery; the present assumption Is 
that any use of space which does 
not actually atrike blows, or 
threaten to strike blows Itself, Is 
legally permissible. Both we and 
Russia have the power to orbit 
and observe each other at will; 
this operation in space has not In 
volved, as yet, any ot the hot 
blood which has been Involved and 
would be involved in the presence 
of atmosphere-flown planes over 
national terrltorj’ .

The final successful orbiting of 
oUr Midas satellite is significant 
because it confirms, technically, 
the arrival of this apparently In-
escapable mutual power of contin-
ual observation, by us of Russia, 
and by Russia of us.

And the nature of this observa-
tion, certain to be improved as 
time goes on, is already fantastic.

But the striking thing about 
this achievement, of course, is 
that it goes far beyond the stale-
mated negotiation of nations, pro-
posing its own resolution of prob-
lems on which diplomacy and pol-
icy have foundered.

We have been silly to press so 
hard,,and Russia has been silly to 
resist so hard, the question of In-
ternational inspection. The Midas, 
and Its successors on both sides, 

—esH 7render that question com- 
 pletely academic, since we will 
both be inspecting each other con-
tinuously and in more detail than 
we might ever agree upon at any 
negotiating table.

But if Midas makes Russia look 
Billy with its pretense that Inspec-
tion Is something a nation can per-
mit or reject, it also mffikes Rus-
sia look good when it comes to 
Russia's diplomatic position that, 
on questions of disarmament, the 
rieduction and elimination of arms 
should have first priority, and 
questions of inspection come later.

. 'Thei sltuatioB ' -nvay'. Jioon ’ becqmo 
one In which the reduction and 
elimination of arms becomes the 
only valid question, because the 
question of inspection will already 
have been determined by the ac 
tual establishment o f a continual 
mutual Inspection which, from 
space, might, well be more'' In-
clusive and' thorough and detailed 
thian any Inspection organized on 
the ground could ever be.

  This is merely one more in-
stance in which the technical, ca-
pacity of modern^man has run 
ahead of man's capacity for pol-
icy and negotiation, but it is an 
unusual instance because, conceiv-
ably, It may solve a problem in-
stead of merely complicating it 
and making it more hopeless. We 
shall see how real Russia and the 
United States pretend the inspec-
tion issue is from now on.

Even while the Herald Tribune 
was getting fcuch sentiments into 
tj'pc, the Kennedy administration 
wa.s providing another trigger- 
quick reply to Khnishchev by an-
nouncing that it was studying a 
plan to call up the National Guard 
and Army Resem-e imits in order 
to prepare for the Berlin crisis.

But almost every day,_ln Wash-
ington, provides some sample’ of 
some new headline, fortunately 
usually meaningless in fact, by 
which the Kennedy administra-
tion la answering Khrushchev, but, 
undoubtedly, having much more 
effect on the nerves of the Ameri-
can people than on his.

But there is, of course, a point 
the Herald Tribune was kind 
enough to overlook. Khrushchev is 
not the only target of these quick, 
off-the-cuff strokes of nen’e war-
fare. The American public is also 
an Intended target. We are sup-
posed to get nervous. We are sup-
posed to be alarmed. True, we are 
supposed to get alarmed about 
what Khrushchev is doing, not 
about'what Kennedy is doing, but, 
BO long as we feel ourselves in 
desperate peril, the policy objec-
tive has been gained.

The Herald Tribune overlooked 
another possibility. It complained 
about the President's habit of call-
ing for one review after another, 
but never reaching a decision.

But, doing that, had the Herald- 
Tribune really tliought over its al-
ternatives? Given the quality and 
direction of the decisions the 
President is so often reported to 
be' considering, is it not perhaps 
fortunate that all he does is. "re- 
^iew?" The talk may be childish 
and juvenile, as if the publicity 
stunt men the Herald Tribune 
mentions were just learning their 
trade, but may it not be better to 
have this administration ponder 
than decide, talk than act?

No one, not the Herald Tribune, 
nor we, really wants to tear Into 
Uie new administration or taunt it 
over Its performance. It is just 
that, with the world waltzing Its 
way toward Ita own doom, we 
want the administration to grow 
up fast, stop acting as. If calamity 
were a game between publicity 
stunt men, and recapture ita own 
original promise of poise and san-

Clinton, N. C„ July 13 — The
farm workers were In. the Held 
harvesting tobacco when a typical 
siimin'er shower started.

