Salk told a newn conference yes-
terday the AMA had blindly fol-
lowed “old medical dogma' in urg-
ing at ita convention June 28 that
a llve-virus type vaccine nol vet
developed be substituted eventual-
ly for his vaccine..

The Salk vaccine uses dead virus
to give Immunity to polio. It I
adminiastered In three {(njections.
Another type of vaccine devel-
oped by Dr. Albert Sabin of Cin-
cinnatl makes use of live virus in
& solution that would be administ-
ered orally, The Sabin vaccine is
expected to be cleared for use later
this year.

The AMA’a June 28 action called
for maas vaccination with live vac-
cine whaen it becomes available, in-
cluding revaccination with live vac-
elne of persons who had already
received Salk shots,

Salk told the news conference
he was not implying any competi-
tion between the  vaccines — for
which neither he nor Dr. Sabln
collects any royalties — nor was
he saying that the Sabin vaccine
is not effective.

But Salk did say he saw no
reason for revaccinating everybo-
dy with the new vaccine, and he
suggeated that his own wvacoine
had set up a new principle- that
could eventually lead to a single
vaccine that would grant immun-
ity to up to 100 diseanes.

Shows All Aces

In addition to asking about
kings, a bid of five nolrump guar-
anteed that the partnership holds
all four acea. This Information
permits the partner to jump lo
a grand slam when he can count
thirteen sure tricks,

In this case South knew that
his partner had length {n diamonds
and the three missing aces. Since
four diamond tricks would be
enough for the grand slam, South
could virtually spread his hand for
thirteen tricks before the opening
lead. Inatead of showing his kings,
South ahould have jumped to sev-
en hearts.

If North had bid spades instead
of diamonds, South would’ not be
abls to rely on a solid side suit.
In that case South would have to
show his kings and hope that
North could take over.

Under present contracts, the
auto workers get an annual wage
increase of 2’5 per cent or 6 cents
an hour.

« themselves would never consider

. post—Ehrushchev went on to pro-
. claim that such a cne-way world
, organization could never work,
! and then on to his own defiarice,
* in tha following words:
“For instance, even 1if all the
' countries of the world adopted a
: decision that did not accord with
* the interests of the Soviet Union,
and threatened its security, the
Boviet Union would not recognize
such a decision but would uphold
ita rights, relying on force.

“And we have the wherewithal
to do this The same thing would
be done by any state that loves
freedom, respects its independence
and s able to uphold it."

As an expression of sentiment,
this threat on the part of Khrush-
chev is not very far removed from
some of the sentiments of the iso-
Iationist right here in America
ftself. The isolationist right in
America gpecializes in the theory
that the United Nations is really
& Russian trap designed to cheat
us out of our own sovereignty,

{ Just an Khrushchev labels it an
imperialist piot to violate Rus-
sia's national interests

But as & potential policy, the
Ehrushchev threat is sbout as glth
and valid as the threats of Amer-
ican isolationists to the effect that
they would have America leave
the United Nations If something
goes against us there.

We are not saying that Russia,
tired of living on the short end of
United Nations votes, and 'of see-
ing its policiés and interests frus-
trated or defeated, may not come,
in the end, to a policy of secession
and civil war against the United
Nations. That is possible, as a last
desperate development in  the
world history of our time.

What we question, for tha mo-
ment, is Khrushchev's glib brava-
do with regard to the opinion of
the rest of mankind, his inference

. that such & thing as a unanimous
vole of all the rest of the countries
In the world would not matter
eanything to Russia. Even in this
same speech, Khrushchev was
pledding « for the wunderstanding
"and sympathy -of other nations,
trying to make his grievances
against the United Nations seem
reasonsble. He does not fear the

This is the samae kind of second-
thinking which has followed our
own indirect adventure in Cuba
this apring—a sort of assumption
that everything would have been

tack involved had succeeded.
We have suspected that, with
regard to Cuba, that only one
thing could have been worse than
the fiasco we had. That would
have been success, which might
have proved a fine lesson in how

revocably by one act.

