The utility tax Increase, Verriker
naid, was “intended" by the legis-
I8fure as a tax on the corporate
earnings of the utilities, "based on
their abllity to pay.”

“It was not Intended to be a
consumer’s tax.," Verriker wrote.
“If the executive and legislature
wished it to be #o, they would have
enacted the tax as such. It is noth-
ing short of impudence for the util-
fties to think that they will thwart
thu will of the state by Imposing

a levy on the consumers through
the means of increased rates.”

Grissom Zooms Up
At 7 a.m. Tomorrow

Cape Canaveral,
(#—The United States’ second
man-in-space shot is now sched-
uled for 7 a.m. (EST) tomorrow,
having been delayed by the ar-
rival of high buttermilk clouds.

Alr Force Capt. Virgil I. (Gus)
Grissom, the astronaut ticketed
for the rocket ride, took the news
of the 24-hour delay calmly.

When Grissom was awakened
shortly after 10:30 p.m. last night
and told of the postponement, he
merely shrugged, rolled over and
went back to sleep.

The news came Lo the 35-year-
old Girssom just 2% hours befors
he was to begin his final medical
checkups and don his 20-pound
space suit.

The poatponement on the advice
of a special team of U.S, Weather
Bureau experts came as something
of a surprise since all predictions
up to 6:30 p.m, last night had been
optimistic,

Even so, the nation's newest
weather satellite, the Tiros III,
fired & week ago, had detected
slgns of a developing high pres-
sure system in the Caribbean al-
most as soon as {t went into orbit.

Subsequent reports from the
Tiros were watched closely saince
they substantiated ground re-
ports of the high pressure front
with multiple cloud layers.

In announcing the postpone-
ment, the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration said the
cloud cover was attributable to
“an easterly wave which has been
moving across the Caribbean for
the past three or four days."

Just a week ago, the weather
patellite, Tiros ITI, with television
eyen was hurled into orbit from
Cage Canaveral,

n on early pass that day, it
sent back pictures of an edge to a
huge disturbed weather area In
the Caribbean.

The Tiros plctures were not
enough to predict that the cloudy
skies would come today. But It
helped mlert weather men to the
possibility. They tracked itx devel-
opment by usual earthly force-
casting means.

“It was & disturbance trying to
be & hurricane, but it did not have
enough wind,” sald a spokesman
for the National Aeronautics and
Space Administration.

Benson said he was 17 at the
time and was not in sthool on the
day of the biast, The investigation
indicated gas had seeped Into the
basement and that a spark set off
the explosion.

Police said the confession was
hand written by Benson.

The Communist authorities may
also feel that they are better off
without some of the refugees.
They know their regime is un-
popular. Discontented people
forced to stay might turn out to be.
a lot more trouble than they are
worth,

Few of the refugees ara active
anti-Communists though they dis-
like the Red régime, Usually they
flee in search of a better living.
Prevented from going, they might
turn to retaliatory action.

The Russians also may be taking
a hand behind the scenes. In public,
Moscow.says that all political mat-
ters in East Germany are in Ger-
man hands, In private the Soviets
often show concern over the World
War II agreements with-the west-
ern Allles that ;Eunn!eo free
movement within the city.

Russia may not want to give the
West further reason to say that
these agreements are being violat-
ed in Berlin,

The refugees keep arriving in
droves. Many have been preparing
their flight for months, One of
their main reasons for coming now
is the fear that the Iron Curtain
will finally be rolled down, and the
chance will be gone,

Alert Police—Units of 4,000 men,
45 tanks and 108 armored cars.

East German Border Police —

184 armored cars,

The Sovlet forces were reported
equipped with heavy T10 and the
medium T54 tanks, as well as
heavy artillery( anti-alrceraft and
anti-tank guns and rocket launch-
ers. The informants sald the equip-
ment of the East German Army is
similar.

The West German Defense
Ministry estimates the Commu-
nists can also call upon about 30,-
000 militia men armed with light
infantry weapons. The militin are
located in East Berlin.

