4-Year Roads Program 
Will Cost $580 Million

A 4-year, $580,302,000 construc­

tion progrram was announced today 
by the Connecticut State Highway 
Department.

Commissioner Howard S. Ives is­
sued a progress report which he 
said includes all federal. Interstate, 
primary', secondary, urban and non- 
federal projects and supersedes all 
preWous programs issued by the 
department.

It combines the remaining con­
struction of the $484 million pro­
gram approved in 1959 with the 
$150 million program trf the 1961 
General Assembly.

Ives said his department will is­
sue quarterly progress reports on 
the mammoth program.

Ives said that for some nine 
months, progress on the $484 mil­
lion program was delayed due to 
lack of federal funds to complete 
the interstate system as originally 
planned. Passage by Congress June 
29 of the 1961 Federal Aid High­
way Act has now erased that ob­
stacle.

The commissioner said money is 
now definitely earmarked for each 
highway route as deslgrnated in the 
schedtile of highway construction 
up to June 30. 1965.

Ives said his department haa 
already completed ‘ 'a tremendous 
amount” of planning and design 
since the $150 million highway 
construction program bill was 
pas.sed by the 1961 state legisla­
ture and signed June 13 by Gov. 
John N. Dempsey.

He stressed that “It will not be 
a crash program, but rather an 
accelerated program that ha.s been 
well planned and desigpied to meet 
•very need.”

and dates for advertising bids have 
been set in several localities, ex­
plained IVes, who added that plans 
have been made to obtain addition­
al consultants and to reassign cer­
tain key engineers as quickly as 
possible.

The segment of Interstate 84 
from Danbury to Southbury, is not 
Included in the report, because it 
is already well along. From 
Southbury to Manchester, all plan­
ning and survey work are com­
plete, and along much of this di.s- 
tance, design work, the next phase. 
Is at least half done.

The fourth phase, preparing 
rights of way, Is still in the future

for the stretch from Southbury to 
the Hartford area, but In West 
Hartford, Heu-tforjl, and East 
Hartford, this phase is substanti­
ally complete.

Bids for the construction of the 
unfinished portions of the express­
way will be advertised at various 
times, some sections this summer 
and* others from month to month 
until the final ones are advertised 
in spring 1963.

The Highway Department said 
that as a' general rule, each pro­
ject on the expressway system 
will be finished and in use by the 
public within two years after the 
advertising for bids. Thus. Con­
necticut drivers should be able to 
travel the length of Interstate 84 
by spring 1965.

The planning, survey, and de­
sign work for Interstate 91, which

Flood Deaths Hit 12 
In Charleston, W.Va.

Elizabethville, Katangsu July 20 
CTi — Molse Tahombe'a Katanga 
government threatened today to 
seek Soviet help to prevent this 
rich secessionist province from be­
ing forced to join a united Congo.

XIlnlBter of the Interior Gode- 
frold Munongo choi’ged that the 
U.N. Security (Council -  - and the 
■United States — was determined to 
unite the countrv' "without taking 
into account the legitimate a.spira- 
tions of the Congolese people.”

He told a news conference that 
the Security Covmcll would not he.s- 
Itate to use It.s “ international mili­
tary potential” to get its way.

Declaring he wa-s speaking for 
Tshombe. who is supposed to be 
111. the Katanga cabinet minister 
said:

“If the future of our country de­
mands It we shall not hesitate, with 
our African brothers, to call for 
Soviet aid.”

The Soviet Union has repeatedly 
denounced Tshombe as "lackey” of 
the Belgians. For the Russians to 
answer his call for help 'w'ould be 
tantamount to Moscow's switch in 
signing the non-aggression pact 
with Hitler's Germany just before 
World War H.

The Katanga government’s 
threat came as the members of the 
three other Congo factions- Presi­
dent Jo.seph Kasanibu's Central 
government, the Leftist rebel re- 
^m e of Antoine Gizenga and the 
separatist mining state of South 
Kasai—gathered at Lovanluni Uni­
versity outside Leopoldville for a 
reopening of the Congo parlia­
ment.

Tshombe, favoring a loose fed­
eration Instead of a strong central 
government, lias boycotted the 
Leopoldville meeting, which is ex­
pected to form a new Congo gov­
ernment. *

The Katanga president said he 
would send a delegation only af­
ter a summit meeting of leaders of 
the'various factions at which pre­
sumably he would trj’ to put 
across his federation Idea.

