Britain Nears
New Austerity

London, July 24 (#P)—f
Prime Minister Macmillan's
government today increased
postal, telephone and tele-
graph charges in an opening
move to get Britain's public

and private economy on an
even keel,
Postmaster General Reginald

Bevins told the House of Com-
mons the new rales are designed
to increass the revenue of the
Post Office Department by 25
miilion pounds ($70 million) &
year.

His announcement came 24
hours before the scheduled presen-
tation of & sweeping new austerity
program to Parliament,

The cabinet thisn morning ap-
proved these bell - tightening
measures, designed to combat in-
fiation and protect the pound
sterling.

The move also clears the way
for this island nation to open ne-
gotiations for membership In the
European Common Market.

The ministers met at the call of
Prime Minister Macmillan.

The program to which they
gave consent is expected to skim
off up to 200 million pounds (580
million) a year in shoppers' apend-
ing power,

It will be presented to the
House of Commons tomorrow by
the treasury chief—Chancellor of
the Exchequer Selwyn Lloyd.

Blaze Kills
6 Persons
In Lowell

Lowell, Mass,, July 24 (#)
~—A mother and five of her
10 children perished early to-
day when fire broke out in a
tenement building and.. de-
stroyed the flimsy structure
within minutes.

A sixth child In the Negro family
was still missing hours later and
was believed dead.

The mother, Mrs. Mattie Mary-
land, about 50, died when she raced
back into the burning, 3-story
building and fell two floors into
the rubble as a stalrway col-
lapsed.

Two older Maryland children
were haspitalized with burns but
were not considered in dangerous
condition. The other two children
In the family escaped unhurt.

The father, John J, Maryland,
was cut by glass hut was released
from a hospital after treatment.

Fire officials said the general
alarm blaze started on the third
floor and In “a matler of minutes"
it was too Iante to save the vic-
tims. The dead all were trapped in
a third floor apartment.

Peter Routsis, n neighbor, said
he saw the fire break out and help-
ed rescue several persons.

“T went up a ladder and got an
old man — he was about 78 — and
brought him down,"” Routsis said,
“The flames were all around and I
burned my arm & little. I saw this
woman who had come out rush
back into the building. I tried to

"It has quite a ways to go
pre=s secrelary Pierre Salinger
told reporters,

Asked lo explain, he maid, "I
think this thing has to go through
several redrafls.”

Salinger sald iU's expected to be
ready for distribution to newsmen
about 4 pm. EDT tomorrow,

Kennedy returned here today
after another weekend on Cape
Cod, where he worked over his ad-
dress with the help of aides.

That speech, to be broadcast na-
tionally on television and radio,
will reveal what measiires he haa
decided are necessary for the na-
tion to face up to the Soviet
threat to Berlin and world peace.
He will tell Congress on Wednes-
day what action he hopes it will
take to carry out his decisions.

The grave decision on how to
back ‘up Kennedy's notice to Mos-
cow that Berlin will be defended
at all cost was hammered out last
Wednesday at a meeting on the
national security council,

Kennedy went to his msummer
home at Hyanniz Port, Mass., for
the weekend to work over his
speech revealing that dacialon.

Whashington, July 24 (#)—The
possibllity that the defense of
Berlin—or some-other focal point
of East-West tension—may bring
nuclear disaster down on Ameri-
can homes, storea and factories
has touched off a searching review
of Civil Defense preparedness.

Golden Orest-8000.

Penny Ambrose, as you may re-
call, is the young violinist whom
you may have heard on the Tele-
phone Hour, She lives in Coventry,
so she {s another one of your
neighbors.

The collection comprises . some
very well-known works for violin,
and {s in fact a generous sampling
of the standard literatyre for the
instrument, If you have some fa-
vorite, it's probably on this disc,
which comprises relatively short
numbers for the most part.

By this I do not mean to infer
that they are not great music, but
merely that they are among the
smaller works of the violin litera-
ture.

In a letter to Kowalski some
two weeka ago, NLRB general
counsel! Stuart Rothman said that
the union was not able to substan-
tiate its charges legally because
company records were not avail-
able.

The company had informed the
NLRB, ha said, that the produc-
tion of such records was ‘ex-
cessively burdensome.”, Rothman
wrote that filing of a subpoena to
compel the company to produce
the neceasary data would be con-
sidered. However, a voluntary
submission would be pressed since
legal action in the federal courts
would be time consuming,

“TI am very unhappy over this
development since I don't feel these
people (Lthe union members) are
getting the kind of attention they
are entitled to,” the Congressman
commented today.

He sald that If the NLRB is un-
able to obtain records necessary
to complete an investigation in
such cases, “legislation may be
necessary to straighten these pro-
cedures out.”

