Britain Boosts 
Bank Rate 2%

London, July 25 —Brit­
ain today boosted the basic 
interest rate, increased pur­
chase and excise taxes and 
called for a reduction of gov­
ernment spending in an at­
tempt to correct the country’s 
faltering economy.

Seliwyn Lloyd, chancellor of the 
exchequer, presented a orioia 
budget of theee interlocking aus­
terity meaeures to the Houae of 
CommonB.

It touched off an angry demon- 
etratlon by oppoeltion Laboritea. 
They ahouted demande for the 
Oonaervatlve government to re­
sign.

The Bank of England interest 
rate went from 5 to 7 per cent— 
the hlgheat it haa been since the 
Suez crisis of 1956. Hie bank rate 
governa interest charges through­
out the countty. Raising the rate 
tends to tighten credit and, the 
goverrument hopes, check Infla­
tion.

There was some speculation in 
bustnens circles that the bank rate 
Increase might start a new drain 
on U.S. gold reserves, since spec­
ulators probably will pump money 
into London to take advantage of 
tho bigger Interest yield.

School teachers will be among 
the first to feel the weight of the

.^economies. Lloyd turned down 
salary boosts recommended for 
teachers by an investigating com­
mittee.

Lloyd added a 10 per cent sur­
charge to existing rates of the pur­
chase (sales) tax. This applies to 
a wide range of consumer goods— 
everythlnjg from automobiles and 
television seta to wallpaper, lip­
sticks, shoes and clothing.

The effects, the chancellor said, 
will be to withdraw 200 million 
pounds ($560 million) of consum­
er spending from the economy In 
a year. This measure is designed to 
stifle consumption at home in the 
Interest of an export drive.

Havana. July 25 i/P)—Passengers 
on the U.S. airliner hijacked dur­
ing a flight from Miami were re 
ported generally in good spirits 
today but encountering delays In 
unwinding tha red tape to allow 
their release from Cuba.

No one aboard was hurt yester' 
day when the Eastern Air Lines 
plane was diverted to Havana. Pas­
sengers and crew spent the night 
at Havana’s Airport Hotel.

Cuban officials said a passenger 
on the plane seized control be 
cause he had been repeatedly for­
bidden by the U.S. officials to go to 
Cuba.

No mention was made In a 
Havana Radio account of the fact 
that the pilot was forced to make 
the flight here at gunpoint, nor did 
the radio give the passenger’s 
name. It aaid he feared reprisals 
against his relatives in the United 
States.

The Cuban government seemed 
to have no objection to allowing 
the passengers and crew to return 
promptly, but Swiss diplomats, 
who handle U.S. affairs here since 
the break In diplomatic relations, 
found all government offices closed 
for the celebrations marking the 
anniversary of Fidel Castro’s 
revolution. This delayed the neces­
sary official permission to leave.

A Swiss spokesman said the em 
-bassy hoped to get the passengers 
aboard a Pan American flight to

Preeident Habib Bourguiha ac- 
cuated France today of violating 
the security council’s Bizerte 
cease-fire order by refusing to 
withdraw to their pre-battle po­
sitions and by extending their 
hold on Tunisian territory.

Bourguiha warned at a news

Bourguiha did not accuse the 
French of renewing the attack.

"We have decided to resist until 
the "end and we are prepared for 
new hostilities,” the President de­
clared.

Of 1949 Fame 
Dies Near Silo

The official, who watches the 
refugee flow carefully for a west­
ern mission in Berlin, said the 
numbers arriving are still so.me- 
what above normal even for this 
peak vacation period. The Ma- 
rlenfelde Refugee Camp, the con- 
tral West Berlin reception center, 
registered 505 arrivals during the 
night. This compares with 784 
last Tuesday morning.

Over the weekend—Saturday af­
ternoon to Monday afternoon __
the arrivals numbered 2,,575. but 
it was nearly 3,000 the weekend 
before.

The western official said Com- 
mtinist police seem to be doing 
everything short of actuallv stop­
ping trains to check the stream.

Tonight by President

. Therefore, Kennedy’s tough talk 

to Americans, to alert them to 
the possibility of war and raliy 
them to his support in stepping up 
defense, will be tough talk In two 
other directions al.so:

To the Ru.ssians, to warn them 
not to push their luck; and to the 
Allies In Europe to stiffen their 
backbone by assuring them of 
American determination to stand 
with them against the Ru.ssian 
menace. .

And if he talks about- adding 
more divisions tb the American 
armed forces, it will be ,a direct' 
needle to the Allies to do more in 
their own defense. Those NATO 
Allies were ofiginally supposed to 
produce 96 divisions.

But now In Europe—where Rus­
sia probably has more than 100 di- 
viaiona to throw into a fight. — 
NATO has about only 22. Five of 
them American. Even if they

-increased their divisions, the Allies 
wouldn’t be in a good spot for 
ground war.

