Sen. Dodd Urges 
Old - Style Cure 
For Delinquents

Detroit, July 28 (ff*)-
American Motors Corn, today 
offered the United Auto 
Workers union a profit-shar-
ing wage plan and a 7-cent 
hourly wage increase annual-
ly over the next three years.

In exchange, American Motors 
asked the UAW . to give up cost- 
of-living allowance amd annual im-
provement factor clauses in their 
current contract expiring Sept 7.

AMC's was the first settlement 
offer handed the U.^W ln negotia-
tions started a month ago.,with 
the auto Industry. In 1958 profit- 
sharing was the union's principal, 
all-out goal but It failed to get it 
anywhere.

AMC would set aside the first 
10 per cent of profit before taxes 
for its stockholders, then set aside 
the next 10 per cent to what it 
termed a "progressive shailng 
fund for represented (hourly rat-
ed union) employes."

American Motors offered cus-
tomers a rebate program âst 
winter, the refund depending upon 
total sales. In only one month 
did sales sufficiently outstrip 
those the similar month a year 
earlier and consequently only one 
$25 rebate savings bond was paid 
— to Rambler buyers of December

Under the coet-of-livlng excala- 
tor hourly wages rise or fall with 
the government’s consumer price 
Index. Seventeen cents of the 
current $2.80 hourly wage has 
been added by this clause.

The so-called annual improve-
ment factor gives an automatic 

'yearly wage increase of six cents 
hourly or 2t4 per cent, whichever 
1# greater, to permit workers to 
share in cost-saving technological 
advances — automation.

All contracts with the auto in-
dustry contain these two clauses.

’ UAW vice president Norman 
Matthews said the union had npt 
anticipated AMC's settlement of-
fer and would give it serious con-
sideration.

He added, however, he wanted 
to "emphasize the UAW’s position 
it will not permit any tampering 
by anyone—the Big 'ITiree or the 
Big Four—with the principles of 
the annual Improvement factor or 
cost-of-living escalator clauses.”

Helped Convict Three

State Witness Kitted 
By Car Booby-Trap

Philadelphia, July 28 Rich-
ard Blaney, an ex-convict who 
testified against three men con-
victed of a bizarre burglary, was 
killed in gangland style yesterday 
by an explosion which r i p p e d  
through his auto when he turned 
on the ignition.

Police later, questioned and to-
day released two of the convicted 
men and a shapely woman night-
club owner awaiting trial.

Police Capt. David Brown said 
LlUiap .Rels, 33, owner of the Ce-
lebrity Room; Ralph Stalno Jr., 27, 
and John C. Berkery, -30. were 
questioned anS released after ac-, 
counting for all of their activities 
yesterday and Wednesday night.

The three voluntarily surrender-
ed for questioning last night some 
six hours after Blaney was killed 
outside his home on his 27th birth-
day when his booby-trapped car 
was shattered by the explosion.

Richard’s brother, Vincent, 27, 
who had been exp ^ ed  to be a 
prosecution witneiip -in the bur-
glary case, also was slain in gang-
land-style.

Vincent Blaney's Chained body 
was pulled from the Atlantic 
Ocean off Margate, N.J., la.st Au-
gust. He had been ahot in the 
head. A grand Jury in New Jersey 
Indicted Mrs. Reis and Berkery in 
the slaying of Vincent Blaney but 
they were never extradited from 
Pennsylvania after a witness’ 
testimony was challenged by au-
thorities.

Brown said Mrs. Reis, a strik-
ingly attractive brunette divorcee 
who once danced in chorus lines; 
Staino, who at one time managed 
her nightclub, and Berkery denied

Ottawa, Ohio, July 28 (/P) 

Merging Ottawa's Catholic and 
public high schools was "strictly 
a matter of economy," says Col-
lins Stackhouse, Putnam County 
school superintendent.

Stackhouse, , who sought the 
merger for three years, said that 
with both schools bulging at the 
seams, “We felt the community 
couldn’t go on supporting two 
high schools."

Parochial and public school of-
ficials in this predominantly | Ro-
man Catholic community "studied 
the merger and decided it was the 
best solution," he added.

Stackhouse said there have been 
no objections to the arrangement, 
and he expects none.

