Moscow, Aug. b (lP)—Pre-1
mier Khrushchev today un-
wrapped a new Soviet Com-
munist party rule book tor-

“The cult of personality and all
violations of innerparty democracy
connected with it cannot be tolera-
ted,"” the new rules said.

Drinking Much Walter Helps
Avert Stone Formations

By HAROLD T. HYMAN, M.D.

Q—What is gravel? What's the
difference between gravel and &
stone?

A—At all times, urin contains
salts in solution. Under certain
circumstances, such as an exces-
silve content of certain salts or a
change in the reaction of urine,
these salts settle out. That's
gravel, Most of the time we are
unaware of the passage of gravel.
Only in extreme instances does
the puaafe of gravel cause irri-
tation, pain or bleeding.

When gravel deposits in the kid-
ney or bladder, it may lump to-
gether to form a stone. When &
small stone or a fragment of a
large stone passes down from
kidney to bladder, it may cause
the agonizing pain of a renal colic,
And when an attempt ia made to
pass the stone out of the bladder
the pain may be excruciating. The
best way to prevent the formation
of gravel or stones is to assure
the passage of a dilute urine by
drinking large quantities of plain
ordinary water, There is no need
for waters bottled at speclal
springs.

Q—My son recently had to go
down Into an oil tank and clean
it with chemicals of some kind.
When he came out, he said he al-
most suffocated from the fumes.
When he got home, his face was
flushed and he had a convulsion.
Could this have been from the
fumes?"

A—It sounds most likely. He
can get definite information at his
plant or the Department of Labor.
Perhaps he should have worn &
mask and falled to do so.

Q—Is there a disease the op-
posite of diabetes that sometimes
causes a person to go into shock?

A—On rare occasions, the cells
of the pancreas that manufacture
insulin  produce more than the
body needs. Under these circum-
stances, the patient may go into
“insulin shock” in the same way
that a diabetic does after an over-
dose of injected Insulin or after
fallure to *‘cover' the correct in-
sulln dose with foods. -

Sometimes, this condition of
spontaneous hyperinsulinemia is
due to overactivity on the part of
normal cells. Bul sometimes it's
due to the presence of an insulin-
producing growth. Elther way, ex-
haustive investigation must be un-
dertaken bhefore a program of
treatment can be prepared.

Q—I am 40 years old and for the
past few years I've suffered from
backache. One doctor rays it's due
to a dropped kidney and he wants
to operale* on me to sew it in
place. Another doctor says it's due
to a tipped uferus and he wants
to operate to put it in place. What
am I to do?

A—I'm not sure that either ex-
planation is correct. Back pain is
rarely due to any type of kidney
disturbance, despite the famillar
picture in_ patent medicine ads—
and surely not to a ‘“‘dropped kid-
ney."" Nelther Is ‘backache often
due to misplacements of the
uterus. A recent study in Australla
showed that less than two per
cent of all backaches in women
were due to gynecologic condl-
tons. The vast majority, in this
as in all other studies, were due
to orthopedic conditions such as
pogr posture, improper shoeing,
strained muscles and disturbances
of vertebral ligaments, joints and
bones.

There were shouts "Yankee Go
Home" and the sir was tense as
Dillon and Guevarra headed sep-
arately for Punta del Este, but
there were no incldents.

Rumors circulated here that
President Kennedy might change
his mind and attend the confer-
ence, at least for the closing days,
There was no confirmation of these
reports,

Kennedy announced July 19 that
because of pressing duties at home
he would not attend the parley,
which was called by the OAS to
implement his alliance for progress
plan to ald Latin America.

A gift of the French people, the

Asiatic Plants

Sweel basils are tropical Asiatic
plants whose aroma has lent itself
to food flavoring for thousands of
years, Before World War 1I, the
growth of baslls was restricted to
Europe, which served as America's
only source for the herb. Hostili-
ties in Europe necessitated their
growth In this country, where to-
day only three seed growers have
facilities to cultivate Dark Opal
One of the requirements of the
plant is, of course, climatic, and
the West Coast provides ideal con-
ditions for Dark Opal.

