Neither Intends to have
world war; neither intends to have
even a limited war; both share an
obvious Intention of staging =
great negoliation some Llime be-
fore the zero hour arrives.

There are even time table as-
sumptions in the diplomatic air
which makes the idea of & crisis
{tself seem almost ludicrous. It is
assumed, for instance, that there
will be no greal conference before
the German elections in Septem-
ber, or before the Communist
Party Congress in Moscow later
in the fall. Why such assump-
tions? Why, if this crisis over Ber-
lin i & life and death crisis, should
it be so polite as to defer to an
election In Germany, or a parly
meeting in Russia? Will we have
the right, for our part, to defer
the showdown until after we get
through our Christmas shopping?
The answer to sucth questions is,
of course, that leadership plans to
keep the situation under control,
and approach the crisis by planned
slages.

It might even ba possible lo
take this as reassuring, {f It were
not for one factor leadership
ought to be calculating, but may
not be calculating, This is the fac-
tor of what may be going on be-
hind the scenes, in the minds and
emotions of some very ordinary
peopie who do not share either the
confidence or the planning of lead.

They tend to get excited by
the big, bold things each side says;

aganda and & political victory, it

should also reflect upon the fear
and desperation which are causing
it. The Communists may be aware
of this because they still refrain,
despite much talk, from the policy
which might bottle this fear and

none of the impervious emotions
and steely nerved of high leader-
ghip, may crack under the strain
and sct as impulsive ordinary hu-
man beings, and drag both East
and West into the pit they both
really want to aveid. That's the
troublg -with the game of crisis;
the self-appointed players can't
always keep it entirely in their
own hands.

It comes closer to being an elab-
orate mask for what really goes on.

Occasionally, there are proposals
aimed at curbing the prestige and
influence of such registered lobby-
ists, The late E, O Smith, for in-
stance, wanted to have It put in
the rules that no former member
of the Legialature could appear as a
lobbyist at the session next suc-
ceeding that of his own legislative
service, 8mith apparently felt that
a popular legislator, coming back
among the colleagues with whom
he may have swapped favors and
sociability, would have more power
of persuasion than was good for
the public Interest. Smith's cure
would have been aimply to keep the
ex-legislator off the reservation un-
til his possible associations had
cooled.

Their frantic parenls beaieged
London alrport iast night, desper-
ate for word of thelr children’s
fate, Their telephone numbers

were taken and they were nent
home.

Just' after dawn n team of tele-
phone operators began the calls
that. ended thelr vigil. Policemen
also knocked at the doors of the
homes, mostly of middle-class
families, to tell what had hap-
pened.

It was Europe's second tourist
tragedy In eight days. On Aug. 2
a bus filled with American tour-
ista plunged into Switzeriand's
J.ake Lucerne and 18 Americans
downed.

The excited boys had crowded
chattering aboard the Viking,
owned by Cunard-Eagle Alirlines,
vnterdly afternoon at London
Afrport. Mont of them were chii-
dren of middle-class families and
had saved their pocket money for
the week's holiday.

They were to stay in a voulh
hoatel In Stavanger and then in a
mountain chalet, hiking In the
mountains, fishing for trout,
playing badminton and swimming.

Doctor Says

A number of senior citizens have
inquired about osteoarthritis with
particular reference to its relation-
ship to rheumatoid arthritis

The two diseases are entirely
different. Rheumatoid arthritis,
for example, begins at a very early
age, is probably of allergic origin,
is often accompanied by fever and
considerable weight loss, and pro-
duces crippling deformities of the
joints, including those of the spine.

By contrast, most of us do not
regard osteoarthritis as a disease,
In point of fact, T refer to it as
osteoarthrosis since the ‘-itis”
ending means the disease is a type
of inflammation.

Osteoarthrosis is often referred
to as “the grey hair" in joints. In
other words, it's a manifestation of
aging rather than disease.

It rarely begins before the mid-
dle years. When it occurs at the
time of the “change."” it sometimes
is called menopausal arthritis, al-
though most of us are convinced
that neither condition has any-
thing to do with the other.

Osteoarthroais  usually
persons who are overweight. There
seems to be a hereditary factor es-
pecially with hand involvements,
The nubbins that appear on the
finger (Heberden's nodes) are
often a family trade mark,

There's not a thing to do, and
nothing that need be done, In the
case of an osteoarthrosis. Weight
reduction takes a lot of the strain
off the involved joints. Proper
postural exercises, shoeing and
corseting add to comfort. Doses of
aspirin_relieve pain.

The application of heat may be
very helpful.

But there's little, If anything, to
be gained by faddist diets, vitamin
supplements, gland treatments,
vaccine injections, prescriptions
for cortico-steroids and other ex-
pensive drugs. exposure to violet
or x-rays, visits to spas, baths in
mud or “radio-active” waters, dia-
thermy or applications of electrical
current.

I trust- no one will interpret
what I have written as an indica-
tion that I think ostecarthrosis {s
“hopeless.” Quite the contrary.

Not being a disease, it will not
shorten life by so much as an
hour. Not being “curable,” it must
be endured. Not being remedable,
there's no sense spending a lot of
money ''chasing & cure.”

Indeed. if you'll take example
from the apple tree, yvou'll realize
that you can get delicious fruit
from many a gnarled branch.

Q—How much does a commercial
bank charge to sell securities for
& customer?—R, M.

A—Dear R, M.: The fee varies,
some banks might make no
charge, If a charge is made, it is
usually a flat fee regardless of the
number of shares or amount of
capital involved. For example, one
jarge New York bank makes a
flat charge of $3. Such a charge
is added to the regular broker's
fee. This is because banks cannot
become members of any stock ex-
change, but funne! their securi-
ties sales and purchases through
brokers just as you would.

In the working commission, now
digging into the innumerable prob-
lems connected with getting the
alliance for progress program on
the road, Guevara asked about
posslble benefits,

Guevara also wanted lo know
why in an era of Soviet space
travelers the countries of the
Communist bloc could not partici-
pate In the economic development
of Latin America.

Under
the agreement, the Senate will re-
maln in session as lale As neces-
sary tonight to vole on the Byrd
amendment.

Kennedy's retjuest for borrowing
authority for a 3.-year, $8.8 billion
program of loana to struggling
nations is the chief item of con-
gaversy in the pending foreign ald

The bill providea $4,326,500.000
In foreign aid this year, including
$1.187,000,000 in the loan funds.

In a Senate speech, Byrd, chalr-
man of the Senate Finance Com-
mittee and a spokesman for the
Senate's economy bloc, declared:

“This is no time to relax control
over any public spending, or to in-

ycrease the public debt unneces-
sarily."”

Byrd charged the Kennedy pro-
gram would promote “poor risk"
loans with no certainty of repay-
ment,

He estimated that if no repay-
ments are made over the maximum
50-year loan spans the added com-
pound interest on the federal debt
would total $20.7 billion.

The ship landed safely nearby,
he added.

The space flier said he experi-
