Mortimer M. Caplin, Internal 
Revenue commissioner, had testi­
fied to the committee that collec­
tions under the Federal Wagering 
Tax Laws during the Isst Fiscal 
year totaled only slightly over 37 
million as enmpared with an esti­
mate 10 years ago they would 
produce about 3400 million yearly.

"W'e had sworn testimony here 
yesterday that off-track wagering 
on horse races totals about 350 
billion a year,” McClellan said.

"If a tax of 10 per cent should 
be collected on that amount it ap­
pears the cost to the government 
is out 35 billion a year. Cut those 
statistics in two and the govern­
ment 1s losing 32 billion or 33 bil­
lion.

"The gamblers are paying a lit­
tle over 37 million out of a 35 
blOlon obligation.”

New Haven, Aug. 23 (7P)—The9actually to establish and operate
fadeval court today denied M assa­
chusetts’ request for pefioteaion 
to exercise its option for'H^chase 
of the New Haven Railroad’s Old 
Colony line-

judge Robert P. Anderson ruled 
that creation of a South Shore 
Transportation District to run a 
rapid transit system between Bos­
ton and Braintree, Mass., was not 
enough to exercise the option.

Anderson said the transporta­
tion district set up to purchase the 
Old Colony is not "fully commit­
ted" to a reasonable mass rapid 
transit sy.stem.

The Massachusetts legi.slature 
earlier this year passed a bill es­
tablishing the transportation dis­
trict and gave it authority to pur­
chase the New Haven Railroad 
division.

To be adequate, the legislation 
must “ direct”  the district to ex­
ercise the option, Anderson said. 
At pre.sent, the district Is only 
"empowered" to make the pur­
chase, he said.

Anderson's ruling upheld a brief 
filed by the New Haven Railroad 
July 11, now under tnistee-ship, op­
posing the option on the grounds 
“The Commonwealth la not com­
mitted with reasonable certainty 
to a feasible plan of service.”

Anderson said it could not ac­
cept "Uie mere creation of a South 
Shore Transportation District with 
Its verj' flexible, discretionary 
powers or the unfulfilled plans of 
its managers as a proper equiva­
lent” of exercise of the option.

Anderson said the act of the 
Massachusetts' Legi.slature "sim­
ply creates and empowers an inde­
pendent authority to operate a 
rapid transit system; but the Com­
monwealth does not by the act it­
self adopt any reasonable plan or 
direct the authority to carry one 
9Ut.
, "Moreover, it casts the entire fi­

nancial responsibility for establish­
ing, and operating whatever sys­
tem might be instituted, upon four 
•f Its towns.”

Anderson's ruling, however, did 
not preclude eventual approval of 
the right to exercise the option.

For the district to exercise the 
option, he said, "Its activities must 
prog;res8 far enough in accomplish­
ment to assure the court of a firm 
•nd irrevocable commitment, with 
the necessary' financial capability.

The East German regime over­
night had slammed shut five more 
gates'to East Berlin.

The first Satuni booster, a 
cluster o f eight rocket eng înes 
with 1>3 million poimds o f thrust, 
arrived last week at Cape Cana­
veral.

"The hummingbird Is the acro­
bat among birds— none equals him 
In speedy maneuvemblllty,” he 
says. And the heart is most im­
portant of all the muscles. While 
a small heart limits activity, a 
large one means more staying 
power.

An underwater wireless that

Grasshoppers W’in 
•rhat shrill snicker you hear Is 

from the grasshoppers. ’They all 
managed to throw away the queen 
of spades at the first trick.

E u t  returned the queen of clubs 
against them, too, but they took 
the ace of clube, cashed the two 
top hearts and then led the care­
fully preserved eight of spades. 
When West played low, our grass­
hopper friends finessed with dum­
my’s ten.

This finesse won, and the ace 
of spades supplied a welcome dis­
card. Score game and ruWier for 
the spendthrifts.

What would happen If East had 
the Jack of spades as well as the 
king? In that case jLtje spend­
thrifts would go down two Instead 
of one. The cost would be only 100 
points. ’The difference between 
making game and going down '1* 
920 points. In other words. South 
Is getting 9-1 odds on an even- 
money finesse.

Moral: False frugality fails, and 
penny-pinchers perish pitifully.

Replying to  Charges

_ D tio o m ae  bUsU a t RockvUl«’g#have come in the past few dayi
Republican adminiatratlon 

and a t tha Vemon aelectmen over 
the town dump dlapute Monday 
were countered yeeterday by Her­
man O. Oleon, former Renville 
mayor, now a candidate for town 
•electman.

Olaon oald he waa “aurpriaed 
that the Democratic candidates 
for aelectmen should be ao miain- 
formed and misled by their advis­
ers as to make the distorted state­
ment."

He referred to a joint statement 
^  Francis J. P itkat and Robert 
w . Eieming that Town Republican 
Cbalrman Georg* D. Maharan had 
“oonfuaed the true facts" about 
the Vernon dump tangle.

•Caharan last week laid, the 
dump plight at the feet of the 

"jHresent Democratic administra- 
uon in the city.

The attacks and counter-attacks

as the race toward the Oct. 3 town 
elections has giwvn hotter.

Olson said P ltkat and Demlng 
"are evidently confused as to 
ndiere the responsibility by the 
city and town governments He."

He shot a question at Demlng, a 
political newcomer, asking if Dem- 
ing is aware that a housing devel­
opment next to the old city dump 
site is in the Vernon Fire District, 
not the city.

Democrats said the dump mess 
began during Olson's term as 
mayor when construtclon of houses 
near the dump was authorized and 
approved.

Olson's tongue-in-cheek question 
carried the unstated reply that the 
city administration had no effect 
on housing in the lire district.
The dump off West Rd. was closed 

in July, 19C0 on order of slate and 
local health officials, after com­

plaints of smoka, ares, rats, and 
vermin devalopsd Into law suits 
against the dty.

"The court case about the dump 
was instituted while I  was away," 
Olson went on, “and upon my re­
turn, we immediately set up pro­
ceeding for a land Bll dump which 
was very satisfactory.

“In fact, (Superior Court) Judge 
Pastor* and Judge Troland at two 
different times refused to hear the 
case and stated we were doing a 
very fine job in maintaining the 
dump,

"The Democratic administration 
closed the dump after they stopped 
compressing the refuse, making 
the dump a potential fire haaard,

“The Democrats did nothing . . . 
for the next year, and only after a 
Republican (the late John J. 
Rady) was appointed chairman of 
the health committee was a bill in­
troduced to make it possible for 
the town to maintain a dump. Yet 
the Democrats expect the Repub­
licans to set up a new dump in a 
month.

“As far as First Selectman 
(George E.) Risley is concerned, 
he had options on sites for the 
dump (and) even held a hearing on 
one place.

“As far as taxes are concerned, 
has anyone over known of a Demo­
crat Interested in cutting taxes?

Their policy has always been to 
spend and tax and spend.’’

Olson want on to point out that 
the present city budget for garbage 
and rubbish collection is |S7,(XX> as 
opposed to 114,000 under Olson's 
administration.

Hs added that ’’a few years of
Democratic financial chaos" has 
left Ckmnecticut in debt after 82 
years of Republican administration 
which, he said, left the state with 
a large surplus.

The Democratic candidate* 
“have no experience in administra­
tion, and can hardly accuse Mr. 
Rlslcy of doing nothing.'.’ Olson 
said. “His devotion to the affairs 
of the town has cost him much of 
his leisure time (and) working 
days."

Olson termed the Democratic at­
tack “scurrilous."

The 8333,869 budget for the 
board of education which was dis­
cussed last month at a joint meet­
ing was approved, Including capi­
tal outlay. The budget for the past 
year was 8311,996.

It was pointed out that the 
school enrollment is expected to 
increase 6 per cent this year and 
tha t the budget went up 6H per 
cent, which members felt was rea­
sonable.

First Selectman Charles Rob­
bins asked the board of finance to 
appropriate 8116 to cover a refund 
of taxes to Charlea and Lucille 
Gipson. He said the aaaeaaor had 
placed a 812,430 assessment on 
the Gipson property by mlataka. 
The aaaeaament should have been 
88,450. The resulting taxes on the 
erroneous aaaeaament were 8129.36 
too much, he said.

Since the tax abatement fund 
had only 816, the extra appropria­
tion of 8116 was transferred from 
unencumbered funds In the zoning 
commission account.

The H. N. Alexander (Company 
will be asked to make an audit 
the town treasurer’s accounts im­
mediately after the October elec­
tion since the present treasurer, 
Keeney Hutchinson, will not run 
for that office again. It was voted 
to pay Alexander and Co., a 8200 
Increase, to a total of 8600 for 
auditing all the town records this 
year. The auditor has done the 
work for $400 for many yearg and 
hoard members felt that the re­
quested increase was fair.

Budgets reviewed and approved 
Include general highway, with a 
request for 83,700, the same as last 
year; health officer, 8750, the same 
as last year: town counsel, 8500; 
Community Hall, 83,600, unchanged 
from last year. Under Community 
Hall improvements the amount of 
8600 will be budgeted for repainting 
the outside of the hail; 8100 for 
painting the interior of the lavatory 
rooms; $240 for aluminum storm 
windows, fluorescent lights for the 
kitchen and an additional fire ex­
tinguisher.

At the suggestion of Tax Col­
lector Anthony Maneggia it was 
decided to include $160 in the 
budget for tax refunds instead of 
the usual $100 since Maneggia 
thought the previous figure was 
Inadequate. TTie appropriation for 
the dog warden was approved at 
81,600, Including $1,000 for his sal­
ary and $365 for rental of the dog 
pound. Also approved were the 
selectmen's budget request of 
$4,400; election expenses, $1,500 
and the budget for the town ga­
rage at $875.

It was voted to Increase the 
payment to Director of Welfare 
Mrs. Donald Tedford from $50 to 
8100, as suggested by Selectman 
Robbins as a token of apprecia­
tion for her services.

Requests for increases in sal­
aries by the registrars of voters, 
the board of tax review and the 
park and recreation director were 
discussed but no action taken. 
These will be considered at an­
other meeting of the board before 
the September budget hearing.

