Cuba Tells UN 
U.S. to Attack

United Nations, N, Y., A u g .f lt  ia Africa and Aria you colonlal-
24 (/P)—Cuba today launched 
a new attack on the United 
States for holding on to the 
Guantanamo Naval Base. It 
declared mercenary forces 
are being concentrated there 
for use against Cuba.

Cuban delegate Mario ( Garcia- 
Inchaustegpil injected the Guan­
tanamo Isaue into a debate on the 
French-Tiuiiaian dispute at a spe­
cial aeseion of the U.N. General 
Assembly.

He declared Cuba haa a common 
bond with Tunisia because the 
French military base a t Bizerte 
reminds Cubans of the U.S. base 
at Guantanamo.

Mercenaries are being assem­
bled both In Puerto Rico and at 
Guantanamo, he aaid, for an at­
tack “against a small Independent 
country"—obviously Cuba.

Garcia told the assembly;
“The Imperiallat aggression of 

France against the people and 
government of Tunisia reminds us 
of the imperialist aggression of 
the United States against the peo­
ple and government of Cuba.”

Garcia addressed the 88-nation 
assembly after a representative of 
Guinea had demanded the liquida­
tion of all foreign ^bases In Africa 
before the African people them­
selves take a hand in liquadating 
them.

In a slashing attack on colonial­
ism, Guinea's Telli Diallo said 
“These bases are cannons pointed 
at the temple of our states."

Diallo assailed France for boy­
cotting the U.N. debate on steps to 
end the French-Timisian dispute.

"It is not the United Nations 
you should walk out of,” he said.

Ists should walk out of, through 
that big front door, and not come 
back.”

The Soviet Union first Injected 
the isue of U.S. bases into the as­
sembly debate on French actions 
around their naval base at Bizerte, 
Tunisia.

^T h is primer is called Pogo 
Primer for Parents (TV Division).

It was written by Walt Kelly, 
who drawa a cartoon called Pogo. 
Pogo Is an oppossum. He ia very 
smart.

jPogo tells you in the prime what 
to do and what not to do about 
letting your child watch TW.

He uses pictures to teach you 
what to do and what not to do. 
He says the parent should glide 
the child. He says the meat im­
portant thing to do is to love your 
child. He says It twice, love your 
chUd.

Pogo’s book is 24 pages long. On 
its yellow covers are pictures of 
Pogo and a friend, Albert the Alli­
gator, who poaea aa "A parent.”

I t Is being published under auspi­
cious and official sponsorahlp. Sec­
retary of Health, Education and 
Welfare Abraham Ribicoff timed 
its formal announcement to a gen­
eral news conference this morning.

Soon parents everywhere can 
read Pogo's questions and answers. 
Such as:

“What are little children afraid 
of?”

“They are afraid of boredtMn, al­
so frustration. They want to know 
w’hat to do.”

"They ar* afraid of monsters.

A^On TV they sometimes meet a lot 
of them.”

“These monsters can become 
their constant companions.” 

•"Monsters are n o ta ss ro o d  aa 
parents to learn thin|||M

“Except in m att^iT w ' uc- 
tlon.”

At this point is a picture of a 
couple of monsters blowing up the 
world.

"What does the child want 
then?”

"He wants to be loved . . .  he 
wants guidance. He wants the par­
ents to share things wrlth him. 
Maybe even TV, radio, comic 
books, broccoli . . . ”

In summing up. the primer says; 
"Do not be afraid of your TV 

set. These things are probably 
here to stay. Do not be afraid of 
your child. He Is not here to stay. 
He ia a precious visitor. Do not 
wrind your child up and set him to 
watch the TV unguided . . . Love 
your child. . .

“It ia not necessary- to censor. I t  
is necessary £o guide . . . other 
child activities siphon off energy, 
but this energy can be used badly 
after bad TV exposure. Above all, 
love the child."

Washington, Aug. 24 (JP) — Sen. 

Thomas J. Dodd. D-Cpnn.,,^as 
cAQed for tighter control*'bver dls- 
trlfebtion of amphetamine* and bar­
biturates. which some teen-ager* 
take to Induce aensatlons similar 
to those caused by narcotics.

Amphetamines, commonly re­
ferred to as ‘:Pep Pills” by those 
w ^  uiw them to get on a jag, are 
inijtnded to be used to increase 
al6M.ness and attentiveness in per­
son* who are sluggish.

The ^ungstera refer to barbitu­
rate pills as "Goof Balls.” because 
they dull thAMflexts and bring on 
a feeling of^IkKasant drowsiness.

Dodd, who'heads a Senate sub­
committee to investigate Juvenile 
delinquency, said yesterday many 
young people become dependent on 
these drug*. Girl addicts, he aaid. 
become "easy prey for other male 
drug users.”

Eclipse of Moon 
Tomorrow Night

New York. Aug. 24 (/P,i — 
Sky watcher* will ^ee an al­
most total eclipse of the moon 
tomorrow night depending 
vipon visibility.

More than 99 per cent of the 
moon’s disk will pass through 
the Barth’s shadow, the 
American Museum - Hayden 
Planetarium said today.

He indicated that the first 
step in solving problems such as 
this must be big power negotia­
tions.

The Secretary-general advanced 
these views in the introduction to 
his annual report to the General 
Assembly. He touched briefly on 
the Beriin question during a dis­
cussion of how to balance the 
weight of the big powers, and their 
security interests, against the 
rights of the world community.

Hammarskjold cited disarma­
ment and the Berlin issue as the 
type of questions in which the ma­
jor countries have such special in­
terests that agreement among 
them is essential to a solution.

“Direct negotiations between 
those countries.” he said, "are an 
essential first step to the solutioi, 
through the United Nations, of the 
disaimament problem, and do not 
in any way derogate from the re­
sponsibilities of rights of - the or­
ganization. . .

