U.S. Beer Can Satellite
Whirls Around Earth

Washington, Aug. 26 (# — A
""beer can satellite” whirled around
the Earth today on a space dusat-
hunting mission that mag’ help en-
sure the safety of astronauts on
interplanetary flighta,

The 127-pound space messenger
—the 50th American satellite to
be placed In orbit since January
1058 — was gunning around the
globe once every 98 minutes at
altitudes estimated at 274 mliles
at the closest point and 565 at Lhe
farthest,

The sateliite was hurled aloft
yasterday afternoon by a Scout
launching rocket in what space
agency scientists hailed as n
virtually perfect operation, with
the achieved orbit being very close
to the 280-to 810 mile orbit origin-
ally planned,

Sclentists of the National
Aeronsutics and Space Administra-
tion termed the venture & signal
success for the Scout — the world's
first known all-solid-fuel booster
which Is  considered a major
potential’ tool in the space race
with Russia, though it's limited to
relatively moderate pavioads.

The still under-developed Scout
— known as the ''Poor Man's
Rooket” because of ita relatively
low cost—had falled In two of
three previous attempts to Isunch
a satellite Into orbit,

But Space "Agency sclentists
told newsmen that, including its
iatest success vesterday, the over-

all record of the Scout shows ‘It
wor

-Er:éht for it as an operational ve-
hicle.

The job of the orbiting satellite,
which began radioing information
to the Earth soon after launch, s
to make the best study yet of the
number and penetrating power of
tiny space bullets called “micro-
meteorolds” which could strike a
space vehicle at speeds from 7 to
45 miles a second.

Composed cf iron and other sub-
stances, these cosmic dusl par-
ticles — possibly the final debris
from an exploded planet — are
deemed potentially damaging to
space vehicles and even a possible
lethal threat to a&sironauts un-
less proper shielding is provided.

What sclentists need to know is
how dangerous they really might
be s0 that space vehicles can be
designed to offset any hazard
without unnecessarily over-weight-
ing the spacecraft with shielding.

Home Gardener’s Notebook

By ALLAN SWENSON
Writen for
Newnspaper Enterprise Asan,
Beautiful lawns don't grow by
themsleves, You have to plan and
build them,
Actually, developing a good lawn
is not difficult if you follow aeveral
basic stepn. Fall is the best time to
begin, Once established, an attrae-
tive lawn is an important asset to
your property, )
Good lawns can be produced on
almost. any kind of soil with the
right preparation and care. First
atep is a proper seed bed, Loam or
clay loam soils are ideal, but most
soils will need some improvement.
Rough grade a slope away from
your house. Avoid depressions
where surface water might gather.
You may need tile drains, especial-
Iy to take water from downsprouts
away from your house. Terracing
may be necessary where ground is
uneven.
If you live in a new develop-
ment, it pays to fertilize subsoll
with lime and phosphate before
topsoil Is added. They, encourage
deeper rooting. A good rule is 50
Ibs, of ground limestone and 50
Ibs. of superphosphate per 1,000
square feet. Grass lkes sweet soil,
and lime helps provide the proper
