“In order to cope with this po-
tential, the State Police Depart-
ment is making an all-out effort
toward accident prevention, traf-
fic Jaw enforcement and removing
the drunks, cranks, hot rodders
and non-conformists from the
highways and byways.

“Time off for troopers has been
canceled. personnel usually as-
signed Lo other duties have been di-
rected to patrol duties, the entire
force of nuxiliary troopers has been
mobilized and assigned, and all
emergency equipment avallable to
the department has been placed in
reandiness for any eventuality,

"Radar squads will be in evi-
dence during both day and night
hours and a ‘hit hard’ polley will
be folléwed to curtail the speeders,
the ‘zigzaggers,' the ‘cutters-in,'
and the ‘cutters-out’.

"This ‘concentration of police ef-
fort is by no means an attempt to
accumulate & record number of ar-
rests, We are not embarked on a
program of harassment. Our only
aim is to gel the traveler through
our slate with the least possible
difficulty and with the greatest
amount of safety.

“We invite everfone to enjoy
our Beaches, pienic in our parks
and gaze on our scenery. We only
ask that they do it in a way that
will protect them and others from
orippling injury, damage to their
vehicles and the finality of death.”

Mrs, Clarke's job is partly edu-
cational, too. She helps advise
many young women with children
in broken home situations how to
live on a budget, and steers others
to maternity or pediatric clinics
staffed by the Manchester Public
Health Nursing Association at
Manchester Memorjal Hospital.

Some women on welfare don't
know how to plan s meal with a
view to economy and proper nutri-
tion, she added,

Most welfare clients, Mrs. Clarke
observed, have no church or or-
ganization ties In the community,
80 & social worker sometimes func-
tions as “confessor' or advisor to
those with social problems.

Most Rehabilitated

About 80 per cent of the town's
walfare clients are rehabilitated,
with men returning to regular em-
ployment or women achleving some
stability through the state aid pro-
gram, Mrs, Clarke reported. It is
from this rehabilitation — setting
people In the right direction and
putting their minds at ease — that
she derivea the greatest satisfac-
tion in her work

The welfare department social
worker is frank to admit that not
all applicants deserve or win sym-

thetic treatment. As a student of

man nature, she has learned to
spot the “sharpies” that the de-
partment occasionally encounters.
Too many young people today feel
that the world owes them a living,
in Mrs. Clark’'s opinion.

The welfare department staff in-
cludes a director, social worker,
chief clerk, and part-time clark.
Tha office. open Monday through
Fridsy from 8 am. to 5 pm, Is

Clarke. Frustrated in his attempt
to make an appointment with a
doctar, the client told a. doctor's
secretary over the phone, “Look,
I'm an alcoholic. Lord knows

" where I'll be two weeks from now
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if T don’t get an appointment.”
Varied Assignments

Mrs. Clarke's work involves
sorting clothing donations, bag-
ging soap powder and day-old
baked goods for welfare clients,
interviewing clients, checking eli-
gibility for state aid to dependent
children, checking resources and
ald available to the elderly from
other members of their families,
making visits to homes and hos-
pitals, referring alcoholics to
physicians and providing work re-
lief for some clients.

Pride is most prevalent among
the elderly, according to Mrs.
Clarke. In some cases, elderly per-
sons do without food to provide
for rent and other necessities to
the point that they actually suffer
from malnutrition, she said. In-
vestigation proves that in. 50 per
cent of the cases (nvolving the
eideriy, children are capable of
Ewving assistance.

The town assisiance provides no
cash, but inciudes clothing, rent.
food, heat, utilities, hospital and
medical and some personal needs,
the social worker explained

Mrs. Clarke was born In New-
port, VL Her mother was widowed

and her grandparenls were Con-
gregational missionaries. As a
child, she lived in Utah, Louisiana,
Massachusetts and Vermont, She
was graduated from high achool
in Randoiph, Vt, and became a
registered nurae at New England
Deaconess Hospital in  Boston
where she worked {n the operating
room for a year,

Married School Swestheart

The diminutive mocial worker
married her high school sweetheart.

Moscow, Aug, 29 (M—Charging
that foreign submarines have
alipped into Soviet territorial wa-
ters to spy and maneuver, the So-
viet Union has warned that its
armed forces will destroy any
such intruders discovered in the
future,

No dates, locations or national-
itles of the underwater trespassers
were given In a atatement pub-
lished last night by the Soviet
news agency Tass, presumably
with the full authority of the gov-
ernment.

