Atlanta, Aug. 30 (IP)— NinefoT the school*. A man posting ** ^  ' 4m m «ra«.#4 m am Mra a
Negro pupils strolled into 
classes in previously •white 
Atlanta schools today, and 
watchful police nipped quick-
ly any hint of trouble.

Thus the traditional school seg-
regation barriers — in force in 
Georgia and Atlanta for 100 years 
— tumbled, reluctantly perhaps, 
but quiet. Total public school seg-
regation now remains In only three 
deep south states—Alabama, Mis-
sissippi and South Carolina.

At the first indication of any 
trouble at the four high schools 
being desegregated under federal 
court orders, police moved into ac-
tion. They dispersed small knots of 
spectators and whisked to police 
headquarters several persons who 
gave them arguments.

City School Supt. John W. Let- 
son talked by telephone with the 
principals of the four schools at 
10 a.m. and was told there had been 
no signs of hostility at any of the 
schools.

All of the schools reported nor-
mal or higher registration than 
last year.

An hour before classes began, po-
lice at Murphy High School confis-
cated two signs urging a boycott

boycott sign In a yard nearby was 
orderfd' to remove It or be taken 
Into. Custody. The sign came down.

City officials and police had 
made elaborate plans to prevent 
disorder and the opening day start-
ed quietly. A long campaign by 
civic groups, city officials, educa-
tors and rellgfious leaders for a 
peaceful transition, paved the way 
for the change.

School desegregation was the 
signal for merchants to desegre-
gate downtown lunch counters un-
der an agreement reached several 
months ago.

Race extremists made last min-
ute efforts to arouse resistance to 
school desegregation with a few 
boycott signs. Their efforts had 
no effect on registration which 
was reported normal.

The Atlanta school system has 
69,000 white pupils and 48,000 
Negroes. Segregation remained in 
effect at 13 white high schools, 
five Negro high schools, 73 white 
elementary schools and 41 Negro 
elementary schools.

U.S. Rushes Armor 
To Berlin’s ‘Curtain’

Berlin, Aug. 30 IJP] — A U.S 
Army sedan that had been halted 
under the gims of Communist po-
lice came out of East Berlin today 
after three American tanks and 
four armored personnel carrler.s 
rushed to the city's Iron Curtain 
border.

Col. Wayne Winder, Sheraton, 
HI, signaled the American armor 
into position only 10 yards from 
the FTledrichstrasse crossing point 
after word of the car's plight was 
brought in by a western bus driver. 
Tank guns were trained on green- 
uniformed Communist., police 
guarding the barricades.

French officers reported that the 
American sedan had been held 
at the comer of Friedrlohstrasse 
and Franzoeslsche — about 600 
yards from the crossing point — 
under the guns of two Soviet- 
built L52 armored cars manned by 
East German police.

The sedan was driven by a 
soldier in uniform and had three 

  passengers, al.ao in uniform. The 
senior occupant gave his name as 
Capt. Wirth. He declined to identi-
fy himself to reporters at the 
crossing point In more detail. He 
said he had to report to hie com-
mander.

The right front Window of the 
car was cracked. Occupants said 
It "was hit by something, but not 
s bullet."

The Incident came a few hours 
after another Communist shooting. 
An East German swam to freedom 
across the Teltow canal under a 
hail of bullets from Red border 
guards. He climbed out on the 
west bank of the canal unhurt.

West Berlin police said they 
heard bullets whipping into the 
canal, whose center marks the 
•ector border, about 6:45 a.m. 
Five minutes later the dripping 
man clambered up the west bank

iS>to freedom. He was not immediate-
ly identified.

During the past week Commu-
nist troops have killed t'W'o men 
trying to s-wim the 60 yards across 
the canal, which forms part of 
the border in the divided city. Ber-
liners now call it the "Death 
Canal."

P o l i c e  reported Communist 
guards elsewhere on the border 
flung tear gas grenades and fired 
water cannon last night at about 
60 persons gathered at Alexan- 
drinenatrasse, in Kreuzberg in the 
American sector. Shortly after 
migdnight the Communists opened 
up again when a group of west-
ern youths started catcalling.

Ab«ut 5 a.m., a Communist 
water cannon at Treptowerstrasse 
suddenly let fly at a police patrol 
car on the western side.

president Heinrich Luebke of 
West Germany was in the city to-
day for a look at the situation. He 
arrived unexpectedly last night af-
ter breaking off his vacation.

After talking with Mayor Willy 
Brandt the president planned to 
\dsit the refugee reception center 
at Marienfelde and take a look at 
the barbed tvire and concrete bar 
ricades erected by the Reds along 
the border.

Luebke's visit was attacked by 
the East German official news 
agency ADN as "provocative ac-
tivity." The commentary said 
West Berlin was "not within the 
competence of Bonn politicians."

ADN charged his flight was a 
violation of the 1945 four power 
agreement on access to Berlin, 
which the Reds claimed last week 
permitted use of the air corridors 
only for supply of Allied garri 
sons. The western powers told the 
Soviet Union last week It had no

Adenauer Fears Neutralism

U. S. Seeks Red Views 
On Berlin Negotiations

Washington, Aug .  80 
President Kennedy and West 
German Chancellor Konrad Ade-
nauer w e r e  reported In com-
plete agreement today on the 
need for effective measures to 
counter any future communist 
violations of East-West under-
standings on Berlin.

W e s t  Ambassador Wilhelm 
Orewe, after delivering the mes-
sage to Kennedy at the White 
House, discounted' any Idea that 
further western setbacks In the 
Berlin situsMou might put West-
ern Germany in a Neutralist 
mood. He told newsmen such re-
ports “ were consldernbly exag-
gerated.”

Washington, Aug. 30 '<iD—U. S. 
Ambassador Llewellyn E. Thomp-
son may seek an appointment in 
Moscow early next week in an ef-
fort to learn Russian vdews about 
B e r l i n  negotiations, diplomatic 
sources said today.

The aim is to get the latest line 
on the. Kremlin approach to East- 
West talks before the western Big 
Four foreign ministers hold their 
next strategy session on Berlin.

President Kennedy arranged a 
noontime White House date for 
West German Ambassador Wil-
helms Grewe. Grewe arrl'ved from 
Bonn last night bearing a letter 
from Chancellor Konrad Adenauer.

Contents of Adenauer's message 
were not disclosed. ,

A  report published In the New 
York Times said Adenauer ex-
pressed fear that the Berlin crisis 
might swing West Germans toward 
neutralism. An official foreign min-
istry spokesman at Bonn sal4 how-

<8>ever, that nothing of the sort was 
contained in the letter.

The President had an oppor-
tunity to air his views on the Ger 
man crisis at a late afternoon 
news conference.

Informants said a Thompson 
meeting with Soviet Foreign Min-
ister Andrei Gromyko in Moscow 
soon is under active consideration 
as a means of providing the west-
ern foreign ministers meeting wdth 
whatever information the Soviets 
wish to supply.

The ambassador is vacationing 
in West Germany but is due back 
in Moscow this weekend.

Tentative plans for a meeting of 
the foreign ministers of the Unit-
ed states, Britain, France and 
West Germany in ^vance of the 
September 19 opening of the U.N. 
General Assembly fall session 
were announced at the State De-
partment yesterday.

