Brasilia, Brazil," Sept. 7 (JP) —^and trade ,yelations, with Russia
Lehlst Joao Goulart prepared to 
take on . the virtually powerless 
job of Brazil’s president today and 
the nation seemed .headed for a 
middle of the road government 
tl\at may turn a cold shoulder to 
Fidel Castro and .retreat f r o m 
Close ties w ith ' the Oommimlst 
bloc.

A fter a i2-day crisis tfi'aE’ '̂tTe- 
gan with the resignation,, of Pres­
ident Janio Quadros .Aug. 25, . the 
42-year-old ^ u th  Brazilian ranch" 
er, Brazil's vice president since 
1956, was to be inaugurated this 
afternoon as chief of state. But 
Congress has stripped the office 
of virtually 'all power lo_ satisfy 
military leaders who feared’ the 
Leftist Goulart would open South 
America's, largest nation to Com­
munist takeover.

Congress awaited G 6 u 1 a r t’s 
nomination for its. approval of a 
prime minister, who will hold the 
real power in the-new-parliamen­
tary form of government, voted 
by congress to trim Goulart’s in­
fluence. With middle of the road 
and Rightist parties in the major­
ity in Congress, it seemed certain 
his choice would be of that polit­
ical leaning.

Two leaders of former President 
Juscelino Kubitschek’s m i d d l e -  

■ road Social Democratic party were 
most frequently mentioned: Tan- 
credo N e v e s ,  bald, mustached 
former labor .minister, and Emani 
Amaral Peixoto, piidgy, thick- 
lipped f o r m e r  ambassador to 
Washington. '

Both played key roles In Kubit- 
■chek’s a^ln lstration, w h i c h  
guickly cooled on Castro’s revo­
lution after it turned sharp left 
and vhich kept clear o f close ties 
With the Communist bloci

In hlsi seven months In office 
Quadros reversed this policy, be­
came Latin America’s leading pro­
tector o f the Castro regime and 
pushed headlong fo r dlplomatie

and possibly Red China. A swing 
back toward the former, policy now 
appeared to be in prospect.

By this analysis, it would seem, 
that Vice President Nixon made 
two tactical mistakes. The first 
was to consent to the debatoe at 
all, since the mere appearance of 
the men on the same tele\islon set 
waa apparently enough to kill the 
voter fear of Kennedy’s compara­
tive Immaturity. But the second 
Nixon mistake, considering the 
analysis which says that Nixon 
began doing better on the debates 
when they got beyond personality 
and toto Issues, was that be didn't 
.sciwdule the two more additional 
debates the Kennedy forces were 
asking for at the end of the cam­
paign. Who knows, he might have 
won back f 0,000 votes to two 
states, and have become President.

I f there Is one thing serious this 
analysis tells ua it is that the 
form of these debates was far 
from ideal. If the voters didn’t psy 
top much atte^ion to the issues 
tovolyed, they w'ere right, because 
there'was never time or format 
for the real development o f ' any 
issue. If they are repeated, aa 
President Kennedy has promiaed 
they .can be when and if ha runs 
again, there should be an effort to 
design iwmething a little less 
■hallow.

While wine la evap­
orating, add dissolved tomato 
paste to the oil in the saucepan, 
and simmer for three or' four min­
utes.

war,”  Khrushchev said. “ But we 
cannot vs-atch passively when, in 
response to our peaceful propos­
als, war psychosis is being fanned 
in the 'W'est and unprecedented 
war preparations are being effect­
ed against the Soviet Union and 
other Socialist countries.

“ In such conditions the Soviet 
government Is forced to tsdee 
measures to strengthen our de­
fenses, to curb the adventurists 
should they dare to xinleaah an­
other war.

‘The Soviet. Union has pursued 
and will continue undeviatU^ly to 
pursue a policy of peaks' and 
friendship between t ^  peoples, 
resting on the principleo of peace­
ful coexistence, and it will never 
be the first to ua^ arma, will never 
take the road of unleashing war.”

Khrushchev has been saying the 
same thing in about Uve same 

'wrordi ever since the Berlin crisis 
arose.

Last night he again called for a 
multi-nation German peace treaty 
conference.

Khrushchev, speaking at 
Kremlin banquet in honor of Neh­
ru, made no reference to the mes' 
sage Nehru had broughL lto  from 
Belgrade. Instead he called again 
on all powers that fought Naxi 
Germany to attend an internation­
al conference to conclude a Ger­
man peace treat/.

“On this basis,”  Kbruahehev de­
clared, “ the- questiMi of the nor- 
msdixation of the situation-in West 
Berlin would be solved:

“ Our proposals relating to these 
problems in no way pmjudiee the 
interests of the western powers,’ 
he asserted once more, v

Nehru aaroided specifles ih ^ s  re- 
ply and warned of the dangers of 
war.

*Tt would be illogical, n a y  
wrong, unwise and s tu j^  to start 
a war,”  Nehru told Khrushchev. 
“Respecting all countries as I do, 
I  still have to say that In our time, 
in our era, to start a war against 
anybody is the ultimate folly."

The message from the Belgrade 
meeting of K  nonaligned nations 
was handed to Kbrushdiev earlier 
yesterday by Nehru and PrsMent 
Kwame Nkruniah of Ghana tfiort- 
ly after they arrived from the Tu- 
goalav capital. Their meeting in 
the I&emlin was described by the 
Soviet government as warm and 
friendly.