Killed in addition to the Cottles 
were IVllliam Keel, 13; Mrs. Mary 
Morrisey, 70; Joyce Ann Mathis, 
13; Ludie Mathis, 18; Earl Bell, 
15, and Samuel Newkirk, 16. All 
but Keel and the Cottles couple 
were Negroes.

Lisbon. Portugal, July 13 (;P)— 

The naval command at Lourenco 
Marques, Mozambique, announced 
today that -259 persons perished in 
the explosion and burning of the 
Portugfuese ship. Save, near Qual- 
imane, Mozambique. Saturday. 
There were 290 survivors. The 2.- 
037-ton coaster was driven ashore 
by a storm, then tom by explo-
sions in her cargo of dynamite, 
and finally burned.

There is a certain provision of 
the rules of the Connecticut Gen-
eral Assembly which credits 
whatever' g;entlemen happen to be 
filling the poets o f Spes'ker of the 
House and President Pro Tempore 
of the Senate with the possession 
of a thing called "opinion,”  in the 
sense of evaluation and judgment. 
   It is the provision which offers 
the v^arious procedures by which 
bills which have failed to intro-
duce themselves during the legal 
time period may nevertheless be 
raised in committee and brought 
to action in the Senate and 
House.

And among those the rule per-
mits to make such progress are 
"such bills as the speaker of the 
house and the president pro tem- 
/7re <rf the senate certify in writ-
ing to be, in their opinion, of an 
emergency nature.”

By this rule, the House Speak-
er and the Senate President are 
not only credited with the ca-
pacity to develop an opinion, or 
judgment of their own. They are 
given a specific kind of evaluation 
to make. It is the evaluation of 
when a proposed piece of legisla-
tion can be proclaimed to be "of 
an emergency nature.” .

This rule was obviously intended, 
when, drafted and made part of 
the Assembly procedure, to inter-
pose an obstacle and a check, 
rather than an Invitation, to the 
use of Assembly emergency pro-
cedure by measures which really 
posed no emergency.

It seemed to us that, in this ses-
sion—and perhaps we do an injus-
tice when w'e do not know how 
many attempts to gain such 
emergency certification were ro- 
jected the officials supposed to 
exercise this opinion and judgment 
relaxed into the easier and less 
responsible formula of merely be-
ing good fellows.

The philosophy involved would 
be easy to drift into. Why not, the 
reasoning could go, let the entire 
General Assembly make its own 
decision on the measure in ques-
tion? Why make one man decide 
between life or death for it?

This philosophy was still easier 
to drift into when the political at-
mosphere was considered. A re-
quest for an emergency certifica-
tion w'ouid, inevitably and invari-
ably, be made of one flgrure in the 
political game by another. To do 
a relatively harmless personal fa-
vor would establish a piece of 
personal "credit which might be 
cashed in later, when the certify-
ing official might appreciate a 
little kindness and support. To re-

Wa haya no doubt, for indance, 
that tha moat oalsbtatad case of 
emargancy oartlflcation in tha 1061 
seasion—that 'arhidh was obtained 
for bill by which .a New York 
Utla insurance firm sought to 
gain a.,Conneoticut charter for it-
self—s^ y  have seemed an emer-
gency to\the-people .hi New York 
and in Oonnacticut who wanted the 
bill. But it waa difficult indeed to 
sea what emergency could possibly 
be involved so far as tha welfare 
of Connecticut was concerned. 
'What was substituted for both 
emergency and opinion on the part 
of the certifying' offloera was the 
fact that they were asked for their 
certification by particular indi-
viduals they did not care to refuse 
a favor.

We.suggest that,  when the rule 
in question is reprinted for the 
next session, tha words opinion 
and emergency both be underlined, 
for a touch of special emphasis.

Body, Note Found 
In East Hartland
Blast Hartland, July 13 (/P) — 

The body of John P. Hodgson of 
West Hartford, former SLSSiBtant 
state’s attorney for H a r t f o r d  
County, w’as found last n i g h t .  
Hodgson, who resigned his post for 
reasons of health, had been miss-
ing since last June 27.

State Police Capt. Samuel Rome 
headed the searching party which 
discovered the body lying on the 
ground behind Hodgson’s automo-
bile. Dr. Owen L  Muraphy of 
Simsbury, East Granby medical 
examiner, said it was a suicidal 
death, caused by carbon monoxide 
inhalation. Murphy said a l o n g  
note was discovered near the body. 
Its contents were not disclosed.

The body was discovered around 
9:15 last night in a remote area 
at the end of a barely-used secon-
dary road deep in the woods.

The medical examiner said a 
length of rubber hose, was at-
tached to the car muffler. He 
said it was apparent Hodgson 
had started the car’s motor and 
then had laid down with his face 
against the open end of the hose.