Now we can't help wondering
what kind of world there might be
today, and what particular for-
tune for Britain, France and Is-
rael In particular, if their attack
on Egypt i 1856 had been car-
ried through.to a smashing suc-
cess, And we find our Imagina-
tion doesn't begin to cope with the
possibilities. One of these could
have been that the whole Arab
world would have gone, en masse,
to one side of the cold war. It
might have determined the cold
war fate of two continents, Asia
and Africe. Or it might simply
have become World War IIT—if,
that s, the attack on Egypt had
been a sucoess.

But the main point is that there
is little that is profitable in
imagining that such operations
might, with a little more dash and
daring and efficlency, have been
successful. If they were morally
wrong, if they violated those laws
by which natidns must learn to
live—and they were and they did
—that the main thing that
mattered, and their fallure was s
kindness to them. No success yet
ever benefited anybody in the role
of aggressor.

Jackie Will Learn

It will take time, we suppope,
but Jackie will learn. She will
learn that for anybody young and
beautiful to have {deas—and col-
orful, expensive ideas at that—
is a sure path to condemnstion
and censure. She will learn that
there Is always a vocal element of
the American people which never
Teally wants to have anything
done differently, or imaginatively,
ever, and she will find that when
this vocal element trumpets its
displeasure, everybody else kesps
neutral and silent.

Titled "“Mater and Magistra"—
meaning the church as “mother
and teacher''—the encyclical was
issued in commemoration of the
70th anniversary of the “Rerum
Novarum"  (of new ) issued
by Pope Leo XIII on May 15, 1891,
' The Rerum Novarum is ths
basic document of the Roman
Catholic Church's modern attitude
on social problems.

T new encyclical is divided
into four major sections. The first
briefly reviews action in the so-
clal field by Pope Leo XIII, Pope
Pius XI and Pope Pius XII,

The second section is devoted to
private property and the Interven-
tion of public powers and organ-
izationa in the economic field; the
processes of socialization and eco-
nomic development and the “ac-
tive presence of laborers in pro-
ductive ! tion."

The third section considers so-
cial questions in broad terms,
with the plea for social justice
between different economic com-
munities and a oall for coopera-
tion between developed and under-
developed countries. In the former
category, agriculture was partic-
ularly cited, the Pope saying that
it .today is in depressed state in
nearly all of the world.

Pope John devoted the fourth
and final section of his encyclical
to a consideration of “reconstruc-
tion of social relationship in truth,
Justics and love.”

In a clear reference to com-
munism, although he did not men-
tion it by name, he said that there
is an imperishable religious im-
pulse ‘‘which constantly expressed
itself everywhere, even though
trampled down by violenge or
skillifully smothered.”

“In fact” said the Pope, “the
most fundamental modem error

o that of considering the religious

demands of the human soul as
an expression of feeling or of
fantasy, or a nroduct of some con-
tingent event and should be thus

No
other document in the history of
the Roman Catholic Church has
ever had such distribution.

Calling upon the people of the
world to ¢ te, Pope John
said that a “frultful and lasting”
peace 1s not possible if there is too
great a difference between the so-
cial and economic conditions of
people.

In one of the encyclical's most
important pleas, the Pontiff warn-
&d that in helping underdeveloped
ndtions there must be no effectuat-
tng of plans predominance.

The Pope pleaded for “sincere
and disinterested political help.”

Pope John recalled social docu-
ments of Pope Plus XII:

and in their mutual relatibns.”

The Pope mentioned, in this
connection, developments in sci-
ence, technology, and economics,
the discovery of nuclear energy
and *its application first to the
purposes of war and Iater its in-
creasing employment for peace-
ful énds" the “unlimited possibil-
ities opened up by cheéemistry In
synthetic products™ the growtn of
automation, the modernization of
agriculture, the disdppearance of
distance through radio and tele-
vision, the Increased speed In
transportation, the initial con-
quests of interplanetary space.

In the social field, said the Pope,
there have been developments in
systems for social insurance and
—in more politically advanced
communities—social security oys-
tems. In labor movements, he
went on, there has been develop-
ment of a more responsible alti-
tude toward the greater socio-
economic problems.

“First of all."” said the Pope, it
ghould be affirmed that the eco-
nomic order is the creation of {he
personal initiative of private cit-
lzens themselves, working eitaer
Individually or {n association with'
each other in various ways for Lhe
prosecution of common interests.”