A total of 11,000 Allied troops
are stationed in West Berlin as a
symbolic force. These could be
reinforced by 3,000 West Berlin
Alert Pollce armed with light in-
fantry weapons. The regular West
Berlin police force totals 10,000
men, including traffic squads and
detectives.

The Cottage St. Proposal

Two basic ideas have dominated
of Manchester's

all discussion
downtown future in the past dozen
years, and they appear again, one
of them in modified form, in the
plan to be presented to town offi-
cials at the Municipal Bullding
Wedneaday night by Planning and
Renewal Associates,

One of these basic ideas has
been for the provision of a second
major thoroughfare, to the East
of Main St., and parallel with it.

The second basic idea is that fu-
ture expansion of the downtown
shopping district also ought to run
to the east, into the area hetween
Main Bt. and such & new parallel
major thoroughfare.

The combination of these two
ideas has seemed desirable because
Manchester is notoriously lacking
in North-South traffic facilities
anyway and because it seems the
only attractive way to look for-
ward to an ultimate redesigning
and expansion of the downtown
shopping center.

The approaching construction of
Route 6 makes both considerations
more urgent.

The plan being submitted by
Planning and Renewal Associates
would make & relocated Cottage
St, the eastern boundary of such
& new nnd expanded downtown
shopping district, and the new
Cottage St. would, at its southern
end, connect Into the expected
tratfic from Route 6.

But, in modiffcation of much
previous discusaion, and in what
seems to us serious curtailment
of its functioning ms an alterna-
tive North-South traffic route,
this new plan brings its new Cot-
tage St. to an end at Brainard
Place, turning itz traffic down
that street West to Main Bt
again,

The alternative would be to con-
tinue the new Cottage St. North
to East Center Bt. and thus com-
plets the full rectangle.

Perhaps the traffic gain which
might result from going all the
way with Cottage St. would not be
worth the expense involved. Per-
haps, to state the other point of
view rather extremely, the whole
project would not be really worth
while unless it did go all the
way.

In one variation or another, for-
mally and informally, Manchester
has been discussing this proposi-
tion for & decade. It seems to us
time to sharpen up the various
plans by trying to put price tags
‘on them, by trying to determine
when and low the town could af-
ford 'them, and by trying to settle
the question of whether the effort
should be made to assess the prop-
erty benefits, ag well as the dam-
ages, which would inevitably be
involved. -

It may concelvably be deter-
mined that the present and latest
plan, although not complete or
ideal, represents a first phase
which could be done rather prompt-
1y, without destroying the town's
capacity, later on, to carry the
new North-South route all the
way. In any case, we believe, and
have believed for a long time, that
this is Manchester's most pressing

&nd important publie project, and
that definite decisions should not
be longer delayed.

An Appealing Idea

There Is a report from Paris
that Allied military planners are
considering formulating a pro-
posal by which both East and
West would, when they fight their
war, agree to avoid nuclear at-
tacks on cities.