Munongo said his government 
had sent a. telegram to the Soviet-, 
.backed Gizenga in Stanleyville, 
appealing for a 2-party meeting 
if the others refused to take part.

The appeal said: "Wishing to 
contact you to find solution to 
Congolese crisis. Please advise po.s- 
sibllity of meeting within shortest 
delay.”

XIonongo said that the Soviet 
Union was the only power capable 
at the present time of helping its 
frends. He attacked the western

Cliarleston. W. 'Va., July 20 (4>)—< 
A violent rainstorm, with boiling 
clouds so low they seemed to skim 
the hilltops, deluged Charleston 
last night. The downpour trans­
formed brooks into roaring riv­
ers that spread death and destruc­
tion down the area’s narrow val­
leys.

Twelve persons were confirmed 
dead. Six of them are -children.

Five thousand homes and office 
buildings were without electricity.

reduce the threat of fires and ex­
plosions.

The storm, in less than four 
hours, dumped more than five 
Inches of rain on the area—a rec­
ord for the city.

Small creeks that usually dry 
up in the summer became raging 
torrents that picked up buildings 
as if they were children's blocks 
and dashed them against each 
other.

FTom 200 to 4do homes were 
reported oeriously damaged or 
destroyed.

The steepness of the hillside 
quickly dumped the rainfall into 
the narrow troughs. The water 
built up force and its momentum 
swept everything in Its path.

Families straggled into hastily 
prepared shelter areas st the 
Salvation Army and Union Rescue 
Xlission centers. The smell of hot 
coffee blended with the odor of wet 
blankets.

A young girl, red-eyed with 
worry aboul the rest of her fam­
ily, held a chubby child belonging 
to a neighbor on her lap. She was 
too numbed even to give her name.

travels at 55.

"In XIaine,” he continued, ”we 
consider any road to be first class 
if you don't knock the bottom off 
the car or gel stuck in Uie mud.

"In Maine, 90 per cent of Uie 
drivers were exceeding the speed 
limit. They couldn’t pinch them f  1 
so the speed limits were upped. It 
is hair raising.”

He said the posted speed on the 
Maine Turnpike is 70 miles an 
hour.

“ Whenever you see a Maine car 
coming,” Hendrickson said, "You 
should get to one side. I’m from 
there and I know ■what I'm talk­
ing about. Look at the holiday 
records. XIaine usually has the 
worst record in the New England 
states for safety.”

San Juan, Puerto Rico, July 20

Water in three reservoirs and a 
pump station in Manchester were 
certified as safe for drinking pur­
poses, after a periodic -test of 
samples by the Connecticut.

Samples were tested from the 
Charter Oak pump station,Porter 
Reservoir, Roaring Brook Reser- 
v’oir and Highland Park Reservoir 
on Jjuly 14.

State reports received at the 
Manchester Health Department 
office today noted that "the fig­
ure for color is slightly high for 
a sample of water from a public 
supply” on the basis of a sample 
from Porter Reservoir taken at the 
tap at the Highland Park School. 
Color can be caused by minerals 
or organic matter. However, all 
samples had less than'2.2 coliform 
organisms per niilloliters, which is 
considered a desirable standard.

He led a 
club to East’s ace and got a spade 
return, just as he wished.

South finessed the Jack of spades 
to the queen, and West returned 
the eight of spades ' t6 force out 
the king. West shrewdly kept the 
three of spades to make sure of 
having an entry to his partner’s 
spades.

Runs Clubs
Now South ran the clubs. West 

had to find two discards, and only 
the first was easy. West threw the 
low diamond without pain, but his 
next discard waa sheer torture.

West couldn’t tljow  the ace of 
diamonds since that would give 
South the rest of the tricks. West 
couldn't throw a heart, since that 
would give dummy an extra heart 
trick.

After some agonized thought. 
West discarded the three of spades. 
By this time South had no doubt 
as to what was going on. He gave 
up a diamond to the ace and won 
the rest when West was unable to 
lead a spade.

Curiously, enough, the result 
would be differenet if declarer 
tackles the clubs at the second 
trick instead of leading a diamond.