The move to get an investiga-
tion underway was firat initiated
by Kowalski early this year after
he received some 100 letters from
union members in January. “He
complained to NLRB Washington
headquarters and in March a 5-
man team from the Boston Re-
gional Office of NLRB was sent
to East Hartford for interviews of
some 700-800 union members who
had filed individua! complaints.
The complaints revolved around
post-strike joba. /

Since that time there has been
no move by the Boaton office to
take the first step necessary in such
cases—filing of & complaint which
would preced formal hearings, or
dismissal of the union charge.

Hemochromeatosis is a disturb-
ance of (ron metaboliam. In |t,
vast deposits of iron discolor the
akin, giving it & bronzed appear-
ance, and settle in vital organs in-
terfering with thelr function like
sludge in a machine.*

Among the organs particularly |
affected are the liver, the repro-
ductive organs and the pancreas. |
And because of pancreatic involve-
ment most patients with hemo-
chromatosis have sugar in the
urine. Hence the disease ia called
“bronze diabetes.”

Until recently we were at a losa
to explain hemochromatosis or to
do anything to prevent or cure it.
Then, a chance observation, made
in Africa, provided a clue and a
possible means for prevention,

Briefly stated, a somewhat simi-
lar disturbance (cytosiderosis)
wax observed in natives who drank
beer brewed in iron vats, A study
of cytosiderosis muggested that the
disease was due, not to the beer
ns originally suspected, but to the
vast amount of iron that “was
drunk with the beer.

When certain patients with
hemochromatosis were studled in

“blood builders” or tablets or so-|
Jutions used to correct an anemia. |
Others had had repeated transfu-
sions.

Now the importance of this ex- |
planation of & rare disease to
young parenis rests in the pres-
ent tendency to overdose young-
stern (and certain oldsters) with
iron-containing tonics. Here are
some guiding facts to consider be-
fore resorting to iron medication
of any sort, at any age:

1. The normal blood count is |
very variable. For example, the
normal value for the red pigment
(hemoglobin) may be 8a low aa 11
grams in a baby three months old
and anywhere between 12 and 16
grams for adult women and men,

2. Particularly If blotter tests
are made, technical errors may re-
mult in a Jow reading. in terms of |
per cent, for a normal person, For
example, the three-month-old baby
with a normal content of 11 grams
may be read at 65 per cent. |

3. For required supplementa-
tion of the infant's diet, only mi-
nute doses of iron are needed. One
of the mosat popularly used iron
tablets contains enough iron in Its
daily dose to do a child for a few
months, \

4. The addition of other sub-
siances, such as manganese, folic
acid, hydrochloric acid and vita-
ming C and B12, to the simple iron |
sait accomplishes nothing useful |
to the patient {

5. The dally requirement of
fron during the period that the
infant is primarily on a milk diet
may be met by eariy additions of
iron-rich foods mich as puread
beans, apricots. pesas, pork or beef.

Now all this is a far cry from
the letter of inquiry about hemo-
chromatosis, but there may be les-
sons o be learned that will at
lsast save young parents xome
anxiety and considerable expense.

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The Dividends Of Force

Contingents of Tunisian troops
are on the move today. They are
being atr-lifted out of the Congo,
where they have been serving in
the United Nations police force
entrusted with the duty of pre.
serving order and promoting po-
litical stability in that former col-
ony of Belgium. They are on their
way home to their own country,
to bolster its armed strength in
fts quarrel with Its own former
colonial master, France. When
they get there, they may take part
in ' battle between Tunislan and
French troops, if the present pre-
carious cease-fire blows up. To
keep that cease-fire in effect, to
try to keep more violence out of
the post-colonial relationship of
France and Tunisia, has become a
United Natlons mandate and re-
sponsaibllity.

Serving in the Congo, these
Tunisian troops were a valuable
part of the symbolism of the
world's effort to make law rather
than resort to force the formula
for the seltlement of quarrels,
Back in Tunisia, these same troops
become part of the symbolism of
President Bourguiba's own impa-
tience with the formula of law and
his own rash resort to the rule of
force.

In the show of force he invoked,
the tough German mercenaries of
the French Foreign Legion made
quick mince meat of the less ca-
pable and less professional Tunis-
fan soldiers under his own com-
mand. “Bourguiba accepted a
oease-fire and turned back to the
concept of the United Nations be-
cause he was beaten; France ac-
cepted & cease-fire because it had
been able to teach Bourguiba a
quick and savage lesson; Its
cease-fire reasonableness implies
no acceplance of Bourgulba's de-
mand for immediate evacuation of
the French naval base at Bizerte,
nor does it imply '‘any acceptance
of United Natlons jurisdiction in
the dispute between France and
its former colony.