The Russians know this. And, 
unless Kennedy has changed his 
mind, he thinks so, too. Asked in 
an interview' 17 months ago if the 
Allies are in a position to fight 
anything but a nuclear ws(r, Ken­
nedy said no. |

If he still feels that way then 
anything he .says tonight about 
building up ground forces—will be 
more for the psychological effect 
on the Russians, by showing Amer­
ican determination, than for any 
visible practical effect.
, NeVerthele.ss. Kennedy is not 
likely to sound belligerent.

■oven days ago.in the.touch note 
this country sent the Soviets on 
Berlin, warning them not to try 
force. But one part of that note 
waa more propaganda than real­
ity.

I t  aaid that In any settiement 
with Russia the United State* In­
sists on “conformity with the 
principle of self-determlnaUon’’ 
for the West Oermana and the 
Oermana living In Communist Eaqt 
Germany.

The laat thing the Russians 
want la to let the East Germans 
— In free and open elections —- 
decide whether they want to asso­
ciate themselves with the West 
Germans or live under co'mmu- 
nism.

So it’s a useful propaganda 
needle for the United States to 
keep telling the Russians the two 
Germanys must vote' on what kind 
of goveminent they want. Be- 
aides, the West Germans won’t 
agree to permanent division of 
Germany.

But Kennedy h i m s e l f  — even 
though he may talk of German 
reunification again tonight — said 
on Dec. 8, 1969: "German reunifi­
cation, which represents the long- 
range goal, Is certainly not In the 
carda for many years."

Nothing has happened since then 
to make him more optimistic. That 
statement he made in 1959 was 
only parts of many things he said 
about Berlin. Here are some others 
from 1959 which may be useful to 
remember when he balks tonight:

"I would say the chances are 
rather dim for a permanent solu­
tion of Berlin. But I do think it 
may be possible for us to reach a 
modus Vivendi with them (the Rus­
sians), particularly if they feel that 
any real attack on our position in 
Berlin would bring war.

"The real problem is the more 
subtle struggle for Berlin, where 
they try  to choke us off, where 
they try to end it not with a bang 
but a whimper, which never seems 
quite worth a war, because they 
choke us off step by step.

"That’s ^ In g  to be the real 
itruggle. Ibis going to be a test of 
nerve and will.”

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Playing The Big Rivals
In Washington yesterday, Ha 

btb Bourguiba, Jr., amerged from 
a conference at our State De­
partment with the somewhat 
heated statement that the free 
world had better help Tunisia in 
its struggle with France before 
"another world does.”

In Katanga yesterday, the lead­
ership of that province, supposed' 
ly Inspired to keep Itself separate 
from the rest of the Congo by 
Belgian mining Interests seeking 
to perpetuate their economic co­
lonialism, announced Its willing' 
ness to accept help of various 
kinds from Russia, because Rus­
sia appeared to be the "only coun- 
try capable of giving effective 
help to Its friends.”

Not many days ago President 
Ayub of Pakistan stood In Con­
gress and warned Congress that. 
If our aid did not continue In sat­
isfactory proportions, his country 
could turn toward the Oommu- 
alsta.

We ought to be flattered, we 
■iqipose, that moat of this public 
Mschman la aimed at us, rather 
than at Russia. It la our help and 
support these people really want 
they use Russia as the bugaboo 
with wbldi they hope to frighten 
us into the right jxillcy and the 
right degree of generosity. They 
don’t go to Russia, not publicly at 
least, and threaten that. If Russia 
doesn't do vdiat they demand, they 
win turn to us.

But they may begin doing that, 
as they get used to udiat they are 
coming to oonBlder their privilege 
and opportunity In the atmos- 
idiere of the cold war.

We might play a dirty trick on 
all these would-be gentle black- 
mallers and on Russia too If we 
suddenly turned oiu- back and let 
them all go to Russia for what 
they seek. But of course we don't 
quite dare take that full risk, or 
wish all that potential bad luck 
and bad association on anybody. 
These people just see themselves 
in a favorable position In between 
two big rivals, and can’t resist

This seems impossible and imlike- 
ly  at the moment, but the two 
big giants might come to It, even­
tually. Right now each Is still 
ready to play the game and bid 
against the other. But it could 
become a boring and. exhausting 
proccM If they could ever get' to­
gether to call the game off, and 
channel their ovm aid to others 
through International agendes, ao 
that It would be distributed ac­
cording to deserving need rather

- than according to blackmail, 
eveiTbody would be much better 
off.

Judging by the news reports,

It has been a  rather glorious de­
feat—a  tribute to the good eense 
and taste of wdinary Ameriesns— 
for the attemfit, last week end, to 
stage a mammoth reenactment of 
the ftjnoua battle, purportedly as 
a  fitting part of the nation's ob- 
aervance o f Its Civil War anniver- 
■ary.