Merging public and parochial 
schools is not new in this rural 
northwestern Ohio county of 25,- 
000 persons. Six schools once oper-
ated by the Catholic Church now 
are a part of the county elemen-
tary school structure. The church 
still owns some o f ' the property 
and leases it to the county.

Nuns teach in five school dis-
tricts.

At the Toledo Catholic Diocese, 
a spokesman said church officials 
generally do not approve of such 
mergers, but Putnam County "is 
ip a peculiar sitiiatibn.”

All but one of the county’s 
mergers were ' completely A^thout 
dlflaculty. "^e exception wias Kali- 
da, merged in 19M. A group of 
Proteatant parents claiimMl nuns 
were teaching Roman Catholic 
doctrine at the achool. The State 
Board o f Xklucatioa investigated

i^and said It found nothing to sub-
stantiate the charges.

The dispute died dô '̂n and 
Stackhouse says the school oper-
ates smoothly this year. Nuns still 
teSch at Kalida.
, At Ottawa, nuns who taught at 

SS. Peter and Paul High School 
will be transferred to Uie parish 
elementary achool.

The county will supervise the 
entire high school operation, and 
religious Instruction for Catholic 
students will be given outside 
school hours.

Prior to the merger, which was 
agreed to last week, public high 
school clasaea were held in the 
same building with the elementary 
school, SS. Peter and Paul'Pari^ 
maintained separate high school 
and elementary facilities. The 
com bing high school will be lo-
cated in the parish building, whic^ 
will be leased by the county, with 
the public school being used sole-
ly for the Increased needs of its 
low-er grades.

The merger came because the 
public high (Khool with 100 stu-
dents. was far below the 240 re-
quired for state aid. The state had 
threatened to revoke the Ottawa 
high charter. Attendance ,at the 
combined high school this fall is 
expected to total 300.

Stdekhouse claimed that oper-
ating sepantS high echools in a 
district ^ th  3,000 population and 
a tax base of $11.5 million was an 
expensive duplication.

Paris, July 28 (/P)— France today .served notice that she 
will not be bound by any United Nations Security Council ac-
tion in the Bizerte crisis.

A government communique was issued a few hours before 
the U.N. Security Council was to take up a renewed Tunisian 
complaint accusing France of aggression in dispute over the 
naval base.

At roughly the same time, French President Charles de 
Gaulle asked Adlai Stevenson, U.S. ambassador to the United 
Nations, to call on him. Some observers thought De Gaulle 
wanted4o explain to Stevenson his position on Bizerte, and 
his policies toward the U.N.

Stevenson arrived in Paris in the late afternoon aboard a 
private plane from Nict;^and went immediately to De Gaulle’s 
offices. He refused to make any statement but appeared in 
buoyant mood.

The government statement>aid Tunisia was now attempt-
ing to obtain through U.N. intervention what she had failed 
to secure by force. <*>----------- —-----------------------

Secretary of State Dean Rusk 
will try in Paris next week to get 
firm agreements with Allied for-
eign ministers on a succession ot 
steps designed in part, at least, to 
give the western powers some in 
itiative in dealing with Russia on 
the Berlin problem.

'The foreign ministers meeting 
involving the United States, Brit-
ain, France and West Germany 
begins Aug. S. It may lead to a 
western summit conference of 
President Kennedy, french Presi-
dent Charles <le Gaulle and Brit-
ish Prime Minister Harold Mac-
millan.

Ultimately if East-West nego-
tiations over Berlin produce an> 
progress toward ending the crisis 
diplomatic exchanges could lead to 
a summit conference with Soviet 
Premier Khrushchev. At present, 
however, that is more a possibility 
in the background of official th<nk- 
Ing than a serious long-range 
p ro ject .

Administration informants said 
Kennedy’s Berlin actiem program 
laid before the nation Tuesday 
night was only a starter. They said 
that what Kennedy and .Rusk con-
template is a series of kteps which 
will be 'put Into effebt as the 
mstamjpmg between the western

of Berlinttakes its shape in coming 
months.

Possible future moves on the 
military side include sending rein-
forcements to NATO defenses in 
Europe and speeding up the ipobil 
ization of U.8. strength If circum-
stances seem to require.

On the diplomatic side, concern 
in the State Department and White 
House now is centered on the de-
velopment of specific prqposals 
which the western powers can make 
to Russia for. a way out of the Ber-
lin crisis.