Dark Opal was derived from a
geed from Turkey, which Scarchuk
and Lent obtained in 1850, and
which, through their constant se-
lecting and inbreeding, has resut-
ed in a plant of uniform shape,
height, and color, a particularly
dark purple.

It is this last characteristic of
Ddrk Opal, its color, which dis-
tinguishes it from other purple-
leaved basils. It has been found
superior to all others for its pos-
session of a rich, deep purple color.
For this reason, Dark Opal's pri-
mary function will be a decorative
one, a role it fills particularly well
in any home garden.

The selection of the Ferry-
Morse Seed Co. came as a result
of the company's willingness to
grow the seeds in a greenhouse,
and then plant them out in the
field, thus using every plant that
germinated. This process takes
more care, but is considerably bet-
ter than sowing the seeds in the

.| field immediately, a method which

would result {n more wastage, and
which couldn’t produce the plants
in a year's time.

Profits from the sale of the seed
to wholesalers for the first three
years, during which Ferry-Morse
has' sole rights, will be used
to- establish a scholarship fund
for horticulture students at the
University of Connecticut. The
sesd will go on the open market
at the end of the three-year period.

Khrushchey told Fanfani he
considered the Kennedy speech ex-
ceasively belligerent. A competent
Informant gave this account of
Khrushchev’s talk with the Italtan
premier:

The Soviet premier said he felt
 Kennedy's attitude on Berlin was
not actually as strong as iridicated
by his speech,

Fanfani asked why Khrushchev
did not approach negotiations
with that In mind. -

Khrushchev, who apparently
formed his impressions from his
summit talks with Kennedy in
Vienna last June, sald he consid-
ered the young American Presi-
dent more complex than the late
Secretary of State John Foster
Dulles.

He added thal in the United
States everybody shouts and the
man who shouts the loudest wins,
Kennedy, he went on, listens to
the loudest.

Khrushchev, in a farewell
speech on Fanfani's departure to-
day after a 3-day visit, said:

“We have different opinlons on
some questions of {nternational
developments and that {5 no sur-
prise, Our talks were frank and
were conducted In a good atmos-
phere.”

He added that he felt both sides
“attach priority to the question of
insuring a stable peace and the
gettlement of controversial inter-
natlonql problems by peaceful
means.”

Fanfani replied that “Our frank
talks have made It possible to
establish more clearly the #cope,
time an? conditions for achleving
a real strengthening of peace.”

The presence of richt in the
city was disclosed only after west-
em newamen told the Bast Ger-
man embassy that Ulbricht was
seen at a soocer match here. The
East Germans yesterday refused
to admit Ulbricht is in Moscow.

Jleged to hear the. off-the-record
wisdom of some high administra-
tion official, with permiasion to
write what he said, but not to at-
tribute it to him by name, there
was accomplished the greatest in-
stant military bulld-up in all hu-
man history.

By the mere flick of a few
words the mlilitary -situation in
Europe was transformed from one
of dire emergency, based on a
glaring insufficlency of Western

. strength, to one of calm assurance.

Ons explanation for this may
have Dbeen that all the extra
emergency billions destined to
beef up our military position
abroad were already on their way
whooping ' through Congress, and
that, dire alarm thus having
served its immediate legislative
purpose, and having loosened the
nation’s purse strings, the thing
to do was now to give the nation a
pacifier, Or it may not have been
planned policy at all, but an {r-
responsible public relations acci-
dent which may have to be cor-
rected and disciplined.

But however and for whatever
particular reason It happened, the
resuit was a barrage of news
stories from Washington, all of
which sald the same things, in
much the same way.

We are not, the news wstories
proclaimed, as weak in Europe as
we bad thought,

How and why is this?

Well, it Is suddenly discovered
that the West actually has more
men in frant line positions in Eu.
rope than Russia does.

Furthermore, it is now, and al-
ways has been, & miscaleculation to
compare 175 Russian divisions
with a paltyy 20 divisions for
NATO, The reason is that it has
been suddenly discovered that a
Russian division contains onl¥
11,000 men, while an American
division contains 40,000 men.