Soviet attacks on the western pow­
ers “must be regarded as an at­
tempt to worsen the atmosphere in 
which this debate takes piace.” 

"It is only ^K) clear,” the Brit­
ish delegate said, "that some 
members of the United Nations do 
not sincerely wish to see a suc­
cessful negotiations between the 
two parties. The speech of the 
Soviet Delegate (Monday) con­
stitutes all too vividly an illustra­
tion of my point.”

Crowe urged that France and 
Tunisia appoint representatives as 
soon as possible to work out a 
solution to their differences. He said

it wgs his- understanding that 
FYance does not contest the prin­
ciple of the eventual withdrawal of 
its troops from the naval base at 
Blzerte.

The British delegate, however, 
was critical of a 32-natlon resolu­
tion calling for negotiations spe­
cifically on the question of French 
evacuation of the Tunisian base. He 
said the proposal included phrases 
which "are not )n our opinion like­
ly to contribute to a solution." He 
did not state specifically how he 
would vote on the resolution.

Britain and African nations still 
allied with France were working 
behind the scenes to water down 
the resolution submitted by 31 
Aslan-African nations and Yugo­
slavia. The object Wall to win sup­
port of the United States and other 
friends of Prance, by removing 
implied censure of French actions 
in 'Tunisia. But the resolution's 
sponsors said they didn't need that 
support.

Tunisia and her supporters were

confident they could muster well 
over the two-thirds vote requ lr^  
to adopt the resolution, which as it 
stands calls on France to withdraw 
her troops from territory seized 
during the July fighting around 
the Bizerte Naval Base and to join 
Tunlria immediately in negotia­
tions for a comple'te withdrawal of 
French troops from Tunisian soil.

Sponsors of the resolution reject­
ed a suggestion from Britain that 
they eliminate the call for with­
drawal of French forces from Tu­
nisia and the pinpointing of 
France’s role In the dispute. The 
British reportedly were urging Ar­
gentina and New Zealand to sub­
mit amendments that would have 
the same moderating effect.

Senegal and Niger'* also urged 
o t h e r  French-speaking African 
states to join them in amendments 
to eliminate the call for French 
withdrawal. But this group finally 
decided to take no action for the 
time being.

Tunisian Ambassador M o n g i

Slim said he would oppose any such 
amendmehts. He said the resolu­
tion had been watered down as far 
as it could be. and that "no othet 
delegation wodld be satisfied with 
so little in simlilar circumstances."

The Soviet Union warned that 
if any delegation submitted 
amendments to weaken the reso­
lution, it would put in counter­
proposals to strengthen it.

Many of Tunisia's backers felt 
more sting should be put In the 
resolution, which oml4% any open 
condemnation of France.

The moves to tone down the 
resolution were prompted mainly 
by reports the United States would 
abstain in the vote so as not to 
offend France a t this" crucial stage 
in the Elast-West dispute over Ber­
lin.

Chief U.S. Delegate Adlai Ste­
venson made plain to the assem­
bly yesterday that his government 
is cold to the resolution as it 
stands. He ’ said the assembly 
should not "attempt to dictate the

terms of an agreement" or take 
"any steps which might tend only 
to harden positions.”

Stevenson at the same time 
voiced considerable support for the 
Tunisians,. saying the principle of 
full Tunisian sovereignty over 
Tunisian territory should be uni­
versally accepted, that all forces 
should return to the positions they 
held before the Bizerte fighting, 
and that France and Tunisia must 
negotiate promptly "to arrange 
for the ultimate disposition” of the 
big French naval and air base at 
Bizerte.

List’s have another word for i«- 

tlrement.
Most of us think of rsUroment as 

a passive act. We say we are go­
ing to retire for the night. Or the 
newspapers say e public figure re­
tired to private life, suggesting the 
end of his usefulness.

This concept of retirement as a 
sort of descent to what Dr. Bdward 
Bortz, of the Committee on Aging, 
describes as a precemetery exist­
ence Is a major cause for the prob­
lems of many of our senior cltizena.

Floating sluggishly downstream, 
they permit body and mind to be­
come flabby. Or suddenly released 
from decades of routine chores, 
they behave like youngsters on 
their summer holidays into aimless 
pursuits like shufflcboard, sun 
bathing, clock golf, bingo and card 
games.

Bored by Inactivity or pleasure 
seeking, they take refuge in end- 
lees complaints; Loss of appetite. 
Faulty elimination. Fits of the 
blues. Sleeplessness. Fatigue from 
the slightest demands on their 
flabby muscles. Aches and pains 
from any unexpected or unusual 
form of motion.

In short, sheer and unadulterat­
ed boredom.

Soon the eagerly anticipated re­
tirement becomes the pre-cemetery 
existence that Dr. Bortz so aptly 
describes.

These retirement blues can be 
prevented. And all that it  required 
is active preparation for the new 
life that Is to be. Not retirement, 
then, but a rebirth or reincarna­
tion. if you will.

You don’t need to be a learned 
person to plan your reincarnation. 
And you don’t need to seek profes­
sional advice to discover what 
form your reincarnation should 
best assume.

All you’ve got to do Is give 
thoughtful consideration to the 
things or subjects that interest you 
outside of your cash-and-carry ac­
tivities. Maybe it’s bird watching. 
Or gardening. Or stamp collecting. 
Or chess. Or participation in com­
munity activities. Or travel. Or 
baby sitting. Or reading to the 
blind. Or the care of crippled or 
handicapped children. Or non-pro­
fessional duties in your local hos­
pital.

But you must have a purpose. 
You must derive a sense of accom­
plishment from whatever you de­
cide to do. You must have the feel­
ing that you are pulling your

House Plants Like Vacation, Too

Tour house plants can do double 
duty this summer In garden plant­
ings. Actually, an outdoor vaca­
tion will do them good.

You gain several benefits from 
moving plants outdoors. After a 
long winter, many house plants are 
In a weakened condition. A season’s 
growth outdoors gives them re­
serve strength for the coming win­
ter indoors.

Also it Is easier to tare for 
houae plants aa part of your regu 
lar garden. And when you leave 
for vacation, house plants out­
doors will tiuive while you are 
away.

Most house plants can be used 
effectively for flowering or foliage 
displays. They provide portable 
color and design to ’ highlight 
patios, walks, window boxes and 
other dress-up areas.

Here are simple steps to follow 
In moving potted plants outdoors, 
Locate plants In their natural en­
vironment. Take stock oi your in 
door collection and group to­
gether tlie sun-loving plants like 
cacti and geraniums, and the 
shade-loving ones like begonias, 
fuchsias and foliage plants.

Almost all foliage plants need 
shaded locations. Give them fil­
tered sun beneath a tree or pro­
tected by fences, shrubs or a wall. 
Flowering plants generally should 
have good sun for most of the 
day. Gauge individual needs by 
what you know the particular 
plant requires Indoors.

It is wise to condition plants to 
their outdoor move. Place them 

• first on a porch or window for a 
few days before you take them 
outside.

Before taking plants outdoors. 
It pays to replant them in the next 
larger size clay pot. This gives 
roots room to develop in the fresh 
soil in the pots.

Also, leave plants In the pot 
you plan to keep them In In 
dpors.

If yoU set plants directly in open 
ground, you would have to dig 
and repot them in the fall. Thus, 
you would break new roots and 
waste l̂ he strength plants have 
gained.;from their vacation.

Select good locations for your 
plants. Dig a hole large enough 
to accommodate the clay pot up to 
the rim. Place the plaint, pot and 
all. In this hole and pack soli 
around It. Porous red clay pots 
let water move In and out from 
the surrounding soil. But turn pots 
periodically to prevent roots from 
developing through the bottom 
drainage hole.

Keep some extra potted plants 
handy In your garden. They will 
bs useful to add color to beds and

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borders, or as decorations In your 
outdoor living scenes.

Maintain regular pest control, 
especially before bringing house 
plants back Indoors. Indoor gar­
dening will be more rewarding If 
you give house plants the benefit 
of outdoor life this summer

Paris police and riot RO r c e s 
roared Into the areas of the ex­
plosions and set up roadblocks, 
but several hours after the blasts 
no arrests had been made.

A Handsome Principle
mils is the kind of a world 

which, if you are presumptuous 
enough.' or foolish enough, or 
Idealistic enough to proclaim 
some high and principled standard 
of conduct for your side, or your 
nation, or your way of life—often 
and almost immediately puts you 
to the test, in some case or loca­
tion you yourself might not have 
had in mind when you launched 
tho noble principle.

Tliat is perhaps reason for being 
grateful for the fact that the Ken­
nedy administration, after much 
tentative thinking toward the use 
of the noble principle of "self de­
termination” as d principle that 
eould be profitably thrown a t Rus­
sia on the issue of Germany and 
on the Issue of the satellite nations 
east of Germany, has not, after all, 
given the principle the full fanfare 
Budi a  handsome principle might 
seem to deserve

.Those who would push hand­
some principles toward others 
must also consult their own will­
ingness to honor the same princi- 
plee. And if they find that they 
themselves are selective, when it 
comes to applying these princi­
ples, then they must realize that 
the propaganda they had in mind 
la going to be somewhat limited in 
Its effectiveness.

The truth is that we do not like 
the principle of self determina­
tion—when It seems likely to go 
against us—much more than the 
Russians do.

There Is, however, and fortu­
nately, somewhat more chance, 
with us, that we will accept Its 
results, not because we like to, but 
because we feel we have to, in or­
der to honor ouf own principle.

Such a clear compulsion seems 
heading toward us in the wake of 
the weekend election In British 
Guiana, where one Cheddi Jagan, 
who calls himself a socialist, but 
who has been called a Communist 
by others, has led his party to con­
trol of the legislature of what la 
scheduled to be a new free nation 
in this hemisphere. Britain, once 
before, removed Jagan from of­
fice, and thus violated the princi­
ple of self determination, because 
It found him too radical. But sub­
sequently it let him resume his 
political career, and now he has 
gone to his people again and re­
ceived another mandate from 
them. And whatever he calls him­
self, or whatever he is called, he 
and his program seem to have 
been freely chosen.