"What is true of the disarma­
ment problem is, of course, tAie 
also of those more specific ques­
tions in which security interests of 
big powers may be directly In­
volved, as for example the Berlin 
problem."

Hanunarslcjokl offered no sug-

<^g€stion as to what could be done 
to balance the big power influence 
with the views of a U.N. majority, 
but he expressed hope that “when 
the time comes for charter re­
vision, agreement may be reached 
on a satisfactory solution.”

McTeman said he will do most 
o f the construction work himself, 
but will have to contract for the 
excavation work.

GOPLeaders  
Urge Kennedy 
F i r e  B ow les

Washington, Aug. 24 —Two
Republican leaders in Congress 
called today for muzzling Chester 
Bowles or firing him from the 
State Department. Bowles Is a 
former governor of Connecticut..

They also urged a clampdown 
by the Commerce Department on 
exports to the Soviet bloc.

Senate Lieader Everett M. Dlrk- 
sen of Illinois and House Lieader 
Charles A. Halleck of Indiana 
framed both propositions in the 
form of “suggestions" to Presi­
dent Kennedy at their weekly 
news conference.

First, Dirk.sen read a statement 
critical of the role' Bowles has 
played in the Kennedy administra­
tion as undersecretary of state.

"We know that Mr. Bowles was 
recently scheduled to be fired but 
was not,” Dirksen said. "We do 
suggest, however, that he either 
(I'i be completely muzzled, or (2) 
be removed from the china shop 
of diplomacy lest he break some­
thing really costly.”

Then Halleck read a statement 
protesting export licenses ap­
proved by the Commerce Depart­
ment for shipments to the Soviet 
bloc and urging Kennedy to di­
rect a strict curtailment.

Halleck said that accordingi to 
the Commerce Departments own 
records, the dollar volume of U.S. 
goods licensed for shipment to the 
Soviet bloc increased 800 per cent 
in the three weeksr after Kennedy’s 
address to the nation on Berlin 
compared to the preceding three 
weeks.

Dirksen said that Bowles, the 
No. 2 man in the State Depart­
ment, was widely hailed when he 
to<}k office as “a No. 1 'idea man' 
in foreign relations for the New 
Frontier."

Since then, Dirksen said, 
Bowles “has been credited In the 
press with urging that our U.N. 
delegation vote with the Soviet 
Union against our ally Portugal 
on the Angola question, advocat­
ing recognition of Communist Out­
er Mongolia, and authorship of the 
so-called 'Two China’ concept 
which has caused our Asiatic Al­
lies to wonder if we are changing 
our minds on Red China's admis­
sion to the U.N."

Dirksen said that two weeks 
ago in New Delhi Bowles "achieved 
a fresh pinnacle as the No. 1 idea 
man” by telling a news conference 
that if India were attacked, help 
would be there the following 
morning from the United States.

"This is probably the first tlpie 
the formulation inf a military al­
liance was ever attempted in a 
press conference,” said Dirksen.

AVOIDS TROUBLE 
By Alfred Shetnwold

Lawyers have pleaded with me 
not to givS It away, but my first 
thought is for the public welfare. 
Here’s the secret: 'Die law allows 
you to pass even when you have 
two six-card suits.

The play at five diamonds 
doubled was painful e-xcept for East 
and Wept. East won the first trick 
with the ace of hearts and returned 
a trump.

South won and knocked out the 
ace of clubs. Back came al heart, 
and South ruffed. Declarer led a 
low club, and West stepped up 
with the eight of diamonds, drew 
dummy’s last trump with the king 
of diamonds and grl out with a 
heart.

South could manage to get only 
five trump tricks and one club. 
That made It 1400 for Bast and 
West.

Should Pass
South should have pa-ssed his 

partner at four spades even though 
he hadn't yet mentioned his other 
six-card suit. When a hand Is an 
obvious misfit, the player who 
passes early saves himself a bas­
ketful of points.

The Jump to four spades in such 
a situation says: "Partner, 1 have 
spades from here to Canarsie and 
back. I have no aide strength and 
no interest in further bidding.”

South should pass unless he has 
material for a slam at spades — 
such as a modest spade fit, at least 
three aces and considerable other
power.

As it happens, North wouldn't 
make four spades. The important 
point is that he wasn't doubled 
and wasn’t going to be doubled. 
He would lose 300 points, leas 100 
for honors. The magic “pass" 
would save 1200 points.

When apace is limited, window 

gardening lets you exercise your 
green thumb instinct all year long. 
Indoor plantings or outside win- 
dow bfBces add color and beauty to 
your home.

New miniature plants and old 
flower favorites complement each 
other In window boxes. You can 
even have a private vegetable 
patch or herb garden if you like.

For an outside windov box, 
choose durable wood such as cedar, 
redwood or cypress if possible. 
They resist rot better. Make it 6 to 
10 inches deep, depending on the 
plants you want to grow; about 15 
inches wide at the top and 12 inches 
at the bottom. Length depends on 
your windows.

Drill a row of % to 1 inch holes 
along the outer edge of the bot­
tom board for drainage. This pre­
vents rains from filling the box and 
dribbling mud on your wall.

Place between 1 and 2 Inches of 
broken clay pot pieces or gravel on 
the bottom. Next, add soil If you 
wish to plant directly In the win­
dow box. Mix two parta good gar­
den soil with one part peat moss 
and one part sand. Add a pound or 
two of dried cow manure or mix in 
leaf mold if available.

If you plan to use changeable 
potted plants for variety, place a 
•mixture of peat moss and perlite 
around the clay pots in the window 
box. This conserves moisture and 
the porous ciay pots allow plant 
roots to obtain adequate water.