The atatement said foreign sub-
marines must have permission to
enter Soviet territorial waters and
even then must cruise on the sur-
face The Soviet Union has ex-
tended the area over which {t
claims soveignty to 12 miles from
shore, and farther in the case of
some bays. The United States
still recognizex the old 3-mile
limit.

U.S. nuclear submarines have
been cruising submerged off Eu-
rope since early this vear, but they
are believed to be Jpernling gen-
erally in the Atlantic where thelr
Polaris missiles are still within
range of Soviet targets.

The U.S. Navy and the State
Department declined to comment
on the Soviet warning. Soviet
submarines have recently been
sighted off the coasts of the Unit-
ed States and Canada. but all
have been well beyond the 3-mile
territorial limit.

Removal of the board of select-® The Democratic party candl-

men from direct control of road
work, incressing the contact be-

tween citisens of Coventry and
thelr elected officials, and tight-
ening of the procedures for ad-
ministering town affalrs are in
the Democratic platform on which
the party will stand befores the
voters Oct, 2.

For administration the Dem-
ocrats will campaign for segrega-
tion of the administration from
road work. The party backs the
policy of removing the board of
selectmen from direct supervision
of roads.

The platform atates “for the
past number of years either the
first or second selectman assumed
the responsibility for the road
operations. As the Town of Cov-
entry continues to grow, the prob-
lems of administration have bhe-
come more complex and the direct
supervision of the roads by the
board of selectmen {8 no longer
feasible.”

The campaign advocates the
supervision of roads be turned
over to a competent road fore-
man, hired by the selectmen and
responsible to the board.

“The benefits involved in the
hiring of a road foreman would
be twofold In that, first, it would
remove the privilege and reapon-
aibility of being a self-amployer
from the board of selectmen, and
second, it would place the board
of selectmen in the position of an
administrative body devoting ita
full energies to handling the many
important i{tems of policy making
and adminiatering to the needs of
the town.”

The platform advocates that the
firat pelectman be in his office Tues-
day afternoon, Thursday night and
Saturday morning; the gecond
selectman, Wednesaday morning.

“It {s apparent that the towns-
people desire that the selectmen be
available at specified times to dis-
cuss problems pertaining to the
town, The Democratic party takes
the position that this service should
be provided. The above achedule
was therefore prepared so that
specific days and hours would be
eatablished during which the un-
divided attention of the selectmen
would be given to the ple of
Coventry and their individual prob-

lemn.”
Open Town Hall

The Democrats also advocate
that for the convenience of the
residents of Coventry the Town Of-
fice Building shall be open five and
one-half days per week Instead of
the present four and one-half days.
This means that the Town Hall will
be open Wednesdays,

The platform points out the
Democratic candidates for first
selectman, Charles E. Nysack, will
be available at all times In case of
emergency. The Democratic Party
feels that should the occasion arise
the Town Office must be able to
communicate immediately with the
first selectman.

The party also pledges that the
first selectman will issue & monthly
report, via newspaper, to the people
of the town, that the report will
consist of a record for the preced-
ing month of the activities of the
selectmen's office and a commen-
tary on the progress made in deal-
ing with past and current condl-
tions.

pital, would not confirm that it had
been used on human patients.

“I have nothing to report, noth-
ing to say about this," he sald.
“There are no cures, no nothing, I
wish I had (8 cure),”

In discussing electron microscope
techniques used in his research,
Dr. de Carvalho said at a sclentlfic
convention in Pittsburgh last
Thuraday that his serum had
proved effective In fighting cancer
in animals. He sald on returning to
Cleveland that it would be at least
a year before the serum’s effect on
humans could be tested and evalu-
ated.

Rand said it would take some
time to prepare enough serum to
continue the planned testing pro-
gram.

The time-consuming step In
preparation of the serum is the
growth of antibodies in horses that
have been injected with viruslike
material as long as three months.
Details of the procedure have not
been made public.

* Almost everybody, axcept Presi-
«dent de Gaulle of France, has now
made it clear that he expects and

«n the question of Berlin,

With Khrushchev, Britain, and
the United States, this assurance
of negotintion is undoubtedly in-
tended to serve as something of a
safety device for the ever danger-
ous physical situation in Berlin it-

The owner of eight pet chick-4
ens, whose packing crate coop is
in violgtlon of the Rockville City
ordinances, sald last night he will
seek legal advice In an attempt
to save the embattlied flock.