The expected site of the parley 
is Washington ajid the expected 
date a few days before the' United 
Nations convenes. New York was 
listed as a possible alternative 
site, but is less likely than Wash-
ington because French Foreign 
Minister Maurice Couve de Mur- 
ville has not indicated he plans to 
attend the'UJI. opening and West 
Germany is not a U.N. member.

If Gromyko shows up for the 
UJST. opening, Secretary of State 
Dean Rusk and British Foreign 
Minister Lord Hume are expected 
to meet with him informally to 
see whether formal East-West ne-
gotiations on '^ rlin  would be pro-
ductive.

A line of hard-hitting thun-

derstorms sped across Con-
necticut last night, leaving 
costly damage in some towns, 
merely wetting down others, 
and passing others entirely.

Weathermen at the U.S. Weath-
er Bureau, following the storms 
on radar, commented that the line 
was moving northeast at about 25 
miles an hour.

ThI.'v jibed with ob.servatlona of a 
number of persona who saw the 
storm at first hand. There was 
general agreement that the fierce 
wind.s, rain, and hail, arrived with-
out warning and left in a matter 
of minutes.

Walter Knablein, a Stratford po-
liceman, had a ringside seat in his 
cruiser on Washington Parkway 
in the Lordship Section of Strat-
ford. The .storm \̂ a.s upon him be-
fore he knew it, he .said, but after 
five minute.s "Everything ju.st 
swept out into the ocean and stop-
ped."

WincLs in that vicinity were esti-
mated at 40 miles per hour.

At Greenwich, which was the 
first community to be hit, one res-
ident who has weather measure-
ment devices at his home said some 
of the gusts approached 75 miles 
an hour.

Hailstones exceeding half an 
inch in diameter were reported in 
Greenwich, Stratford, East Wind-
sor, and Windsor Locks.

Hundreds of homes in Greenwich 
were without electricity in the af-
termath of the storm. Not all of 
the town was hit, but in a swath 
through the residential section of 
central Greenwich and south of the 
Boston Post Road to the ahoreline 
man.v proud old elm treea were 
sent plunging to the ground.

They carried with them power 
lines, suddenly blacking out neigh-
borhoods. Live wires on the ground 
were another hazard.

More than 100 acres of broadleaf 
tobacco in East Windsor were dam-
aged by the wind and hail. Had the 
storm come earlier In the season, 
it would have done even greater 
damage to the shade-grown tobac-
co, which is grown under gauze-
like awnings, but the shade-grown 
crop matures earlier than broad- 
leaf and Is already two-thirds har-
vested.

Dempssey Calls 
Conference on 
Traffic Safety

H a r t f o r d ,  Aug. 30 —Gov.
John N. Dempsey ordered the 
State Safety Commission toda.v to 
begin laying the groundwork for a 
governor's conference on traffic 
safety to be held next spring.

The conference will be the first 
since former Gov. Abraham Ribl- 
coft conducted one In New Haven, 
April 2, 1960.

Dempsey also gave the title of 
state traffic safety coordinator to 
the director of the State Safety 
Commission, a post now held by 
James K. Williams.

In other move.s a i m e d  at 
strengthing the state traffic safety 
program, the Governor added new 
members to the committee for ro- 
ordinating work of various depart-
ments in traffic safety, and au-
thorized expansion of traffic safe-
ty services to cities and towns.

Dempsey remarked that al-
though Connecticut ' has won na-
tional recognition for ita record in 
traffic safety, there is more work 
ahead.

"We will not rest on our la\i- 
rels," he said. "As long as there 
are highway accidents, we must 
attempt to curb them."

Dempse.v said he intends to give 
"all possible support” to the State 
Safety Commission in its function 
as the coordinating agency for all 
safety efforts in the state.

With the title of state traffic 
safety coordinator, he said, the di-
rector of the safety commission will 
be better able to meet his agency’s 
statutory obligation to coordinate 
the work of all state departments

Chamonix, France, Aug. 30 

(/P)—Rescuer.s today com-
pleted removal of 81 sight-
seers who spent hours of ter-
ror in tiny cable cars stalled 
high above an Alpine glacier 
by a freak accident that kill-
ed six others.

"W e’ve had an awOiI time and 
we’re glad it’s over,” was the com-
ment of a Briton numbed by a 
night of little leg room and freez-
ing cold on the slopes of Mont 
Blanc.

Helicopters ferried the last sur-
vivors back to the warmth of their 
Chamonix hotels.

Some of them had spent nearly 
20 hours su.apended hundreds of 
feet in the air whole w-orkers 
slowly wound in the broken trac-
tion cable.

The cable was snapped at 1:10 
p.m, yesterday by a French Air 
Force jet combat plane flying low 
through the valley between Mont 
Blanc and Aiguille du Midi.

Most of the passengers seemed 
too fatigued by the experience to 
have much to say, other than that 
they were glad to get back alive.

A German family of four and an 
Italian man and his son were kill-
ed when their cabins fell hundreds 
of feet after the traction cable 
was snapped.

They were the only casualties 
among the 87 persons on the ca-
bleway.

Raymond Jacquet, prefect (gov-
ernor) of the Hdute Savoie De-
partment, said it was a miracle 
more people were not killed and 
added:

"This testifies to the effective^ 
ne.ss of the safety measures on this 
spectacular cable railway linking 
France with Italy across the high-
est Alpine range.”

More than 100 Alpine guides, 
French Army mountain troops, po-
lice and cableway, workers co-
operated in the rescue operation.

The lift runs along a 3-lnch 
thick traction cable strung for 
more than three miles from the 
Aiguille du Midi tb the French- 
Italian border.

About 30 4-seat cabins run 
simultaneously in each direction, 
pulled by a one-inch hauling cable 
which runs in one piece through all 
the cabins going Up and down.

The weight of the descending 
cabins is used to pull mounting 
cabins up the slope.

A little above the half way point 
the carrying cabin rests on a sharp- 
pointed rock known as Gro* 
Rognon (Big Kidney). The plane, 
flying only a few Incljes below the 
carrying cable, anappe ,̂ the up-
ward moving traction cable at a

Washington, Aug. 30 (iP)— 
The Interstate Commerce 
Commission today recom-
mended direct federal sub-
sidies for the New' York, New 
Haven and Hartford and 
other railroads to help them 
maintain essential pas.senger 
services.

The recommendation reversed 
the commission’s long-time posi 
tion against federal grants in the 
transportation field.

The commission made its rec-
ommendation in connection with 
an investigation of the New Hav-
en’s financial plight.

In its report today, the ICC 
said It is "highly Improbable that 
the New' Haven can emerge from 
reorganization and continue to 
render essential transportation 
services in the absence of direct 
federal grants.”

Tile commission described the 
New Haven — and railroad pas 
senger service generally — as fac-
ing a bleak but n ot' necessarily 
hopeless future.

The New Haven’s passenger 
deficit, the commission said, was 
the primary cai.se of Its financial 
difficulties.

It called for help for th* New 
Haven by states and mimicipalities 
in addition to the federal grants.

It said such assistance is neces-
sary to help preserv'e freight and 
passenger service in aoutheni New 
England.

Under its recommendations 
which will be submitted to (Con-
gress later, the New Haven would 
be entitled to receive about 57.3 
million a year H federal aid.