Ceylon was one o f  the two doxen 
countries represented at Belgrade. 
Its new envoy. Ambassador Wil­
liam Gopallaa, caUed on Kennedy 
this morning. In their exchange d  
remarks, Gr^allawa said his na­
tion realizes that the President’s 
tasks in such critical are
great and difficult, but that what 
Is at stake is the “ creative achieve­
ment o f man and the possibility of 
life and futime for our World.”

Boat Traileiing
Boat trailering is not difflcult, 

states Willard Crandall, Boats Edi­
tor, Sports Afield Magaaiiie. How­
ever, a brief, rundown on some 
triclu and fundamentsls may save 
the beginner trailerman unneces­
sary headaches. And don’t think 
that the ad'vlce which follows is all 
.you have to know. It ’s only the be- 
idnning.

Boat trailering end trailers in 
general fall under sonis of the most 
stxict and diversified'of state rul­
ings. Perhaps the best idee is to fol­
low the strictest state laws. A  
digest of state boat trailer laws 
may be obtained from the Outboard 
Boating Club of America, 307 N. 
Michigan Avenue, Chicago 1, 111.

Before you drive away with a 
new trailer, have your dealer brief 
you on it. He can demonstrate load­
ing, and show how greasing and 
tire changing are done. These jobs 
vary from model to model.

Somehow backing a trailer hfis 
acUeved an aura of mystery to be  ̂
ginnere even though it ia easily 
learned b.v most people. Boat trail­
ers beck more easily than small 
utility trailers which turn more 
suddenly because their wheels ere 
closer to the car.

.JThe time ’ to prevent any wear 
and tear to the boat or motor from 
a road trip is before you drive onto 
the’ highway. Be sure the boat is 
propeHy positioned and all ti«- 
downa are snug, without being so 
tight they might pressure the host 
out of shape. You should loosen the 
tierdowns at nig^t to avoid strain 
on your boat.

Don’t carry heavy weighta in the 
boat and watch out for necessary 
weightfi that are sharp, or that 
can't be held down well. Boat mar­
ring and more serious damage are 
invited that way. I t ’a easy to hin a 
trailer’s load too near or perhapa 
over the rated capacity.. Remem­
ber that many boats weigh more 
than the quoted amount. Best 
places for extra' weight are over 
supports or over the axle if that 
doesn’t throw o ff weight balance.

Don’t fill fuel containers full or 
shut the caps tightly or cover With 
cloths if it’s hot; gasoline expands, 
.so play it safe. Keep the motor 
covered. -^ road duet can get in the 
carburetor. Lock, or brace, out­
board motor or drive in tilted poel- 
tion.

A  'boat cover's a good idea, too. 
Rain - watfir sloshing in the boat 
can sway the whole trailer danger­
ously. With a covfr over all there 
may be leas drag, gusty wids can 
get leas of a bite tp cause sway and 
the boat will stay cleaner. Also a 
covered windshield can’t be dented 
or scratched by flung-up pebbles.

circulated in all my years in base­
ball, was the one instigated by a 
Scranton writer who said Giles 
fired "Vic Deimors at Chrstmaa 
time, 1950: That writer and others 
continued to write this vicious lie 
after we had told the true storj'.

Hartford, Sept. 8 (AT—Delegatee 
to the convention the Ckiimectl- 
cut State Labor CounejUturned to­
day' to uncontroversliU resolutions 
after some debate on civil rights.

On the agenda today were reso­
lutions supporting a strong United 
States against communism and- 
urging political leaders to hold the 
line on consiimer taxes.

Yesterday’s session saw James 
E. Gibbs, president of the New 
Haven branch of the National As­
sociation for the Advancement of 
Colored People (NAACP), charge 
the council \rtth failure to push for 
an end to racial discrimination.

Gibbs, a union delegate, 'noted 
there were no Negroes on the 
council’s Civil Rights Committee. 
And he said the committee had 
done little to justify its existence. 
)tie called for a meeting of the 
committee within 80 days to dis­
cuss discriminatory employment 
practices.

Outgoing council president 
Mitchell Svirldoff retorted that the 
council had done hiore to get civil 
rights legislation passed than any 
other organisation in the state — 
including the N.AAOP.

Svirldoff said he resented the 
implication that the council’s civil 
rights pronouncements were insin­
cere. He csjied for' solid support of 
the council "Instead of sniping 
around the fringes.”

New York, Sept. 8 tST — A^the outcome was a' triumph for
smashing victory by Mayor Rob­
ert F. Wagner on an "anti-bosa- 
isin”  platform today wrecked the 
City’s old lino Democratic organ­
ization led by Tammany Hall 
chief Carmine G. DeSaplo.

Wagner, backed by insurgents, 
defeated the organization candi­
date, State Comptroller' Arthur 
Levitt, in a record outpouring of 
voters for a Democratic primary.

The'final vote was 451,458 to 
291,672; The total vote of 743,180 
bettered the previous Dem6cratic 
primary mark of 718,000 set in 
1937.

Wagner will lace State Atty. 
Gen. Louis J. Lsfkowitz, unoppos­
ed for toe Republican nomination, 
in the Nov. 7 general election.