The search centered in this gen-
eral area because Hodg^n had a 
summer camp in 'Blast Hartland. 
which lies between Granby and 
Colebrook bordering on the Massa-
chusetts state line. Hodgson had 
dri\;en as far into the dense woods 
as lie could on the littlehioed road.

A New Britain funeral director 
took charge of the body.

Hodgson, 49, served as assistant 
state's attorney from 1940 to 1949. 
He was a native of Berlin. He at-
tended St. John's College at An- 
napoUfi, Md.. and graduated with 
honors in 1935 from-' the Univer-
sity of Virginia Law School.

Hodgson was prosecutor of the 
Berlin Town Court- from 1989 to 
1940 and for 12 years was a mem-
ber of the Hartford law firm of 
Alcprn, Bakewell A Alcorn.

His wife, who survives him, told 
police recently Hodgson had suf-
fered a nervous breakdown 4>ut 
was beliex’ed to be making a sat- 
iefsetorv recox-erv.

Defiance 
by the city may mean eventual 
court .action, he said.

City manager Joseph Mitchell 
when informed of Houston’s ban, 
said;

"Mr. Houston is not tpa boss of 
the city of Newburgh, even 
though he would like tcT think he 
is. The regulations are going into 
effect July 15 as scheduled.”

The rules are designed to pafe 
welfare costa in the city and reduce 
welfare rolls. -

Houston said the Newburgh pro- 
posala, if carried out, "would set 
up an i l le ^ l program around un-
fortunate m*th, women and chll- 
dran; and ei^en if not carried out, 
they constitute psychological war-
fare against the needy and help-
less.”

Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller has 
remained out of the conflict.

The state maintains that the 
Newburgh rules Ignore state and 
federal laws.

Among the city regulations' are 
aid to an unwed mother who had 
those that would prohibit further 
additional illegitimate children and 
atop payment to all welfare cases 
except ihe blind, 'aged or disabled- 
after three months.

Larrick said the manufacturer has 
been asked to recall the product— 
ajiream sauce used mostly on vege-
tables — from the market.

torney, said IV  had been in busi-
ness for some 30 years' and that 
there was “never any incident-like 
this.”  He said the company had 
received ,no report of the FDA 
analysis.

The nuclear test conference at 
Geneva is still technically under 
way but for weeks has made no 
progress whatever. U.S. and Brit-
ish negotiators have found what 
they consider evidence that the 
Soviets have lost interest in get* 
ting a nuclear weapons test ban.

The most striking, niece of evid-
ence in the view of tf.R. officials is 
that when KhruMichev met Ken-
nedy at Vieima early last mopth 
he proposed that the separate nu-
clear test talks be dropped entire-
ly and that the whole problem of 
tte test ban be thrown into a gen-
eral disarmament conference.

Within East Germany the ten-
sion over Berlin ties brought a 
stepped-up campaign to make 
people support communism more 
actively. Party members are 
urged to do more graM roots or- 
ganixatlon work.

These organizing efforts, plus 
food shortages of such staples as 
potatoes and butter appear to be 
major causes for refugee flight.

The Communists Imposed new 
controls in Blast Berlin again to-
day to stop the drain on their sag-
ging economy. West Berliners 
hereafter can obtain services in 
East Berlin only by changing their 
West marks to East marks on a 
one-for-one basis. A western mark 
is worth 4.62 East marks in West 
Berlin. West Berliners have been 
taking advantage of the cheap 
Blast German money by getting 
haircuts, laundry service and the 
like in East-Berlin.

Adenauer said West Germany 
had the greatest ssnnpathy with 
the Blast German people and was 
considering an offer of 5,000 tons 
of butter to East Germany. West 
Germany does not recognize East 
Germany but carries on trade 
through semi-official commercial 
representatives.

Adenauer held the news con-
ference at the close of a 2-day stay 
in Berlin, his first visit to the isola-
ted city in 18 months. He then 
flew through rainy weather back 
to Bonn in a U.S. Air Force plane.

West German planes are not per-
mitted in the corridors. over l ^ t  
Germany.

In connection with the refugee 
problem and Berlin tensiotui, Ad-
enauer struck an optimistic note. 
He said he ,had hope ’ ’that the 
year 1961. will offer reasonable 
solutions to many problems which 
now appear to have no solution."

Adenauer rejected direct negotia-
tion between West German and 
Communist Blast Germany, as 
urged by Soviet Premier Khrush-
chev. He also turned down again 
West Berlin Mayor Willy Brandt's 
suggestion for a 52-nation confer-
ence on Germany, made up of Ger-
many’s wartime enemies.