The encyclical runs about 25,000
words, fillling 566 printed pages in
itz English text,

This s what Pope John had to
say on some of the topics covered:

The State in the Economic Field
— "The principle must always be
reaffirmed that the presence of
the state In the economic field,
no matter how widespread and
penetrating, must not be exer-
cised so as to reduce evermore the
sphers of freedom of the al
initiative of individual citizens,
but rather so as to guarantee In
that sphere the greatest possible
scope by the effective protection
for each and all of the essential
personal rights."

Socialization — “Ought it to be
concluded... that socialization,
growing in extent and depth, ne-
cessarily reduces men to auto-
matons? It is & question which
must be mnswered negatively...
We consider that socialization can
and ought to be realized in such
the
advantages contained therein and
to remove or restrain the negative
aspects. .. So long as socialization
confines its activity within the
Himits of the moral order... It
does not of Its nature entail seri-
ous dangers of restriction to the
detriment of individual human
beings, rather it helps to pro-
mote in them the expresalon and
development of truly personal
characteristics.”

Underdeveloped Countries —
[‘Our heart is filled with a deep
Badness ‘In contemplating the im-
measurably sorrowful spectacle of
vast numbers of workers in many
lands and entire continents, who
are pald wages which condemn
them and their familles to sub-
human conditions of life. This is
doubtless due, among other rea-
sons, to the fact that in these
countries and continents the proc-
ess of industrialization is just be-
ginning or is still insufficlently de-
veloped.”

In some underdeveloped coun-
tries, the Pope said, “there stands
the harsh and defensive contrast
to the wants of the great majority
the abundance and unbridled Jux-
ury of the privileged few."

“In still other countries the
present generation is compelled to
undeggo inhuman privations in or-
der to increase the output of the
national economy at a rate of ac-

liraits permitted by justice and hu-
manity."”
“In other countries a notable
ntage of income is absorbed
building up or furthering an
{ll-conceived national prestige, or
vast sums are spent on arma-
ments."
Pope John sald that in economi.
cally developed countries, it some-

the future only n just share of the
fruits of production be permitted
to accumulate in the hands of the
wealthy, and that an ample suffi-
clency be supplied to the working-
men,”

He also said that there are de-
mands for the common good on the
world level to avoid all forms of
unfalr competition between econo-
mies of different countries, to en-
courage collaboration between these
economies, and to cooperate in the
economic development of com-
munitiea that are less advanced.

Pope John said that “the right
of private ownership of goods, of
productive goods exclusively, has a
permanent validity™ because It “is
a natural right founded on onto-
logical and finalistic priority of in-
dividual human beings as com-
pared with society.”

This, however, he sald, “does
not exclude that the state and
other public agencles should law-
fully possess as properiy produc-
tive goods, especially when they
<arry with them an opportunity
top great to be left to private in-
dividuals without injury to the
community at large.”

Pope John described agriculture
as a depressed sector in world eco-
nomy. He said that throughout the
world, there has been an exodus
of farm population to urban cen-
ters.

The Pope said that farm living
standards should be as close as
possible to those of the city and
suggested that special tax cone
sideration be given to the agricul-
tural sector because of Its slower
returns and greater risks,

The
Doctor Says

Most of us have family Biblea in
which we record births, weddings
and deaths. Why can't we keep a
simllar record of health—the name,
date and nature of every immuni-
zation given to each member of the
family ?

Harvard University Medical
Schoo! runs a clinic at which im-
munization Is offered for little or
no fee, Hundreds of parents bring
their children there for protection.

Recently, medical students un-
der faculty direction began to sur-
vey the parents who brought their
children 4n for immunization
against amallpox, whooping cough,
diphtheria, tetanus and poliomyeli-
tis. Each parent was asked: “Have
you been immunized against this
disease ? Do you have a record?

The shocking resuit of the sur-
vey was that one-fourth did not
know whether they had ever been
immunized, Slightly less than two-
fifths had never been Immunized
for diphtheria, whooping cough or
tetanus (lock jaw) and more than
one half had not taken advantage
of pollo vaccine,

Stated in positive terms, only a
small minorily had profited by the
opportunities for health protection
offered by ths clinle. And if this
Is the immunization status of par-
ents living in close proximity to a
medical center such as Boston, one
shudders to think what the results
might be in rural areas where pro-
tection is less readily obtained.