We do hope this pleasing, hu-
manitarian proposal makes sense
from the economic and the mili-
tary points of view. From the eco-
nomic point of view, It would save
both the expenss of putting our
cities underground and the ex-
pense of rebuilding them after-
wards. From the military point
of view, it can be argued that,
since both sides now possess the
undisputed power to kill just
atout anybody and everybody, if
they want to, they could vary well
decide, in the next war, just to kill
the soldiers. Of course, if some-
thing should go wrong with that
phase of the killing, and some uni-
formed men in the field ahould sur-
vive and show signs of being ob-
stinate, there would, once more,
be the temptation to bomb the
cities behind them, and force an
end of the war that-way. But per-
haps, even In such case, the bomb-
ing of cities need not be Indiscrim-
inate. Perhaps it could be ar-
ranged for there to be the destruc-
tion of only one city at a time,
each sample to be followed by an-
other expression of willingnesa to
accept surrender,
If there are such plausible argu-
ments from the economic point of
view, which say we can possibly
save some money by not bombing
cities, and from the mlilitary point
of view, which say it may not be
strategically necessary to try to
kill all the civiligns in the next
war, then the humanitarian con-
siderations Involved certainly
ought to be given a real chance.
These humanitarian considera-
tions are obvious. Ordinary estl-
mates of civilian casualties in the
first full-fledged nuclear attack on
the Uniled States, for instance,
say that it would cause perhapa
70,000,000 casualties. Blimination
of our citles as direct targets
might reduce that prospective fig-
ure to as low as 35,000,000. The
chance to save 35,000,000 lives by
one simple decision should not in
conscience be neglected. That
would still leave 85,000,000 to be
victims, which would still make &
respectable nuclear war.
So long as we are willing to lose
35,000,000 people in one attack, we
could not be accused of softness
or appeasement or cowardice if we
associated ourselves with some |
proposal to save the 35,000,000
lives that could be saved., There
would be nothing “chicken” about
It. S8uch a proposal would not con-
vict us of a lack of courage or vir-
flity. Not even the famed ex-
ponents of the “hard line"”, like
Dean Acheson, could really object
to it.
So it ought to be judged possi-
ble—nol as any necessily, of
course, but &8s a pleasant possible
minor refinement for the next
war, which, with expert diploma-
cy, could be adopted without loas
of face for either side.

As we have prevloullé noted,
the inability of Governor peey
and Democratic State’ Chairman
Bailey. to communicate to the
members of the Democratic Senate,
the simple intelligence that they
thought the optional party lever
bill a good bill was, to say the
Jeast, somewhat wunusual, Such
leaders would proclalm themselves
in favor of the bill, But the good
Democratic senatora would, im-
mediately afterward, proclaim
that they could not be for the
bill because they did not want
to crosx their own party's leader-
ahip.

The answer to this apparent
confusion of communication be-
tween the top figures of the Demo-
ecradc party and ils senators was
that, as in the 1959 session, an-
othur channel of communication

it transmitted was always firm and
clear,

This was the line between the
big city Democratic bosses of the
state and the senators whose voles
they controlled. And the message
which kept coming over this line
was very simple. It merely said to
keep Kkilling the bill, not to give
it the alightest chance of a legis-
lative life.

And the real stance of both
Governor Dempsey and State
Chairman Bailey was, we would
Judge, that neither really cared to
do anything or exercise any pres-
sure which might really challenge
this verdict from the Democratic
city bosses.

As for these city bosses, what
was making them tick was simply
their own conviction that the par-
ty lever was worth more to them,
as a practical political asset, than
any pious consideration about the
ease and convenlence of voting for
the people of Connecticut. The
only time a local party boss wor-
ries about the capacity of people
to split their ticket comes when
he finds himself fighting an oppo-
sition pair of coat tails. When the
coat tails are on his side, he is
happy. His conscience awakens to
the potential evils of the Connecti-
cut voling machine only when he
and his Jocal organization and his
local candidates take a licking be-
cause too many people are pulling
the wrong straight party lever.
Even then, however, the typical
boss is more likely to count it as
one of the fortunes of war than as
a mandate for reform.
With the Democratic city bosses
of Connecticut, the fresh mem-
ories are those of the Kennedy
coat talls in 1860, and the Ribicoff
coat tails in 1858, And they have
almost managed to forgst how the
coat talls of 1956—those of Dwight
Eisenhower—murdered them ’in
their cities. S8o their present ar-
gument is very elemental. Why,
when the coat tails are pointed
their way, should they surrender
them, just to please the do-good-
ers?
Neither Dempsey nor Balley
chose to exercise any real pres-
sure against these sentiments.
Baliley, in fact, seem to purr even
more understanding of the posi-
tion of his local satraps than he
had in 1859, when he at least went
through the motions of speaking
for the bill in Democratic caucus.
The last ditch hope for the pos-
sibility that the 1961 session
might distinguish itself by one
clear enactment which was in the
public interest rested with the
chance that Republican State
Chairman Ed May might become
its hard-boiled champion in his
legislative barterings with Balley
and make the optional lever bill
one of the thingas the Republicans
really fought for. No sign of any
such effort by May appeared on
the surface, and, to tell the truth,
he would have been biting the lev-
er that brought him to eminence if
he had gone down the line for
the bhill. Ridi the Eisenhower
coat tajls.in 1058, thanks to .the
straijght party lever,  May was
even able to ride past the re-
doubtable Democratic machine of
Hartford and into Congress and
thus into his present career. The