It of­
fered two works for woodwind 
solo with orchestra, a new sym 
phony tWTitten for the series, by 
Julius Gaideli.s) and the always 
popular Scherzo from Mendels 
sohn's Incidental music to "A Mid­
summer Night’s Dream. "

Michael Mennone was featured 
In the solo portions of Telemann's 
“ Suite for Flute and Strings" to 
open the program. This was a de 
lightful number, in which .Mr. 
Mennone was heard to splendid 
advantage. He' has a good tone, 
excellent technique and. best of 
ail, he ha.s a fine sense of ŝ ..̂ le 
and phrasing.

Written for Series
The sixUi Symphony by Julius 

Gaidelis came next on the pro­
gram. He is Lithuanian by birth 
and American by residence. Hear­
ing about the festival concerts last 
year, he decided to write a sym­
phony expre.ssly for the series.

It turned out to be a well-con­
structed symphony ip which Mr 
Gaidelis demonstrated t hat ,  in 
general, he knows what he is 
about. His thematic ideas do not 
always follow each other with 
great lucidity and logic, but at 
least he has musical ideas. This is 
more than can be said of many of 
his contemporaries.

His wealUi of invention is some­
what detrimental to the composi­
tion as a whole, since he abandons 
thenxes before they have been well 
explored. This made the composi­
tion, as a whole, seem episodic, 
even within the movements.

It is a very difficult work, and 
Mr. Marijo.sius and the orchestra 
accorded it a seemingly excellent 
performance. The composer was 
on hand and received the plaudits 
of the large audience.

Following intermission. Barbara 
Kolb was heard as soloi.st in Bu­
soni’s “Concertino for C l a r i n e t  
and Orchestra.” She denionstra'/i 
gdod digital dexterity, but un­
fortunately this was about as far 
as her abilities went. Her tone is 
not remarkable, and she lacks 
style and contiction. Still the per­
formance was adequate, if not in­
spiring.

The program closed with the 
Mendelssohn wprk already noted 
Here the orehestra played superb­
ly, and the woodwinds were heard 
to excellent advantage. Mr. Mari- 
Josius elected a fairly deliberate 
tempo and once again demonstra­
ted that he Is an excellent conduc­
tor.

Brandt Doubfs 
War on Berlin

((Tontinued from Page One)

Brandt said that in the first 18 
days of this month, 15,624 ref­
ugees had registered in 'West Ber­
lin. This is about double the aver­
age rate. There were also many 
thousands who did not register. 
About 2 ^  million have come since 
1949, he added. Asked what could 
be done about this, Brandt replied;

"We cannot sit here In safety 
and say: 'Don’t come.’ ”

He said he had not heard of any 
Communist measures to stop the 
flow.

Brandt refused to be drawn into 
a controversy w i t h  Chancellor 
Konrad Adenauer, who said re­
cently a panic had broken out In 
Communist-ruled areas. Brandt, a 
Socialist, seeks to replace Aden­
auer, a Christian Democrat, at 
the head of the West German gov­
ernment, in elections Sept 17.

Brandt said Commimist charges 
that the refugees are being lured 
away to the West Is propaganda.

He denounced what he called the 
"Incompetence and shabbiness" of 
the East German Communist re- 
pme. This was shown, he said, by 
its supply crisis, the flight of the 
refugees and its action against 
the big church rally now going on 
In Berlin.

Earlier, the Communists as­
sailed Protestant 1 e a d e r s who 
brought thousands of church peo­
ple into Berlin for a meeting de­
spite a Red ban.

The attack was led by Otto 
Winzer, deputy foreign minister of 
the Communist East German re­
gime. He wrote a half-page article 
in the official Communist daily ac­
cusing Eugen Gerstenmaier, presi­
dent of the West German par­
liament and a leading Protestant 
layman, of b e i n g  a “Goebbels 
propagandist.”

An editorial In the same paper,' 
Neues Deutschland, put the label 
"Front Line (Sty Apostle” on 
Kurt Scharf, chairman of ' the 
Evangelical Church in Germaiiy.

Both men played a promlhent 
part in organizing 5-day kirch- 
entag, which has attracted 30,000 
active Protestants to the divided 
city. According to some esti­
mates, aa many as a third have 
come from R^-ruled areas, al-' 
though the Commlunists have said 
that their attendance Is Illegal.