There the mix-up rests, for the
moment. The little war has been
halted, at least temporarily. The
settlement of the issues involved
may have become more, not leas
difficult. A little nation, which
was serving in the Congo as a ser-
vant of the international cause
aguinst the concept of force as the
ruling instrument of human and
national accomplighment, retires
from that service to try its own
PyYEmy resort to force. A great na-
tion, which has been having an in-
creasing number of  enlightened
moments in its liquidation of its
own old-time colonialism, has been
goaded into & temporary relapse
into punitive savagery.

This sets France back, in the
kind of role France has been try-
ing to play in the post-colonial
world, as much as it sets Tunisia
back, In {its aspirations for re-
sponsible as well as complete

' freedom. .

American scientists and policy
makers and advisers who are
anxious to have us resume testing.
It can almost be taken for grant-
ed, then, that, in three weeks, this
special committee, forced to rely
on what our scientists or military
leadership could provide in the
way of evidence, has nol come up
with any capacity to assert that
the Russians have been cheating.

But the other reality is this: the
special committee has to find it-
self equally powerless to swear
that the Russians haven't Dbeen
testing. You can't prove this kind
of negative. Under the circum-
stances, expecting an answer to
the kind of question Preaident
Kennedy posed to this speclal
commission is Uke expecting an
answer to the age old question of
whether you have stopped beating
your wife.

One assumes there I8 no evi-
dence the Russians have been
testing. But, on the other hand,
there can hardly be positive evi-
dence thal they haven't been test-
ing.

We are inclined to view this as a
foolish question, and to doubt that
it could really get the kind of an-
swer that either deserved to be
made public or to claim the right
to guide the President In his de-
clsion about negofialing with the
Russinns or resuming nuclear
testing of our own. The President
may - pretend to find some guld-
ance in this report; but the issue
he ought to face will, we think,
remain exactly the same. Never
mind asking {mpossible questions
about what somebody elss may be
doing. What iz sight for America
to do?

Hanford’s Dubious Offspring

Anybody who tried to wrestle
very long with the problem of just
where this semi-capitalistic econ-
‘omy of ours draws its lines he-
tween free and public enterprise,
between private industry and sub-
sidized or nationalized industry,
would soon be templed into the
shallow conclusion that we are
pragmatiats first, and followers of
creed and principle only second.

There has never been much de-
bate in principle, for instance, over
whether it should be the federal
government or private industry
which should huild the glant new
plutonium plant which (s to be
completed out at Hanford, Wash.,
next year. Only the government
could afford it and swing it, just
as only the government sustains
many of the industries we consid<
er essential for the nalional de-
fense,

One of the by-products of this
plutonium plant is going to be,
however, an hourly production of
some 11,000,000 polinds of steam,
which is going to be the largest
single source of steam energy. in
the world. And we are; down at
Washington, trying to have a de-
bate, in the realm of piinciple,
over what should be done with this
handsome by-product.

The advocales of private power
and privale enterprise, and the
representatives of the coal Indus-
try, ars arguing that, to protect
principle and keep the government
from golng more deeply into the
power business, we should just Jet
this steam escape.

The advocates of public power,
and thg people who think that the
federal government ought to get
more deeply into sore of our busi-
ness anyway, are all for having
the government follow through on
its opportunity at Hanford, and
spend §65,000,000 to build the gen-
erating plant which would convert
all this escaping steam into elec-
tricity for the Pacific Northwest.
The House, lining up by princi-
ples, voted this proposal down the
other day., Then the Sgnate re-
vived it, and approved it. And in-

l| dlcations are that the pragmatists

will eventually ruls the day, and
make the final decision in Con-
gress one to bulld the generating

Q — How does a “dlacount
rate” differ from interest added on
a loan?

His final remarks from the
stand were in answer to questions
put to him by the presiding judge
of the tribunal which will decide
if he hangs or nol.

Soldler In the S8

*You have told the court that
you took an oath as a soldier and
could not break {1."” presiding Jus-
tice "Moshe Landau safid, “Were
yoit a soldier in the SS?"

“Yes, at least T had a duty and
T felt that duty in my heart”
Eichmann replied.

“Was the work in the head se-
curity office a soldier's work?"
Landau demanded.

“That's what we were told,. We
did not use weapons, but I might
say we used to drill every morn-
ing and hold parades.” -

Landnu probed Eichmann's early
connection with the Nazl party
and asked: ‘“Did yvou not know the
Nazi party was extremely anti-
Semitic?"

“Well, I never troubled with
these things," Eichmann gaid. T
was never an antl-semite. T had to
go to my superiors with every little
trifle. T did not deal with these
things. T had to keep my nose in
the card index file,”

Landau shook Eichmann by
quoting his earlier testimony in
which he declared he neveritried to
leave the S8 during the war.,

“It is my impression from what
vou say today that you remalned
in the SS because you well knew
there was no way of getting oul,”
the Judge said. “But now, I read
in earlier testimony that you sald,
‘T remained in the S8S out of my
own free will and choice.'