Reporta Indicate tliat the peo­
ple who were suppoaed to rush to 
pay handaome prices Just to see 
this thing stayed away in droves, 
and that, as a  result, the adven-

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FVanco’s Parade
Overhead, apparently for senti­

ment’s sake, there flew a few of 
the ancient Hitler-provided propel­
ler driven fighters and bombers 
which helped him win the Spanish 
Civil War. But the usable mili­
tary equipment which was dis­
played In the bristling parade with 
which Dictator Franco celebrated 
the 25th anniversarj' of his victory 
was mainly of American manufac­
ture—providing one more Instance 
of the role of Uncle Sam, world 
armorer.

We have only one possible thing 
In common with the Spanish dicta- 
toi'. It Is not a belief in democra­
cy, which he denounces and ab-. 
hors. It Is not an opposition to 
totalitarian dictatorship, which is 
what he himself practices. It is 
merely opposition to one particu­
lar totalitarian dictatorship, that 
which exists in Russia. And not 
even our reasons for opposing It 
are the aame. We oppose it be­
cause we believe In freedom. 
Franco opposes it merely because 
it is the opposite aide of his own 
coin. The dominant features of 
Its life, the denial of political 
choice, the denial of free belief, the 
Insistence that the Individual be­
longs to the state, are also the 
dominant features of the life 
Franco gives Spain. Perhaps there 
Is one difference. TTiere is per­
haps more hope of evolution and 
change, of relaxation of the dic­
tatorial code, of a birth of freer 
Sind different ideas, in Russia than 
in Spain, where nothing has 
changed in these 25 years.

It Is this long, fixed pause, this 
long death, during which the peo­
ple o f Spam have been allowed to 
make absolutely no progress to­
ward handling their own prob­
lems, which poses the threat for 
the future. When Franco goes, 
no one knows what Spain will be, 
what price It may pay for ita long 
captivity, whether It will be able 
to go forward, or whether It will 
merely go back to the last thing It 
really remembers, its own suicidal 
struggle with Itself. But If, for 
that day, weapons are needed, bê  
tween Spaniard and Spaniard, 
they will be there, provided by us. 
Back, in 1935, we were neutral, 
and could supply none to the elect­
ed government of Spain, even 
though It had legitimacy and some 
claim to represent democracy. And 
perhaps it would have been a mis­
take if we had, for that govern­
ment, If victorious, might have 
fallen Inm the hp^ds of the Corn- 
rfumists. We have found it easier 
to supply arms to a dictatorship 
which Is not Communist, but that 
may also be a mistake. Arms shift 
their Ideology and principles rath­
er easily, as the combination of 
Messerschmitts and American jet.s  ̂
In the air over Madrid could illus­
trate.

“ Sand Piles By The Ocean’*
Last Sunday, in one of the great 

New York pulpits, wdth the tem­
perature outside hovering around 
93 degrees, a gentlenian of the 
cloth, denomination lupmportant, 
delivered one of th e ' finest ser­
mons we have read In some time.

"We are all,”  he said, "children 
of God here on the strand of time 
by the ocean of eternity, busily 
engaged during the afternoon of 
our earthly existence in raising 
sand piles of our life’s work.

It is ^losaible to have something 
more than sleeplessness riding on 
a hot ateamy night. To provide 
yourself with such a consolation, 
you need merely to have undertak­
en, some time during the month of 
May, the effort to engage yourself 
In a seasonal wrestle with Hia­
watha’s famed green giant, Mon- 
damin.

(OoBtteiMd from Page Om )
withdraw. In practico' It takw 
groat eourago to buck official 
Communist policy. Thoro have 
been persistent reports of farmers 
trying to withdraw—but none 
that they have actually been per­
mitted to do so.

Western experts blame collec­
tivisation for many of the supply 
difficulties in East Germany that 
have been helping Increase the 
flow of refugees to the West. 
Farmers were promised an 8- 
hour day, and many of them are 
taking the promise seriously— 
even at peak work periods When 
they are traditionally in the fields 
from dawn to dusk.

Another a r t i c l e  in Neues 
Deutschland blamed recent trouble 
In Hennigsdorf, in the suburbs of 
Berlin, partly on bad farm policy. 
Hennigsdorf is the place where a 
group of locomotive workers last 
month wrote a strong' letter of 
complaint to Walter Ulbricht, East 
German Communist leader. The

lettef was burned by factory au­
thorities, but not before word of it 
got to the West.

Neues Deutschland blamed a 
West Berlin "spy center” for the 
letter, but went on to criticize local 
authorities. Large numbers of cat­
tle had died, it said, without prop­
er reports being made.
, The paper also quoted U.S. Sci­
entist Lipus Pauling as advocating 
a peace treaty with Germany as a 
first step toward the demilitariza­
tion of Central Europe.

"If such a peade treaty were 
concluded,” he said, "and the na­
tional integrity of a disarmed 
Germany g u a r a n t e e d  by the 
United Nations, then a reasonable 
solution of the Berlin problem 
could be obtained,”

The Nobel prizewinning scien­
tist called the rearmament of Ger­
many a threat to world peace. 
Atomic weapons in German hands, 
he said, might lead to a military 
catastrophe itnd the end of civiliza­
tion.