Rusk refused at a. news confer-
ence yesterday to give any indica-
tion of what these proposals might 
take. But in reply to a series of 
questions he would not rule out any 
possibility. 'The questions raised 
such matter* as removing “ Irri-
tants”  to the Soviet Union in the 
operations of the western powers in 
West Berlin.

Rusk declined to specify even 
what "irritants”  the West might be 
willing to negotiate with the Soviet 
Union. In the past, however, the 
western powers have expressed 
willingness to curtail propaganda 
activities in Berlin, to pu| a cell-
ing on western .troop strmgth in 
West Beriin (It Is around 11,000 
men) and give assurance that the 
troops would not be provided with 
atomic weapons. ‘The Soviet Union 
has .shown little Interest in such 
proposed concesaions, .

"4c” In the upper right.

Ths stamp wsl s based on a de-
sign by John Maass, Philadelphia, 
a member of the Postmaster Gen-
eral’s Citizens’ Stamp Advisory 
Committee. Maass receives no re-
muneration for this work, in ac-
cordance with an understanding 
that no member of the Committee 
is to be reimbureed for artletic co-
operation.

’The stamp will bs printed in 
blue, on the Cottrell preeiee, in 
panes of 50, electric-eye perforat-
ed. A  total of 100 million has been 
ordered.

Collectors desiring first day can-
cellations of the Naval Aviation 
commemorative etamp may send 
addreeaed envelopes, together with 
remittance to cover the cost of the 
atampe to be affixed, to the Poet- 
master, San Diego 1, Calif.

DON’T ASSUME 
UNUSUAL PLAY

Don’t take It for granted that 

your ijpponenta, however expert, 
arp playing craftily. Even the 
opponents must sometimes make 
normal plays.
^ ^ e n  this hand was played in 
the recent regional tournament in 
Wilmington, East' won the first 
trick and returned a dlkmond. 
South ran the suit, discarding a 
club. ,

Declarer next led a club from 
dummy, finessing the queen. West 
followed with the eight oft,clubs, 
and South had to decide which op-
ponent had s t a r t e d  with the 
doubleton.

If East had started with only 
two clubs, his king would now be 
unguarded. Declarer could make 
the slam by loading a low club 
from dummy at some later trick. 
But If West had started with only 
two clube. the ten would now be 
unguarded. Declarer could maike 
the slam by leading the Jack 
of clubs from dummy at a later 
trick. This would capture the ten 
and finesse through the king at 
the same time.

TTie slam depended on knowing 
which opponent had started with 
the doubleton.

Goes Wrong
The actual declarer went wrong 

In this case. He assumed that 
Wiest. a good player, had played 
the eight of clubs from a holding 
of 10-8-7.

He might have been right, of 
coura?, but he was taking the 
short end of the Odds. West la 
equally likely «to have 10-8 and 
10-8-7 of clubs. Whenever he has 
the 10-8 he is bound to play the 
eight  without exception. Efut when 
he has 10-8-7, West may some-
times play the eight and some-
times the seven—either through 
inattention or from a desire to 
vary his play.

As a result, the eight la far 
more Wkely to be played from 10- 
8 than from 10-8-7. When in doubt, 
assume 'that your opponents are 
making nprmad pla3« . If they are 
very skillful and are playing in 
good form, you  will be wrong. You 
will be right when the normal adt- 
iiatlon ^ s t s ,  when your op-
ponents are unskilled, and when 
your skillful opponents fall to 
make the most deceptive play.

For Sept, 6
The interior of the Coventry 

Junior Senior High School 6n Rip-
ley Hill Rd. and Rt. 31 is aubatan- 
tially completed, school building 
committee Chairman Bertron A, 
Hunt said today.

The building to house lome 700 
pupils at the opening of leasiona 
here Sept. 6 also has 90 per cent 
of the movable equipment install-
ed, Principal Firancis A. Perrottl 
pointed out during a tour of the 
building this week.

Approximately 90 per cent of the 
ameslte outside, the bulldog has 
been piit In, Chairman Hunt said.

The Town of Coventry has haul-
ed some 10,600 yards pf gravel to 
the parking and athleUc field 
areas. This' work will be paid for 
from the school building commit-
tee fundi. The SBC officials aaid 
that the use of town equipment 
and crew has made a substantial 
savinga to the town.