Also, it is suddenly discovered
tkat the Russians do not, after all,
have more tactical aircraft in Eu-
rope than we do, and, in any case,
our aircraft are superior. Much of
the Russian air power available,
in fact, is second line equipment.

And on top of all this sudden
increase, proportionately, in our
capacities for conventional war in
Burope, we still have, of course,
our clear superiority of supply and
delivery capacity in the realm of
nuclear war.

So, suddenly, In cne day's talk
and analysis, we are no longer the
hopeless underdog on the contl-
nent of Europe, but full of power
and confidénce. In one day we
beve drawn even with the Rus-
sians, If, Indeed, we have not
passed them.

Just why we have chosen to do
this remains something of 3 mys-
tery, Perhaps, as we have indi-
cated, the previous walling of mil-
itary alarm had already provided
all the billions the administration
thought it could handle. Perbiaps
it had 1o reach for such reassur-
ance to keep' the Congress from
adding extra billlons to the un-
parslieled military spending bo-
nanza now being voted.

At any rate, there the one day
instant bulld-up stands, mosat
unusual in all history, It ac-
complished by the mers twist of a
few words, without the expendl-
ture of an extra dime, or the de-

It reminded us of another
Amasing recent -accomplishment,
in which the same individual who,

People far more technically au-
thoritative than Connecticut’s
Senator Bush have reached a ver-
dict similar to his, with regard to
President Kennedy's decision to
try to beat the Russians to the
moon,

Many sclentific minds agree
with Senator Bush that no valid
caze has been made for haste to
the moon. And, where he is con-
tent to evaluate the expenditure
of 20 billions as something of a
lunacy, some of the scientists
think the tolal cost may be 40
billlons of dollars.

When they compare what they
think this can produce, from
what we find on the moon, or
from the glory we think we earn
in getting there, with what an ex-
penditure of this size could do for
some human problem here on
earth, the expenditure seems to
become almost a sacrilege.

What {s the truth about it?

First, it seems to us, from what
we have read, that we do have a
fair chance of bealing the Rus-
sians to the moon, even though the
Russians have hitherto been ahead
of us in the weight and distance of
their expleits in space. Our fair
chance of winning this race lies
in the posaibility that it will de-
mand a new kind of designing and
a new kind of equipment and pow-
er from us both, so that both of
us may really be starting from
scrateh. If that is 80, our resource,
it we do not stint, could be cal-
culated as greater than that of
Russia.

Second, even when we concede
the chance of an American vic-
tory In this race, it remains essen-
tizlly & bread and circuses offer-
ing, something to distract and
capture ths imaginations of the
American people. The President
reached for this glamorous exploit
not so much In the aftermath of
Major Gagarin's orbiting of this
earth as in the wake of an ir-
resolute wrong decision with re-
gard to an invasion of Cuba. Other
sectors of life on the “new fron-
tier" seemed toﬁoffer-‘ little dis-
{llusionment too. But here waa the
dynamic young leader petting a
goal and a quest and an effort
which should be glamorous enough
and exciting enough for all.

It will not end up, of course, an
expenditure of 40 billlons just for
the glorification of one President.
The glory, whatever it Is, will be
for the nation. The race, to be
sure, will be the mosat exciting in
all history, at least until it is
over, when, conceivably, every-
body may ask why we ever put
such a stake on the winning of
it. The question remains whether
this particular exploit is not a pol-
icy luxury, at the expenseé of
things here on earth we might
well be considéring human neces-
sitles.

‘Reduce Rolls Automatically’

Joseph Mitchell, the Newburgh
city manager whosa conservative
ideas about city welfare policies
have been hitting the national
headlines, has now come up with
a further idea which, If pursued
far enough, could eliminate the
welfare problem entirely.

He proposes to use “thought
control” on the city's social work-
ers. If that doesn't work, he plans
to replace them. When he replaces
them, he intends to weed out all
applicants who have been to col-
lege, .