This confronts Britain, and per­
haps more dramatically us, with 
the possibility that a regime which 
may prove to be Communist has 
come to power through the free 
electoral process In this, our own 
hemisphere. Once before, when a 
democratically elected regime In 
Guatemala seemed to be turning 
toward the Communists, we took 
dock and dagger measures 
sgainst It, and helped throw it 
cut. And it can be doubted that, 
today, We would pledge to the 
world that we would recognize 
and cooperate with any regime 
which won an election in Cuba.

But it is difficult to see how we 
cai. try, in any way, to veto the 
voting In British Guiana. Appar­
ently, we will have to live with 
whatever develops there.

L«t us hope that, as we try Ip 
honor the principle of self deter­
mination in our own hemisj^ere, 
Wf can manege certain restraints. 
I t  would be mature if we could re- 
fiBlB ftom Judging the acts of the 
new govonunent before they are 
tsIWB, I t  would be sensible if we 
oonld avoid being the first to put 
angr psrtlculsr poUUcal label on It. 
In  other words. If Jagan Is going 
ConiBunist, 1st him go of his own 
laitlativo end wish, not because 
wo push him that way. Perhaps, 
If wo dsmonstxmte a  real depth 
aad aiaeerity in our own prtndids 
« M a r i f

Wooing The South
We do not happen to think, our­

selves, that the nation stands in 
particular emergency need of any 
new civil rights legislation from 
the present session of Congress. 
We think the immediate concen­
tration should be on the task of 
learning to live with the princi­
ples which are already set down 
clearly enough, in our Ideals as 
well as in our law.

But the reason the Kennedy sd 
ministration is not pressing for 
civil rights legislation, although, 
in his campaigning. President 
Kennedy promised to do so, 1s 
something else again. The admin­
istration is being careful to re­
frain from doing anything which 
might cost it Southern support for 
other legislative programs it 
wants to get through the present 
session.

Along with this delicate defer­
ence to the South on cl\il rights 
legislation, there has also been put 
into play the normal patronage 
game open to a new administra­
tion.

It would seem about time, then, 
to examine into the question of 
just what cooperation a Democrat­
ic President has been able to ob­
tain, via all thia deference and 
generosity, from the South.

One reaches a rough conclusion 
that the President might have 
done just as well to come rushing 
in with drastic civil rights legis­
lation and to have withheld all pa­
tronage, so far as results are con­
cerned.

The FYesident had high hopes 
for a federal aid to education bill, 
for insuring medical care to the 
aged, and for a long-term au­
thorization on foreign aid whl<* 
might allow our program of help­
ing other nations to develop more 
consistency and long range effi­
ciency.

Something may be rescued for 
each of these three aims. But, if 
so, it will not be thanks to the co­
operation of Southern Democrats. 
I t will more likely be due to the 
volunteer assistance of Northern 
Republican liberals to whom the 
President is making no leg^islative 
concessions or patronage distribu­
tion. But behind the difficulties 
all three legislative programs have 
been experiencing, there have been 
Southern Democratic votes and in­
fluence, ail the way.

The stiir dominant coalition of 
Southern Democrats and conserv­
ative Republicans can conceivably 
be brought to defeat now and then. 
But only, one suspects, when the 
Democratic administration in 
power begins calling spades 
spades, and drops the pretense It 
leads a united party.

After Planes, Paintings
Famed Scotland Yard and In­

terpol are both called upon for 
their best talents towrard the re­
covery of the $392,000 portrait of 
the Duke of Wellington by Goya, 
stolen from the National Gallery 
in London only weeks after the 
painting waa saved for the Brit­
ish public from the dire fate of 
being sold to an American collec­
tor. Now the painting is gone any­
way.

The theft of famous paintings 
now joins, or perhaps replaces, 
plane hi-jacklnga as the con­
tagious crime of the moment. On 
Aug. 12, eight paintings by Ce­
zanne, valued at several millions, 
were stolen from a French 
museum. On July 30, a  total of 
10 famous modem paintings were 
stolen and three mutilated a t the 
home of a Pittsburgh collector, 
the value involved being a million 
dollars. On July 15, a  total of S7 
modem paintings, valued a t two 
millions, was stolen from another 
French museum. The original 
news which may have laimched 
this fantastic series of art crimes 
was that of the theft of $400,000 
worth of modern paintings from a 
restaurant on the French Riviera 
last March. Tiese were quickly re­
covered.

As every follower of tslevlaion 
drama knows, the famous woriu 
of art Involved in these thefts cen> 
not be easily turned into any 
monetary gain for the thieves.

Either the thieves themselves 
have to be such passionate lovers 
of art that they will be content 
with hiding their newly acquired 
treasures in some secret room 
where they can go sit with them 
when the mood dictates, or they 
have to be in contact with some 
passionate connoisseur who is 
willing to pay high for the privi­
lege of owning art under similar 
conditions.

But perhaps It Is not all one 
ring. Perhaps, as with tbs plane 
hi-Jackers, the new crime fad has 
enlisted a wide variety of enter­
prising talents. In any case, the 
problem is serious, and the possi­
bilities tragic. The art subjected 
to such rough and perhaps 
destructive handling really be­
longs to all mankind, and should 
have appropriate respect and pro- 
tactloo.

Board Releases Santos, 
Signs Negro for Buses

r a e  board of education at a *p«-9for achool purpoaei, membera lald.
elal meeting voted that A ^ o  
Santos' Intreit in the bus tnms- 
^ rta tlo n  contract h« ostlgned to 
George Negro and that Santos be 
released from the entire contract.

Negro and Santos are splitting 
their partnership, explained San­
tos’s lawyer Leon Podrove at the 
meeting Monday night. The men 
have worked out "a mutually 
agreeable arrangement” to settle 
the split, he said.

The board of education's action 
was made subject to the approval 
of the board’s attorney.

Mrs. Agnes Kreyslg abstained 
from the vote, saying that she 
thought the contract should be re­
negotiated.

She Said there are some things 
In the contract that experience has 
shown could be Improved and "this 
Is our opportunity to do so.” No 
action was taken on this sugges­
tion.

The coming school year is the 
third year in a five year contract 
the school board signed with 
Santos and Negro.

The company is anticipating 
spending $14,000 to transport ele­
mentary pupils, $12,000 for high 
school pupils, $1,000 for technical 
school pupils and $3,250 for retard­
ed children.

The total is $30,250.
Mrs. Helen Meloche, chairman 

of the transportation conunlttee, 
made a motion that the board 
authorize giving passes to the 
faculty a t Manchester High School 
to be signed and given to bus 
drivers for any students who take 
the late bus, and this was adopted 
by the board. I t  was explained that 
without some control over who Is 
permitted to take the late bus, it 
would be necessary to put on a sec­
ond bus for the late run, a t an 
estimated cost of $6,000 for the 
additional bua.

Mrs. Meloche also suggested 
that after completing their tripe 
to  the high school and the Junior 
high school in Manchester, the 
h u m  be left a t the achool to elim­
inate "dead mileage.” Mrs. Meloche 
eald ehe figured that the cost of 
buses running six trips a day with­
out pupffi after they had been dla- 
eharged entoimted to $2,300. 
George Negro, bus contractor, who 
was a t the meeting said that the 
bus drivers lived In different areas 
and would have no transportation 
a t the end of tho run if they re­
turned to the school without the 
buses. I t  was suggested that there 
be a car pool for transportatlng 
the drivers. The suggestion was 
discussed hut no action taken.

No bids were received on con­
tracts to make repairs a t the 
school. Ih e  three bids received 
earlier this month on the work 
hiwl been rejected by the board 
as being too high.

John Harris, chairman of ths 
board, said that tho three con­
tractors who had bid previously 
were each contacted but none was 
Interested In bidding now. It was 
decided to re-adverttse the project, 
this time on .a Tuesday, Wsdtaes- 
day and Thursday In an effort to 
secure bids.

Action on removing the library 
from the Olvll Defense room wbs 
tabled. I t  was decided to talk with 
the State Board of Bducation and 
local OD Director John Avery to 
see where the Bolton Board stands 
in the matter. Board members 
talked of buying out the CD in­
terest in the room so it could be 
used by the school. If it is to be 
used for OD, it will be of no use

Howard Jenaen said it was hts 
luiderstanding that the town M4 
paid half the cost of building ths 
shelter with the understanding 
that it  could be used for school 
purposes until there was an 
emergency.

The board went into executive 
session at 9:30 p.m. to discuss bus 
drivers, a letter to the Selectmen 
on school facilities and a super­
intendent-principal for the coming 
year.

Another executive session will 
be held Friday to discuss ths bus 
transportation a t the home of Dr. 
Ellizabeth Alton, board secretary.

Up to Line Dividing Berlin

•tMl halmatJ and fixed bayoneU
Batrolled up and down inside a 
iW -foot atrip which the  ̂ Com­
munists have said should be a No- 
iCan’s Land.

Two armored personnel car­
riers, several Jeepe and a radio 
ear were seen on patrol in the 
Wench sector.

V.fi. tanks, parked about 50 
yards Inside their sector border, 
looked as iX they were aiming their 
guns directly at the building that 
tiouses many Blast German govr 
•rnment offices. In Nazi times 
was Field Marshal Hermann Goe^- 
tog's Air Ministry.

The tanks were under the com­
mand of Capt. Jack C. Davis, 31, 
Tahiequah. Okla. There was also 
an armored personnel carrier in 
view.

Armor was operating with the 
2nd Battle Group, U,S. 61h In- 
fantO’> which calls itself the "Go- 
Go-Guardians."

Brig. Gen Frederick O. Hartol, 
who commands the. 6,500 U.S. 
troops now in Berlin, came down 
to the Friedrichstrasse lor a look 
a t the situation. An army heli­
copter hovered overhead.

A U.S, radio Jeep parked only 25 
yards from a battery of East Ger­
man troops and police guarding the 
barricades. A U.S. armored truck, 
its machine gun muzzle pointing 
east, stayed 100 yards trom the 
border.

The move was an obvious effort 
to show West Berliners that the 
Allies are raising a military fist 
each time the eastern Reds turn on 
more pressure.