Flowers for window boxes in­
clude ageratum, Ian tana, nastur­
tium, petunia, snapdragon, verbe­
na and dwarf marigold. Vines, 
Including ivy, vinca and weeping 
lantana give pleasing effects.

Miniature geraniums and roses 
are available in a wide variety of 
colors. You also can have fun re­
producing jilants from cuttings.

New Britain, Aug. 24 ()P)—An 8- 
year-old Brazilian boy sees an eye 
specialist In New Britain today to 
find out if his rapidly diminish­
ing eyesight can be saved.

Sergio Gouvela of Rio de Ja ­
neiro will visit Dr. Paul Tisher, 
and be examined in hope that a 
cornea transplant will be practi­
cable.

The trouble developed a short 
time ago. Sergio's right eye is 
totally blind and vision in the left 
Is receding rapidly.

The boy’s trip to the United 
States was made possible by the 
Jomal do Brasil, a Rio de Janeiro 
newspaper.

The paper heard about Sergio’s 
trouble and his limited financial 
capabilities. It launched a fund 
raising campaign to cover travel 
and medical expenses.

More than $1,400 has been rais­
ed so far — with $260 coming 
from employes of the U.S. Em­
bassy and other U.S. agencies.

Sergio arrived in Providence, 
R. I., yesterday with his mother, 
Mrs. Rosario Gouveia, a kitchen 
employe in a Rio de J a n e i r o  
boarding house and her cousin, 
Fernando Martinez Coelho. They 
spent the night in Central Falls, 
R. I., with the boy’s aunt and 
uncle, Mr. and Mrs. John Gou­
vela Nunes.

Prior to that he had atopped in 
Washington, D. C., where he was 
met by Brazilian officials and 
newsmen. In both his airport ap­
pearances young Sergio displayed 
great curiosity about his sur­
rounding's — peering from behind 
thick lensed glasses.

"This is all very interesting," 
he said in Washington. "I am 
seeing many new things. I am 
going to be an engineer when I 
gro\v up.’’

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Russia Threatens to Close 
West’s Air Links to Berlin

were eet'aside for the three west­
ern powers, on a temporary basil, 
to insure the heedn of their mili­
tary garriaoni, and not for sub­
versive and revanchist (revenge- 
seeking) purposes of West Ger­
man militarism.’’

The note was quickly interpret­
ed by western diplomats here as a 
sign that one of the demands to 
be made by Russia a t future ne­
gotiations over the Berlin situa­
tion will be the banning of trans­
port to any West German repre­
sentatives into West Berlin.

And it omild be presumed that 
the Russians would ctemand the 
right to screen pasaengtra trans­
ported there — as well as trans­
ported out. ’They do not now have 
that right. I t  would immediately 
■eal off the major escape route 
of East Germane who have been 
aaeured of a way into West Ger­
many once they got across the 
border into West Berlin.

The note also was considered 
another effort to teat the nerves 
and determination of the West in 
protection of the West B e r l i n  
population.

(British sources regarded the 
Soviet attitude as extremely seri­
ous. ’They noted the Russians never 
before had challenged the western 
powers over the right to carry 
whom they please over air corri­
dors to ^ r l in .  Planes on these 
routes are operated by U.S., Brit­
ish and Prench companies). -

As viewed by diplomats in Mos­
cow, the note appeaed to be aimed 
directly at separating Berlin’s 
western enclaves from the western 
motherland in a drive to make the 
city more dependent upon First 
Germany. Berlin is surrounded by 
East German territory.

If the demands were fully heed­
ed, all West Germans could be ex­
cluded, for In Soviet eyes all of 
them seem to fall into the bracket 
of provocateurs.

The note said the Soviet gov­
ernment had repeatedly told the 
United States and the other pow­
ers about the "illegal and inad­
missible Interference of the Fed­
eral Republic of Germany in the 
affairs of West Berlin."

Among these items of interfer­
ence, the note said, was the re­
peated appearance of West Ger­
man officials In West Berlin. It 
did not specifically mentioh last 
weekend’s visit of Konrad Adenau­
er, but stated;

"Official representatives of the 
Bundestag and government of the 
Federal Republic of Oermeuiy also 
arrive in West Berlin by the air 
corridors and proceed directly 
from the airport to make demon­
strative ‘inspection’ tours of the 
■city and make aggressive and 
hostile declarations against the 
German Democratic Republic and i 
the Soviet Union."

’The Ruaaians mentioned vialta 
to Berlin last week by Eugen Ger- 
Btenmaler, president of the Bunde- 
.atag section of the 'W’est German 
Parliament; Erich Ollenhauer, 
chairman of the Social Democrat­
ic party; Erich Mende, chairman 
of the Free Democratic party 
“and others."

’The note went on:
"Their coming was accompa­

nied by the organization of rallies 
and demonstrations at which slo­
gans calling for aggression 
against peaceloving neighboring 
states and for suppression of the 
democratic forces of West Berlin 
were openly proclaimed.

"The stepping up of the machi­
nations of the ruling circles of the 
FTR.G in tVest Berlin bears evi­
dence to their striving to deliber­
ately Increase tension in this area 
In order to cause complications 
and conflicts, to try to bring about 
a  clash between the western pow­
ers and the So\iet Union to the 
advantage of West German mili­
tarists and revenge-seekers.

"And all this is taking place 
In plain view and with the bless­
ing of the occupation authorities 
of the three powers in West Ber- 
lln. ”

The note concluded by telling i 
the three Western powers th a t ; 
theirs was the full responsibility 
and that they should "immediate­
ly take measures to terminate the 
illegal and provocative actions of 
the FGR In that city."

Westerners in Moscow felt that 
the Russians were pushing on a 
point of Allied weakness. 'The orgi- 
uial agreements providing air. land 
smd water roiite.s to Berlin sought 
primarily to assure provision for 
the occupying garri.sons. By in­
terpretation it has been extended 
In practice to providing support 
for the city.