“It's the only thing to do,'"' said
Charles W. (Chic) Trapp Jr., 52
East 8t.,, whose father supported
the move,

Trapp last night left a meeting of
the Rockville City Council facing
possible court action if he leaves
the coop in place.

He had appealed for an amend.
ment to the city ordinance cited
as the law prohibiting his keep-
ing the chicken coop.

But & motion to amend the ordi-
nance, ‘made by Alderman John
T. Orlowski, got no second and
Trapp's last chance had apparent-
ly [flown,

The council did vole to return
the $25 fee he pald a couple of
weeks ago o request & varlance
from the Zonlng Board of Ap-
peals,

A round of comments followed
Trapp's appeal for an amendment,
considered too complex and time-
consuming a move, and not the
real answer,

Alderman Thomas J, McCusker,
who said he was [n sympathy with
the Trapps, was told that a mo-
tion to table the matler for a
number of months could not be
countenanced,

City Building Inspector Roland
P. Usher said he "“never told Trapp
to get rid of the chickens, only
the coop."

Since Trapp first came before
the council in July, it has been the
general option that loss of his ap-
peal would mean curlains for the
chickens.

He keeps eight hens in his back
yard as pets for his children, he
said.

On request of the ZBA four
weeks ago, forrmer Corporation
Counsel' Harvey A. Yonce ruled
that the city ordinance specifically
forbids econstruction of & coop
such as Trapp's.

Orlowski said the “whole thing’'s
a lotta malarkey” and sald If
Trapp must get rid of his chickens,
then the city should clamp down
on stores in the city which keep
rabbits and fowl “by the hundreds”
for sale,

Other aldermen agreed, but said
an amendment aliowing Trapp to
keep the birds_ would run into
problems of definition, It was sug-
gested the ordinance be changed
to permit pet chickens,

“Then everybody in the city
would be keeping chickens."
growled Alderman John J. Yas-
kulka.

Usher sald according to law
Trapp has 10 days from the date
of the violation notice to take the
building down.

Otherwise, Usher sald, court
prosecution would be on order. He
said he did not wish to resort to
court action, but will if he has tn,

He also said Trapp may run into
other zoning -difficulties because
Trapp, proprietor of Chic's Res-
taurant on Market St., usecs his
Earage as a warchouse o store
food.

Trapp once kept the chickens in
the garage under a non-conforming
use regulation. The chickens were
there before the ordinance was
adopted.

But moving them two years ago
terminated the non -conforming
use because the move was volun-
tary and lasted for more than a
year.

The Trapps sald they raised the
chickens from eggs hatched on the
premises by a mother hen.

They said
there is a greater danger than ever
now that the East German Com-
munista will arrest former res-
fdents under a law that calls “flight
from the homeland'" a serious
crime.

The British Forelgn Office previ-
ously had warned British citizens
against traveling in East Germany.

For years, East German author-
ities have relaxed visa controls for
the spring and fall trade fairs at
Lelpzig, Special entry permits are
issued without the customary red
tape. They are already putting out
these permits for the fall show.

Many former East Germans now
living in Wast Germany, who had
no hope of getling visas through
normal channels, have plcked up
the fair visas to go back for a
visit. A fair visa Is good only for
Leipzig, bul any East German
could trave] to meet a visitor from
the West.

Jn the spring, a petition of more
than 300 signatures was presented
to the council calling for = popu-
lar vote,

Alderman Edwin J. Heck said
last night he understands more
signatures will be added.

In ensuing discussion, aldermen
agreed that many residenis ars
unaquainted with the proposed
renewal. project and the petilion
may be unnecessary.

Varicus cily agencies, including
the council, must approve the re-
newal plan, they sald. The plan
may be acceptable to everyone,
but there is some tlime to walt
before it is presented.

In the course of conversation,
Flaherty sald the federal govern-
ment's attitude toward urban re-
newal Is changing to an accept-
ance of community proposals over
some rigld federal requirements.

Flaherty said that “all I sald

"I feel at thig time the federal
Rovernment is changing (its att-
tude on renewal) and there ia the
opportunity for closer modification
to what the community wants,

“No matter how many studies
are made, or how many experts
are employed, we can't be in a posi-
ton that we simply accepl a plan
given us unless we're satisfied
U_II}:I it will'be successful in Rocke
ville.