The commission estimated the 
coat of the program, if all U.S. 
railroads applied and qualified tor 
assistance to help meet their pas-
senger losses, would not exceed 
552 million annually.

"A  nation that is serious about 
propelling a man to the moon 
should be able to solve the mun-
dane problem of moving its citi-
zens dependably and comfortably 
some 50 miles or less from home 
to work without multiplying rib-
bons of concrete and asphalt that 
would strangle the central cities 
they are supposed to seiwe," the 
commission said.

The commission repeated its 
previous recommendation for re-

Congo Troops Near Clash  ̂
Lumumhists Expel V.S. Consul

Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, Aug. 
30 (/P)—Brazil’s three mili-
tary ministers today agreed 
to accept Joao Goulart as a 
figurehead president with a 
prime minister to be appoint-
ed by Congress until 1963, a 
government source said.

The decision by the three top 
military chiefs was reached here 
and a government source said it 
already has been transmitted to 
Brasilia, the inland capital.

If acceptable to Oongre.ss and 
government political leaders In 
Brasilia, it might end the serious 
crisis, which has been rocking the 
country since Janio Quadros re-
signed as president last Friday.

Previously the three military 
leaders had opposed having Gou-
lart even as a figurehead president.

The formula proposed by the 
military chiefs considerably dif-
fered from the recommendations 
presented to the national congress 
earlier today by a congressional 
committee.

The important difference Is that 
congress rather than the president 
would choose the prime minister.

The i>rime minister would havs 
the power to run the country — 
the same powers previous Brazil-
ian presidents have held.

Goulart would hold little more 
than a decorative job.

There’s no advantage In expos-
ing yourself to an over-ruff. If 
possible, discard a loser and wait 
for a  more favorable lead to come 
your way.

West leads the nine of spades, 
holding the trick. He continues 
with the three of spades, and Bast 
wins a  finesse wiUi the ten.

East continues with the king of 
spades, nad South la at the cross-
roads.

I f  South ruffs low, West will 
over-ruff. West will later get the 
ace of trumps, and the deifenders 
must also get ot\e club and one 
diamond trick.

I f  South ruffs high. West will 
discard. Then West will eventually 
win two trump tricks with the ace 
and nine. South will atill lose a 
club and a diamond, and he will be 
down one.

West mustn't make the mistake 
of over-rulfing If South ruffs with 
the king of hearts. That would 
limit West to one trump trick.

No Need to Ruff
As we have seen. South goes 

down whether he ruffs high or low. 
He makes his contract if he sees 
that there’s no need to ruff at all.

'When East leads the third spade, 
South discards either the losing 
club or the losing diamond. This 
doesn’t coat anything, but merely 
gives the opponents a trick that 
they will surely win sooner or 
later.

East continues with a fourth 
spade, and South discards his other 
sure loser.

East's best move Is to continue 
with his last spade. Now dummy’s 
trumps come to the rescue. West 
can get only one trump trick, and 
South easily gets the rest.

He said an emis-
sary from the 3rd Army conunand- 
er, Gen. Jose Machado Lopes, told 
Denys that Machado Lopes would 
take orders "only from president 
Joao Goulart.”

Goulart, en route home from a 
visit to Communist China when 
President Janio Quadros resigned 
last Friday, flew to Paris Satur-
day and said he planned to stay 
there until the situation firmed up. 
.The decree Issued by Massilll re-

moved Machado Lopes and named 
pen. Osvaldo Cordeiro de Faria to 
succeed him. But in view of Ma- 
Chado tiopes’ earlier defiance of 
Denys’ it was questionable wheth-
er he and his associates would abide 
by the dismissal decree.

De Andrade told the chamber of 
deputies last night that Goulart 
would fly to Montevideo, Uruguay, 
then go to the South Brazilian 
State of Rio Grande do Sul, his 
home stronghold where the 3rd 
Army is based. The governor of 
the state, Leonel Brizzola, has al- 
n ady  pigged support to Goulart, 
Who is bis brother-in-law.

Students went on strike in the 
big commercial port of Recife in 
northeast Brazil in support of 
Goulart. The army placed tight 
control measures over the city and 
area and ho incidents were re-
ported.

The army announced it would 
bwi any further meetings or dem-

onatratiems thara and said its 
purpose was to prevent Com- 
munlst activities.

In Fortaleza, capital of Gears 
State, the army took control of 
bridges, roads, railways and bus 
lines, electric power plants and 
the post office. Fortaleza is the 
center of an impoverished, 
drought-stricken region where a 
pro-Castro Peasant League is 
strong.

A tight censorship was placed 
on newspapers and radio stations.

The government confiscated all 
editions of several Rio de Janeiro 
morning newspapers. Police kept 
an eye on cable offices and some 
newspaper buildings.

An army officer headed for 
Paris, apparently as an envoy of 
Deny's to see Goulart before the 
vice president left France. The 
army did not announce the reason 
for the trip by the officer. Col 
Dllermando Gomes.

The newspaper O Estado pub-
lished a statement by the com' 
mander of the Navy's Fifth Dis-
trict, Admiral Lulz Clovis de 
Oliveira, which accused Gov. Briz-
zola of trying to foster unrest in 
Rio Grande do Sul-

Oliveira claimed the governor is 
seeking "a movement of rebellion, 
uprising and agitation of the popu-
lar masses.” He also charged Briz-
zola with ordering the removal of 
buoys at the entrance of ports of 
the state.

The Navy, the admiral said. Is 
keeping "an attitude of vigilance.”

There were reports that 18 Air 
Force jet planes topk off from a 
base at Porto Alegre yesterday and 
landed at Cumbica Military Air 
Base near Sao Paulo.

Denys was pledged full support 
by the commander of the 1st 
Army, probably Brazil’s strongest 
military force, which has its head-
quarters in Rio. Its commander, 
Gen. Nestor Souto de Oliveira, sent 
him a message that his forces were 
"ready to receive and fulfill  with-
out vacillations and without loss 
of time any order of your eatcel- 
lency as the chief of the army.”

Congress scheduled a joint ses-
sion in Brasilia today to debatua 
16-member parliamentary com-
mission's recommendation that the 
eonstltutlon be amended to make 
the presidency a chiefly ceremoni-
al post The governing p o w e r  
would be put in the hands of a 
prime minister chosen by con-
gress.

The commission approved the 
plan 10-3—^with three members 
not voting — despite its previous 
rejection by the military chiefs. 
Some congressional s o u r c e s  
thought Congress might pigeon-
hole the proposal under pressure 
from Denys, who wants a consti-
tutional change that will bar the 
leftist Goulart from the presi-
dency.

Goulart, heretofore the darling 
of the left wing who has based 
his political career on support 
from the Labor movement, made 
a bid for Conservative support 
with a statem«nt issued in Paris.

“No government.” he said, “Will 
be able to set itself up without 
the backing of all the responsible 
forces in Brazil.”

It added that It is clear beyond 
any reasonable doubt that the 
progreHive elimination of direct 
and indirect subsidies which op-
erate to the disadvantage of rail-
road passenger service cannot be 
achieved in time "to save that part 
of the service which, under condi-
tions Of competitive equality, could 
be continued."

Recommending r a i l  passenger 
subsidies partly to meet that prob-
lem, the commission said that be-
cause of population growth com-
muter service will be far more es-
sential ten years from now than it 
is today.