The chancellor emphasized again 
that a German settlement must be 
based on self-determination of the 
entire German people.

Adenauer warned that Germany, 
unlike smaller and less strategic 
nations, cannot hope to live undis-
turbed as a disarmed neutral as 
proppsed by Moscow.

“It Is certain that neutralization 
of Germany would be a tremen-
dous strengthening for the Soviet 
Union,” he added.
\ The chancellor declined to say 
how the West should react If the 
Soviet Union carries out Its threat 
to sign a separate peace treaty 
with East Germany and give it full 
control over access to Elerlin.

"When one iaf entering negotia-
tions. it is not only unwise but 
downright dangerous to reveal 
one's position in advance,” he said.

He complimented Secretary of 
State Dean Rusk for setting "a pat-
tern of restraint” in this respect.

Hannabury said last night’s

” 106 per cent,” presaging unani-
mous support of the ticket.

Strong interest is being gener-
ated in the October elections, 
largely attributed to the defeat of 
consolidation, which has thrown 
the spotlight back on the existing 
tri-gSvernment system with sud-
den force.

government freely elected by all 
the German people.

"A  separate peace with only 
part of Germany would violate the 
right of self-determination of na-
tions laid down in the charter of 
the United Nations, which the 
Union of Soviet Socialist Repub-
lics has recognized and pledged to 
respect,”  the Bonn note ‘aaid.

"The right of aelf-determinai- 
tlon, an inalienable bauBlc right of 
all nations, also is valid for the 
German nation, which is clinging 
to its traditional national unity 
and which would confirm her wish 
imanlmously in a free election.”

In Paris, the United States, Brit-
ain and France consulted their al-
lies in the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization (NATO) on their 
replies to the Soviet Note of June 
4 threatening to sign a separate 
peace treaty with East Germany 
this year. There was no indication 
when the replies would be deliver-
ed, but De Gaulle’s speech and the 
West German note made c l e a r  
the other allies would join In firm 
opposition, to the Soviet attempt 
to .remove the western protection 
from West Berlin.

A U.S. State D e p a r t m e n t  
spokesman said in Washington lit-
tle confidence ‘ could be placed in 
the Soviet proposal for United Na-
tions guarantees for West Berlin 
In view of Premier Khrushchev’s 
declaration Tuesday that Russia 
would never abide by any U.N. 
decision that did not "accord with 
the in tere^  ofrthe Soviet Union 
and threatened its security.”

Khrushche^ said the Soviet 
Union would use force If neces-
sary to  uphold its rights "and we 
have the wherewithal to do this.”

In Gettysburg, Fa., former Pres-
ident Eisenho*^er declared that a 
western surrender to Khmshchev 
on Berlin would be far worse than 
the British-French surrender of 
the Czech Sudetenland to Hitler 
at Munich.

Elsenhower told Paul Martin of 
the Gannett News Service that he 
firmly believes the Russians do 
not want an all-out war over Ber-
lin or anything else but will use 
other methods to achieve their 
ends.

OfficifOs of the National Aero-
nautics and Space Administration 
described the photos as "excel 
lent.” Thousands of similar cloud 
pictures taken by two preidous 
Tiros satellites pro-ved that use 
of satellites for weather forecasts 
was feasible.

President Kennedy Ohowed the 
first picture snapped by the new 
satellite to Pakistan President 
Ayub Khan, who is visiting Wash-
ington. ,

The eatellite -was launched to 
coincide with the season during 
which hurrlcanAo most frequently 
spawn In the Atlantic and Carib-
bean. Its purpose is not to detect 
a hurricane but to leam how these 
destructive tropical storms begin.

If project offleieds suspect the 
disturbance in the Atlantic could 
develop into a hurricaiie, they can 
(ximmand the t ^  cameras to take 
pictures when the satellite is over 
the weajther system. The photos 
will be stored on magnetic tape 
and played to ground stations at 
Wallops Island, 'Va., or San 
Nicolas, Calif., 'when Uroe III 
passes overhead.

Point Arguello, Calif., July 18 
(/P)—A Midas satellite equipped to 
detect hostile missile firings was 
circling the Earth every 2 hours 
and 40 minutes today in a record- 
tKieaking orbit that repi<xtedly 
takes it over Russia.

Midas III, the first In the mls- 
sile-alarm series to be launched 
from the West Coast, carries infra-
red equipment which can spot 
rocket exhaust.