Now what are the explanations
of this self-neglect on the part of
parents, Including Lhose whose
faith In Immunization led them to
get protection for their children?

For one thing, it is the erroneous
impreasion that certain diseases,
eapeclally whooping cough and po-
liomyelitis, are ‘children's dis-
eases.” To be sure more children
than adults are afflicted with these
infections. But that's only because
most adults suffered the disease
in childhood, recovered and de-
veloped & natural immunity.
What they seem to forget is that
this immunity is not transferable
from one adult to another, In other
words, the adult who did not de-
velope an immunity as the result
of a childhood attack of the dis-
ease in just every bit as susceptible
as unprotected youngster,

A second cause for this neglect

is the false notion that artifically
acquired immunity, produced by
protective injections, is lifelong.
Thus, many of us who had shols in
childhood or In the armed services
settle back In the secure belief that
we're untouchables. But this is not
80, especially in the case of teta-
nus, to which 30 many farmers, la-
borers, motorists and even ama-
teur gardeners are occupationally
exposed. Booster shots are needed
periodically to asssure a sufficlent-
ly high degree of protection in the
case of wound contamination, es-
pecially of a penétrating type.
Finally, for present purposes, we
don't keep proper records of health
protection. And this is especially
regrettable ata time when so many
“white-collar" employes are shift-
Ing jobs.
I wish I could persuade readers
to keep an Immunization family
record. I do not exaggerate when I
state that such Information might
well be of vital importance at some
future time,

The city’s welfare expenses had
grown to $983,085 annually —
larger than the combined cost of
police and fire protection — out
of a total budget of $3 million a
year, One of every 20 resdlents of
Newburgh was recelving city wel-
fare aid of some mort.

In 1830, almost two-thirds of the
relief clients were white, Last year,
more than two-thirds were Negro,
The white population of Newburgh
during the decade declined by 13.6
per cent, while the number of non-
whites increased 151.4 per cent.
A citizens committee appointed
by the city councill sald the in-
careasing Negro population result-
ed from an influx of migratory
workers, with their families” and
relatives, mostly from the South.
The committee said New York
state, if not Newburgh itself, has
gained a reputation in the South
as a welfare haven for emigranta.
With this data before him,
Mitehell set out"to do something
about the situation. As he saw it,
he had two alternatives—increase
taxea or deorease welfare expendi-
tures. The city manager chose the
latter course,

Last May 1, Mitchell ordered
reliefers, éxcept the aged and in-
firm, to pick up their welfare
cheocka at police hetdquarters.

A Cottage St. interchange with
Rt. 6 should also provide the
downlown area with access from
eastern suburbs in Manchester's
trading area. That and the Main
St.—Rt. § interchange will make
the downtown area accessible to
the regional expressway system.

Traffic control devices will be

needed along Main S with sep-
arate lefl tum phasea in their op-
eration and a progressive system
of signal timing to control tral-
fic,

Parking proposals in the plan
are based on a 2 to 1 ratio of over-
all parking ‘ares to retail floor
aspace. The planners noted that a
3 to 1 ratio Is normally used, but
because. of the density of planned
and existing * housing, a large
amount of walk-in trade and utili-
zation of nearby streets during
peak shopping periods. Each sep-
arate parking space would require
275 square feet of area for proper
maneuverability of vehicles.

Construction costs to build park-
ing lots, Including paving, drain-
age, lighling, stall marking, pedes-
trian wilks and barriers will be
approximately $150 per car space,
according to reports. If parking
meters are considered, an addi-
tional $75 pér meter would be add-
ed to the overall cost.

Three systems of parking pro-
grams have been pointed out by
the planners. They are: Town-
owned metered space, town-owned
free spaces, or park and shop
spaces, The latter might be a sys-
tem in which parking fees for cus-
tomers are paid by the store In
which they shop;.such as in the
form of tokens. °

Stores offering tokens would
have a distinct advantage over
those that did not offer “free park-
ing.” the planners atate,

Maybe the friend
needs encouragement of & tactful
answer rather than the blunt ed
of unadorned frankness. Maybe he
oould use & little flattery instead
of frankness.

Don't be afraid of flattery. Few
persons get too much of it for their
own good, Most don't get nearly
enough, It was, T believe, Samuel
Johnson who said, “Just praise is
only & debt, but flattery is a pres-
ent."”