500 word length. Much of the docu-
ment was devoted to reviewing
Russia’s threats and demands and
rebuffing them point by point.

Referring to the Soviet proposal
that West Berlin be made a ‘'free
city,” with withdrawal of 'the 11 -
000 man garrison maintained by
the three western powers, the
United States said:

“The Boviet government would
thus seek to extend its postwar
empire by the absorption of the
eastern sector of Berlln and to
shift the 4-power principle from all
of Berlin to the western part of
the city alone.”

“Weekend golfers who cut
strokes off their scores by study-
ing the tips of their favorite pro-
fessional players also should ad-
here to the rules of golf safety fol-
lowed by the money players,” ac-
cording to Doug Ford, 1957 U. 8.
Mastera Tournament winner,

Ford, who has played among the
top 10 golf money winners for the
past nine straight years, has told
the Allstate Safety Crusade that a
golf ball, traveling at the speed
attained on long shots, can serious-
ly injure or even kill a player.

To avoid hitting another golfer
or being hit, Ford urges golfers to
observe the following safety rules:

1. Never shoot off the tee untfl
the players ahead have made thelr
second shots, or are safely out of
driving range.

2..Always lot the yer whose
ball les farthest fro?nh the green
shoot first, All other golfers in the
foursome should stay behind the
mmwun; until the shot Is In

8. Always be alert for wild shots
from golfers in other falrwsys,
and before making your shot con-
sider whether It might endanger
players In another falrway if it
goes nstray.

Cobb’s Records Stand
|As Baseball Monument

Atlanta, J uly 18 (#)—Ty Cobb, whose many records stand
as 8 towering monument to the fiercest competitor ever to

is dead at 74. P

The incomparable Georgia Peach
died yesterday of cancer of the
prostrate gland. The diagnosis,
first made in 1850, was not made
public until' death claimed the
basebnll great at Emory Univer-
sity Hospial, Cobb, who had made
several trips to Emory, entered
the hospital for the last time
June 5.

“In addition to the cancer, he
had diabeles and chronic heart
disease,” Cobb's physician, Dr.
Hugh Wood, said. Wood said X-
ray examinations in December,
1958, showed that the cancer had
spread to the pelvic bone and
vertebrae.

"He died peacefully and without
pain,” thé physician reported.

With Cobb during his last days
were his son, James, two daughe
ters, Miss Shirley Cobb and Mrs,
Beverly McLauren, all of Cali-
fornia; and his first wife, the for-
mer Charlie Marion Lombard of
Auvgusta, Ga. The Cobbs were mar-
ried in 1908 and divorced in 1947,
Two years later, Cobd married
Mras., Frances Cass of Builiio,
N.Y., and they were divorced.

Private Funeral

Private funeral services will be
held Wednesday at 3 p.m. (EST)
in the chapel of the Thomas Mc-
Gahea Funeral Home, Cornelia,
Ga., with burial at nearby Roy-
ston, The family requested that in
lieu of flowers, contributions be
made to the Cobb Education Foun-
dation.

Death thwarted Cobb's desire to
build & home—"in which to die,"
as he put it—atop a mountain
near Cornelin in Northeast Geor-
gla only a few miles from the
narrows community where he wasg
born Dec. 18, 1886.