The kirchentag, normally held 
every'two years, opened Wednea-, 
day with sermons in both East and 
West Berlin.

Last night an "evening of meet­
ing" brought thousan(fa of East 
and West Germans together— 
Catholics, Protestants Md Jev/s— 
on the grounds of the 'west Berlin 
Zoo. .- e  ’—^

Today, East and West Germans 
join in seven discussion sessions 
on such topics as "politics,” "Eco­
nomics and society." and "Jews 
and CJhristians.” It had been 
planned to hold some of these In 
East Berlin, but the Contmunist* 
banned everything there except 
church services,

For Nation’s Students

The Real Vs. The Impossible
The negotiations now opening In 

Washington for the establishment 
of a  New York to Moscow direct 
air route have several distinguish­
ing features.

First, they are negotiations for 
something each side wants, rather 
than negotiations for something 
neither side really wants.

Second, they are to be conducted 
as negotiations, rather than as a  
propaganda battle.

Third, if they fall no great dam­
age is done, no great crisis arises, 
and the assumption still is that 
the thing will come, although it 
may take a little more time, and 
negotiation at a subsequent time.

An these qualities of the nego­
tiations between Russia and the 
United States over the opening of 
a direct commercial air route, an 
eventuality both nations really ac­
cept, ' are in direct contrast with 
all those other negotiations be­
tween the two nations over possi- 
bllftles neither ever really 'wants 
to have happen, never really in­
tends to have happep, and would 
regard as calam ity. If they ever 
did happen.

Both Russia and the United 
States intend to have this sdr 
route. Neither intends to have 
war, elver Berlin or anything else. 
The air route is the real ptospect; 
war the Impossible bad dream-

What a pleasant and reassuring 
switch it would be, then, if the two 
countries should traiuifer their 
bombast and propaganida^^d in­
cessant mutual challenge to the 
question of the airrrottti, and ne­
gotiate soberly and quietly on the 
question of survival!

The tragedy of the failure of 
the optional lever party bill in the 
1961 session was that it didn't 
even really make political sense. 
So long as it exists as a special 
anachronism in Connecticut, one 
of the two states among the 50 
who retain it, the rigid party lev­
er will gore everybody’s ox In 
turn; even the politician’s them­
selves would find the free lever’s 
alternation of favors more satis­
fying because it would bear some 
relation to their own talent and 
effort. Under the present sys­
tem, they are-either free riders or 
helpless victims of whatever set 
of coat tails happens to come 
along. They themselves as well 
as the voters, are chained to the 
rigid party lever, and It gives even 
to their local machines on ly  that 
kind of artificial strength which 
is ultimate weakness in real test. 
It would make long range political 
sense for the politicians them­
selves to make sure people find it 
easy to vote the way they want to 
vote.

We must, on the other hand, 
concede more valid practical po­
litical motivation for the other 
great failure of the 1961 session 
in the realm of the public Inter­
est. This-failure was its refusal
to do anyhing about changing the 
size of the House of Representa­
tives arid redistricting the State 
Senate. This was an obligation 
evein more Imperative thsm that 
Involved In simplifj'lng voting 
machine procedure.

But when the politicians—and 
again. In this instance. It was the 
Democrats who prevented progrress 
—defeated these reforms one could 
at least credit them ■with having 
real, 'tangible practical grounds 
for their refusal.

Two great Imperatives stand be­
fore the Connecticut system of 
politics, and will continue standing 
there until they are enacted, as 
they moat certainly will be some 
day.

One of them, raised to the emer­
gency point by the creation of 
real salaries a t last for members 
of the 'LeglslatUPe and by the cen­
sus-dictated Increases in the mem­
bership of the House of Repre 
sentatives, calls for some reduc 
tion In the membership of the 
House. There is only one clear 
and simple solution, and that Is 
to make it a House of 169 mem­
bers. one for each city or town 
in the state.

The second great Imperative 
for Connecticut Is to r^ is tric t 
the State Senate, and end the ri­
diculous burlesque of popular rep­
resentation which now exists In 
that body. And what seems as 
good a redlstrictlng plan as has 
ever been proposed was before 
this 1961 session of the General 
Assembly, as a  result of the work 
of the bl-partlsan Cooper Com­
mission.