“These are your own words,
They must mean you remained in
tha S8 out of your own fres will,
Is that correct?”

Admits Contradiction

“Yes, that Is true, your honor.
There is a contradiction here”
Eichmann conceded. “Even if a
man wanted to leave the SS, he
could not do so after the outbreak
of war. To put it frankly, a person
did not give it a thought.”

Eichmann denied he ever made
threatening speeches to Jews de-
ported to & giant ghetto pldnned

He alpo denied documaentary evi-
dence that he watched Jews load«
ed on trains for deportation to ex-
termination campa in the east

“I never watched people loaded
on trains. I was never sent on
such mission,"” Eichmann decl

But Landau forced Eichmann to
admit he received and carried out
instructions to omit from the min-
utes of the nortorious Wannsee

“I did read the paper avidly"
Eichmann admitted, “but as for my
inner attitude on anti-semitism in
the paper, I did not care about
these things, I read the paper be-
cause it was the only way we could
get the news we needed.”

Landau asked Eichmann how he
looked on the 1836 Nuernberg ra-
cial laws which decreed that Jews
be cleared from the Reich,

“I felt that nothing is as bad
as it appears,” Eichmann said.

“My attitude wes that these
things would not be carried out.
We thought that when it came to
implementation, these things
would not be carried out."

The presiding judge asked Eich-
mann why, if he was such a small
and insignificant cog in the Gea-
tapo apparatus, he was not trens-
ferred

“As a high ranking officer in
the Gestapo, you should have been
glad to take the initiative, to make
decisions, To be hard and strict,
is that correct? Landau esked.

“Well, I could be stemn toward
myself but not to others,” Eich.
mann said, I was known for disci-
pline and obedience, My chief, (88
Gen, Heldrich) Mueller was also
known for these things. I felt he
was a counterpart. I was known
for my accuracy and that its why
I waa valuable.”

The conclusion of Eichmann's
direct testimony marked the final
stage of the so-called “case in
chief."”

The next phase, expected after
a week's recess, will be the prose-
oution and defense summing up.
The verdict ls expected in October.

It counld happen if the Allies—
who =et up their NATO military
Alliance to defend western Europe
~ chickened on defending Berlin,
preferring to lel {t go rather than
face war for |t,

Therefore, Kennedy's tough talk
to Americans, to alert them to
the possibility of war and raliy
them to his support in stepping up
defense, will be tough talk in two
other directions also:

To the Russians, to warn them
not to push their luck; and to the
Allies in REurope to stiffen their
backbona by assuring them of
American determination to stand
with them against the Russian
menace.

And if he talks about: adding
more divisions to the American
armed forces, it will be a direct
needie. to the Allies to do more in
their own defense, Those NATO
Allles were ofiginally supposed to
produce 96 divisions.

But now In Europe—where Rus-
sia probably has moras than 100 di-
visions to throw into a fight —
NATO hna nbout only 22, Five of
them l” American. Even if they

“increased thelr divirioﬁn. the Allies

wouldn't be In a good spot for
ground war,

The Russians know this,
unless Kennedy has changed his
mind, he thinks so, too. Asked in
an interview 17 months ago if the
Allies are in & position to fight
anything but & muclear war, Ken-
nedy said no. |

If he still feels that way then
anything he sayvs tonight — about
building up ground forces —will be
more for the paychological effect
on Lthe Russians, by showing Amer-
ican determination, than for any
visible practical effect,

Nevertheless, Kennedy {s not
likely to sound belligerent. He will
probably leave a door open for ne-
potiation with the Russians aboul

Berlin.

This is exactly what he did

In advance of his 10 p.m. EDT
radio-TV brondeast, Kennedy
acheduledt his usual Tuesday
morning  White House meeting
with  Democratic - congreasional
lenders.

But House Speaker Sam Ray-
burn, D-Tex., told newamen after
the meeling that "the President
didn’t tell us what he Is going to
say tonight.” He added that “of
course I wouldn't tell you” even
It the President had discussed hiw
speech.

Informed sources sald Kenne-
dy’'s strategy was set to provide
for a step-by-step western
strengthening as Communist pres-
sures mount on Berlin and a long-
term increase in ability to counter
the Reds should they turn on the
heat elsewhers,

This involves a boost in the U8,
preparedness program above the
$43 billion Kennedy has already
asked for the military this year,
bigger arms contributions by the
North Atlantic Treaty- Organiza-
tion Allies, and further teamwork
among the Allles In diplomatic, po-
litical and economic tactics.