The paper did not say where it 
interviewed Paiiling.

Kennedy to Air Plan 
To Halt Reds Tonight

(Continued from Page One)

■•Id Kennedy himself did most of 
the speech writing as the Presi­
dent and his aides worked on to­
night's address.

The work of the speech was stilF 
going on this afternoon. Salinger 
estimated it would be about 4,000 
words long, .requiring about 24 
minutes of TV time.

Salinger said tomorrow’s mes' 
sage to Congress, spelling out leg­
islative and money requests to 
carry out the defense buildup 
would not be delivered personally 
but would be sent to Cong r̂ess 
about 12 noon EDT.

House and Senate leaders will 
receive advance copies, Salinger 
said, but there was every indication 
that the message would not be 
drafted in final form utnll shortly 
before its presentation.
■ Among those stopping off at the 

White House yesterday were Sec­
retary of State Dean Rusk. Secre- 
of the Treasury Douglas Dillon and 
Walter Heller, chairman of the 
President’s Council of Economic 
Advisers.

The attendance of Dillon and 
Heler led to speculation that Ken­
nedy might want to raise taxes to 
cover the expanded program. The 
President has been reluctant to 
seek further taxes, on grounds this 
slows recovery and the economic 
pickup already under way will 
Dring in added revenues.

One major item in the Kennedy 
package 1s Civil Defense. Inform­
ants said the Chief Executive 
wants to raise to around $300 mil­
lion — triple his present budget — 
the federal outlajM for prepared­
ness against any Soviet attack on 
the United States. This apparently 
would include large .scale instal­
lation of shelters against radioac­
tive fallout from atomic blasts.

Military proposals prepared for 
White House consideration report­
edly Included stepping up the regu­
lar armed forces by 100,000 men 
or more, including a couple of 
Army divisions and a Marine di­
vision: a higher state of National 
Guard and Reservist preparedness 
«nd some rise in weapons produc­
tion. The Army now. has 14 di­
visions, the Marines 3.

Orders for increasing the pool 
of men available for draft calls al­
ready have gone out.

Presumably some of the U.S. 
military increase would he as­
signed to t o u g h e n i n g  West 
Europe’s defenses in concert with 
the NATO Allies. Wa.shinglon al­
ready has initiated a program of 
urging the allies to i n c r e a s e  
NATO’s conventional warfare de­
fense capability.

At present only 22 of the 30 
NATO divisions programmed for 
the central defense of w e s t e r n  
Europe are at their positions. The 
United States wants West Ger­
many to speed up its contribution. 
Of the 12 divisions West Germany 
is supposed to provide, she now has 
only six in the NATO setup. She 
has indicated willingness to supply 
more.

I
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Meanwhile, Congress appears 
•ready to support an expected re­
quest by President Kennedy for an 
Increase of $3 billion or more in 
defense spending.

But there Is a sharp difference 
of opinion among members on 
whether any action ought to be 
taken at this time to increase 
taxes.

The general belief among (he 
lawmakers Is that Kennedy nas 
rule(J out any crash. program and 
will ask for an orderly step-up In 
the strength of Marine and Army 
ground forces, plus more inten­
sive training for National Guard 
and Reserve units.

To pay for ail of this, „ some 
members of Congress have argued 
that Kennedy should ask for an 
Immediate increase In corporation 
and personal Income taxes. There 
has been talk of a boost of 3 
points in each bracket of Individ­
ual levies and one point on cor­
porations.

Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey of 
Minnesota, the' assistant Demo­
cratic leader, said he is one of 
those who personally urged Ken­
nedy to seek new taxes.

"I think the President should 
,lay the Berlin situation before the 
people bluntly Knd should ask for 
the taxes needed to pay for 
atrengthening our d e f e n s e  S,” 
Humphrey said. "I thlnlc the peo­
ple are ready and willing to make 
sacrifices to bolster our security.”

' Humphrey said, nowever, that 
the President had been urged by 
other members to defer any tax re­
quest until It can be determined 
later whether present tax rates will, 
bring In sufiicient revenue to 
avoid any farge deficit

There were reports that Rep, 
Wilbur D. liails, D-Ark„ ohalimiut 
MF the tax-oriflnatlii* House Ways

and Means Committee, had argued 
for an effort to cut non-defense 
spending and a delay in any deci­
sion on new taxes until January.

Chairman Harry F. Byrd, D-’Va. 
of the tax-handling Senate Finance 
Committee, said that if any recom­
mendations for tax rises are im­
minent he had not heard of them.

Sen. Wallace F. Bennett, R- 
Utah, a member of Byrd’s Commit­
tee, told the Senate yesterday that 
it would be “cynical” for the Presi­
dent to ask tax increases on the 
basis of increased defense expend!