The entrance from Rt. 31 to Rip-
ley Hill Rd. will have the batik cut 
awa.v b.y the state in order to give 
a better view of the highway. The 
town Is filling in the dirt cut-off 
which closes a 150-foot driveway 
from Rt< 31 to Ripley Hill Rd.

Since the officials laet toured 
the building, the auditorium has 
had Installed 112 lock-tablet arm 
<^airs spaced for testing with an 
additional 138 chairs to seat a to-
tal o f 280 here. Hie chairs have 
upholstered rose-oolored seats. 
Tile color scheme of the auditori-
um is red. off-white and blue. The 
auditorium has full lighting ca-
pacity for classroom use.

The courtyard, which may be 
used for nature-*tudy work or 
otherwise has four planters and 
seven ground planting spaces,for 
s h r u b s ,  mountain laurel and a 
variety of flowering plants.

All lockers in the corridors have 
been numbered. The bulletin 
boards have aluminum trim and 
chalk trays, asphalt tile floors in 
all classrooms, the intercom sye- 
tam, lighting control in the cor-
ridors and glazed tile finish on the 
walla are complete.

lighting fixtures throughout the 
building will all soon be complete-
ly installed, the majority o f the 
work having been finished.

The athletic gymnasium which 
has a maple floor will be sanded 
and finished. Flilding dividing 
doors are being installed. Six bas-
ketball back stepa have been erect-
ed. Off the gymnasium and out-
side the bpilding are three out-
door basketball courts with as-
phalt covering.-There are two wa-
ter fountains outside, one being 
Installed on the building and the 
other beyond the basketball area.

Approximately 160 feet of 
ground beyond the asphalt area 
around the school will be seeded 
In the fall.

Each of the classrooms has an 
American Flag in a standard at-
tached to the wall.

Two sliding metal gates close 
the ends of the building from the 
classroom areas in both the junior 
and senior sections. This has been 
done for adult program.s, to utilize 
the auditoriums, the kitchen and 
dining area and shops when classes 
are not in session.

Some 4,000 to 5.000 books for the 
school llbrar.v are arriving daily 
and are in the process of being cat-
alogued and placed on the shelves. 
Mrs. Elizabeth Motycka. librarian 
and teacher, is working with Prin-
cipal Perrotti in the selection of 
books for student from the li-
brary-.

The language room which has an 
eventual capacity of 22 individual 
stations for individual instructions 
has 12 stations installed where a 
two-track system or recording, lis-
tening and responding will be used.
  All faucets in both the girls' and 
boys’ locker rooms have automatic 
water control systems.

The dining area in the cafeteria 
has a seating capacity of 264 with 
each'of the 44 tables seating six. 
There are bookrseks for pupil use 
during their lunch period. There is 
a double w-alk-in freezer in the 
kitchen.

Russia Is turning out. this nation 
la confronted with a serious short-
age—of piano tuners.

The Plano. Technicians Guile 
Inc,, which is to tuners wnat Ih* 
AMA is to doctors, reports:

We have only about 4.000 fjllv 
qualified tuners for 12 mill.one 
pianos—and, heave’ns to Liberice. 
about 60 to 70 per cent are un-
tuned.

When a tuner tliinks of millions 
of pianos, gathering dust ana 
moths, souring the aid with clink 
ers (off-key notes), he feels like a 
misslonar>- in a jungle infested 
with unwashed; unfriendly utibe 
llevers.

The guild, ending a 4-day con 
vention last night, says that with 
out more tuners we'lj all wake up 
someday with tin ears from tinnv 
pianos. /

The profession—which ta.8e.'- 
years to learn and has top pay of 
about 41O.O0O a year—just isn't at-
tracting new blood.

Allan E. Pollard, the guild's ex-
ecutive * secrelarj-, can't under-
stand why.

"No one. except a doctor or a 
minister, is closer to a family 
than a tuner — if he's the man 
he's supposed - to be, " P o l l a r d  
declared.

.Noticing a skeptical gleam in 
his listener's eye, Pollard, a couct- 
Jy type from Houston, Tex., with 
51 years' tuning experience, ad- 
monisljed:

"Tltis is a serious business. A 
tiny piano puts a family on edge. 
A good tuner is a friend of the 
family. I've been consulted by 
mothers worried about daughters 
forgetting piano playing to go out 
with boys.