His proposed “thought control™
program is not without its logic
As he sees 1t, what makes a wel-
fare case a welfare case in the|
first placeis the judgment of some |
social worker that it ought to be
classified as a welfare case.

Furthermore, it i{s obvious, to
him, that trained social workers
“feel sociely has a responsibility
to the people” whereas “we feel
the people have a responsibility to
sociéty.” In other words, profes-
sional social workers make wel-
fare cases, because they think that
is the thing to do.

But, says Mitchell, If social
workers can be trained to avoid
accepting new cases, “you will
reduce the rolls automatically.”

He proposes to teach his present
social woskers to nip prospective
welfare cases in the bud, this way,
by rejecting them ax cases, or else
replace them with new employes
who will.

And just in case the training of
the social workers proves a little
difficult, he will take away from
them anyway their authority to
decide whether a case is a case.

Such an advanced system of
welfare administration will solve
all problems except one, that of
maladjustment in the thinking of
the people who think that they are
Jobless, or hungry, or cold, and
who may not, at first, understand
it when the Newburgh-style social
worker tells them they are not.
One hopes that, when the actua)
showdown comes, case. by case,
City Manager Mitchell will have a

Connecticut

Yankee

It would seem likely that the es-
sential outlines of one Connecticut
political career may repeat them-
selves for another. -

The sequence goes like this: a
surprise victory as a candidate for
governor: & surprise defeat as a
candidate for reeclection as gover-
nor; A tour of duty as an ambassa-
dor abroad; a return to Connectl-
cut seeking high political nomina.
tion; an eventual acceptance of an
opportunity to run for the House
of Representatives at Washington.

This has been, In capsule form,
the career of Chester Bowles, with
an additional postscript still being
written, as he followa service in
Congress with his position in the
State Department.

It is also, in capsule form, a par-
tial rendering of the events in the
career of John Lodge, who enjoyed
& surprise defeat of Bowles in
1950, sustained what was to him
& surprise defeat from Ribicoff in
1854, served as ambassador to
Spain, and is now back in Connect-
icut, ready to run for the United
States Senate If things could pos-
sibly break that way, willing to
run for governor again if the nomi-
nation should prove possible, but
likely to mettle, as did Bowles, for
& chance to run for Congreas {f that
should prove the one thing actually
within his reach.

If he were to be offered, and he
were to take, a chance to run for
Congress, it would be for the at-
Iarge seat now held by Congress-
man Kowalski and long held by
Toni Sadlak. And, with Sadlak ap-
parently retired at last, the path
toward this nomination could be
relatively easy, although not too
direct, By that we mean that we
would not expect Lodge to an-
nounce himself, or be announced as
A candidate for the congressional
nomination. We would expect him
to stand near the gubernatorial
spollight, wearing that always
charming and sometimes enig-
matic smile of hls, until the mo-
ment in which it would suddenly
seem desirable to everybody to
have him on the ticket somewhere,
even if not for governor.

Although this is what we regard
as likely, we are not discounting
entirely the possibility that he
could wind up running for gover-
nor again. We always seem to un-
derestimate the come-back pow-
ers of défeated candidates for gov-
ernor; we thought Bowles was, af-
ter 1850, finished in Connecticut,
particularly with his own party:
we Lho‘ufht the same thing about
Lodge after 1854. Yet the one thing
which, more than any other, has
given some potential thrust to his
new stance on the Connecticut
launching pad was what seemed
the purely spontanepus applause
he got from ths party feithful
when he made his first public ap-
pearance at the Alcorn dinner last
spring.

From that, as well as from the
casual tolerance of his presence
and his availability on the part of
party leaders who usually control
a few delegates, we conclude that
his party is quite willing to give
him some kind of preferment in
1862. Should other candidacies find
themselves in deadlock, he could
even ease past them into the nom-
ination for governor again. But
what we really expect s that, af-
ter holding himself available for
that possibility, he will be pleased
and honored to accept the nomina-
tion for congresaman-at-large, and
that the party will be pleased and
honored to have him.