Hundreds of West Berliners were 
attracted to the border, by curious 
expectation. They evidently were 
g M  to see the troops.

Girls put flowers on some of the 
American vehicles.

On the East Berlin side, the 
Americans could see a great deal 
of scurrying about, with many 
binoculars trained on them.

Mayor Willy Brandt’s West Ber­
lin government announced it was 
taking its own counter-measures, 
and hencefoHh would not allow 
"undesirable" persons from East 
Berlin to cross into West Berlin.

The government also denounced 
aa "infamous" a proposal from 
East Berlin Mayor Friedrich Ebert 
to set up two Communist travel 
agencies in West Berlin where 
West Berliners could get permits to 
Visit the eastern aide.

The Communiats reduced from 
80 to 12 the crossing points along 
26 miles of border between Elast- 
and West Berlin on Aug. 13 and 
14.

Today the openings were limit­
ed to four for West Berliners, 18,- 
000 of whom work regularly in 
Bkwt Berlin. Two more openings 
were set aside for West Germans.

Foreigners, including soldiers 
and diplomats of the Western Al­
lies, were told to. use the one 
opening at Ftiedrichstrasse. The 
net effect was to reduce the gates 
from 12 to 7.

ITie Communists also repeated 
a  week-old announcement that 
W est Berliners to enter East Ber­
lin would have to get special per­
mits from two offices of the Bkut. 
G e r m a n  Travel Bureau in West, 
Berlin.

But there are no such Blast Ger­
man travel agenciee in West Ber­
lin.

H iose  communting to work in 
E ast Berlin were still allowed to 
pass the barricades with o n l y  
e a r^  showing they had jobs in 
the^East

Such permits have been requir­
ed from West Germans since last 
year.

The Communists also threaten­
ed to cut West Berlin’s rail links 
With the W est

Otto Arndt manager of the 
E ast German Railroads, charged 
that hooligans. Inspired by the 
West Berlin Government and 
trade unions, were tearing up 
seats and committing other acts 
of sabotage on the Communist- 
run elevated system which oper­
ates in Blast and West Berljn.

The elevated, Arndt said, was a 
part of the East Berlin rail sys­
tem and continued sabotage could 
lead to "serious disturbances ” in 
the system. By this, he said, he 
meant a possible halt in rail traf­
fic to and from West Berlin.

He claimed the trains in West 
Berlin run on East German ter­
ritory. Western authorities say the 
Reds only have control of the 
trains but not over the territory 
ever which they operate.

East-W est elevated and subway 
trains continued to operate across 
the sector border, but all traffic 
was routed through the Fried- 
rlehstrasse station where the iden­
tification of all passengers was 
checked.

West BerUn trade unionists 
have been picketing the elevated 

' stations In West Berlin, and claim 
they have greatly deduced the 
number of passengers—and Com­
munist revenue.

The Communists said the new 
rule.s, which took effect a  minute 
after midnight, would remain in 
force until a peace treaty is 
.signed.

The East German Interior Mln- 
istn.' .said the restrictions were 
prompted by "The numerous pro­
vocations which have taken place 
in recent days on the instigation 
of West Berlin authorities and es­
pecially the mayor of We.st Ber­
lin (Willy) Brandt against citizens 
and institutions of the capital of 
the tEa.st) German democratic 
republic.’’

Prior to Aug. IS there were 80 
street Crossing points available to 
all on die 26-mile border between 
East and W'est Berlin. On that date 
the Communists banned Blast Ger­
man travel across the border, btit 
left 13 street croasings open to 
West Berliners, West Germans 
with permits and foreigners. One 
more cros.sing. the Brandenburg 
Gate, was closed on Aug. 14 after 
angr>- demonstnations by West 
Germans in front of it.

The nê \- Communist restrictions 
came two days after U B . Vice 
President Lyndon B. Johnson’s 
morale-boosting trip to W’est Ber­
lin and only l.ours after West 
German Chancellor Konrad Aden­
auer toured the Blast German ba- 
icades.

Ignoring jeers from the Reds, 
Adenauer expressed gratitude for 
Johnson’s visit and the reinforce­
ment of the city’s western garri­
son but called for more pressure 
on the Russians.

'T think one should go further 
than what has been done so far,” 
he said.

Adenauer again reconupended 
that the West use its economic 
power to pressure the Communists 
but was not specific about how to 
use it. Last week he advocated a 
complete break in East-’West trade 
but bactoed down when the Com­
munists threatened to cut off 
western trade with West Berlin.

”rhe United States, Britain and 
France Insist that the 1949 agree­
ment with the Soviet Union that 
ended the Berlin blockade guaran­
teed free movement throughout 
the divided city. The three powers 
protested last week to the Soviet 
commander In East Berlin and to 
Moscow against the Aug. 13 border 
closing. Both protests were re­
jected.

East German Interior Minister 
Karl Maron warned all West and 
East Berliners to stay at least 325 
feet from the border "In the Inter­
ests of their own safety." Earlier, 
the West Berlin government In a 
sUtement defended the right of 
West Berliners to venture as close 
to the border as they liked and 
warned the Communists against 
chasing or firing at refugees on the 
western side of the barricade.

The Communista also announced 
25,835 volunteers had been re­
cruited to strengthen the 110,000- 
man East German Army.

There was bne easing from the 
Communist side. Telephone con­
nections between West and Blast 
Germany, broken since Aug. 14, 
were restored last night, except to 
Blast Berlin. There was no ex­
planation for the restoration of 
service.

The West German Stage Brdth- 
erhood. meanwhile, said It would 
prohibit its actors and musicians 
from performing in East Germany 
and would attempt to stop the ap­
pearance of East German artists 
in West Berlin and West Germany.

The West German trade Union 
F^eration d e m a n d e d  that the 
“Violation of human rights" in 
East Berlin be raised in the United 
Nations. The federation’s execu­
tive has been meeting in West 
Berlin.

Gamblers Skip

10 per cent tax on the g r o s s  
handle of bookmakers.

Under questioning. Caplin tes­
tified that only five gambler 
stamps were sold in the New York 
City area during the year ended 
June SO—three in Brooklyn and 
two in Manhattan.

In New York State, eales num­
bered 30, he said, with 22 sold in 
Buffalo, 2 in Albany and one in 
SjTacuse.

Some other stamp sales figures 
he gave: 180 in Chicago, In 
Boston, 272 in the Covingrton-New- 
port area, 482 in Louisiana, with 
410 of them in New Orleans, 15 in 
Biloxi, Miss., 10 in Miami, 3 in 
Trenton, N.J., 2 in Philadelphia, 
14 in Milwaukee, 74 in Las Vegas, 
and 11 in Los Angeles.

He did not have figures in hand 
when asked for the sales in Ar­
kansas, North Carolina, and Wash­
ington state.

Caplin said that his experience 
as commissioner has convinced him 

the American taxpayer is es­
sentially an honest taxpayer."

’Only a  handful are evading 
their taxes and passing the burden 
onto others,” Caplin said.

He said the cost of efforts to en­
force the gambling taxes runs 
much more than the amount the 
government has been able to col­
lect.

Caplin testified in the second day 
of hearings by the Senate investi­
gations subcommittee into the ac­
tivities of organized crime from 
coast to coast. The special empha­
sis of the hearings is on the ques­
tion of whether new federal laws 
are needed to combat the imder- 
world.

The subcommittee planned later 
in the day to turn its scrutiny on 
bookmaking and race wire services 
in Boston, with Angelo Rossetti, 
operator of the Sporta Day Week­
ly, aa a key witness.

The subcommittee said other 
witnesses would include E. E . Dale 
Shafer, president of the Thorough­
bred Racing Association of the 
United States; Spencer Drayton, 
director of the association’s racing 
protective bureau; Frederick E. 
Shipley, of the Midtown Journal in 
Boston; Col. Walter Stone, Provi­
dence, R . I., police chief, and Capt. 
Arthur Newton of the Rhode Island 
State Police.

Caplin said the IR S opposed the 
gambling tax meaaure at the time 
ft was enacted on grounds it would 
plunge the agency into an essen­
tially police function. Actual rev­
enues collected under it in the year 
ended June 30 totaled "Slightly 
over $7 million instead of the pre­
dicted $400 million.” Caplin said, 
while only 9,178 out of the tens of 
thousands of known gamblers paid 
the 10 per cent and stamp taxes.

The IRS, he said, has to rely on 
voluntary compliance to a great 
extent in tax collection but "by 
its very nature this act was bound 
to result in a minimum of volun­
tary compliance.” He said the 
stamp tax feature was designed 
to "spotlight for local authorities” 
the names and locations of gam­
blers and invite prosecution. Thus, 
he said, the statute Is "somewhat 
self-defeating,’ because the gam­
blers fear to register and pay 
the tax.

Periodically, he said, the TRS 
stages massive raids against vio­
lators. He said in 1960 three big 
raids on 300 locations in 100 cities 
resulted in arrest of 421 persons 
and seizure of $231,000 in cur­
rency, 37 automobiles and consid­
erable gambling equipment. The 
raids, he said, often result In 
stimulating local civic groups to 
demand more effective local police 
enforcement. '

He reserved a recommendation 
as to whetljer the public disclosure 
requirement of the stamp tax fea­
ture of the law should be re­
pealed.

Caplin said s^ ten ces for stamp 
tax violation often are "extremely 
mild” ranging from $5 to $60 with

Caplin also complained that 
agents of the IRS intelligence divi­
sion which enforces the statute 
have too little authority under the 
law.

In yesterday’s first day of hear­
ings, the Senators witnessed some 
startling demonstrations of new 
fangled paraphernalia used by 
crooked gamblers In Illicit card and 
dice rooms.

They also heard how off-the-track 
bookmakers try to get the jump on 
their bettors by constantly attempt­
ing to get reports of horse race re­
sults well before any customer can 
get the word. The fast report gives 
the bookie a dual advantage: A 
chance to accept more bets on 
horses that lost and a cast iron as­
surance no patron can bet a  known 
winner. t.

Witnesses said race wire serv­
ices, which flash results by long dis­
tance telephone provide the fast 
service that is the lifeline of hand­
book betting.