’This malter was morq directly 
—although not precisely—spelled 
out in the agreements reached in 
1648 which ended a blockade im­
posed by the Soviet Union. ’That 
blockade was started in an effort 
to freeze the Allies out of Ŵ est 
Berlin. 'The air lift, combined with 
a  general W’estem blockade of 
trade with Russia and the Eastern 
European Communist states, final­
ly brought agreement from Pre­
mier Joseph Stalin to end the 
blockade.

In that agreement, signed in 
Paris in June 1848. it was stated 
that in order to facilitate trans­
port and communication among 
the different occupation zones and 
between the sectors in Berlin. 
"The occupation authorities, each 
in his own zone . . . will take the 
measures necessary to insure the 
normal functioning and utilization 
of air, water and rail transport."

'The West contends this pro- 
viaion has been violated by the bar­
rier erected betwen East and West 
Berlin and placed all around 'West' 
Berlin to seal it off from East 
Germans.

’The agreement made no refer­
ence to West German offl dais’ 
having ready access to the city. In 
the treaty recognizing the sov­
ereignty of West Germany, the Al­
lies expressly reserved West Ber­
lin as occupation territorj'. ’This 
waa a necessary reservation to 
protect occupation rights, shared 
jolnOy with the Soviet Union.

The new note was looked upon 
here as only one more step in the 
preparation of the Soviet position 
t* be taken at 'coming talks—once 
■ereemMit is reached on when and 
WMM tho]r win begin.

Spokesmen for the Swedish and 
Norwegian consulates in West 
Berlin said the Communist au­
thorities had informed the con­
sulates it was not possible ifor their 
nationals to travel to the West in 
tile present circumstances.

Exit visas have been refused to 
foreign residents since Aug. 13, 
when the Communists slammed 
shut the West Berlin escape route 
for East German refugees, the 
diplomats said.
'The restriction affects more than 

300 western nationals living In 
East Germany, including about 
600 Dutch, 100 to 115 Swedes, 
about 200 Briti.sh, mostly elderly 
and many with dual German-Brit- 
ish nationality; a few Belgians and 
Danes and an unknown numtier of 
Norwegians.

Western nations have no diplo­
matic representation in East Ger­
many because they do not recog­
nize the Communist regime. Their 
nationals check in with their con­
sulates in West Berlin only rare­
ly. usually to get their passports 
renewed.

An uneasy calm prevailed along 
the border through Berlin today 
but new Communist moves against 
the western half of the city were 
generally anticipated.

For the second time this week 
British troops were called out for 
an early morning practice alert. 
One company of the Welsh Regi­
ment. accompanied by three Cen­
turion tanks and three armored 
cars, made a foray to the industrial 
district of Slemen.sstadt.

American British and French

"2. That the price for any of 
this property be fixed only after a 
new appraisal.”

The tracts w’hich Marlin then 
listed that he would not recom­
mend for selling included areas 
around the reserv’oir itself for a 
minimum of 250 feet, areas which 
would give access to the reservoir 
from S. Main St. and Fern St., the 
area around the tributary to the 
Taylor Reservoir to a distance of 
125 feet, any of the tract abutting 
Spring St., and any tract which 
might be designated as a school 

Sites As’allable
"It would be pointed out that 

there are other areas in this gen­
eral location that are privately 
owned but that could be purchas­
ed by the country club and util­
ized for relocation of all or an.v 
part of the present golf course."

Martin said this morning he in­
cluded this remark in the report 
to remind tlie directors that any 
price fixed ion the town-owned 
land should be comparable to 
w’hat the country club would have 
to pay if the adjoining privately 
owned land were purchased.

"Any sale should be subject to 
the right to install w’ater and 
sewer mains,” he said.

"It Is m.v opinion that the Water 
Department should retain control 
of an area around the present 
Globe Hollow Reservoir and around 
the Ta.vlor Reservoir and along any 
major brook for the protection of 
both the quantity and quality of 
the public W’ater supply.

"Tho tow’n should retain owner­
ship of land around the Tay’lor Res­
ervoir to a higher elevation so that 
the Water Department at some lat­
er date can build a higher dam 
and store more W’ater a t the Taylor 
Reservoir so as to reduce the 
amount of w’ater wasted over the 
Globe Hollow spillw’ay some times 
of the year.

“'Before a sale is considered, an 
ertgineering survey in the field 
should be made to detennine the 
limit along the brooks and around 
the Taylor Reservoir. The cost of 
an.v such surv’ey ehould be borne 
by the club, but made by engineers 
retained by the town.

"My ideas concerning the areas 
that should not be sold would ap­
ply also to any long term lease.

Subject te Ordinance
"Any sale of lease of any of this 

land, of course, is subject to the 
provisions of the special act that 
permits the sale or lease by the

As the Herald Tribune observes 

succinctly this morning, "‘the cen- 
trsl issue of the Berlin crisis has 
suddenly shifted its ground. The 
question is no longer whether we 
are ready to fight for the freedom 
of the West Berliners, but whether 
we are ready to fight for the right 
of access to E ast Berlin."

Having accepted, in fact, the 
authority of the East German re­
gime to behave like a  sovereign 
state and control the emigration 
of Its own people, the West still 
maintains the theory and th i 
claim that its own right of access 
to East Berlin remains guaranteed 
by four power agreements. In 
other words, we accept Communist 
control of the border between East 
and West Berlin so far as it ap­
plies to the people of East Ger­
many and East Berlin; we do not 
accept that this control and super­
vision of the border Includes the 
right to keep us from crossing It, 
from our side, going from West to 
East. There is little we can do, ex­
cept drive around and look. If we 
do enter East Berlin. I t Is an issue 
of legality, of morale, and of pres­
tige. that we should retain the 
right to enter If we wish to.