“Inasmuch as rail facilities, once 
lost, cannot be reconstructed ex-
cept at fantastic cost, it would be 
the heighth;,pf folly to determine 
the essentiality of rail service on 
the basis of present patronage.

Only one of the 10 commission-
ers who took part in the case dis-
sented outright from the recom-
mendation for federal aid.

Commissioner Howard G. Freas 
said he could not concur in this.

“ Critical as the situation here 
is, I am of the opinion that at 
least some of the statdii and mamy 
of the municipalities should pro- 
 vlde greater assistance before re-
sort is made to cash federal sub-
sidies,” Freas said.

Commissiqner Abe McGregor 
Goff said he concurred in the sub-
sidy recommendation primarily on 
the ground an adequate rail net-
work must be maintained in the In-
terest of national defense. He add-
ed, however, that if subsidizing of 
commuter traffic is necessary, it 
is the responsibility of states and 
localities involved.

Commissioner D o n a l d  P. Mc-
Pherson did not take part In the 
case.

' 890,969 I0.S8 during the same 
period last year.

The New Haven went Into 
bankruptcy reorganization In 
early July after it became de-
linquent on bond obligations.

Haven, the commission called that 
line's plight almost hopeless with-
out federal assistance.

Additionally it suggested: 
Reducing the railroad's plant and 

abancioning some minor branch 
lines; study of the relative ad-
vantages of full adoption of Diesel 
power as compared to increased use 
of electric locomotives: strength-
ening the management team; ob-
taining additional working capital, 
and reduction of operating costs 
with employes making some con-
tribution.

Its recommendations for state 
and local assistance included mak-
ing permanent an existing 4-state 
tax relief program for the New 
Haven; total tax exemption, dur-
ing the line's reorganization, for 
any year of deficit operation; re- 
duoing the railroad's obligation 
concerning highway bridges, and 
inclusion of passenger stations and 
their parking areas In urban devel-
opment plans.

The commission made no recom-
mendation on proposals that the 
New Haven’s commuter operation 
be taken over by some state or bi- 
state authority. The commission 
said initiative in this connection 
must come from the states and lo-
cal communities involved, adding 
as an example;

“What may be a desirable solu-
tion for Philadelphia’s commuters 
may not serve the needs of those 
commuting from Connecticut to 
New York City.”

Before World War II, a hand-
ful of brides spent without limit 
but the middle Income bride spent 
with an eye to her budget. For 
lower Income groups, a lifetime of 
s a v ii^  often was sjient on the 
wedding with little thought to 
furnishings.

T o d a y ,  the sky-is-the-Umit 
spenders and the low income ĝ roup 
have shrunk. The middle income 
grotq>, almost double the slse It 
was, accounts for the purchase of 
a greater variety of merchandise 
than any other consumer group.

The higher income bride buys 
with an eye first to style, then to' 
quality and assortment. I*rlce la 
the last consideration. The middle 
Income bride is Interested in qual-
ity at a price and then in style. 
Only the lower Income bride looks 
first at a price, second at quality, 
and last style. Most brides don't 
start shopping seriously until a 
month before the wedding.

Breaking down spending fig-
ures Mrs. Potts offers the follow-
ing:

An average of $37.25 is spent 
for wedding attire, including gifts 
for bridesmaids. The average girl 
may count on Just over $1,000 in 
wedding gifts which range from 
traditional silverware and linens 
to the newest In appliances such 
as electric sklflets and broilers.

The average brids spends $200 
on her trousseau. It 1s eatimated 
that only 16.4 per cent purchase 
complete new wardrobes; the oth- 
ais supplement the wardrobe they 
already have.

Some 45.5 per cent of the girls 
surveyed expect to spend less for 
clothes after they are married and 
an equal niunber expect to spend 
the same.

In the furnishings category, the 
major areas of spending are:

For three rooms of furniture 
$1,141; dose to $200 for TV; about 
$155 for "some floor coverings' 
househoild linens, blankets and 
towels are expected to take aO' 
other $168.

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A UN  Military Coup
I t  has taken many months of 

turmoil and distraction and inter-
nal and international complicai 
tlons to bring the United Nations 
around to the aymbolic but still 
physical act of force with which, 
the other day. It almost completed 
Its mission In the Congo.

What the United Nations did. 
the other day, was head into the 
city o f Enisabethville, capital of 
the aaceaalonist Katanga Province, 
take eha^e of that city’s facilities 
with armed force, and proceed to 
arrest those membera of the Ka-
tanga army who' were Euro- 
peana. A fter thlî ; procesa had con-
tinued for a time, Phiesident 
lYhombe, the seceasionlst leader 
who haa been slcnxiy learning to 
cooperate when force I f  against 
him, announced the release of all 
hla European officers and advis-
ers from hla governmental pay-
roll.

In this operation, a few shots 
were fired, but the report was that 
nobody was hurt. Obviously, be' 
fore the United Nations cotnman' 
dets In the Congo proceeded to 
this use o f force, they had waited 
long and patiently for the moment 
and the political climate in which 
their action would be accepted as 
something o f an inevitability. 
Tshombe himself had growm Ir- 
reaolute. Some of his Belgian ad-
visers had already been pressured 
out o f  the picture. When the Unit-
ed Nations moved against the Bel-
gian army officers, Katanga's na- 
tlvs army officers helped In the 
search and Identification.

Nevertheless, finally^ the Unit-
ed Nations has dealt with the con- 
ditloQ which originally made its 
mission necessary—the fact that 
the Belgians, Although freeing the 
Congo, were still there, helping 
spilt tbs Congo. As it turned out, 
before the United Nations could 
begin to handle the Belgians, it 
had to get rid of the Russians, who 
had suriived on the scene to see 
what trouble making help they 
could give. I t  had to head off sev-
eral different packages of civil 
war; engage in a contest o f wills 
with the very central government 
w lild i had originally requested the 
United Nations presence, and, in 
the end, put the CongoleM parlia-
ment Into a kind of isolation 
ward, with not even liquor avail-
able, until it finally organised a 
new central government.

The one last touch remaining 
would be the formal, unequivocal 
merging of Katanga Province into 
ths one central aovereignty of a 
united Congo. For this, the brief, 
long-delayed, bloodless and yet 
seemingly conclusive military ac-
tion the other day may have been 
the last necessary prelude.

ous have agreed together on a

'When the profit sharing plan is 
adopted by such a powerful union, 
and potentially about to be applied 
to such a large industry and such 
a large number o f workers, it 
ceases to be a quaint piece of in- 
di-vidualistic paternalism on the 
part of some unusually intelligent 
or Christian-minded employer. In-
stead. it becomes subject to new 
misgivings.

Most of these doubts center on 
the question of whether or not a 
powerful union, living with this 
kind of contract, can conduct It-
self responsibly. Given a 10 per 
cent share one year, can It resist 
demanding 20 per cent the next? 
Possessing, for the first time, a 
specific dollars and cents Interest 
in the profit a company makes, 
can the union refrain from trjing 
to veto or to dictate company poli-
cies which may affect the amount 
of profit one way or another? I f  
so, will not that destroy the com-
petence of management?