The rocket—a big Atlas booster 
topped by an Agena second-stage 
vehicle—blasted off at 8.'12 a.m. 
yesterday from the Navy missile 
base adjacent to tfandenberg Air 
Force Base.

Air Force officials were jubilant, 
since the high altitude and. circu-
lar orbit will permit the spy-type 
vehicle to scan wider areas.

The same officials were firm, 
however, ' in refusing to issue 
progress reports on the satellite. 
All they would say was that Midas 
Ill's  first pass over Russia would 
take place five hours after launch 
and that it would be in scanning 
range of Russian missile bases in 
the Ural Mountains six hburs lat-
er.

The two earlier Midas shots, 
neither fully successfully, were 
from Florida. They were not aimed 
to travel over Russia.

Ultimately, a network of / sky 
Scouts is expected to double the 
present 15-minute radar warning 
time of missile attack.

The Midas is a sister of the Sa-
mos sattellites, some of which are 
believed to have passed over So-
viet territory .after achieving polar 
orbit, ffhe Samos carried film and 
TV cameras to record evidence of 
military buildups. ;•

Harney
Is, by his own admission, a w-orry 
wart.

Made Three Deals 
Since the start of the season, 

Harney has engineered three play-
er deals w’hlch have resulted in 
the addition of pitchers Bud Daley 
and Tex Clevenger, outfielder Bob 
Cerv and infielder Billy Gardner.

"I had been with Weiss off and

"There’s no doubting his 
genius. The records prove it. In the 
main, I've tried to follow his meth-
ods, but not in everything.

"I'm not in favor of paying ridi-
culous bonuses to untried young-
sters but you’ve got to meet com-
petition with competition.

Ira Rutchik, 10-year-old boy 
botanist, this morning found a 
five-leaf clover in a lot behind Wa 
house on the West Side of town.

The boy. son of Mr. and Mr*. 
Eli Rutchik, 14 St. Lawrence St., 
was cutting cross lots to a barber 
shop, on Center St. when he epot- 
ted the quint-partite clover leaf.

When asked how unusual tlxla 
discovery was. Peter Brouwer, 
manager of Plantland, reported 
that clover, a member of tlie pea 
family, normally has three-parted 
leaves. However, in recent yeare, 
four-leaf clo-ver plemts ha've been 
developed commercially in Hol-
land, .he added. These red-leafed 
clovete wrlLh little red fiowtere are 
dften planted in rook gardens, he 
said. TTie horticulture expert spec-
ulated that the fl-ve-leaf specimen 
might have reeuVted from a split 
growth.

Ira is 'veiry happy -with his jjis- 
coveo'- He loves to experiment 
with growing things and hopes to 
become either a botanist or in-
ventor.

Fhirther, the concert it-
self (the most important thing of 
all! was very well played.

It openeJ with the third Brand-
enburg Concerto by Johann Sebas-
tian Bach, which received a per-
formance quite in keeping with the 
desires of the old master of Eisen-
ach. The orchestra was just about 
the size he envisioned, the atmos-

audience quiet and attentive. Mr. 
Brawle.v afforded the work a 
thoioiighly competent reading,'to 
lyhlch'his musicians responded ad-
mirably.

Next came the Concerto tor 
Piano and Orchestra. Op. 35, by 
SKo.stakovich. The solo part was 
played by Leo R e w 1 n a k .v who 
demonstrated some very sensitive 
arti.stry in the slow movement of 
the work. He played the rest of it 
well, too, but the other three move-
ments are not particularly de-
manding from either a tec'lnical 
or an artistic point of view.

Shostakovich is hailed by some 
for his wit and parod.v in music, 
but I have always felt that his pro-
clivities for Stealing from various 
composers with both hands, only 
results In a confused hodge-podge, 
rather than brilliant .satire. May-
be my sense of humor is warped.

TheJast half of the program was 
d e v o t e d  to a performance of 
Bach's “Magnificat." Properly a 
vesper service., it was altogether 
appropriate to the time and sur-
roundings. It is a work which doe.s 
not receive too ' many perform- 
ance.s. and consequently suffers 
from iinfamiliarity to the average 
concert-goer. ,

Soloi.sts, ('horus, and orchestra 
all combined to give it a thoroiigh- 
ily g o o d  performance. It was 
neither a ponderous production, 
such as is sometimes encountered, 
nor was it an inadequate perform-
ance. Altogether it struck a .hap-
py medium, although it wa.s a bit 
lacking in subtleties of Interpreta-
tion.

You really ought to attend, if 
you haven't done so already. This 
series of summer concerts is really 
most enjoyable.