“I came back to Georgia to die,”
Cobb said in one of his last inter.
views “I'm a small town boy who
never got used to the big lighta”

He spent most of his retirement
years at Atherton, Calif,, and at
Lake Tahoe, Nev. before return-
ing to his native state in 1958. He
lived in a small apartment in Cor-
nelia,

He quit baseball after the 1928
sedson with a lifetime batting
average of 367, highest in the his-
tory of the game. He batted only
240 in his first seeson as a De-
roit outfielder in 1905, then topped
300 for 23 consecutive years, his
last two at Philadeiphia, He man-
aged Delrojt for six years start-
ing in 1921,

Cobb led the Amenican Lesgue
in hitting for 12 peasons, nine of
them consecutive. He hit over .400
three times, compiled a Mfetime
total of 4,181 hits, scored 2,244
runs and stole 802 bases. He slole
96 bases in 1915 for one of his
many all-time records,

Cobb’s position at the summit
of baseball was emphasized in
1936 when baseball writers award-
ad him 222 of a possible 226 votes,
more than they gave Babe Rulh,
Hans Wagner or Christy Mathew-
son when the first group was en-
shrined in baseball's Hall of Fame.

“I wouldn't change a thing"”
Cobb declared recently in review-
ing his baseball career. "I played
wery game to the hilt, I al-
ways played to win. But I never
filed my spikes the way they said
[ did, and I never deliberately
spiked anyone in my like.”

Cobb was frequently critical of
power baseball after his retire-
ment. He deplored the trend
away from finesse, c

He was s mellower man in‘ his
last few years, and he talked less
of baseball. Projects close to his
heart, besides the home on the
mountain, were Cobb Memorial
Hospital at Royston, Ga., near his
birthplace, and the Cobb Education
fund. He endowed’ the hospital
and the fund from the considerable
wealth he accumulated through
investmentsa. He set aside money
for the care of indigent patients,
and his education furld provided
money for college studies by needy
boys and girils.

New Haven, July 18 (#)—Evend
while he was starring with the De-
troit Tigers, for three years during
his prime Ty Cobb was often seen
on Sunday afternoons playing
baseball in New Haven.

Sunday baseball waa allowed
here, though, and George Weiss,
who managed the Colonials before
moving up to his eventual role'as
general manager of the New York
Yankees, capitalized on the situa-
tion.

He would bring In a major
league team to play an exhibition
against his team. And if the Tigers
were on an Eastern tour and ldle
because of the Sunday ban, Cobb
would ofte.. come to New Haven
and help the Colonials against the
major leaguers.

This was during 18186, 1917, and

Reminiscing yesterday, Falsey,

As it turned out, the
Red .Sox went home red faced.

Hartford, July 19 (®)—
Drivers who deliberately vio-
late the motor vehicle laws—
such as highway drag racers
—should have their licenses
suspended for long periods,
State Police Commissioner
Leo J, Muleahy said today.

Those who are not only delib-
erate but also consistent and con-
tempuous violators, the ocom-
minssioner said, should be deprived
of their licenses permanently,

"We're fighting drag reces all
ovar the state of Connecticut,”
Muleahy sald. "They hold races on
our congested highways in delib-
erate violation of our laws. They
usé ruses to evade apprehension.

“Because the races are continu-
ing and the chances of innocent
users of the highways being ser-
fously injured, it is necessary to
take drastic suspension action.

"We expected to find that the
drag races would be young teen-
agers. Actually, most of those ar-
rested have been over 18 and many
of them in thelr 20's,

“I would like to see the licenses
of drag racers picked up on the
highways, suspended for at least
one yeéar — and longer in cases
where the drivers have records
showing previoua contempt for the
motor vehicle laws,

“T think drivers whose records
show deliberate and constant con-
tempt for the laws should be de-
prived of their licenses forever,

"Of courss ¥t is a hardship to
be denied the privilege of driving
an automobile. In many cases a
CAT 18 an occupational necessity.