On merit, and from the point 
of view of the welfare of the state, 
both plans would have been adopt­
ed Jp this 1961 session. 
dfliObiolhebcv. Vmemem

There wns no doubt, however 
that one political party, the Dem­
ocratic, stood to lose some present 
advantage by both plans. Both 
the reduction of the House to 169 
members and the proposed redis­
tricting of the Senate would have 
operated to shade normal Demo­
cratic chances of wdnning seats 
In both bodies. In time, shifting 
population trends may alter both 
prospects; for the moment, how­
ever, they are real and undenia'ole. 
The Democrats, therefore, created 
a deadlock w'hich looks almost In­
soluble, even though any long 
range student of politics knows 
that it must one day >ield to the 
public necessity represented by the 
Inordinate expense of the present 
House of Representatives, and by 
the Inordinate distortion of the 
principle of popular representa­
tion which is to be found in the 
make-up of the State Senate.

 ̂ cup of melted butter or drippings, 

tablespoon of boiling water, and 
a whole raw egg. Dribble this mix­
ture oyw the bread crumbs.

Arrangestuffed olives in a row 
on the lon^side of the steak. Be­
gin the roll of the meat around the 
olives and tie th e r i^  firmly. Flour 
the outside. Brown ilKone-quarter 
cup of butter or bacon OTlroings in 
a roaster tor deep eartnejjware 
baker. ''

Place six whole mushrooms 
three small onions into the roaster 
and sprinkle ail lightly with 
pepper and paprika. Add one cup 
of red wine. Rtoast the meat in a 
350 degree oven for about two 
hours. Serve hot or cold. This reci­
pe serves six.

will run north from New Haven to 
Hartford, are almost all done. A 
small start on preparation of 
rights of way has begun in the 
New Haven area and this phase 
is well along in the Hartford area.

Again, the dates for advertising 
for bids range up too early 1963, 
making the probable date for com­
pletion of the entire project early 
1966.

Much of the Connecticut Turn­
pike has been designated part of 
Interstate 95, except that where 
the turnpike turns northeast in 
Waterford, Interstate’ 95 will peel 
off and continue to parallel the 
shoreline.

At the western end of the turn­
pike, where there are only two In­
terstate 95 projects, the planning 
is about half done on an inter­
change with the proposed Route 7 
expressway in Norwalk and it is 
finished for the Interchange with 
the proposed Route 25 expressway 
in Bridgeport.

Work on Interstate 95 in eastern 
Connecticut consists of building 
the highway from where it leaves 
the turnpike in Waterford to 
where it meets the Rhode Island 
state line in Stonington. Ail plan­
ning and survey work and much 
of the desigm work are done on

^thls segment, but there ha.<i been 
very little preparation of rights of 
way and no construction, accord- 
'Ing to the report.

Another expressway. Interstate 
291, will allow motorists on Inter­
state 91 to pull off before reaching 
Hartford and skirt the southern 
end of the city and link into Inter­
state 84 in Farmington.

AH the planning is complete on 
Interstate 291 and the survey work 
and nearly half of the design work 
is done on the Rocky Hill-Newlng- 
ton segment of it.

The only other expressway cur­
rently contemplated in the state 
highway program -is Interstate 
491, a  short one just south of Hart­
ford that will link Interstatfe 91 
with Interstate 84 in Ea.st Hart­
ford, again to avoid bringing un­
necessary traffic into Hartford. 
All plsmning and survey work are 
done, and the design work is well 
along on the Interchange with 
Interstate 91 and the bridge ap­
proaches.

The total estimated coat for 
work yet to be done on these ex­
pressway projects was given by 
the highway department as $175 
million for Interstate 84, $116 mil­
lion for interstate 91, $35 million 
for Interstate 95, $14.6 million for 
Interstate 291, and $11.4 million 
for Interstate 491.

But President Hahlb Bourguiba 
mounted a  diplomatic offensive to 
back up his civillan-mlUtary show 
of force. Ho took the case to the 
United Nations and broke diplo­
matic, but not consular relations 
with France over the Issue, a  bone 
of contention between France and 
Its former protectorate long be­
fore violence broke out yesterday.

Tunisian troops and dvlUan vol­
unteers resisted the French attack 
“heroically,” the radio said, and 
they suffered numerous dead and 
wounded.