I for one refuse to 
be stampeded by tlie Kennedy tax 
increase tactics.”

Rep. Earl Wilson, R-Ind., a 
member of the House Appropria­
tions Committee, wrote Kennedy 
urging him to cut domestic spend­
ing measures In favor of the mili­
tary preparedness program.

The report today showed a 
two-tenths of one per cent in­
crease in retail food prices, pri­
marily because of seasonally high­
er average prices for fresh fruits 
and most fresh vegetables.

A rise of about 6 per cent for 
fresh fruits was due mainly to a 
rise of about IS per cent for ap­
ples, reflecting low storage sup­
plies and a sharp increase in wa­
termelon prices.

There were sharp declines in 
beef and poultry prices, contrary 
to the general trend for this time 
of year. This helped moderate the 
rise in food prices.

Prices of dairy products de­
creased somewhat, extending a 6- 
month downtrend.

The detrim ent said average 
prices for every major component 
of the housing index advanced be­
tween May and June> with the ex­
ception of seasonal price outs on 
coal and petroleum fuels. House­
hold textiles increased by 2 per 
cent in June. Significant increases 
because of higher lalxw costs were 
reported for home repairs and 
maintenance.

T^e transportation price group 
registered an advance of eight- 
tenths of one per cent In June, 
accounting for more than half the 
net rise In the overall li'ving coat 
level. The major share of the In­
crease was due to higher prices 
for used cars and gasoline.

Higher hospitaliquition and sur­
gical insurance rates led the ad­
vance of three tenths of one per 
cent in the medical care category, 
but other elements in this group 
also increased.

About 100,000 workers were 
eligible for a pay adjustment based 
on the June llviqg cost figures. 
But the rise was insufficient to 
result in any change for more than 
90,000.

About 9,500 workers employed 
by the Clark Equipment Co., with 
plants in Michigan, and the Wag­
ner Electric Co. of St. Louis and 
southern Illinois will get one-cent 
an hour raises.

The department attributed the 
rise in factory worker buying 
power mainly to a longer work 
week and to somewhat higher 
average hourly earnings.

That group, 
led by Republican Sherwood Bow­
ers, fought for abandoning the 
plans for Keeney St. School and 
substituting a new architect.

The unsuccessful fight included 
a protracted legal battle and its 
aftermath brought new faces to 
the Manchester political scene.

Bowers described Mr. Mahoney 
today as "a good, dependable 
ftiend o f mine."

He 
also Ben’ed the town as manager 
for the South Manchester Water 
Co. and South Manchester Sani­
tary and Sewer District, two util­
ities which were operated as one.

He waa bom in Manchester, Se.pt. 
6, 1866, son of the late Charles 
S. and Katherine Hutohlna Cheney. 
He lived here all Wa life, and 
made his home at 191 Hartford 
Rd. until his final years, which he 
spent at the Creatfield Convales­
cent Home.

In 1953, Mr. Cheney was cited 
as one of the two oldest living 
graduates of Norwich University 
in Northfield, Vt., where he was 
a member of the Class of 1886.

Eicliinann Finishes 
Defense Testimony

Jerusalem, July 25 (i?5 — Adolf 
Eichmann’s defense rested today 
and the Israeli Court trying the 
former Gestapo officer recessed 
until Aug. 3 for defense and prose­
cution attorneys to prepare their 
final arguments. ,

The recess came after 70 days 
of court testimony in the trial of 
Eichmann on charges that aa head 
of the Jewish affairs section of the 
SS,, he had major responsibility for 
the wartime massacre of the Jews.

The court in this first major 
phase of the Eichmann trial heard 
112 witnesses for the prosecution, 
almost all of them survivors of the 
Nazi death camps.

The only defense 'n'itnesa was 
the defendant himself,  ̂ although 
affidavits were- 'submiU«l on his 
behalf from several former Nazis 
now in Germany or AuAria who 
would not come to Israel because 
they feared arrest.

Eichmann was on the stand for 
26 day.s. reviewing the mountain 
of testimony and documenUwy 
evidence introduced against him. 
He maintained throughout that he 
waa only a minor figure in the Nazi 
exterinmation of the Jews. He in­
sisted that his e\’ery action was 
ordei-ed by his superiors.

After the attorneys’ final argu­
ments next week, the trial will 
recess again while the three 
judges decide whethr Eichmann 
will hang. The verdict la expected 
in October.

The defense ended with submis­
sion of a few final documents.

Eichmann’s West German de­
fense counsel. Dr. Robert Serva- 
t|us, presented a statement by 
Eichmann’s housekeeper in Buda­
pest, former SS Sgt. Alfred Sla- 
vek, denying that he and Eich­
mann murdered a Jewish youth 
caught stealing cherries In the 
closing (Jays of the war.

An Israeli witness earlier,!'in-Vhs 
trial testified that he saw Eich­
mann’ and Slavek enter a shed 
with the youth, that Elchmanii. 
emerged with bloody clothes, and 
that the boy’s body was brought 
out afterward.