"Music is important to the na-
tion, and good tuners encourage 
good music. Hospitals use music to 
/cure people. And it's hard to send 
people off to w-ar without good 
martial music.”

A good tuner, he said, must have 
manual dexterity, good hearing, 
scute sense pf jone and pitch, a 
liking for people and honesty.

About honesty: "Too many fly- 
by-night operators give the im-
pression they can time a piano in 
90 minutes. It takes hours. A 
piano has 9,000 working p a r t s .  
230-odd strings and a combined 
string tension equal to 18,000 tons! 
of pressure.enough to lift a .small! 
house.” j

The Job requires such a delicate 
touch, he ssld, he can't tune on a I

' f̂uU stomach It affects his audio 
perception.

Pollard also had' these tips for 
piano lovers: Get tuneups about 
four times a year (they cost about 
$12.50 each), keep your piano clean 
and In a room with even tempera-
ture.

Don’ts: Don’t let moths breed 
on the felt key cushions, don't oil 
it yourself, or try to move it un-
aided.

Do tuners have interesting ad-
ventures ?

Pollard recalled being summoned 
at 3 S;m. on a Sunday. A promi-
nent woman had died, and the 
funeral chapel needed Its piano 
tuned for final rites. It would be 
unseemly to repair it in the front 
room, so Pollard was asked to 
work In. .the embalming room. He 
did. and sen-ices w-ent oiff splendid-
ly — and without a sour note.

“A  Serious Distortion?”
■nie day after the Preaident'a 

speech on the Berlin crisis, the St. 
Louis Poat-Diepatch paid Ita re- 
apecta to hla display of military 
firmneMi, and then went on to. ask 
the follpwlngr question;

"Is  the Kennedy Administra- 
tlon prepared to conduct an ex-
haustive review o f American pol-
icy, with a view to breaking out 
o f the old pattema and seriously 
attempting a general Bhiropean 
settlement? This Is the real issue 
underlying the issue of Berlin.”

Today, in his column In the New 
Tork Times, James Reston, writ-
ing either from authentic knowl-
edge o f administration intentions 
or from his own wishful thinking 
— let us hope events prove they 
coincide— gives something of an 
answer to that question.

"The front pages of the Ameri- 
oan newspapers these days," 
writes Reston, "are full of what we 
call *Gee Whiz’ headlines. . . .

‘ The soldiers have taken over. 
Men are being called up. Billions 
are thrown around Uke poker 
chips. Maps with big black arrows 
Miow poor old Berlin lost In a gray 
Communist backgroimd. And there 
are pictures of generals getting on 
or getting o ff airplanes and 
gloomy shots of the President wip-
ing his brow.

" I t  is all very grim, but don't 
let it throw you, for there ia a 
serious distortion in the news these 
days which is unfortimate . but 
probably imavoldable. The distor-
tion is that all the military prepa-
rations for the defense o f Berlin 
ars being made public and all the 
diplomatic planning for the relief 
o f the crisis Is being kept pri-
vate. , . .

"Though the headlines may give 
the impression that Washington is 
preoccupied with military ques-
tions, this Is not an accurate ac-
count of the situation. There Is no 
panic here, and no fatalistic talk 
o f the Inevitability of war.

"On the contrjuw, this reporter 
doea hot know a single well-in-
formed official or ambassador in 
the capital who really believes 
there Is going to be a war over 
Belln. I f  a military solution of the 
crisis were In Khrushchev's mind, 
it  seems unlikely that he would 
have given the West six months' 
notice of eviction.

"Similarly, i f  the Kennedy Ad- 
nUnistration really believed it were 
confronted by the prospect of 
having to fight its way through, to 
Berlin or oppose a Communist as-
sault on that city. It can be taken 
for granted that the President 
would have called home the mil-
lion wives and children of the 
American Army in Europe. . . .

"This government is prepared 
to negotiate. The eastern boundary 
o f Germany is negotiable, so is 
the level of forces in Berlin, all of 
Germany and Eastern Europe. A 
nonaggression pact is negotiable. 
Under certain circumstances the 
denuclearization of the Germans 
is negotiable, and if  Khrushchev 
wsijits to argue It out at the United 
Nations or in a peace conference, 
that may be arranged too.”