Satellite
The Auro

By Dr. I. M. LEVITT, DIRECTOR

« The settling of an academic con-
troversy as to the origin of the
mysterious aurora borealis, or
northern lgihts, may result from
the successful launching of Amer-
fca's first “Lriple-header” satellite,

When this satellite complex was
orbited, I was in Yowa City, Iows,
with Dr. Jantes van Allen and his
colleagues, who had assembled the
“Injun” satellite for the detection
and identification of particles
creating the aurorae. They had
been up all night monitoring recep-
tion from this satellite, but their
obvious weariness was overshadow-
ed by the stimulgtion of & success-
ful Jaunching which would reveal
the information they sought.

The command transmitter on the
roof of the Physics Building at the,
State University of lowa had trig-
gered the satellite transmitter te
relay its findings, The receiving
station at Saskatoon, Canada, im-
mediately recelved the aatellite
signal, and Dr. van Allan knew the
satellite was operating- satisfac-
torily.

As I watched these dedicated
sclentista listening and recording
data, all I could hear was a faint
high-frequency signal superim-
posed on what we call static. How-
ever, the tape recorders were op-
erating to make a permanent rec-
ord for later interpretation. This
interpretation may resolve a bal-
fling scientific problem,

Why the Northern Lights?

Let's explore the problem.

In north latitudes of 70 degrees
or higher the auroral lights can
be seen more than 300 nights of
the year. Occasionally, we see
them as far south as Washington.

Astronomers have suggested
that auroraes are seen only when
a severe atorm occurs on the sun—
the effects on earth being terres-
trial magnetic storms, radlo
blackouta and, after a 24 to 40-
hour delay, a display of the north-
ern lights, However, thia explana-
tion is only partlally correct, for
aurorae are too common to be tied
to sporadic storms on the mun.

The explanation given for the
formation of aurorae was that
protons (or the nuclel of hydrogen
atoms) interact with air particlea
at altitudes of from 60 to 600
miles, The interaction excites the
atoms, and after a few billionths
of a second they revert to their
normal state, giving off a bit of
energy which we can see a3 =
pulse of light, Multiply these
pulses by trillions of particles and
there result the arches, curtains,
glow and rays which are the
aurorae.

With the detection of the van
Allen radlation beits (whose con-
tent were protons) there arose the
immediate question whether the
protons which bombarded the at-
mosphere came from the radiation
belts or the sun. And if they came
from the radiation belts, how did
these belts spill the protons into
the atmosphere?

Dr. van Allen pictures the out-
er radiation belt as an elastic bag
from which protons leak, but
which are always replenished by
the sun. However, occasionally
there may be a large influx of pro-
tons which stretches the bag to its
limit. Finally, when it can hold no

more, the elastic bag dumps the:

protons into the atmosphere at its
ends, In this fashion simultaneous
aurorae In both the northern and
southern hemiaphere would be
seen.

Proton Source Explored

This was the problem which was
discussed and debated in seminars
and meetlings held by Dr. van Al-
len's group, The question was, how
do you determine the source of
protons which excite atmospheric
gases? And since protons were
coming from both the sun and
radiation belts, how do you differ-
entiate the twa?

The problem was attacked .in
this way:

The trapped protons in the outer
radiation belt were spiraling along
the earth’s magnetic lines, thus
moving at roughly right angles to
these lines. The protons emitted by
the sun, however, would follow the
earth's magnetic lines on their
way to the earth. So if we had two
detectors—aone looking along the
field and one at right angles to the
fleld—then we could delermine the
origin of the protons.

¢ sclentists placed 11 detec
tors at right angles to the field
and six along the field todeter-
mine this origin. To correlate their
Information further, a light-meas-
uring device (photometer) was
placed In an orbiting satellite
which, as it passed over the earth,

Now that “Infun" is in orbit
and operating satisfactorily, per-
haps in the immediate future we
will determine the source of the
mysterious northern lights—and
the controversy over the direct
cause of auroras will finally be
resolved.