The subcommittee, which Itself 
figured the underworld’s take from 
handbook gambling at "billions of 
dollars,” heard an estimate, that 
the total play handled by illegal 
handbooks may be $50 billion a 
year, from which the bookies’ prof­
it would be about $5.5 billion.

John Scame, who described him­
self as “somewhat of an expert’’ 
in protecting the public from being 
fleeced by gamblers, gave the esti­
mates and charged that $750 mil­
lion of this money is spent each 
year to "corrupt law enforcement 
officers.”

He said he makes his living 
guarding the public against 
gambling sharks and is employed 
by the Hilton Hotel chain and the 
governments of Panama and 
Puerto Rico.

Scam e described elaborate tricks 
used to Introduce marked cards In­
to poker and other card games. Of 
every five poker games where the 
stakes are as high as $10. he said, 
at least one of them has a profes­
sional cheat among the players. He 
estimated that 40,000 marked 
decks are in use In the country.

Paul P. Kamov, a Chicago man­
ufacturer, testified his firm sells 
loaded dice, marked cards, ro.se- 
colored contact lenses with which 
"to read the backs” of marked 
cards, and trick mirrors used by 
gamblers to see the hands of 
other card players. He said he Is 
president of the H. E. Ma.son Co., 
also known as the K. C. Card Co.

On the big witness table Kamov 
demonstrated some of his firm’s 
products. He showed tiny radio 
transmitters with which concealed 
gamblers—hidden behind the false

mirrors in some cases—can send 
silent Morse code messages to 
confederates in the game. The re­
ceiving device is taped on the con­
federate’s leg and the signals 
come as slight electric shocks.

Kamov’s firm did a gross busi­
ness approaching $4()0,000 last 
year by selling, he said, both le­
gitimate gambling equipment and 
devices used for cheating- He said 
its net profit approximated $86,000.

Goodman A. Sarachan, chair­
man of the New York State Crime 
Commission, testified that gam­
blers spread a corrupting influ­
ence on law enforcement officers.

Sen. Henry M. Jackson, D- 
Wash,’ told him "You and I  know 
what the problem it. They buy off 
the judge—they buy off the prose­
cution—they buy off the sheriff 
and and local police.”

"In many communities, yes,” 
replied Sarachan.

Arrlgo Aimetti, Manchester 
businessman, said hs feels he Is 
entitled to SO months’ rent from 
the town for use of a  bam  on prop­
erty he once owned In Vernon.

He told F irst Selectman George 
E. Rieley, the only selectman pres­
ent for the regular board meet­
ing, he had an oral agreement with 
the former board of selectmen for 
purchase of adjoining property, an 
agreement apparently forgotten.

Because the former board had 
not kept Its agreement, he said, 
he feels entitled to rent for use 
by the town of the barn on the 
fonner Town Farm  property on R t. 
SO.

The suipise request wae accom­
panied by a  description of complex 
business transactions which have 
let the property change hands 
three times In four years.

Although Aimetti’s proposal waa 
eeriouB, hie approach wae ami­
cable, and he kept Risley and two 
or three othera In the room in high 
good humor with his jocular de­
scription of the situation.

Risley, who said he did not 
know whether or not Aimetti was 
entitled to such rent, said Aimetti 
will have to bring his request be­
fore a full board Sept. 26.

Risley said a  check of the min­
utes of former administration’s 
meetings revealed no notation of 
an aneem ent between the town 
and Aimetti concerning the prop­
erty.

Aimetti braced the selectmen 
last November with a request that 
the selectmen verify the agree­
ment, which consisted of an un­
written option on the portion of 
the property containing the pres­
ent town garage.

Aimetti livened that meeting 
with the same good humor he 
showed last night.

He said he never received a re­
ply.

Risley, as a  private business­
man, bought the property for $28,-

Aimetti said that because he 
has apparenUy lost his option, he 
feels rent for the barn is only fair.

He said after he bought the 
land and buildings almost all mov­
able property was taken away by 
town employes, "even the cow 
manure.”

The main building on the land, 
the old King’s Tavern, used to 
house town charges, was tondemn- 
ed after Aimetti bought It, and 
the building was dismantled and 
the materials sold.

Gerhardt Eisler Once 
No. 1 Red Spy in U.S.
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(Coetimed from Pac* One)

One of the refugees was Eisler, 
traveling with his pretty Polish 
fiancee, some U years his Junior. 
After numerous pleas. Investiga­
tions, and denials of any Com­
munist connections, the pair got 
visitors’ visas.

They were married In Norwalk, 
Conn., the next year and set up 
houB^eeping in a quiet suburban 
section of New Tork City.

Neighbors, Immigration officials, 
and practically everyone else were 
surprised in 1M6 when the Com­
munist mastermind "Hans Ber­
ger," de.scrlbed by ex-Commu- 
nist Louis Budenz as the spy who 
gave all the orders but "never 
shows his lace," turned out to be 
Eisler.

Called before the House Com­
mittee on un-American Activities 
he refused to answur the commit­
tee's questiona and was cited for 
ccmtempt of Congress.

He got a year in jail on that 
charge, and soon was on t r i a l  
again for making false state­
ments on a request for a permit 
to leave this country. That case 
ended with another prison sen­
tence of one to three years.

Bhsler appealed both convictions 
to the Supreme Court, and mean­
while was rrteased after a left-

wing group put up his ball of $3S,- 
500

On May 7, 1949, Eisler paid 25 
cents to inspect the Polish liner 
Batory, then hid until several 
hours after she had sailed.

Taken off the ship in South­
ampton, Eisler was released by 
the British several weeks later 
and finally went home to his na­
tive Germany — ata eastern sec­
tor of it. ^

Eisler w’as bom in Leipsig, 
but grew up in Vienna, where his 
father was a profeesor. Gerhardt 
Joined the Communist party in 
■'1918. as soon as he got out of the 
Austrian Army, and a few years 
later was sent by the party to 
Germany.

There he worked with his sister, 
who was known as Ruth Fischer 
and was a powerful party figure 
until she was expelled for devia­
tion in 192S. It was this sister 
whose testimony helped the Unit­
ed States to convict Eisler.

After a fling in China, where he 
went as a joumaiist but .allegedly 
worked as a secret Communist 
agent, Eisler returned to Germany.

Eisler’s arrival here in 1941, 
according to FBI Director J. Ekl- 
gar Hoover, only one of many 
visits paid to the United States— 
all others under aliases with 
forged papers.

Favored bv Directors

The board of directors decided informally last night that 
It wants combined garbage and rubbish collections for Man­
chester, it wants them twice a week, and it wants them made 
from the rear of houses and businesses.

G«neral M anager R ichard M ar-»  ---- --
tin  assured the directors he would 
ta lk  to  four of the five collection 
contrsw tors who subm itted bids 
Aug. 8, and negotiate some kind of 
tr ia l contract.

W hatever arrangem ent M artin 
m anages to  w ork ou t will be p re­
sented to the d irectors and the 
general public a t  a  hearing  Tues­
day fo r approval.

The cost will range from  $44,000 
to  $62,000 more than  the $80,000 
an tic ipated  In the p resent budget.

(The directors appropriated  a  to ­
ta l of $131,000 for garbage and 
rubbish collection and disposal in 
the cu rren t budget, bu t about $51,- 
000 is fo r s ta ff  and equipm ent a t 
th e  dump, which leaves $80,000 for 
collection.)

G eneral M anager M artin  w ants 
a  tr ia l period of six' months for 
garbage collection alone w i t h  
w hichever con tractor he selects, he 
told the d ircetors las t night.

Two Reasons
There a re  two reasons for the 

tr ia l period, he said.
(1) I t  would be a te s t of how 

well the con tractor collected, and 
(2) it  would save money by post­
poning the tim e when the full col­
lection system  started .

The early poruon of flight ap­
peared normal a* the huge missile 
lifted into the early morning sky 
and sped swiftly from sight.

The speed and direction of a 
space package carried “ piggy 
back" can be measured accurately 
and unhurriedly while It is still in 
“ parking orbit’." Then far in ad­
vance, scientists can calculate a 
point that will be best for the 
probe's lunar or Interplanetary 
takeoff.

Previous moon probes fired from 
the cape were restricted to approxl- 
raately 15 minute period.  ̂ of only 
four or five da ’̂s each month. This 
launching penalty would be nulli­
fied by perfection of the system 
tried today.

The Ranger I ^>acec.raff was 
not aimed at the moon. The project 
(Aclals wanted it to skim through 
millions of miles of Space for sev­
eral months, gathering data on 
Space conditions and reporting on 
the operation of its etrueture and 
its 16,9S0 electronic parts—which 
make It the most complex and 
advaneed spacecraft ev-er sent 
aloft by the United States.

Ranger I also is one of the 
atrangest-looklng space vehicles. 
It resembles a child’s "Tinker 
Toy” bristling with tubings, an­
tenna rods and discs, solar travels, 
sun and Barth sensors, and Instru­
ment packagres.

It stands 11 feet tall and is 5 
feet across its hexagon-shaped 
htse. Two solar cell panels were 
to extend wingilke to a aptan of 17 
fset once ranger sped into space.

As one of its 18 aclentlflc stud­
ies, Ranger will try to determine 
K the Earth trails a comet-like 
tan o f hydrogen gas. It carries a 
small telescope-like scanning de­
vice to take and transmit crude 
pictures o f this possible phenome­
non.

Scientists at the Naval Research 
Laboratory, who devised the ex­
periment, previously detected the 
glow of neutral hydrogen gas out­
side the Barth's atmosphere on 
Instruments carried in high alti­
tude research rockets. But its ex­
tent and khape could not be 
measured.

The aecond. scheduled next fall, 
will be similar to today's attempt. 
Rangers III, IV and V will try to 
land small instrument packs on 
the moon next year.

Following Ranger over the next 
several years will be four pro­
grams which will use the same 
basic, but larger, spacecraft de­
sign. Named Surveyor, Prospec­
tor. Mariner and Voyager, they 
will be sent aloft by more power­
ful boosters, like Centaur and Sa­
turn now being developed. All, in­
cluding the last three Rangers, 
will carry television equipment.