That right the Communists have 
not yet challenged or denied us. 
But they seem to be heading In 
that direction. At the moment, 
they are specifying that Allied 
personnel from the W'est enter 
East Berlin at one particular 
point of crossing, and no other.

So long as they do keep this one 
point of crossing open, they meet 
our legal requirements, and do 
not do too much to our prestige.

The po8.sibility ahead is that 
they may try to close this one 
point.

In that eventuality we wotild be 
faced, as the Herald Tribune said, 
with the question of whether we 
would fight to preserve our own 
access to East Berlin. I t could be 
assumed that, while this test was 
being made of us, the right of ac­
cess for which w'e are definitely 
pledged to fight, that of access to 
West Berlin, would remain unchal­
lenged. Our access to West Ber­
lin is a necessity, which we defend 
by remaining where we are. Our 
access to East Berlin is not a last 
ditch necessity to which we have 
pledged ourselves, and to claim i t  
Should the Communists go ahead 
and try to deny It to us, would re­
quire, as the Herald Tribune says, 
"aa Invasion" of East Berlin.

Indications are, therefore, that, 
having in fact accepted the par­
tition of Germany, with the partl- 
tlOB line running through the city 
of Berlin, we are not going to 
fight over details. This partition 
is, as we keep saying, a fundamen­
tal mistake, for which both .Blast 
and West are mutually responsi-

Connecticut 
Yankee

Although there la nothing more 
dangerous to a columnist’s health 
than for him to praise a lady leg­
islator, we ventured same the 
other day, and find ourselves still 
unclawed. True, in the case of 
EUisabeth Budd, now Mrs. Merle 
DeWeea, there were certain fac­
tors in our favor, which may have 
spared us the reaction of other 
lady legislators who were not 
praised. But a columnist has to 
live dangerously, perhaps we can 
get away with saying a few nice 
things about some other rather 
d tsth^ iahed  distaff members of 
the General Assembly, even if our 
selection leaves some o t h e r  
w o r t h y  egos, suid even some 
worthy modesties, still unmentl- 
oned.

For full-fledged effectiveness as 
a legislator, it would be hard to 
rate anybody, of either sex or of 
either house, ahead of Senator 
Lucy T. Hammer, Republican, of 
the Twelfth District. As a mem­
ber of the House for three ses­
sions from Branford, she learned 
the ropes, and how to use them, 
as quickly as any legislator with­
in memory. She has bright, sharp 
eyes,' quick to notice things with­
out giving any tell tale flicker. 
She has a directioned mi n d ,  
which sets a target for itself and 
does not surrender until the tar­
get has been achieved. She is re­
silient. learning new strategy 
from her defeats. She is durable 
and courageous, never resorting 
to any s p ^ a l  claim or considera­
tion for her femininity.

When she moves b e h i n d  a 
cause, its friends and foes are 
both on notice that something 
significant and formidable has 
been added. But, although her

spirit and mood of battle are im­
portant, the only weapons she 
really likes- to use are facts. And 
she even has the capacity for 
getting a legislature to notice 
them, which is sometimes more 
of an achievement than it may 
seem to those who have - not 
watched legislature after legisla­
ture behave aa if cbrtain challeng­
ing facts did not even exist.

In the 196 !̂ session, Lucy Ham­
mer's most publicised achievement 
was the final legislative cure of 
a somewhat historic injustice, dat­
ing from the time the first school 
transportation grants were voted 
to tjie towns in order to encourage 
centralisation of rural schools, 
and therefore limited to the small­
er towns. All the communities 
which provide such transportation 
ivill now be treated on a equal 
basis, and that was the specific 
achievement of the Senator from 
the Twelfth. The facta had been 
there for many years; the effort 
and will to dig them out and help 
them fight their own battle were 
supplied by Lucy.

If Lucy Hammer represents the 
matured valuably seitooned legis­
lator. Rep. Evelyn S. Fisher, Dem­
ocratic member of the House from 
the town of Oxford, represents the 
nice flowering of a newcomer who. 
if she can continue to preserve 
her charmed political life in a 
long-time Republican town, should 
become an increasingly respected 
and influential member of the 
House.

First elected in the Ribicoff 
landslide of 1958, then retaining 
her seat for the 1961 session, she 
has had, in each session, some 
trouble reconciling her personal 
principles and standards and in­
stincts with the demands of par­
ty or the sometimes blind and Im­
pulsive stampeding of some sup­
posedly non-partisan measures. 
But whereas, in the first session, 
she reconciled her conflicts behind 
the scenes, she begtm, in the sec­
ond, to make her points on the 
floor. And since no legislator does 
homerwork better than she, and

since her intelligence seems of the 
kind which can pin points down in 
a few words which both compel 
thought ahd defy refutation, she 
could, with more assurance from 
the experience now behind her, 
become one of those rare individ­
uals the House so often needs, to 
be the quiet but u n f l i n c h i n g  
guardians of its own conscience.

The redoubtable Lucy, then, for 
promise beautifully fulfilled; the 
principled. Intelligent E v e l y n  
Fisher for promise now beginning 
to uiifold.

He devoted a major part of the 
introduction to an analysis of the 
crisis growing out o f , the cam­
paign of the Soviet Union to revise 
the composition of the U.N. Sec­
retariat. The Russians are insis­
ting that the secretariat should be 
made up on the basis of ideologies 
—one-third Communist, one-third 
western and one-third uncommit­
ted.

Hammarskjold challenged the 
Soviet contention that there can 
be no such thing as an unbiased in­
ternational civil service.