Meanwhile, the most hopeful 
possibility that might be involved 
in adoption of the profit sharing 
principle— the possibility that a 
profit sharing plan might elimi-
nate the ceaseless annual raises in 
rates of pay has not even been 
realized in the American Motors 
contract. It gives the usual annual 
raise, and profit sharing too. Un-
doubtedly, without the profit shar-
ing, there would have been a bat-
tle for a much higher wage in-
crease. Perhaps, should the profit 
sharing principle be firmly estab-
lished. It would do away with the 
inflationary automatic pay in-
creases. and bring some stability 
at last to the whole American 
economy.

But, for the time being, the 
profit sharing concept, in the tur-
bulent and volatile automobile in-
dustry, remains experimental, and 
open to doubts. We don’t suppose 
it would occur to Mr. Reuther that 
it would be reassuring to give the 
proposition a trial run with Amer-
ican Motors before insisting that 
it be the cause of strike against 
the major section of the industry.

Again, A Backlash Of P(4io
It  may be a long time before 

medical authorities succeed in ex-1 
plaining to themselves, let alone 
to lay minds, just how' there can 
be a sudden locsdized outbre^ of 
polio in the midst of the great na-
tional trend which, for several 
years past, haa shown the Salk 
vaccine to be conquering the dis-
ease.

But it happened one year in a 
section oi Massachusetts, and 
now it is happening out In three 
western counties in New York 
state. In Onondaga, Madison and 
Oneida Counties, there have now 
been 41 paralytic cues reported 
since the beginning of the year. 
This in Itself would be In eharp 
contrast to the national trend, 
which is showing fewer caMs this 
year than ever. But of these 41 
cases, a total of 36 hart been re-
ported in the past month alone. 
This, in contrut with the general 
security offered by the Salk vac-
cine, is cluHified as an epidemic. 
And it would have been considered 
serious even in the days before 
Salk.

How and why it happens, aa It is 
happening Aow in these three 
counties, including those who have 
had full doses of the Salk vaocine 
among its victinu, nobody seems 
to know. There is still no question 
but that the Salk vaccine has been 
effective for the milllone o f peo-
ple who have had it.

Still, this news illustrates why, 
although everyone could under-
stand the Bcientlfie pride and per-
sonal emotion which made Dr. 
Salk protest the recent approval 
of medical authorities for a rival 
vaccine, that approval was none- 
tlieless neceesary and timely.

For what the medical authori-
ties in these three New York 
counties have asked for, and re-
ceived, and put to immediate use, 
is an emergency shipment of 
350,000 doses of the Sabin oral 
vaccine, which they hope may be 
able to play a part hi halting the 
sudden and unexplained "epi-
demic.”

tJ.S. Seeks Red Views 
On Berlin Negotiations

(Contlnned from pne)

U.8. iuthoritie* *ald the west-
ern powers ere agreed that bilater-
al fide talka with Gromyko will 
not Include any substantive 
Inegotiation on Berlin. They said 
negotiations will be undertaken 
only with a united western front.

Moscow, Aug. 30 (iP) — Again 
blaming the United States and its 
Allies for. the current world ten-
sion. the Soviet government says 
It has stopped returning service-
men to civilian life and warned 
that aggressors will be wiped out 
‘‘once and for all" if war starts.

A statement issued last night by 
the Communist Party Central Com-
mittee and the Soviet cabinet said 
Marshal Rodion Malinovsky, the 
Soviet defense minister, had been 
ordered to hold up demobilization 
of military personnel whose serv-
ice would normally end this year 
“until the conclusion of. a peace 
treaty with Germany."

The number of men Involved 
was not announced, but Soviet 
Premier Khrushchev had announc-
ed on July 8 that a military cut-
back of 1.2 million men which be-

gem last year waa being halted 
because of the western attitude on 
Berlin. How far the cutback had 
already gone waa never announc-
ed.

Khrushchev on Aug. 7 warned 
that Soviet troop strength might 
have to be boosted even further. 
He accused the West of pushing 
the world "to a dangerous brink" 
in the conflict over Berlin, which 
stems from Khrushchev's pledge 
to sign a peace treaty with Blast 
Germany's Communist regime by 
the end of the year. The Commu-
nists contend a treaty would give 
Blast Germany control over west-
ern access routes to West Berlin.

President Kennedy responded to 
the Soviet diplomatic offensive by 
offering to negotiate but stress-
ing the West's intention to fight 
for Berlin if necessary. He called 
for the biggest U.S. troop build- 
upi since the Korean War, includ-
ing the right to hold military men 
in service if necessary.

The latest Soviet statement ac-
cused Kenned.v of making threats, 
reinforcing them with an arms 
buildup by the United States and 
its North Atlantic Allies and pre-
senting “something like an ulti-

matum, damaadliig aaaantUUy 
that wa withdraw in ganaral tha 
quastton of the conehiaion of a 
paaea traaty with Garmany.*'

“If tha imparlallsts," aaid tha 
statamant, “In oonnaction with tha 
signing of a paaea traaty with 
Germany, again seek to draw us 
into the abyss of war, wa are 
fully resolved to put an and once 
and for all to tha forces engender-
ing aggression.

"The lovers of gambles must 
know that, should they unleash 
war, given the new balance of 
power now reigning In the world 
arena, the aggressors will be 
crushed.” ,

The statement concluded with 
the usual' declaration that Rus-
sia would never strike first and 
an expression of hope that “com-
mon sense” would prevail in the 
West.

Among grasses listed in bidding

School 10 mlnutss after tha Ne-
gro pupUn entered the building. 
Cody told a police officer, T  want 
to picket, and I am going to 
picket.”

He was put into a patrol wagon 
and taken to police headquarters. 
Cody was wearing a brown shirt 
with black lapels.

Within minutes after two Negro 
girls entered Murphy High, pcjlee 
moved back small groups of young 
white men who approached the 
school from both sides. Three who 
were reluctant to move back were 
taken to police headquarters when 
they reused to g;ive their names.

At Brown High, two men were 
taken into custody by officers but 
were not detained. They told police 
they were just spectators. Police 
at Brown made another man carry-
ing a camera move on because he 
did not have a press pass.

Officers at Northside High stop-
ped two men for loitering but they 
turned out to be FBI agents.

The start of school desegrega-
tion here was in contrast to riot-
ing that developed at the 'Univer-
sity of Georgia in Athens when two 
Negroes were admitted there last 
year and disorders that accom-
panied school desegregation at 
Little Rock and New Orleans.

During the long campaign here

to m pars for the ehange, dty  
cacials, civic leaders and others 
agniod that the economic, political 
and social progress ot the city 
depended on a peaceful transition.

Mayor William B. Hartsfleld 
oonunented:

“We are proud of Atlanta. We 
hope the ndtole world will witness 
a proud southern city obeying the 
law of the lafid.”

Hundreds of pro-LeimumbUt 
troopa were reported m i l l i n g  
around the itreets of Stanleyville 
and the famillea of all United Na- 
tlona personnel in tha city have 
been told to get ready to leave.

Later he 
was placed under Joint U.N. and 
Congolese protection.

His expulsion order was signed 
by Gizenga In his capacity of 
Congolese vice premier. Casslily 
was accused of inciting the pop-
ulation and of being a menace to 
public order.

The U.S. embassy aaid the facts 
of the incident are being placed be-
fore Adoula’s government. In the 
meantime, said a spokesman. Cas- 
silly would remain In The Congo.