Radio Tunis said French planes 
from the carrier Airomanches 
fired rockets in low-level attack^ 
on the barricades. I t  added that 
the planes were backed up by the 
big guns of the cruisers Colbert, 
Bouvet and Chevalier Paul. This 
reported artillery barrage appear­
ed to be a  cover for thrusts radio 
Tunia said were being made by 
French armored cars and tanks.

Earlier, French officials In 
Paris said the Blxerte garrison 
had been “obliged” to make sever­
al sorties this morning against 
“very limited" and close objectives 
to relieve the base from Tunisian 
pressure. One point o f pressure, 
the French said, threatened ap­
proaches to the command post oc­
cupied by the base commander. 
Vice Adm. Maurice Amman.

They said the pressure was be­
ing exerted by heavy and automat­
ic arms, and by Tunisian troops 
whose ranks had been consider­
ably swollen with civilians, includ­
ing women children.

The French said French para­
troops suffered one dead and three 
wounded in these excursions. They 
gave the Tunisian losses as “sev­
eral” killed and more than 50 sol­
d e rs  or armed civilians taken pris­
oner. President Bourguiba told a 
news conference before the new 
attack  was reported that 24 Tuni

Leopoldville, The Congo, July 20 
(Ah—Gen. Joseph Mobutu, Leo­
poldville commander-ln-chlef, an­
nounced today the unification of 
his army with' the forces of sep­
aratist Katanga, to be under his 
own personal command. The gen­
eral returned 'last night from 
talks with President Mo'se 
Tshombe of Katanga.

The unification provides, he 
said, fo t the exchange of officei s,

pooling ot military equipment and 
resources and a common train­
ing college, with instruction to be 
provided by the United Nations. 
The agreement would unite the 
11,600 members of the Katanga 
gendarmerie with Mobubu’s own 
army of 17,000 men.

The agreement specifically 
states that the military unifica­
tion "should not. prejudice any 
political settlement.”

Diplomats noted that the ac­
cord comes at a  time wnen 
Tshombe seems to be rejecting

U.S.f Allies to Confer 
On Military Buildup

,-ecy lid on yeaterday'a deciaiona 
pending a report to the nation next 
inie.aday night and a meeaage to 
Congreaa on Wedpeaday. The half 
liniir report tb the nation Tuesday 
flight at'lO.p.m. KDT will be car­
ried live on all radio and TV net- 
work.s.

Meanwhile, the Stale and De- 
fcn.*ie Department, Budget Bureau 
and other government agenciea In­
volved are to put into preciae and 
detailed form the plana for action 
growing out of yeaterday'fl basic 
policy decisions. Foreign govern- 
inents whose .cooperation is con­
sidered essential to the aucce.ss of 
the U.S, action program .will be 
Informed In the meantime and 
presumably congressional leaders 
will be consulted.

The President's decisions are un­
derstood to fall In three categories;

1. Those requiring actions for 
which he has the authority to take 
hlmseif. For example, as com­
mander In chief he can send one or 
more divisions to strengthen 
NATO defenses in Europe and can 
redeploy U.S. air and naval forces 
—all moves which have been under 
serious consideration' with the 
prospect that they wouTd be order­
ed, if and when the Berlin crisis 
grew more serious and threat­
ening.

The President also may decline 
a national emergency, a step whiidi 
imder the law enacted In- Con­
gress five years ago, wxiaild give

him automatic power to call up 
to a ipdllion armed forces reserv- 
isLs to active duty. Similarly it is 
within the power of Uie executive 
branch to increase the draft call.

2. Those declisons requiring leg­
islation in order to make them ef­
fective. Any substantial Increase 
in the level of the armed forces 
or setup in the rate of armament 
would require additional funds. 
The administration has made an 
Intensive study of the adequacy 
Of U.S. militarj’ power in the Hght 
of its global responsibilities since 
Khruschev announced about two 
weeks ago that he had halted the 
planned cutback in the size of 
Soviet forces.

3. Those deciisons reqiUjing 
joint action with U.S. allies. Such 
actions would cover inciease.s in 
conventional military strength in 
NATO forces in Europe, he Ken­
nedy administration for several 
months has been pressing the, 
European Allias to increase the 
adze of forces in being which would 
be ready for instant action should 
an armed conflict develop as a 
reeiHt of the d-ispute with Rtissia 
over the future of West Berlin.