The stocky, white-haired attor­
ney conclude his case with testi­
mony at the Neuberger wkr 
crimes trial by Erwin Lahousen, 
former aide to Wehrmacht Chief 
Wilhelm Keitel.

It rejected a judgment by the 
Court of Common Pleas in New 
Haven that held the City of New 
Haven liable for damages sought 
by a woman who was hurt when 
she slipped on an icy sidewalk. 
TTie city appealed the Common 
Pleas CtoUrt judgment.

The damage suit by Aima Ouslck 
eteanmed'from her March 2, 1957, 
fall on Hallock Ave. as she was 
walking home from work. Shy 
contended the sidewalk v.'oa cov­
ered with ice for two days.

In its Judgment today, the Su­
preme Court said a winter storm 
between Feb. 28 and March 2, 1957, 
kept changing from sleet to snow, 
so sidewalk conditions could not 
have remained the same.

'"Th facts do not reasonably 
the trial court (Common Pleas) 
the trial oolrt (Common Pleas) 
that the icy conditions of the 
walk, at the time of the plain­
tiff’s fall, had been in existence 
for approximately two full days," 
the judgment said.

The Supreme Court cited a pre­
vious decision that said: "It is not 
the duty of a municipality to keep 
its highways reasonably safe for 
public travel under all circum­
stances, nor to use all possible 
means to bring that result about; 
rather Us duty is to make such ef­
forts and employ such measures to 
that end as, in view of all the exist­
ing circumstances and conditions, 
are in themselves reasonable.”

Thus, 
they are self-supporting; the cost 
Is borne by the Individual pupil, 
not the taxpayer.”

In  Manchester, the s u m m e r  
school's budget must be set In the 
fall when the board of education 
■ubmits its recommendations for 
the coming year. But not until 
June, when students sign up for 
courses, are the kinds and num­
bers of needed courses known.

As It exists now, the program 
is heavily lopsided in favor of 
makeup courses for those who 
have failed or dropped subjects. 
This year there are 2T such 
courses offered, against only five 
of the enrichment or improvement 
type (music, typing, etc.).

Other less pressing problems will 
pose q u e s t i o n s  about the ad­
visability of using the summer 
school as a proving ground for ex­
perimental courses.

Records for Buying 
Fly Like 10-Pins 
At Yearling Sales

Lexington, Ky., July 25 (.P) 
Records fell like ten-pins as the 
Keeneland thoroughbred summer 
yearling sales brought new highs of 
1130,000 for a colt and $70,000 for 
a filly.

The opening two-session sale 
Monday was one of the most 
specatuclar in history and a sing­
ular triumph for famed breeder 
Leslie Combs, n , who had predicted 
the colt record.

His consignment produced the 
two record smashing horses. The 
Swaps-Obedient colt was bought 
by John Olin, chairman of the 
dlin-Mathleson Chemical Corp., 
and the Nashua-Beav Jet filly by 
J. Lockwood, agent.

The previous high for a colt was 
$87,000 paid for Rise 'N Shine in 
1956 at Saratoga.

The old filly mark of $63,000 was 
set when Idum was sold by Combs 
In 1954.

Sales on 120 head totaled $1,851,- 
200 for an average of $15,010.

Records Galore
The owner of Spendthrift Farm 

also garnered two other records — 
a high total of $511,500 for 10 
head; and a new high Keeneland 
average of $51,150.

The evening sale Itself broke 
two more Keeneland marks. The 
$1,264,700 gross was the largest 
ever in one session and the 'irst 
to top $1 million mark.

All told, Olin and his wife spent 
$245,000 in the night session for 
three Combs-bred horses.

After Olin bought the Swaps 
colt for $130,000, his wife paid 
$60,000 for the next horse up—a 
dark brown filly by Tom Fool- 
Pashmina.

Later Olin paid $65,000 for a 
brown colt by Gallant Man-That- 
away. Combs had rejected a $50,- 
000 offer for that horse when It 
was a weanling.

The bidding for the top coll 
opened at $25,000 and spurted to 
$100,000 with Humphrey Finney, 
agent for Olin, bidding against R. 
Bensinger of Chicago.

The bids .edged upward from 
there, and Bensinger made his 
final offer at $128,000. Finney 
topped him with $130,000 and the 
horse was Olin’s.

The sale continues today with 
afternoon and night sessions. It 
ends Wednesday with a matinee.

New York, July 25 (JP)—A 
new Madison Square Garden 
will be built atop Pennsylva­
nia Station as part of a $50 
million complex that will In­
clude other sports arenas, of­
fices, resta-urants, convention 
halls and a hotel.

Rumors about the new Gar­
den were confirmed last night 
by a spokesman for the Penn­
sylvania Railroad. He said de­
tails of the project will be di.s- 
closed tomorrow.