Thus, from Reston, either on 
, the basis of inside knowledge or 

bis own wishful thinking, an as- 
snranoe that the Kennedy admin-
istration Is keeping ita head even 
la  the midst of all the hysteria it' 
Itself has been deliberately gener-
ating—an' aasurance that it is 
really sane, and that, although it 
OOOsiderB it  necessary strategy to 
t>7 to frighten both Khrushchev 
sad the American people, we 
should not taks this too seriously.
St this is true, it  is at once re-

assuring snd diidUusloning. I t  Is 
nice to know we are really sup-
posed to  get a  reprieve from world 
anlcida fat the end. I t  is disiUn

A t  any 
rata, the military trumpets ha'ving 
been sounded, the basic question 
remabui that aaked by the S t  
Louis Post-Dispatch and the hope 
for the right answer lies in Res- 
ton's supposltton that the Kennedy 
Administration has the intelli-
gence, sanity, and real courage re-
quired for taking a diplomatic in-
itiative whith Sims at breaking 
the deaullock our military posture 
merely confirms and Intensifies.
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Waiting For Earthquakes
I t  has long been apparent that 

the scientists who work for the 
Defense Department at Washing-
ton or for the Atomic Energj- 
Commission, and who liave been 
assigned the task of surveying the 
scientific angles of detecting nu-
clear explosions, are altogether de-
lighted when they come up with 
evidence suggesting that there is 
no sure way of detecting ■ such 
explosions, and therefore no way 
of guaranteeing the efficacy of 
any international treaty which 
would ban nuclear testing.

These happen to be scientists 
who want us to resume testing, 
who think testing should never 
.have been suspended, and whose 
research Into the problem of po-
licing any test ban has consistent-
ly aimed at discovering and pro-
claiming the imperfections and im-
possibilities in any such policing 
system.

There could be another aim for 
this kind of research. It could be 
research aimed at devising detec 
tlon methods which would be proof 
against all hazards and complica-
tions, and which would therefore 
help move the world toward a for-
mal and permanent nuclear test 
ban.

The Kennedy administration has 
some scientific advisers who be-
lieve iR-this kind of research, and 
perhaps research o f this kind is 
going on somewhere. But it has 
not yet Infilthated tl^e Defense: De-
partment or the Atomic Energy 
Commission, whose scientists con-
tinue to provide the great bulk of 
public testimony on the subject.

One of the choicest pieces of 
such testimony was given to the' 
eager esrs of the Joint Committee 
on Atomic Energy the other day, 
when a Defense Department scien-
tist unveiled the latest system for 
making nuclear tests undetect-
able. Admittedly, science can tell 
the difference between an earth-
quake and a nuclear test. But, said 
the scientist, anyone who waits 
until an earthquake comes along 
and then conducts a nuclear test 
can have an excellent chance of 
having the nuclear test escape de-
tection, because the effects of its 
relatively puny explosion would 
be drowned out by the rumblings 
of the more powerful earthquake. 
This was not as fanciful as it 
might sound, the committee was 
reassured. There would be scien-
tific ways of spotting an earth-
quake, as it began, and getting off 
a nuclear explosion while the 
earthquake was still reverberat-
ing siround the earth.

Proof o f all this was that a big 
T N T  explosion of ours, not long 
ago, had much of Its seismic sig-
nificance blotted out by an earth-
quake that happened along at the 
same time. ^

The wdrahipful emphasis given 
such a system for eluding detec-
tion of nuclear fists, by scientists 
and by politicians, is in itself 
something of a warning, not about 
nuclear tests or earthquakes, but 
about public thought and people. 
The area of sanity seems to be 
dwindling steadily.

Two observations bring this 
teaching Into sharp focus in our 
present International situation 
First, i t  is obvious that all peo-
ples upon the earth today are our 
neighbors. Second, our nation is a 
collective entity of people like you 
and me. It "passes by on the oth-
er side,”  or responds realistically 
as a neighbor.

The second parable .sets in 
sharp contrist the “ rich man 
who was clothed m purpose and 
fme linen and who feasted sump-
tuously every day and "at his 
gate—a poor man—full of sores, 
who desired to be- fed with what 
fell from the rich man’s table’ 
Jesus concluded this parable with 
such severe judgment that we are 
inclined to bypass it as medi-
cine too bitter to take. But when 
these parables are read in areas 
where people are hungary, inade. 
quately clothed and 111 without 
medical science,-should we be sur-
prised If they do not hold us In as 
high regard as we wish they did? 
We would be less embarrassed if 
our njlsrionarles had deleted tlfeae 
parables from the New Testa-
ment.