Curtis Says
Third Junior
High Needed

A third junior high school s
needed in Manchester, according to
Superintendent of Schools Willinm
H. Curtis in the board of educa-
tion report for the 1860-61 fiscal
year lssued today,

Superintendent Curtis sald the
total enrollment of both Barnard
and Illing Junior High 8Schools for
the 1961-82 school year will be
about 2,500 students, while the
total capacity of the junior high
achools is about 2,000.

He did not indicate in the report
the number of studenls per class
or whether or not an increased
pupil-teacher ratio would solve the
“not adequate"” conditions.

He also recommended that
clagsrooms be added to the High-
land Park, Keeney, and Buckland-
Robertson School areas, In addi-
ton, he msked that other rooms
outside of clasarooms be added to
Highland Park School "to bdbring
the program at that achool up to
a par with*the newer units in
town."”

Superintendent Curtis said in
the report that, pending final re-
ports of the Planning and Renewal
Asnociates study of proposed
school neeads, recommendations
will be delayed on whelher or not
Buckland and Robertson Schools
should be adandoned, additions to
Buckland should be made, or a
new school development should
be started in the Robertson area.

Long before
many of the estimated 500 fans
had reached the premises the
game was already locked up by
LaGace and Co. for Coaches Mike
Cappe. and Mike Nimerowski,

Gott Paces Attack

LaGace wasn't the whole show,
for his mates combined three Na-
tional pitchers for 13 hits. Hitting
star was Gary Gott who collected
a palr of home rums, and added two
wingles, for a perfect night at the
platter, LaGaoge also homered as
did Tony Kastauskas. The latter
drove iIn four runs and scored
twice while LaGace powered across
three tallies. He also dented the
plate twice.

Gary Kinel and Paul Pilkonls al-¢
#0 collected a pair of safeties in a
winning cause. The latter rates a
bow for his fine handling of La-
Gace, who throws bullets and on
occasion breaks off a curve ball
that is & beauty to see, but not to
bat against.

Author of three no-hit, no-run
games during the regular season,
LaGace proved beyond any gques-
tion that pitching is 80 per cent of
Little League baseball.

Fine Control

Poasessing fine control, plus a
fast ball that really hops, LaGace
accounted for the first 11 outs —
all atrikeouts—before Tom Couygh-
lin rolled out, second to first in the
fourth., All told, he retired the side
on atrikes in the first, second,
third and aixth innings and record-
ed two in each the fourth and fifth
stanzas, The only outs recorded
other than those handled by the
catcher were on ground balls, sec-
ond to first.

America's “first booster-
pize, segmented solid-fuel
rocket engine has been test-

fired on the West Coast.

The firing of the 250,000-pound
thrust prototype powerplant took
place Saturday at the test center
of the United Alrcraft Corpora-
tion's West Const subsidiary,
United Technology Corparation.

Saturday's test—the firing was
for 80 seconds—was also the first
time a lightweight steel casing of
exact flight design haa been suc-
cessfully used for a solld rocket
test. Tt was fabricated by Pratt &
Whitney Alreraft In East Hart-
ford.

Baturday's test was the climax
of efforts which originated in No-
vember 18580 when UTC under-
took, with corporate funds, the de-
veloptént of a family of large
boosters, using solid fuel, to shoot
heavy payloads into orbit and out
Into far space.

UAC-UTC officials firmly belleve

pthat such boosters can help speed
up America’s space efforts and
possibly pass Russia in the race
for the moon.

Slated for test by UTC in the
fall js a 500,000-pound thrust
solld fuel engine. This would be
the largest of its type ever tested
in the free worid.

The thrust ﬁower of Baturday's
teat can be shown by cumpmng
it with the liquid-fuel “Saturn”
ICBM — 360,000 pounds—or the
"Titan" liquid fuel rocket—380,-
000 pounds,

UAC-UTC leaders have testified
before the House Space Commit-
tee that the segmented =olid fuel
rocket approach would give thia
country a family of reliable space
boosters of almost unlimited
thrust capability.

Solid fuels are plastic-like and
are “stuffed" within rocket cylin-
ders.