Surveyor will try controlled 
soft-landings on the moon. Pro­
spector w ill have two assign­
ments: Place mobile wheeled or 
tracked vehicles on the moon or 
dig us samples of lunai" materials 
and return them to Earth.

Mariner spacecraft will fly neaj- 
■yenua and Mars, taking pictures 
and gathering data. Voyagers wUl 
orbit or land instruments on these 
two planets and later will fly to 
the vicinity of Mercury and Jupi­
ter.

Houston lives on a large plot of 
ground that is partly in Meriden, 
partly In Middletowm, and partly 
in Middlefleld. His house allegedly 
lies In Middletown, but the ques­
tion of his residency has never be­
fore interfered with his voting in 
Meriden and otherwise being rec­
ognized as a citizen of the com­
munity.

FMBetom Will Be 
Louder with Stereo

Wedding

By DIOR KLEINER <

New York—(NBA)—FM atero 
may be just what FM needed.

This high fidelity radio broad­
casting system has been showing 
signs of breaking through to puls- 
11c and sponsor acceptance In the 
last two years. With FCX3 au­
thorization of two-channel broad­
casts, there seems to be good rea­
son to believe FM will at last be 
something more than Just “ that 
other radio.”

FM (for Frequency Modula­
tion) was Introduced shortly be­
fore World War II, It was hailed 
as a great advance and FM sta­
tions and sets blossomed. But the 
war halted production of sets and 
then television grabbed the pub­
lic's attention. FM languished.

But, In the last few years, it 
has begun to grow again. About 
400,000 sets were manAactured in 
1958. but more thain twice that 
were turned out in 1960. Adding 
Imported sets and those manu­
factured as part of consoles, the 
total 1960 figure was around 1 %  
million.

Last January, 20 new FM sta­
tions took to the air; there soon 
will be more than 1,000 In opera­
tion- Advertising revenue Is way 
up. Ratings are up, no matter 
who measures it or how the meas­
urements are taken.

There are several reasons for 
■this FM comeback:

1. Televlalon made people aoimd 
conscious. TV sound is carried by 
an FM signal, rather than the 
AM (Audio Modulation) signal of 
the ordinary radio. People won­
dered why they got better sound 
on TV than on their old kitchen 
radio; they found out it was be­
cause of FM and some bought FM 
radioa.

2. FM car radios have gone in­
to production. (These are not con­
sidered perfected yet by many ra­
dio engineers.) This meant that 
ttie vast driving public was now 
within range of FM broadcasts 
and, more Importantly, FM com­
mercials.

8. The surge in high fidelity 
phonograph equipment has been 
a big boon. Component buyers, If 
they bought a tuner, bought an 
FM timer. Many console sets in­
cluded an AM'jFM tuner as stand­
ard equipment.

4. Many factories and offices 
have converted their PA systems 
to background music transmitters 
•with inexipenslve FM adapters. 
The quality of the sound has made 
■woriterB conscious of the pleasure 
of FM’s high fidelity, static-free 
transmissions.

5. In New York, there has been 
a special reason. This year many 
of the New York Yankees base­
ball broadcasts are on an FM out­
let only.

All these factors have been re­
flected in FM businesa. Even the 
smaller stations have found their 
llstenership rising spectacularly.

As reflected in surveys, the list­
eners generally are wealthier and 
more adult than the AM audiences. 
This appeals to sponsors, so FM 
stations are finding their once 
laughable Incomes now are re­
spectable. Some Are showing a 
profit for the first time.

And now comes FM stereo. At the 
moment, an estimated two dozen 
FM stereo stations have gone on 
the air, and there are only a very 
few homes equipped with the neces- 
saiy receivers, which are just now 
reaching the market.

' But all major manufacturers 
have announced p lu s  to produce 
either new stereo HM seta (estimat­
ed to cost only $6 more than noli- 
stereo sets), or adapters which will 
convert existing FM sets to receive 
the two channel programs. These 
adapters (from $28 to $88) will 
make it possible for a set owner to 
receive stero radio broadcasts 
without too much additional ex­
pense.

It is different for the stations. 
Davidson Vorhes, CBS-Radlo’s 
vice-president In charge of opera­
tions, estimates that It will cost 
the average FM station between 
$7,500 and $10,000 in equipment 
to go on the air with stereo (broad­
casts.

This high cost will undoubtedly 
mean that there’ll be a slow 
changeover. Most FM stations, ex­
cept those connected with an AM 
station, are low-budget operations. 
It will be years before all FM sta­
tions are ready with stereo broad­
casts.

For stations now operating both 
AM and FM, programming will 
be a problem. Currently, they 
transmit the same program on 
both systems. If the FM end of the 
operation is converted to stereo, 
obviously the audience will expect 
all programs to be stereo. But the 
AM audience probably won't want 
to listen to the stereo progfram con­
tent.

This may mean. In the future," 
that AM-FM sUtions will be 
obliged to split and program separ­
ately.

Reuther called the Big Three of­
fers — identical except in minor 
detail — “ woefully inadequate.” 

GM, Ford and Chrysler offered a 
minimum 21-cent hourly increase 
in wagea over the next three yeara 
and fringe benefit improvements 
which the union said would only 
coat the eompaniea one cent an 
hour. The companies said the 
fringe benefit costs would be aub- 
stantlal.

Average $3.80
Auto workers now average $2.80 

an hour plus fringe benefits of be­
tween 35 and 40 cents.

Reuther declared, “ Their offer 
doea not remotely lay the basis 
for a aettlement in the IMl nego­
tiations.'' Present contracts at the 
Big Three expire eight days hence 
and the AMC contract runs out a 
week later.

Reuther announced that he will 
spend as much time as needed at 
the American Motors' bargaining

The Big' Three flatly rejected 
Reuther'e profit sharing proposal 
in ItSS negotiatlona. Reuther 
shelved it and did not revive it 
this year. Instead, he made sal­
aries for hourly workers and a 
shorter work week key goals.

Union Snrprlaed
AMC aurpriaed the union last 

month with a proposal to give 
workers a 10 per cent cut of prof­
its before taxes after deducting 10 
per cent of the company's net 
worth for stockholders. AMC of­
fered a 7-cent hourly - wage in­
crease annually over ' the next 
three years. But it asked the un­
ion W scrap cost-oMlving in­
creases and annual improvement 
factor wage increases of 314 per 
cent.

Seaton said GM had made the 
UAW a "bona fide offer w-e think 
meets our responsibilities to em­
ployes, shareholders and the coun­
try."

Malcolm L. Denise, Ford vice 
president for labor relations, de­
scribed his company's offer as "a 
good one. a fair one. a respectable 
one, rather than a substandard one 
on which we would expect to be 
enticed upward." 'i-

The Big Three offered to renew 
the 2 ‘ i per cent annual improve­
ment factor and the cost-of-llvlng 
escalator in present contracts. But 
they proposed limiting cost-of liv­
ing Increases over the next three 
years to a total of aix cents. In the 
past three years UAW members 
have accumulated cost of living in­
creases totaling seven cents.

Under present contracts, wagea 
go up or down one cent for êach 
half-point fluctation in the quarter­
ly consumer price index. The Big

42,800 Die 
By Accident 

In 6 Months
Chicago, Aug. 3S (P)—Accldenta 

eauaed the deatha o f 43,800 per- 
sons during the first six months 
this year, a drop of 4 per cent for 
the comparable period In 1960, the 
National Safety Council said to­
day.

Heading the nation's accident 
fatalities, as usual, were traffic 
deatha with 16,980, Tills, however, 
was a one per cent drop from the 
17,170 highways fatalities In the 
first six months last year.

The biggest decrease was In ac­
cident deatha In the home, with 
the 13,200 reported representing a 
drop of 8 per cent from 14,400 for 
the January-June period of 1960.

Accident deaths outside the 
home and away from work, ex­
cluding traffic fatalities, declined 
to 7,300 from 7,700, a decrease of 
5 per cent.

On-the-Job deaths due to accl­
denta increased 2 per cent to 6,700 
the first six months this year com­
pared to 6,600 in 1960.

and a new deal.

IVhat'B on the horizon 7

Playing Card Manufacturers re- 
veala. The British Common­
wealth ia atill playing blackjack. 
Italy ia atill playing Scops and 
poker. Belgium is still playing 
whist. And everybody else is still 
playing Canasta.

One new game has turned up, 
however. In Toronto, New York, 
Chicago, Miami, Los Angeles and 
Durban, South Africa. It’s called 
spite-and-malice. The card mak­
ers and merchants are watching 
It hopefully as it requires two 
decks and four jokers.

The f|fth joker, unhappily for 
production planning, is Uie fact 
that new game crazes never cast 
their shadows before them.

Navy Lady to See Sea

Ban Diego, Calif. (/P) — Pretty 
Charlene Suneson joined the Navy 
for the usual reason; To see the 
world.

"I didn’t think I wouldn’t be al­
lowed to go to aea. The Navy was 
the first place I met any restric­
tion because I was a woman. At 
home (in Chicago) and at the Uni­
versity of Chicago, I never was told 
I couldn’t do some kinds of work 
because I was a woman.”

Now, seven years later, Charlene 
finds she was right all along. At 
27 she is going to sea, the Navy’s 
first woman Une officer assigned 
to serve aboard a ship.

There have been nurses and other 
staff specialists assigned to sea 
duty, but Lt. Suneson will be the 
first to go aboard as regular Navy 
officer.

It’s part of a Navy experiment— 
to ease the officer shortage and to 
learn what shipboard jobs women 
can fill as well as men.

She’ll be going to see early next 
year, and probably will remain on 
ship for 18 months. The ship, in­
cidentally, Is the USS Mann.

A s k e d  about shipboard ro­
mances, petite, dark-haired and 
dark-eyed Charlene says; “ It’s 
better to stay away from that sub­
ject. It’s not likely that anything 
would happen.”

What about moonlight nights on 
the high seas” 'Tt’s not that type 
of cruise.”

Aboard ship she’ll have special 
accommodations set aside for her* 
nurses and other female person­
nel.

“ I don't know who is respon­
sible for my actually being as­
signed to a ship," she says. "I’ve 
requested sea duty before and sud­
denly It came through."