He agreed that no man is neu­

tral In the sense that he works 
without opinions of ideals, but he 
insisted that In spite of this "a 
neutral secretariat is possible." 
He added;

"Anyone of integrity not sub­
jected to undue pressures can, 
regardless of his own views, read­
ily act In an exclusively interna­
tional spirit and can be guided in 
his actions on behalf of the or­
ganization solely by its Interests 
and principles and by the Instruc­
tions of its organs.”

Hammarskjold also stood firm 
against Soviet arguments that the 
secretariat should have no execu­

tive authority to carry out d«- 
cislons of the Security Oounoil 
and General Assembly. He assert­
ed that such executive action not 
only is envisaged in Um UJ7. 
charter but Is essential.

He cited specifically ll io  Oongo 
problem which was the starting 
point • of the Sorvlet attacks on 
the seoretarlat and on him per­
sonally. One of his main diffioul- 
ties, he indicated, was the strug­
gle of countries outside Africa to 
advance their own interests by 
backing various Ckmgolese fac­
tions. He said he had no other 
choice but to resist all efforts 
from the outside to Influence the 
outcome of the Congo conflict.

In a prepared statement, Kloter 
said the comptroller of currencies

"New quarters will be built at 
the Vernon Circle Shopping Cen­
ter, owned by George E. and Mar­
jorie Risley, and will Include a 
modem, covered drkve-dn teller 
window.

"The Comptroller’s office also 
approved the following directors;

"It will be the first Independent 
national bank to be formed in Ver­
non since the Rockville National 
Bank and is being formed to meet 
the growing needs for banking fa­
cilities In one of the fastest grow­
ing areas In the ecut.

"A limited amount of stock will 
be available for public subscription 
soon."

The last national bank formed in 
Vernon was the Rock\dIle National 
Bank, chartered in 1864, which be­
gan buaineM with capital of $50,- 
000. It Is now the Rockville branch 
of the Connecticut Bank and Trust 
Co.

’the Vernon bank's official char­
ter will be issued when the found­
ing group completes "certain rou­
tine details" Kloter said.

TI»at ’Certain Something*
Completes the Medical Cure

Sometimes a person appears to 

have made a satisfactory recovery 
from an Illness, accident or opera­
tion but continues to have vagus 
complaints that prevent him re­
suming his normal activities.

Too often, these unfortunates are 
labeled "neurotica." "malingerers” 
or just chronic complainers who 
seek to take refuge in their in­
capacity. especially If they are re­
ceiving some sort of disability pay­
ment.

I do not doubt that the behavior 
of many justifies one dr another 
of the labels. But I am sure that 
there is at least one other factor.

That factor is the unknown that 
makes one ballplayer a routine 
perofrmer and another a Willis 
Mays; makes one musician just 
another member of a symphony 
orchestra and another a Heifetz 
or a Casals.

Now this factor Is not just some­
thing, recognized by the expert. We 
experience it together and say to 
one another that this person has 
"class” or "style." Song wrltsra 
speak of that "certain something.” 
The French describe it as "I know 
not what” (Je ne sals quoi).

Each of us knows, too, that "ths 
certain something" can be lost. 
We say a ballplayer "has had it;’’ 
that the charm ;^rl no longer has 
"it."

Most often, we can neither de­
fine what's gone nor explain what 
caused it to vanish. But, In tho 
case of recovery from an illness, 
an accident or an operation, ws 
know that there's something miss­
ing from the final report that 
states for all to see that the pa­
tient was discharged "well” or 
"cured" or "without disability.”

We say to one another "Yes, the 
wound is healed, as they say. And 
the fracture has knit. And the 
fever’s gone. But he just Isn’t ths 
same.” Or. “ I don’t know what it 
la but she just isn’t herself"’

And that certain something 
Isn’t necessarily a manifestation of 
a nei^rosis, or an example of 
malingering.

When you see It, It’s Just as ob­
vious as the nose on your face. 
And the good news la the fact that 
it almost always lifts, like a 
ground fog. with the exercise of 
understanding, tolerance and a big 
dose of kindness.

They were accused 
of collaborating with Richard 
Morrison, 26. who confessed a long 
string of burglaries, in his activi­
ties and carting away some of the 
loot in police squsd ears In 1966 
and 1969.

The eig^t were arrested Jan. 14, 
1960, In simultaneous raids on 
their homes by police and state’s 
attorney’s investigators. Stolen 
property was recovered from all 
but Oroarks.

The state dropped more than a 
score of charges of burglary, lar­
ceny and conspiracy against Mor­
rison In return for his testimony 
against the eight defendants.

It was Morrison's! allegations 
against the defendants to a public 
defender in July 1959 that touched 
off the police scandal and subse- 
que.nt sweeping reform of the de­
partment under Orlando W. Wil­
son, a University of California 
criminologist

Wilson was hired as superin­
tendent after Police Commisson- 
er Timothy O'Connor resigned, 
saying that though he was not im­
plicated he felt personally respon­
sible for the activity of the eight 
policemen.

Morrison still faces f e d e r a l  
charges in St. Louis in connection 
with the passing of counterfeit 
$100 bUls.

After the vurdict, Morrison was 
quoted by Public Defender Gerald 
Getty as saying, "I ’m v e ^  happy 
with the verdict.

The five for whom 
prison sentences were recommend- 

would not talk to newsmen.

The number 
of persons involved was not an­
nounced. but, five young rightist 
plastic bomb experts were a l s o  
caught.

The broadcast caused s o m e  
listeners to believe that the gov­
ernment radio station had been 
seised by militant rightwingers 
opposed to De Gaulle.

Officials later discovered that 
the Rightists had cut the trans­
mission line between the Algiers 
station and its transmitter and 
had plugged In their own clan­
destine microphone. The broaid- 
east lasted for almost half an 
hour before it was cut off.