Gizenga accepted a vice pre-
miership In Adoula’s new govern-
ment of national unity nearly a 
month ago and it was expected the 
rival Stanleyville and Leopoldville 
regimes would be reunited. A numr 
ber of Communi.st nations, includ-
ing the Soviet Union, still main-

tain diplomatic missions In Stan-
leyville, however..

Government sources said Adoula 
probably will rescind Cassllly's ex-
pulsion order because Gizenga does 
not have the authority to make 
such decisions in the name of cen-
tral government.

In a dispatch from Stanleyville, 
the Soviet news agency Tass re-
ported that major differences be-
tween the Gizenga faction Adoula's 
government remsin unsolved.

Tass quoted Valentine Lubuma, 
chief of Gizenga’a office, as saying 
the Stanleyville chief had sent a 
telegram asking “Adoula to in-
form him how matters stand” on 
two demands — appointment of 
Gen. Victor Lundula as army chief 
and naming Gizenga supporters as 
defense minister and U.N. rep-
resentative. Lundula la Gizenga's 
chief military man.

In another telegram, Tass said, 
Gizenga accused Foreign Minister 
Justin Bomboko/of opposing the 
policy of neutralism in foreign af-
fairs adopted by the Congolese par-
liament.

Manchester’s present contract for garbage collection which 
expires tomorrow will be replaced by a special contract to 
provide garbage collection on a trial basis for three months, 
and then provide the long hoped for combined collection of 
rubbish  and garbage. A

The board of directors la s t n ight 
approved a  motion proposed by 
Eiemocratlc D irector Ted Powell 
w hich provides the following:

1. An additional appropriation 
of $44,000 from  the $80,000 unex-
pended surplus of June 30 to  fi-
nance rubbish collection.

2. W aiving of the ch a rte r  re -
quirem ents for com petitive bids, 
and authorization  of the general 
m anager to negotia te  w ith the six 
con trac to rs who subm itted bids.

3. A uthorization to  the general 
m anager to  en ter a  co n trac t w ith 
a  bidder for a  three-m onth tr ia l 
collection of garbage alone, and a  
seven-m onth (to the end of the 
cu rren t fiscal year in June  1962) 
combined collection of garbage and 
rubbish,
■ 4. The to ta l am ount of the con-
tr a c t  for both the tr ia l collection 
period and the final collection con-
tr a c t  is no t to exceed $130,000, in-
cluding the $80,000 already a p -
p r o p r ia te  fo r collection, the 
$44,000 appropriated  la s t night, 
plus w hatever o ther monies the 
general m anager m ay  see fit to 
tran sfe r from the dum p m ain ten-
ance fund to  the collection fund.

The directors appropriated  $131,- 
000 In June fo r garbage and ru b -
bish collection and disposal, of 
which $51,000 is allocated for 
m aintenance of the towiv dump and 
trucks, and $80,000 Is fo r collec-
tion.

Twloe a  W eek P ickup
To the  average  M ancheeter 

homeowner, th is  is w hat las t 
n ig h t's  action of the d irectors will 
m ean:

F o r the n ex t th ree  m onths g a r -
bage, o r any th ing  th a t  fits in to  a  
regpilatlon sized garbage can, will 
bo collected tw ice a  week from  
the back of the house.

A fte r th a t, every th ing  in the 
w ay of garbage and trash , w ith 
the exception of large artic les like 
discarded re frig e ra to rs  and beds 
and th e  like, will be collected 
tw ice a  w eek from  the re a r  of the 
house. The average cost will be

$12 a  y ea r on the  average  assess-
m ent, said M artin.

Tha collector will have the duty  
of e ither picking up all artic les or. 
If they  a ra  too large, reporting  
them  to  th e  Town H ighw ay De-
p a rtm en t w hich will p ick them  up 
In a  h ighw ay departm en t truck .

The tow n d ls i^ sa l a rea  on OI- 
co tt S t„ until now open around 
the clock all week, w ill be closed 
to  all except the con trac to r’s 
trucks, h ighw ay tru ck s and m er-
chan ts ' disposal trucks.

The only exception will be th a t 
fo r a  few hours one day  a  week, 
perhaps S a tu rday  householders 
will be perm itted  to  dum p tra sh  
under supervision.

The opportunity  to  place s tr ic t 
control over dum ping a t  the dis-
posal a rea  is one of the tw o best 
reasons fo r s ta r tin g  th e  combined 
tow n collection of garbage and 
trash , according to  (General M an-
ager R ichard M artin.

B e tte r  Service Seen
The m ain reason fo r s ta rtin g  

the combined collection is to give 
M anchester residents b e tte r serv-
ice, he said.

W hich of the six con trac to rs 
will be aw arded the bid had  no t 
y e t been decided by the general 
m anager.

H e interview ed representatives, 
from  th ree  of the firm s y es te r-
day, and from  tw o firm s Monday, 
and m ay  choose one today.

W hichever one is chosen will 
have to  tm dergo w hat he called a  
“g ray  jteriod” during the f irs t  
th ree m onths o f the con trac t. The 
presen t con tractor, th e  Connec-
ticu t C arting  Co. of Newington, 
has been criticized fo r refusing  to 
collect cans w hich contained m a-
te ria ls  o ther th a n  garbage.

The "gray period” during w hich 
the co n trac to r will supposedly 
pick up only garbage, said M ar-
tin, will be a  shakedow n tim e.

"The purpose Is to  provide serv-
ice, no t to  quarre l over w hat con-
s titu te s  garbage,” said M artin.

There will be no definition of

w hat constitu tes garbage In the 
new co n trac t as there  is In the 
p resen t one, he said.- G arbage will 
be w hat fits in a  garbage can.

‘T expect th a t  during the first 
tw o w eeks we'll b e  picking up m ore 
than  Just gafabge,” he said.

(Collection would be ipade', after, 
th ree  m o q tw  of garbage and  rub-
bish from  life re a r  of dw ellings and 
of ea ting  places, he said, b u t no t 
from  the business places.

One D isadvantage - 
. One d isadvantage he expects Is 
th a t some hom eow ners who now 
h ire p rivate  collectors to  remove 
tra sh  will discontinue p rivate  serv-
ice once the town m akes combined 
collections. The p rivate  collectors 
will lose some business, he said.

However, this m ay  benefit the 
town, said M artin, because pos-
sibly one of the collectors whose 
business is reduced m ight be in-
terested  in selling the tow n a  sec-
ond hand packer truck .

M artin  said the tow n will need 
one m ore truck  to m ake the com-
bined collections. H e had recom -
mended earlier th a t  the directors 
appropriate  $11,500 for the truck.

The directors vetoed th a t idea for 
the present, p referring  to  w ait 
unll the tr ia l collection period Is 
up before deciding on any  addition-
al equipm ent purchases.

In  fac t, a  couple of directors, 
several taxpayers and the general 
m anager him self suggested  th a t 
one a lte rn a tiv e  to  the p resen t se t-
up under which the tow n owns the 
tru ck s  used for collection, and a l-
lows the con trac to r to  use them , 
m igh t be fo r the tow n to g e t ou t 
of th e  collection business a ltoge th -
e r by selling the con trac to r the 
tru ck s purchased th ree  years  ago.