Denying that the decrease waa 

seasonal, Mitchell told , a news 
conference:

"I think that the work of the 
welfare department, plus the. im­
pact of the actions of the city 
council (in ordering the new code 
into effect) ha.s caused this."

Mitchell said welfare cases 
would be processed under the new 
code at the rate of one a day—a 
pace that would require more than 
two years to go through the entire 
w-elfare roll of about ftOO.

"What difference does it make?" 
he commented when asked about 
this. "We w-ant Tb inve.stlgate 
each case positively."

Unwed mothers, will be advised 
in advance that bearing additional 
children out of wedlock would dis- 
qtiallfy them for relief. Mitchell 
.said, and each w'elfare client will 
be advised that the new code lim­
its welfare to three months in any 
one year. ,

Tile city manager said each cll 
ent will he asked what he is doing 
to get off relief and that the an- 
.swer will determine the vv-elfare 
comnii.s.sion's decision in each case.

Mitchell denied a published re­
port that part of the W'elfare staff 
was "in revolt" against adminis­
tering the new program. The de­
partment has Seven full-time case 
workers, one part-time worker 
and two supervisors.

Meanwhile, a new'spaper in New­
burgh’s neighboring Orange County 
city of, Middletow'n said Mitchell 
had been involved in a 810,000 
auditing mistake while he w-as 
town manager in Marple Township, 
Pa., and in a dispute over a gar­
bage disposal system while he was

assUtant city manager of Culver 
City, Calif.

In a copyrighted, story today, the 
Middletown Times Herald-Record 
said Mitchell, was fired at Culver 
City and a move was under way to 
a.sk for his resignation when he 
left Marple Township. The con­
troversies played an Important 
part in hia departure from both 
jobs, the newspaper said.

Apparently anticipating the 
charges, Mitchell earlier said an 
attempt to destroy his reputation 
iv-oiild be made. He declined to 
identify who would do it, but he 
issued a statement saying:

"It is necessary to destroy a 
man where it is impossible to des­
troy an iasUe. My background has 
been under investigation by those 
who would destroy me. Those who 
would qestroy m e...w ill use any 
means within their power to do 
so."

-Mitchell said Uie Marple Town­
ship shortage "was due to a cleri­
cal error by the tax collector and 
was adjuated immediately.”

Concerning Culver City. Mitchell 
said it would be asaerled he caused 
the firing of the city manager 
when he was assistant city mana­
ger there. ^

"This is not true,” he said, "since 
he stayed on as manager for two 
years after I left and waa dis­
charged for reasons having nothing 
to do w-ith me."

In answer to a question, Mitchell 
said he had not mentioned the 
Marple Township or Culver City in­
cidents to the members of the New­
burgh City Covmcil who chose him 
to take the local job la.st Septem­
ber after interviewing acores of ap­
plicants.

"There was no point to it," h< 
said, adding:

"Some people are just try 
now to make something out of 
them (the incidental' because they 
want to destroy me as a symbol 
of public welfare reform.

BtuUgkrj., Germany, July 20

Wilma shares the listed mark of 
11.3 with two others.

Her injury turned out to be a 
pull in the hamstring muscle but 
team physician. Dr. Dan Hanley, 
said after an examination he 
thought the triple Olympic gold 
medal winner from Tenne.ssce State 
would be able to compete in the re­
maining two mecLs of the Ameri­
can squad.

Spin Casting
It was the spin casting reel, 

strictl.v an American modification, 
t-hat rnade casters out o f millions.

The closed face spin casting reel, 
which mounts on the topside of a 
bait casting rod, operates on the 
same fixed spool principle but in 
addition to eliminating backlashes 
it is simpler to operate.

This reel, which now' ia used by 
an ever-increasing number of the 
nation’s 40 million fishermen, ia ao 
e#8y to uae that a novice, even 
without an Inatructor, can learn 
to throw it in 10 minutes.

On the back of the reel Is a but­
ton. When the rod is lifted for the 
back cast, the thumb depresses and 
holds the button down. When the 
forward cast is made, the button is 
released and the line comes off.

To retrieve, simply turn the 
crank. A tiny arm inside picks up 
the line. All spin cast reels have a 
mechanical drag, usually known as 
a dial, which can be set to play 
the fish properly. .