It was reported that the va.st 
entertainment complex is to be 
completed on the midtown ter­
minal site by the time the 
world's fair opens here in 1964.

The present Garden, which 
in Us 35 years has been a 
sports center of the world, Is 
at Eighth Ave. and 49th St

Some details of the projected 
center were made public last 
Nov. 3, but backers of the 
development had not decided 
at that time where the new, 
Madison Square Garden would 
be situated.

The new Garden Is expected 
to be a saucer-like structure 
seating 25,0(H) to 30,(KM) pec- 
.sons. The present Garden 
seats a maximum of about 
19,000.

When plans were announced 
eight months ago for the 
sports center, it was .said the 
cost of construction would be 
about $38 million. Since then, 
however, the e.stimatcd cost 
has been upped to $50 million

Other factors. Including ac­
quisition of the- site, may 
make the entire venture a 
$100 million, project.

Amendments hy New York Brass

Kefauver Set to Compromise 
On Bill to Curb Ring Rackets

Washington, July 25 (iPi—Sen.-?. 
Estes Kefauver, D-Tenn., is will­
ing to accept one, and possibly 
two, of the three amendments 
suggested by New York officials to 
a bill to curb racketeering jn box­
ing.

Kefauver is siponsor of the bill 
and chairman of a Senate Judi­
ciary Subcommittee which ,1s in­
vestigating it.

Of three amendments proposed 
by New York officials, Kefauver all 
but rejected one, accepted anoth­
er and said his subcommitee will 
"g;lve every consideration" to a 
third.

Sen. Kenneth Keating, R-N. Y., 
today made public an exchange of 
letters between himself and Kefau­
ver detailing the proposed amend­
ments and Kefauver’s reply.

The amendment acceptable to 
Kefauver would eliminate duplica­
tion by permitting the Federal 
government to issue licenses on 
the basis of information supplied 
by the state anij to use financial 
records gathere(l by state offi­
cials.

This was suggested by Keating

himself. These two amendments 
were suggested by the New York 
State Athletic Commission and 
forw'arded to Kefauver by Keat­
ing:

1. Give a T’ .S. Boxing Ooramls- 
sloner jurisdiction over all pro- 
femional boxing, not just fights In 
which the purse exceeds $1,000 
for cither contentant. Kefauveo' 
all but rejected this suggestion.

2. Refuse to issue boxing B- 
cen.Hes to any firm In which a 
“questionable Indlridual” o\»-ns 
stock.

Kefauver said this last sugge.s- 
tion would be corusidered by his 
subcommittee and there were re­
ports that group might meet the 
New York proposal more than 
half way.

Under Kafauver’.s bill a boxing 
licen.se could be denied any cor­
poration if 20 or more per cent 
of its stork is owned by a ques­
tionable indiWdual — one with a 
criminal record.

One source said the subcominidt- 
tee may lower this to five per 
cent.

^  Basic M ethods
Fishing, basically, is divided 

into three categories: Still fish­
ing, trolling and casting.

Just about everyone has seen 
still fishing done, or has done it 
himself. All you need is a rod or 
pole (a rod Is a pole with equip­
ment added to it, such as a reel, 
ferrules and tips for the line and 
such). You tie on some line, at­
tach a bobber, a sinker a hook, 
and some bait—and you’re in busi­
ness.

Still fishing can be done from 
an anchored boat, a pier, a trestle, 
a bank or a tree overhanging the 
water. You drop a baited h(X)k Into 
the water and wait for a fish to 
find it. When your bobber goes 
under, you raise the ;ole, and up 
comes a fish—unless he got away.

Trolllpg is another easy meth­
od. You drag a bait or lure be­
hind a boat, which may be motor 
driven, rowed, paddled or moved 
by the wind. Mostly It’s done by 
motor. Make sure there are no 
local rules against trolling with a 
motor. _

Trolling exposes your bait to 
more fish. It takes the bait to 
the fish, rather than waiting for a 
hungry fish to appear.

There are four basic methods 
of casting: Bait casting, spinning, 
spin-casting and.fly.

The basic Idea is the same with 
each—to carry the action to the 
fish.

For still fishing and trolling, 
use either live bait (worms, min­
nows, crawfish, grasshoppers and 
such) or their artificial soft plastic 
counterparts.

Speaking of worms, if you’re a 
city dweller and don’t know where 
to find them, most fishing areas 
have bait shops. Or you can go to 
a sporting goods store and get 
canned live worms that live in­
definitely.

Communist Party^ Says Olson

Colored slides of 'Berltn and 
other European cities were shown 
by Ol.son to members of the Rock­
ville Rotary Club at a luncheon 
meeting ye.sterday.

He toured eight countries and 
29 cities in Europe for eight weeks 
with a group of 22 mayors from 
across the United States. Olson 
w'os completing his .second term as 
mayor of Rockville at the time.

C îestion and answer aeaoiona 
with West German officials, in- 
cUidlng no less a per.sofiage than 
West Berlin Mayor WiUy Brandt, 
helped clarify the importance of 
the constant stream of refugee* 
to the West, he said.