Bartlett's attorney, Harry Ham-

A  feeling of joy, physical fltne.ss, 
and accomplishment sums up the 
attitude of cross-country cyclist 
Robert Donahue of 90 Cooper Hill 
St.

Donahue, who cycled with John 
Chesney of Stamford from Burling-
ton, Vt.'to San Francisco, returned 
home yesterday.

Generally, " I  feel more confident 
than before the trip began. I ’m in 
better shape physicall.v, and happy 
the trip is over," said Donahue. 
‘Tm  pteased to know that I  was 
able to' be of some help with heart 
research.”

"The most discouraging feature 
of the trip,” Donahue said, "was 
the wind, especially Jn Utah and 
Wyoming. In Echo Canyon, we had 
to pump down a steep grade, from 
about 7,000 to 4,000 because of the 
force of the wind.” It  was worse 
than going up a hill."

It waa in the Nevada-Utah area 
they had the most trouble. They 
ran into a sandstorm near Reno, 
Nev., and it took them eight hours 
to go 58 miles.

Light Burned Out
Also, in this area, a light on 

Donahue's bike burned out, and he 
had to go 20 miles without liglits. 
He ran into a road sigh and did 
minor damage to the bike.

Donahue said the hospitality of 
the people across the entire coun-
try was excellent. " I f  we would 
have had to pay for everything, it 
would have well exceeded our budg-
et of $4 per day.”

Donahue said he lost five pounds 
over the 37-day bike trip. "Our 
muscles were sore the first week, 
and then near-the end of the trip 
our knees became -very sore and 
•tiff. They itill are,” Donahue 
added.

Don^ue «aid the bikes held up- 
well. " I  had my first flat about 
10 miles before we reached Berk-
eley. Calif."

Joined Mcnlr
Donahue said they had many 

interesting experiences along the 
way. "In Eureka, 111., we were 
feted at a hospital picnic and met 
all the hospital employes and about 
half the town.”

Along the wq,y they stopped In 
a restaurant to get a drink. "We 
were talking to the waitress about 
the trip, and a customer over-
heard us. When we left he ran up 
to us, and gave us each two dol-
lars. He said this was all he could 
afford, but be had heard trouble 
and was interested in anything 
that could be done in the way of 
research.”

"Near the Wyomlng-Utah bor-
der,”  Donahue said,’ "we were put 
up by the same fellow who gave

'¥'the two British soUliers who 
walked across the U.S. a place to 
stay. ' ,

"When we arrived in San Fran-
cisco the people were verj’ friend-
ly,” Donahue said. "One family, the 
Johnson's, offered to keep u.s in 
San Francisco for a while, show 
us the town and pay all expenses.” 

"Don Sherwood was the di.se 
jockey in San Francisco who raised 
the money for our return trip," 
Donahue said. "It  took him only 
about a half hour."

Donahue wrote to President 
Kennedy and the Department of 
Health, Education and Wielfare 
concerning the trip. Bpth showed 
interest.

Donahue said he believes there 
should be bike trails set up in the 
U.S. as there are in Europe. "More 
people would probably take bike 
trips," Donahue said, "Now It is 
dangerous due to traffic."

Donahue and Chesney will rest 
awhile. Then they are planning to 
get together to compile their notes 
on the trip for a feature article.

Fishing T im e

The greatest fishing period and 
the heaviest concentration of 
anglers Is during the vacation 
months of June, July and August.

Some fish the year round, in-
cluding through the ice. Spring is 
an excellent time to try your luck, 
if you don't mind the unpredict-
able weather. It’s at this time 
that the fish move Into the shal-
lows to feed and spawn. They are 
easier to get, especlsdly If they 
school up — as do the walleye, 
white bass, stripers, crappie, blue- 
gill and bream.

During the summer when the 
water warms, it's best to concen-
trate efforts in the early morning, 
evening and at night.

If you don’t care for night fish-
ing, try starting about 4 a.m. or 
at daybreak. You’ll be surprised at 
the lunker-size bass and. walleyes 
that can be picked up at this early 
hour, especially during the sum-
mer.