Now she's looking forward to 
visiting Far Eastern ports and 
buying silks In Japan.

She has been doing personnel 
work at the San Diego base, and 
thinks her seagrolng duties prob­
ably will be in personnel work too. 
"But I could be assigned to nearly 
anything.”

She says it doesn’t bother her to 
work with men. As for handling 
jobs usually assigned to me n :  
"There’s not much difference be­
tween men and women. When you 
come right down to it, I guess men 
are just stronger.”

Charlene, who says she has no 
marriage plans, hopes to continue 
working if and when she does get 
married. She hopes to complete a 
20-year hitch in the Navy.

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Ocean Depths Could Be 
More Vital Than Space

•OMa depth! may turn out to be 
more critical than outer apace In 
the eompetlUon against Soviet 
Ruaala.

Knowledge of the deep seas may 
determine whether:

1. U.S. Polaris subs get through 
to attack Russia in a war.

2. Soviet “Polaris-type" subs 
bomb the U.S.

3. Russian sub packs cut off Eu­
rope in a war separating the U.S. 
from its allies.

4. The U.S. picks up great 
potential standby sources of 
critical minerals and chemicals.

Tor these reasons. President 
Kennedy has decided that the U.8. 
must surpasa Russia in ocean­
ography—the study of the oceans.

Nikita Khrushchev has spent 
hundreds of millions of dollars in 
the past few years in an incredible 
effort to study the ocean's cur­
rents, geography, whims. The Red 
program is I n c r e a s i n g .  Mr. 
IQirushchev'a ooean-study ships 
are newer, larger, more numerous 
than ours. They’re found in al­
most every nook and cranny of the 
seas.

The Kennedy administration 
plans to spend billion on ocean-

^ography in the next 10 years, Con‘  
grass willing. If the first of these 
plans goes through Capitol Hill, 
the fiscal 1962 national effort in 
oceanography will double that in 
1961.

While the first effort is basic, it 
could revolutionize undersea war­
fare. Ocean undersea routes now 
are being .napped out for sub­
marine crossings of the Atlantic 
and Pacific oceans that would he 
virtually impossible to detect. 
Along other routes, submarines 
would be sitting ducks for the 
enemy because their sound would 
be greatly magnified by the ocean.

By knowing more about the 
habits of fish, plant locations and 
apch, submarines one day may be 
able to “hide," screened by the 
sounds of this marine life.

Then there is point two: By 
learning when and where to set off 
a constant stream of underwater 
sounds—or electromagnetic waves 
—American coastal defenders con­
ceivably could confuse Russian sub­
marine commanders enough to 
prevent them from operating suc­
cessfully underwater. Then, accord­
ing to theorj', they would have to 
surface and become sitting ducks 
for U.S. patrols without ever get­
ting the chance to bomb the UiS.

'There are some scientists who

believs that. If they knew enoug’K 
about the ocean's charmotariatlcs, 
they could temporarily heat sia- 
abla areas, change the sounds com­
ing through water and confuse the 
enemy.

Other men are searching for 
ways to foretell and use the tem­
porary “channels" under the ocean 
surface through which sounds can 
be sent and “heaPd’’ over very long 
distances. The n a t i o n  that first 
conquers the problem of "hearing’’ 
long distances underwater will 
have the drop on the enemy—both 
on its submarines and surface 
ships.

But this isn't all. There are re­
searchers who figure that atom 
bombs set off in the right place 
and time in the ocean, could 
change the ocean currents and the 
climate.

The sea also may provide an 
abundance of some key minerals in 
the event of a wartime scarcity, 
including: ^

1. Large oil and gas deposits 
that may be on the undersea con­
tinental shelf areas of the Carib­
bean, South America and Alaska.

2. Known deposits in the Gulf of 
Mexico and off the coast of Cali­
fornia.

3. Iron ore deposits no\lr being 
mined from under the inner edge of 
a continental shelf off Bell Island, 
Newfoundland.

4. Coal corps along the coast 
lines and extending seaward off 
Vancouver Island on Canada's 
West Coast. Nova Scotia on its 
East and near Chile.

5. Phosphorite deposits on high 
areas off the California coast, that

may be an asUmated 70 times 
greater than the total yearly UB. 
output

6. Manganese in widely distribu­
ted rich nodules, particularly In 
the South Paeifio and I n d i a n  
Oceans.

Greater knowledge of fishing 
habits can and are bringing in 
greater catches at lower costs. 
“ Fences" of air bubbles herd fish 
into neU. Suction pumps now be­
ing developed may replace nets 
and hoolts hi fishing in s o m e  
places. By discovering that fish 
don't like to cross cold currents of 
water, the nation’s fishermen can 
comer them in nets more easily.

And so the race continues, in 
every phase of oceanography. Bor 
us, the Navy may be allocated 
nearly half of the $2 billion to be 
spent in the next decade. They 
will be joined by a host o f gov­
ernment agencies Including the 
Atomic Energy Commission, the 
Departments of Interior, and 
Health, Education and Welfare 
and the National Science Founda­
tion. Says one Navy s c i e n t i s t  
about the program:

"Who k n o w s  what we may 
find? We know so little now."

GOP to Rely on Record 
In Oct. Town Election

Tamm Rapubllcana began giad-< >to eliminating InequlUea onca euid
ing for the Oct. 2 town elecUon 
battle laat night aa top party of- 
ficiala called on thk rank and file 
to aell the record of experience 
and accompltahment of the party 
and its candidates.

Candidates and ataunch party 
members cranked the oampEdgn 
machinery into life at a T o w n  
Committee meeting in the Super­
ior Court room In Rockville.

Town Chairman George D. Ma- 
haran cautioned party members 
to be ready for a "tough job and 
a hard election,” adding that he 
felt the experience and record of 
performance of the candidates 
will assure victory.

Herman O. Olson, former Rook- 
villa mayor and candidate for 
aelectmam, warned that the cam­
paign may get rough and Repub- 
Uoans should be ready for it.

Olson and First Selectman 
George E. Rlsley, candidate for 
re-election, briefly outlined accom­
plishments of the city and town 
Republlca/i adminlstrationa and 
gave promise that a more com­
plete record v'ould be made avail­
able to workers in the campaign.

Town committee members learn­
ed that the publicity committee, 
headed by John L. Daigle, will 
meet with candidates as soon As 
possible to formulate a atatement 
ot policy regarding a government 
program.

Republicans h a v e  generally 
shunned use of the word platform 
in local elections.

The Democratic Party has al­
ready published Its platform.

Maharan opened with praise of 
the ticket then fired a ahot at the 
Democrata, saying "the opposition 
candidates are really desperate to 
hamstring some of the outmoded 
adjectives they use."

“iVe of the Republican Party,” 
he said, “have given two quali­
fied, dedicated individuals (Olson 
and Rlsley) with experience in 
business and government who have 
demonstrated their dedication not 
only to the town but to the city 
as well."

He went on to say the whole 
ticket la one of experience and 
competence, adding that the GOP 
pledges of two years ago have all 
been carried out.

In outlining accomplishments of 
the past two years in town, Olson 
said aa tha csmipalgn moves on It 
should be possible to work In good 
publicity for the upcoming city 
electlopa in December.

That campaign will probably be­
gin shortly after town elections 
have been decided.

Olson said the Republicans locally 
as well as on state and national 
levels make up the party of sound 
business administration, keeping 
the taxpayer’s best interests in 
mind.

Rlsley, outlining accomplish­
ments of his administration in 
town government, listed these 
points:

1. Public works has been put on a 
self-operating basis under a 
salaried full time foreman who 
“ does not have any Interest In his 
own equipment." Rlsley noted that 
the town now owns three trucks, 
a pick-up, loader, grader and 
sweeper and has done a "minimum 
of hiring.” He said public works 
budgets now go "a good deal 
farther" with elimination of need 
for contractual service.

2. A town recreation program 
was begun.

8. State regulations regarding 
street construction In residential 
developments have been adopted 
and will mean a big reduction in 
maintenance costa of the new 
streets (until the present, road 
building specifications have been 
open to broad interpretation).

4. Storm drain construction has 
been made subject to more strict 
regulation, relieving the town of 
possible law suits.

6. About 80 per cent of town 
roads have been oiled anew and 
many widened, some to allow 
school children safe walking to 
school.

He said town welfare, criticized 
In past months by Democrats and 
citizens Involved in private wel­
fare* work, is a “ ticklish" prob­
lem.

“ They say it buys votes,”  he 
said, but added that he has tried 
to govern the program with the 
best Interests of the taxpayer in 
mind.

Olson said Rlsley should he 
complimented on the public works 
organization. "It took a lot of guts 
to say we’ll do things the way 
they .should be done," he said.

In subsequent di.scussion, com­
mittee members shunned a formal 
stand on consolidation as too hot 
an issue.

Spahn Started Out in Grand Style 
Warren (The Wonder) Spahn is now past the magpie 800 

wins for a major league pitcher and is now on the road to 400 
triumphs. An interesting sidelight on Spahn’s debut in the 
National League with the old Boston Braves was passed 
along by Hal (Joodnough, the very able after dinner sports 
speaker from Wellefeley, Mass. The latter will headline the 
annual Masonic Sports Night pro-^ 
gram Oct. 17 at the Masonic Tem- 
ple

Like most rookies, Spahn was 
liven his flrst chance under fire in 
the big show in a game at Braves 
Field in which the home club was 
hopelessly out of contention. Man­
ager Billy SoUlhworth beckoned to 
the bullpen one afternoon during 
the 1P16 season. The Chicago Cubs 
were in Beantown and were mak­
ing merry at the expense of the 
Braves, leading 8-0 after six in­
nings,

TTie hook-nosed lefthander came 
on in the seventh inning and made 
a most favorable impression. He 

11 struck out six of the nine batters 
! ha faced. Including the last four.
' No Chicago player hit a ball out 
of the infield and no batter reached 
first base. Sphannie, whose ap­
prenticeship in pro ball included a 
atlnt in Hartford, stayed in Baston 
after his great showing and went 
on to fame suid fortune.