Meanwhile, conflict between 
French ssttler'a and Nationalist 
Algerian rebels continued with 
plastic bombs, grenades and guns 
A t least seven deaths, were re­
ported yesterday.

A  plastic bomb, favorite weaism 
of the French extremists, killed 
four persons including a baby in 
a grocery shop at Bone, In Baat 
Algeria. A  grenade wounded three 
persons in a Bone cafe.

A  rebel terrorist tossed a gren­
ade into a crowded sidewalk cafe 
In Algiers, wounding a European 
and a Moslem.

A  Moslem bank clerk waa shot 
snd seriously wounded in the A1 
giera Casbah. and a gunman killed 
{.he leader of a rebel organisation 
in a cafe.

A  European shot and critically 
wounded a Moslem doctor on the 
university of Algler* faculty.

In Constantine, pistol shots kill 
sd a Frenchman who had Just ar­
rived from France for a friend's 
funeral.

The body of "a Moslem grocer 
was found in a car on the outskirts 
of Algiers. He had been shot three 
times in the head.

All the killers escaped.

Hi.* first step was to 
hire Lane as general manager. 
I.,ane severed his connections 
with the Cleveland Indians to 
accept a four-year contract at 
$50,000 a year, w-ith an addi­
tional four-year term in an 
advisory capacity at half the 
sklary.

Arnong Finley'.* charges 
against Lane were that he had 
been responsible for firing Joe 
Gordon as manager earlier 
this season, and that he had 
on several occasions attempt­

ed to fire Hank Bauer, Gor­
don's successor.

Lane denied the.se accusa­
tions and countered:

"It is Finley who has been 
detrimental to the club and 
to the Kansas City public, not 
I. Beyond a ahadow of doubt, 
he has been contemplating 
moving the franchise to Dal- 
las-Fort Worth. I know this 
to be a fact and when he says 
it is not so, he is lying. Thi.* 
has been in Finley's mind for 
some time and now that he 
knows he can't make it. he 
says he has never considered 
such a move.

Line, whether it is monofila­

ment or braided, is almost as im­
portant to fishing a.* the rod. reel 
and lures, but 11 seldom gels th« 
same careful atteption.

Fishing line ' for spmnmg, 
spin casting and bait casting reels 

comes in pound test sizes but 
these are not, as in popularly sup­
posed, in the same poundage aa 
the fish you are pur.suing.

In the first place, a 10-pound 
fish weigh.* considerably less than 
that in the water and, in the sec­
ond. a four-pound lest line can. 
if the locale is ideal and the fish­
erman is patient, handle a 15- 

I pound fish.
I Actually, the weight of line to 
i be used should be determined by 
; a variety of things - - t.vpe of 
equipment, size of lure, kind of 
water, and finally the size of fish 
being caught.

On spinning and spin casting 
reels, monofilament almost always 
is used. Braided line sometimes is 
mounted on the reel, but the 
smoother surfaced monofilament 
casts easier and usually farther.

Since both spinning and spin ^  
casting employ light lures, lighter r  
test line should be used on these.
In water free of weeds and not too 
cluttered with sna,gs. six or eight- 
pound test is sufficient. For those 
who like to gamble, even four- 
pound test can be used.

Some spin casting manufactur­
ers now offer bigger, reels, for 
trolling and muskie, that can 
handle 20-pound test. But remem­
ber, the heavier the line the big­
ger the lure you will have to use.

In more difficult water—a lot 
of brush, underwater snags or 
where you have to fish deep — 
heavier test should be used.

Where jigging (bumping a lure 
on the bottom in 20 to 30 feet of 
water) is the bist fishing method, 
heavier line, from 10 to even 20- 
pound test, should be mounted on 
the reel.

In fishing deep, monofilament 
is the best tyiie of line, even for 
Ivait casting reels. It sinks much 
faster than braided and because 
of it* lesser resistance, it does 
not curve in a big arc.

In general, bail casting*’ reels 
take braided line because thi* is 
softer and ea.sier to cast from a 
revolving .spool. But some flat,

I soft monofilament ia now on the 
market and usable on bait casting 
reels. A line of 10-pound teat gen- 

: erally will handle all you are 
seeking on a bait c.asUng reel, but

The outstanding American 
League hurlers of 1037, such as 
Lefty Grove, Ted Lyons, Bump 
Hadley and Willis Hudlin, were 
stingy with Ruthian run drive*.

Mantle and Mari* also have been 
fattening up on second rate pitch­
er*. Such stalwart* a* Frank Lary, 
Jim Bunning and Don Mossi of De­
troit; Don Schwall of Boston; 
Chuck Eatrsd*, Skinny Brown and 
Milt Pappas of Baltimore; Jirfi 
Grant and Barry Latman of Cleve­
land, and Camilo Pascual and Jack 
Krsllck of Minnesota have than' 
held their own with New York'* M 
and M Boys.

Marl* has feasted on such a* 

Washington’s Pet* Burnside (3), 
Los Angeles’ Ell Grba (2). Boston’s

In the right center ajnd center 
sectors or other parks, Washing­
ton’s Griffith Stadium Is now 25 
feet cloeer, Boston has a 46-foot 
shorter range, Chicago 25 feet, 
Cleveland 60, Detroit 25. Kansas 
City is 45 feet shorter than Phila­
delphia in right center and Balti­
more is 25 nearer than St. Louis.

Maris has hit 40 of his 50 hom­
er* against righthanded pitchers; 
Mantle all but nine of his 46 
against righthanders. Ruth was 
more successful against southpaw 
pitching, perhaps because he faced 
more. He hit 19 of his homer* 
against lefthanders.