D irector Thom as Bailey said  he 
w anted to  w ait un til the  tr ia l pe 
riod w as over before buying the 
additional packer truck, and then 
possibly sell all the  trucks to  the 
contractor.

D irector W illiam Collins said  he 
w anted  to  w ait un til a f te r  the tr ia l 
period before selling the trucks.

A nother Angle
This led to discussion of y e t an -

o ther angle, w hether the $44,000 
had  to  be appropriated  Im medi-
ately.

D irector E ric  A nderson said the 
tow n should use the $80,000 a l-
ready  appropriated  to  cover the 
cost of the tr ia l garbage collection, 
and then appropriate  w hat w as nec-
essary  for the rem aining seven 
m onths.

He said the appropriation  of 
$44,000 w as "buying a big un -
know n.” D irector Bailey agreed 
w ith  him.

M artin  objected to the idea be-
cause, he said, no con trac to r would 
w an t to  be tied down for only three 
m onths. There would be problems 
of adm in istra tion  and of keeping 
personnel.

D irector Anderson asked w heth-
er M artin  could negotia te  for a  10- 
m onth or 2-year period and Just not 
pay the money im m ediately. M ar-
tin said he couldn’t sign a  con trac t 
unless the money w as appropriated .

E arlie r in the special hearing  
M artin  told the d irectors th a t m ore 
money than  $44,000 additional 
would "probably” be needed, bu t 
how m uch m ore he wouldn’t  know 
until he negotiated  the contract.

" I th ink  as a  resu lt of the 
negotia ting  we m ay be able to g e t 
through w ith  the $44,000, I  don’t 
know ,” he said. The $44,000 esti-
m ate  w as made b.v M artin  earlier 
based on a six-m onth tr ia l period, 
instead of a th ree-m onth  tr ia l pe-
riod.

"I 'm  fully convinced a f te r  sev-

• n l  years’ experience w ith  it, th a t 
you shouldn’t  try  to  save money 
a t  the expense of service,” he said.

E re c to r  Bailey said, ”W e are  not 
considering service regard less of 
coat.” H e said  If th e  cost would 
double, then  th e  service should dou-
ble and, ”I  don’t  th ink  th e  service 
w e’re  providing (here) Is comm en-
su ra te  to  th e  c o s t . .

D irector Powell said  th a t  post-
poning th e  s ta r t  o f . full collection 
m ight save  the tow n money, bu t it 
would n o t save any  m oney fo r resi-
den ts who now pay fo r private 
tra sh  collection.

Voice Opinions
R esidents who spoke on the is-

sue w ere th e  following:
W ilbur B ennett, 99 McKee St., 

who favored the combined pickup, 
and w as ag a in s t w aiving the bid-
ding.

Paul Miller, 388 Oak St., who fa -
vored combined pickup, bu t thought 
tra sh  collections should be made 
only once a  m onth. He favored the 
general m anager’s selecting the 
collector on the basis of pa.st per-
form ance as well as' low bid.

C harles Morrison, 423 E . Cen-
te r  St., who listed w hat he felt 
w ere the fau lts  of the p resen t col-
lector, including the sloppy appear-
ance of the trucks, and favored 
e ither a  com plete tow n collection 
operation  or the sale of the trucks 
to  the collector.

R ichard Dldan, 36 Bolton St., 
who favored the combined collec-
tion. b u t doubted th a t bi-weekly 
tra sh  collections will be necessary.

A lfred Goulet, 168 Cooper Hill 
St., who p ro tested  the cost of the 
proposed collection.

W inston Hudson, 64 E rie  St., 
who though t one collection a 
m onth fo r tra sh  would be suffici-
ent. I

A lbert Marino, 36 Bush Hill Rd., 
who w anted to  know w hether b\isl- 
nesses would be served, and was 
told they  would not be.

M artin  told the d irectors he 
would arrive  a t  a  decision to  aw ard 
the  co n trac t th is  afternoon. The 
co n trac t w ith  the C onnecticut 
C arting  Oo. expires F riday.

Town officials sharp ly  criticized 
the m anagem ent of the dump last 
night, M d approved the combined 
collection of garbage and nibbish 
to perm it the closing of the dump 
to townspeople.

General M anager R ichard M ar-
tin a ttribu ted  the cau.se of the 
acrid smoke, which has aroused 
b itte r complaints, to  the tow n’s 
lack of control over the tow ns-
people’s \ise of the dump.

C hester L angtry , deputy d i.l :- 
to r of public works, said yeste r-
day afternoon th a t the smoke ha.s 
been caused by a  series of inci-
dents.

“A bout 2 o’clock the m orning of 
the 13th of A ugust there developed 
a  fire in the w est section,” he said.

B urning Five Years
"The fire ha.s been burning for 

about five years there under-
ground. I t  consumes stum ps, logs 
and o ther m aterials. There’s an 
ash th a t’s left from  the fire, and 
every once in a while the earth  
drops in when the ash gives way.

’’This tim e an jarea 20 to 30 feet 
long and two feet wide erupted .” 
There had been no rain for days, he 
said, and the a rea  was very dry.
■’When th is thing le t go and as 

the earth  dropped down, the a ir

garbage in tow n from  residences 
and eating  places.

This will mean th a t  only the 
con trac to r’s trucks, h i g h w a y  
trucks and trucks from  businesses 
will be perm itted  into the disposal 
area. The only exception m ight be 
th a t townspeople would be p erm it-
ted to use the dumip for a few 
hours one day a week, under s tr ic t 
supervision.

Several of the directors, includ-
ing M ayor Harold A, T iirkington, 
criticized the m anagem ent of the 
dump.

”I t ’s  a  very, very bad situation  
down there,” said the mayor. 
‘T h ere  seems to be no organiza-
tion down there.”

Brandt also tangled with Weet 
German Chancellor Konrad Ade-
nauer in election debate on Ber-
lin. Adenauer charged in a cam-
paign speech that the Berlin criaia 
was created by the Soviet Union 
to help Brandt, candidate of the So-
cial Democratic party.

Adenauer’a charga drew booe in 
Hagen and Gelsenkirchen. When he 
made it at Recklinghausen, he add-
ed that 'I t  la absolutely out of the 
queation" that Brandt's party 
shared any responsibility for the 
criaia.

Brandt, speaking at Erlangen, 
commented: "The old gentleman 
doesn't quite grasp the situation 
any more."

A Moscow Radio commentator 
assailed a proposal by Heinrich von 
Brentano, Adenauer’s foreign min-
ister, for an Eaat-Weat foreign 
mtniatere’ conference on the Ber-
lin criaia. The commentator. Vic-
tor Babkin, said Brentano's pro-
posals on negotiations were "a 
screen for the military prepara- 
tlona of the western countries.”
' The East Germans still held an 

American soldier seized at the 
Weet <3erman border early yester-
day near the Bavarian town of 
Neustadt. A U.S. Army spokes-

man said Sp. 6.C. Bobby E. Scott, 
20, Edgerton, Mo., was arrested 
by Communist’ police while on 
rogular patrol with hia unit.

Tna thraa cabina moving up 
toward the Agullle du Midi be-
tween the Groi Rognon- and the 
breaking point wure flung back-
ward as if by the snap of a  whip.