Casting w’ith some accuracy is 
equally as simple. Turn the rod un­
til the reel is on the side nearest 
you. Depress and hold the release 
button. , ,

Raise the rod to one o’clock (the 
tip w’ill be sligntly in back of the 
head). Keep the elbow against the 
side and then with the wrist alone 
give the rod a sharp flip,.

At about 11 o’clock (slightly in 
front of the head) release the but­
ton.

The reel dbps the rest.,

Escape Hatch Blows,
Sea Pours into Ship

Cape .Canaveral.,'^la., July 21 (IP) — Astronaut Virgil I. 

(Gu.*) Gri.ssom survived a 5,280-miIe-an-hour journey in 
space today, then made a dramatic swim for his life as his 
cap.sule plummeted to the bottom of the Atlantic ocean.

The capsule sank in 2,800 fathoms (16,800 feet) of water. 
Officials said no effort would be made to recover it.

Loss of the $2 million space craft and its equipment will 
not delay the Project Mercury program, which is aimed at 
placing a man in orbit a few months from now and on the 
moon later, an official said.

Films of Gris.som and his control panel went down with 
the capsule, but Robert C. Gilruth, Pi'oject Mercury director, 
said most of the information desired was received through 
telemetry. Earlier, a National Space Agency Information 
officer had indicated to newsmen that loss of the space craft 
might delay the program.

Gilruth .said it has not been determined whether this would 
I be the last suborbital flight. It had been suggested that 
: there might be two more before the attempt is made to fire 
 ̂a man into orbit.
i Grissom blew his escape hatch and left the sinking capsule 
jin the manner all astronauts had been taught in their rig- 
jorous training.
I E.xplosive bolts on the escape hatch were a new feature of 
ithe capsule, added since Shepard’s flight. Grissom blew 
j them by pulling a lever.

After swimming about 70 feet, Grissom was picked up by 
a helicopter two minutes after his escape from the capsule. 
Attempts to recover the space craft failed as it plummeted 
to the bottom.

“ Give me something to blow my nose. My head is full of 
sea water,” America’s No. 2 space man said when he was 
deposited on the deck of the aircraft carrier Randolph. 
Otherwise, he was reported in good condition.

tVhen he reached Grand Bahama^_______________
Island latec, Grissom explained 
that he removed a safety pin on 
the hatch preparatory to opening 
it when a helicopter was overhead.
Two and one-half minutes later, he 
arJd, the “door just went.”  Water 
poured in.

Tile hatch, a new feature of the 
capsule, was secured by 70 explo­
sive bolts. These would blow It in 
case of emergency for quick exit.
There was no explanation why 
they went off today.

Grissom rode 118 miles liigh on 
the nose of a Redstone rocket and 
303 miles down the Atlantic mis­
sile range. And he looked down on 
a view so fascinating he forgot 
momentarily that he had chores to 
perform d u r i n g  the 15-mlnute 
journey.

President Kennedy watched on 
television with millions of other 
Americans as Grissom followed 
the space trail blazed May 5 by 
Astronaut Alan B. Shepard Jr.
TTien he expressed "great pleasure 
and satisfaction” in a telephone 
call to Grissom on the Randolph.

The 35-year-old Air Force cap­
tain had flown higher (two miles), 
farther (one mile) and faster, (by 
210 miles) than Shepard.

His petite wife, Betty, who also 
sat glued to a TV s c r e e n  at 
Newport News, Va., disclosed al­
so that he "achieved a first."

She and their sons. Scott. 11, 
and Mark, -7, "talked by telephone 
to Gus as he lay flat on hla back 
in the capsule before it was 
launched." she said.

After making his escape from I 
the doomed space ship, Grissom i 
was not in danger of sinking.

The helicopter supposed to pick 
up Grissom developed engine 
trouble and a b^k-up helicopter 
team composed of Oapt. Phillip 
Upschulte'of Quincy, 111., and Lt.
George Cox of Eus'tis, Fla., made 
the r ^ u e .

The pickup was made at 8:51 
a.m. (BIDT), 31 minutes after the 
Redstone booster rocket thundered 
away from Cape Canaveral.

At 8:01 a.m., the Randolph re­
ported it had Grissom on deck. He 
wait smiling and appeared in ex­
cellent condition, none the worse