An average of 1,700 East Ger­
man refugees are streaming into 
free Berlin daily Since the end of 
World War II, about, 2 'i  million 
have defected to the West, Olson 
said, and have been absorbed into 
the booming West German econo­
my.

As the refugees pour out, tha 
Russians fill their places with 
Poles and other eastern Europeans 
who are hard core Communists, he 
said. A,t one time, a number of Red 
Chinese settled in East Germany, 
he said.

The Ru-sslans could close off 
West Berlin any time they wanted 
to,” Olson said, adding that it is 
apparently part of the Russian 
plan to let the refugees flock 
westward.

He .said he foresees a contintied 
divided Germany as a result 
current trends.

Olson toured parts of East Ber­
lin and came away with impres­
sions shared by other western visi­
tors.

Stalinallee, the main thorough­
fare, is e d g e d  with some o< 
Europe’s most m o d e r n  looking 
buildings, but all are empty.

Windows and frames which have 
fallen out of some of them are 
covered with bunting and ban­
ners carrying Communist slogans.

Side s t r e e t a  show war-tom 
buildings where people still live. 
As many as thirty may sleep in a 
basement, Olson said.

"It’s like a deserted tillage on 
Sunday afternoon,” he said.

West Berlin and . West Germany 
on the other hand are “ like Time* 
Square on Saturday night," Olson 
went on.

Barge trsdfic on the Rhine is con­
tinuous, he said, showing growing 
commerce.

The port at Hamburg, demolished 
in the war, haa been completely 
rebuilt except for an area of mas­
sive concrete submarine pens, still 
wreckage.

Olson said 350 frelghtera and lin­
ers move in and out of Hamburg 
each week. However, he saw only 
one American ahip there—and It 
was in dry dock.

People told him, he said, that 
America had "priced herself'out of 
the market” of foreign trade.

The rebirth of West Germany, 
however, causes other Europeans 
worry, Olson said.

They (ear the Germans, he added, 
while the Germans, in. turn, are 
worried about the Russians. How- 
ever, Germans say the presence of 
U.S. forces there ia the one sure de­
terrent to Russian aggression.
Olson returned from his trip with 
880 colored slides, which cannot ba 
shown in much under (our hours. 
He picked out about 150 to show 
yesterday.

Bom In Sweden, Olsdh traveled 
to the town where he was bom, and 
visited an old friend of the family 
who lived in the country.

He hit on these highlights of 
other parts of his tour:

Swedish families in Stockholm 
have to wait from three to fiva 
years to get an apartment In one of 
the state-operated apartment 
house.'. However.„a family expect­
ing a child has to wait only threa 
month.'. Consequently, "there are 
lots of children.”

Judge Names Three 
Trustees for NHRR

New Haven, July 26 
Federal Judge Robert P. An­
derson today appointed three 
trustees to operate the New 
Haven Railroad during its re­
organization.

He named Ricihard J. ^Smith. 
Southport, Conn.; Williarh J. Kirk, 
Newton, Mass., and Harry W. 
Dorigan, Westfield, N.J.

The Judge said they will be 
“called upon Immediately to seek 
temporary funds to keep the New 
Haven R^lroad in business, while 
at the same time setting up plans 
to Insure repayment of those 
funds.

And their chief job, said Ander­
son, will be to maintain J’the ac­
tual survival of the New Haven 
Railroad as a system of transpor­
tation for passangers and fredglit.’'

In naming the three men, he de­
cided against tha recommendation 
of the Kennedy administration, 
-which had asked him to name a 
single truatee — Dennla Roberts, 
former Democratic governor of 
Rhode Island.

Smith is a specialist in public 
utility and cor^rate reorganiza­
tion law and a former director of 
the raUroad.

Kirk la a management consult­
ant and investment broker. Dori- 
g;an is a retired vice president for 
operations on the Jersey Central 
Railroad and a one-time execu­
tive of the New Haven.

Anderson said:
What is called for It a well- 

balanoed team composed of indi­
viduals, with the appropriate 
■kUls, the technical know-how to 
omrate the New Haven Railroad, 
u s  capacity to formulate new and 
oonstructlve ideas in seeking out 
a solution of these Unprecedented 
problems, who will also command 
the respect and confidence of the 
officers and employes of the New 
Haven Railroad, of the customers 
of the road, of the offlciaLs of the 
governments Involved and of the 
general public.”

Anderson’s formal order made 
no mention of Roberts by name but 
it said that three trustees "rather 
than a lesser number are required” 
because of “ the variety and com­
plexity of the problems . . . ”

The judge said he didn’t think 
one truatee should, try to do the 
job" through tpe use of assistants 
or advice from experts . . . "

Announcing the names of the 
trustees in court, Anderson said 
he gave "very careful considera­
tion" to the federal government’s 
nomination of Roberts.