Fall fishing improves with the 
cooling waters. Many anglers, un-
fortunately, put away their tackle 
just after L a b o r  Day. This is 
wrong. Game fish; the ,.big ones; 
especially, begin to gorgfc for the 
winter ahead.

September, October and No-
vember could be the most produc-
tive months.

When that bid, was ignored, Par-
nassus upped the guarantee to 
$250,000. It, too, was greeted by 
loud silence from the master mind 
of the hid^-and-seek tjtleholder.

Tunis, July 28 (it — President 
Habib Bourguiba'q Neo-Destour 
(New Constitution) party intensi-
fied efforts throughout 'Tunisia to-
day to keep popular support at a 
high pitch of nationalist fervor 
against disappointments in the 
campaign against France.

Bourguiba's pleas for material 
support from other Asian-African 
nations generally were going un-
heeded, and President De Gaulle 
of France sent a message to his 
troops at the Bizerte naval base 
praising them for remaining as 
firmly entrenched as ever. In ad-
dition. the 3-day peace mission 
here by U.N. Secretary-general 
Dag Hammarskjold did little to 
w6rk out a face-saving solution.

Lest popular support f a l t e r ,  
friass meetings were organized in 
a score of towns and villages. New 
telegrams backing the Tunhian 
chief of state arrived in. the 
capital.

Motions adopted by v a r i o u s  
meetings and organizations vowed 
readiness to continue the struggle 
for the evacuation of Bizerte by 
the French "until total victory.”

While the Tunisian government 
multlpled diplomatic efforts to ral-
ly support. National Assembly 
President DjellluU Fares launched 
an appeal "to all parliaments of 
the world.” He called for condem-
nation of “French aggression."

The Arabic language press con-
tinued its warning against global 
repercussions of the Bizerte crisis.

Cracking joints, S& described by 
the first letter-writer, aie of no 
medical importance. I ’ve beet) a 
knuckle-cracker all my life. When 
I was young, 1 w-as warned that 
knuckle-cracking wmild lead to 
enlargements and deformities of 
the joints. It hasn't. But these 
morael.s of misinformation have 
more lives than the provei-bial cat.

The cracking of the second cor-
respondent is another matter, but 
also not serious It is unrelated to 
the breast or to cancer but often s 
cause for w’orry and errors in 
diagnosis.

I f  yoii will feel for the lower 
.end of your brea.stbone (sternum), 
you’ll find a movable firm body 
that’s called the ensiform cartilage. 
Many patients, feeling this for the 
first time, are fearful that it's a 
stomach tumor. It i.sn't. of course. 
It's a normal structure that once 
in a while suffers a blow or a 
pressure injury and hurts for quite 
a while before it quiets down by it-
self.

Now. if you’ll feel along the 
lower border of the chest cage 
from the ensiform cartilage towai-d 
either side, you'll run your finger 
along the attachments of the free 
ribs. They’re caUed free ribs be-
cause they don’t attach firmly to 
the sternum as the upper ribs do. 
They sort of church together to 
form an archway for the abdomen.

When these free ribs get spread 
wide apart as they do in the Ia.st 
months of a pregnancy or when 
they get jammed apart as from 
pressure or a blow they separate a 
bit. Medically this is called a sub- 
luxation. It's something, like the 
dislocation of an ankle or a should-
er.

When these subluxated free ribs 
scrape against each other they 
may cause a cruncliing or crack-
ing sound just as was described. 
This sound may be heard 'by others 
such as our patient's husband. The 
soun.d may be accompanied by pain, 
sometimes severe pain.

When this pain is on the left 
side, particularly in the m'ale. it Is 
easily mistaken for heart pain 
(angina pectoris). And when il'^ 
on the right, especially In a woman 
who is obe.se or pregnant, it is 
easil.v mistaken for gallstone colic.

Thus while this subluxation (s 
medicall.v unimportant and while 
the pain it causes usually goes 
away by itself or can be relieved 
by local injection of an anesthetic 
it often is a source for anxiety. It 
is easily misinterpreted as an indi-
cation of serious underlying 
disease, hilt It's also easily rec-
ognized if looked for. All yoii need 
to do is press the trigger spot and 
you'll be in no doubt as to its harm- 
le.ss origin.