Here's a recapitulation of 
Spaihn's debut with Boston and 
kow he handled the task:

Seventh Inning — Struck out 
Lenny Merullo (Now a New Eng­
land scout for the Chicago Cubs), 
struck out pitcher Claude Passeau 
and retired Stan Hack, pitcher to 
flrst.

Eighth Inning — Don Johnson 
fouled out to the catcher. Pea­
nuts Lowery bounded out, second 
to first, and Phil C a v a r e t t a  
struck out. The latter is now a 
eoach with Detroit.

Ninth Inning — All strikeout 
victims were Andy Pafka, later a 
teammate of Spahn’s with the 
Braves and now a coach with the 
same club, power hitting B i l l  
Nicholson and Mickey Livingston.

National League boxscores car­
ried Spahn's name quite frequent­
ly  during the remainder of the 
*46 season and the Buffalo, N, Y., 
native wound up with a 8-5 won- 
loss record,

Spsihn didn’t win one game un­
til after he completed three years 
In the army where he was given 
a  battlefield commission for gal­
lantry in action. As a combat en­
gineer, he was wounded slightly.

Two springs ago in March at 
Bradenton, Fla., where the Braves 
have a “winter" home, I ' recall 
talking with Spahn along with an­
other writer before the National 
Leaguara worked out,

“Just think, Warren,”  my com­
patriot said, “ if it wasn’t for 
Urns out during service you would 
have been a 300 game w i n n e r  
tang agoT”

Spahn waited several 
before answering,

" I  never figured that way, I  
consider myself lucky to be here 
today, A  lot of my buddies never 
made it,

“Who knows but the time I 
spent in service might have 
strengthened my arm. I  never 
won a game until after I got out 
of the army," he told his listen­
ers.

Rat W in s  Gaines
After the second All-Star base­

ball game in Boston last month, 
I visited the National L e a g u e  
dr^sing room. Spahn, as usual, 
was one of the princi{^  figures, 
being surrounded by a number of 
newsmen.

Always a good hitting pitcher, 
one Boston writer asked how many 
times Spahn’s bat had account­
ed for the winning run in his first 
298 (at the time) wins.

"Twenty nine,”  came the an­
swer without any hesitation, ‘T 
guess every pitcher knows how 
many games he has won with his 
bat." Spahn said.

The brilliant 40-year-old pitcher 
who is a sure bet to be named to 
the Hall of Fame at Cooperstown, 
N.Y., in due time started the 
1960 season with 26 homers to his 
credit, more than any other Na­
tional League pitcher ever hit,

Spahn won 20 or more games 
in 11 of the 15 full seasons he 
has spent with the Braves,

An interesting point that Good- 
nough made was that Spahn, 
since attaining the ripe old age of 
35—in 1956—came through with 20 
or better wins each season, a 
feat no other pitcher in the his­
tory of baseball can boast.

Spahn has joined Eddie Plank 
and Lefty Grove as the only left­
handers to win 300 games.

He hurled 14 years before get­
ting a no-hit, no-run game but 
achieved one last season against 
Philadelphia and notched a sec­
ond this spring against San Fran­
cisco. Like the good brew in Mil­
waukee, Spahn improves with age.

Talkative Figure Lane Fired 
For Spreading False Rumors

Kansas City, Aug. 23 (JFi — ( 
Frank Lane, baseball’s most talka­
tive figure yesterday was bounced 
out of his job as general manager 
of the Kansas City Athletics by 
owner Charles Finley, who accus­
ed Lane of spreading false rumors 
about the club.

“ It ’ll a great relief,”  Lane told 
a newsman today. “ I  knew it 
was coming.”
(F in ley said one of the rumors 

Lane started was that the A ’s, 
mired in 10th place in the Ameri­
can League, might be shifted to 
Dallas-Fort Worth as reported in 
the Kansas City Star last week.

Finley denied he planned to 
move the club and charged two 
Star baseball writers, who crit­
icized him, with accepting payola 
from a former club owner, the late 
Arnold Johnson. ) The .newspaper 
and two writers, '"Sports Editor 
Ernest Mehl and baseball report' 
er Joe McGuff, denied the 
charges.

“ Lane spread rumors all over 
the United States and wherever I  
went and read a newspaper I  could 
see nothing but poison and dirt 
that he had left behind,” Finlay 
said In announcing Lane's dismis­
sal at a press conference in his 
Chicago insurance office. He ap­
pointed Pat Friday, 37, a. ■vice 
president of the club and an offi­
cial in his insurance business, to 
succeed Lane.

Fofir-Year Contract
Lane, who came here from 

Cleveland, also has served as gen­
eral manager with the (Chicago 
White Sox and the St. Louis 
Cardinals. Always a fast-talking 
free-wheeling trader of baseball 
players, he had followed the same 
pattern here. He had a four- 
year contract and Finley said 
he would be paid off on the re­
maining three years at $50,000 a 
year.

Lane commented, " I t  was an 
absolutely hopeless situation aa 
far as I  was concerned. Those 
who I  feel sorry for are the base­
ball fans of Kansas City for hav­
ing to put up with such an oper­
ation as this.”

Lane said he would remain in 
Kansas City several days to set­
tle his affairs. He qaid he had 
no immediate plans but that he 
would very much like to have the 
Job az general manager o f the 
Chicago 'White Sox if  Hank 
Greenberg vacates the post at the 
end o f the season.

Friday said his appointment 
came as a surprise.

"Mr. Finley called and said, I ’ve 
held a news conference op here 
In Chlcsigo and have decided the 
time has come for Frank lane 
and me to have a parting o f the 
ways, you’re the new general 
manager.”

Friday aalH, “I ’m Just a rookie 
in the basebeil buslneee, but Tve 
been In it eight monthe and that’s 
long enough to know that we have 
a capable staff here. The Job la 
a matted ot management end get­
ting along with others tat the or­
ganization.”

> Finley, who bought the club last 
winter by outbidding a Kansas City 
group, hired Lane last January 
and called him the "Greatest gen­
eral manager in the game.” But 
last night he bitterly described 
Lane as a failure with the Athle­
tics.

” In my book a general manager 
is not only a man who can make 
a trade over the phone —  any 
damned fool can do that —  but ho 
must be able to oversee everything. 
Lane did not do this and these other 
responsibilities fell with Friday 
and myself,” Finley said.

" I  was forced to let Joe Gordon 
go as manager because it  was im­
possible for him and Lane to work 
together,” he continued. (Finley 
fired Gordon June 19 and replaced 
him with Hank Bauer, then an out­
fielder -with the club.) “ I f  I  had 
known then what I  know now, Gor­
don still would be my manager.” 

Bauer to Remain
However, he said Bauer would 

not be replaced.
Finley made these other charges:
Dissension on the ball club can 

be traced to Lane’s issuing orders 
to Gordon and saying they came 
from Finley.

He hired Lane on the recom­
mendation of Mehl who, he says, 
now is criticizing the ownership 
unfairly.

24 (/P)—Cuba today launched 
a new attack on the United 
States for holding on to the 
Guantanamo Naval Base. It 
declared mercenary forces 
are being concentrated there 
for use against Cuba.

Cuban delegate Mario ( Garcia- 
Inchaustegpil injected the Guan­
tanamo Isaue into a debate on the 
French-Tiuiiaian dispute at a spe­
cial aeseion of the U.N. General 
Assembly.

He declared Cuba haa a common 
bond with Tunisia because the 
French military base a t Bizerte 
reminds Cubans of the U.S. base 
at Guantanamo.

Mercenaries are being assem­
bled both In Puerto Rico and at 
Guantanamo, he aaid, for an at­
tack “against a small Independent 
country"—obviously Cuba.

Garcia told the assembly;
“The Imperiallat aggression of 

France against the people and 
government of Tunisia reminds us 
of the imperialist aggression of 
the United States against the peo­
ple and government of Cuba.”

Garcia addressed the 88-nation 
assembly after a representative of 
Guinea had demanded the liquida­
tion of all foreign ^bases In Africa 
before the African people them­
selves take a hand in liquadating 
them.

In a slashing attack on colonial­
ism, Guinea's Telli Diallo said 
“These bases are cannons pointed 
at the temple of our states."

to do and what not to do about 
letting your child watch TW.

He uses pictures to teach you 
what to do and what not to do. 
He says the parent should glide 
the child. He says the meat im­
portant thing to do is to love your 
child. He says It twice, love your 
chUd.

Pogo’s book is 24 pages long. On 
its yellow covers are pictures of 
Pogo and a friend, Albert the Alli­
gator, who poaea aa "A parent.”

I t Is being published under auspi­
cious and official sponsorahlp.

(Ah—Secretary-general Dag Ham- 
marskjold decilared today the Unit­
ed Nations . iS( an Interested party 
in the Berlin problem and has a 
right to make its voice heard if the 
situation becomes a threat to 
peace.

Hammarskjold said, however, 
that a t the present time the world 
organization. wlUi its large mem­
bership, cannot aspire to be a focal 
point in 'efforts to solve the prob­
lem. He indicated that the first 
step in solving problems such as 
this must be big power negotia­
tions.

The Secretary-general advanced 
these views in the introduction to 
his annual report to the General 
Assembly. He touched briefly on 
the Beriin question during a dis­
cussion of how to balance the 
weight of the big powers, and their 
security interests, against the 
rights of the world community.

Hammarskjold cited disarma­
ment and the Berlin issue as the 
type of questions in which the ma­
jor countries have such special in­
terests that agreement among 
them is essential to a solution.

“Direct negotiations between 
those countries.” he said, "are an 
essential first step to the solutioi, 
through the United Nations, of the 
disaimament problem, and do not 
in any way derogate from the re­
sponsibilities of rights of - the or­
ganization. . .

"What is true of the disarma­
ment problem is, of course, tAie 
also of those more specific ques­
tions in which security interests of 
big powers may be directly In­
volved, as for example the Berlin 
problem."

Hanunarslcjokl offered no sug-

<^g€stion as to what could be done 
to balance the big power influence 
with the views of a U.N. majority, 
but he expressed hope that “when 
the time comes for charter re­
vision, agreement may be reached 
on a satisfactory solution.”