Ruth’s favorite club was Boston. 
He hit 11 against Red Sox pitch­
ers. His lowest homer output was 
six against Chicago. White Sox 
pitchers, on the other'hand, have 
been Maris' best friends. He has 
rapped them for 13 four-baggers 
as against onl.v one against Balti­
more pitchers. Mantle's coziest 
cousins have been Washington's 
pitcher* who have yielded 10 hom­
ers to Mickey. The Switcher has 
found the Indiana toughest, solving 
them for only two homers.

Ruth hit 32 homers on the road 
as compared to 28 at home. Mantle 
and Marla have found foreign fields 
friendlier than their home grounds, 
too. Mickey has hit 27 on enemy 
soil as compared to 19 at Yankee 
Stadium. Maris also has 27 away 
as compared to 23 at home.

Ruth’s favorite home away from 
home was Fenway Park where he 
parked eight over the fence. Man­
tle's favorite also is Boston’s band- 
box. In which he's hit five. Maris' 
friendliest playgrounds, other than 
Yankee Stadium, have been Co- 
mlskey Park and Cleveland Sta­
dium. He’s hit five each in Chicago 
and Cleveland.

Blanked In Baltimore
Maris hai* yet to be credited with

Signal for Collapse

Tunisia Warns 
UN on Inaction
By THE AS80CIATBD PRESS ♦

Tunisia warned today that 
it would take steps to defend 
itself if the United Nations 
failed to force France to pull 
its troops back to positions 
held before the July fighting 
at Bizerte.

Tunisian delegate Mongi Slim 
told a special session of the U.N. 
General Assembly it would be 
dangerous to disregard what he 
called France’s defiance of a Se­
curity Council resolution calling 
for the troop pull-back.

He read to the 99-nation a.ssem- 
bly excerpts from a speech made 
in Tunisia earlier today by Presi­
dent Habib ‘ Bourguiba declaring 
“ the world can say goodby to the 
United Nations" if France is not 
required to accept U.N. decisions.

"We will have to exercise our 
legitimate right of self-defense.” 
Slim said, “ if there is no action at 
the United Nations.”

Bourguiba told a crowd at Me- 
denine. about 300 miles from Tunis, 
that the dispute between France 
and Tunisia could have deep re­
percussions.

“ If the United Nations does not 
manage to get its decisions respect­
ed,” he said, “ then it will be giving 
the signal for its collapse.”

French president Charles de 
Gaulle, he added, still “ thinks it 
possible to keep his troops in the 
base of Bizerte — something we 
shall never accept.”

French troops still hold most of 
the city of Bizerte after last 
monh’s violent fighting which 
flared up when Tunisia threatened 
French communications at the 
nearby naval base. They have ig­
nored a U.n : Security Council re­
quest to withdraw to their original 
^sitions.

Tunisia claimed last night that 
France summarily executed 100 
persons—many of them women— 
during the Bizerte fighting. It said 
the International P.ed Cross had 
been asked to investigate.

The French have denied the 
charges.

(In Geneva, a Red Cross 
spokesman said that body could 
conduct an inquiry only if asked to 
do so by both sides. The French, 
he said, had not made such a re­
quest.)

Bourguiba added that Tunisia 
should cooperate "with all civi­
lized countries. including the 
French people, once the complete

"Cleveland scientist he Is
ready to prepare for teats on 
humems an anti-cancer vaccine 
that has worked on laboratory 
animals.

Dr. Sergio de Carvalho s a i d  
actual production and use of such 
vaccine would take about a year 
to prepare. Antibodies that would 
be used to fight cancer in hu­
mans, he said, would be grown In 
horses.

He said efforts are being made 
to develop serum that would work 
effectively against different but 
related types of cancers. He does 
not think a single serum would 
fight all types of cancer.

Dr. Da Carvalho announced 
yesterday he has developed an 
immunizing serum that was used 
to treat and prevent cancer and 
leukemia In animals. Preliminary 
reports are encouraging, he said, 
but it may be some tlm’a before 
conclusive findings can be reached.

With this serum, he said, he 
has protected rats with a high 
susceptibility to cancer so that 
no cancer- Implants take hold in 
them.

Dr. De Carvalho, director of 
cancer research with Rand De­
velopment Corp., here, reported 
his findings at the 19th annual 
meeting of the Electron Micro­
scope Society of America tn Pitts­
burgh.

He said he worked > closely with 
scientists from Parke, Davis A 
Oj.. a Detroit pharmaceutical 
firm.

Dr. De (Jarvalho said these re­
search results have led him to be­
lieve he may develop a vaccine 
for a successful fight against can­
cer in humans:

1— Material extracted from can­
cer tumors and grown In the lab­
oratory looks, under an electron 
microscope, just like a virus, long 
suspected as a possible cause of 
cancer In humans.

2— He has been able to take this

 ̂ ict It Into a horse, 
and hlbe'Tfie horse manufacture 
an antibody serum that later in­
hibited cancer 1- animals.

3— He has developed a theory of 
the mechanics of virus behavior 
that would account for the can­
cer-inhibiting effects on animals.

4— Although the end products 
have so far been tested on ani­
mals. he said, the original can­
cer-causing agents were grown 
from extracts of human cancer 
cells.

Dr. De Oarv’alho said he began 
preparation of the serum with 
cancer cells from human leuk 
liver, lung and breast cance' 
From these cells in human tissue 
cultures, he said, he extracted 
RNA, which under the electron 
microscope, did not look like a 
virus. RNA Is a material called 
ribonucleic acid.

From the culture he extracted 
a protein jacket 'that surrounds 
the rirus-Iike materials. Animals 
injected with these produced anti­
bodies to fight cancer.

Dr. De Carvalho also ha.s de­
veloped a .special technique for 
initial separation of RNA from 
cancer cell.s.

The identification of cancer- 
causing agents thus far has de­
pended largely on their appear­
ance under an electron micro­
scope. he aaid. It has yet to he 
pros’ed that such an agent is really 
a ■virus, he added.