They sipped over the support 
rails at Oros Rognon, derailed^d  
crashed to the rocks below.

The six victims were in two of 
these three cabins. The o t h e r  
cabin was unoccupied.

A group of three cabins im-
mediately above the break also 
derailed but remained suspended 
on the traction cable, one end of 
which was trailing on the glacier.

These and the other cars hung 
Immobile. A winch was hurried 
into place and Alpine rescuers 
inched their way out on the sup-
port cable to attach lines to pull 
them to safety. Through the 
night the cars were drawn slowly 
ahd ckutiously, to the line's term-
inals or to points from which the 
occupants could be lowered by 
ropes to the glacier.

The pilot of the plane, a Capt. 
Ziegler of a French Experimental 
Je t squadron, Ismded his damaged 
F84F Jet a t his base at Luxeuil, in 
central France. It was impounded 
by civil investigators.

The plane sipped over the valley 
a t well above the speed of sound. 
No one reported actually seeing it 
cut the traction cable, but one 
sightseer. Francis Blanchard, a 
Flienchman with the International 
Labor Organization at Geneva, 
said he saw the plane performing 
acrobatics Just before.

Officials were thankful for one 
circumstance in the bizarre acci-
dent. After the three cabins de-

railed, the loose end of the tow 
cable entangled In the rollers of 
the way station tower. This kept 
several other tourist-loaded cars 
from being cut loose to roll back-
ward on the downhill side of the 
tower. Had they done so,- they too 
would have derailed and crashed.

The cable line is strung between 
two peaks of 15,781-foot Mont 
Blanc and stretches three miles 
between the 10,500-foot Aiguille du 
Midi on thte French side of the 
chasm and the Torino, slightly 
lower, on the Italian side.

Tourists normally do the ride 
in half an hour, dangling at times 
1,000 feet above the glacier. At 
eight points along the way there 
are stopping points where they 
can get out.

On this trip moet were dressed 
in summer clothes. One passenger, 
an Indian woman from London, 
had on a thin sari and gold slip-
pers. Someone loaned her a pair 
of wool socks to negotiate the 
glacier after she was lowered from 
her stranded car.

Moat of the sightseers were 
French. Italian or British, but 
there were a few Americans.

Hugh Putnam. 20, Milton. Mass., 
and his cousin. Katherine Blodgett. 
18. Gnand Rapids, Mich., were 
stranded for 15 hours. They got 
down via a rope and took' their 
ordeal cheerfully.

“I was terrified at first.” said 
Miss Blodgett." but then I quickly 
relaxed . . .  we had an American 
newspaper with us and spent part 
of the time doing the crossword 
puzzle. I must confess that when 
darkness fell the puzzle was still 
incomplete.”.

It was a beautiful moonlit night 
on the mountain and the trapped 
passengers had a spectacular \iew

of the stunmlt of Mont Blanc, the 
Alp’s hlgtwet mountain,'ahd the 
glacier below. But few ,of’the res-
cued commented on the'seenery.

The cabins In which they were 
trapped are about five feet square 
and have two double seats facing 
each other, with only a  few inches 
between the knees of the passeff> 
gers and no room for them to 
stretch their legs.

The cabins have no lights be-
cause they normally never nm at 
night. Each cabin is fitted with a 
telephone but this was cut when 
the plane broke the cable. The Al-
pine rescuers, trained floodlights on 
the stranded cars to help those in-
side to keep up their morale.

Mrs. Eldith Butcher of Wales 
said when the plane cut the tow 
cable, "the first thing* we noticed 
was a violent rocking. .Then our 
cabin shot dovm the line and sud-
denly stopped.”

She and her sister, Mrs. Mary
Elfrieda Brooks, were exhausted 
and numb from the cold. They had 
shared a cabin with two Italian 
professional photographers who 
tried to entertain the elderly 
ladies—although neither couple 
could speak the other's language.

The accident was witnessed by 
Prof. Angpis Taylor of Los An-
geles and his wife, who had Just 
finished lunch and were watch-
ing people board the cars on the 
Italian side.

Taylor saw the plane coming in 
at high speed. "Then there >was a 
big commotion and I saw those 
cars falling into the valley like 
ornaments dropping off a Christ-
mas tree.”

Taylor said he did not actually 
see the plane hit the cable or even 
hear any noise.

“That was why It was so ter-
rifying — it was all so quiet up 
there on the peak,” he said. 
"There were no screams, nothing 
but the fading whistle of the Jet 
plane and the wind. It was terri-
fying.”

Richards Accepts Post 
With New Houston Club

Los Angeles, Aug. 30 <^)— Paul Richards, heading for a 
five-year term as general manager of the National League’s 
new Houston club, said today he will go along with the Balti-
more Orioles if and when they ask him to finish out the cur-
rent season. Oriole officials sald'  ̂
they would ask him to stay.

Richards, who took over the helm 
of the Orioles in 1954 after leav-
ing the Chicago White Sox, an-
nounced hia resignation as Orioles’ 
field manager just before the club’s 
doubleheader here with the Angels.

The announcement came as no 
surprise. It was rumored for sev-
eral weeks he was considering an 
attractive offer from Houston, 
which begins play in an expanded 
National League next season. A 
month ago, the Associated Press 
disclosed that Richards would leave 
Baltimore to go to Houston.

Richards, announcing he was re-
signing. said the contract with 
Houston had not been finalized but 
that Houston officials had agreed 
to his general demands.

Additional Conditions
”I have asked that three addi-

tional conditions be Included in the 
contract and as yet the Houston 
people haven’t agreed to them,” he 
said.

A spokesman for the new Texas 
team, however, seemed fairly cer-
tain Richards and the club could 
get together.

”We should have an announce-
ment within 48 hours if Richards 
is relieved from his contract at 
Baltimore,” the spokesman said.

Contacted In New York, Joseph 
Iglehart, Orioles' board chairman, 
said he intended to ask Richards 
to remain with the Orioles until the 
season is completed.

“I'm sure he will,” Iglehart said, 
said. Informed of this, Richards 
said he would oblige.

In Baltimore, Oriole president 
and general manager, Lee Mac- 
Phall, said he had talked with 
Richards Shout his resignation 
earlier yesterday, and had asked 
him to wait until October before 
severing his ties with the Birds.

'iWe would like him to stay, and 
he has indicated he would do so if 
we request it,” MaePhsil said. ”So 
it appears likely that he will stay.”

MacPhail said a formal an-
nouncement probably would not be 
made until after he talks further 
with Richards Thursday when the 
team returns to Baltimore from 
a aeries against the Angels.

Richards has confirmed 'being 
offered a contract, under which he 
would serve as general manager. 
Among his initial duties would be 
the selection of Houston’s first 
major league roster during a Na-

tional League player draft in Oc-
tober. and hiring of a fleld man-
ager and front offle personnel.

Better Salary
The contract reportedly would 

run through 1966 and provide an 
annual salary of 366,000 or more. 
Richards’ contract with the Orioles 
rrune through the 1963 season and 
carries an annual salary of J50,- 
000.

As for a new manager for Balti-
more, MacPhail would not say 
definitely that he had talked with 
any potential candidates. But, he 
said. ”we have given some thought 
to the matter.” He said Richard.s 
mentioned no plans for talking any 
of liis present fleld staff with him | 
to Houston.
